A @hristmas Legend

INCE our last Almanac was
issued, the ranks of the
Canadian hierarchy have
been sadly depleted by
death  Some were not un-
expected. Cardinal Tasch-

creau had long been failing ; Archbishop

Cleary, more than once w hin the last

three years, had been dangerously ill ; and

length of days marked the venerable

Bishop La Fleche, of Three Rivers, as an

approaching victim for the dread reaper,

But to the illustrious Archbishop of To

ronto death came with silent, sudden

SWeep—no warning to friend or attendant
-no bidding to keep his house in order,

for his end was nigh. Only the sound of

a fainting spell which lasted but a few

moments, and then Death rang his second

call, and al. was over, A few minutes
before eleven o'clock on Sunday night,

July 31st, all this occurred, and the be-

loved John Walsh, the second Archbishop

of Toronto, had rendered up his soul to

God.  The awful news flashed along the

midnight wires, and by the early trains

speeded in newspaper columns to city,
town and hamlet, and the whole country

mourned, for a great man had died and a

zealous Archbishop had let his crozier

drop from his nerveless hand, a kindly
heart had ceased to beat, a peaceful sou
had fled.

John Walsh, son of James Walsh and
Ellen Macdonald, was born in the parish
of Mooncoin, in the County of Kilkenny,
Ireland, May 23rd, 1830. He belonged
to a family whose generations had given
many priests and several bishops to the
Church, and in times of persecution not
a few martyrs for the faith. Evincing at
an early age a desire to study for the

~40-

priesthood, the subject of our sketch was
sent at the proper time to St. John’s Col-
lege, Waterford, where with great success
he prosecuted his classical and philosophi-
cal studies. He also made one year of
his theological studies in the same institu-
tion when he decided that his vocation
lay in the vast field of foreign missions,
Accordingly, breaking all the ties of home
and country, he left for Canada in April,
1852, The following autumn he entered
the Grand Seminary of Montreal, where
he spent two years completing his theol-
ogy for the diocese of Toronto, He was
ordained priest on Noy. 1st, Feast of All-
Saints, 1854, in St Michael’s Cathedral,
by Bishop de Charbonnel, then Bishop of
Toronto,  After ordination Father Walsh
Was attached to no particular curacy—
his duty consisting in attending every
place that happened to be vacant. The
following year (1855) he was appointed to
the Brock mission, of which parish he
was the first resident pastor.  After spend-
ing three years in this severe country dis-
trict he was, in April, 1857, placed in
charge of S, Mary’s, in the city.  Full of
the spirit of his holy vocation, Father
Walsh applied himself to his manifold
duties with constancy and energy. Lor-
etto Convent, which at that time was sity-
ated near St, Mary’s church, found in him
a devoted chaplain, the schools a self-
sacrificing champion, and the parish a
father and friend. But amidst all his
other occupations he found time to give
to study and the carefy] preparation of
Sermons  which soon earned for him a
well-deserved reputation as a pulpit orator,
Advancing time and more exalted state,
as well as continued induslry, increased
this reputation, Archbishop Walsh’s dig_

nified appearance, rendered more digni
fied by the insignia of his office, his rich
voice with a sweet touch of brogue cling
ing to it, his deep earnest manner, render-
ed more earnest by the subjects he treated,
served to give weight to his well-balanced
sentences and his finely-rounded periods.
In style ornate, in treatment practical, in
thought logical, rich in imagery and choice
in language, Dr Walsh, as a speaker, was
never commonplace, always impressive,
and in many passages brilliantly eloquent.

Very soon after the consecration of the
Right Rev. Dr. Lynch, in 1859, Father
Walsh was appointed Rector of S. Mich-
ael's Cathedral. The following Septem-
ber the Prince of Wales visited Canada
The preparation being made for His Royal
Highness' reception in Toronto brought
forth some of that force of character which
ever made the future Archbishop a leader
amongst men. A large and influential
meeting of Catholics was held, under the
chairmanship of Father Walsh, to memor
ialize the Duke of Newcastle, the Prince’s
adviser, and to protest against the erection
of an Orange arch. As a result of this
meeting and the subsequent memorial,
the Prince of Wales refused to recognize
the existence of the arch in question, and
Orangeism received a blow from which it
did not rally for years.

Father Walsh was appointed Vicar
General of the diocese of Toronto on
Easter Sunday, 1862. In September he
returned from the Cathedral to his old
pastorate of S. Mary’s, where he remained
about four years, when he was raised to
the Episcopate.  Dr. Pinsonneault, at that
time Bishop of Sandwich, was obliged
through ill health, to resign. The choice
of a successor fell upon Vicar-General
Walsh, which was in due time ratified by
bulls from the Holy See.

His Lordship, Bishop Walsh, was con
secrated in S. Michael’s Cathedral,
Toronto, November 1oth, 1867, by Mgr.
Baillargeon, then Archbishop of Quebec.
The assistant Bishops were the Rt. Rev.
J. Bourget, Bishop of Montreal, and Rt.
Rev. ]J. J. Lynch, Bishop of Toronto.
Six other Bishops and a large number of
Priests were present upon the occasion.
The newly-consecrated Bishopleft Toronto
with the generous gifts and the good

wishes of his many Toronto friends, both
clerical and lay, upon the 13th of Novem
ber. On the following day his Lordship
was duly installed in the Cathedral of
Sandwich. Soon afterwards the Episcopal
residence was transferred from Sandwich to
London ; and the See was likewise changed
back to London by a decree from the
Propaganda dated November 15th, 1869,

In this large field of Christ's vineyard,
his Lordship applied himself with extra-
ordinary resolution and ability to the im
portant duties of his high office. A large
and pressing debt of $35,000 had to be
liquidated. The reorganization of mis-
sions, the proper supply of priests, the erec-
tion of presbyteries and churches, the in-
terests of education and charity in all its
branches called for prompt and energetic
action and sacrifice.  Nothing daunted by
the difficulties which surrounded him,
Bishop Walsh set himself earnestly to put
his house in order. He visited every
mission in his diocese, founded churches
and schools where reauired, catechized
the young, encouraged the old, and ap
pealed to all to help in removing obliga
tions which were a serious obstacle to his
doing the good he had in contemplation.
Nobly seconded by a faithful clergy and a
generous laity, he succeeded within three
years in payingoff the heavy debt which had
at first confronted him. Upon his return
from his first official visit to Rome, in
1876, he gave the following abstract from
the report made to the Holy See:—
“Twenty-eight new churches have been
raised to the glory of God and for the
purposes of religion. All these edifices,
with few exceptions, are of brick and
stone, and many of them are splendid and
costly structures. Besides, five churches
have been greatly enlarged and improved.
Seventeen commodious presbyteries have
been built for the accommodation of the
parochial clergy. An episcopal residence
has been constructed, and not a cent of
debt has been left upon it. Three con-
vents have been built. Mount Hope has
been purchased and paid for, and a splen
did new orphanage erected upon it. A
handsome new college has been built by
the self-sacrificing zeal of the Basilian
Fathers. We know, dearly beloved breth
ren, that a good and efficient priesthood
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are, in a certain sense, the life and soul of

the Church. They are the representatives
of God, the ambassadors of Jesus Christ,

the dispensers of the sacred treasures of

His sufferings and death, Without them
religion languishes and immortal souls
are starved for want of the bread of life.
Twenty-three pious and efficient priests
have been ordained during the last nine
years ; five have been regularly affiliated to
the diocese, and nine Basilian Fathers have
come to take charge of two parishes, and
to conduct the College of Sandwich,
About ten thousand children haye re-
ceived the sacrament of confirmation, and
most of them have been pledged to ab-
stain from the use of intoxicating drinks
until they will have attained their majority,
This is a summary of the work done in
the last nine years.”

The character of Bishop Walsh as an
administrator is well portrayed in an ad-
dress presented on the celebration of the
tenth anniversary of his consecration by
his clergy :  “While thus adverting to
your ability in administration, we must
not omit to mention that whereas energy
and zeal are often accompanied by harsh-
ness, yet your Lordship has been able to
reconcile the successful administration of
an important charge with a suavity of
manner which has endeared you to all, so
that you are regarded by all as a kind
father ; and it is this quality, more especi
ally, which has secured to you the filial
affection of both clergy and laity in the
diocese, and the respect and admiration
of all with whom you have intercourse.”

Bishop Walsh had long set his heart
upon building, in London, a Cathedral
worthy of the name, which, in his own
words, “would be the enduring monu-
ment of the faith and hope and charity of
the apostolic people who planted the
mustard-se-d of the Catholic faith in this
country.”  The time had come to realize
his hopes and carry out his cherished de.
sign. The corner-stone was laid on the
22nd May, 1881 ; and it reached its pres-
ent state in 1385, and was dedicated on
June 28th of that year. This beautiful
and stately temple, whose walls are com-
posed of brown-redstone, is of the early
French style of architecture, and consists
of nave and chancel with transepts, chapels,

baptistery, morning chapel and chapter-
house. The architect was Mr. Joseph
Connolly, under whose genius “the un-
conscious stones grew into shape and
beauty.”

Archbishop Lynch of Toronto laid
down in death, in 1888, the crozier which
for more than twenty-eight years he had
carried with apostolic zeal, Immediately
all eyes turned towards London ; Rome
spoke ; Bishop Walsh gave his placet ; and
the subsequent years proved the wisdom
of the choice. "A brief was issued from
Rome dated August 27th, 1889, closing
his  Lordship’s brilliant and successful
career as Bishop of London. Three
months afterwards Archbishop Walsh, ac
companied by Archbishop Cleary of King-
ston, Bishop Dowling of Hamilton,alargc
number of the London priests and several
laymen,was instal ed in St. Michael’s Cathe
dral as the second Archbishop of Toronto,
An address of welcome on the part of the
clergy was read to his Grace by the Very
Rev. Father McCann : “Great indeed,”
said the address, “is the sacrifice you
have been called upon to make. When,
in the natural course of events, you should
be expected to rest from labor and enjoy
the well-earned fruits of your long and
energetic career as Bishop of London, the
voice of Christ’s Vicar calls you to a more
extended field of action, and puts on your
already tired shoulders the heavier burden
of the archiepiscopate in the great metrop-
olis of Ontario.  You have magnanimous-
ly responded to that voice. You were
the first of the priests of Toronto honored
with a mitre. You are again to bear upon
your hallowed shoulders the pallium of
metropolitan jurisdiction, The brilliancy
and lustre that distinguished your rule in
London will be excelled in the important
charge of governing the Archdiocese of
Toronto.  We assure your Grace, as far as
in us lies, the burden ‘will be made light
by the devotedness, love and obedience
of the clergy, whose chief you have now
become,”

The prophecy foretold in this eloquent
address was more than realized. Peace
marked the new Archbishop’s every step.
And he who upon his entry into Toronto
had felt the indignity and” hurt of a few
lawless bigots, soon gathered around him
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in affection and esteem the citizens of
every cla-s and creed. He entwined into
his life and heart the priests and religious ;
for, to use his own language, ‘It was a
pleasure to be amongst them rather a
father than a bishop ; to enter into rela-
tions of friendship with them, as Christ
said to His disciples, *Non dicam vos
servos sed amicos.””  Respect for authority
was shown with a cordiality which proved
that authority had won confidence and
love whilst firmly requiring obedience.
Friction ceased in matters which for a
long time had caused irritation. The
renovation of S. Michael’s Cathedral, the
purchase of Blantyre Park, the building of
a large industrial school, and several new
churches in the diocese, are the marks of
progress made by religion during his
Grace’s too short reign. Nor have the
religious communities been idle in their
work or extension. A new Chapel at
Sunnyside Orphanage, and the handsome
Community Chapel at S. Joseph's Acade
my, as well as the building of a new wing
at the House of Providence, are a lasting
monument to the zeal and devotion of the
Sisters of S. Joseph in Toronto. I he
opening of S. Michael’s Hospital, under
the direction of the same Community of
S. Joseph, is deserving of more than pass-
ing mention. In a former issue of the
Almanac the noble work done in the
cause of suffering humanity, irrespective of
creed, was dwelt upon. The Carmelite
Fathers at Niagara Falls have completed
a magnificent hospice —a very shrine of
nature and grace, for, overlooking as it
does Niagara’s angry flood, and within
the roar of that romantic cataract, no
lovelier spot in all America could have
been chosen. Loretto Abbey, in the ex
tension of its building, and in the erection
of a magnificent chapel and hall, has been
transformed in appearance. In this stately
pile of buildings the good work the Sisters
have been doing in the diocese for some
fifty years is carried on in spacious halls
and more commodious class-rooms.

The latest appearance of the Arch
bi-hop at any religious function connected
with the growth of the Church in the
diocese was at the laying of the corner-
stone of the new wing of the monastery of
the Sisters of the Good Shepherd.

The stormy period of the Dominion
elections, during the heated discussions of
the Manitoba School, brought into promi
nence the wise moderation, the calm
prudence of the Archbishop. No bitter
ness at any time could be discovered by
the most rabid sectarian in any of his al
lusions to the burning question of the
hour. On the occasion of the mission to
Canada of the Apostolic Delegate, Mgr.
Merry del Val, a warm mutual regard fol-
lowed the close association in the congen-
ial cause of peacefully insisting upon the
rights of the church in educational matters.

The same love of peace must have in-
spired this warm and constant friend of
Ireland to propose the Irish Race Con
vention with a view to healing, if possible,
the personal differences that had split the
parliamentary force into factions. The
joy with which the suggestion was received,
the earnestness with which it was acted
upon, and the successful result of the great
meeting in Leinster Hall, Dublin, are still
matters of daily reference. His stirring
appeal to his people in 1894 and again
in 1897, for funds for the cause of Irish
Home Rule, were but some of the proofs
of the generous love he bore his native
country.

One trait in the character of the late
Archbishop contributed not a little to en
dear him to the people of whom he was
the Shepherd — that combination of sim
plicity with dignity, of courtesy with cere-
mony that made approach to him so easy.

The keynote to the Archbishop’s char
acter can be easily heard in the following
incident: “Having occasion to discuss
a matter of business with the late Arch
bishop, I called at his house one morning
and was shown into a room connected
by folding doors with another parlor,
to wait until his Grace would be disen-
gaged. From the adjoining 100m I could
not but hear the conversation. The rich,
deep voice of the Archbishop was easily
rcmgnimd : the other, I soon guthcrul, was
that of a former parishioner of the days
when, a young priest, he ministered in the
wilderness of Brock. Joy was overflow-
ing in the heart of this former parishioner
at meeting once again the loved priest in
the revered Archbishop, and the alternat-
ing aldress of Father and your Grace
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spoke eloquently.  But the marvel to me
listening, was the memory  that could
make interested inquiry after the members
of his old parish, and (he patience that
listened to a narration of domestic events
of more than a quarter of a century,
Fhen there were souvenirs to be taken
to the former parishioners, and the father
ly /\rrhl»ishup himself went up stairs to
procure the Scapulars, Medals and Agnus
IDeis which he blessed and committed to
the keeping of his visitor.

There
are also a couple of stars added, perhaps
to show that he is in the sky. The legend
on the seal reads :—
“’T'e Waltere docebo
cur spinas phebo
|gero,”’

which may be translated, “1 will teach

thee, Walter, why I carry thorns in the

moon.”

The general superstition with regard to
the spots in the moon may be briefly
summed up thus: A man is located in the
moon ; he is a thief or Sabbath-breaker,
or both ; he has a pole over his shoulder,
from which is suspended a bundle of sticks
or thorns. In some places a woman is
believed to accompany him, and she has
a butter-tub with her; in other localities
she is replaced by a dog.

The belief in the Moon man seems to
exist among the natives of British Colum-
bia. I read not long since: “One very
dark night 1 was told thit there wasa
moon to see on the beach. On going to see,
there was an illuminated disk with the figure
of aman upon it. The water was then very
low, and one of the conjuring parties had
lit up this disk at the water’s edge. They
had made it of wax, with great exactness,
and presently it was full. It was an im-
posing sight ; nothing could be seen
around it ; but the Indians suppose that
the medicine party are then holding con-
verse with the man in the moon. After
ashort time the moon waned away, and
the conjuring party returned whooping to
their house.”

Now let us turn to Scandinavian myth-
ology, and see what we learn from that
source.

Mini, the moon, stole two children from
their parents. and carried them up to
heaven. Their names were, Hjuki and
Bil. They had been drawing water from
the Byrgir, in the bucket Soegr, suspended
from the pole Simul, which they bore up-

MOON

on their shoulders. These children, pole
and bucket were placed in heaven, “where
they could be seen from earth.” This re-
fers undoubtedly to the spots in the moon,
and so the Swedish peasantry explain
these spots to this day, as representing a
boy and a girl bearing a pail of water be-
tween them. Are we not reminded at
once of our nursery rhyme ?—

* Jack and Jill went up a hill
To fetch a pail of water ;
Jack fell down and broke his crown,
And Jill came tumbling after.”

"Thisverse,which to us seems at first sight
nonsense, 1 have no hesitation in saying
hasa high antiquity, and refers to the Ed-
daic Hjuki and Bil. The names indicate
as much ; Hjuki in Norse, would be pro-
nounced Juki,which would readily become
Jack ; and Bil, for the sake of cuphony,
and in order to give a female name to one
of the children, would become Jill.

The fall of Jack and the subsequent fall
of Jill, simply represent the vanishing of
one moon spot after another as the moon
wanes, But the old Norse myth had a
deeper signification than merely an ex-
planation of the moon spots.

Hjuki is derived from the verb jakka,
to heap or pile together, to assemble and
increase : and Bil from Bila, to break or
dissolve. Hjukiand Bil, therefore, signify
nothing more than the waxing and wan-
ing of the moon, and the water they are
represented as bearing signifies the fact
that the rainfall depends on the phases of
the moon. Waxing and waning were
individualized, and the meteorological fact
of the connection of the rain with the
moon was represented by the children as
water-bearers.

But though Jack and Jill became by
degrees dissevered in the popular mind
from the moon, the original myth went
through a fresh phase, and exists still
undera new form. The Norse superstition
attributed theft to the moon, and the
vulgar soon began to believe that the figure
they saw in the moon was the thief. The
lunar specks certainly may be made to
resemble one figure, but only a lively
imagination can discern two. The girl
soon dropped out of popular mythology,
the boy oldened into a venerable man; he
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retained his pole, and the bucket was
tiansformed into the thing he had stolen
—sticks or vegetables, The theft was in
some places exchanged for Sabbath.
breaking

The Indian superstition is worth exam-
ining, because of the connection existing
between Indian and European mythology,
on account of our belonging to the same
Aryan stock.

According to a Buddhist legend, Sakya-
munni himself, in one of his earlier stages
of existence, was a hare and lived in friend-
ship with a fox and ape. In order to test
the virtue of the Bodhisattawa, Indra came
to the friends in the form of an old man,
asking for food. Hare, ape and fox went
forth in quest of victuals for their guest.
The two latter returned from their forag-
ing expedition successful, but the hare had
found nothing, Then, rather than that he
should treat the old man with inhospital-
ity, the hare had a fire kindled, and cast
himself into the flames that he might him-
self become food for his guest. In re-
ward for this act of self-sacrifice, Indra
carried the hare to heaven and placed him
in the moon

Here we have an old man and a hare in
connection with the lunar planet, just as
in Shakespeare we have a fagot-bearer and
a dog.

The fable rests upon the name of the
moon in Sanskrit, cagin, or “ that marked
with the hare ” ; but whether the belief in
the spots taking the shape of a hare gave
the name gagin to the moon, or the lunar
hame cagin originated in the belief, it is
impossible for us to say.

Grounded upon this myth is the curious
Story of “The Hare and the Elephant,”
in the « Pantschatanka,” an ancient col-
lection of Sanskrit fables, It will be
found as the first tale in the third book.
I have room only for an outline of the
story.

THE CRAFTY HARE.

In a certain forest lived a mighty ele-
phant—king of a herd—Toothy by name,
On a certain occasion there was a long
drouth, so that pools, tanks, swamps and
lakes were dried up  Then the elephants
Sent out exploring parties in search of
water. A young one discovered an ex-
tensive lake surrounded with trees, and

teeming with water-fowl. It went by the
name of Moon Lake. The elephants, de-
lighted at the prospect of having an inex-
haustible supply of water, marched off to
the spot, and found their most sanguine
hopes realized. Round about the lake,
in the sandy soil, were innumerable hare
warrens, and as the herd of elephants
trampled on the ground, the hares were
severely injured, their homes broken down,
their heads, legs and backs crushed be-
neath th= ponderous feet of the monsters
of the forest. As soon as the herd had
withdrawn, the hares assembled, some
halting, some dripping with blood, some
bearing the corpses of their cherished in-
fants, some with piteous tales of ruination
in their houses, all with tears swimming
from their eyes and wailing forth, « Alas,
we are lost! The elephant herd will re-
turn, for there is no water elsewhere, and
that will be the death of us all.”

But the wise and prudent Longear
volunteered to drive the herd away, and
he succeeded in this manner:  Longear
went to the elephants, and having singled
out their king,he addressed him as follows:

“Ha, ha! bad elephant ! what brings
you with such thoughtless frivolity to this
strange lake ?  Back with you at once ! ”

When the king of the elephants Leard
this, he asked in astonishment, * Pray,
who are you ?»

“1,” replied Longear, “I am Vidschaja-
datta by name ; the hare who resides in
the moon, Now, I am sent by his Excel-
lency the Moon as an ambassador to you.
I speak to you in the name of the Moon.

“You have this day injured several
hares  Are you not aware that they are
subjects of me? If you value your life,
venture not near the lake again. Break
my command, and [ shall withdraw my
beams from you at night, and your bodies
will be consumed with perpetual sun,”

The elephant, after a short meditation,
said, “Friend ! it is true that T have acted
against the rights of the excellent Majesty
of the Moon. [ should wish to make an
apology ; how can I do so "

The hare replied, « Come along with me
and I shall show you.”

The elephant asked, *“ Where is his Ex-
cellency at present ?

The hare replied, « He is now in the
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lake, hearing the complaints of the
~ maimed hares.”

“If that be the case,” said the elephant,
humbly, “bring me to my lord, that I
may tender him my submission.”

S0 the hare conducted the king of the
elephants to the edge of the lake, and
showed him the reflection of the moon on
the water, saying, * There stands our lord
in the midst of the water, plunged in medi-
tation; reverence him with devotion and
then depart with speed.”

Thereupon the elephant poked his pro-
boscis into the water, and muttered a fer-
vent prayer. By so doing he set the
water in agitation, so that the reflection of
the moon was all of a quiver.

“Look,” exclaimed the hare, his
Majesty is trembling with rage at you "

“Why is his supreme Excellency «n-
raged with me?” asked the elephant.

“ Because you have set the water in
motion. Worship him, and then be off !”

The elephant let his ears droop, bowed
his great head to the earth, and after hav-
ing expressed in suitable terms his regret
for having annoyed the moon and the hare
dwelling in it, he vowed never to trouble
the Moon-lake again. Then he departed,
and the hares have ever since lived there
unmolested. And —

‘* When the hares go out to play,{
‘The moon shines as bright as day."

‘The Hindoos still stick to the belief
that the outline of a hare is distinctly
visible in the moon, and that towards the
“full” of the moon in March this fea-
ture is more strongly marked. Can the
saying “ As madas a March hare " have
any bearing in this connection? And
was it intended to apply *“As ‘full * as
the moon” to the man or the planet?

Moon-struck people may suggest other

meanings. The delusion of the Wiltshire
farmer’s wife as to the moon being made
of greencheese, isnotnowquitesocommon.

The legend runs that a farmer’s wife once

took a rake to rake the moon from a river,

under the delusion that it was a cream,
or green cheese. Hence the appellation
of moon-rakers to the people of Wiltshire.

The “Veiled Prophet” did something
in the same line, but his moon tricks

were much more crafty and successful.
His followers say that he caused the moon
to issue from a deep well so brilliant that
the real moon was eclipsed by it. By this
feat he acquired the surname of Moon-
maker.

The ancient dame of the nursery rhyme,
the old woman who was

& tossed up in a blanket
Seventy times as high as the moon, "'

and who when questioned as to her des-
tined flight “up so high,” answered fear-
lessly,

o sweep the cobwebs off the sky, "

must not be confounded with the Sabbath
breaker or fagot-stealer of the moon.
There is nothing alleged against her char-
acter,and her honestanswer to the question
as to her intentions in “carrying a broom,”
shows that she was industrious ; that she
had a very high mission in fact. And
moreover she promised to return to earth
again, “to-morrow bimeby.” when the
very considerable contract which she had
undertaken was completed, no doubt.
Neither does that remarkable bovine,

“'Phe cow that jumped over the moon,’

appear to have any connection with the
evil doings of the unfortunate culprit con-
demned to long and lonely exile in our
cold and distant planet. For, according
to the veracious rhymer of “Jack and
Jill" the astonishing jump was made
either in a mad frolic, or in an exuber-
ance of spirits, caused by witnessing the ex-
travagantly funny performance of the “Cat
on the Fiddle.” ~*The Dish ran away with
the Spoon,” upon the same occasion it
will be remembered, and the merriment
was s0 great as to_excite the risibilities of
«The Little Dog,” who enjoyed a hearty
laugh to see such sport. Some critics go
the length of saying that this must be the
canine that is seen accompanying the
«Man in the Moon.” But both the Cow
and the Cat and the learned narrators of
the performance disclaim any further near
relationship.

But enough for the present of these
moonings.

The “Bugge  Bible is thus termed from
the fifth verse of the Psalm xci.: “So that
thou shalt not nede to be afrayed for any
bugges by night,” instead of “ the terror
by night,” as in the authorized version,
Dr. Wright enumerates other editions that
have become famous : The “Breeches ”
Bible—“Then the ejes of them both were
opened, and they knew that they were
naked, and they sewed figge tree leaves
together and made themselves breeches ”
(Gen. iii, 7); printed in 1560. The
“Treacle” Bible—* Is there not treacle
at Gilead? Is there no physician there ?
(Jer. viii, 22); printed in 1568, The
*“Rosin” Bible—“ Ts there rosinin Gilead ?
Is there no physician there?” (Jer. viii,
22); printed in 1609, The Place makers ”
Bible—* Blessed are the place makers ; for
they shall be called the children of God ”
(Matt. v., g); printed in 1561-2, The
“Vinegar " Bible—* The parable of the
‘ vinegar,”” instead of the “ vineyard,” ap
Pears in the chapter heading to Luke xx.

Bible, “ imprinted at London by Robert
Barker, 1631,” Jer. viii,, 22 is made to
read, “Is there no ‘blame’ in Gilead.”
This also contains the errors of “fishes ”
and “place makers,”

HIRTY years mark a great
advance in this country in
the Church, and not in spir-
itual progress only.

L 1 UL 'MT I see it through
Mihe mists and mem-

ories of thirty years
standing near the edge of the forest—
rejoicing in its curriculum of labor, |
know not why it was built so close to
the maple, the beech and the birch ; per-
haps because we who daily entered its
academic door were the sons and daughters
of pioneers nurtured and cradled upon
the breast of nature, eager to claim kin-
ship with trees and flowers—perhaps, too,
there was prevision and eternal fitness in
the choice, seeing that birch and beech
were on state occasions the teacher’s best
friend and our worst enemy.

It would seem, too, from the plan
of this school that our fathers made no
provision for “mutiny” or * strikes”
among  scholastic contingencies, for our
forbears were good, simple-hearted people
who believed in “love in a cottage " —
to-day it is love and a good bank account

s0 they fashioned the old pioneer school
after a cottage design that love might
reign therein and the blue beech and
tawse have no place in the internal regu-
lation of the kingdom. Did they build
better than they knew ?

The boys and girls of the * settlement ”
flocked to this old academy to become
proficient in the three R’s, plus a good
deal more, and thus add to the general
culture of the neighborhood.

Bevies of Marys, brigades of Johns,
coveys of Elizas, battalions of Toms,

wound their way up the concessions,
across the side-lines, through the bye-
paths and side-paths, climbing in their
turn the old log fence that hemmed the
school ground in and warned sheep and
kine in choice Virgilian Latin “ Procul
C procul esti profani!” as if pioneer
sheep and cows had been modernized
up to date.

Within, behind a desk, which fronted
the blackboard, sat our liege lord, the
master, fenced in not by logs but logari-
thims, hard at work upon a problem
which had puzzled the chief mathemati-
cian of the school the day before :

. Well did the boding tremblers learn to trace
he day’s disasters in his morning face."”

I know not why the schoolmaster
has been so ridiculed in the drama and
in fiction—even the immortal Shakespeare
has laid a heavy hand upon him, while
Dickens has portrayed for us such a
villain in the person of Squeers as to
make even proud specialists fashioned
in the Ontario School of Pedagogy
hang their heads in shame.

It scems, however, to have been always
thus, for we find that Lucian in describing
Hades punishes tyrannical kings and
satraps by turring” them into beggars,
fish-dealers and schoolmasters,  The
schoolmaster has never lacked illustrious
virtues ; what he has always lacked is
manly independence ; the right to grow ;
to strike out intellectual roots : to blossom
in the sunshine of heaven—all this being
denied him by the very conditions of his
occupation,

All well-regulated and well-governed in-
stitutions of learning to-day, from our Pro-
vincial University down, have “strikes,”
and poor indeed is the American College
that cannot foment a rebellion. In our
pioneer academy we used to have “strikes”
t0o, but the strike was solely regulated
by the teacher—he was the head and
front of its offending ; and let me assure
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" extras in the contract.

In those days country boys always went
to school in summer-time innocent of
' shoes, so when we were thus doubly ex-

%you, my readers, that he generally put

order went forth, “Open with all your
~ guns!” it was indeed a gloomy outlook
 against the phalanx that fronted birch and

" beech. Then, indeed, “as the twig was
bent the boy inclined.”

Suffice it to say that when the school-
master was through the ordeal and the
dust had settled down, upon a placid sur-
vey being taken of the field, it was im-
possible for the most discerning eye to tell
which was switch.

And yet, despite these now historic
drubbings, how dear to my heart are the
reminiscences of that old Academy! In
the royal palace of memory, what portraits
stand out so well defined as the ones
framed in those sunlit morns of youth!

The old log cottage school house, John,
I think I see it yet,

Just but a step from two cross roads,
Where you and I oft met ;

The same log fence encircles 'round,
The bell—well we had none,

But how we guessed the time, dear John,
By looking at the sun.

What anxious boys we went to school,
To learn to read and write,

Filled with the loftiest notions then,
And futures just as bright ;

How proud we sat upon the bench,
AnX plumed each word at will,

And smiling 'round—why, John, I think
We're in the old school still.

Just look ! right there the blackboard is,
The teacher’s desk in front,
On either side we stood in class
And read, and ** trapp’d "’ quite blunt ;
But then, these were the gooc old days,
Fre style had stalked a hroad,
And neatly, prudish pupils now
Would term our way a fraud.

A PIONEER SCHOOL

0ld Lindley Murray was the darling of
those days, and I'm not sure that our
modern grammarians, with all their frills
and laces, have much improved upon him.
If the test of practical grammar be correct
speaking, then, surely, must our verdict be
in favor of the old order of things, for the
English used to-day by teachers, as well as
pupils, in our public schools is anything
but creditable to Canadian scholarship.

What boy or girl, however, has ever
taken kindly to grammar? Hence, when
our awe-inspiring instructor who ruled the
old Academy, presented to our considera-
tion the memorizing of all supposable
prepositions to be found in English litera-
ture, grouped and paragraphed as they
were by the veteran grammarian, beginning
with “about, above, a>cording to, across,
after, again, against, amid, amidst, among,
amongst,” it required a black-and-tan
tawse, two formidable pointers and three
beech switches to hold the threatening
recalcitrants in their places. The boys in
the old pioneer school required a reason
to be given for the grammatical faith of the
teacher, and as Lindley Murray contained
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A PIONEER SCHOOI,

a list of something more than one hundred
prepositions which to every one but the
master seemed of no earthly use, it be
came too oncrous a task upon the part of
our instructor to explain the separate

function of each, and the only way out of

the difficulty was the simultaneous appli-
cation of Cloture and Coercion. Now, at
last, I see the wisdom of all this preposi-
tional study, for is it not the special office
of the preposition to govern cases, and
where could be found so many difficult
cases in need of government as in that
old pioneer school ?

What did we do at noon-tide ? you ask.
A great many things, and all at once.

We ate our dinner, divested ourselves of

our clothes and made for the old swim-
ming-hole—a'l three together, At times
we scoured the woods hard by for plums,
and the fields and orchards for straw-
berries and corn,

It is true the teacher made us recite at
times the Ten Commandments so that we
might mentally and morally knock up
against the Seventh in the decalogue, but
all this had little effect, for the boys held
tenaciously to the opinion that wild straw-
berries, even when fenced in, were the
property of the public, so early will it
be seen did Communism get a footing in
our land.

The greatest character in the s hool,
the protagonist in all mischief, all plays,
all whippings, in ev y fight, the scholastic
planet of first magnitude around whom
revolved everybody and everything in the
old academy, was a freckled boy. Gifted,
mischievous, mirthful, wherever his spirit
reigned life was active to an intense degree,
I feel sure this freckled boy belonged to
many a pioneer school ; that his character
was a universal one ; that he has touched
in each one of us a chord of memory :

I remember well a freckled boy,
Who used to go to school,

He wore pants of corduroy
And always broke the rule,

And whenever there was fighting
Upon the old school green

The freckled boy was in it
Fact—monopolized the scene,

The teacher licked him every day
And sometimes twice and thrice
And on special swell occasions
He'd get an extra slice ;
But in spite of all this drubbing
And his penitential life
The freckled boy would fight again—
Just thirst for new-born strife,

I remember well the old seat
He sat upon in school
"T'was chipp’d and mark’d with pocket
knives,
Which was against the rule,
His freckled face shines out there yet
In recklessness and glee )
As it did in boyhood’s morning
'"Way back in sixty-three,

And then the games of marbles
Upon the old school ground,
If there was cheating to he done
The freckled boy was 'round ;
And if amid the stake at play
An alley rare was in it,
You could bet your dinner basket
That the freckled boy would win it,

The teacher called him Edward,
But the boys all called him ** Ed.”
He sleeps now in God’s Acre
With a slab above his head,
Where the flowerets bud and blossom
'Neath the sky’ t chastely dome,
Where the games of life are ov
And the freckled boy at Home,

The old pioneer school has passed
away, but the root of its memories is still
bearing blossoms in the garden of our
lives. The children of its door-step and
play-ground have long since been rocked
in the iron cradle of the world’s stern
ities.  Some have honored the State
with illustrious deeds and brilliant virtues,
others have fallen in the fight by the way-
side.  Yet the light of that altar in the
temple of our youth shall never go out :
it shall shine as a ray divine upon our
fading years, sweet and tender and full of
benediction, as a memory of the Old Proneer
School,

INGSTON, the oldest See in
Ontario and the fourth oldest
in America, has seen during
the past year the death of
her first Archbishop and
sixth Bishop in Archbishop

Archbishop and seventh Bishop in the
Most Rev. Charles H. Gauthier.

It was in 1826 that the Diocese of
Kingston was erected and the Right Rev.
Alexander Macdonell named first Bishop
of Kingston. During his administration
he obtained a grant of 190,000 acres In
the County of Glengarry, upon which he

59
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occasion. In 1841 he succeeded Bishop
Macdonell. Owing to feeble health a
coadjutor became necessary, and Rev.
Patrick Phelan was consecrated in 1843
Coadjutor-Bishop. Bishop Gaulin retiring
shortly afterwards, Bishop Phelan became
administrator. The present foundation
stone of the Cathedral of Kingston was
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«ud by Bishop Phelan, the old tower and
belfry built, and the Cathedral consecrated
in 1848. Bishop Phelan’s name is in-
separably connected with the terrible
trials, consequent on the ship-fever of
1847-48. His heroic devotion to the
suffering immigrants - his fellow country
men—was worthy of his faith. Over the
remains of the 1,400 Irish victims buried
within the hospital grounds a handsome
monument has been erected, the gift of
the late Archbishop Cleary in 1894 to
Principal Grant, the representative of the
Board of Governors of the General Hos-
pital. On Bishop Phelan’s death, in 1857,
he was succeeded in 1858 by Bishop
Horan. The interior of the ( ‘athedral was
finished under Bishop Horan’s direction,
the present high altar erected, and those of
the Blessed Virgin and S, Joseph added.
The House of Providence was founded by
him, and Regiopolis College greatly im.-
proved. The government grant being with-
drawn from the College it was closed, to
be re-opened and raised to its present
state of efficiency by the late Archbishop
Cleary.  Bishop Phelan took an active
part in the agitation for Separate Schools,
establishing Cathelic Schools wherever
they could be maintained, Upon his
death, in 1875, Father O'Brien suc eeded
as Bishop of Kingston. During his short
episcopate the present pews were added
and the heavy diocesan debt was reduced
two-thirds. His death occurred in 1879,
In 1881 the Rt. Rey. Jas. V. Cleary, hay-
ing been consecrated in Rome Bishop of
Kingston, succeeded. Nine years later
he was consecrated Archbishop by Cardi.
nal Taschereau in 8, Mary’s Cathedral.
Dr. Cleary was a very learned man, con-
versant in Latin, Greek and Hebrew, and
familiar with Italian, Spanish and French,
The Diocese of Kingston experienced
many important changes during the seven
teen years of his Episcopate. The Pro-
vince of Kingston was erected in 1880,
comprising the Dioceses of Kingston
(Metropolitan See), Peterboro’ (erected
1882), and Alexandria (erected 18¢o).
Many new churches, convents, hospitals
and schools were erected and new parishes
formed. The exterior of S, Mary’s
Cathedral was transformed. The church
was enlarged to give seating capacity for

over 7,000, stained glass windows added,
new heating and ventilating arrangements
introduced, and the superb tower and
entrances built.  The beautiful chapel of

Upon the death of Archbishop Cleary,
in February of this year ( 1898), the affairs
of the Diocese were ably administered by
Rev. Father Kelly, Vicar-General of the
late Archbishop and Dean of Regiopolis
College. The ceremonies attendant upon
the reception anqd consecration of the new

Archbishop were most successfully carried
out under his directions.

ARCHBISHOP GAUTHIER.,

The Most Rev. Charles Hugh Gauthier
was consecrated Archbishop of the Dio-
cese of Kingston on Oct. 18th. Born on
the 13th of November, 1845, in the parish
of Alexandria, in the historic County of
Glengarry, heentered Regiopolis College in
1850, graduating in 1863 with the highest
honors. On the completion of his course
in theology, he was ordained priest in the
Church of S. John the Baptist, at Perth,
Aug. 24th, 1867, by the Right Rev.
Edward John Horan. Soon after his
ordination he was appointed Director of
Regiopolis College. In 1869, before
leaving for the Vatican Council, Bishop
Horan appointed Father Gauthier to the
parish of Gananoque, his first parish,
which included Howe Island, Brewer's
Mills and Lansdowne. While in this
charge he added new churches and great-
ly improved the old ones. In January,

1875, he was transferred to Westport, but

on the appointment of Father John
O'Brien as Bishop of Kingston was ap-
pointed to Williamstown, where his edu-
cational experience did good service.
After a pastorate of eleven years a large
debt was wiped out and over $6,000
left for his successor to proceed with. At
Glennevis a church worth $45,000 was
built. In 1886, when appointed to the
parish of Brockville, he was promoted to
the dignity of Dean, and on August 17,
1891, Archbishop Cleary appointed him
Vicar-General of the diocese. On the
evening of Saturday, August 27th, 1898,
the Papal Bull was received appointing
him Archbishop of Kingston. The ap-
pointment was the occasion of an out-
burst of enthusiasm —theunanimouschoice
of his fellow-priests, beloved by his own
people, respected by all creeds and classes.
The ceremonies attendant upon the
Archbishop’s departure from his old
parish of Brockville, and his consecration
in S. Mary’s Cathedral, Kingston, were

celebrated not only with all the pomp and
magnificence prescribed by the impressive
ritual, but with the joyful participation of
the thousands whom respect and love at-
tracted. The Pontifical High Mass was
celebrated by the consecrating prelate
the Most Rev. J. T. Duhamel, Arch-
bishop of Ottawa, with Very Rev. Dean
Chas. Murray, of Trenton, as deacon,
and Rev. Father Thomas Spratt, of Wolfe
Island, as sub-deacon. Rev. Father Per-
ron, of the Archbishop’s Palace, Montreal,
acted as Master of Ceremonies. The
Archbishop elect was assisted by Bishop
Gabriels of Ogdensburg, and Bishop
O'Connor of Peterboro’, with Rev. Father
O'Hare of Brooklyn, N.Y., and Very
Rev. Dean Masterson of Prescott, assist-
ant priests.  Vicar-General McCann, of
Toronto, acted as High Priest.

Among the distinguished laity present
were : Sir Wilfrid and Lady Laurier, Hon.
C. F. Fitzpatrick, Hon. R. W. Scott, Ot-
tawa; Hon. Senator Sullivan; Sir W.
Hingston, Montreal ; S. Russell, M.P.P.,
Deseronto ; G. P. Graham, M.P.P , Brock-
ville ; Hon. W. Harty, M.P.P , Kingston ;
J. F. Quinn, M.P, Montreal ; A. H. St.
Germain, Toronto ; J. O'Rielly, Prescott ;
Capt. W. Bruce Carruthers; Mayor Liv-
ingston, Alderman Ryan, Alderman Behan
and others.

Archbishop Gauthier assumes the epis-
copal burden of the diocese of Kingston
with a precise knowledge of the conditions
and wants of the ecclesiastical territory
over which he will preside. He not only
knows the present status but the traditions
as well, of every parish and mission with-
in his jurisdiction. He gauges also the
temperament, talents and tact of all his
diocesan priests, through whom he will
carry on the great work before him.  Not
the least of the consolations which will
cheer the new Archbishop in the begin-
ning of his episcopal career is the unity of
the diocesan priesthood, as mentioned in
the address of the clergy,and the universal
acclaim with which the appointment was
received by the entire community.
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@ N September 21st, 1898, the
% Apostolic Letters erecting
the Vicariate of Pontiac into
the Diocese of Pembroke
and appointing the Rt. Rev.
N. Z. Lorrain V. Ap. of
Pontiac, first Bishop of Pembroke, were
promulgated.

The installation ceremonies were carried
outon a grand scale. The new Diocese was
en fete as the large concourse of people,
the procession of societies, the banners
floating, flags waving, bands playing and

magnificent arches brilliantly illuminated,
testified.

Pride in the distinction accorded the
town and in the elevation of the beloved
Vicar Apostolic was evidenced on all sides.

The Papal letters were read in the
Cathedral by the Rev. P. T. Ryan, of
Renfrew, after which the Archbishop of
Ottawa, assisted by the Archbishop of
Montreal and the Bishop of Sherbrooke,
received the profession of faith of the new
Bishop and conducted him to his throne,
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Pembroke

The priests of the new Diocese then made
their promises of obedience.

On Thursday morning, Sep. 22nd, Pon-
tifical High Mass was celebrated by Rt
Rev. N.Z. Lorrain, assisted by Rev. E. A.
Latulipe ; Revs. A. Chaineand V. Ferrier,
deacons of honor; Revs. H. S. Marion
and ]. P. Kiernan, deacon and sub-deacon
of office; Rev. F. L. French, thurifer ;
Revs. B. Jankowski and J. J. McInerney,
acolytes ; Revs, P.T. Ryan and A. Renaud,
masters of ceremonies. Archbishop Du-
hamel assisted at the throne, accompanied
by Mgr. J. O. Routhier, V.G., Very Rev.
A. Belanger and Very Rev. P. McCarthy,
with Rev. B. J. Kiernan cross-bearer, and
Rev. E. Groulx master of ceremonies.

The Right Rev. J. M. Emard,of Valley-
field, preached the French sermon, taking
for histext: “Electi mei non laborabunt
frustra,” (Isaiah lxv.

The Rt. Rev. Narcisse Zephyrin Lorrain
was born June 13th, 1842, at S. Martin,
Laval County, P.(). 1In 1855 he was sent
to the Seminary of Ste. Therese, Having
passed with success at the end of the
classical course the examinations for B.A,,
Narcisse Lorrain then pursued the study
of theology and was ordained priest Aug.
4th, 1867, by Bishop Bourget.

He was professor at the college during
three years, and director from 1867 to
1869 ; then for ten years missionary parish

q
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priest at Redford, N.Y. His Lordship
thus acquired that knowledge of men and
experience which enabled him to accomp-
lish the grand designs that Providence
had in store for him.

In 1879 Rev. Father Lorrain was called
back from the States into the Diocese of
Montreal by Bishop Fabre, and in 1880
he was appointed to succeed Canon Hy-
polite Moreau, as vicar-general of the
diocese. The new vicar-general gave great
satisfaction. His financial powers were
brought into action, and he put into better
shape the monetary affairs which then
were causing Bishop Fabre much anxiety.
Two years later, when it was thought
necessary to separate from the dioceses of
Ottawa, Montreal, Three Rivers, Quebec
and Chicoutimi, the immense territory
that formed the Vicariate of Pontiac, it
was the Vicar-General of Montreal who
was deemed worthy and capable to bear
the burden of such a weighty charge.

Now the well-deserved elevation of the
Vicariate toa Diocese,and the choice of the
former Vicar-Apostolic for its first Bishop
has brought into prominence the high es-
timation in which the Bishop is held by
all classes.

The diocese of Pembroke possesses 33
churches, 37 chapels, 4 convents, 3 hos-
pitals, 24 parishes, 33 missions, with a
Catholic population of about 40,000 souls,
including 3,500 Indians; these parishes
and missions are in charge of 36 priests,
of whom 2§ are secularand 11 regular
clergy.

The rapid progress the Church has
made in this district can be justly ascribed
to the zeal and untiring energy of the new
Bishop who worthily fulfils the motto
graven on his coat of arms, Non recuso
laborem.” During the sixteen years of
his rule as Vicar-Apostolic the fine
cathedral has replaced the poor little
church ; a beautiful palace, free from debt,
has been erected ; a large hospital affords
relief to hundreds of patients coming from
all parts of the diocese; 26 chapels, 17
churches, and hospitals at Mattawa and
Temiscaming have been erected ; while
educational institutions are prospering
under the care of the different religious
orders. The Indians of the diocese have
been industriously cared for, chapels have
been built forthem,and books published in
their own dialect circulated among them.
In 1884 His Lordship travelled 1,500
miles in a bark canoe on a visit to the
Indians of Lake Temiscamingue, Abbit-
ibbi River and Fort Albany on James
Bay. In1887a second journey of 1,700
miles was undertaken on a similar mis-
sion to his children of the Upper Ottawa,
Rupert’s Land and Upper St. Maurice.

RELIGIOUS ORDERS IN PARIS

We gather from the latest issue of ZLe
Clerg Frangais that Paris possesses no less
than 128 different religious congregations of
women, with 550 houses of various kinds.
Five are exclusively devoted to a contempla-
tive and penitential life ; many others com-
bine a severe penitential rule with education-
al activity ; whilst 42 are exclusively devoted
to teaching, 26 to the care of the sick, and
the majority of the rest combine the various
works of charity and mercy. The Sisters of
Motherly Help devote themselves to the care
of poor mothers after childbirth, and their
babies, and also nurse in the houses of the
rich. A good number of societies are devoted
to nursing the sick in their homes, and thus
do enormous good in the poor parts of the
city. The Little Sisters of the Assumption
not only attend to the sick, but take entire
charge of the house, children, and kitchen
of the poor sick, acting just like domestic

servants of the poor, accepting in return not
even food. The *“ Blind Sisters of St. Panl,”
consisting partly of ** seeing " and partly of
“blind " members, offer a home for life to
poor blind girls from the age of four onwards,
let apartments to blind ladies, and provide a
kind of hospital together with medical at-
tendance to poor girls afflicted with eye dis-
ease. The Little Sisters of S. Anne take
care of tuberculous children ; the Francis-
canesses of the Immaculate Conception de-
vote themselves to the street arabs and beggar
children who swarm in Paris ; the Sisters of
Mary of the Atonement, and the Sisters of
the Child Jesus, look after young servant
girls, the latter particularly those from No-
mandy and Brittany : other Sisters occupying
themselves with the care of homeless shop
girls and factory hands, prisoners, fallen
women, orphanages, and foundlings. 1In fact
there is no conceivable variety of social
misery and evil for which Christian charity
has not been organized by some of these
Parisian societies of Sisters.

On Sept. 22nd, 1898, the Right Rev,
N. Z. Lorrain, D.D., was installed First
Bishop of the new Diocese of Pembroke,
The new Diocese takes the place of what
was known as the Vicariate Apostolic of
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Pontiac. This Vicariate was erected by
His Holiness Leo XIII, July rith, 1882,
with the Rt. Rev. N. Z. Lorrain Vicar
Apostolic.  Under his guidarce it has
progressed rapidly, warranting its erection
nto a diocese. Part of the Diocese of
Peterborough has been added to the new
Diocese of Pembroke and a portion of the
former Vicariate is added to Peterborough
Diocese.  The Diocese of Pembroke
comprises Pontiac County, in the Province
of Quebec, Renfrew County and northern
parts of the Counties of Frontenac, Hast-
ings and Haliburton, and part of the dis-
tricts of Nipissing and Parry Sound, in
the Province of Ontario ; the territory be-
tween 91° James’ Bay West and 72° East,
the Height of Land at the South, the Hud-
son Bay, the Great Whale River and Apio-
kenmist Lake at the North,

The Indian Mission of Long Lake,
situate north of Lake Superior and on
the opposite slope of the H. ight of Land,
is under the jurisdiction of His Lordship
the Bishop of Peterborough ; and the
Lake Tirragaming, situate west of Lake
Temiscaming, formerly belonging to the
Diocese of Peterborough, now belongs to
the Diocese of Pembroke.

Kelly, Director, and Rev. P. C. O'Brien,
Chaplain. Number of patients treated dur-
ing the past year in the Hotel Dieu, g80.

The Cornwall Mission was opened on June

merly the residence of the late Hon. Sand-
field McDonald. The property was purchas-
ed by Very Rev. G. Corbett at the request of
Mrs. P. Purcell, a very generous um\ pious
lady who wished to devote a portion of her
wealth to alleviating the suffering members
of Jesus Christ in remembrance of her hus-
band, the late Mr. P. Purcell. The building
has been renovated and fully equipped for
Hospital purposes. It is heated with a com-
bination of hot water and air. No efforts
are spared to insure the comfort and relief of
the patients. Three hundred and sixty-four
patients have been treated since the
Hospital was opened ; one hundred and
three were surgical cases. The doctors are
at liberty to admit and treat patients in the
Hospital. The nursing is done by the Sis-
ters. Up to this date the generous contri-
butions of the people of the town and sur-
rounding country have su ported the good
work.

THE 8. VINCENT DE PAUL CHILDREN'S AID SCCIETY OF TORONTO.

The Society was organized in 1894 with
the approbation of His Grace, the Arch-
bishop of Toronto, and, having received
authority from the Provincial Government
under Zke Children’s Protection Act of 1893,
commenced operations in May, 1895. The
object of the Society is to protect Catholic
children from cruelty and ill-treatment, and
undertake the care and control of those who
may be deprived of, or abandoned or ne-
glected by, their natural guardians.

The law under which the Society is acting
authorizes it to take possession of the ne-
glected and dependent Catholic children of
the city and place them in a temporary
refuge, and also requires it to place them in
foster homes as soon as possible. The Clergy
and charitably-disposed Catholics of the
country can give the Society valuable assist-
ance in the important work of providing
good Catholic homes for the children com-
mitted to its care. Applications for children

A copy of the Constitution and By-Laws
of the Association should be in the hands of
each member; and members should study
it well and comply with its regulations.

Some €vents of the Year,

War! Horrid War !—Undoubtedly, the
war between the United States and Spain
stands out as the most important, as well as
the saddest, amongst the great events of the
past eventful year,

The unequal conflict, which was begun on
April 21, when, in response to the ultimatum
of the United States, Spain gave Minister
Woodford his passports, ended August 12,
when the protocol was signed, preliminary
to the negotiation of a treaty of peace.

The blockade of Cuba was begun on April
22, when the first gun of the war was fired,
but war was not actually declared until
April 23. The original demand of the United
States was that Spain should abandon Cuba.
The protocol provides that she shall abandon
Cuba, Porto Rico, and all her other posses-
sions in the West Indies, one of the islands
of the Ladrone group, the city, harbor and
bay of Manilla, and submit to such other
exactions as may be decreed by a joint Com-
mission, who are holding sessions at this
writing.

It surely is a lamentable commentary upon
the boasted civilization of the nineteenth
century that atits closing days we should
have to read the accounts of scores of ‘‘war
correspondents’’ of the terrible suffering
and deplorable loss of life resulting from
such a contest between Christian nations.
Catholics, it is most regrettable to have to
say, were about the greatest sufferers on
both sides.

Cardinal Taschereau.—On Tuesday, 12th
of April, occurred the death of Cardinal
Taschereau, Archbishop of Quebec. His
death was not unexpected. Deeply beloved
by all his people, there was one section who
never forgot his heroic devotion in volun-
teering his services to the victims of the
ship-fever landed at Grosse Isle in 1847.
Here he labored till stricken down himself
with the disease.

Cardinal Taschereau was born on Febru-
ary 17, 1820, at Sainte Marie de la Beauce,
about 30 miles from Quebec, and received
the names of Elzear Alexandre at his bap-
tism, His great-grandfather emigrated from
Touraine to Canada early in the last century,
and in 1746 rose to distinction as the Seig-
neur of Sainte Marie. Three members of
the Taschereau family have been Judges on
the Canadian Bench during the present cen-

he was almost entirely “occupied in educa-
tional work. He lectured on moral phil-
osophy at the Seminary of Quebec until
1854, when he was sent to Rome to obtain
the Pope's ratification of the decrees of a
provincial synod. His time in Rome was
not wasted. He took the opportunity of his
visit to the Eternal City to continue his
ecclesiastical studies, and was awarded the
degree of Doctor of Canon Law. On his
return to Canada two years afterwards he
became director, first of the Petit, and then
of the Grand Seminaire at Quebec and Rec-
tor of Laval University, Two years later he
paid his third visit to Rome, this time in
company with his Archbishop, Monseigneur
Baillargeon, and on his return he hecame
Vicar-General of the diocese. His term of
office as Superior of the Seminary expired in
1866, but he was reappointed in 1869, having
acted as director throughout the interval.
He attended the Vatican Council and on the
death of his Archbishop was consecrated to
the vacant see by the Archbishop of Toronto
on March 19, 1871. In 1886 he was raised
to the Cardinalate along with Cardinal
Langénieux of Rheims ameurdinal Gibbons
by the present Pope. His elevation gave
the greatest satisfaction, for, besides heing
populaf as a prelate and a man of moderate
opinions, he was the first Canadian who had
received the Cardinal's hat. The Cardinal
occupied a large place in Canadian affairs.
He was a member of the Council of Public
Instruction for the Province of Quebec, and
at the opening of the Quebec Parliament
was habitually accorded a place next to the
Lieutenant - Governor, taking precedence
even of Ministers of the Crown,

Bismarck.—The death of Prince Bismarck,
which occurred July 3oth, the mnan of
‘““Blood and Iron,” whose statesmanship
formed the German Empire, recalls the
Chancellor's hatred for the only power that
dared raise its head against him—the Catho-
lic Church., The passage of the famous
Falck Laws, directed against the Church, and
the revolt of Catholic Prussia against their
author ; the imprisonment of the Primate of
Poland, the Prince Bishop of Cologne, of
the Bishop of Padesbom, and a vast number
of ecclesiastics; the rise of the *“ Centre
Party "’ under the leadership of Windthorst,
and the subsequent repeal of the whole penal
code s st Catholics, contain a history of
Bismarck’s triumph and of his defeat,

Empress of Austria.—The Assassination
of the beloved and gentle Empress of Austria,
by an anarchist, has shocked the whole
world. Pope Leo XIII. wired the Emperor
Francis Joseph: ‘‘May God give the
strength of resignation to our dear son Joseph,
who in so short a period has been tried by so
many misfortunes. We pray that God may
bestow upon the house of Hapsburg that
peace and tranquillity which it merits by
reason of its sentiments toward the Church
and the Papacy.” Replying to the Pope's
message of condolence, l-’,m']wmr Francis
Joseph said: ‘‘In the frightful misfortune
which has struck me and my house, the
words of your Holiness, full of holy indigna-
t'on and affection, and inspired by that faith
which is henceforth my only refuge, have
conveyed sweet consolation to my broken
heart. Holy Father, accept my profoundest,
most devoted thanks for your words and
vour paternal benediction, and pray remem-
ber with pity in your holy prayers hence-
forward the saintly soul of my, blessed and
well-beloved companion and also myself and
family.”

She was broad-minded and liberal,
and had a deep love for the good she saw in
the Catholic Church, and she was beloved by
those Catholic co-operators with whom she
was so frequently brought into philanthropic
intercourse,

George Parsons Lathrop.—George Par-
sons Lathrop, the well-known author, died
at Roosvelt Hospital, New York, on April 19,
at the age of 47 years. In 1871 he was
married at S. Peter's Church, Chelsea, to
Rose, the second daughter of Nathaniel
Hawthorne. He was the founder of the
American Copyright League, and in March,
1891, he was received into the Catholic
Church, with Mrs. Lathrop, by the Rev.
Alfred Young, of the Paulist Fathers of New
York.

Chapleau.—Sir Joseph Adolphe Chapleau,
former Lieut-Gov. of Quebec, and Secretary
of State of the Dominion, one of the
great French-Canadian statesmen, died in
Montreal June 13.  Sir Joseph Adolphe
Chapleau was born in S. Therese de Blam-
ville, Terrebonne, Quebec, on Nov. g, 1840,
He was the twelfth child of a family of
cighteen and a son of a poor journeyman
stonemason. At an early age he gave evi-
dence of unusual talents and attracted the
attention of Mme. Masson, the wife of the
former Lieut-Gov. of Quebec, who had him
educated at her expense. In 1867 he set out
for his native county of Terrebonne, with
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only tea shillings in his pocket, to run for a
seat in the Legislature. His eloquence made
a deep impression upon the constituency, and
he was elected. As an orator he had no
equal in Canada, Canadians were fond of
calling him the ‘Gambetta of Cunada.”
He became Queen’s Counsel in 1873, and a
year later achieved celebrity as counsel for
Louis Riel’s associates, charged with the
murder of Scott. He was Provincial Sec-
retary in De Boucherville’s Ministry in 1875~
77. At the defeat of the Joly government,
in 1879, he became Premier of Quebec. In
1882 he accepted a portfolio under Sir John
A. Macdonald.

La Bourgogne.—The French line steam-
ship La Bourgogne, bound from New York,
July 2, for Havre, with 727 souls on board,
which was run down and sunk during a
dense fog, Monday morning at 5 o'clock,
sixty miles south of Sable Island, by the
British sailing ship Cromartyshire.

The suvivors, most of whom were mem-
bers of the crew, the remainder bein, second
and third-class passengers, uumhereﬁ 169.

Only one woman, Mrs, A. D. Lacasse of
Plainfield, N.J., out of 125 on board, was
saved. All the officers of La Bourgogne,
with the exception of the purser and three
engineers, were drowned.

The priests on board the Bourgogne ex-
hibited sublime courage. When all hope
was gone, they {)assed among the stricken
passengers on the deck quieting them and
warning them to prepare to meet their end.
Large groups gathered around the priests,
kneeling and praying, and as the ship sag-
ged down deeper and deeper, received ab-
solution. In this posture, the priests, with
hands uplifted, the people kneeling in a
swaying circle about them, they sank be-
neath the water.

Niagara University.—Niagara University,
N.Y., was visited by fire and the beautiful
chapel destroyed, entailing a loss of $70,000.

Home for Aged Musicians.—The veteran
and ever-green JMaestro, Giuseppe Verdi,
now in his eighty-fifth year, has never com-
pleted a work more deserving of immortality
than in founding at a cost of two million lire
a home in Milan for aged musicians, en-
dowing it with a_ yearly income of 300,000
lire, and placing in the care of a community
of nuns.

Rev. Mother Digby.—Rev. Mother’ Dig-
by, Superioress of the Order of the Sacred
Heart, whose headquarters are in Paris, who
came to this country for the purpose of visit-
ing the branch insfitutions in America, has
met with an enthusiastic reception wherever
she appeared in Canada. The Mother-Gen-
eral of the Order, as she is known, is an
Irish woman.

The Immortals.—The Comte de Mun, the
famous Catholic orator, and one of the most
prominent leaders of the Catholic party in the
French Chamber of Deputies, has been elect-
ed to a seat in the ;\cu({clny, as the successor
of Jules Simon.

The Archbishop of lontreal.—On S.
Patrick’s day the Oration was delivered for
the first time in the history of the city of
Montreal by a French-Catholic prelate.
Mgr. Bruchesi’s discourse was a masterpiece
of Oratory.

Champlain Monument.—During the sit-
ting of the British and American Commis-
sioners, assembled at Quebec, to decide in-
ternational questions between the two coun-
tries, the monument erected to the memory
of Chum]ﬂuin, who founded Quebec in 1608,
was unveiled by Lord Aberdeen, The guard
of honor was composed of British and Ameri-
can bluejackets.

Lieut.-Col. Jas. Mason. — Lieut.-Col.
Mason, of the 1oth Batt. Royal Grenadiers,
commanded the infantry and rifles of the
Canadian military contingent at the Queen’s
Jubilee, and on several occasions was in
command of the entire contingent and also
of the whole of the Colonial Infantry. In
March last he received from the Queen a
photograph of Her Majesty with her auto-
graph as a Souvenir of the Diamond Jubilee.

Hawaiian Islands,—The Hawaiian Is-
lands form a Vicariate-Apostolic. They are
in charge of the priests of the Congregation
of the Sacred Heart, commonly called t1
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Picpus Society, The vicariate comprises the
island of Hawaii, the largest in the group;
Maui ; Kohalawe, which is inhabited on y
by sheep owned by one W. H. Cummings;
Lanai, which belongs nearly entirely to one
Gibson, who is a cattle-breeder ; Molokai,
Father Damien’s island ; Oahu, whereon
Honolulu is situated and Kauai, from whose
shores the natives saw for the first time, in
1778, the ““floating island ** of Cook.

In the islands there are 33,000 Catholics,
39,000 Pagans, Protestants and Agnostics,
and 45,000 Chinese and Japanese, Thus out
of the native and white pulation the
Church has won nearly lml';f) though the
rreachers had a monopoly of the islands so
ong.

Mark’s, in Venice, He is
being talked of as a second Palestrina, He
was a student of Saladino in Milan, and has
already composed twelve masses, several
minor Pirces, and above all two great works,
The FPassion According to S, Mark, and
the Zransfiguration. The former was pro-
duced in Milan some time since with great
success ; it consists of three parts, ‘‘The
Lord’s Supper,” **The Prayer on the
Mount,” and *‘The Redeemer’s Death, "
The latter is an oratorio, whose general lines
are modelled on the classical oratorio forms,
but which is fresh, juvenile and modern in
itt inspiration.

Antillas and Guiana, 339,200 ; Patagonia,
50,280 ; Oceania, 897,990, The Catholics of
Latin rite in Asia are enumerated as follows :
120,680 in Turkey, 1,500 in Arabia, 1,178,325
in India, 827,680 in Indo-China, 50,280 in
Malesia, 532,448 in China, 81,410 in Japan
and Corea. In North Africa and in the
islands there are 458,170 Catholics, The
Oriental Catholics are divided according to
rites : Abyssians or Ethiopians, 30,000; Ar-
menians, 107,000 ; Copts, 25,500; Greek
Roumanians, 1,048,090; Greek Bulgarians,
13,000 ; Greek Ruthenians, 3,543,600 ; Greek
Melchites, 116,700 ; Syrians, 72,000; Syro-
Maronites, 277,000; Syro-Malabarites, 260,-
329. Among the Acts of the Sacred Congre-
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gation of the Propaganda last two years were
the erection of the Vicariate-Apostolic of
Wales, February 5, 1895 ; of the Vicariate-
Apostolic of Tonkin, April, 1895 ; the new
delimitation of the Diocese of Vizagapatan in
India, July, 1895 ; the division of Madagas-
car into two Vicariates, June, 1896 ; the erec-
tion of the Prefecture-Apostolic of William’s
Land in Oceania, January, 1896 ; the trans-
formation of the Vicariate-Apostolic of Ari-
zona, U.S.A., into adiocese under the name
of Tucson, March, 1897.

Novel Charity Scheme.—The Catholic
ladies of Guelph enjoy the distinction of
being the first to have a Ladies’ Street Car
Day for the benefit of a Catholic charity.
On 16th August the street car system of
Guelph was handed over to them, and each
car during the day had for conductors a pair
of pretty young ladies who collected the
fares and managed the car, A new relay
was put on every two hours, The cars were
thronged, most of the passengers being land-
ed at the Agricultural College lawn, at the
railway’s terminus, where a picnic was held,
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A baseball match between the City Council
and the Public and Separate School Boards
was a star attraction and a unique exhibition
of the game. In four innings the Aldermen
made 17 runs and 3§ errors against 30 runs
and 34 errors for the Trustees. In the even-
ing there was a concert in the College gym-
nasium and a band concert., All services
were given gratis, There were no admission
charges, no chances, no raffles, no sales of
goods, the only source of reward being from
the refreshments and fares, yet the gross re-
ceipts were $511.92, and expenses $74.14, leav-
ing the handsome sum of §437.78, which was
given to S, Joseph’s Hospital. The affair re-
flected great credit on the energetic commit-
tee.
