Ist—There is no obligation by the laws of
nations to surrender prisoners charged with
the commission of crimes in foreign countries,
but it is @ mere matter of comity hetween the
different Governments, and it is discretionary
with each how to act on the subject.

2nd—Where there exists an obligation or a
comity, & State cannot act upon the matter,
but it appertains exclusively to the Govern-
ment of the Union,

3rd—Admitting that the State has a con-
current jurisdiction over the subject with the
Nationa! Government, yet the Governor can-
not order a surrender without an Act of the
Legislature giving him the power.

$th—The practice of surrendering, whether
by obligation or comity, should be mutual,
but it eannot beso here, since the Governor of
Canada does not possess the power to surren-
der a British subject ; consequently no Ame-
rican citizen should be surrendered on our part.
