1 think it is safe to say that the great
jealousy which unquestionably existed
in the leaders of the Church in the
twelfth century towards lay reading of
the Bible, especially in the vernacular,
was chiefly confirmed by the discovery
that almost all the sects of Europe, al-
though constant readers of the Bible,
used it only to attack, not the Catholic
Church only, but historieal Christianity
in every form. The only exception
worth noting is that of the Waldenses.
and these did not originate until 1173,
They did not draw very much attention
to themselves until the next century,
and bitter as their sufferings were from
time to time, these were intermittent,
so that they survive to the present
day. The notion that their succession
goes back to the earliest ages, although
warmly entertained by Englishmen and
Americans, for instance, by Mr.
Howells, is, says the eminent Waldens-
ian scholar, Dr. Emil Comba, utterly
fantastic. These stories, he declares, are
not worth the paper they are printed on.
The Waldenses transmitted the episco-
pal succession to the Moravian Chureh,
but this was only a small Austrian knot
of them, who had themselves just ob-
tained it from some Catholic Bishops
then at variance with Rome, We may
therefore put the Waldenses out of the
account.
