NORMAN ANGELL AT TORONTO
Toronto, June 4.—Norman Angell—the 

diminutive: Norman Angell—the mighty!
Such was the impression of a large 

and interesting audience at Convoca­
tion Hall Monday night, where Mr. An­
gell, author of "The Great Illusion," 
spoke under the auspices of the Canadian 
Peace and Arbitration Society.

Mr. Angell’s address, contrary to 
the expectations of many who were 
not clear on his views as a peace advocate, 
was not a denunciation so much of 
militarism, but a*strong and logical plea 
for a better understanding among all 
peoples of what he. calls "the science of 
international statecraft or of the inter­
national organisation of society."

Favors Self-defence
"I want, right at the-outset, to make

# plain to you that those of us who take 
the view 1 am going to try and explain 
are first and last and all the time in 
favor of self-defence," said lie, "that 
we should he prepared to defend all that 
the British Empire stands for to the 
last penny and to the last man. No one 
has the least right in the world to infer 
that we an- indifferent to those things;
It is because above all we desire to make 
those things secure that we are carry­
ing on the propaganda that we arc. 
For we believe that the way things 
are now going in Europe as between 
the nations renders all that the Brit- . 
ish Empire stands for in a double sense 
insecure, arid unless the policy we arc 
following is modified, the end can only 
be a catastrophe.

- "In this matter of national secur­
ity, what is the line that we are taught 
to take? It is this: that there is only 
one thing about which you need worry 
and busy yourself with and that is to 
see that you arc stronger than your pos- 
sible rival. All else js theory and does 
not matter. Mr. Chun hill has assured 
us that the way to make peace certain 
is to be so much stronger than your 
enemy that he will not dare to attack 
you. We are told that this is so obviously 
true as to be an axiom. While I have 
just come from Germany, where I made 
a tour of the chief universities, and that 
is exactly what, the Germany Navy 
League and the German Army League 
told me there, does Mr. Churchill think 
that peace will be more secure in Europe 
if the Germans determine to take his 
advice and to make themselves stronger 
than any probable rival? And yet if 
one nation is entitled to abide by this 
axiom, so surely are two or all. And 
yet when'you apply it to the two par'ies 
of any prospective quarrel—and war is 
necessarily an affair of two parties 
you see at once that this axiom becomes 
a sheer physical absurdity. 'Each cannot 
be stronger than the other.

W hen Nations Quarrel.
"The situation really is this—and it 

is always the situation, whether the 
danger comes from Anglo-German. An- 
glo-ltussian, Anglo-French, Franco-Ger­
man rivalry; namely, there are two men 
very angry'with one another, both t ill mg 
at once, neither knowing very clearly 
what it is all about, and both flourishing

• revolvers at one another. And when

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WHO OWNS CANADA ?

Those who- l)vli(,-ve that Canada is a truly,* 
democratic'country, and that her people are 
free and independent im-n and women will 
find cause to reconsider their attitude after 
studying the article Who Owns Canada? 
which is published in this issue. The start- 
line fact is there revealed that 42 men, by 
their positions as officers and directors of 
the leading corporations and business iusti " 
tut ions of this country, control more than 
one-third 6f the total wealth possessed by 
the nation. Thomas W. Lawsdn, who is 
probably the best authority on ’the subject, 
places the total wealth of the I’nited States 
at 121 billions, and since the population of 
the republic is more than thirteen times 
that of Canada, 12 billion dollars, or 20 per 
vent, more per capita, may be regarded as a 
liberal estimate of the total wealth of Can­
ada. And of this 12 billions, upwards of 4 
billions is under the control of 42 men. The 
names of these men, the photographs of 
many of them, and some of the companies 
of which they are officers and directors arc- 
given in the tables which accompany our 
article. In these tables, the like of which 
have never before been published, the public 
can see who form the Triple Alliance of the 
Railway, Banking and Manufacturing inter­
ests. That there is an alliance between these 
interests there can be no shadow of doubt. 
An examination of these tables shows that 
the same men are at the head of all three of 
these great branches ofscommercial activity, 
and it can readily he understood what power 
these men, by combining their forces, can 
exert over the masses of the people who arc- 
outside their circle, but who must use their 
railways and their banks and must purchase 
their manufactures in order to carry on their 
own business of making a living.

A Foundation of Special Privilege
The Guide makes no complaint because 

certain individuals have accumulated a large- 
store of wealth, provided that wealth has 
been gained honestly, under conditions of 
free competition, and without the aid of 
privileges which are not-open—to all. The 
fact is, however, that the Triple Alliance 
owes its wealth and power in a very large de­
gree to favors which have been conferred 
upon it by parliaments and legislatures. Spe-_ 
eial Privilege is the foundation stone and the 
pillars on which Big Business is built. The 
railways have been built almost entirely,with 
money taken from the public treasury, or 
borrowed by pledging the public credit. The 
C.P.lt. at its inception was given $25,000,000 
from the Dominion treasury, 25,000,000 acres 
of the best land in Canada, and railway lines 
which had been constructed by the govern­
ment at a cost of over $27,000,000. The 
policy of granting public aid to privately 
owned railways has been continued ever 
since, and the blue book of Railway Statistics 
issued by the Dominion Government shows 
that up to .June 20, 1012, cash grants to the 
railways of Canada had amounted to $154,- 
075,225 from the Dominion treasury ; $25,i- 
045,515 from the treasuries of the provinces! 
and $18,051,222 ‘from the municipalities. 
Band grants to the same date totalled 56,- 
052,055 acres, and bond guarantees involved 
the pledging of the public credit to the ex­
tent of $245,070,045. In addition, the Do­
minion Government is constructing the 
••astern division of the National Transcon­
tinental railway, of which the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Company will have the free use for 
seven years, and on which an expenditure of 
$116,522,768 bad been made up to March 
21, 1912. parliament, it is true, has some 
rights of control over the railways which 
have been built w ith the money of the people.

li lias c.xi-ib-ised that control by allowing 
tln-si- railways to exact higher rates than are 
charged in any other country in the world.

1’hv hanking interests have also risen to 
their position of enormous wealth and power 
through the favors of Parliament. They have 
the privilege of manufacturing printed 
pieces of paper which have the same value as 
gold and silver coin, and they have the privi­
lege of charging the people, any rate of 
interest they choose for the loan of those 
pieces of paper. The government, through 
tlie Post tHlire, conducts a savings hank in 
which the people of Canada may deposit 
their money, and at one time paid 4 per cent, 
interest on those deposits. At the request 
of the hankers the rate oi interest was re­
duced to 2 per cent., and the hanks conse­
quently are enabled to secure deposits at the 
same rate.

The great Special Privilege which has en­
riched the manufacturers of Canada is tbeeus- 
toms tariff. By the tariff the people of Canada 
are lined lor purchasing any necessities and 
comforts of life dr machinery and equip­
ment necessary for their business which are 
made outside of Canada, and Canadian 
manufacturers are enabled to charge more 
for their goods than they are worth in the 
open markets of the world. In addition to 
this the tariff is so arranged that materials, 
whether raw or partly manufactured, used 
hv the manufacturers are admitted to Can­
ada either free or at reduced rates of duty, 
thus saving tin- manufacturers as far as 
possible from the evils of protection, while 

^allowing the rest of the people to bear the 
full burden. The protective tariff, too, lias 
been, and is; a great factor in the concentra­
tion of the manufacturing industries in a 
comparatively few bands. Protection is the 
father of trusts. When Protection accom­
plishes its avowed object, makes manufac­
turing profitable and causes the establish­
ment of additional plants, thereby bringing 
competition, an opportunity at once arises 
for the formation of a merger which will kill 
competition and permit the imposition of 
higher prices. The cement combine is a 
notable example of this. Before the merger, 
competition among Canadian cement com­
panies was making cement comparatively 
cheap. Tin- tariff, while shutting out foreign 

—cement, was not greatly enhancing prices. 
Then along came a company promoter who 
merged a dozen competing companies, put 
several millions of water into tin: stock and 
created a combine whicii^-iqigtcdiatcly ad 
vatieed prices far above the cost of produc­
tion. The merger also placed in the hands of 
one hoard of directors control that had hith­
erto been exercised by a dozen hoards. It 
is the same with every merger The number 
of hanks in Canada is gradually becoming 
less. A few years ago there were Over 40 
banks iji this country ; today there are but 
26. The few hanks that have failed have 
been replaced by new ones. The decrease in 
the number is accounted for by mergers, and 
with every hank merger the small circle 
which controls the banks of Canada and has 
the disposal of the funds of the people <!«•- 

\ posited therein, becomes smaller still.
Influence With Governments

The alliance of the railways, banks and 
manufacturing interests, under what is vir­
tually joint management, is contrary to the 
best interests of Canada in,several respects. 
It might be expected that manufacturers, 
who are dependent upon the railways for the 
transport of their goods, would make a 
strenuous light against high freight rates. 
It would he reasonable to expect that rail­
way companies, whose cost of construction, 

* equipment and operation is increased by pro

tvvtivv duties, would use their influence to 
have I lie tariff reduced at least to.a .revenue
basis. Both railways and manufacturers,..
one might suppose would object to the crip­
pling of the resources of their customers by 
t In- high interest rates charged by tin- 
hanks. But when the three are really om­
it is to their profit to see the agriculturists 
and the producing classes generally laid 
under tribute. It matters not to the heads of 
I In- railways and the manufacturers that the 
farmers of the West are paying 10 and 12 
per cent, for money, when they are drawing 
bank dividends and are making their own 
borrowings at 4 and 4*/•> per vent. It is no 
hardship on tin- railways that their steel 
costs more when they are buying it from 
companies in which they are interested and 
w hen t In- public treasury is. thrown open to 
tlicin and they receive subsidies of several 
thousands of dollars a mile for all their 
new construct foil. The power of tho Triple 
Alliance with the government is enormous. 
Its extent may be judged by what has hap­
pened during the recent session of Barlia- 
nu-nt. Tin- railways have secured subsidies, 
loans and permission to cut a huge melon. 
Tin* batiks have bad their charters renewed 
without any important curtailment of their 
privileges. The manufacturers have secured 
tin- maintenance of the tariff on the goods 
they sell and a reduction in the duties on 
some of the tilings they buy. One of the 
secrets of the strength of the Triple Al­
liance in influencing Parliament, is that it 
is not partizan. No matter which party is 
in power, the Triple Alliance has friends at 
court. Nome of its members call themselves 
Conservatives and some claim to he Liberals, 
but tlu-ir business* interests are usually 
stronger than their,,:political principles and 
with very few exceptions they always com­
bine, irrespective of party, when their privi­
leges are in danger. It was the Triple Alii 
auee that brought about the defeat of the 
Reciprocity agreement, and they can be de 
pended upon to combine and use their 
wealth, prestige and inIIuenee to combat any 
other movement which is likely to threaten 
any of tlu-ir special privileges.

An examination of the names of the men 
who are at the head of Big Business in Can­
ada brings out some interesting facts, of 
the 42, all but live are residents of either 
Toronto or Montreal, two living in lOnglaud

Lord NtraUicoua and K. M. Uorne-Payne, 
one- Senator Kdwards, in Ottawa, and two

Sir William Whyte and A. M. Nan ton, in 
Winnipeg. Twelve of the 42, nearly one- 
third, have bail titles conferred upon them by 
tin- Sovereign, practically all on the recom­
mendation of Canadian governments. Six 
of the 42 have been given seats in the Cana 
dian Senate and one. in the British House 
of Lords. Only two are members of the 
Canadian House of Commons, and they are 
so seldom present attending to their duties 
that their membership is practically nominal.

In justice, it should be said that, taking 
them all round, tip: 42 who comprise the 
Canadian aristocracy are men of a high type. 
Among them are many leaders in philan­
thropy arid religion. The great majority are 
personally generous and men of honor. If 
men must have the power which they ^ield 
it would possibly be difficult to find another 
42 in whose hands that power could be more 
safely entrusted. They are enriching them­
selves at the expense of the mass of the 
people, it is true, but they are doing so in 
ways which thiriaw and our present political 
and economic system permit and encour­
age. It is, however, contrary to the spirit 
of Democracy that 42 meti, or any number 
of men, should have all this power over their
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fellows Democracy demand* that ;di 
"should have an equal voice in the govern 
rnent of tin- country amigall should have an 
equal opportunity to exercise their powers 

'and to enjoy the fruits of their own labor.

The Remedy
What, is the remedy? To find* and apply 

the remedy and to make Canada a truly 
Democratic country is a task worthy of the 
life work of the Jiest arid ablest men of the 
land We hejieve that one of the first steps 
w l!p'h should he taken to break the power 
of flic Triple Alliance is to make all tin; rail 
way*, telegraphs, telephones and other pub­
lic utilities of Canada the property of the 
state. These are essentially public services, 
and they should he operated in the interests 
of the people as a whole and not, as now, iti­
the interests of private individuals. Think 
what would he the result if the post office 

.were run by a private corporation ! What 
rates would such a corporation charge? 
What subsidies would it demand? What 
service would the outlying districts get if 
the post office were run for private profit? 
Other British dominions and many of the 
countries otTrEriropir'Own and operate their 
railways and other public utilities and al­
most. without, exception those services are 
better managed apd more economically con­
ducted than in Canada. Another change in 
our system which we believe is necessary to 
the public welfare is the overthrow of the 
protective tariff. We do not wish to see the 
manufacturing industries of Canada des­
troyed, we wish to see them thrive and 
multiply. And for reasons which we have 

f previously set out in these columns we be­
lieve that, legitimate industries, suited to 
this country by climatic conditions and 
natural resources, would benefit rather than 
suffer by Free Trade. There can he no 
doubt that the agricultural industry, for 
which Canada is pre-eminently suited, is 
being hampered and burdened and pre­
vented from its normal expansion by the 
system of protection. As fur as the hanking 
monopoly is concerned, we believe that com 
mon justice demands that in return for the 
privileges conferred upon tlfewSthc hanks 
should lie required to give adequate service 
to the people and should lie restricted from 
ehurging exorbitant interest to one class 
and lending to others at much lower rates. 
We believe also that facilities should he pro­
vided to encourage the establishment of co­
operative credit hanks, and that the Govern­
ment should he at least as ready to assist 
farine,rs to obtain cheap money as they arc 
to ai<t railway proprietors. Co-operation on 
the part of the people in manufacturing, 
distribution and marketing will also aid in 
freeing the masses from the domination of 
the few. We might have alTthese reforms, 
however, and the people still find their con­
dition not greatly improved unless the land 
question were also dealt with. It would be 
of no use to take the power of exploiting the 
people away from the railways, hanks and 
jiianufaeturers only to hand it over to tin: 
landlords Lower freight rates, lower inter­
est, cheaper living and a lower cost of pro­
duction, would inevitably bring higher land 
\allies,, which would benefit hut one class, 
the land owners. To bring these benefits to 
the people as a whole the increase in the 
value of land must he taxed into the publie 
treasury and used tor the good of the com­
munity The taxation of unimproved land 
values is the fundamental reform which is 
necessary to ensure to the people the full 
benefit of other reforms. Finally, how are 
the changed conditions to he brought about ? 
First of all there must he more publicity, a 
more intelligent study of public affairs by 
the great body of the people. When the 
people realize the true condition of affairs 
we believe that they will soon set about to lit

THE PEOPLE VERSUS THE INTERESTS
The following * dispatch, which recently 

appeared in the press of Canada/ requires 
no elaboration, and we would "'iüiiiiii'*^ a 
eareful considération of it to everyone of our 
readers, because it is of v ital inter, st to' 
everyone.

Ottawa, .June 8. The minister of agriculture, 
acting on the advice of (J. C. .James, e* deputy 
minister of agriculture for Ontario, who lias 
been engaged by the government to administer 
the annual grant for aid to agriculture .under, 
the vote of é 10,000,000 passed this se-sion. lias 
announced the details as to tfic spending of the 
money this year. The total appropriation to bis 
distributed among the provinces during the 
current fiscal year is" $500,000, Ontario’s-share 
on the per capita basis is $175,733; Quebec's 
$130,482; Nova .Scotia, $34,288; New Bruns 
wick, $24,500; British Columbia, $27,331; Mani­
toba, $31,730; Saskatchewan, $34,290; Alberta, 
$20,0ÿ4. Half of the appropriation for each 
province is to be paid over at. once as soon as 
the agreements are signed by the respective 
provincial ministers of agriculture. The balance 
will be paid as soon as the federal government 
is satisfied that the provinces are properly 
spending the money for the purposes specified. 
It is provided that the aid given to the provinces 
shall be supplementary to the agric ill I ural votes 
now made by each province, and shall not in 
any way curtail present grants by tin- 
provinces.

The Manitoba and Saskatchewan votes for 
this year include the following specific pur 
poses: Manitoba -For demonstration farms,
$10,1)00; for demonstration trains, $4,000; 
course of lectures, $0,000; plowing matches, 
$2,000. Saskatchewan —College of agriculture 
for extension work, $15,000; weed control, $3, 
<100; dairying and poultry, $4,000; livestock, 
$4,290; supplementary grants for livestock and 
farmers’ organizations, $7,500.

•- The Dominion Government has created a 
good precedent in providing this extra aid 
for agricultural deve* throughout
Canada. Of course, if Canada were a 
Free Trade country and all revenues were 
raised by direct taxation, each province 
would have the administration of all its 
own revenue and would, therefore, not need 
this federal aid. But under tlie present fiscal 
system feih-ral aid is required. The-point, 
however, which we want to bring to your 
particular attention is that the Dominion 
<Jovi-rniiieut has maintained one of tin- lead-, 
in g agricultural experts to superintend the 
expenditure of this half million dollars, and 
has evt-n laid it down in black and white 
as to tin- purposes for which tin- money shall 
In- used. NoTh-tails have been overlooked 
and if the provincial governments do not 
expend the first instalment wisely, they will 
receive no further monies. After very elab­
orate explanations in Parliament and a great 
deal of advertising throughout Canada, the 
Government finally provided a half million 
dollars for agricultural development in 
which occupation there are over d,000,000 
people engaged in Canada, and so elaborate 
are the arrangements for the handling of 
these monies that it will probably cost nearly 
$1 .(H) to expend1,each dollar. We wish to eon- 
trust this with the free and easy manner in 
which the Government handed-over $15.040,- 
000 in hard cash to Mackenzie and Mann 
with practically no discussion, with abso­
lutely no explanation, no stipulations attach­

ed. arid with no provisions as to the expendi­
ture- uJL.the money, - This gift to Mackenzie 
and Mann is thirty-on.- times greater than 
j I.e entire graniTto-agrie.iâ-Himii devi4<j|nnent.

We would suggest that each of our 
readers when they see this article would read 
it. i>ver three times, tlnm sit down and ponder 
over, it for half an hour, and finally ask 
themselves how much benefit it is to have a 
representative 1 in the House of Commons.

' We are glad to give credit ’to the C.P.Rf7 
and abjp to the C.N.K.* for providing, free 
W charge, trains for tin- use of the Agricul­
tural College, in conducting the “better 
farming’'* specials throughout Manitoba, for 
the past three years. This is a step in the 
right, direction and cannot he overdone. The 
Agricultural College is-3' doing a splendid 
work at its central headquarters, hut, of 
course, no matter how large the attendance 
of young men and women may lie, it can 
reach, -at best, only a very small percentage 
of the farmer population of the province.
Lvery effort should he made to encourage 
farmers to farm in the best possible manner, 
to be better business men, and to live better 
than they have. Tim extension work of the 
Agricultural College in all three provinces 
is bound to he a mighty factor in the devel­
opment of a better civilization. The rail­
way companies have played a big part iji 
the development in this western country, 
and it is very gratifying to find them work­
ing in co-operation with the Agricultural 
Colleges in this splendid work.

K. M. Horue-Payue, the representative of 
the C.N.lf. directorate in England, has been 
advising British investors to refuse to pur­
chase Canadian municipal bonds and to put 
their money into railways arid industrial 
concerns.

reported that the company is making much 
greater projits in Western Canada than in 
the East, i'he case for lower freight rates 
and tlN-rthnoval of discrimination between 
East and West is irresistible.

1 he C.IMt. directorate consists of 1.1 
men and includes such well known 
figures as Lord Mtratheona, Sir Thomas 
Shaughnessy. K. Ii. Angus, ..Senator 
Hubert Mae Kay, and C. K. H usiner. 
These gentlemen are all <lirectors also 
of the HanIt of Montreal, Lord Strath 
cona Hiiddf H. Angus being Honorary 

president »ml I'resident, respectively, 
of that institution. Through these two 
corporations alone, )vho*e combined as 
set* mount up to m^Mrrtu.i, i welv «• hun 
dred million dollars, .t can readily bei» 
understood that this group exercise an 
enormous influence upon the business 
and political life of (.'aimda.

‘•You Scratch My Back—"
It is sometimes supposed, but quite 

erroneously, that the two groups indi­
cated constitute opposing factions. The 
Canadian aristocracy is much too wise 
to be divided against itself. Not only 
are the two group* sympathetically* 
allied by reason, of the similarity of 
their interests hut many large con 
cerns are under their joint 'control. 
Itoth groups have a number of repre 
sentat ives on the directorate of the

est manufacturing concern in Canada. 
Lord Htratheona and Hir William Mac 
kenzie meet on the committee of the 
Hudson’s Hay Co. Hir William Whyte 
of the C.R.K. and Imperial Hank work* 
in harmony with Hir William Mae ken 
zi» and Hir D. D. Mann on the* hoard 
of the Winnipeg Klectric Railway Co. 
11. H. Holt, president of the Royal -Hank 
and a director of the C.R.K. ha* mutual 
interests with the C..N.R. magnates in 
the management of the Imperial Life 
Assurance Co., the. Hhawinigan Water 
and RiiweT Co., and the Monterey Rail 
way, Light and Rower Co. Many other 
instances of interlocking directorate* 
might lie given, but these are sufficient 
to show the close community of inter­
ests which exists between the two most 
powerful groups in the control of Cana 
dian industry arid linance. This close 
association between all the leading 
railways, luniks and manufacturing con 
cerns throws a vivid light upon many 
things which might otherwise appear 
mysterious. When the directors of 
both the C.R.R. and Ç.N.K. are hegvily 
interested in the Dominion Hteel Cor 
poration, it is easy to understand why 
the railway companies are* crintent to 
see a high duty on coal and steel, a I 
though .those duties admittedly increase 
the cost of constructing and operating 
railways. When a great many of those 
who control our nmii.ifacturirig indu* 
trie* are interested in rail wavs and

banks it i* not difficult to understand 
why tlm manufacturers are indifferent 
on t In* question of high freight and ex 
press rate* or why the railway* and 

^okant/fin tUrer* make no objection to tin* 
special privileges conferred upon the 
bunks by tin* Bank A<**t. Tin* fact that 
the banks are allowed to charge far 
mers and others usurious rates of inter 
est does not hurt the railways and 
tb<* manufacturers, for the railways are 
enabled to get their money at 4 per 
cent, either by government loans or 
government guarantees, while the big 
manufacturers get credit from the 
banks at slightly higher rates. Neither 
is it surprising, under the circumstances 
that the bankers and manufacturers 
make no protest when they and their 
friends, as railway promoters, are per 
milled to help themselves to a few 
million dollars each year from the pub 
lie treasury in subsidies, and to u*.* 
the public credit in the form of bond 
guarantees to further assist in fm a til­
ing their undertakings.

Qualifications
To avoid a misunderstanding it should 

be said that the claim is not here ri{:iile 
that the 4Ü men enumerated absolutely 
control tlie whole of the companies in 
eluded in the accompanying tallies. Of a 
great majority of the companies, such a 
claim could be substantiated, but there 
are a number "f except inn* The flan»

dian aristocracy, for instance, hold onlv 
two seats out of eight on the director 
ate of the Hank of Nova Scotia, while 
on the committee of the Hudson’s Bay 
Co., only two seats out of nine are 
held bv “the 42. ” The Brand Trunk 
Raeific Railway Company is another of 
those included in tin* list on which “the 
12” are represented, but which thev 
cannot lie said to control, Knglish in 
vestors having the chief voice in the 
management of this road. Exceptions 
of this kind, however, are not numer­
ous. It is only in a comparatively few 
instances that thff big men who com 
prise tin* Canadian aristocracy have in 
vested their money in enterprizes 
which they do not control, and deduc­
tions which might justly be made from 
the totals given in order to show the 
amount of wealth actually controlled 
by ‘ ‘ the-42 ’ ’ are more than balanced 
by companies which they own, or in 
which they have'a controlling interest, 

. but which do not publish their accounts 
anil with regard to which figures are 
therefore not available.

If all these figures riuiBWW obtained 
and published they would make an en 
ormous total, but those given are large 
enough, surely, to convince the most 
sceptical of the danger that is threat 
eriing this country by ii-asou of the con 
centration of the control of wealth.

The list of 42 i* not put forward as 
being absolutely definite. Rp-to date 
reports in some cases are ndt available, 
and som"e recent changes have not been 
noted. Other compilers might have 
made the list a little shorter or a little 
longer, for there is around the (Jana 
dian aristocracy a fringe of men who 
are more or less interested in Big Busi 
ness and who are striving, some of 
them successfully," to gain admittance 
to the charmed circle. At the same 
time' others are losing control. Kvery 
few days sees a new merger accom­
plished and this means that a number 
of men who have been presidents and 
directors of companies, become uninflu 
i-ntial shareholders of a larger merger.

Aristocracy Have Titles
From tln> list of “the 42 ’ ■ it will he 

seen tliat the Canadian aristocracy has 
received a good measure of recogni­
tion from the sovereign and the repre­
sentatives of the Crown in Canada.

Dear Mis* Hey non We have taken 
l In Guide for several months and I have 
l>ecoffie much interested in the Home­
makers and Sunshine pages. I greatly 
appreciated the Mother»» Number. I 
ft in just a young mother, with one blessed 
baby a year old. I have always given 
him plenty of fresh air, day and night 
lie ha * never missed his daily bath and 
I have been very careful to keep his 
bottle sweet.. He has never been ill and 
is very jolly and good na hired. I never 
put a diaper on him that has been wet 
without rinsing well and drying outdoors 
if possible

To cure or prevent chaffing I find the 
following powder excellent two table­
spoons cornstarch, one level teaspoon 
each of bornric acid and oxide of zinc, 
add a pinch of powdered arris root if 
you wish it perfumed. Shake well in a 
tightly covered jar or bottle. I believe 
in making babies comfortable and then 
leaving them to their own devices as 
much as possible.

OATMEAL COOKIES AND CHOKE- 
CHERRY MARMALADE

Dear Miss Bey non:—I read vour page 
every week and find it very helpful. T 
am sending a recipe for oatmeal cookies 
and hope it will help someone: 1 cup 
flour, two thirds cup brown sugar, one- 
half teaspoon soda ; one half teaspoon 
salt, three; cups oatmeal, one-half cup 
butter or lard. Mix with a little sour 
milk or water.

Who has tried making* choke cherry 
marmalade or syrup, as it is very hard 
to make into jelly? Last year we did 
up over forty quarts, half of it we mix­
ed with rhubarb—half Hhubarb and 
half choke cherry, pressed through the 
collander after hieing boiled. Then I 
put a cup of sugar to 2 cups of juice 
and boiled half an hour.

SUNDAY SCHOOL

Let if he admitted that the da> school 
does not turn out citizens with the highest 
ideals of life, ^with the best developed in 
them, and we have to look around to 
discover what part of their training is 
lacking. We do not have to look far, for 
the Sunday school teaching int>rwoven 
with the day .school training makes for 
the complete citizen.

Much attention is being given just now 
in educational circles to, th«- Mootcssori 
system, an Italian method of training 
tlie young. The idea is “to catch them 
young and train them hy instinct. " The 
natural Tient of a child is close!v watched 
and if that child has any particular in­
clination or gift, he or she is plaped under 
the specisl supervision of an expert in 
that branch of study. To he an expert 
is one thing, hut to he able to get down 
to a child's mind is another. A child's 
'•«inception <»f things, its sense of time, is 
not our conception or <entsc. Now it 
may he quite ra*\ to explain a single

Bible -tory or a parable to the Sunday 
school ela--. but all the while the children 
are hastening on to tlie age when the:, 
learn by instinct that they poss«;-s,_.sojM<- 
thing apart an t yet connected with'. th«-:r’ 
body and mind and that is just tlie
the teacher has to be ua.teh;np f..f_
T hat i- tTime when the sympatliet'i,-- 
teacher, the man or woman who ha- 
gained the confidence of his or her pupils 
can lay a sure foundation and that is 
why it is so important to bé able to “get 
down” to the level of the young mind.

The Value of the Sunday School
In a young country -uch as ours, with 

so many dollar worshippers passing t., 
and fro, it is of the utmost importance 
for the present and ultimate guod of tin- 
country that this nationalism should la- 
held on a short leash. The man on tIn- 
homestead is perfectly willing to help his 
young son file on and work a quarter 
section, but is he as keen about helping 
him to “stake e that other claim. ” The 
homestead duties are not onerous and 
these other duties arc lighter still.

THE DUTCH FARMER
The following article was taken from 

the Toronto Globe: Rehind his dykes, 
windmills and steam pumps the plodding 
Dutch farmer tills bind, the greater part 
of which was, at one time, captured from 
the sea or reclaimed from hog and marsh.

In “A Free Farmer in a Free State,” 
J. \\. Robertson Scott gives a graphic 
account of the social conditions and rural 
life in the Netherlands, and of I hr in­
domitable murage and perseverance of 
the Dutchman in his long conflict with

the inrtishing sea. Six million people, 
mainly devoted to the cultivation of 
the soil, now people an area of thirteen 
thousand square miles, or about half 
the sise of New Rrun.swiek, and by dint 
of energy, thrift and intelligently directed 
labor manage not only to live, but to 
prosper abundantly.

"God made tile sea ; we inade tile 
hind, ” is a common saving in the land 
of dykes and canals. Thirty per cent, 
of the country is the level of high tide, 
some portions twenty feet below the 
level of the sea. I’or centuries the un­
equal contest has been waged and thi­
story Of the triumph of man against the 
forces of nature is as thrilling a tale of 
heroic endurance and unquenchable failli 
as is to la- found anywhere Lu the annuls 
of nations. Some of the dykes on tin- 
coast line are built of solid masonry to 
a depth of two hundred feet below high 
tide. Three lines of walls, with sand 
between i-iieli, stand as a rampart between 
the people and their natural foe Tin- 
work of reclamation is still going on 
During tin- past eighty years, three 
thousand square miles have been re­
claimed and added to the -ultivatalib- 
aren of Holland. ( ’minis and waterways 
are also dyked and there is a heavy annual 
expenditure for pumping and drainage 
Under these adverse conditions the 
Dutchman manages to thrive and smoke 
his pipe. Ilis constant warfare with 
tin- sen lias made him sturdy and self- 
reliant. Some of the farms show the 
highest standard of productivity reached 
in European countries.

How- the Dutch farmer has overcome 
economic as well as natural obstacles 
is of interest to all who till the soil Thirty 
years ago agriculture in the Netherlands 
was at the lowest point. The chief 
difficulty, as ill < aiiiula today, lay in 
marketing.

Hv a splendid system of super 
xisioii and control, inferior samples of 
butter and cheese call lie traced back 
to tIn- original producer, and the country 
lilts gained a remarkable reputation f.,r 
correct grading and honest trailing. 

I liroiigli eo operation, education mid 
untiring industry, the Hollander lias 
brought his country to a high pitch of 
prosperity and has pointed the way for 
other nations now struggling to solve 
the problem of greater e.'lieieney in 
farming.

The commission now in Europe will 
bring back to tin- United States mid 
t a Hilda some of the lessens learned by 
Hollanders-thirty years ago, and which 
the new world, so long absorbed in in­
dustrial pursuits, is at last beginning to 
realize have too long been neglected 
I In- day w ill come mid high prices 
will bring that time nearer when com­
pulsory tillage of the soil and more 
e'lieienl met lio.ls of production mid 
marketing will he held to be us necessary 
as compulsory education.

In the- final. analysis all wealth and 
everything that wealth brings springs 
from the soil.

of a i-b ange in circumstances the rates 
fixed by the state's act are sufficient to. 
yield reasonable compensation.

Lower Courts Sustained
Justice lliigln-s said tin- question of 

interference witii interstate commerce 
was decided in favor of the state for 
the reasons assigned in the Minnesota 
rate decision. So question of confisca 
lion was presented in the West Virginia 
case.

The court also sustained the rates of 
the Missouri law as to the Chicago, Bur­
lington and Quincy, the Atchison, To 
peka and Santa Fe, the Kansas City 
Southern, the Missouri, Kansas an«l 
Texas, the Chicago, liock Island* and 
Bacille ( including the St. Louis, Kansas 
City and Celormlo), and the St. Louis 
and San Francisco.

In each of these cases the decrees of 
the lower court in favor of the rail 
roads were reversed.

Mr. Muller’s figures are to the effect 

that the total gross profit on operating 
cost for the whole of the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway, for the year ending June 
;tu, litl'J, was -ni.Hi per cent. The total 
for the four eastern div Dions was 38.21 
per cent, and for the four western 
div i-.ions (i 1.17 per cent.

According to Mr. Muller’s figures the 
percentage profit was the largest in 
Manitoba, where- it totalled h.h 1 # per 
cent,. Saskatchewan shows 52.36 per 
cent.; Alberta, 71.alt per cent., and 
British Columbia, 2H.76 per. cent.

Progress of Western Freight Inquiry— American Rate Expert Gives Evidence 

Showing that Discrimination Against West is Real—The C.P.R. Defence

Ottawa, .lune 20. The semifinal 
stage of the inquiry into western 
freight rates was entered upon thi> 
week. At the time of writing pro 
gress is being made with the taking of 
the final evidence to be submitted. 
Then the counsel representing the Do 
minion and provincial governments 
( Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Co 
lumbia) will be heard, and, finally the 
hoard, after sifting all the evidence, 
will .give judgment in what is prob 
ably the greatest rate ease any judicial 
body was ever called upon to deal with. 
The case opened on Wednesday with a 
large array of counsel, on hand. It was 
noticeable that the defence of the rail 
ways is largely - in. the hands of .the < *
I, ML. which had prepared practically all 
the evidence to he “submitted in rebut 
tal of the exhibits filed on behalf of 
the Dominion government, the provin 
•dal governments and the Winnipeg 
Hoard of Trade. Counsel for the com 
pan y i minded E. W. Beatty, chief 
• ounsel; K. II. Chrysler, K.C., of Otta 
wa, one of the keenest of corporation 
lawyers and Mr. Tilley, of Toronto, 
who wa* prominently connected with 
the insurance inquiry of a few years 
ajjNj. The Dominion govern rrjeiit was 
represented by .fa Hi. nelJ, Karyl
II. W. W hit) a, Kthe Winnipeg 
Hoard of 'frade by I-aac Hitblado, K.C., 
and tij»* Alberta government by M. K. 
Go wan, Kwho scored so heavily on 
behalf of the people when the case was 
opened, by producing the evidence 
which caused the board to declare that 
a prima facie case of discrimination 
against the We-t had been established . 
and the Hritisn Columbia government 
by W A Macdonald. Hi Mr. Go wan 
was backed by Alex Macdonald, the 
well known rate export, while Mr. Hit 
blado had the a-.sistaivv of G. K Gar 
pen ter, who has prepared many valu 
able tables of comparative rates on be

halfT of the Winnipeg Board of Trade.
A new figure, in the case is .1. 1\ Muller, 
a well known I * ni ted States expert on 
railway rates, who lias tabulated three 
large volumes of facts and figures bear 
ing on freight rates in < ’an ad a as com 
pared with the United States, but more 
particularly comparing rates and eon 
ditions in Eastern arid Western Canada. 
These exhibits have not as yet been pie 
y en ted or analyzed, but they would ap 
pear to make it quite evident that, 
while the cost of operation in the West 
is lower than in the east, the rates are 
higher and the Railway Board in giving 
lodgment - is almost certain to take 
some steps to bring about a readjust 
ment. Whether it will be confined t<> a 
reduction of w«-stern rates only oi a 
general Levelling up and down of east 
era and western rates respectively re 
main- to be seen. This:; of <• ourse, is a 
guess based upon some w hat incomplete 
data, for since the ease was re opened j 
on Wednesday the time of the board 1 
has been takeji up almost entirely in 
hearing the evidence of W B Lam 
g a n. assistant general freight manager 
in marge of G.H.R. traffic west of Fort 
William. Mr. Kanigan has proved to be 
a very good witness for hi'ft company 
and has doubtless piled up a seemingly 
-t i on g case in the way of comparisons? 
with United States lines.

'I'he government side of the case has 
vet t o be presented, how e ver, and until 
if is no one is in a position to form a 
judgment as to the real merits of the

'Hie total .oja-rat ing ex 
pense on 1 he four eastern divisions was

or only GO.01 per cent, of tin* revenue

A striking feature of Die statement 
is that the Atlantic division shows a 
deficit mi operat ion.

Every child is horn V'tL teeth, that 
is to say the teeth are enclosed in small 
sacs which rest in depressions of the 
jaw; these teeth gradually and steadily 
grow upward until the gum is pierced 
arid the tooth shows. Occasionally chil­
dren are horn with visible teeth, usually 
a lower one, and not infrequently this 
is a family peculiarity, in these cases, 
unless the tooth is loose or interferes with 
nursing, it should nut be disturbed.

It is remarkable -how much importance 
significance and attention most mothers 
give to “teething,” and how they will 
blame this natural process, for the many 
ailments and diseases of infancy. While 
teething may and does cause inconveni­
ences and pains—sleeplessness, wakeful­
ness, loss of appetite, swollen gurns and 
increased salivation— this process is hardly 
responsible for diseases of the brain, kid­
neys, lungs, stomach, intestines and ears, 
as so many mothers would have 
us say and believe.

It is easy to pacify a parent with a 
diagnosis of teething, and a false sense of 
security-os apt to be established* for a 
grave process which is purely coinciden­
tal, and many serious diseases are apt to 
he overlooked. A diagnosis of teething, 
to my mind, is justifiable only after every 
other possibility for the symptoms has 
been considered. I am constrained to 
make these remarks, because many 
mothers—old fashioned arid new—place 
too much stress upon tin- pre-emptive 
stage„x*f the teeth. Hut once the teeth 
have pierced the gums— and the “first- 
tooth” party has been given— the mother 
is apt to feel that her responsibility is 
ended and all further care unnecessary.

Mothers need not worry if the process 
of teething does not conform exactly to 
the rule of hook as they have read it and 
their neighbors have told it. The eruption 
of the first teeth varies within wide limits 
of health and family characteristics. One 
child rririy have its first tooth at three 
months and another at ten months and 
yet both may he in good health. It is 
true that, generally speaking, nursing 
infants teeth earlier than those artificially 
fed, and that the earlier in. life symptoms 
of poor nutrition show themselves, the 
greater the probability that teething will 
he late a u| irregular. Rickets and in­
herited idiocy are the two conditions in 
which teething is delayed.

\Vh* n the teeth have pierced the gums, 
the second stage, 'that of the temporary 
or milk set, has arrived. There are twenty 
of these milk teeth, ten in each jaw, and 
they appear from the third month to the 
third year.

Decay in the temporary teeth may 
start the same condition in the perman 
eut -et, an*l if the temporary set is lost 
too soon the permanent set will grow 
out irregularly and produce deformities 
of the jaw. If the temporary set is left 
in the mouth too long it will hinder the 
growth and development of the per 
marient set.

For the first six years of his life a 
child’s general health, his mastication 
ami digestion revolve around this first 
set of teeth. It is very necessary, 
therefore, that the proper care and 

-treatment be given them. The child 
should be taught at a very early age to 
brush anil cleanse his teeth anil mouth 
thoroughly.

Promise to do lie* ter
Hon. lb lit. Rogers said there was some 

force in the suggestions made by Mr. 
Graham and that it would receive some 
attention at the hands oT the Government 
He agreed that the passage of the esti­
mates in the formal way in which they 
were put through this year was not right 
and promised that tin- Government would 
endeavor at the next session to so arrange 
the business that the estimates will be 
brought down at a little earlier date.

This little interchange between the 
men who were at the time the ollieial 
spokesmen of the two parties indicates 
that their consciences were not quite 
easy about the manner in which Parlia­
ment had attended to its business. It 
show s at least a . desire for better things 
and it will be Interesting to note next 
session whether any real improvement 
is effected The writer, having behind 
him many years' experience of the ways 
of Parliament, is a bit inclined to be 
skeptical.

The disinclination of members on both 
sides of tin- House to buck the demands 
made by the railways and other cor­
porations was never more apparent than 
during Ihi' session just closed. The 
Canadian Northern was allowed'to get 
away with subsidies approximating sixteen 
millions, the Grand Trunk Pacific got a 
loan of fifteen millions,' while several 
millions were given to other railways 
without a single concession being secured 
for the people in the way of freight rates. 
The opposition had the tactical advantage 
of being in a position to criticize and to 
make demands which it was perfectly 
well known the Government would'not 
acceded to. Before the subsidies were 
taken up it was known that while a 
few of the members would be actuated 
hv an honest desire Aujiave the railways 
at least give something in^aaturn for the 
valuable concevions granted the leaders 
on neither side would be willing to face 
the political responsibility of having them 
thrown out. Thus it was that several 
amendments outlined in a previous article 
were proposed and rejected in a routine 
sort of fashion. Conservative members,-- 
who, during their long term in.opposition, 
had the satisfaction of making Govern­
ment supporters stand up and vote for 
propositions which damaged them politi­
cally, had to face-the music or dodge the 
vote while Liberals took what satis­
faction they could out of forcing the other 
fellows to give, unpopular votes, just as 
•hey had been forced to give them in the 
past. It was th<- old game being played 
over again once more and which will 
continue to be played in the future. 
The one thing quite certain about it is 
that no goal will be scored against the 
railways, at least not until we have a 
different kind of Parliament at. Ottawa.

Insurgency
Some hope of letter things in the future 

was to be found in the discussions in the' 
committee and in the House over the 
Bank Act, which cornea back to the people 
pretty much the same old legislation that 
has done duty for the last thirty years.

- ttlly— r^rtat/r -vtdrat- the; man ufaeturer
ii rjuit.e safe behind his citadel of .strong 
protect ion. While it is undoubtedly true 
that *the Liberals, with the exception of 
YVm. fierman, of Welland, would be pre 
pared to bring about free trade in natural 
products were they returned to power, 
it still remains to be demonstrated that 
they woil'd be prep tree! to do anything 
to cut into their l«-git imate profits • of 
the manufacturer. Quite a !arg<- nurnlx r 
of Liberals are professedly “moderate*" 
protectionists and by “rno/Uiiite" they 
mean about the* am<)Uiit of ^%fAt<*ction 
that the manufacturing interests now 
enjoy. There was much talk in the early 
part of the session about tin- probability 
of a prolongefl debate on the budget 
because* the- Liberal» would move; an 
a men el merit calling for an increase in the 
British prefe-renee. But t lie* de;,bate wVts
di>pose*<l of in a short time and although 
it did iifJ proviile- for any tariff changes 
which \/ouhl afford any real r**!ie*f no 
amendment was suggested or offe-re-d.
'J hat this was a distinct disappoint merit 
to th<* Liberals of the West and to some 
of the* maril irne province- members is 
;ibsolute-1 y certain. Hilt the- leaders of 
the party had decreed that it would rif>t 
be arivisnble t»> take any steps which* 
would further damage the party in the 
e-yes of the Kastern manufacturers because 
e»f the- possibility that there might-be an 
ele'tion this summer. It is state#! that 
t hose- w ho w e re- discontented because of 
the lack of de-sire- on the part of tin- leaders 
to come* out in favor of tariff reductions 
w<-re* placated by the- promise* that ne-xt 
session would be* a tariff session and that 
the proposal tu increase* the- British 
pre'f#*rence will b<* brought in then.
Pe rhaps that, will be <lone-, but, although 
tlie-re has been much low tariff ami a 
little* free* trade talk on the* opposition 
side- of the- House, there is nothing in Un­
official receirds to show that the* Liberals 
are- prepared to cut away e-ve-n a few’ of 
“the- mouldering branches’* of the lusty 
lre-e- e»f protection. It is state-d that Hon. 
W. T. White* proposes to make a con- 
side-rable* re-vision of the tariff next session.
It is anticipated that if this is done there 
will be as many “ups" as “downs’* in 
the new schedules. That being so the* 
opposition- w ill then have to décide 
definitely Whether they propose to cling 
to protection or com'* out boldly as a low
tariff and radical party.1

Referendum Unpopular

consult the* people on any particular issue 
was clearly demonstrated during the 
naval de-hate. Mr. Levi Thompson, of 
Qu’Appelle, and Hie* >e*veri (Quebec Nation-, 
a lists who voted against the bill were, as 
far as can be* nealle-d, the* only members 
to openly advocate a re fe re ndum. J. ($. 
Turriff pre fe rre el a general election, but 
favored a referendum as a second choice. 
All the other members when speaking 
of reference* to tin* people- mi-ant a general 
election when the result would in a large 
measure be* se*t tlee| by of her issues. The 
Liberal majority in the* Senate in framing 
its amend ment cal brig for a reference to 
the people’were*careful not to stipulate 
that it should be by way <»f re-feTepelum. 
All e»f whieh would s«-e*m to indicate that 
the- politicians would prefer to keejp the 
naval question, or-any other big question, 
in the peilitical arena in thee hope- that 
party gain might result tin refrorn.

EVERY man ha* the impulse to protect his belongings, for 
his own sake and for the sake of those dependent upon 
him, yet the impulse is not always acted upon.

Many men, urged by that spirit of protection that dwells in 
every human breast, firmly resolve to take measures to ensure 
the permanence of prosperity, only to neglect doing so until too 
late. No -thoughts can be more bitter than those of the man 
who finds himself ruined and remembers that unheeded impulse 
to secure adequate protection.
