Laconic Message of Canadian Soldler Von:es Sentl-
ments of All—Brantford Officer Writes
of Y. M. C. A. Werk

France, May 22nd, 1918/
To The Editor, The Courier,
Brantford, Canada.

[Lack of ink
coupled with other inconveniences
in our present location force us to
“carry on” in a semewhat primitive
fashion.

In the Field, France.

A story is going the rounds which
rather shows theé effort it .s for one
to write of the many things which
come to his attention in France
and of how husy one can be help-
ing prevent the enemy achieving
the object of his amhbition. The
story runs somewhat as follows:

Realizing the duty of a son to
write to his mother and that par-
ents and friends like to hear from
boys at the front the Y.M.C.A.
urges soldiers to write home Fol-
lowing an exhortation along this
line one young man wrote thas
about his experience of two years:
“Dear ‘Mother—The war is a blin-
ger. Tell Aunt. (Signed) Billy.”
All who have had direct exper-
ience agree ‘‘the war is a blinger”
and that therer are ‘many better
places 'which might bhe chosen as a
health resort. Many Brantferd boys
would I am sur- prefer  spending
the summer at Mohawk Park, on
the Grand River or at Port Dover.
Yet the spirit displayed by the
troops is 'most wonderful and I am
sure it -is- mot: all ‘“‘ccomouflage.”

‘Without his humours, his great

friendships, and ‘his happy knack
or genius for turning unpromising
material into a home, monotenous
food into more or less tasty-dishes
and depressing surroundings into
bits of Blighty our soldiers would
lose half their fighting efficiency.
The opportunity of sharing a bed in

The roar and
fire from guns, the bursting shells,
the patter of machine gunsg in thcir
sweeping, the rattle of rifle, the
flare of signals and stealthy move-
ment of men taking what advantage
they ean from the darkness of the
night produces peculiar sights and
effeets, and seems to transform all
into stranee beingd of the night.

The really affectionate terms - in
which the individual German sol-
dier is spoken of by our soldiers is
remarkable.

The
care taken to mark the grave of an

illustration. One of the most
pathetic sights is that of single
graves on a lopely road marking the
resting place of unknown British,
French and German soldiers—friend
and foe—for whom fighting is over.
Trips. up the line to our “Forward
Work” take us past a German ceme-
tery where many ‘bodies are buried,
among them being numbered win-
ners of the Iron Cross.

Speaking of forward work of the
Y.M.C.A. in which I have been en-
gaged recently, it is hardly neces-
gary to mention that the apprecia-
tion of it by the men whom Wwe
strive to serve is only exceeded - by,
the great need for its -enlarge-
ment and extension. This is a mat-
ter of men and money and I am
sure that citizens of Canada will
continue to contribute to'that-which
me4ns so, much to the men Dbear-
ing the brumt of battle. This home

‘support means an added source of

strength to our soldiers in ' the
knowledge that Canadian  citizens
are standing by them in the = bitter
struggle to make the world safe for
democracy.

We are greatly interested in the
splendid type of boys coming from
Canada now—hoys who when the
war commenced were not 'old enough
to enlist—boys who will eventually
win the victory. It again brings to
our attention how much nations, in
the last analysis, depend’ on - the
boy. Boys to-day, citizens and sol-
diers to-morrow. It is to be hoped
those who heretofore were loath to
be. interrupted or asswmed an air
of indifference and resentful impat-
ience when approached wupon .- any
phage of work centering on boy wel-
fare ‘will be awakened to a gener-
pus interest and sympathy toward
efforts to supplement in a commun-
ity the home, church and school im
their processes of charagter build-
ing.

The big drive against the Italian
front has not, even in the inmitial
stages, made the headway ‘which the
foe must have hoped.
