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MONGOOSE AND COBRA
' DIE' LOCKED TOGETHER

The End of One’ of the - Exciting
Battles Ever Fought at

. NEW YORK, Jan. 3.—With the
death of a mongoose and 4 cobra in
the Lichtenfels, a German freight
steamer which came into port from.
the far éast, there ended a remark-
able chain.of fatalities among ani-
nmals taken from India by officers of
the vessel. 'The mongoose .and ‘the
snake . died - almost. simultaneously,
lockéd together at the end of ome of
the most exciting battles ever fought
at sea.

When the.Lichtenfels sailed from

Calcutta on October 30, Captain Fre-
richs had a collie dog presented. to
him by an English officer; First Of-
ficer Waldorf had a crocodile; Second
Officer Nerger had several small par-
rots; the chief engineer, Roese, had a
doe; the second engineer, Kuck, had
several cobras; John Wolf and Chas.
Freudenberg, fifth and sixth engi-
neers, had three specimens of the
mongoose, deadly enemies of snakes,
and members of the Lascar crew had
about two dozen monkeys. ’

Within two days of Suez, on No-
vember 14, the Lichtenfels ran into a
Red Sea sandstorm, which set the
monkeys crazy.- They were caged in
the main deck compartment forward:
When the storm:.disappeared “the
doors were opened and they scattered
over the ship, and all- except two
leaped into the sea from the rigging.
The survivors were left in Suez.

On the day following the monkey-
cage delivery Freudenberg was
caught by the first officer’s pet eroco-
dile and nearly knocked down a
flight of iron steps in the engine room
by its tail. The crocodile had.to bed
beaten away, and died that after-
noon, presumably of a fractured
skull.  The doe succumbed at Suez,
and on the passage through the Suez
Canal the captain’s' collie fell or
jumped overboard when barking at
natives. :

LONDON, Jan. 2.—Dr. Green, sur-

geon of the Bristol Hospital for Chil-

dren, describes in the Lancet a Te-
niarkable case of restoration of heart
action by means of massage after ap-

. parent death.

The patient, & boy of 9, suffered
from a complaint which necessitated
an operation. Chloroform was ad-
ministered and the operation was
commenced. ' . There was dificult
breathing and finally the respiration
ceased and no heart sound was audi-
ble. Hot towels were applied and in-
jections of strychine used, but with-
out success. :

Finally, twenty-five minutes after
the heart had stopped, Dr. Green de-
cided to apply direct compression to
the organ.

JAPAN EVIDENTLY
PREPARING FOR WAR

Thousands of Men Are Working Day
* and Night in War Supply
Factories.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.—An English

Various Ways-in Which Toronto Un-
fortunates Escape Being Charges
on Society.

Toronto’s halt and maimed! How
do they exist ' Well, many of them
do more than exist. They live and
live well. Apart from the unfortun-
ates that are unfertunate in a physi-
cal sense only, inasmuch as they fol-
low professions or fill business posi-
tions that mean goodly incomes,
quite a large proportion of the afftict-
ed make fair wages in various ways.
There’s a rather well known wood
carver, for instance. Although lit-
tle mope than a lad, and unable to
leave his chair without aid, he carves
with skill. His handiwork. finds a
ready sale, so in a monetary respect
at any rate he is no burden to his
friends. ’

It is not at all unusual to see one-
armed men acting as janitors, mes-
sengers, etc. Regarding one-legged
men, their bodily deficiency is a less
serious handicap, so long as their
work needs no great sprintihg abil-
ity. Even when speed is required,
some of these lame persons ride a
bicycle almost as easily as the in-
tact biped. When the pavements are
slippery or ' otherwise unsafe, their
lot is not so happy, but, even then a
cane or erutch serves as a substitute,
if a poor one for the mising limb.

Fruit hawkers on a small scale

KILLED TO DEFEND
HONOR OF WIFE

British Columbisn Indian Confesses
to .Murder of Max le Claire, a
Half-breed.

Victoria, Jan. 4—With his wife in
the last stages of consumption, his
children starving, and himself a
physical and mental wreck, Simon
Gohnut (otherwise known as Gun-ah
moot), surrendered himself to the

law to stand his trial for 'the killing
of Max le Claire near Hazelton, last
spring.. This information is given
out by R. E. Loring, Indian agent at
Hazelton, who has returnd from Ot-
tawa after a conference with the fed-
eral authorities anent the recent
trouble among the Babine Indians.

It will- be remembered that early
one morning about seven months ago
a traveler on the road from Kispyox
to Hazelton found Le Claire and an-
other helf-breed shot to death near a
road house. Investigation indicated
murder. It was subsequently discov-
ered that Simon had quarreled with
Le Claire on the previous night, and
Peter, a” friend of Simon’s, with the
other dead man. Both Simon and
Peter disappeared immediately after
the shooting. Nothing has since then
been heard of Peter, although Simon
was traced to Bear Lake.

Simon ‘is an educated Indian, 26
years of ‘age, and speaking and writ-
ing English fluently. One of the rich-
est natives of the north, with a large
and well-cultivated farm, a good
house and plenty of live stock, he
has added to his income by conduct-
ing a store at Kispyox. His wife was
apparently very happy until Le
Claire appeared. The half-breed was
attracted by Simon’s wife, and Mr.
Loring says that he has evidence to
prove that Le Claire was unduly in-
timate with the woman. This, it is
believed, was the cause of the trag-
edy, and also similar acts were the
cause of the killing of the other man,
his comrade in death.

With Simon Gahnut fied his wife
and family. No trace of them was
discovered for some months. If their
fellow-Indians knew their where-
abouts the secrets were well Kkept.

DETAILS OF BILL FOR
EXPORT OF POWER

All Exporters Must Have License,
Which Is Revocable Upon No-
tice by the Minister.

_— e

OTTAWA, Jan. 7.—The bill which
Hon. A. B. Aylesworth wil introduce
to regulate the exportation of elec-
tricity and which will apply to fluids
such "as petroleum and natural gas
will 'be known as the Electricity and
Fluid Exportation Act. The bill
‘brovides -that no person shal export
any power or fluid withont a license,
jorsno power or fluid in excess of the
{quantity permitted by such license.
Tt 1is provided that any person who
‘immediately prior to the passing of
‘the act is lawtully engaged ifi the ex-
portation of power or fluid shall not
‘with respect to such exportation be
subject to the provisions of the act
until three months after the act goes
into force or until he has sooner ob-
tained a license under the act, pro-
vided that this exportation does not
at any time during the interval rate-
.ably exceed,in quantity of power or

‘light the amount which he was ex-
porting prior to the act.

License for Wire or Pipe

1t is also provided that no person
can place in position any liné of
wire or any pipe for the exportation
of fluid withont a license. The min-
ister may grant linceses subject te
.such conditions as he thinks proper
for the exportation of fluid or power
where such power exists by local au-
thority .Such licenses are removable
upon such notice as the minister
deems reasonable. The llcens?:may
provide that tHe quantity of 'power
may be limited to the surplus after
the licensee has supplied his cus-
tomers in Canada the quantity ' de-
fined .b¥ his license and at prices and
conditions as prescribed by the reg-
ulations of the governor-in-council.

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COAL SEAM ON FIRE.

Efforts Being Made to Extinguish
Extensive Blaze in Alberta Mine.

EDMUNTON, Jan. 7.—Mr. J. A. L.
McDougail has returned from a trip
up the Stskatchewan. He was about
sixty miles up the river engaged in
extinguishing a fire that has been
smouldering in a seam of) coal since
the 23rd of August. The coal out-
crops ‘on the north bank of the river
in section 15, range 4, west of the
5th meridian and is owned by Mc-
Dougall. and Secord and the C.P.R.
The seam is about 22 feet in thick-
ness and shows a face of -about 400
feet dipping into the river eastward.
The fire aqriginated from a prairie
fire a1d obtained ‘a*ready means of
access by seéveral excavations that
were formerly made n the bank.

Mr. MeDougall set a gang of 13
men at work digging and picking
until a trench 22 feet deen and 400
feet Jong separated the bnrning coal
from the main seam. He says it Is
a most beautiful sight to see the
seam stripped and showing a black
glistening face 400 feet long along-
side the river bank. The coal is of
excellent quality and is being used
by the blacksmiths ip ‘theiv forges in
the lumber camps.

A seam some nine miles up the
river has been burning for nine years
apd there seems at present no poesi-

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Although it is as yet a young
country, Canada’s history is
rich with events of much
more than national import. The
conguest of Canada marks the be-
ginning of the end of centuries of
warfare between the French and
British which only ended with Na-
poleon’s defeat at Waterloo. The early
days -of colonial devElopment were
marked by many events of national
importance, both in peace, in ‘war and
rebellion.

Despite the pre-dccupation of a
young people, ambitiously struggling
for a greater national life, the world
old custom of celebrating great men
and events by suitable monuments
has been by no means neglected in
the Dominion, in fact the rough out-
lines of the country’s history can be
read in its public monuments. Cer-
tainly the reading at times might
prove rather trying because many of
the monuments are far frombeing tol-
erably good, while some of them are
veritable eye sores, particularly the
crop which grew from the South Afri-
can WAT.

On the other hand there are many
superb monuments throughout the
Dominion especially those of older
date of which any coun-
try might justly be proud. Such

It shows-a
life-size bronze figure of a Canadian
volynteer in South African garb and
is inscribed with the mames of -“‘Ot-
tawa’'s Honored Dead.” To every
child in the Capital this memorial ap-
peals as each of the school children
contributed five cents and the thou=
sands of small coins went to the erec-
tion of the monument, which from a
purely ldcal standpoint is perhaps
the most interesting in the city.

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great distance. It commands a superb
panorama from Niagara to Toronto,
dnd commemorates the battle of Oct.
12th, when General Van Rensaellar,
who commanded six ‘thousand United
States troops near Lewiston, sent a
thousand men across the river in the
dead of night to-attack Queenston
and pave the way for an invasion of
Canada.

General Brock, the capturer of De-
troit, commanded the British forces,
but was killed quite early in the ac-
tion. The rest of the American troops
refused to cross the river, and the at-
tacking party, overpowered by num-
bers, was compelled to surrender.
The American loss in killed and
wounded was a hundred and ninety
and in prisoners nine hundred. The
British also suffered severely and had
130 killed, wounded or made prison-
ers.

A smaller monument was at first
erected, but this was blown up, and
the people, troops and government of
Canada then united to erect the pre-
sent monument, which is well worthy
of the great man and events it com-
memorates.

The Macdonald Series.

Throughout the length and breadth

of Canada are many monuments to
the memory of Canada’s “‘Grand old
Man,” the late Sir John A. Macdon-
ald. Probably the most interesting
one is that in his native city, Kings-
ton, Ont. It is an imposing structure
standing in the main entrance of the
City Park, facing citywards. The
statue is the work of Mr. G. Wade, of
London, England, a sculptor of world
wide fame, and represents Sir John in
a uniform of a Privy Councillor. It
is of massive bronze, eleven feet in
height and weighs two and one half
tons, and possesses that delicate
greenish bloom, resembling the verde
antique of the celebrated ancient sta-
tues of Rome. Those who have seen
some of the famous bronzes in the
British Museum cannot fail to have
noticed the dark greenish bloom on
their surface—which is the result
probably of the action of the atmos-
phere on the metal during a iong
series of years. It is this particular
beautiful tint that the modern sculp-
tors endeavor to imitate. and in
which the French admittedly excell.
The original model of the studio of
Mr. Wade was inspected by the Bar-
oness Macdonald and Sir Charles Tup-
per and received, so it is stated, their
cordial approval. It is a replica of the
statue erected in Montreal. The
pedestal is in harmony with the sta-
tue which surmounts it, It-is eleven
feet each way at the base and is fif-
teen and one half feet in height. 1Its
weight i§ thirty-seven tons. It is
made of a fine rose colored granite
form. -
On the base appears the word
«Macdonald’”’ in raised, highly polish-
ed letters. Immediately above on 2a
beautifully polished plinth, are the
now heroic words- of .the statesman
uttered shortly before his/death.

“A British Subject I Was Born

At each corner of the base is a
pointed pillar of polished granite and
on either hands are the dates, 1815
and 1891, Conservative Chieftain’s
Birth and Death. From' the founda-
jon to the foot of the statue 'is fif-
teen feet five inches.

St. Anne de Beaupre.

Countless thousands from Quebec
and Ontario have visited this shrine
and statue and its fame is world-
wide. 1t is but necessary to men-
tion the name of St. Anne de Beaupre
for every Roman Catholic to recall its
repeated miracles. It is situated at
La Bonne, Sainte Anne, twenty-two
miles from Quebec, near the famous
Montmorency Falls. For over 250
years it has been the Mecca of devout
pilgrims seeking a renewal of health,
and it is probably the most venerated
shrine on this continent. The church
1s a massive and beautiful structure
of gray stone, within are huge pyra
mids of crutches and canes—themost
unique' monuments in their line in
the world—Ileft by cripples and in-
valids who have been healed by the
intercession of the saint.

Brantferd Indian Hero.

People in Brantford, Ont., are
proud of the Brant Memorial in Vic-
toria Park at that city. It was erected
a little over a quarter of a century
ago to commemorate the loyalty anu
heroism of a man who was knoww.
as “the great chieftain and warrio.
Thayendinaga.” The name of Brani
will live throughout Canadian histoi,
and his devotion to the British cause
will never be forgotten. Though gen
erally little is known about him,
Brant was one of the most gifted
Indian chiefs this cquntry ever saw,
and his history was intimately con
nected with that of Br_antford dis-
trict. Joseph Brant Thayendinaga,son
of a Mohawk Chief, was born in
Qhio in 1742 and died in 1807. He
was sent by Sir William Johnson to
a school at Lebanon, Conn., from
which grew Dartmoor College. Join-
ing the Episcopal Church Brant
taught religion to the Mohawk In-
dians and translated into their lan-
guage parts of the New Testament
and the English Prayer Book. His
services against Pontiac and in the
French and English war were highly
valued.. After Sir Williath Johnson’s
death he became in 1774 secrétary to
George Johnson, superintendant of
Indian affairs, and when the Ameri-
can revolution began, he led the In-
dians against the contending armies.
His presenee-at the massacre of Wyo-
ming is authoritively disproved, but
he took part in that of Cherry Valley
and other savage engagements.

He was received with distinction
when “he-awest tovEngland in 1786
and was attached to the mititary ser-
vices of Sir Grey Carleton in Canada.
He is credited with being instrumen-
tal in the building of the first Epis-
copal Church in Upper Canada. One

The City of Halifax along with
many others in Canada sent a large
contingent to South Africa: during
the. recent- Boer War and several
from that city gave their lives in the
Impire’s services.

Tl/xe. rebellion shaft at Winnipeg,
or as it is known to many ‘‘The Col-
umnar Monument,”” is a handsome
memento of the Canadian volunteers
_who fell in the second Riel Rebellion
in t‘he 1.\'01'th-West in 1884 and 1885.
It is situated on Main Street, and
stands directly in front of the City
Hall. This rebellion did not mean a
great loss of life, but was a serious
matter for a time, and marks quite
an epoch in Canada’s history. Louis
Bxel, a clever half breed leader, lived
Just across the border and in July
1884, moved to Duck Lake in the
Northwest with his entire family
a.nd shere began a systematic rebel-‘
lion amongst the Indians. That they
had grievances, there was no doubt
but at that time Parliament ha(i
been asked to look into them, and
steps towards relief were even then
under way. Riel made them discon-
tented and incited them to demands
that were beyond all reason, and re-
fused to see the necessity of delay.
The Mounted Police foresaw a clasil,
al}d at Batoche closely watched
Riel. He started a provisional gov-
srnment, seized public stores, and at
Duck Lake and at Battleford, and
~Ather places defied the Mounted Po-
lice, and such volunteers as could
reach there. Soon Eastern Canada
was aflame, and from all points there
wwere volunteers. It was winter, and
there was great difficulty in reach-
ing the scene of the trouble. Major
Gen. Middleton and Sir Adolphe
Caron (the Minister of Militia)
hurried troops there, and several en-
ragements followed Battleford, Ba-
toche, Cut Knife Creek and others.

The .rebellion was finally quelled,
and ‘Riel and eight others hung at

Regina. A A number of Canadians lost
their lives and the monument at Win-
nipeg was one of the memorials to
them. Gen. Middleton and Sir
Adolphe Caron were knighted for the
part they took, and all Canadian vol-
utneers received a grant of prairie
land, or its cash equivalent as a re-
ward. This put a final end to the
trouble in the North-West, but also
did good by paving the way for bet-
ter administrative conditions.

Douglas Memorial

The Douglas Monument at Van-
couver, British Celumbia, is one of
considerable interest, as/ it recalls
the early history and practically the
establishment of that now thriving
City of the Pacific Coast. “Fort Van-
couver”’, as it was then known. was
established by Sir James Douglas,
and when first erected in 1825 mea-
sured exactly 750 feet by 600 feet.
Douglas was for years the chief fac-
tor, and if not exactly the founder
of . the city was of what
was first known as ‘‘Fort Vancouv-
er.” For fifty years Douglas great-
ly advanced the interests of the Hud-
son Bay Company on the Pacific
Coast. Born in England of the noble
Scotch Douglas family, he emigrated
to Canada when young, learned the
French language in a few momths,
and also rapidly mastered the var-
jous Indian dialects of the coast.
There in various capacities, superin-
tending the then great fur trade, the
outposts, the regular inspections, and

so on, he became a power in what was
then known as new Caledonia, and
is naw Northern British Columbia.
He had great influence over the In-
dians, and at a time when rebellions
were numerous and trouble frequent
kept them well in hand.

There are many more interesting
monuvments through the length and
breadth of the Dominion, but enough
has been said to show that the people
of Canada are neither lacking in ar-
tistic spirit nor in national pride and
gratitude, to those who have laid so
well the country’s f?unda.tions.

STRONG CASE FOR
CHANNEL TUNNEL

To Be Presented to English Parlia-
ment—No Very Great Engineer-
ing Difficulties.

LONDON, Jan. 7.—Promoters of
the scheme for a tunnel under the
channel between England and France
appear confident that they will be
able to present to Parliament a re-
markably strong case in support of
the bill, which, if read a second
time, will in each House be submit-
ted to the consideration of a select
committee.

Some of the most distinguished en-
gineers in the world will testify that
the project can give rise to no scien-
tific difficulties half so serious as
those encountered, for instance, in
the Simplon, and it is believed that

the precautions offered to secure the
national safety will satsfy both the
Committee of Imperial Defence and
the Government generally.

The proposals have naturally stir-
red military opinions, which for the
most part seems—for the present, at
any rate—just about as hostile as it
was twenty years ago, when the atti-
tude of theWar Office decided the pol-
icy of the Government and caused
the rejection of the bill. At the same
time it is known that many leaders
of military thought no longer hold
the opinion which so profoundly
biased the older school.

Still ‘the opposition is certain to
be powefful, and this opposition is
voiced by the two leading service
papers—the Army and Navy Gazette
and the Broad Arrow. The former
says editorially: =

“I1f England is ever.to be invaded
we shall have no knowledge of the
event. War more than ever begins
with a word and a blow, ‘the blow
coming first. The*Japanese did not
wait to declare war before they 'de-
livered a smashing blow at the Rus-
sian fleet outside Port Arthur.

“We regard the proposed channel
tunnel  as unnecessary and undesir-
able and presenting dangers which
it is unjustifiable to expect this coun-
try to incur. No arguments have been
advanced to induce us to abandon
the decision arrived at on well con-
sidered grounds in 1882 and all ar-
guments against the tunnel have
been ignored.

“Advocates of the -scheme assert
that the work could never be cap-
tured by surprise, but they have said
nothing  to justify their confidence.
They say that modern science.-would
enable us to destroy the tunnel at
any point-on its length, but they do
not explain the means and upon their
unsupported statement they assure
us that no enemy would be mad
enough to run his troops into a bur-
row to be ecaught like rats in a trap.

“The Secretary of War, Mr. Hal-
dane, has sagaciously remarked that
though diplomacy was being conduct-
ed on a friendly footing we cannot
tell what may happen- and we can
never afford the neglect of taking
of ’precautions.” / X

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Sailor Who Fell Overboard While
Asleep Tells Thrilling Tale of
His Experience.

New York, Jan. 4.—Paul Siedler,
the Hungarian sailor who fell from
the bridge of the Carpathia, 200
miles off Gibraltar, at 8:30 o’clock on

til picked up by another steamer at
4:30 the next -morning, told his
story for the first time last night. He
arrived on the Koenig Albert ten
days ago.

Par\is, Jan. 4—Pope Pius X. is
quoted in an interview published in
the ultramontane journal, Le Croix,
as being eager for martrydom, if op-
portunity offered. In this interview

His Holiness discusses the Church
crisis in France with M. Franc, cor-
respondent of Le Croix.

The Pope, the interviewer says,
spoke without harshness, but with
great resolution, declaring:

“The first telegram I received pro-
testing against the action of the
French Government was from Arch-
bishop Ireland. This was followed
by many others from America and
England.

“The Episcopacy of the whole
world is ‘with the Pope,” added His
Holiness, with an accent of joy in
his voice.

“The French Episcopacy has a
right to feel proud. Bishops have
been evicted from their palaces, but
they have given an example of sac-
rifice for the right which fixes the
attention of the whole world upon
them.” 3
Speaking of the
hood the Pope said:
“The more completely they’ are
deprived of the good things of this
world the more these priests will
turn to supernatural things and to
the defense of principles. Besides,
the more they are obliged to look to
the people for the wherewithal upon
which to live the more they will ap-
proach the people in their sympath-
jes, thus acquiring an influence over
them which formerly has often been
seen to be wanting.

“The movement of the separation
of Church and state in France is
hard, but the morrow will be con-
soling.

Pius went on to say that he knew
some of the priests in France were
saying. “It’s all very well for the
Pope to take this stand, but he does
not suffer.”

“Most surely,” commented the
Pope. “I desire to suffer for the
cause they support. I would be glad
to endure privations of all sorts, to
be dragged before judges, to be
thrown into prison, and even to give
my head. .

1 should be happy to die a mar-
tyr to the faith, for I know I should
go straight to Heaven.”

M. Franc inquired what attitude
Catholics in France ought to assume
toward the new measure prepared by
M. Briand. 3

The Pope’s ideas.on this ‘'subject
were that the new measure like the
first law, being condemned, no Cath-
olic, whether he be priest or layman,
can be permitted to do anything di-
rected by it, or which can be consid-
ered as even a partial acceptance of
the new law. On the other hand, the
Pope advised that the French clergy
remain in their churches and con-
tinue to conduct the customary pub-
lic services. 2

CHANNEL TUNNEL
WILL BE COSTLY

Present Plans Call for Expenditure of
$80,000,000—Tunnel Will Be
22 Miles Long.

LONDON, Jan. 7.—The project for
the construction of the channel tun-
nel, which is to connect Englang and
France has advanced an important
step by the formation of the board of
direetors of the new statutory han-
nel Tunnel Railway.

Barofh Emile d’Erianger, the chair-
man of the present board of directors,
yesterday explained that the forma-
tion of the new board was really part
and parcel of the bill which will be
deposited at the House of Parliament
within the next few days. The bill, if
passed into law,‘_will give permission
to the company to construct the tun-
nel within the three-mile limit—that
is, the portion which would be under
British jurisdiction. :

The purchase of the rights of the
existing Chandel Tunnel Company- is,
of course, an' éssential part of the
bill,’ added Baron d’Erianger. ‘Then,
having got our bill, we ‘shall form a
new limited liability company, with a
capital in shares and debentures of
£8,000,000. This company will con-
struct the whole of the English por-
tion of the tunnel—that is, until mid-
~hannel is reached—the remaining
half being worked by a French com-
pany, which will have a capital cor-
responding to our own. 3 :

“Ag to the engineering difficulties
of the task, the comstructien of the
chanuel tunnel, from a :technical
point of view, will be easier than was
the making of the Simplon and the
St. Gothard tunnels.”

The length of the tunnel will be
about 22 miles. .

THREE TRAINMEN WERE
ROASTED T0 DEATH

Were Pinned Under an Engine Over-
turned in Collision Between
Two Freight Trains.

ROCHESTER ,N. Y., Jan. 7.—Two
freight trains were wrecked at Red
Creek, near Sodus, at 10 o’clock this
morning. Two firemen and a brake-
man whose names cannot be obtain-
ed were roasted to death and thirty
cars were burned. The wreck was

caused by a fast freight, drawn by
two engines, running into the rear
of a heavily loaded coal train, which
was taKing water at Red Creek. The
engineers of the double header jump-
ed, but the firemen were pinned un-
der the overturned engines.

WATERTOWN, Jan. 7.—It is
learned at the office of the superin-
tendent of the Rome, Watertown and
Ogdensburg division that the name
gf the brakeman killed at Red Creek
is A.-BE. Mosher, and that one of the
firemen is Heath. No particulars
have been received at the local of-
fice yet.

CHICAGO, Jan. 7.—Four men, said
to be members of the Bakers’ Union,

have been arrested on the charge of
putting acid on hundreds of loaves of

bread distributed among- the Jewish
residents on the West Side.

A stri is in progress. at a local
bakery, and is claimed that strike
sympathizerg/threw the acid and also
iodoform wagonloads of bread and
rolls after they had left the hakery.

The police have confiscated many
baskets of poisoned bread and are
holding them for evidence. - In the
pockets of the four men arrested were
found bottles of carbolic actd and
packages of powdered iodoform.
