It is not a very pleasant idea to con-
templage chickens ag scavengers, but
scavengers they are. Almost all fowls
are scavengers to a certain degree.
\Whether this is the result of domesti-
cation, or a nataral impulse, I am not
prepared to say, but I know oaly too
well that fowls will eat dead animal
matter at the slightest opportunity,
and what is more, they eat it with the
@reatest eagerness.

SWARM WITH BACTERIA.

In the early stages of decomposition,

§f the animal matter has not been in-
with a contagious disease, little]

harm will result from eating it, unless

eaten in large quantities, which will
bring about bowel troubles. But as
soon as an advanced state of putrefac-
tion sets in the carcass fairly swarms
iwith bacteria—microbes of one kind
or another not to mention worms and
the eggs of flies, which :re highly
poisonous. Taken into the bodies of
lUve fowls, the bacteria; soon attack
healthy tissue and disease and death
follow quickly.

All the disinfectants in the world
are useless and spraying, whitewash-
ing and cleaning go for nought, if the
carcases of dead birds are left about
ithe premises. We can treat dis-
ease until the end of time, but so long
a8 a single infected specimen re-
mains on the ground. Hence the ad-
vice: “Destroy the bodies of dead
fowls as soon as possible. Either
dburn them, put them in quick lime, or
dgqply bury them.”

! FLIES, GERM CARRIERS.

' We owe it to the community, as well
as to our own security, to provide this
safeguard. Flies thrive and breed
apon carrion. They are notorious
germ carriers, traveling far and wide
and doing untold damage. Your flock
of fowls may be perfectly well, and
kept under the acme of sanitation,
fbut if your neighbor’s ways are neg-
ligent it will be good fortune indeed
it at some time or other your birds
4o not break down suddenly with an
dliness that might be chargeable to
that neighbor’s negligence.

Let me review some of the practices
which have come under my observa-
tion, then try to recall for yourself if
you have.not seen or done many of
ghese same things. Many of them
are 8o common as to be the rule rath-
er than the exception, however amaz-
4dng it may sound to say so.

Dead bodies, especially ‘those of
d#ttle chicks, are usually disposed of
dmproperly because it is deemed eas-
fer to get rid of then by some short
Toute. In back-yard flocks the
podies of dead chicks are frequent-
1y thrown into garbage cans, many of
which are without tops. With or

merely as a side line, bodies are apt
to ‘be tossed into the mannre pit.
Sometimes an effort is made to cover
them with manure, but this does not
remove the évil if the bodies were in-
fected with disease:

' 1IVE FOR MONTHS.

At some time or other this manure
is going to be spread about as fertil-
izer, and with it will go the diseases
remains of the dead fowls. The hulk
of the carcases will have disintegrat-
ed of course, but not necessarily the
disease, for some disease germs will
live for moaths, even years, where
there is heat as in & manure pile, to
nuMure them.

Some poultry keepers "hrow their
dead into a pit or abandoned well.
It may be that the hole is covered
over so that the other fowls cannot
gain access-to the carcases; but the
chances are that flies will have no
trouble in finding them. Maggots,
the larvae of flies, worms and other
crawling things abide in putrid mat-
ter. Later these insects may be eat-
en by healthy chickens.

The m caretess method is to
throw deéad bodies under buillings,
into hedges rows, along fenmces, on
rubbish piles or other eeemingly out-
of-the-way places. Fowls and dogs,
oot to mention rats, cats, skunks,
crows and other flesh-eaters soon
learn the whereabouts of such places,
and thereafter make a practice of
haunting them like scavenzers.

Bad eggs, especially those removed
from the incubator, are often left ly-
ing about, together with the empty
shells and a small percentage of dead
chicks gathered at the close of a
hatch. All of this is animal matter
and should be destroyed as thorough-
ly as dead bodies, particularly during
warm weather.

In winter, when snow is on the
ground, it is not uncommon to find
carcases thrown into the snow right
outside of the henmhouses, on the as-
sumption, 1 presume, that the cold
will prevent their decay. No doubt it
was the intention of these poultry
raisers to gather the bodies before a
thaw, but in most cases they were
forgotten or hidden by the snow until
decay had set in.

TO SAVE YOUR ICE.

Tips On Conservation in Hot
Weaiher.

Warm weather here again, amd the
question of ice looms large. So many
seem dependent on coid drinks. Tepid
water does not quench our thirst as
water that sparkles with coolness
does, and as for cold tea, lemonade
and fruit punch that are almost warm
we have no use for them. Besides
that, we need ice' to preserve various
foods in warm weather.

Ome way to lessen the ice bill is to
buy perishable things, like milk and
meant, in small quantities and tec
hgve a very small ice box to hold
water, butter and other perishables
that we must keep on hand. A nur-
sery ice box or refrigerator costs be-
tween $2 and $3, and can be chilled

;\;ith a small ﬁigce of ice, whigh will
qes>» | 1ast for two days ia v.':ather that i3

not of the hottest sort. This is big
enough to hold small bottles of watel
a jar of butter, a basket of fruit, eggs
amd such left-overs as need chilling.

It is quite possible to keep things
cool without ice. One way to do this
it to put them in running water—the
principle used in some milk houses.
So if you are in the country where it
is difficult to get ice and where there
is a stream of running water, stand
bottles of drinking water, crocks of
butter and jars containing other food
in a shady spot in the bed of a
stream.

Another way to cool things is this:
Put an -unglazed clay jar in the cool-
est place in the house. An ordinary
flower pot will do quite well. Stand
it in a jar of water. Over the top of
the jar, after the food that wants
cooling is in it, spread a cloth which
has been dipped ifito stromg salt wa-
ter. Let the ends reach down into
the water in the dish under the jar
and keep this dish full of water all
the time. !

And another means of economizing
is to open the refrigerator door as
seldom as possible. Muake a list of
everything that is merded from the
refrigerator before each meal and so
try to opem the doors only once. Ea.ch
waft of hot air that enters the vefrig-
erator melts a good deal of ice. So
this careful planning is really worth
while. A good ice pick is another
economy. For much ice can be chop-
ped away with a dull, thick pick—
and of course this crumbled ice melts

very rapidly.

Large wedding
rings being favored at that time, it
was not unusual to see a woman wear-
ing her wedding ring on her thumb,
although it had been placed on the
fourth finger during the oceremony.
Wedding rings were also- worn®on, the
thumb in the mjddle of the seven-
teenth century.

The British Museum has some be-
trothal rings in a collection which
bear very interesting inscriptions. A
gold ring of about the fourth century
B. C. bears a Greek inscription ‘which
is translated as follows: “To her
who excels not only in virtue and
prudence, but also in wisdom.” A very
pretty inscription runs: “I rejoice in
the gift because of the affection of the
giver.” j

The custom of bestowing a ring
upon the betrothed bride has been
traced back to Rome in the second
century B. C.

In these days of old H. C. of L. it
is well to note that in the early times
plain iron rings were favored. And
they were still popular even when the
wearing of-gold rings came into gen-
eral use among certain classes of the
Romans. It was also the custom to
wear the gold ring when in public, and
wear the iron ring when in the home.
That the nuptial ring was of old, in
the second century at least, is plain
from the statement of St. Clement of
Alexandria, who declares that this
ring was not bestowed -upon the
spouse as an ornament, but that she
might seal up whatever was worthy of
special care in the household.

“The Hebrew betrothal rings were
very elaborate, and also very clumsy.
They were of massive gold, and the
broad bhoop was surmounted by the
representation of a temple, sometimes
with a Moorish dome, but usually with
a slanting roof. Upon the temple or
else around the ring are generally the
Hebrew words, Fio Erg, equivalent to
“‘Good Fortune.” The earliest wedding
rings are said to have been plain gold-
en circlets without settings. Silver
or a cheaper metal was not forbiddén.

It can be seen that from the early
times gold was used for the wedding
ring, and tradition has it that the ring
should be absgolutely plain. It has
been long recognized that the diamond
ring can never replace the plain band
ring. A reason for the preference
given to the ring without the setting
is offered by Fuller in his “Holy
State,” where he says: “Marriage
with a diamond ring foreshadows evil,
because the interruption of the circle
augured that the reciprocal regard .of
the spouse might not be perpetual.”

A U R,
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Old Bridgs Stood for Centuries.

The new London bridge was opened
on August 1, 1831. This replaced the
celebrated old bridge, built more than
eight centuries before. It had 18 so-
1id stone piers with bulky stone
arches and was covered from end to
end with buildings On the "Talilor's
gate,” at one end, the heads of trait-
ors were shown. It was removed on

Natives of Java Erect Unique
& Structures,

The natives of Java have a bridge-
building technique which utilizes to
the limit thefr slight resources for
work of this character. Of raw ma-
terials they are acquainted with but
two, and one of thege is really a
product of their own ingenuity. They
have ne nails, no tron, no true wood;
they are fomced to rely entirely” upon
bamboo for the structural parts, and
upon a rope of thefr own manufac-
ture to effeect the juncture.

The span is almost 150 feet, and
the width of the roadway some four
feet. The four bamboo columns at
either side of the stream are built
up of a domble length of from fifty
to sixty bamboes, tied up with rope
and firmly pressed together by forc-
ing a quantity of wedges between,
rope and ‘bamboos.  Such ‘columns
are founrd to be of remarkable
strength and elasticity. J

The original element which the
Javan natives have brought, as re-
marked, is the rope. This is made
of a fibre taken from the native aren-
palm, which grows all over the is-
island.

It makes a rope that resists effec-
tively the heavy decaying action of
the hot and damp tropical climate
with its legioms of fungi; in fact, it
lasts for many years without any in-
dications of rotting. So between this
rope and the bamboo the natives are
able to achieve a semi-permanent
structure for which it would be hard
to find a peer on the ground of cheap-
ness and durability. Perhaps the
most surprising feature of the whole
thing is the degree to which has been
approximated the best type of bridge
arch. How does an ignorant savage
know that a bridge ougt not to be
buflit perfectly flat?

Did you ever sit in a restaurant
and watch the waiters bring in the
planked steaks and fish and bear
them proudly to their tables for in-
epection? Most good cooks have.
When one was brought ¢o their table
they have wished that they might do
it, but it looked altogether too ela-
borate for them.

But they are not as impossible as
they look. If you have a plank you
can plank a steak or a shad, or indeed
any sort of meat or fish that can be
cooked that way, every bit as well
as a high-priced chef. Just try it
some day and see. In the first place
you must know how to prepare the
vegetablas that are placed about it
so symmetricallys The potato is us-
ually plain mashed potato, or potato
with the yolks of two eggs beaten
into it to make it a bit more fluffy.
It can e put on with a pastry bag
or you can make the border on the
plank with a spoon.

Suppose you are going to try a
steak. Get a nice sirloin or tender
rump and fry it in a hot spider over
the coals, or broil it if- you have a
broiler. Then lay it on the plank on
which you have made the potato bor-
der. Group the vegetables about it
and place in a hot oven till the po-
tatoes are browned a bit and every-
thing is piping hot through.

There are all sorts of vegetables to
use. Carrots and oniong -may be
scooped out into tiny round balls and
cooked in boiling salted water, or
they may be cut into fancy shapes
with a vegetable cutter. Tomatoes or
peppers may bhe stuffed and baked
ready to use, one fcr each penson to
be served. Spinach or rice may be
packed into little moulds and turned
out when they have become well for-
med. Beans, peas and asparagus are
all good.

Don’t try too many at once. Small
stuffed peppers, sinach molds, a cup
of lima beams and a cup of ecarrot
balls will do very nicely for the first
attempt and will go very nicely with
the steak. A fish can be planked
with well-seasoned slices of cucumber,
radish roses, slices of lemon and pars-
ley butter.

II. Penitence and pardon.
I. David's awakening. The initial

step in David’s restoration is taken by
God Himself. “The Lord sent Nath-
an.” So it is always. God com-
mences the work of salvation. The
moral impotence of unregenerate na-
ture is complete. There can be no
moral return except as inspired and
assisted by the Holy Spirit. “No
man can come to me, except the
Father which hath sent me draw
him.” The man who has fallen into
the “horrible pit,” nceds help from
without. Into this pit David, by his
want of vigilance had fallen, from a
great height; and the greater the ele-
vation, the deeper the descent. None
can fall so far as an angel of God.
“His moral backbone was broken.” He
could no longer stand upright before
God or his comscience. As in every
other case, the first necessity was a
soul awakening. Moral sensibility,
dulled by indu!gence, must be quicken-
ed. An cverwhelining sense of guilt
must be forced upon the guilty king.
It was tempered with a hope of par-
don, to avert a self-hardening despair
cf deliverance from the penalty and
power of sin. Grace provides for
both. God hath sent a greater than
the prophet; and in Christ has recon-
ciled himself and made possible the
world's reconciliation. He convinces of
sin that he may show himself ready to
forgive. There is no Old Testament
parable to be compared in simplicity,
beauty and force to that of the ewe
lamb. Sxilfully concealing its real
purpose, it was intended to rouse the
king's slumbering sense of justice, and
awaken his indignation against the
oppressor. The innocent artifice was
successful.  Little suspecting the ap-
plication, and moved with the deepest
indignation,' he instantly pronouncad
the severest punishment upon the op-
pressor, and a four-fold restitution for
the oppressed. “Be sure your sin
will find you out,” is the universal
law. “Thou art the man,” is the per-
sonal application. If the parable was
tender, the application was terrific.
David for the first time looked his
transgressor in the face, and quailed
before ten terrible aocusation.

11. Peritenee and pardon. - The les-
son stands first among what are call-
ed the penitential psalms, and is some-
times called the sinner’s guide. The
authership is unguestionable, and the
occasion eminently appropriate. It is
directed to the cheif musician, and
therefore was not written for
a private meditation merely, but
for a public confession. There is no
hint of excuse or extenuation. “I have
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sinned against the Lord,” exclaimed
the smitten king, aghast at his own
iniquity. The appeal is to the mercy
of God as the only ground of hape.
The confession is broad and deep. The
transgression is against God, and for-
giveness is implored. He is thunder-
struck at the discovery of his inward
depravity, and completes the confes-
sion by its acknowledgment. The very
fountain of the life is polluted. Men
aer constittuionally depraved, and the
tap-roots of sin reach back to the
earliest moment of being. God’s law
demands not only outward virtue, but
inward purity. Ceremonial sacrifices
are ineffectual. A broken spirit and
a contrite heart only are acceptable.

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GROWING PAINS.

3 Signal.

The term growing pains formerly
means—and stil means to many peo-
ple—a vague aching or pain in the
muscles or joints of children, espec-
ially those who are growing rapidly,
which comes on without apparent
cause and continues for an indefinite
period. The fact that _mormal growth
is never accompanied™dy pain, and
that pain of any sort in any part of
a child’s body indicates that some-
thing is wrong, often fails to shake
the popular bellef in this fallacy;
nor are people much to blame for it.
Not long ago physicians held the same
belief.

In a medical treatise that was an
authority, and deservedly so, a quar-
ter of a century since, a chapter is
devoted to the description .f grow-
ing pains; and although at that time
certain medical men were becom:ing
spektical of this affection, they were
the more advanced of their profes-
sion. Many a lame person to-day
is a living witness to the prevalence
of this belief among the doctors in his
childhood, for in the great majority
of cases growing pains are an expres-
sion of rheumatism, of neuralgia, or
of tuberculous disease of the spine
or joints,

Rheumatism in childhood is a very
serious disease, not so- much because
of its severity as because of the mild-
ness of its symptoms. The pain is
often very slight, and not infrequent-
ly it is confined to the muscles of one
or more of the extsemities and sp-res
the joints entirely. The attack may
be of short duration; and when, after
a few days of limping or complaint of
pains in the arms, the trouble goes
away, the mother may congratulate
herself that it was nothing but grow-
ing pains. But meanwhile the rheu-
matic poison has been at work inter-
nally, and the victim is handicapped
for the rest of his life by a.crippled
heart that was injured at the time the
pains were felt.

Sometimes a slight pain is felt in
the knee, and the child limps for a
day or two. By and by he complains
of another brief attack in the knee.
After several such attacks each a
tittle longer and more serious thanm
the preceding, a doctor is called and
dlagnoses hip disease, of which pain
in the knee is cne of the most con-
stant symptoms.

Of course, every /c‘n,ild has little
aches and pains caused by bumps or
by overusing his muscles in rough
play, from which he soon recovers.
But those are not growing pains, for
they have a definite cause, entirely

Fruit Trade Commissioner
Tells of Demand For
Ontario Fruit,

; Toronto, Aug. . *.—The fruit indus-
try is the only single Canadian indus-
‘try that is honored by having a spe-
efal trade commissioner appointed Lo
look after its export interests, and J.
Forsyth Smith, Fruit Trade Commis-
sioner.” who has been established at
Liverpcol, England, for the past five
years for the purpose of forwarding
the interests of the Canadian growers
and shippers of fruit, especlally ap-
Dles, is now visiting Ontario points as
part of a tour of British Columbia,
Ontario and Nova Scotia. in which his
‘object is to irnform the fruit men of
these provineces of conditions of sup-
ply and demand. and the special re-
quirements in the way of package and
shinment of apples to the English and
European markets.

Speaking yesterday of the apple
@emand situation in the Old Coun-
Ary, Mr. Smith. stated that the best
Ontario packs hold a very high place
in the esteem of the fruit trade, and
that the Ontario apple is the most
popular barrel apple on the British
market. despite the fact that some
short-sighted growers persist in ne-
glecting the grading of their crop, to
their own loss and against the good
reputation of the province.

With regard to varieties. the Com-
missioner pointed out that Ontario
Kings, Golden Russets and Sples are
specially appreciated in Great Brit-
ain, and he deplored. on account of
the export trade, that the locat and
Western Canada demand for Spies
had so reduced the supply reaching
the Old Country that consumers and
dealers there are much disappointed
in the shortage of supply of apples
of that variety. Baldwins, Stark,
Greening and Ben Davis, he said,
are other popular varieties. the last-
named being favored on account of
its atiractive qualities. Ben Davis
®pples arriving late in the season,
‘were often preferred to varieties hav-
ing better flavor and texture merely
on account of their superior condition
a feature that is of first impartance
in price-making on the British mar-
ket.

In preparation for his visit to
Canada, Mr. Smith, at the order of
his Departinent, visited Norway,
Sweden, Holland, Belgium and Den-
mark with a view to ascertaining
their preferences as regards apple
supply. He found that these ccun-
tries promised only a small market
as compared with that of the United
Kingdom, but one worth considering.
The importers showed a strong pre-
ference for the box pack, but would
be glad to accept barrel packs of
late varieties of high-colored apples
such as Baldwin and Ben Davis. The
method of doing business in these
countries is through a resident agent
who acts as exclusive agent for the
shipper, quoting prices to the im-
porter and wiring acceptances./ The
transaction is thus completed 2s a
cach deal.

Considering this year’s world sup-
ply of apples affecting the British
market. Mr. Smith said that the crop
in Englard is almost a failure. Kent,
the principal producing county of
dessert apples, having only 10 per
cent. of the crop it had last year.
The Washington and Oregon, U.S.A.,
crop of box apples is short, and
British Columbia will have only from
60 to 65 per cent. of the crop har-
vested there last year. American
barrel appies will be a fair supply,
Hut will be handicapped by the ad=
verse exchange rate. Although the
Nova Scotia will be of good quality
and fair amount. it will be less than
that of last season. So taken all in
all, the domand for apples in Great
Britain this coming fall and win-
ter should be quite satisfactory, so
far as Canadian producers are con-
cerned.

Canadian exvorters of apples will
be intcrested to learn that the appla
vrice control order in Great Britain
hes been suspended until Nov. 15th,
giving a free market for fruit sales
to that date.

$2,300,000,000

Though Canada Shows An

Apparent Decrease

D

Chance For Reduction to

Start Soon.

Ottawa, Ont., despatch: An apparent
decrease of no less than $65,622,114 in
the debt of the Dominion which, at

the end of July, stood at $2,300,119,030,
is shown in the financial statement
for the month of July issued to-day by
the Department of Finance. The fig-
ures are, however, more apparent than

real, this exceptionally good showing
being due in a large measure to trans-
ference from the consolidated funds
to “investments” of forty million dol-

lars covering loans to soldier settlers

by the Land Settlement Board.

Deduction of the forty millions still
leaves the debt smaller than it was at
the end of June by twenty-five million
dollars, but this again is in a measure
due to .a change in the Government's
interest paying period, which was
largely responsible for a drop in ex-
penses for July to $22,789,304 as com-
pared with $40.084,840 during July,
1919. Exvenditure for the
months’ period to July 31st was $104.-
909,926 on consolidated fund as against
$76,515,862 in 1919. Expenditures on

the capital account side of the ledger

make a splendid showing and this is
almost entirely due fo the practical
disappearance of the item of *‘war. ex-
penditure.” -which has contr.buted
more than anything else to the growth
of the debt. The figures demonstrat-
ing this statement show a tocal war
expenditure for the first four months
of the fiscal year 1919 as $117,276,824
as against only $2,078,074 for the same
period this year.

The revenues side of the financial
statement indicates such buoyancy
that there is reason to hope that the
time is not far distant when some of
the revenue may be available for pur-
poses of debt reduction. For the four
months. collections by the customs
and other revenue-producing depart-
ment totalled $145,509,588, as com-
pared with $99,621.720 for the similar
period in 1919. For Jjuly alons the
collections were $45,220,491, whereas
in July, 1919, they amounted only to
$26,654,066. A jump in custoras collec-
tions from $49,154,603 to $69,773,477
contributed the largest percentage of
the increase, while the war tax reven-
ues were higher than those collected
in 1919 by several millions. .

Ottawa Approves Scheme
Under Federal Act.

Roads For Ontario and Que-
bec Named. :

Ottawa report: Plans that provide
for the expenditure or $40.0%0,000 to
improve the highways of Oatario and
Quebec are among those which have
just been approved by the Govern-
ment under the operation of the Fed-
eral Highways- Act.

The total ‘outlay contemplated in
Ontario is $22,200,000, of which the
Dominion Government will contribute
$5,800,000, the Province $12,000,000,
and the municipalities $4,400,000.
Quebec’s projected outlay is $17,290,-
000, of which the Dominion Govern-
ment will put up $5,000,000 and the
Province and municipalities the bal-
ance.

In Quebec three standard high~
ways, including the King Edward
highway, Montreal to House’s Point;
the Quebec and Montreal North Shore
road, and the road from Levis to
| Jackman, Maine, are already finished,
jor practically so. Tae plans sub-
i mitted all conform to the standard
‘prescribed by the act, and when the
| system is completed vehicular traffic
{ will be revolutionized. The roads that
| are planned cre all trunk or main
i highways, as distinguished frcm coun-
' try or township roads.

The Ontarto plan provides for the
f following main highways:

Poland’s
. Resources

Of the new states that emerged to
independence as a result of the world
war, Poland will probably play one of
the most important roles in the politi-
cal and economic life of Eastern Hu-
rope. Situated as it is on the crok~

Eastern Eump}. at the very gateway
of Russia, as well as of the Baltic
states and the Black Sea, it offers a
tremendous field for American creative
genius and co-operative effort in the
formation and development of indus-

tries which wouid not only find &
ready market for their output in Po-
land, but would create an aavan-
tageous position for profitable business
in a vast and unexploited territory to
the east and in the adjacent countries.
Not only may it become an important
market for American goods, but it may
socn be in a position to export large
quantities of raw products needed by
the United Btates. It has been con-
servatively estimated that-by 1921 the
country wi!l be in a position to export
about 800,000 tons of grain. Through
the port of Danzig it can enter the
market. for foreign trade, being con-
nected by shipping lines with all im~

The teritorisl Hmits of Foland em-
brace the provinces formerly belong-
ipg to Russia, Austria-Hungary and
Germany. Its final boundaries, as
far as they were not determined by
the German and Austrian trea-
ties, are to be subsequently determined
by the principal Allied and Associated
Powers or by vote to be taken in each
commune. The proposed boundaries
will give the republic an grea greater
than that of Italy and a population of
about 35,000,000. Warsaw, the capital,
has a population of about 1,000,000,
and has rightly been termed the “Hub
of Central Europe.” Before the first
division of territory between Russia,
Prussia and Austria tnok place in
1772, the country occupied an area of
about 300,000 square miles. The ses-
ond division of territory took place in
1793, and the last one in 1795. In these
days three divisions Russia annexed
about 220,600 square miles, Austria-
Hungary 36,600, and Prussia about
26,000 square miles. ‘At that time the
population was about 12,000,000, while,
according to the statistics of Jan. 1,
1915, the latest available, the number
of Poles in the world was:

Poles in Europe .. .. .. .. ..22,669,000
Poles in the United States .. 3,000,000
Poles in oth7r countries.. .. 423,000

’ . 26,092,000

It has been estimated that 656 per
cent. of the population of Poland is
engaged in agriculture, 14 per cent. in
industry and mining, 8 per cent. in
commerce and trade, and the remain-
ing 13 per cent. identified with other
occupations.

Koughly speaking, 46 per cent. of
the country’s entire territory is under
cultivation, more or less intensive,
.while 25 per cent. i8 valnable forest
land. The rmost intensive cultivation
is in the western part of the country
and in the middle valley of Vistula,
where farming lands attain, without
pastures, 68 per cent. of the territory.
Two types of farm properties predom-
inat> in Poland—large estates of above
100 acres and small properties from b
to 100 acres. The rumber of large
estates is diminishing steadily as large
tracts are being yearly purchased by
small holders, thus increasing uninter-
ruptedly the part occupied by small
properties. The most important agri-
cultural érops are wheat, rye, barley,
oats, cnrn, buckwheat, millet, peas,
potatoes, sugar beets and flax. The
cereals and potatoes occupy the bulk of
the acreage, the staple food of the
greater portion of the country being
rye bread and potatoes. In 1912 there
were about 4 million horses. 9 million
cattle, 5 miliion goats and gheep and
about 6 million pigs. During the war
at least 70 per cert. of the Polish live
stock was destroyed, requisitioned or
simply stolen by the armies of occu-
patinn.

Not many countries in Europe ecan
boast of such rich mineral resources
as Poland. To the majority of persons
this wezlth was formerly known only
as being on German, Austrian or Rus-
sian territory. Chief among the pro-
duets of mining are: gmal, iron, zine
and lead ores, potash and table salts,
phosphorites, copper, sulphur, ozoker-
ite (mineral wax) -and oil and its by-
products. The coal fields occupy an
erea of over 2,000 square miles, and
are sitiated in Dombrowa-Cracow-Sil-
lesian basin. It is a matter of com-
mon krnowledge that Galician oil wells
played a viial part in the progress of
the war. The Galician oil fields are
well able to supply all the needs of a
population numbering in excdéss of
100,000,000 Poland has another great
souree of wealth in ‘its rock salt. The
mines are situated on the northern
slopes of the Carpathian mountains
and in the ncrthern basin of what was
formerly kmown as Austrian Poland.
Wieliczka, near Cracow, is said to have
the greatest rock salt mine in the
lworld, containing approximately 21,-
000,000 tons of salt. The country’s
water courses furnish cheap sources of
energy, especially in Galicia, where a
permanen: force of 500,000 horse-power
could easily be obtained by utilizing
the tributaries of the Vistula, Dneister
and Prut.—Joachim Fajans, in The
World’s Markets, published by R. G.
Dun & Co.
