Joint Stock Companies.
A bill before the Prince Edward Is­

land Legislature In connection with 
the incorporation of joint stock com­
panies makes some provisions which 
should be in the companies incorpor­
ation act of every province. One of 
the main purposes ol this new tncas 
are is to prevent over capitalization 
sod watering of stock by requiring a 
Statement ot the actual cost of all 
goods and property owned by the com 
pany, together with a truthful state 
ment ot any amounts paid for promo 
tion. The act gives shareholders the 
right to sue and recover damages for 
miereprescototion of these facts. The 
development of the fox industry has 
resulted in the organizition of many 
companies in Prince Edward Island 
and to considerable over capitalization 
by some of those w bo sought to get 
rich out of the stock selling rather 
than in the legitimate business of fox 
breeding. No doubt the necessity of 
the proposed law 
provincial rulers.by the schemes and 
proposals ol these fox company pro­
moters of this type, whose propo 
sale must have done a legitimate bus 
iness irreparable injury. The new law 
will create a public confidence in 
Prince Edward Island company pro 
posais, and may lead to similar legis 
lation in other provinces.

Speaking of the war Mr. Beddon 

said that the rapidity with which hos­
tilities were declared swept every­
body, Including the labor organiza­
tions, off their feet. The Impetus 
came from Germany, where attempts 
to bold peace demonstrations were 
crushed with severity by the Kaiser's 
military strength. “If we had had a 
month," he said, "we should have 
made war impossible. In Germany It 
will be found when the war la over, 
and if the historian deals with it cor­
rectly, that this terrible conflict was 
due to the bidding of the younger 
class, the controlling, ruling military 
class, whose powey was becoming 
speedily undermined by the Socialist- 
Democratic movement.

"The ulterior motive of the war In 
the mind of the German ruler was 
to check that rising tide of democratic 
gentiment which was fostered And en> 
rouraged by the labor unionists,"
