driving back the enemy, our army ad-
vancing from that side at the same time.
The city surrendered -about five o’clock,
the American flag béing hoisted by Lieut.
Brambay. About 7,000 prisoners were
taken. The squadron had no casualities.
None of thevessels were injured. On
August 7 General Merritt aud I formally
demanded the surrender of the city,
which the Spanish governor general re-

fused.

How To Keep A Meal Hot.

When it is necessary to keep a meal hot
for a bélated comer, do not set the plate

| holding the food in a hot oven, thus dis-

coloring the china as well ‘as drying the
food. Instead place the plate over a pan
of boiling water, covering the plate with
a pan that will just fit over the edge of
the plate.

The food will keep hot, and there will
be enough steam from the boiling water
in the lower pan to keep the plate moist

{and prevent its centents from being

dried.
Pointers for Pork Raisers.

Mr. Armour, of the Armour Packing
Co., Chicago, who visited Ontario some
time ago, has written a letter to Mr.
Hodson, superintendent of Ontario
Farmer’s institutes, in which he has the
following to say about hogs and hog-rais-
ing.

“It was, however, a revelation to us to
see the splendid condition and fine ap-
pearance of the Canadian hogs and we
feel very sure that the Canadian system
of careful breeding and feeding 1s the cor-
rect one. We have come to the conclu-
sion that the best breed of hogs for the
fancy export trade is # cross of a Tam-
worth boar and Yorkshire sow. The
food for the first four months of the pig’s
existence would make really very little
differenc whether it be corn or smaller
grains. However, from four months up
to the time it is marketed, say for six
months, we are of the opinion that the
use of corn should be discontinued entire-
1y and the animal fed on peas, barley of
crushed oats, with a fair proportion of
green vegetable food. < We are also of the
opinion that the weight of the hegs should
not exceed 200 pounds, nor do we think
that more than six hogs should be fed to-
gether in a' pen, as’then ‘there is no
crowding among them at feed-fime, and
it is necessary that the animal should

¥ e given all the comfort possible.”

““We have seen some very fine hogs
raised in dairy districts, and we believe
that Ontario is singularly fortunate in this
respect, having such a larg@ number of
dairy farms, - These always bring good

meat. The Canadian hog-raiser is away
ahead of the American at present, at least
in so far as the English market is con-
cerned. . The Canadian singed Wiltshires
command a very lngh premium,:and rank
almost equ&l with the finest Dsmsh bawn
on the London. market.” B

Excise duties are im-
posed upon the product of distilleries and
malt‘houses, and custom duties upon .all’
intoxicating liquots imported. This
seems a wide field for revenue gain and
this is one strong argument used in favor
of the continuation of the traffics

The earlicst form of license law was
simply the imposition of a fee from . rev
enue standpoint, but soon attention was
drawn to the evil results of the trafic.
That then was the ‘proper time ‘to pro-
hibit. But instead higher fees were ex-
acted and greater restriction imposed.
These kept increasing and power was
gradually given to provincial or municjpal
authorities to thus restrict.

About the middle of the present cent-
ury a prohibitory agitation sprang up in
in the United States and spread to Cana-
da. A number of the states enacted pro-
hibitory laws and so did our own Prov-
ince but it was repealed before there was
time to judge of its effective-
ness. ~ If instead it had been enforced,
along with it what untold miseries and
degradation would have been prohibited.

It has been said of the prohibitory law
of Maine, that despite defects and many
infractions, it has greatly reduced #he
consumption - of liquor; -has created a
strong public sentiment against both ma-
king and selling; has banished drink
shops from fully three-tourths of the
state; has degraded the traffic so that
no respectable person engages in it; has
been more effectual than any other sys-
tem and has been attended by peace,
plenty and prosperity.

But to return to our legislation,—in
1884 the Dunkin Act was passed and in
1878 the Canada Temperance Act (more
commonly known as the ‘‘Scott Act”)
came in force. - Nine counties in New
Brunswick have been under the act for
more than ten years and these contain
about 61 per cent of the population of
the province. Coming ‘to facts again,
statistics show that out of 22,841 convic-
tions there were 8,738 in the Scott Aect
counties and 14,103 in the others. Of
these convictions 13,698 were for drunk-

eness and 8,612 in the license counties.

So while the Scott act does not produce
an ideal condition, yet it shows what
might be done under proper legislation
throughout our Dominion.

Some favour high license, and, while
all must see the principle is bad, it may
seem to some a source of limitation. But
here are extracts from a letter written by
Peter Tler, the leading distiller in New-
braska and one who is also interested in
retail trade:—‘‘High license does not
hurt our business, but on the contrary,
has been a great benefit. It acts as a bar
against prohibition. It gives the busi-
ness more of 4 tone and legal standing
and places it in the hands ofa better
class of people. I believe that high
license is one of the grandast laws for the
liquor traffic.”

While his opinion-of a “‘better class of
people” may not agree with ours (for a
rumseller deserves no such adjective),
yet there is no doubt truth in the state-
ments of the advantages of high license.

Now we hear people saying that of the
results of our approaching Plebiscite fa-
vours prohibition, we shall not obtain it
for the revenue must have its accustomed
share. The first I would say, God only
knows when prohibition shall be ours;
but be that as it may it does not excuse
one of us from striving for the right or of
being an accomplice in the wrong. As
to the latter I do not believe there is one
right thinking, intelligent man or woman
who really believes our country caunot
stand without the support of the liquor
traffic.

No doubt there may be difficulties in
getting the right start after so long indul-
gence in the wrong, but the fact remains
that it should be done. We might com-
pare it to many systems of bad financial
maﬁsgement but no figure is strong
enough; literally it is the most accursed
source of revenue any government could
devise. Soon it is your opportunity to
sanction or condemn. ¢

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Roadmaking.

We give below a copy of an article on
Roadmaking by A. W. Campbell, Pro-
vincial Road Commissiorer of Toronto,
Ont., which should be of intcrest to those
engaged in roadmaking, repairing, etc.:

The majority of roads as constructed
are too flat to shed the water. The sides
of the grade form square shoulders which
obstruct the water from passing to the
side drains. Drains of sufficient size are
frequently made but no outlets provided;
where this occurs they simply form re-
ceptacles for water which svaks into the

roadway, and cause it to yield readily to
the wheels. Proper outlets should be
made for all drains, and these outlets
should be obtained as frequently as pos-
sible. Itis advisable to dispuse of the
water quickly after it falls and in small
quantities; for this purpose all natural
watercourses should he used. Deep open
ditches provide good drainage, but are
dangerous, unsightly, and expansive to
waintain; shallow gutters witn aniform
falls are prefcrable. Where deep drain-
ayge is necessary, tile drains built under
these gutters, sunk below the frost line,
and provided with a proper out fall is
more serviceable. When the ground be-
comes saturated the frost penexates a
depth of from two to four feet, causiug
considerable expansion, and when leaving
creates voids which weaken the struct-
ure. Tile drains are constantly at work
preventing largely this saturated, and re-
moving the destructive action of the wa-
ter and frost.

Crown.—Roads should be crowned so
as to shed the water from the centre to
the side drains, otherwise water will
stand on the surface, soak into it, soften,
and cause rapid wear aod dccay; but a
crown higher than is necessary to proper-
ly drain the surface is also objectionable.
A gravel road should be given a crown of
about an inch of rise to each foot in width
of grade from centre to the side. This
is safficient properly shed the
water if the surface is made hard
and smooth. If a greater crown is given
the tendency is to coneentrate the traffic
on the centre and cause greater wear;
again, an excessive crown causes the load
in turning out to be thrown on two
whaeels in such a way as to cut the sides
of -the road. The form of the crown’
should be as near circular as pessible.

Gravel. —Where gravel of a good quali-
ty can be procured within easy hauling.
distzuce, it is undoubtedly a valuable
material for country roads and residential
streets. - Where such gravel cannot be
nbtained within easy hauling distance, it
will be well to consider the use other of
material. If gravel had to be hauled a con-
siderable distance it frequently does not
prove the most economical; the first cost
may be the lower, but the final cost great-
er than a high priced stone. Many muni-
cipalities are teaming poor gravel from
five to ten miles; a first class metal could
be supplied by rail at a little advance in
first cest but much less expensive to
maintain. Gravel bas not very satisfac-
tory qualities, especially when it contains
a large amount of sand and earthy mat-
ter. Where much sand and earth are
contained it should be removed by screen-
ing and the large stones broken. For-
eign matter assists consolidation, and un-
der traffic the mass quickly becomes
smooth and bard. This remaius during
dry weather, but it readily attracts the
moisture and permits the rain to pass

‘down through the mass, weakening the
bond and causing the metal to yield to
wheels and create slush, mud, and ruts.
Ruts form receptacles for water, the de-
stroyer of roads. Gravel found in streanis
35 usually of the best quality, as it can be
washed by natural drainage. Lake gravel
varies greatly; although usually of a good
quality, the stones are much water worn,
and difficult to consolidate by traffic, but
contain enough clean sand to properly
bond under a heavy roller.

Broken stone.—A good quality of
broken stone is a much more durable ma-
terial than gravel. The best stone is that
which is tough, hard, and which will not
readily decay by the action of the atmos-
phere. Field stone, stream, and pit
boulders are to be found in abundance .in
& great many sections of the province.
Generally this stone is of a good quality,
but often contains a large percentage of
‘weathered’ sandstone and granites. Care
should be taken to exclude these bould-
ers which are soft and weathered.  Some

to

broken into sizes varying from one inch
to two and one half inches. - The largesb
stone should be placed in the bottom of
the roadbed, and the smallest on top; this
should be done in layers, the thickness of
which should vary in proportien to the
strength of roadway required. Each lay-
er should be thoroughly rolled before jthe
‘next is applied. A coating of the fine
screenings produced should be placed on
the surface of each layer to fill the voids.
A watering cart should preceed the roller.
By keeping the surface moist, consolida-
tion will be more readily and perfectly
effected.

Width of Roadways.—Main or much
travelled roads should be made 24 feet
wide between the gutters. Roads lead-
ing into these and accomodating neigh-
borhoods, or sections, and the next in
importance should be 20 feet, and cross
roads or concession roads but little used
should be 18 feet.  The metallic
portion of the road should be from
seven to ten feet in width, according to
the importance of the road. The depth
of gravel or stone must vary with the
quality of the material, the amount and
nature of traffic on the road, and the na-
ture of the sub-soil. A dry, stony and
compact sub-soil will need less metal
than would a plastic clay diffieult to drain.
From six to ten inches of metal well con-
solidated will afford a sufficient range to
accomodate the circumstances.

Rolling.—Heavy rollers have been but
little used in this country. Municipal
officials are fast becoming convinced of
their usefulness, and within the past
couple of years several have been pur-
chased in the province and in every in-
stance they are greatly appreciated. Lon-
don, Stratford, Galt, St. Catharines,
Brookville, Kingston, Ottawa, Toronto,
and Niagara Fulls are using steam rollers
from ten to eighteen tons in weight,
while a number of muuicipalitics are us-
ing horse rollers from five to eight tons
i1 weight. In ordar that the best results
m 1y be obtainoed rollers are indispensable.
Material should bhe cavefuliy selected and
applied. , It should then' be compressed
so that the whole mass would he joined
to support the traffic instead: of a few in-
dividual or disconnected particles. - Gra-
ding machines are being exstensively
used on country roads, and have estab-
lished their merits in performing the
work for which they were intended, but
the good results are largely lost in the
absence of their counterpait, the roller.
When the grader has finished its work
the soil is left loose to be displaced readi-
ly under traftic and absorb moisture,
whereas if thoroughly “consolidated by
rolling the full benefit would be realized.
All machinery should be in charge of bne
man, the township supervisor, and the
teams and men required to operate them
should be § employed by the council for
that purpose and should be experienced..

Bridges and Culverts—In every line of
business it has been proven that durable
work is the most satisfactory and econom-
ical-~ The construction and maintenance
of temporary bridges and culverts s “the
greatest drain u e of a muni-
cipality.  Fmiber is perishable, and ‘be-
ing,u‘ed to constant’ change “of wet
and dry soon commences to lose its
strength, when repairs are demanded and
in a few years a renewal. A lage am.

quiring a considerable expenditure, and
this is perpetual, whereas, if durable ma-
terial such as iron,. stone. and concrete
were used in a few years these structures
would be completed and a very large sav-
ing effected in maintenance.
Wide tires.— -Narrow tires produce
ruts, wide tires produce a smooth and
even surface; the one destroys the road:
the other preservesit. Narrow tires are
almest universal in Ontario. Narrow
tired wagons are the greatest destroyers
of gravel and broken stons roads. Even
with the traffic which is not excesslve
our country roads will not be kept in a
moderately good state as long as they are
subjected to the damaging effect of nar-
row tires. It is contended that the draft
is greater on wide tires, that they set in
the ruts made by the narrow tires. Thie
will be the case to some extent so long
as narrow tires are commonly used, but
these ruts would not exist if wide tires
were general. It is further contended
that wide tires come in contact with
more loose stones on the - surface of the
road; with roads properly constructed
and wide tires used loose stones would
disappear. Tires on ordinary lumber
wagons should be four inches wide, and
this width should increase on all wagons
designed to carry greater loads; such in-
crease to be proportionate with the load.
The reason largely that wide tires are not
used in this country is that people are
not accustomed to seeing them and study-
ing their effect upon the roads. England
and all progresslve countries have laws
regulating the width of tires according to
the load the vehicle is intended to carry,

The Chinese Question.

If the statement published by the
China Gazetto has any foundation in fact,
the situation is of the utmost gravity and
may very speedily involve Great Britain
1n a war with Russia, if Britain prestige
and the interests of British trade are to
be preserved. The report is that Li

erseded by M. Pavlof, the Russian
d’affaires at Pekin, who has recently con-
ducting diplomatic negotiations with a
very high hand with respect to railway
matters.  Sir Robert Hart has been in
charge of the Chinese customs for many
years; and only a few months ‘ago an  as-
surance was given by China that this im-
portant department would remain per-
manently under the control of a British
official. The report of its “being handed
over to a Russian is at first sight incred-
ible; but it is strictly in line with the
series of diplomatic successes obtained by
Russia since the war with Japan. Be-
fore the Li Hung Chang's famous visit to
Russia, it was announced that his mis-
sion was to conclude an offensive and de-
fensive alliance with the Czar, by which
Port Arthur and Ta Lien Wan, would be
ceded to Russia, and the former made
the terminus of the Siberian railway,
while Russia would supply officers and
drill the troops m the northern provinces
and would come to China’s assistance
whenever the occasion arose. At the
time the conclusion of such a treaty was
ridiculed, but after Li Hung Chang re-
turned home the report of the treaty was
renewed, aind it has since been borne out
to a considerable extent by the facts.
Port Arthur and Ta Lien Wan have been
leased to Russia, and the Siberian rail-
way is to be continued from Vladivostock
to Port Arthur. By way of counterbal-
ancing, Great Britain has obtained a
lease of Wei Hai Weion similar  terms,
and has enlarged the territory she holds
in the neighborhood Hong Kong. But
M. Pavloff has successfully asserted Rus-
sin’s right to supply instructors to the
Chinese army in the northern province of
Shan Si, and in railway matters his in-
fluenge has been supreme.

The difference between English and
Russian diplomaty in this matter is two
fold. There is a difference of aim, and a
difference of method. Great Britain aims
at securing equal opportunity for all, and
an open door for trade, ‘believing that
under these eonditions her natural super-
iority will assert itself. Russia wants
not trade, but territory. - England’s aim
is to prevent China from falling to plem.
and to be allowed to trade in every part
of the Chinese Empire. .Russia wants to
grab ull she can, and during the past few
months her sphere of influence she claims
has grown by leaps  and bounds. : The
difference in method is of a similar
nature. While Great Britain relies upon
public treaties and assurance officially

CONCERNING CLOCKS.

Repeating clecks were invented by Bar-
low about 1676.

T'here was a striking clock in Westmin-
ster abbey in 1688,

The invention of the escapement is
ascribed to Gerbert in 1000 A. D.

The magnetic clock was invented by
Dr. Locke of Cincinnati in 1847-8.

Toothed wheels were first applied %o
olocks by Ctesibius about 146 B. C. :

It is said that Richard Harris and the
younger Galilei constructed the first pen-
dulum.

Pendulums are affected by variations of
density of the air, as well as by changing
temperature.

The largest clock in the world is that
in Westminster abbey. It was set up on
May 80, 1859.

The first portable clock was made in
1580. Originally clock wheels were three
feet in diameter.

Ameriea practically supplies the whole
world with clocks, nearly every. civilized
ocountry importing them. 2

Railroad elocks are usually provided
with a compensating arrangement of the
jar to which they are exposed.

Previous te the setting up of a clock &t
Hampton court, England, in 1540, no
English clock went accurately.

The earliest complete cloek of which an
acourate record exists was made in the
thirteenth century by a Saracen mechanijc.

The first stroke of the hour in a striking
clock is supposed to take place at exactly
the sixtieth second ef the sixtieth minuve.

The Westminster clock has been se re-
markably uniform that for years the error
has only reached three seconds on 8 per
oent of the days of the year.

Most of the internal part of watches and
slooks, except the piniens and aetions, is
usually made of brass, because of its duc-
tility at ordinary temperatures.

The original intention im constructing
olocks that would run eight days without
winding was to give the forgetful or ab-
sentminded one day’s grace beyond the
week.

The first clock on the stage thatkept
time was in the Westminster hall scene in
the second act of Gilbert and Sullivan’s
‘‘Iolanthe’’ at the Bijou theater in Bos-
ton in 1888.

- THE BEEHIVE.

Look out for robbers when the honey
harvest becomes scarce.

A PYGMY ALLIGATOR

THE FLORIDA CHAMELEON IS A QUEER
LITTLE ANIMAL.

It Changes Its Color at Will, Is Unsur-
passed Among Quadrupeds as a Fly-
catcher and Can Be Easily Tamed and
Made s House Pet,

One of the most characteristic creatures
in Florida is the so called chameleon or
pygmy lizard (Anelis principalis), which
is found in all parts of the state. Al-
though called a chameteon, it bears no re-
semblance. to its namesake in Asia and
Africa, except the power to change its hue,
and that change is due to a desire to pro-
oure food or to protect itself from foes by
assuming the color of its immediate sur-
roundings. !

If placed on a piece of white paper, it
becomes of a smowy hue in appearance in
a few moments. Transferred to a bush, it
becomes a pale green, and placed on the
ground it assumes the color of the soil
very rapidly.

Its ordinary hue on the ground is a
brownish black, and it may retain that
for some time after climbing a tree, but
on the approach of a foe its ‘‘transforma-
tion scene’’ takes place with magical ra-

pim.

fanquillity or anger, sunshime or shad-
ow, hunger or plenty of food, affeets its
wlor, which seems to change with the
state of its feelings.

Few persons would consider that this
graceful and active little creature bore any
relationship to suoch ungainly brutes as
the crocodile and alligator, yet it is a
member of the same family and one of the
sonnecting links between the saurians and
ophidians, or snakes.

It is merely a pygmy alligator adapted
to living entirely on land and modified in
form and character by ite mode of life,
Among its kindred are the gavials, skinks,
srocodiles, geckoes and iguanas, All are
sarnivorous, the sinaller feeding on in-
sects and the larger on whatever they can
capture. One of the nearost living rela-
tives of the chameleon in the United States
is the Gila monster of Arizona, yet no two
allied creatures can be more tflsalmﬂar in
sharacter, the former being active, grace-
ful and gentle, the latter ill tempered,
meody and sluggish and secreting a poison
so venomous that it is dangerous even to
man and the higher quadrupeds. The
Gila monster is a foot in length and the
chameleon about six inches.

All lizards present the phenomenon of
being able to renew their tails after they
have been cut off, and the tails retain life
for a considerable time after being severed
from the body.

Fhe caudal of a lizard, being brittle and
easily snapped off, gave rise to the tales in
ciroulation among old farmers concerning
the glass snake, which could fall to pieces
on being hit and then reunite, no matter
how far apart the pieces might be.

The chameleon’s tail is three inches long
and tapers to a threadlike point. The head
is flat and somewhat pyriform; the eyes
are gentle in appearance, bright and alert;
the teeth sharp, fine and numerous and
the body long and slender. 3

It has four -legs, and the hind pair are
specially fitted for rapid running and long
jumping, being widely set and elongated.
The feet are large, compared to the size of
the body, and the toes broad spreading.
These. characteristics enable it to juinp
very high and to travel over ground with
a celerity which fully entitles it to the
nameof swift. I have seen it jump two
feet into thonir aféer a fly and outrun a
cat in a distance of 60. feet. Gogherts

The chameleon iz unsurpassed among
quadrupeds as a flyeatcher and is as effect-
ive in this way on trees' as the toad is on

* the ground. It wanders cwer -a tree for

hours together, closely scanning the foli-

age and promptly gobbling down all the

edible insects it meets.

The dainty manner in which it holds an
insect in its mouth before devouring it is
rather amusing, for it looks as if it were
reveling in anticipation. It may earry a
fly in this manner for several minutes be-
fore eating it, just as a cat carries a
mouse, then gulp it suddenly.

Like every other creature on this planet,
the chameleon has faults that are more
apparent than real, considering its mode
of life. t

It will, for instance, rapidly reduce.the

number of the inhabitants of an apiary if
it can force an entrance, yet it is not as
bad in that way as a toad, because it can-
not eat so much and is not so quick in
catching insects. Beehives should there-
fore be protected from its ravages.
_ The most ruthless enemy of the chame-
leon is the styike, or butcher bird, because
it pounces upon it suddenly and, taking
it to a convenient tree or bush, fastens it
on a thorn with mice, beetles and other
vreatures and leaves it suspended until it
is needed for food. This bird destroys far
more than it requires, many being left on
the thorns until they fall to pieces from
decomposition.

The chameleon, being of a fearless dis-
position, is easily tamed by kindness, and
if given the run of the house soon becomes
familiar with the humanm inmates and
takes flies from their hands. After eating
it cocks its little brown eyes first on one
side, then on the other, as much as to ask
if  there are any more dainties, and when
it does not get them it scuttles away to
some favorite retreat, generally a sunny
nook near the window.

The chameleon puffs out its little throat

occasionally, as if it were veryangry and
ready to attack everything, but that is all
mere demonstration, for it never assails
anything flercer than a lively fly or a fat
caterpillar. This trick of enlarging its di-
mensions is a trait inherited from remote
ancestors, which frequently used it to
“pluff’’ hungry but cautious foes, who
looked upon size as an indication of
strength and ferocity. The saurians of the
present day make a similar display when
approached on land and exhale a strong,
musky smell, as if they depended on their
ferocious mien and pungent odor to fright-
en their enemies.

The conditions of the chameleon are
sach that it will exist long after alligators
have disappeared from the living fauna.—
Florida Times-Union and Citizen.
