But there are ' so j 
many ils in the way ’ that we do not believe | 
it is practicable to tàke advantage of the fa­
vourable action of the moon's influence, if, 
indeed, it exerts influences especially favour­
able or unfavourable ; and our convictions 
are, that the farmer who puts off seeding 
when the land is in good condition in or­
der to plant or sow during the right time 
of the moon, will be quite likely ‘ to beg in 
harvest,’ and have wise people laugh at him 
for his folly,

“ It is true that a large number of farmers 
put great reliance oq planting particular crops 
during certain stages of the moon's apparent 
development, and many of them have pub­
lished statements which seem to confirm 
their theories. But may it not be true m 
these casés as in fortune-telling, that they 
remember and report the cases that turn out 
according to the prophecy, but that they 
forget and fail to report those that turn out 
otherwise ? A single expriment pertaining 
to anything in agriculture amounts to very- 
little, since peculiarities of soil, seed, or 
season may account for the showing. 
It is only by making repeated ex­
periments during different seasons, and on 
different soils, that we gain informa­
tion that is worthy of general acceptation, or 
which has any right to be considère! as an 
established fact. We believe it is true that 
there have been no well conducted and sys­
tematic experiments made to test any of the 
theories in reference to the influence the 
moon exerts on growing crops. By this vre 
mean there have been to our knowledge no 
contihuous observations recorded by skilled 
and educated observers of the class that have 
disseminated great truths in practical science.

“We would suggest in this connection that 
here is a fruitful field for labour for those who 
have the charge of the experimental farms 
connected with our agricultural colleges. < foe 
great object of these institutions is, or should 
be, to establish facts ; another object is to 
educate the class of people for whom they «re 
designed. .J8"ow it is probably true that a 
million farmers in the United States are in 
the habit of consulting the moon rather than

A CAFE SUBMERGED-LOSS OF 
EIGHTY LIVES.

The Smyrna correspondent of the Levant 
Herald, writing under date of tin. 11 th of 
Feb., gives an account of the melancholy acci- 

i dent in that town, which we briefly noticed 
1 in the cable despatches a day or two latei : 

“On Sunday night, the Cafe Kivoto, built up­
on piles over the sea, broke down suddenly, 
during a performance given by a company of 
acrobats. The proprietor of the cafe says he 
only sold 108 tickets, bnt the people saved 
declare there 200 persons present Most of 
them were of the poorer class, and there 
were not many Tuiks there, or young men 
of respectable families. At ten o clock a 
loud cracking was heard, and within five 
minutes the entire cafe had disappeared un­
der water. A few of the persi.ns near the 
entrance contnv&d to effect their escape, and 
some persons saved themselves by jumping 
through the windows into the sea The 
boattnen rowed up in numbers, but their 
efforts to save life were in vain Sureya 
Pasha, the Governor-General;lhrahim Agna, 
Chief of Police and Tahir Bey, commander 
of the gendarmerie, who were at once on the 
spot, exerted themselves strenuously, but 
fruitlessly, with the same object. The pro­
found silence which succeeded the piercing 
cries of despair told too plainly the terrible 
character of the disaster. The Catholic and 
Greek Archbishops were on the spot early 
the following morning. Yesterday forenoon 
the workmen of the Quay Company were 
actively engaged in removing the roof of the 
submerged cafe. The starch after the dead 
bodies was a sad spectacle; the acrobats were 
withdrawn from the water in their showy 
costumes of the-previous night; the limbs of 
all the bodies were contracted with pain. 
Two hearses were engaged the whole of the 
day in conveying the remains discovered to 
the hospitals. Oi the fifty bodies deposited 
at the Greek hospital, twetaty-eight were 
claimed up to .4 o'clock yesterday afternoon, 
aud eleven were claimed at the Catholic 
hospital. Divers wêre busy at work all day, 
and* evèry minute a fresh body was brought 
np. To day they recommenced their melan­
choly task at daybreak, and twenty more 
bodies were found. The total number of 
bodies found up to the present is eighty, 
and it is supposed that there are still fifty 
more in the water. An English captain, two 
Turkish merchants, a young man of good 
connections, an Italian captain, a telegraph 
clerk, and some commercial clerks are among 
the victims. The feeling of grief and con­
sternation is general, and the ball advertised 
to be held in the Casino has been counter­
manded. The police have closed all the 
other cafes built upon piles on the sea. One 
man saved has been rendered dumb. The 
company of acrobats consisted of seven per­
sons, of "whom three were women, and one 
of these latter only survives. The Govern­
ment will institute proceedings against the 
proprietor of the cafe, who did not pay heed 
to the warning of danger which was given 
him in time.”

To avoid the immediate succession of 
similar crops, especially those of an exhaus­
tive nature, as wheat, barley, oats, Ac.* 
and to throw their return as far distant as 
circumstances will admit.

To ^rrow intermediate crops of grasses and 
roots, soil permitting, between cereals.

Switzerland and the Vatican.—The 
following letter from the Pope to Monsignor 
Mermillod, whose expulsion had been order­
ed by the Federal Council, appears in the 
Journal de Geneve :—“ To our venerable 
brother Gaspard, Bishop of Hebron, Vicar 
Apostolic at Geneva, Pius IX, Pope. Ven­
erable Brother,—Health and apostolic bene­
diction.

Persecution, which in this country is daily 
increasing, threatens also Switzerland with a 
terrible schism, unless it shall please God to 
put a check to the machinations of uxquety. 
If in thajrut days of the Church, when 
martyrdom asconstantiy followed bishops as 
the shadow follows fhe body, the Apostle 
thought it right to praise as a merit the de­
sire for episcopacy, it is certain that you 

regard as a boon the charge which has 
entrusted to you. In truth, if the mar­

tyrdom of blood no longer threatens your 
i, the furious excitement of men’s 
i preparing for you a far harder mar­

tyrdom, one more bitter, of anxieties, suf­
ferings and long duration. But bear in 
mind that the Apostles a’so wire rent, like 
you, as sheep into the midst of wolves, and 
that persecution, which it seemed must 
uecessairly render fruitless all their labours, 
really had the contrary effect. The attempt 
to’destroy those labours by shedding the 
blood of "neophytes did but render them 
fruitful and tend to the propagation of 
Christianity. Go forward, you too, then, 
without fear and with a noble independence ; 
teach the people who have been committed 
to your charge to observe all that you have 
been commanded to enforce; labour as a good 
servant of Jesus Christ; devote your efforts 
to remove false opinions, and to draw closer 
the bonds of unity and charity. He who 
promised His disciples that He would be 
with them to the fulness of ages will also be 
with yon always.

Whitby and Port Perry Railway has 
debarred the Town pf Whitby and the 
Townships of Whitby, Scugog and Reach 
from thpir share in the railway allotment 
—and the latter have every cause to con­
demn the action of their representatives. 
The railway is a miniature Grand Trunk— 
its powers of absorption are enormous. 
In June, 1868, it received a bonus from 
the Town of Whitby of $50,000 on the 
understanding that it would be completed 
in a few months after the passage of the 
by-law. Subsequently Whitby took | 
$10,000 of stock, and the townships sub- ! 
scribed $47,000 in the shape of bonus, 
making a total of $107,000 of aid to a 
road 21 miles in length. The 
Company appears to have failed in 
everything. The road was not opened 
for traffic until §last summer, and even 
now it is not properly finished nor equip­
ped. The Sheriff has his _ eye upon it. 
Whitby receives no benefit from it, and 
the directorate is altogether one-sided. 
The first contractor threw up his work ; 
in short, bad luck concomitant with very 
bad management lias marked its career 
from the turning of the first sod. Mr.

The county of Mid­
dlesex is to receive $156,300, while Lon­
don, whose indebtedness wae incurred 
to benefit the whole section, .county 
as well as city, is to be saddled 
with $486,000. Port Hope’s debt 
has been reduced from $1,928,662 to 
$166,960. The capital account of its 
debt amounted to $860,000, of which 
$730,000 wae invested in the Port Hope, 
Lindsay and Beaverton Railway, and 
$130,000 in tiie Port Hope harbour, 
which now yields an annual revenue to 
the town of $12,000, over and above ex­
penses, and may be regarded, therefore, 
as an asset of the value of $200,000, pay­
ing six per cent, interest. On the other 
hand, tiie Township ef Hope, which was 
indebted to the amount of $120,638, of 
which the capital account, $60,000, was 
invested in the same railway, is burdened 
with no lees than $119,190.

In his report to the Minister of Finance, 
Mr. Langton, the Auditor, says :—“It 
“ is gratifying to be able to submit a 
“ statement exhibiting such continued 
“ financial prosperity. The surplus 
“ revenues of Consolidated Fund during 
“ the five years (since Confederation)
“ have amounted to $9,522,022.98, which 
“ has enabled us to meet an expenditure 
“ of $16,298,133.77 for public works, and

the acquisition of two new Provinces,
“ with no larger addition to our net debt 
“ than $6,458,430.67.” This is a financial 
record which attests alike the soundness 
of the administration of affairs, and the 

"thorough healthfnlness of the financial 
position.

The Debt of the Dominion on 1st July, 
1867, was $80,079,706. In 1869 it had 
increased to $1 X),992,753, mainly caused 
by tiie loan fot the Intercolonial Rail­
way, and the issue of six millions and a- 
half of exchequer . onds for the purchase 
of the Hudson Bay Territory, 
and various other public services. 
During the whole three years since 
1869, the entire increase of debt has 
been but $3,066,457. For the increased 
liability there is. however, a correspond­
ing asset ; vi, ir other words, there is 
something to s!:t. for the expenditures 
which the rapid development of the 
country and tho extension of the bounds 
of Confederation have rendered neces­
sary. It is pleasing to note that the in- 
creaseof debt which has been incurred since 
1867 has caused no drain upon the finan­
cial resources of the country. No more 
money goes to England now in the 
shape of interest every year than 
in the year of Confederation. The 
increased debt appeae in the shape 
of Dominion stock, Savings’ Bank de- 

. posits, Dominion notes, &c., which re­
present the accumulated earnings of our 
own people, and from which they conse­
quently draw the resulting benefit.

In taking account of the financial 
operations of 1872, it must be borne in 
mind that there bâ* been a loss on draw­
backs upon tea and coffee and in refunds 
of $270,296. But for the legislation 
rendered necessary respecting these 

! articles, the revenue would have been 
greater for the year by that amount.

! The following figures give a compa­
rison of the principal items of expendi-

cluded from the advantages of the Rail­
way Act, have now an equitable right to 
demand a subsidy. The Act has been 
patchedto benefit the Whitby and Port 
Perry Railway—why should it not be 
patched on behalf of those portions of 
the Toronto, Grey and Bruce, the Wel­
lington, Gtey and Bruce, the Midland and 
other roads which were under contract 
before December, 1870 ?

THE NEW NtÿlMAL SCHOOLS.
Mr. Mowat announced Monday af­

ternoon that the Government intended to 
establish three new Normal Schools, one 
at Ottawa, one at Kingston, and the 
third in the West ; but that the Ottawa 
establishment would be the only one pro­
vided for during the present session. 
The St. Catharines Daily News, a strong, 
well-informed Grit organ, appears to* have 
got wind of the Government’s policy. 
We find the following extraordinary 
statement in its issue of the 16th inst. :—

“ So much to heart have these Education­
al Councillors, (the Council of Public In­
struction) taken the thought of deposition 
from their shamefnlly-abnsed authority, 
that they have sought to purchase a new lease 
of power by making the most extraordinary 
engagements as to their future conduct. 
Certain of these men have already solemnly 
pledged themselves to Hon. R. W. Soott that 
they will in any event and against all com­
petitors support certain Roman Catholic nomi­
nees of Nr. Scott’s, for the masterships of the 
still ujibuilt Ottawa Normal School, so as to 
male that Institution a denominational train- 
inff school. The particular candidates have 
already been determined on, and they them­
selves openly boast of having Mr. Scott’s 
promise and the Council’s pledge, though of 
course the farce will still be perpetrated by 
asking teachers to apply for situations which 
were really filled before the foundation of the 
School. The truth is that Mr. Soott appears

The success of the Post Office Savings’ 
Banks has been great beyond expectation.

THE MUNICIPAL LOAN FUND 
AND THE DISTRIBUTION OF 
THE SURPLUS

■ The settlement of the Municipal Loan 
Fund has been a Governmental problem 
for years. When the Fund was first es­
tablished, the Legislature thought that 
every protection was provided for keeping 
the Crown, which was thè creditor, harm­
less from loss. The loans were to be 
limited to one-fifth of the value of the 
assessable property of toe borrowing mu­
nicipalities. ' Their application was to be 
regulated by Order-in-CoimciL The 
Treasurers of borrowing municipalities 
were begirt with most stringent regula­
tions as to the payment of interest and 
principal ; and the profits accruing from 
the investment of a loan were to be hand­
ed over to the Government and applied 
to toe redaction of the main debt. The 
Government, in fact, acted with all the 
severity of an Israelitish money-lender 
in the arrangement of the conditions ; 
and the patent truth that permanent public 
wofks woulà not* only benefit toe muni­
cipalities- ia which they were situated, but 
would also tend tb the enrichment and 
progress of the commonwealth, was to a 

j certain extent ignored. But in carrying 
out those conditions the Crown reversed 
its first policy altogether. Municipali­
ties were allowed to rush into hopeless 
insolvency almost without a check, and 
the paying power of many, was enormous­
