Three Hundred British Reservists 
Stranded at Halifax—Threaten 

to Sink the Ship

Halifax, N. S., March 13.—Con­
ditions aboard the troop ship Toloa, 
are in a critical state to-day owing 
|to the refusal of the military author­
ities at Ottawa to furnish transport­
ation to their homes for three hundred 
British reservists who were proceeding 
to New York on the Steamer when . 
she was ordered back to Halifax to 
coal owing to a strike in that Port. 
Captain Jackson came ashore this 
morning to receive the decision of 
Canadian authorities after he had 
been informed by ffc delegation that the 
men would sink the ship unlesss they 
were allowed to come ashore and pro­
ceed to .their destinations by rail 
Captain Jackson states that he has no 
guns aboard and that the ship is at 
the mercy of the men. Among the . 
293 men aboard the Toloa are eighty 
one American citizens, seventy of 
whom claim to be American born. 
They all came to Canada during the 
early months of the war and enlisted 
in the British Expeditionary Force. 
Captain Jackson contends that his or­
ders from the British Admiralty were 
to take the men to Halifax and dis­
embark them there.

SEND A DELEGATION TO OTTAWA ASKING GOVERNMENT 
TO HAND OVER N. S. AND T. TO THE PEOPLE TO OPERATE.

Speaking before the members of the 
Hydro Radial Union of the Niagara 
District at their annual meeting held 
in the Court Hov.se at Welland yester­
day afternoon, Sir Adam Beck suggest 
ed that the municipalities of Negara 
district should send a monste- delega­
tion to Ottawa and request the Govern 
ment to turn over the present Niagara 
St. Catharines and Toronto Railway, 
which is now a part of the Canadian 
National Railways, to the people to op­
erate {or themselves.

A Railway Hospital.
Touching on railway maters the 

speaker said that of late the people of 
Canada had been very busy creating a 
general railway hospital of themselves 
and the inmates of that hospital are a 
very poor lot of incurable cripples. 
But we . have an opportunity at this 
tim* to cure some of them, and it is up 
to us to see that they are cured. Re­
garding the whole government railway 
policy, Sif Adam'said that it was scan­
dalous ,the way that such a fabulous 
debt has been incurred by the people 
to satisfy the ambitions of some rail­
way promoters.

The people of Canada are not a pes­
simistic race, but a. people who have 
confidence in the future of the coun­
try. It is to be hoped that the difficul­
ties of the pepople of the world have 
been settled once and for all, now that 
the war is ovgv, but it is more than 
likely that there will be many disap­
pointments when the final peace terms 
are made public. But it is to be hoped 
that the war is all over and that a new 
world has corn» into existence- Probab­
ly a new manhood or a netv public 
body which will do away with those 
public bodies who have been manipu­
lating the affairs of the country. Pos­
sibly this new party would he differ­

ently constituted from the old parties, 
and would deal with the affairs of the 
country on their merits and candidates 
would be elected on their merits, which 
would be for tile betterment of the 
country.

Largest In The World.
Continuing, Sir Adam said that the 

Hydro- Commission proposed a system 
of Radial railways for the Province of 
Ontario on the same lines that Mr. 
Lloyd George has in mind for the Brit 
ish Islefc. The British authorities have 
already looked to us for information 
on this .'subject, and it should be grati­
fying to us, a child of the Empire, to 
know that we are actually operating 
largest corporation generating and dis­
tributing power in the world, and that 
we are making a financial success of 
it. During the war the amount of power 
used in Niagara district was trebled, 
and even now the amount of power 
ustd is 146,000 h.p. as against 149,000 
useti last year, which ÿhows that there 
are sjill many of the industries still 
operating, and that means that there 
are still many men being employed in 
this district With that record to go by 
there is good reason to be optimistic 
and retain faith in thel country.

During the four.years of War, the 
Hydro played an important part by 
supplying power for the manufacture 
of munitions. Calls came to us frr 
more power and still more power, and 
when the Chippaw.i development 
scheme was commenced we received 
no help from the Dominion Govern­
ment, but had to pay 42 1-2 per cent, 
duty on the machinsvy for that work. 
During the war munitions were as vit­
al as food, and we supplied the power 
because it was our duty to do so. But 
it is not right that ’he mroiicipalitieB 
should have to bear the brunt of the 
cost of this power when the govern­
ment threw millions of dollars into the 
hands of private concerns for the mak 
ing of munitions. It is wrong and z 
very poor poVcy to work on- 

Loyalty Questioned. 
Continuing, Sir A'lam said that he 

had been severely censored for daring 
to sây something against the Union 
Government, and had been accused of 

in not being a loyal man to the Conserva­
tive party. He had taken exception to 
the government railway policy and has 
,no excusts to make for doing so. The 
present radial scheme was approved by 
a great many municipalities and was 
defeated at Hamilton. The champions 
of Hydro were told to wait until after 
the war. The radial railway will serve 
where the steam toad don’t. The pro­
posed scheme to build a line from 
Bridgeburg through Welland, St. Cath- 
ormeSniHÿminton, Toronto and on to 
Cornwall, and from Toronto to Guelph 
and -on to London, which will serve as 
a main artery for many branch lines.

While waiting for the arrival of 
Sir Adam Beck who was scheduled to 
address the meeting, Mr. J. W- Lyon 
of Guelph, was called-upon by Presi­
dent Burgoyne and in a somewhat 
lengthy speech he outlined the pro­
gress that has been made in the Hy­
dro radial scheme and then dwelt with 
the splendid record of the Hydro Elec­
tric since its inception.

In commenting on the re-election of 
Mr. Burgoyne, the speaker said he 
was a man who had been tried and 
found worthy and one of the best 
friends that Hydro has.

The Hydro Radial scheme was first 
launched on April first four years 
ago and it is no April- fool• either The 
by-law which is being voted on in 
Hamilton on Saturday was not drawn 
up by Sir Adam Beck but by the sol­
icitors of the Municipality and is 
based on the present transmission by­
law.

The main lines will have to be 
built before the branch lines can be 
preceded with but when it is built it 
will be the St- Lawrence of the Hydro 
system. The champions of Hydro are 
having a hard fight m Hamilton this 
week but they are going to carry 
the by-law and as soon as it is pass­
ed the work of construction will be 
proceeded with.

Sir Adam Beck had said that the

TO BE 15,000

Supreme Council Decicfts That Huns 
Must Not Build any Tanks t:r 

Manufacture Poison Gas.

London, March i2._The p-rsonnel 
of the German fleet is to be restricted 
to 15,000, the Supreme Council has de­
cided, according to press dispatches 
from Paris*..

The tem­
perature of the sick hogs will rise to 
as high as 107 degrees F. or even 
higher, the normal temperature of 
healthy animals being 101 to 104 de­
gree* F.

Methods of Spreading.
So far as known, the virus of hog 

cholera will not propagate outside 
the body of the hog. As already stat­
ed, the virus is given off in large 
quantities In the urine and faecal 
discharges of sick hogs. Anything 
that gets contaminated with these 
discharges is liable to spread the dis­
ease to healthy hogs that come in 
contact with it. Consequently, boxes, 
wagons, and cars in which sick ani­
mals are shipped, are potent sources 
for spreading the disease. The pens 
and yards in which sick animals have 
run get heavily contaminated, so that 
anyone walking over the same get 
their shoes and clothes contaminated, 
and may carry the disease to other 
herds subsequently visited.

Prevention and Treatment.
From what has been said above re­

garding the way the disease is 
spread, it will at once be seen that 
one way to keep the disease from a 
healthy herd is to take all steps ne­
cessary to prevent materials contam­
inated by sick hogs from coming In 
contact with the healthy herd.

In Canada (by order of the Veter­
inary Directory-General)—If by any 
chance the disease gainç entrance to 
a herd anywhere in Canada, the laws 
of the Dominion require that a veter­
inary inspector be notified without 
delay. Failure to make this notifica­
tion means loss of compensation for 
animals slaughtered under the act,
