' FARM TOPICS.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and
His Household.

charcoal ; then feed it to the chicken once
or twice a week.

If the “ first-class farmer ”’ would main-
tain his rank, he must keep on studying
and learning all the time.

The cow that has not had good treat-
ment through the winter will show the
result in a marked manner in the spring.

There are many people who take first-
rate care of their horses, but neglect their
cows. Why? Isnot the cow entitled to
as good treatment as the horse ? -

Too high feeding along before calving
time is a good way to produce milk fever.
Feed the bone and muscle forming foods
in reasonable quantities. Breeding anim-
alsshould be kept in a middling condition.

In no other branch of stock growing
can a man start so well, with so little
capital, as in raising hogs. They multiply
so rapidly and mature so early that a
good drove can be quickly built up from
a small beginning.

Treat the cow as if she were a lady,
some one has said. Treat her as if she
were a cow. That is all there is to do. It
is the duty of intelligent men to treat
every beast kindly,and the cow especially,
will pay well for all such treatment.

The more comfortable you make your
horses the more work will they be able
to stand. A horse that has to lie on the
hard floor all night will be as tired in the
morning a8 when he was put into the
stable in the evening after the day’s toil.
John Gould, who is authority on dairy

produce, if fed to dairy cows and their
milk sold at 2} cents per quart, at least
$85. Whenever milk can be sold at
wholesale at this price, there would seem
to be a good chance to make money by
farming.

Running streams on farms are estimated
far above their value. Contagious dis-
eases among animals have often been
spread by running streams. Whatever
impurities get into them above, of course,
must come below. A good well, with a
good wind mill, is the safest and best in
the long run.

When condensed milk was first intro-
duced, thirty years ago, the idea was
laughed at. The inventor carried the
entire daily sapply for New York city in
a ten-quart pail, delivering it personally
to patrons.. He died worth $7,000,000,
made out of the business, which has
grown to be a gigantic industry.

Unless a farmer can grow better seed
than he can get of reputable seed dealers,
he had better buy all the seed for his
garden. The few he requires will not
cost much, and if he can know that they
are grown apart from other plants of
closely related varieties the boughten
seeds will be more than enough better to
offset the extra outlay of money.
Concentrated foods should never be fed
exclusively. To keepstock on grain, with
but little grass or hay, will result in de-
ranging the digestive organs. This ap-
plies also to the hog, which sometimes is
kept exclusively on grain. A hog that is
given a variety will fatten more rapidly
than one fed whelly on corn, as its diges-
tion will be more perfect.

See to it that your colts have free access
to good water, for they cannot thrive on
a scanty supply, or if it is impure. Im-
pure water hasthe same effect on a horse’s
system that it does ona man’s. Every
tissue of a horse’s body contains a large
percentage of water, even the teeth being
one-tenth water, and this element must
be supplied or young colts will not thrive.
Keep potatoes for table use free from
sprouts. To do this easily and quickly,
procure a strong barrel and put your po-
tatoes to be sprouted in it, a bushel ata
time, jerk the barrel around quickly, so
that the potatoes will be thrown forcibly
against the sides of the barrel. In this
way potatoes can be sprouted much quick-
er‘imd almost as well as if done by hand.

/ CARE OF CARRIAGES.

When a top carriage comes into the
carriage painter’s care for repainting, it
should be his aim to not only give the
leather of the top and dash a good ap-
pearance, comparably with a newly fin-
ished job, but the refinish upon the
leather should be done with the object of
preserving it, so that it will retain as good
an appearance as the other parts of the
carriage as long as possible.

All the so-called “ leather dressings ” in
the market give to the leather a fresh and
good appearance for a short time, but they
do not wear as long as the finishing varn-
ish used upon the carriage; consequently,
a top and dash soon begin to look rusty,
and long before the wood and iron work
of the carriage needs to be revarnished,
they have become so dull and unsightly
that the owner of the carriage really has
cause to be ashamed of them.

The leather upon carriages seems to
bhave no one who is willing to assume re-
sponsibility for its shortcominings. The
trimmer repudiates the care of it. The
patent nostrum man appears periodically,
screaming his dope up to the realms
above everything; but practical use
shows just what the truck is worth.

The harness maker, the blacksmith, the
livery man, and the neighbors, all have a
smear to suggest to undo the shabbiness
of anold top. The painter is usually asked
the leading question, when a carriage
comes into his care: “Can you do any-
thing with that top?” And reference is
made to the dash in a similar way, and it
falls to the painters lot to do sowmething
for the top and dash. He generally buys
a “leather dressing,” for which he is not
responsible in any way, and thus the care
of the leather upon a carriage is taken by
proxy, as it were, for which no one ap-
pears responsible.

All the “top dressings” in the market
are only a kind or quality of asphaltum
varnish. They give a nice appearance to
a top, but they do not keep out water;and
they thicken the leather, and, what is
equally bad, are not durable. \4

When a top is old and pretty well"gone,
leather varnish is as good if not better
than anything else for it, because the
leather is past being spoiled. Fora car-
riage top on its first reappearance in the
paint shop we recommend the following
treatment, a method that has been tried
on livery buggies, etc., during four years,
and has proved itself an excellent one :*

The top should be cleaned thoroughly,
ingide and out,and the rail and joints
made ready to be blacked; then take
boiled oil and put it into some thinned
drop-black, and coat the leather all over
with it, brushing it out well. When this
bas stood half an hour, the places where
the top has been folded, and which are
more or less cracked, will have absorbed
the oil. Go over these spots again ; then

take some soft rags and rub all the oil and

black off so clean that it won’t dirty aclean
piece of rag.

This treatment thoroughly cleans and
polishes the leather, and it fills all the
cracks so that they resist water. Thbis oil

as the enamel on the leather. It freshens
the enamel and gives it a new lease of
life. This oil also keeps the straps soft
better than neat’s-foot oil.

Sometimes a top which has been abused
will take in the oil and look dead at the
badly folded places the next day or so.
These spots should be reoiled and rubbed
dry. This"does not thicken the leather,
and as the oil dries it does not take dirt.
Tops that have been done up four years
in succession by this method look better
that those treated in any other way.

Dashes can be treated with a thin coat
of flat drop-black, and rubbed off clean
with A rag. This cleans the leather,
touches up the scratches, and blackens the
seams. When this is dry, give them
with the most scrupulous care a flowing
coat of wearing body varnish. After four
years of this treatment the dashes of com-
mon ungrained leather looked almost as

good as new.
DISYRIBUTION OF SEED GRAIN.

Wmn. Saunders, director of the Domin-
ion experimental farms,has long interested
himself in the good work of distributing
samples of the most promising varieties of
grain among the farmers, believing that
only in this way could new varieties be
tested properly, and their fitness for all
the varying conditions of soil and climate
of the Dominion be shown. With this
end in view, last year 16,905 sample bags
of promising sorts of grain, weighing three
pounds each, were sent free throngh the
mail to 9,114 farmers residing in different
parts of the Dominion. This large quan-
tity of grain, over twenty-five tons, was all
of first quality, and consisted of the most
promising sorts which have been tested
on the several experimental farms. By
instruction of the hon, minister of agri-
cultures® similar distribution is now in
progress for this year, and already over
3,000 samples have been sent out,and a
large number are being mailed daily. The
object of this distribution isto place in
the hands of good farmers in all parts of
the country samples of the best varieties
of oats, barley, wheat, peas, etc., so that
they may shortly be available for seed in
every district in the county, and event-
ually result in the displacing of poor,
mixed and enfeebled sorts with varieties
possessed of greater vigor and fertility.
The number of samples sent to one appli-
cant is limited to twoin each case, and on
this basis a very large number can still be
be supplied. With careful and judicious
handling, these three pound samples will
generally produce from one to three
bushels the first year, and at the end of
the second season, the grower usually has
seed emough for a large field. The ad-
vantagg resulting from this large distribu-
tion of  the best sorts of grain obtainable
will noldoubt in a few years be generally
manifegt in an improvement in the qual-
ity and'an increase in the quantity of the
averagd grain crops of the Dominion. A
circulay is sent with each sample which
the regipients are expected to fill up and
return at the close of the season, with par-
ticulars as to the character and growth of
the grain. The request is also made that
a sample of not less than one pound of
the product be returned to the central ex-
perimental farm, so that information may
be had as to the measure of success at-
tending its growth. Samples are sent to
applicants as long as the supply lasts.
Letters can be sent to the experimental
farm at Ottawa free of postage.

BUTTER PACKAGES.

We notice the experience of a hutter-
maker, who filled his tubs with nice sweet
bay, poured boiling water on the hay,
closed the tub tightly, and let it remain
so until the tub had absorbed the aroma
of the bhay, and which it imparted to the
butter packed in it. Upon one occasion
he shipped some butter in a new tub,
without having treated the tub to the hay
process, and the butter sold tor less money
than butter packed at the same time in
old tubs treated with steamed hay. If
this is true, and it is easily tried, it offers
a very cheap and easy manner of preserv-
ing the flavor of the butter, in fact adding
to its flavor. We would advise soaking
new tubsin hot brine before treating them
with the steamed hay, 80 as to get rid of
the woody taste as much as possible.
Good butter may be easily spoiled by
putting it in packages that will impart a
bad flavor to it, and if the flavor be bad,
no matter how high the other points of
excellence may rank, the price must suffer.
Butter put up in small packages can be
cheaply protected by lining the package
with parchment paper, which will prevent
all contact of the butter with the package.
It pays to use care in packing butter, for
good butter costs too much skill in the
making to have it injured in the packing.

THE SCOTT ACT.

As Seen by a Visitor to New Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island.

[From the London Times.]
To THE Eprror or THE LoNDoN TIMES :

Sir,—The Gladstonian party reverts
with frequency and evident satisfaction to
the legislation and institutions of the
various divisions of our Colonial Empire
for the purpose of pointing out morals and
adorning their tales. Itis to be hoped
that the author of the new licensing bill
about to be submitted to the house of
commong has studied the working and re-
sults of a somewhat similar measure in
the Dominion of Canada; it affords in-
structive reading and offers plenty of
food for reflection. The Canada Temper-
ance or, as it is locally better known, the
Scott act was, it is needless to mention,
introduced and passed by a reform gov-
ernment in 1878. No meusure, it is safe
to assert, that has become law since the
confederation of the various provinces has
caused more controversy and bitter feeling
throughout the Dominion. It enacts that
on a petition being signed by at least one
fourth of all the electors of any given
district the governor-general in council
may issue a proclamation naming a day
on which the votes of the electors are to
be taken for or against the petition.
Should the petition be carried, an order
in council may be issued bringing into
force that portion of the act which pro-
vides that “ no person shall, within such
county or city, by himeelf, his clerk, ser-
vant, or agent, expose or keep for sale, or
directly or indirectly, on any pretence or
any device, sell or barter, or in considera-
tion of the purchase of any other property
give to any person any intoxicating
liquor.” Such order in council cannot be
revoked until the expiration of three
years, and then only after a petition and
an election. The violation of this act is
punishable for the first and second offences
by fine, and on the third conviction by
imprisonment not exceeding two months.
On referring to the statistical year-book of
Canada for the year 1891 I find that dur-
ing thirteen years, voting has only oc-
curred in eighty-two places, and it says
much for the common sense of the Cana-
dian public that of these only seven were
so-called cities or towns — i. e., possessing
a population of over 5,000 inhabitants. It
was at the end of 1891 in force in only
thirty-three of th® counties. In sixteen
districts the Act was defeated and not
submitted again, and in twenty-eight it
was carried the first time and rejected the
second. Since 1887 only thirty-seven
“elections have been held, five of which
have been successful, most of the same
being caused by the desire of the majority
of the voters to take the earliest oppor-
tunity of ridding themselves of the seven
devils of intolerance which they had ae-
cepted in lieu of the demon intemperance.
In the county Middlesex a majority of
3,375 becomes a minority of 2,538; in
Simcoe a majority of 1,183, a minority of
3,102; in Lambton a majority of 2,919, a
minority of 1,330, etc. Amongst the few
cities which have paid any atténtion to
the act, Hamilton, Brantford, Kingston,
and 8t. John, N. B., promptly and deci-
sively rejected the measuare, and Guelph,
after suffering for three years, 'verted by
a two to one vote. It is, however, in
Charlottetown and Fredericton where the
results of this act of folly bave been visible
in all their glory. In both places popular
feeling has run so high that it is with
difficulty thatserious disorders have been
avoided. I visited Charlottetown in 1890.
Most of the hotels were closed, the regular
restaurants and bars were supposed to be
shut, many of the principal proprietors
were in gaol. All visitors complained. It
was impossible to obtain even a glass of
beer or claret in public at table, and yet
liquor was to be had on all sides, in cel-
lars, back rooms, chemists’ shops, and
liquor of the worst possible quality. The
inbabitants took immense pride in show-
ing strangers their utter defiance of the
law and the various ingenious subterfuges
by which it could be evaded. In 1891, 1
again visited the capital of Prince Edward
Island. After a mighty struggle the Act
had just been defeated by fourteen votes,
and as a result no licensing system of any
sort existed. Any individual could supply
liquor, and the consequence of this victory
of popular feeling over the intolerance of
temperance fanatics was to stimulate peo-
ple to excesses never dreamed of before
thei roduction of the distasteful measure.
On a visit to Fredericton both the leading
hotels were found to be closed, stagnation
reigned complete, tourists were driven
from the town for lack of accommodation,
and the shopkeepers complained bitterly
that their trade was being ruined by the
working of the act. Canada is, happily,
not a country where intemperance is
particularly prominent, but, on the other
hand, it cannot be shown that actual de-
crease in drunkenness has taken place
where prohibition holds sway. No sensi-
ble person will for a moment deny that any
measure calculated to alleviate the terri-
ble curse of intemperance would have the
cordial support of all parties. Very few
will deny that the present number of pub-
lic houses, gin palaces, etc., should be re-
duced. Rigotry and intolerance are, how-
ever, likely to fail in" England as they
have failed in Canada. .

TABLE ETIQUETTE IN JAPAN.

Some of the Customs Which Must be ob-
served to Avoid Giving Offence.

In Japan the usual dinner hours are 4.
6.and 7. As soon as the guests are seated
on the mats, two, and sometimes three,
small, low, Jacquered - tables are brought
toeach. On theone immediately in front
of him the guest finds seven little colored
bowls, with the next hisleft hand rice,
next his right fermented bean soup, the
others containing fish, roast fowl boiled
meat, raw fish in vinegar, and a stew of
vegetables. On the second table will be
five other bowls, consisting of two soups
(one of carp) more raw fish, fowl, and
kurage—a kind of jelly fish. The third, a
very small table, should hold three bowls
of baked shell fish, lobster and fish soup.
Except at great set feasts a beginning is
made with the rice, and here the etiquette
is very strict, and as complicated as the
old forfeit game. *“Here’s the health to
Cardinal Puff.” Take up the chopsticks
with the right hand, remove the cover of
the rice bowl with the same hand, transfer
it to the left and place it to the left of the
table. Then remove the cover of the bean
soup and place it on the rice cover.

Next take up the rice bowl with the
right hand, pass it to the left, and eat two
mouthfuls with the chopsticks, and then
drink (the word drink must be used here)
once from the soup bowl. And so on with
the other dishes, never omitting to eat
some rice between the mouthfuls of meat,
fish, vegetables, or soup. Rice wine goes

around from the beginning of the meal.
The most trivial breaches of etiquette are
unpardonable sins, and they are gibbeted
by certain names. One is drinking spup
immediately on receiving a bowl of it
_without first depositing it on the table;
another is hesitating whether to eat soup,
drink soup, or eat something else; a third
‘s after eating of one dish to begin on
another without going back to the rice.
For cakes the guest must bhe provided
with pieces of paper ad hoc. He should
pick up the cake with the chopsticks,
place in a piece of paper, break it two,
and eat the right piece first.

These minutiz are nothing to those of
tea drinking or cha-no-you, which proper-
ly takes place at noon, and the ritual of
which was fixed by a master of the art
who flourished in the fifteenth century.
One sosho, or master of the polite arts,
goes so far as to lay down as the essential
of a tea party purity, peace, reverence,
and detachment from all earthly cares.
“Without these,” said the sage, “ we ean
never hope to have a perfect tea party.”

RIOTS IN BAHAMAS.

New York, AprriL 24.— The Herald’s
Nassaun correspondent says;  On the re-
moval of the British troops from Nassau,
the Bahamas Government sent to Barba-
does and there had enlisted a company of
men, under the command of Capt. Sear-
moth, to form the Bahamas constabulary.
For the past few months there have been
several complaints about the brutal way in
which these men have done their duty. A
constable was ill-treating a littlle black boy
on April 8. A colored man who saw it
threatened to report him. The constable
let the boy go and rushed at the man and
knocked him down. On April 13, there
was an act of brutality perpetrated in
Grantstown, a part of Nussau, in which
most of the blacks live. The people were
so incensed that they came out 2000 strong.
They burned the guard room and beat
the constable and Captain Searmoth ter-
ribly. A constable had his brains knock-
ed out in the city two days later. When
his brothers in arms heard this, they
turned out with fixed bayonets and cleared
the streets, wounding one man dangerous-
ly, and only after a great amount of trouble
the Governor, Sir Ambrose Shea, and the
Inspector of Police got the men back to
the barracks. ~ A British war vessel has
been telegraphed for. It is expected the
blacks will make an assault on the cons-
tabulary barracks.

QE LIFTS A HORSE.

Astonishing Exhibition of Stremgth by
Mrs. Mary Karsson,

Yucca is a wonder. She is conceded to
be the strongest wowan of modern times,
and her exploits of strength have been
talked about all over the country. At
present she is giving an exhibition up at
Madison Square garden, New York, where
she daily lifts a horse weighing 1,622
pounds, and to watch her at work you
wonder if there is anything she cannot
accomplish with those marvellous shoul-
’ders and arms. She is a perfect specimen
of physical development; tall, handsome
and of commanding presence. Some of
her measurements are as follows: Chest,
44} inches ; neck, 15} inches ; forearm, 11}
inches; biceps, 13} inches; calf, 15} inches;
thigh, 26 inches ; waist, 34 inches ; weight,
192 pounds; height, 5 feet 7 inches.

Yucca was born in San Fancisco in 1864
and her real name is Mary A. Karsson.
Undoubtedly her strength was inherited
from her parents who were Swedish and
German, and possessed of great strength.

Yucca says that, although she had al-
ways been very fond of athletic exercises,
she never realized that she had more than
ordinary strength until her marriage sev-
eral years ago. Her husband had given
several exhibitions of his own strength
and skill, and he at once recognized the
wonderful power his wife possessed. He
at once started on a regular and systematic
training with her, increasing the weights
each day until her muscles were like tem-
pered steel, and she has developed into a
marvelously strong woman.

When asked where the greatest strain
came in these great lifts, Yucca replied
that it depended upon what kind of a
weight it was. In carrying three men
around the strain came directly on the
neck, but in lifting a horse the shoulders
bore the burden.

She is in a crouching position when first
starting to raise the horse and platform
from the ground, and the idea is to
straighten herself up to an upright posi-
tion, lifting the horse as she does. The
platform is then swung back and forth
two or three times before letting the horse
down again.

In lifting with her teeth a trick which
Yucca used to do, the weight came on the
jaws and muscles of the neck, and not on
the teeth as alwayssupposed. The frame-
work which fits in the mouth has pad-
ded covering and protects the teeth, and
by placing the frame deep down in the
mouth the strain is thrown on the jaws.
One secret of Yucca’s perfect health is
the systematic way in which she regulates
herliving. She rises atsix a. m., whether
she has an engagement or not, and walks

pone mile before breakfast at the rate of six

miles an hour. On her return she is rub-
bed down thoroughly and then eats her
breakfast, which consists of mutton chops,
tea, toast, ete.

After breakfast she works at the wrist
machine to develop her wrists, and then
spends fifteen minutes on a spring-board,
which develops the muscles of the legs.
She also uses dumb-bells, chest expander,
etc., which assist in giving her chest, hips
and arms additional strength. After thi
exercise she takes a long walk, always care
rying a ball in each hand to strengthen
her grip.

Her dinner consists of roast mutton or
beef, tea and toast, with vegetables that
are in season ;. while her supper always
consists of farinaceous food. Equal parts
of witch-hazel oil and rum is what Yucca
uses for any soreness or lameness of the
limbs.

“I never overtax my strength,” she said
with a laugh, “because I increase the
weights gradually. If done in a hygienic
manner, your strength increases with the
demands put upon it.”

Yucca was the first strong woman to
wear the Roman costume in her work.
Her gown is made of royal purple and
gold plush trimmed with gold embroidery.

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WHAT IS WANTED.

During the last session of the dominion
parliament there was evinced a strong
feeling in the direction of lessening the
burdens of the tarifft. There were un-
mistakable signs of uneasiness all along
the line, and some strong representations
were made to the governments in many
cases by their own supporters in parlia-
ment, to reduce the duties on certain
manufactured articles, and give the people
« freer system of trade. These manifes-
tations of dissatisfaction were unnoticed
by the government, and the demand for
tariff reform fell on deaf ears. Out of
deference to the voice of the people, how-
ever, the governmgnt were at last forced
to take some acti;f in the matter, and so
they promised “to make inquiries” dur-
ing recess. It seems that the goverment
are now making the promised “inquiries.”
They are, according to the reports indus-
triously circulated in the tory press, in-
terviewing the manufacturers of Upper
Canada for the purpose of getting the
views and opinions of these gentlemen on
the question of protection. This is the
height of absurdity, and is only a device
of the government to temporize with a
matter of supreme importarce to the
people of Canada. It is paramount to
asking a professional beggar his opinion
of almsgiving. The answer isa foregone
conclusion. The system of high protec-
tion, against which the great mass of the
people of Canada in common with the
United States are setting their faces, has
been inflicted upon the country, profes-
sedly in the interest of the manufacturer,
and has been perpetuated by their as-
sistance. Of course they will impress
upon the government the necessity of re-
taining the old policy in principle, and
practically in all its obnoxious and injur-
ious details. But of what real value will
the opinions of these gentlemen be?
They may serve the purpose of the gov-
ernment for a time, but they cannot and
will not be taken as the verdict of the
people on the matter.

If the government want to feel the
pulse of the country on the question of
tariff reform, let them interview the farm-
ers, and the lumbermen, the shipbuilders
and the fishermen, and the great mass of
the people who have to live, not only
without artificial assistance, but often in
spite of it, and they will have succeeded
in getting an opinion that is worth some-
thing. ILet them then shape a trade
policy for the future, based upon the re-
sults of these interviews, and the fault
will not be theirs if the people are not
more prosperous and contented.

One thing the government may be sure
of: the people will not be humbugged by
these “cooked” interviews with inter-
ested and predjudiced manufacturers;
they have made up their minds to have
tariff reform in fact, and they will have it.

THE LIBERAL CONVENTION:

The liberals of Sunbury & Queens are
called to meet in convention at Upper
Gagetown on Wednesday, the 7th day of
June next. The object of the convention
is two-fold. In the first place the two
counties, which have been united for
election purposes by the dominion redis-
tribution act, will be thoroughly organized
with a view to active campaign work when
the next dominion election takes place.
As this will be the first general meeting
of the liberals of the two counties since
their almalgamation as above mentioned,
it is highly important that every parish
in both Sunbury and Queens should be
well represented. As every liberal ig
asked to attend the convention, there
should be no difficulty in a large and en-
thusiastic representation from every lo-
cality. It should be the determined and
avowed object of the liberals of these two
old river counties to leave no stone un-
turned to have the first representative
from the united counties a straight liberal.
That this can be done by hearty and con-
certed action is generally admitted.

In addition to organizing the counties
as above mentioned, the convention will
also be called on to elect delegates to at-
tend the general convention of the liberals
of Canada to be held at Ottawa on the
twentieth of June. As matters materially
affecting the future policy of the liberal
party will be discussed and determined
upon at Ottawa it is important that a full
delegation should be sent from every
county.

The committee of management, Messrs.
Charles Burpee, ex-M. P. and L. P. Ferris,
M. P. P., will endeavor to make suitable
arrangements to accommodate by boat
all who wieh to attend. Let there be
a grand rally!

THE ST. JOHN SHRIEVALITY.

The matter of the shrievalty of St. John
has been settled by the appointment of
H. L. Sturdee to that position. The
other applicant for the office was H.J.
Thorne, a former resident of this city.
The appointment was one which affected
only the question of local patronage in
the city and county of St. John, both
gentlemen being staunch supporters of
the government, and both competent to
fill the position creditably. Both appli-
cants had strong claims upon the govern-
ment which could not easily be over-
looked. Under the generally recognized
system of the bestowal of government
patronage, however, the government
would have to be mainly inflnenced by
the recommendation of the supporters of
the government representing the county,
and the defeated candidates for the city.
This is no doubt the reason why ample
time and opportunity were given to the
friends of both applicants to try to secure
for their man the necessary recommen-
dation. Mr. Sturdee seems to have been |
the fortunate man in this respect, and he
was accordingly appointed sheriff. He is
a lawyer of good standing, a liberal in
dominion politics, and it is generally ad-
mitted that he will fill the office credit-
ably and satisfactorily.

THE NAVAL REVIEW.

The great naval review in New York
harbor has called together the largest
fleet of warships, reprgsenting every
nation, ever seen on this side of the At-
lantic. Among all the ships of war which
took part in the great event it is admitted
on all sides that the British cruiser Blake
was “the daddy of them all.” She was
awarded the place of honor in the review,
and according to the accounts in the
American press, she did not prove herself
unworthy of the compliment paid her
and the nation which she represented.
When it is remembered that the Blake
by no means represents the best type of

the British warship, it can be readily un-
derstood that England’s prestige as mis-
tress of the seas was not impaired by the
part she took in the great sea fair in
Hampton Roads. The sight of the Eng-
lishman and the Yankee sailing side by
side out of New York harbor, with the war-
ships of the other European powers fol-
lowing in their wake, and saluting each
other with their respective national airs,
was indeed a great object lesson, and
shows that in spite of the sensational
despatches of news agents in the great
centres, the men who control the nation’s
destinies are looking towards peace rather
than war.

DETECTIVE DOINGS.

at the Scott Act Trials Be-
fore the P, M.

Evidence

The principal topic discussed during the
week has been the Scott act trials, the first
shot of which was fired on Saturday after-
noon when a so-called detective appeared at
the police court in a trial, on complaint of
Miss Jessie Hooper vs. the Queen hotel. J.
W. McCready appeared for the prosecution
and J. A. Vanwart, Q. C., for the defence.
The charge was for keeping liquor for sale.

William Bragdon was called to give testi-
mony. William was a sturdy, well built
man of about thirty-five years of age, five
feet, eight or nine inches high, brown hair,
and sharp, well-shaven face. In answer to
Mr. McCready he said that he had visited
the above named hotel on the fourth of
March last and Mad had a drink of brandy,
that on the same day and place he hought
and paid for a bottle of brandy. The bottle
|/he produced from an inside pocket, suitably

inscribed with the date and place of sale.

Cross examined by Mr. Vanwart he said
that he belonged at present to Woodstock,
but believed he was born at Nackawick, was
not certain of this however, but had heard
his parents say so. On the 21st of February
last had a conversation with Mr. Colpitts at
Woodstock who gave him three dollars and
told hnm to go to Fredericton, to the Salva-
tion army barracks there and enquire for
Miss Jessie Hooper when he would learn
his work. On the 22nd he left Woodstock
for Fredericton via McAdam, and met Miss
Hooper at E. C. Freeze's in the presence of
Mrs. Freeze. Hung around the town a few
days and then went back to Woodstock via
St. Marys. Before going had visited Miss
Hooper and received five dollars. Remained
in this town till the 8th of March when on
account of the presence of legislators from
Woodstock went out of the way for a time.
Returned three days after the house closed
and had been in town since. Visited Miss
Hooper at Freeze's occasionally and re-
ceived in all from her $45. Mrs. Freeze was
present at all these meetings. Bragdon said
he was the one who had twenty-three con-
victions made at Woodstock last year; that
his wife at that time had received one hun-
dred dollars, could not say whether this
sum was given to her as payment for his
work in the Scott act. Had at that time
been taken out in the country on the
Centreville road and been kept for two days
so that he could not be found by violators
of the act.

He presented six charges in all that day,
first offences in each case. He spent some
time at the various stations between this city
and Woodstock, both on the eastern and
western side of the river.

John O'Neill vs. Hugh Edgar for keeping
liquor for sale was the first of the Scott act
cases called on Friday. J. W. McCready
appeared for the prosecution and Wesley
Vanwart for defence. s

William Bragdon (spy-detective) was also
called in this trial and said: Knew Edgar
(pointed him out) had visited Edgar’s place
on the 27th of February, asked for Edgar
and found him at breakfast, went in the
house and told Edgar he wanted to get a
phial of liquor. Edgar took him out in the
yard to the back part of the hotel where
there was a small building, saw a man
coming towards them, Edgar said * that man
will give you what you want.”” Went into
the building after the man and asked to
have a bottle filled with brandy; had it
filled and paid twenty-five cents for it,
belieyed it was dark brandy, it was intoxicat-
ing and tasted it, had since kept the liquor
locked in a tin box.

Cross-examined said: The man he got
the liquor from was coming from the barn,
believed the yard was common to Edgar,
had never been in the place before, stopped
the night before at Mr. Clark’s, when he
bought the liquor, his object was to see who
were violating the laws, had money to pay
his expenses right along, made his agree-
ment with Mr. Colpitts, of Woodstock, his
pay was not regulated by the number of
convictions made. This closed the case.
Magistrate reserved judgment till Wednes-
day. There were cases against the Barker
house, J. B, Grieves, Mrs. Linforth, E, A.

The River.

The ice ran out Monday evening at Wood-
stock. There was a tremendous big jam at
Andover which broke in the afternoon and
came down with a rush, carrying the smaller
jams farther down along with it. The
water was quite low when the ice began to
move, but quickly rose four or five feet,
greatly accelerating the current. Much of
the ice was heavy and thick and rushed
along with great force.

Tuesday morning there was general ex-
citement on learning that one of the new
granite piers of the bridge was badly dam-
aged by the crash of the ice jam. This pier
stands furthest out in the channel on the
east side of thié island, and where the cur-
rent is very strong.

DR. BROWN'S DEATH.

—_——

A Well Enown and Popular Physician
Passes Away.

The tidings were heard with deep regret
that, at 5 p. m. on Tuesday, the 25th inst.,
Dr. T. Clowes Brown of this city had passed
away by death. Only a few days since and
the doctor appeared in his usual health and
spirits. On Sunday last he attended St.
Ann’s church, and while there complained
of feeling unwell. On Monday morning
his right side was paralyzed.

He was a son of the late John Brown of
Maugerville, Sunbury county. He studied
medicine with the late Dr. Connell of Wood-
stock, and graduated at Philadelphia. He
practised his profession for some years at
Douglas. In 1884 he became surgeon of the
C. R, I,, then established. His first wife
was Miss Harriet Smith of Douglas, who
died in 1890; his second wife, who survives
him, was Miss Etta Arnold of Stissex.

Dr. Brown on account of his extensive
practice was the best known physician of
the city. He was cordial with all and had
a wide circle of friends throughout the
country. This city meets with a heavy
loss by his death. As a member of the
Episcopal ¢hurch heé was ever active in
promoting its interests here and elsewhere.
Perhaps nowhere is he more sincerely
mourned than by the officers and men of
the infantry school. He was held in the
highest esteem by his brother officers, while
the men always looked for and received the
fullest consideration. Deceased was born
on May 22nd, 1838, and was in his 55th year.

The funeral took place on Thursday
afternoon from his late residence, corner
Brunswick and Regent streets, at 2 p. m.,
conducted by the Canadian regiment of
infantry. The procession formed as fol-
lows:

The hearse and casket were literally
covered with the choicest flowers, lilies
and immortelles, the last sad tokens of
respect for the dead. They included a mag-
nificent coronet from the Royal Arcanum

of which deceased was a member; a large

cross from Mrs. Brown; large cross with
word * Father,” from Dr. Frank Brown;
crescent from Miss Jessie Brown; large
maltese cross from R. 8. Barker; a very
handsome pillow, a tribute of esteem from
his brother physicians of York county, with
the words “ At Rest;” cross from Mrs. E. B.
Winslow; cross from 8t. Mary’s choir;
wreath from Mayor Beckwith ; wreath from
Miss Carman, and large crescent from Mrs.
W. H. Jones, 8t. John. 8t. Marys choir
attended in a body.

The pall bearers were: Major Loggie,
Major Beckwith, Major Cropley, Capt. Boone
and Lieuts. Hawthorne and Fisher. Resi-
dent physicians who were present were:
Dr’s Coburn, Coulthard, Crocket, Vanwart,
McLearn, Torrens, Seety, and Sharp of
Marysville. The cortege moved up Bruns-
wick street to Westmorland, and to St.
Ann’s church. At the cornets of Carleton.
York and Westmorland streets there were
large crowds, many of whom joined in with
the procession. The sidewalks were also
crowded, many people being in from the
country.

After the services at the church the pro-
cession formed going to Forest Hill ceme-
tery where the interment took place.
