Victoria, B. C., Jan. 24.—A great 
marine disaster haa occurred near 
Carmanah, off the west coast of Van­
couver Island. The atr. Valencia of 
San Francisco, a regular liner calling 
between pointe in California and Wash­
ington, Victoria and the north, and 
which was due in Victoria last night, 
was wrecked off Cape Beale, goimi 
ashore on a rocky and perilous place. 
The first news of the disaster reached 
Captain Gandin, receiver of wrecks, 
late yesterday afternoon upon the ar­
rival of nine çfthe enrvivora in a boat 
which succeeded in landing at Tele­
graph Hnt, on the coaet, several miles 
from the scene of the disaster. Infor­
mation obtainable from them-«s to the 
oea of life when the Valencia etrnck 

and the crew and passengers took to 
the boats, is of the vaguest sort. There 
were considerably over one hundred 
persons on board. Patterson, the 
lighthouse keeper at Cape Beale, wired 
that sixty persona had been drowned, 
and asked that assistance be rnehed 
from Victoria at the earliest moment. 
Five honre have elapsed since the 
first intelligence of the lose of the Val­
encia, and little farther information 

‘has come to hand. All the people can 
do now is to wait in terror for tidings 
from the crews of vessels which are 
harrying thither, the first of which 
cannot reach there before ten o’clock 
to-day. The vessel is reported to be 
against a cliff and the survivors who 
reached shore near Carmanah are the 
on'y men who can famish details of the 
affair. They have already told their 
story, although a disconnected one. 
The reason the vessel proceeded eo far 
north and how she came to strike on 
the coast still remains unexplained. 
The passenger list is not yet obtain­
able, bat Victorians are looking on the 
present veseei for W. H. Langney, the

well known local barrister, and bis 
bride, formerly Mies Rales. Another 
bridal couple on board are A. Downey 
of Saanich end wif», the latter a Mias 
Camp. J. Lyl», a former parser of the 
Roealie, aod Mr. Fay, and insurance 
mao, were also on board.

The Canadian militia department will 
train about forty-five thousand men during 
the present year. The establishment will 
oonsiat of 29,624 Infantry of all ranks 
6,325 cavalry, 5,135 artillery, 780 engineers, 
185 guides, 166, army service corps, 1,568 
army medioal corps, and 90 signallers 
This makes a total of 44,801 of the volante 
er militia whioh will constitute the train 
ing establishment for all the provinces of 
Canada. The number is slightly below 
what the foroe was last year on paper 
though it is better balanced and more 
effective. The reduction is due to placing 
on the reserve the supernnmary officers 
and non-commissioned officers who con- 
atitued what Lord Dundonald called the 
second line. It was found that a doable 
set of officers for the various arms of the 
service did not give good results so the 
officers and men have been fixed at proper 
relative proportions. The increased ef 
fectiveness of the militia as a whole is 
shown by the fact that while its number is 
slightly less owing to the redaction in the 
number of officers, the number of nnite is 
greater by six batteries of artillery, two 
regiments of infantry, and two of cavalry, 
There is an increase in the permanent force 
from 1,009 to 4,677. This Is for the pur­
pose of providing garrisons for Halifax 
and Esquimault.

A Modern Martyr.

The lives of Oatbolios missionaries 
have been too little known to the 
public of this oountry, and doubtlees 
many will welcome among the books 
of the season the life story of one of 
those intrepid emissaries who leave 
all to spend their days among strange 
peoples, who look upon death as 
gain, and seek martyrdom as a re­
ward. Sach w&sTheophane Venard, 
whose letters have jnst been edited 
by Rev. James Anthony Walsh 
director of the Society for the Pro­
pagation of the Faith in Boston.

Father Walsh has entitled his book 
“ A Modern Martyr,” and has woven 
his narrative partly from original 
eources and partly from an earlier 
translation of the martyr's letters 
made by the present Lady Herbert, 
of England, mother of the late Sir 
Michael Herbert.

Tbeophane Venard, the hero of 
this true story, was ordained priest 
at Paris in May, 1854, along with 
the late Abbe Hogan, of St. John’r 
Seminary, Brighton, and a score of 
other young men from different paru 
of the world.

While Father Hognn remained ic 
Paris, where later, daring the Com­
munist uprising he was imprisoned 
and barely escaped massacre, Tbeo- 
pbane Venard, only twenty vhre 
years old at the time, left France e 
few mcn'hs after his ordination fo 
Tonquin, at the southeast corner of 
China, and after nine years was be­
headed.

The parting of this yonng apostle 
from his family, his experiences in 
Tonqnin during a peiiod of relentless 
persecution, bis privations, capture 
and martyrdom are all vividly and 
beautifully tcld in the letters which 
passed between the yonng martyr 
and his family. And bis devotion 
to his telatives throws a light on 
family life in Fiance with which 
few ere familiar.

This devotion displays itself espr. 
oially toward his sister, whom he 
called “part of his very life;” and 
toward his younger brmber Ease- 
bin5, who afterwards became a priest, 
and is today the veneral-le rare of e 
email parish in the Diocese of Poit- 
iere.

Father Walsh, the editor of this 
life, is a personal friend of Father 
Eusebius Venard, and has twice been 
a guest of the latter at his presby­
tery in Assai, on which occasions he 
eeonred the photographs which illus­
trate the work.

The spirit of modern martyrs, as 
manifested in this life of Tbeophane 
Venard, is difficult for those who

ate These letters reed more like 
a narrative of the esrly Diocleten 
persecutions than like a record of 
contemporary events. Surely truth 
is stronger than fiction.

Here is a young man who thirsts 
not for the apostolate alone, hot for 
martyrdom. At nine years of age, 
on the hillside of his native town, in­
spired by the life of another martyi- 
mieeionary, he declares his wish : 
h And t, top, will go to Ton^ain, end 
f, too, will be • martyr.’’

Twenty-three years later, a pris­
oner writing from his cage in Ton- 
quin on the eve of hie decapitation, 
he recalled these prophetic words 
end gloried in their approaching ful­
filment.

Hie courage was magnificent. 
With the prospect of an awful death 
fseiog him, he was even gay, “ as if 
he were going to a feast," hie cap­
tors remarked. Offered h:s release 
if he would abjure his faith, he sil­
enced his persecutors once for all by 
bis indignant refusal to consider for 
s moment such a thought.

The several letters which he writes 
daring his captivity are rich in po­
etry and beautiful for the religious 
sentiment which they express.

The thought displayed in some of 
them is nothing short of sublime. 
In writing, e. g., to bis Bishop and 
life-long friend, he breaks out into 
this prayer, “ When my head falls 
nnder the axe of the executioner, 
receive it, O loving Jesus, Immacu­
late Mother, as the bunch of ripe 
grapes falls under the scissors—as 
the full-grown rose which has been 
gathered in your honor."

Sending his last words of love to 
his sister, be says : “ It is midnight.
Around my wooden cage I see noth­
ing but banners and long sabres. In 
one corner of the ball where my 
cage is placed a group of soldiers are 
playing at cards, another group at 
‘draught#.’ From time to time the 
sentries strike the hours of night on 
their drums or tom-toms. Abont 
two feet from my cage a feeble oil- 
lamp throws a vacillating light on 
this sheet of Chinese paper, and en­
ables me to trace these few lines.

“ From day to day I expect my 
sentence. Perhaps to-morrow I 
shall be led to execution. Happy 
death which conducts pie to the 
portals of eternal life. According 
'o ell human probability I shell be 
beheaded, a glorious shame of which 
heaven will be the price J

“ At this news, darling sister, you 
will shed tears, but they should be 
tears of joy. Think of your brother 
with the aureole of the martyrs, and 
bearing in bis hand the palm of vic­
tory."

The end was not distant when the 
following exquisite lines were writ­
ten :

January 20, 1861.
My Very Dear, Most Honored and 

Much-Loved Father,—1 have not had 
to endure torture like jpany of my 
friends.

Having put it on, he calmly ap­
peared before the mandarine; and 
when the sentence ol death had been 
pronounced he took up his parable 
and made a little speech.

This was a formal declaration that 
he had gone to Tonquin only to teach 
the true religion, and that he was 
going to die for the same cause.

He ended by saying to hie judges :
“ One day we shall meet sgain at 

the tribunal of God." The mandarin 
of justice arose hastily and exclaim­
ed, “I will have no kiaolesee.”

The convoy was ordered to start 
at once.

The place of the execution was 
about half an hour from the man­
darin’s house, and when they had 
arrived the soldiers formed a great 
circle to keep back the crowd, which 
was enormous. They took off his 
chain, and with a hammer loosened 
the nails which fastened the ring 
abont his neck and ankles Then 
the soldiers pushed all outside tbe 
circle.

The executioner was a hideous 
hunchback, who had already decapi­
tated four priests on March 25,1860, 
and had begged to be allowed to per­
form this horrible office, that he 
might have the martyr's clothes. 
He began by asking as of an ordin­
ary criminal what be would give to 
be executed promptly and well.

The answer he received was-. 
“ The longer it lasts the better it 
will be." Seeing that Father Ven- 
ard’e clothes were new and clean, hie 
whole anxiety was to get them with­
out any stains of blood. The mis­
sionary took off all his clothes except 
his trousers. His elbows were then 
tightly tied behind his back, forcing 
him to hold up his head for the fatal 
stroke.

This book tells an unusual story 
for these days, but it is on that ac­
count the more interesting. It will 
be read by all with profit, irrespect­
ive of creed, and will help to make 
all classes realise more perfectly the 
heroism which in these latter days, 
as well as in the days of the cata­
combs, can be inspired by an unsel­
fish, Christian life.

The Cross of Cong.
(From John J*. Stoddard's Lecture 

on Jreland.)

Not far from Trinity College, Dub­
lin, stands a handsome edifice known 
as the new museum of Dublin. 
Within its walls are many objects of 
transcendent value not only to the 
student of ethinology and arche- 
ulogy, but to all visitors who take 
tbe slightest interest in specimens 
of gold and silver handicraft, woioh 
would in any age win admiration, 
but which are truly wonderful, when 
one considers the time and place of 
their production.

The most remarkable of these is 
a sacred relinquary, called tbe Cross 
of Cong, designed as its inscription 
states, to contain a portion of the 
true cross.

It consists primarily of a cross of 
oak, two and a half feet higb( with 
arms that measure from onetx'rem- 
ity to tbe other about eighteen 
inches.

This oaken frame, however, is 
oheathed in copper, which is, in its 
turn, covered with a beautifully de­
signed and exquisitely finished fila 
gree of gold.

Originally eighteen gems were set 
along tbe arms and shaft, thirteen of 
which are still in place, while in tbe 
centre is a large quariz crystal, cov­
ering a ornoitorm of a piece of wood, 
apparently much older than the rest. 
This, it is believed, ia the relic ol 
Christ’s Passion for which the shrine 
was made,

The arobeaologioal interest of this 
reliquary rivals even its artistic 
value, for it is possible from its 
lettering to lèarn not only the ap­
proximate date of the production 
bat also the names of the patron who 
commended it and the artisan who 
made it. Along tbe edges of the 
oroes have been engraved five sen­
tences. the first of which stales in 
Latin :

“In this case is preserved the 
Cross upon which suffered tbe foun­
der of the world.”

Tbe other four inscriptions are in 
the Irish language, and request pray­
ers first for Turlougb O'Connor, 
“ The King ol Brin for whom this 
ehrine waa made," then for the Arch­

bishop and Biabop of Connaught 
under whose supervision it waa cot- 
strncted ; and finally for Mali-u 
O’Eohan its artificer,

Tbe mention of these personage s 
fixes the dste of work as being early 
in tbe twelfth century probsbly in 
1123 A.D., for the ecclesiastics re­
ferred to are well known to readers 
of Church history and were connected 
with the beautiful Augustiniau Cong 
Abbey where the Cross of Cong was 
reverently kept untill the ruin and 
abandonment of the noble edifice. 
The last mitred Abbot subsequently 
found it in a chest of oak in a little 
cottage in the village of Abbotslown, 
where it bad probably been placed by 
pious bands at the period of tbe 
Reformation, and where it had for 
more than two centuries lain conceal­
ed.

Turlougb O’Couor by whose order 
the work was undertaken, was even 
better known than these Church 
Fathers since be was one of the best 
and most renowned of Irish kings his 
reign having lasted more than fifty 
years. This illustrious monarch was 
called the Augustus of western Eu- 
ope, and was distinguished for his 
culture and munificence, and for his 
patronage of art, especally where it 
illustrated and enriched religion.

Of the artist himself, however, no­
thing but hi» name is known; and this 
has been preserved us only because 
be inscribed it on his masterpiece, 
tbe last of all, humbly entreating those 
who looked upon his work to pray 
for him, as well for the king and pre­
lates. After all it is of him that we 
think longest here. His birth, con­
dition, history, the school where he 
acquired bis skill, his death, his 
burial place—of all these we know 
nothing ; but we are touched to find 
at tbe foot of this memorial of Cal­
vary, hts name, as if his soul still 
lingered there in prayer. Nearly 
eight hundred years have passed since 
his deft fingers pressed the last gold 
spiral into place. The brain that 
planned, the hands that fashioned it, 
the eyes that probably grew dim at 
parting from the precious object of 
his toil, have long since mingled with 
the elements, but the fair reliquary, 
which no doubt sums up the work and 
aspiration of his life, has happily sur­
vived tbe storms of centuries almost 
intact, and in the centuries to come, 
when it will probably be treasured 
still more tenderly than in the past 
each lover of the beautiful, as he 
thinks of Malisu O’Ecbao, will answer 
his petition with the heart-felt utter­
ance : May he rest in peace I

Apropos tbe recent festivities on 
occasion of the four hundredth an­
niversary of the Pope’s Swiss Guard, 
it is interesting to note that this body 
originated with the warrior Pope 
Julius II , in 1505. Originally this 
famous body was described as “ Prae 
torian Guards of the Pope’s Person 
and Palace." Their commander 
was Caspar von Silenen, a nobleman 
from Lucerne, and it has become tra­
ditional that the commander of the 
Swiss Guard shall always be a noble­
man and always from Lucerne, as is 
the case with the prest colonel, Karl 
Pyffer von Altishofer. There was 
only one interruption in the existence 
of the Swiss Guard, after tbe sack of 
Rome by the Constable of Bourbon 
when they barricaded themselves in 
St. Peter’s and were massacred to a 
man. After that the Pope went went 
twentyvone years without reorganiz­
ing them-

The Roman correspondent of the 
“ New Free Press," of Vienna, says 
the formalities for the reception of 
Princess Eoa of Battenberg into the 
Church, prior to her marriage with 
the King of Spain, have been ar­
ranged, Father Yj'hitraee, rector of 
San Silvestro, Rome, and confessor 
of the Queen Dowager of Italy, will 
instruct the Princess and officiate at 
the ceremony of the profession ol 
faith. This news is quoted, without 
remark, by out patholiç contempor­
ary of Madrid, “ El Universe.P

The Chinese Government has con­
ferred the dignity of mandarin upon 
the Right Rev. Efren Giesenf Francis 
can, who is Vicar Apostolic of North 
ern Sban-Tqng, China. The worthy 
prelate was born in Amsterdam in 
|868. He joined the Order ol St. 
Francis when 18 years of age, and 
soon after his ordination to the priest 
hood was sent to tbe Chinese mis­
sions, receiving episcopal consecra­
tion in 1902. He showed an 
admirable course during the Box-t 
rebellion, defending the faitLfu 
intrusted to his cate. Oo tbi 
occasion the heroic missionary was 
wounded twice, and still bears on bis 
face the marks of hjs valor.
