. AN ARABIAN ‘WEDDING.

From Madame Prus's Residence in Al-
geria.

The Arabian customs vary very much
among this population; each tribe has its
own, which it preserves even in the midst of
cities. A few days ago I heard, in a
ncighbouring house, the sound of tambour-
ines, reed pipes, &e, which vsually announ-
ces a family festival. I mounted on my
terrace, but was unable to see anything in
the adjoining court, except a few negroes
preparing mats, as if to receive a numerous
company. In vainI endeavoured to get
a view into the iuterior of the house, my
curiosity was doomed to be disappointed.
I went into the street, when I heard a wed-
ding spoken of. I walked about the en-
trance of the house where the nuptials were
to take place, though with small hopes of
success, when a morish woman, carefully en-
veloped in bLeir veil, passed near me, and,
gently tonching my arm, said to me in ex-
cellent F'rench, « thou wishest to see the
wedding? Come!” She then linked her
arm in'mine, and we entered the house to-
gether.
