WHO ARE CONGRESSMEN.

4An Article Suggested by the Very In-

structive and Suggestive Letter Upon
_ the Same Subject by Congressman Amos

Congressman Amos Cummings recently
farnished The New York Sun a chapter
on the Confederate brigadiers in congress,
which is interesting, especially in calling
attention to the fact that the *‘boys of
’61" have taken the places of the men of
that time, and are now largely filling the
places of those who thirty years ago were
prominent as legislators. How young the
present weteran legislator was in war
time is apparent, when we consider that
of 141 veterans now in congress ouly one
or two became major geperals, some
twenty or more were fleld officers, while

who represented their states soon after
the clase of the war, would hardly apply
today, for those who were generals in
1885, then .in middle life, aré now either
old men or have passed to the ‘‘eternal
camping ground.”” The present repre-
sentat/mes, both of northern and southern
states, are in some instances descended
from the prominent men of war, and in
one jnstance a representative from Ar-
kansas is a son of a former vice president
of the United States—John C. Breckin-
ridge. Of the fifty-eight southern repre-
sentatives who were Confederate soldiers
thirty-one enlisted as privates, and of the
eighty-three northern veterans forty-six
began also with a musket.

Missiasippi, the home of Jefferson
Davis, and one of the most aggressive of
the southern states in the secession move-
ment, may be expected to send her sol-
diers to congress. She fulfills the expecta-
tion. The seven members for Mississippi
are Confederate veterans. South Caro-
lina, where the war was begun, stands, in
this respect, nearly by Missiasippi, five of
the seven of the representatives of the
Palmetto state being graduates of the
school of practical war. Georgia sends
half her representatives from civil life and
half from among the veterans. From the
northern states we get a smaller propor-
tion of ex-soldiers than from these three
southern states. Massachusetts sends two
veterans out of eleven representatives;
New York, eight out of thirty-four; Penn-
sylvania, nine out of twenty-seven; Ohio,
fourteen out of twenty-one; Indiana, seven
out of thirteen, while Illinois, one of the
slrongest supporters of the Union during
the war, sends only five ex-soldiers out of
twenty representatives.

Of congressmen who held commissions
in the service of either side during the
war, Representative Joseph Wheeler, of
Alabama, held the highest rank. He was
o major general in the Confederate ser-
vice and a distinguished cavalry leader.
Alabama sends a good number of real
brigadiers, as Oates and Forney of that
state are entitled to be called general.
Numbered with the Arkansas delegation
is & son of John C. Breckinridge. Rep-
resentative Breckinridge was a midship-
man in the Confederate navy. He is de-
scribed as a careful and stundious speaker.
Of the two Florida ocongressmen, the
youngest, Charles Dougherty, was a
scout in upper Georgia during Sher-
man’s march through that state. He
is one of the quaintest story tellers of the
house. Crisp, of Georgia, was a lieuten-
ant. Candler, one of Crisp’s colleagues,
rose froni private to colonel in the Con-
federaté army.

The border states show a mixture. Of
the eleven Kentucky members three are
Confederates and one a surgeon in the
Union army. Gen. William J. Stone
parted with a leg in the Confederate ser-
vice. Polk Lafloon was with Morgan dur-
ing his raid through Ohlo.

DEATH OF DEAN BOOMER.

The Career of the Late Provest of Westera
Umiversity.

Loxpox, Ont., March 5 —The death
ocoured yesterday of the Very Rev.
Michsel Boomer, LL. D, Dean of
Huron, at the age of 78 years. On
| July 20, 1884, the deceased was stricken
with paralysis just as he had finished a
sermon in the Chapter House, and up to
his death he remained a helpless invalid
though his mind retained its vigcr to
the last. Dean Boomer was of Hoguenot
descent and was born near Litbon,
county Down, Ireland. in 1810. He
was edocated at the DBelfast Royal
Academical Institution, of which he was
foundation scholar for five years ; gradu-
ated at Trioity College, Dublin, in
1838, and took the degree of LL. D., in
1860. He was ordained deacon in 1840,
and priest in 1841, as a missionary of
the society for the Propagation of the
Gospel, by the right Rev. Dr. Strachan,
Lord Bishop of Torooto, and was ap-
pointed to the charge of Trinity church,
Galt, Guot., which position he retained
with much acceptance for 32 years. In
1872 he removed to London, Ont., at
the request of Bishop Hellmuth and
was appointed Dean of Huron and prin-
cipal of and Divinity Prefessor at Huron
College, which position he retained until
October, 1875, when Huron College was
affiliated with the Western University.
The Dean was then appointed Vice-
Chancellor and Provost. He was high-
ly esteemed as a schalar and preacher,
and his loss will be deeply deplored.
He leaves a widow and two daughters,
Mrs A. Cleghorn, of this city, and Mrs
G. C. MacKenzie, of Brantford, The
funeral took place last Wednesday.

On the first day of May next the genera)
conference of the Methodist Episcopa]
church will eonvene in New York, Dele.
gates from all over the world will be in
attendance, and many men famous for
wisdom and eloguence will be among the
number. Norway, Sweden, Germany,
Switzerland, India, China, Japan, and the
continent of Africa will all Le represented.
The general conference is held once every
four years, the last one having convened
at Philadelphin in 1884, There will be
between 400 and 500 dclegates present,
beside a host of visitors, and the qnect‘ion
was at first to find a place large enough’ to
accommodate the throng. The Metropoli-
tan Opera house was finally chosen, and
this, it is expected, will furnish ample
room. ‘The session will undoubtedly con-
tinue through the entire month of May,
as many questions of a weighty nature
are to be discussed.

Foremost among these wil! be the elec-
tion of new bishops to fill the vacancies
left by the deaths of Bishops Simpson,
Harris and Wiley. It is probable also
that several new episcopr.cies will be cre-
ated. Some of the present bishops are
cdvanced in years, and need assistance in
their arduous Jabors, Beside this, the
question will probably ariso as to thé ex-
pediency :r uul;lhdhh‘ ‘:'esldong spueo-
pacies in Europe, In ina and Japan.
The colored Methodists will urge their
old plea for a bishop of their own race,
but they will be met by the usual over-
whelming resistance. As the Methodist
church is organized, no one bishop has
priority over another, cxcepting in point
of age. None have especial jurisdiction
over any particular territory. The world
is their fleld, and they go about from
country to country in turn, supervising
the conferences and establishing harmony
in the church. For this reason it is ex-
pected that the proposition to establish
foreign episcopacies will mect with con-
siderable opposition.

At the last general conference n mis-
sionary bishop wns gyven to Africa, but it
was an innovation not likely to he re-
peated. He is the unly missionary bishop
in the Methodist Episcopal church, and
does not hold the same rauk as his broth-
ers. It Europe, India, China and Japan
are voted episcopacies, the holders will be
endowed with the same authority as our
own bishops. DBefore the election of
bishops, however, the -conference will
listen to reports regarding the condition
of the church from every part of the
world; cemmittees will be appointed,
questions of church discipline will be ad-
justed and. mew general measures sug
gested. Im the lost two or three confer-
ences Dr. Daniel Curry was looked upon
as the leading spirit. His death leaves
the field open to & number of able men.

GEN. PAINE'S SOUVENIR.

A testimonial has recently been pre-
sented to each of these gentlemien by the
Eastern Yacht club and others who have
contributed. The one given Gen. Paine
is a silver waiter or salon, oval shaped,
26 inches by 18, with two silver handles,
and supported by six large ball feet two
inches high. It bears an inscription “In
commemoration of the three successive
victories in defense of the America’s
cup.” It cost ©1,100 and weighs 276
ounces.

The gift to Mr. Burgess is what is called
a loving cup. It is urn shaped, something
after the form of a Greek vase, with two
handles. It was made in England in
1748. It is seventeen inches high, and is
made of Eoglish sterling silver, and
weighs, with the tray, fifty ounces. The
inscription reads ‘‘To Mr. Burgess, de-
signer of the yachts Puritan, Mayflower
and Volunteer."” It is valued at $500.
Accompanying this gift was a check for
$10,777.50.

So powerful, in fact, are the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers and that of
Locomotive Firemen, that a general strike
of the two would simply paralyze the
traffic of the nation and bankrupt thou-
sands of people. On the 138,000 miles of
railroad in the United States there are
now about 30,000 engineers and as many
firemen; of these the brotherhoods con-
tain at least 21,000 eack, or 4%,000 in all

The high average character of the mem-
bers of these great unions may be appre-
ciated from the fact that expulsions and
suspensions are very rare, and nearly all
for intoxication, failure to pay just debts,
or gross neglect of duty. At least four-
fifths, and probably more, of the engi-
neers began as firemen; and in no instance
of the former having trouble have the
firemen offered to take their places. Chief
Engineer P. M. Arthur, chief officer of
the brotherhood, has held the place
twelve years and has always been consid-
ered conservative.

The weak point in the engineers’ case is
that they are not fully supported by the
Knights of Labor. The latter have &

Many
wonder what is the difforence between
unrestricted reciprocity and comuwmercial
union. Well the latter would mean the
adoption of one tariff for the United
States and Canada against the outside
world, while under Sir Richard Cart-
wright's proposal Canada will maiatain
her own tariff and the States their own
against all outside countries. The de-
bate on this resolntion will last at least
s week. It will be the biggest oratorical

display of the session.
