vestigating the practical operation of
the Strowger automestic telephone
system, an agreement was concluded
between the government and the
Automatic Electric Company, of Chi-
cago, for the imstallation of their
automatic telephone system in Cal-
gary and Lethbridge.

By the terms of the agreement the
apparatus is to be shipped from Chi-
cago in sixty days and to be install-
ed in both cities by October 1, 1909.

The Lethbridge system will have

capacity of one thousand instru-
ments, of which six hundred are to
be in operation by the first of Qc'o-
ber. The automatic system, which
is to be installed in East Calgary,
will work in conjunction with the old
manual-system now in use.

The Minister of Public Works spent
the greater part of yesterday in con
ierence with other members of the
government on the result of his in-
vestigations in the East, and it was
not until the late afternoon that the
agreement was reached with Mr.
Wiley, who represented the Automatie
Electric Company ,of Chicago, and
submitted the cempany’s proposition
to the government.

The importance of this decizion of
the government, following Mr. Cush-
ing’s epeeial trip to the East, is that
it practically means the adoption of
the automatic ’phone system by the |

thé systenl to have been in use forl
periods of six and seven years, and |
to have given the public the greatest
satisfaction throughout that time.
In Edmonton .and Strathcona the
efficiency of the service is a by-word
and pointed out to visitors with
pride. .

Mr. Cushing, when interviewed by
the Bulletin, stated that the primary
object of his tour of investigation in
the East had been to ascertain how
the automatic system stood the test
of time, and that on that score he
was now satisfied.

“In Grand Rapids,” said Mr. Cush-
ing, “l inspecied a syttem which
has been in operation for over eight
years and which is giving eomplete
satisfaction ,with no indications
whatever of playing out. There are
ten thousand ’phones operating in
this system. The rates are very low
$36 a year for office ’phones and $24
for house ’phones.

“In Columbus I found a system in
operation six or seven years and in
the best of working order. This ei
has = fourteen thousand automatic|
phones and the rates are about the
same a3 in Grand Rapids.

“Omaha affords a good example of |
the ecomomical operation of the sys-
tem. Mr. Eversoll, manager of the
Omaha Independent ’Phome Com-
pany, has three men looking after]
five thousand instruments. I find
that it is considered an easy matter |
for one man to handle an exchang¢
of a thousand ’phones.”

Mr. Cushing stated that, in his
opinion, borne out by investigation,
the Strowger automatic ’phone sys-
tem was much the most satisfactory
in existence and the most economical
in the long run. It would ultimate-
ly. supplant the old manual exchange,
and, in adopting the system, Alberta
was leading the way in Canada in a
moveément which was already general
in the United States.

The Automatic Electric Company,
of Chicago, which owns the patent
for the Strowger invention, is a cam-
pany of large proportions, capitalized
at eight million dollars, six millions
paid up. Joseph Harris, of Chiecago,
a director in a number of other large
corporations in Chiéago and New
York, is president. He was the first
to develop the idea of automatic tele-
phone service and of the automatic
telephone switch as a commercial
possibility, one which now bids fair
to revolutionize the telephone busi-
ness of the world. The system, has
been in operation in Los ‘Angeles for
seven years and now counts thirty-
three thousand subscribers. sys-
tem of thirty-three thousand ’phones
is being installéd in San Francisco,
twenty thousand to 'be in operation
by the end of June, 1909.

A contraet has recently been closed
to put in systems in sixty towns in
Cuba, starting with Havana. The
company has an exclusive franchise
for the island of Cuba, and the first
right to construet long distance lines.

Dyck
wanted his wife to see a qualified
doctor, but she refused; she also re-
fused to go to the hospital. He paid
both Mr. and Mrs. Rolph for treat-
ment. Both administered treatment
to his wife. Dyek did not know his
wife was operated upon. He heard
Rolph asking Mrs. Rolph why she
had given Mrs. Dyck so much of the
wrong medicine. Rolph was drink-
ing for two days.

Dr. Richard Rolph said his occu-
pation was physician. He had
graduated from . Barnes Universtiy;
8i. Louis. He had no license to
practice in Baskatechewan, but had
treated some patients during the last
six months. He preseribed medi
cine for Mrs. Dyck when she was at
his wife’s home, but he had not made
an examination of the woman. He
accepted payment from Mr. Dyeck,
although ‘he swore he did not charge
him anything.

Mary Rolph, y
house where Mrs. Dyek died, said
the woman came to her for bath
treatment for rheumatism. She did
not charge, but admit I iving
money from Mr. Dyck.

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SELLING CHARTER

Proposal For Sale of Strathcona
Radial Charter.

The city council on Tuesday un-
animously decided to have a by-law
prepared and submitted for their con-
sideration providing for the sale o
R. Boutinell and a company of
French capitalists of the Strathcona
radial charter, providing for the con-
struction of electric car lines in var.-
ous directions 'from" Btrathcona. All
the aldermen were present but Alder-
man Armstrong and-all were in favor
of the sale of this charter to the com-
pany on the terms outlined.

On Tuesday afternoon a committes
of the council composed of Aldermen
Manson, McInnis and Lundy met the
representatives of the company and
as a result of their conference . pre-
sented the following report to the
council which was unanimously ad-
opted :

First—That your committee has in-
vestigated into the financial stand-
ing of Mr. Boutinelle and find that
he is perfectly able to embark upon 2
proposition of this kind.

Second—The tentative wunderstand-
ing upon which we have worked is
that the promoter is to pay to the
city the sum of $10,000 for the char-
ter embracing a territory 80 miles in
scope around this city; $1,000 of this
to be paid in cash and the balance
in mine equal payments; that a re-
bate of $1,000 shall be given the pro-
moter for every 10 miles of road con-
structed and placed in actual oper-
ation for a suitable length of time;
and further provided that at the ex-
piration of three years, if the pro-
moter so desires, he can pay to the
city the sum of $4,000 being the
amount in full owing to the city at
that time, providing that there is at
least 50 milegs of eleetric road or
roads in actual operation terminating
in this city at that time.

The aldermen favored the sale. >f
this charter in view of the fact that
it was not exclusive and that the city
held amother charter wcovering the
same territory. The .construction of
rural lines would tend to develop the
country and centralize trade at Ed-
monton. - The agreement between the
company and the city will be brought
down for consideration at the mext
meeting of the couneil.

Sunday Car By-Law.

The council, after some slight dis-
cussion, decided to pay the expense
of submitting a by-law in Strathcona
for the operation of street cars on
Sunday. The city solicitor felt that
it was hardly legal for one municipali-
ty to pay for submitting a by-law ‘n
another, but thought it as -legal -=s
a number of other expenditures the
city had made. Alderman Gariepy
thought the city of Edmonton should
pay for submitting this by-law as
they owned the street railway and it
was to their interest to - establish
Sunday cars. -

New York, June 1—That 3,284 men,
women -and children have been lynch-
ed in this country in the last quarter
of a century was the assertion of Mrs.
Ida Wells Barnett at the national ne-
gro conference in this city today. Ask-
ing why this was permitted by a
Christian nation, Mrs. Barnett quoted
John Temple Graves as saying the
mob stands as the most potential bul-
wark between the women of the south
and such a carnival of crime as would
prec¢ipitate the -annihilatien of the
negro race.

“All know that this is
Mrs. Barnett said.

Describing the riots at Springfield,
I1l., Mrs. Barnett said it was all be-
causé a white woman said a negro
man had attacked her. Later, Mrs.

Many houses have
already closed, the proprietors fear-
ing the application of the new state
law making it a felony to accept any
maintenance irom the earnings of
dissolute women. Property owners
who accept rent from the women of
these places may be prosecuted by the
federation.’

Not Canadian Sentiment.

London, ‘June 2—The Morning Post,
regretfully publishing a Jeter from the
Canadian Trades” and Labor Council the
object of which is to prevent emigration
to Canada, remarks: “This narrow form
of labor protecticnism, is introduced
from the States and does not rtpresent
the national policy of 'the Dominion.
Statements emanating from this organ-
ization before have been expcsed on both
sides of the Atlantic.”

Ottawa, May 31.—The first rural
mail delivery service in Eastern On-
tario will be inaugurated tomorrow
on the second line near Burnstown,
a distance of eight miles. Thirty-

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OPENING SESSION
OF CONFERENCE

Methodist Ministers and_Probation-
ers Meet in Strathcona—Two
Addresses This Morning.

Upwards of one hundred ministers
and probationers of the Alberta Meth-
odist conference were in attendance
at the opening of the fifth session of
the conference Wednesday in the
Metropolitan church, Strathcona. The
greater number of the delegates ‘ex-
pected have already arrived and by
tomorrow morning when the roll is
called there will be few missing. The
probationers with but few exceptions
have already reported to the secretary
of their committee.

Following the opening devotional

exercises yesterday, two imspiring
addresses were delivered by C. E.
Race, oi Alberta college, who spoke
on “The place of the preacher in mod-
ern life,” and Rev. /C. E. Huestis, of
Red Deer, whose subjeét was “The
preparation necessary for the preacher
1\\_'_&:(\_‘ to take his place in modern
life.
_ Both speakers considered their sub-
i} from an essentially modern point
of view, and the addresses were char-
acterized by a spirit of the broadest
‘Christianit The attention of the
audience was held throughout and
frequent applause showed the appto-
bation with which the sentiments of
the speakers were received.

“Recognize the church as something
broader than Methodist or Presbyter-
lap or Anglican and make your func-
tion a helper of ‘men and women re-
gardless oi creed and class,” was the
exhortation of Rev. Mr. Huestic,which
met with a burst of applause.
~ Mr. Race made a plea for a min-
istry of broader interests and more
complete manhood.  The great need of

1the modern minister,”” said Mr. Race:

to the young ‘probationers, “is the
ability to take his place as a man
among men; if he can play first base
on the local ball team, or pitch a
game of ball, or referee a football
match, or even take an interest in
the board of trade, let him do so by
all means. It is only by such ming-
ling with one’s fellows in the every
day interests of life that that knowl-
edge of men so essential to the suec-
cessful minister can be acquired.”
The speaker gave many instances of
social, economic and moral reform
wrought in lumbering and mining
camps, by men possessed of this broad
spirit of hunfam sympathy.

The address of Rev. C. E. Huestis
was one which displayed in the speak-
er the breadth of view of a philoso-
pher and at the same time the co ..
sistent and firm adherence to the <=
sentials of Christianity.

In introducing hissubject Mr. Hues-
tis reviewed the conditions obtaining
in the modern world and peculjar to
his age. “The prestige of the pulpit
has been lost today,” said Mr. Hues-
tis. “Do not misynderstand me, it
has ‘been lost by the pulpit as 3
place of authority and ‘must be estab-
lished by the - individual preacher
speaking from eonviction and the
facts of experience.”

The modern scientific spirit the
speaker did not consider at variance
with the teachings of the Bible. “Mos-
es taught, Jehovah our God is one
God; science today, like a modern
Moses says, ‘The world is one world.'
Science knows nothing, can know no-
thing of the mystery of matter, save
that back of ‘it is energy. And what
i 3 Like the prophet of old
we prefer to call it God. That the
world is full of God is the message of
modern science.”

“Don’t be airaid of evolution,” said
Mr. Huestis in touching on that the-
ory. ‘‘One reason for casting out fear
of it is that if you wish to be under-
stood in talking to people today you
have to set your thought in an evo-
lutionary frame.”” He advised his
hearers to regd the last sentence of
Darwin’s great work, the Origin <f
Species, and they would find that that
man of science places God behind the
universe.

The only question was how the Al-
mighty brought it all about. In
thinking of a world, perfect at its in-
ception one could only think of its
bloom wearing off from the effects
of time. But viewing the order of
things from the evolutionist stand-
point we see working the Divine prin-
ciple of growth. The world is a world
of law and law is God; it should be a
source of comfort to think that we
live in a world 6f law where we need
fear no blow from out the darkness.

Mr. Huestis made a division of the
preparation of a man for the min-
istry on the psychological basis - of

heart and will.

first duty of a man, whatever

ing in life, was to learn, to
think straight. “It is the hardest
thing in the world to think straight,”
said Mr. Huestis, “too often we are
stampeded because we-permit an emo-
tion to get the best of us, not to be-
little emotion, for it is the very foun-
dation of life, but pray for the power.
to think straight, dont rush to conclu-
sions.” It was the duty of ministers
to maintain an openness of mind, -0
difficylt a thing to do in their case.
as their very cailing requires that they
be dogmatic.

“You can live to eighty and still
have an open mind or you can be
an old fogey at twenty-one,” asserted
Mr. Huestis. The great philosophical
concepts he considered a great help

The geological survey parties are
making preparations for the sum-
mer’s work. As the program is not
complete, it would be; amiss to
point out the probabilities of coal
deposits in the Vermilion valley and
particularly in the vicinity of Vegre-
ville. The C.N.R.,, in boring for
water two years ago, at the tank on
the Vermilion river, struck an 11-foot
seam of coal at a depth of 240 feet.
The discovery set men thinking. A
pagty was formed and operations
commenced across the river, but coal
was not found in paying quantities.
Mr. Harris, who owns a section ad-
joining, sunk a shaft, and at a depth
of 180 feet struck nine feet of coal.
Nothing has been done on this work
sinee. In digging wells in the
town, coal seams of varying thick-
nesses and depths have been found.
Across the railroad track, not 800
yards away from the middle of the
town, at a depth of 49 feet, a seven
foot seam of coal was struck by men
boring for water for Mr. Weldon
Several other deposits have been dis-
covered on the banks of the river.
Before the Edmonton and Tofield
coal was shipped in the farmers used
to mine their own coal in this
vicinity.

The 12-year-old son of Benjamin
Adams, who lives in the east end
between Fifth and Sixth streets, «f
Fourth avenue, south had a miracu-
lous escape from death by electrocu-
tion Monday afternoon. Unknown w
the city electric department a large
spruce tree became uprooted and fell
between Gaineg’s abattoir and Ald.
Donnan’s which tore down several
hundred yards of wire and in some
places the electric light poles along
the hillside. It appears that young
Adams not.poticing the fallen wircs
ran across the road and catching his
foot fell towards a wire, one of his
hands coming .into contact with a
wire which was carrying 2,300 volts.

Company Are Rushing Work.

Speaking to the Bulletin represen-
tative upon the railway construction
work of the C.P.R., Mr. Niblock
stated that all the branch lines in
Alberta are being rushed forward as
rapidly as possible, and it is hoped
that the Lacombe-Stettler, Leth-
bridge Alderside and Alexander
branches will be finished in timesto
handle the ecrops.

The C. & E. line between Strath-
cona and Red Deer will also be
greatly improved, as announced some
time ago. One hundred miles of
heayy steel rails, a large amount
of which has already been wunloaded
at Ponoka, will be laid and $100,000
will be expended in ballasting the
line.

On Saturday the C.P.R. unloaded
ten car loads of 70-pound steel rails
at Ponoka, which will be used in re-
placing the lighter rails mow in use
along the line of the C. & E. be-
tween Strathoona and Red ‘Deer.
A small distance of the road between
Millet and Wetaekiwin was improved
after the heavy rains last fall and
the condpany’s action in making an
early start this spring indicates that
they are preparing for a substantial
increase in traffic in the immediate
future. By many this activity is
considered an encouraging sign that
the Winnipeg-Sfrathcona line will
soon be completed, as only about
sixty-five miles ‘remains to be graded
on the route between Wilkie and
Hardisty.

Dublin, May 29.—The Irish Home-
stead Weekly, organ of the Irish
Agricultural Society, today published
a letter from President Roosevelt to
Ambassador Bryee, dated March 2.
tI refers to the work of the country
life commission in the States and the
President’s own active interest in
the farm people was the outcome of
the work accomplished through the
Farmers’ Co-operative = Organization
in Ireland, of which his old friend,
Sir Horace Plunkett, of the deport-

ment of agriculture in Ireland, hail|

kept him informed.

“We Americ ” the letter says,
“owe much to Ireland and Sir Hor-
ace Plunkett in the work we have
been trying to do in the United
States. Before I leave the Presi-
dency I want to acknowledge our
debt and send, through you, my
thanks for the help which we have
had, 'not only my thaaks, but the
thanks of every man who knows
what has been done and sees the
necessities of this great work to help
the man and- woman who feed the
nation and stand .as the foundatien
of. its greatness and progress.

London, May 29.—The Times’ Dub-
lin correspondent passes severe stric-
tures concerning the manner of the
publication of President Roosevelt’s
letter in the Irish Homestead Week-
ly. He contends that a letter from
the head of a great state to an am-
bassador, publicly acknowledging a
debt to a distinguished citizen of the
empire ought to have been officially
communicated.

As a matter of fact, however, the
correspondent adds, the government
never imparted the letter to
Horace Plunkett, and some expl
tion is due, for otherwise Iri
will believe it was suppressc
political motives.

The correspondent ‘goes on to recall
that Sir Horace Plunkett was dis-
missed from public office at the bidd-
ing of‘the Irish Nationalists, and
suggests that the letter was withheld
because it was an untimely damaging
commentary on the justice and wis-
dom of his dismissal.

Quebec Loses.

Ottawa, May 29.-—The proviace of
Quebec lost its eppeal in what is
known “common school funds™
cases against the judgment of the
Dominion arbitrators app8iuted . to
scttle the accounts between the pro-
vinees of Ontario and Quebec prior
to confederation 3y their award
made in 1896, the arbitrators direct-
ed ecertain amot to be debited
to Oatario in respect to this fund,
such amounts arising from balances
due on sales of land prior to con-
federation; deductions on : balances
due on subscquent sales, amounts
that <hould have been received for
lots prior to 1867 for which patents
were ieswed without payment; and
amounts ‘due on such prior sale
afterwards cancelled, and lots sold at
reduced rates. A few years later an
appeal was taken to the privy coun-
cil on another branch of the case,
namely for ‘uncollected balances. It
was there held that the claim must
fail, as'it involved a tharge of breach
of trust. By the award appealed

They were very favorably
impressed with.the outlook here and
did not look upon the move as an
experiment, as several families had
come. from Zion City from time to
time and were now doing well in A'-
berta.

Toronto, May. 30.—“England is
not a decadent "and dying nation,”
said Sir Rebert Parks in epening his
address to the Empire Club. His
subj was “The attitude of modern
Liberalism to Empire.” He de-
clared that the Liberal party was
misrepresented by the press, society
and men of finance, and that the
people of Canada do not get an op-
portunity to read fair accounts of
British publie bodies.

Sir Robert admitted that all was
not well in the social condition of the
country, there was too much of an
increase in drunkenness, a great
number of unemployed and much
distress among the poor in the slums,
but the opponents of the government
had no plan to bring forward by
which to effect an improvement.

Referring to the charges of lack of
patriotism, Sir Robert said that the
Nonconformists and old Puritans who
formed the backbone of the Libvml‘
party wére not great- shouters put
felt as deeply and peibaps more
deeply than their noisy opponents.
While advoecating peace they be-
lieved that the best way to ensure
peace is to be ready for war.

Two  hundred special policemen
have been sworn in for duty tomorrow
to help the company keep its cars in
operation and the Mayor declared
that he would swear in another 1,000
men if necessary to keep order. He
also declared as a last resort he
would take over the cars as a city
function ard run them under the
direction of the city. authorities if
the city transportation faecilities for
the benefit of the public can be pro-
vided in no other way.

As a further safeguard against vio-
lence, Mayor Reyburn promulgated a
saloon closing ordinance. All
saloons must close between the hours
of 6 p.m. and 7 am. The order be-
comes effective tonight and will re-
main in effect until the danger line is
passed. . A ecrowd attacked a car at
456th streét and Lancaster ' avenue
this evening and made such a dan-
gerous demonstration that the mount-
ed police were called upon to quell
the disturbance. ' Phe police charged
the crowd and made a dozen arrests.
Stones were .thrown and one woman
passenger was badly injured. An-
other eutbreak occurred at 46th street
and Lancaster avenue, following a
collision between a trolley car and a
hearse. A ecrowd rushed at the
motorman. Speedy -action by the
mounted police saved him from in-
jury. The police were compelled to
ride into the ecrowd and to disperse
it, but no arrests were made. At
42nd street and Spring Garden streect,
a crowd of 500 men and boys placed
a torpedo on the tracks. At Front
and Arch streets a car had every
window broken, when it ran over. a
torpedo. In dispersing the crowd,
which proved obstinate, the mounted
police drew their revolvers and
threatened to shoot.

Though admitting that the trans-
portation facilities provided are far
below the average, the Rapid Transit
officials affirm that the company has
materially improved its conditions
and will soon be able to run its cars
on a schedtile “approaching former
operating conditions. It was con-
ceded by the company that it has
imported 200 men from outside points
to act as ‘sStrike-bréakers.

Man From Mississiobi Faces Regina
Court Charged With Killing His
Brother.

Regina, Sask., May 31.—The trial
of Ernest Morris, charged with the
murder of his brother near Mile-
stone on the night of April 5 last
opened this morning before Chief
Justice Wetmore, the final selection
of jury being as follows: M. L.
Green, G. W. Wagfer, E. C. . Cor-
beau, Arthur McDonald, W. McFar-
len; F. Dymott, James Whitworth,
A. J. Johnson, J. B. Campbell, W.
G. Dand, Neil McAnnell and George
Peacock. The presecution is being
conducted by Alex. Ross, with C. E.
D. Wood de‘ending. The case was
presented to the jury by Ross, crown
\\'itn(wsns being oxoludw’l, who ad-
mitted the evidence to be largely
circumstantial. Charles: B. Morris,
the murdered man, came from Beth-
uny, Miss., and built a shack on a
farm near Milestone.  Later he was
joined by his brother, the accused.
On April 5th deceased went to Mile-
stone and was last seen alive by a
neighbor about a ' mile from = the
shack. It is maintained by the
crown that the accused was home
when the brether returned, that he
killed him by first shooting him, then
hitting him in the head with an axe
and placing the body on the bed
saturated this with coal oil, which he
fired.

DIED ON®LONELY PRAIRIE.

Tragedy in Southern Alberta Which
May Never Be Revealed.

.Calgary, May 31.—Charles A. Hol-
den, of Grand Forks, North Dakota,
who has just returned from a home-
stead inspection trip, reports to the
police one of the most mysterious
tragedies which that body of men
have had to deal with for some con-
siderable time.

With a party of-four, Mr. Holden
was outylooking 4t homesteads. They
came across the.body of a dead man
terribly mutilated, on range 9 section
32, which is about 90 miles north of
Brooks station, between here and
Medicine Hat. The body was found
on the prairie, 50 miles from a habi-
tation of any kind.

At first the party thought it was a
dead horse, but on nearing the spot
found it to be the body of a man.

The man’s face had :bsen eaten be-
yond recognition ,by coyotes. The
body- must have been there nearly a
month. Two weeks ago there was a
prairie fire, which extended for miles
around where the body ‘was found.
The clothing was burned off the dead
man, and everything arbund him ex-
cept the grass where he was lying,
and part of his clothes which were
between himself and the ground.

All the letters and belongings which
would lead to identification had been
burned, and only a jack-knife was
found on the man.

The
other Powers would have,nothing to
fear.” from . the aliies, -Tertainly the
allies would have nothing to fear irom
the others. The chaneces of war would
he limited therefore to strife among
the “‘outsiders’ themselves, and 1t
would be pretty hard to coneeive a
war of any dimensions that did mnot
interfere with some right, power, in-
terest or privilege of either Britain or
the United States. The accomplish-
ment of the proposal would do more
to make wqr’ impossible than any
means yet dound practicable.

EARL GREY.

Toronto Star—When Earl Grey came
to Canada to act as governor general
some people in this country werc
made nervous by the advance notices
sent us by the cable correspondents,
telling of his previous activities, of
his fertile mind, of his gifts as a di
rector and administrator. Some of the
Erglish journals, in their praige cf
him, seemed to think that he was the
vety mtan ta take hold of a mation in
the making, vank it loose from its er-
rors, and set it on the highway.

It was' feared thai the new gover-
nor general would undertake to man-
age things—that he would not be con-
ent to.act on the advice of his min-
isters, but would expact them to act
on his advice. To put it in other
words, he was made to appear from
he advance notices too energetic and
opinionated a man to prove successful
in a post for which the chief require-
ments are a capacity for non interfer-
ence, and a tact that enables one  to
do everything, anything, and even
nothing, blamelessly.

THE EPOCH-MAKING BUDGET.

Toronto Star—In a very bitter art-
icle, the Saturday Review has attack-
ed- the Liberal ministry in Engiand.
and the budget brought down by Mr
Lloyd George.

“Bir Edward Grey is the only man

on the treasury bench who owns fu
acre of land,” is one of its statements.
and commenting on this anether jour-
nal suggests that they should be cal-
led “The Liberal Lacklanders.” To
this they might not object, as the
lack of land is very widely feit by
the people of the United Kingdom.
That the government has passed into
the hands of the landless is a signi-
ficant change from other days. In a
remarkable outhurst the Saturday Re-
view asks: “What is the explanation
of this extrzordinary hatred of the
land and its owners in the bosoms of
the vulgar?”
The question is so striking and so
full of the petulance of caste, that it
will probably live in politice and pass
into the history oi the times. For
Lioyd George the Saturday Review
éels no anger—it forgives him from
a great social height—exonerates him
on the ground that he is sineere ac
cording to his lights and after his
kind, Hut “for Mr. Winston Chureh-
ill, the grinning boy cynie and trajtor
to his order,” it expresses “profound
contempt.”’

It is quite evident that the Liberal
budget, with its inereased death dues.
income tax,and tax on land and grow-
ing land values, has raised an issue
that every man in the United Kthg-
dom will hear about. The opponents
of the administration are being driven
to say and do . furious .and futile
things. Not only -are angry articlies
being written like the one quoted, but
the landlords are raising rents and
nitting up the price of the working-
man’s -heer,-giving the budget as the
cause. While by these means it is
intended to disgust the populace with
the financiering of the ‘“landless min-
istry,” yet one effect will be to bring
the - budget under the notice of every
voter. Some of them™>always and
igen moré  oi them—will see- that
there is a revolutionary principle at
work. . If Churchill is to be regarded
with: “profound contempt” as %
traitor to his oider,”” the .idea may
-oecur fo people of another order that
landless electors have no reason to
ahare the objections of landlords to o
landless ministry.

It is the opinion of Lord Milner
that the budget will not divert-atten-
tion from tariff reform, as protection
has been prettily named. He thinks
the budget will but serve to show that
the tarifi must be introduced, and in-
deed, the new direct taxes will prove
antirely conyincing to those who are
taxed. They will prefer to have the
taxes -raised by *ariff, for then the
masses can be made to pay by means
of a method they cannot comprehend.
and the operation of which they can-
not sece.

But this budget .defines the issue.
Shall the revenue the natian needs be
rdised as Lloyd George proposes, with
his new taxes on the wealthy and
well-todo, or by means of a tariff.
as his opponents propose? - This
forces the advocates of the tariff out
into the open. Theirs is another
‘s¢heme of taxation, name it however
prettily; but in their scheme land and
wealth would not pay it all, for every
man of the masses would pay his
moiety on everything he eats, drinks
and. wears.

Lauder in the Y.M.C.A. gymnasium,
has created quite a lot of comment
among the better thinking people of
the eity. .

Y.M.C.A: supporters, church peo-
ple and worldlings alike condemn
training for fights in the gymnasium
of the Y.M.C.A., an institution which
has for its aim the developing of the
best that is in thé young men and
boys of the country.

When interviewed this morning,
the Y.M.C.A. officials in charge of
the institution admitted that Potts
had been training there, but claimed
that because he had become a mem-
ber and because he was a clean-liv-
ing and respectable fellow, it was
all right. They further claimed
that because the use of gloves is
not allowed in the institution, it
could not be ecalled training for a
fight, even though Poits did work
out in the gymnasium.

When it was pointed out that the
training of a prize-fighter did not con-
sist ip very much use of the gloves,
but to a great extent in gymnasium
exercises, ete., the officials admitted
that he might be training for all they
knew.

One father, who has a family of
boys who attend the Y.M.C.A., when
speaking of the matter today said:
“It is far from a right thing to allow
such persons as professional prize-
fighters to.use the Y.M.C.A. gymna-
sium. They are not a good class of
people to have around, and as for
myself, and I think 1 can speak for
all fathers who wish to see their sons
grow up honorable, industrious men,
we don’t want our boys to associate
with professional pugs, even in the
Y.M.C.A. B 7

“Prize fighters may be all right in
their place, but I don’t 'thmk their
place is in a Y.M.C.A.- When a man
is making his living at such a pro
fession as fighting, I think _he
should be ostracized from any institu-
tion where he comes into <contact
with our boys.”

Dr. Ceott, superintendent of schools,
when spoken to about the matter said
he did not know much about the
Y.M.C.A. and its rules applying to
such a case, but declared that it dia
not see mquite the right thing. »The
example to the young he :ulum’.ui
was not a good one, even thougn “he
fighter did not box in \'h(- building.
Mr. W. G. Hunt, who is one of the
leading men of the local Y.M.C.A.,
caid that although he did not sce just
how Potts was to be stopped from
training in the gymnasium, although
he was a professional pugilist, he did
not amm(;\'e of his presence there.
He said that the advertizing of the
fact that a prize fighter was uan\\-
ing or even using the 1.}{.(?,..
ogymnasiam, did not sound well.
“““That notice to the effeet that Potts
was training at the Y.M.C.A., which
appeared in a local paper, was not a
good thing for the association, said
Mr. Hunt.

Mr. Hunt declared that the matter
would be brought up at the next
board meeting but that at present he
did not see that anything could be
( B. N
loﬁt\n J. A. Clarke, of Knox Pres-
byterian Church, thought the case a
unique one and that bfting a mrvmbm;
in good standing, he did not see how
Potts could be prevented from irain-
ing there,” although he said he
thought some provision 10 guard
against such cases r“hrmldA be made
in -the rules of the institution. M.
Jlarke did .not think that it seemed
right to have a fighter train there.

Chief ‘English had been greatly sur-
prised when he read that Potts was
training at the Y.M.C.A., and that
an institution which usually opposed
such as fights ghould harbor a fighter
and allow him to prepare for a fight
in their gymnasium. :

“We have bee nirying to get rid of
these fighters and their followers,”
he said, “and it is funny that the
Y.M.C.A. should keep them around
and encourage them when they are
recognized as detrimental to the
city.”

A physician who examined hig 'n
Paris confirms this report, and it is
believed that COastro is under the
shadow ®f paresis. Venezuela need
not fear-its former president, for medi-
cal opinion is that he will never
again bW able to take part in public
affairs, Oastro is now at Santander,
Spain, wit h..s devoted wile, but has
been desertad by all his forimer ad-
herents. About thé only man to re-
main faithiul 1o the fallen despot. is
Senor Hthn, his confidential aganet
and recently the Venezuelan consul
at Genoa.
