RUSSIA ANNOUNCES HERSELF ON THE SIDE OF
FRANCE IN MOROCCAN EMBROGLIO WITH GERMANY.

(From Monday’s Dally.)
Edward Dunleavy, an employee of 

the Edmonton Lumber company, lost 
his life in the Saskatchewan river late 
Friday afternoon, and his body has 
not yet been recovered. The accident 
occurred at 4.30, just opposite the 
company's mill, across the channel, 
where he was engaged on the boom.

With the aid of a pole Dunleavy was 
pulling in a log. The pole slipped and 
losing his balance the man fell into 
the river and for a moment was lost 
to view. When he arcee to the sur­
face Dunleavy made frantic efforts to 
catch hold of a log floating down the 
stream., The log rolled over and over, 
preventing the unfortunate man secur­
ing a hold.

At last, wearied by his futile efforts 
to hold cm to the log, Dunleavy fell 
back and, was seen to disappear in the 
water* A: fellow-workman rushed to 
the aid of the drowning man, but could 
not reach him from the boom and 
logs in that vicinity.

Realizing that quick action was 
necessary if any assistance was to be 
rendered, boats were immediately 
brought into requisition and rowed to 
the spot where Dunleavy sank. No 
trace of the body was found.

The drowning was reported to the 
city police in Strathcona, and in turn 
to the Mounted police.

Little is known about Dunleavy, who 
was apparently 35 years of age. He 
came to Edmonton recently and en­
tered the employ of the lumber com­
pany just one week ago., A memoran­
dum book found in his coat indicated 
that he came from Dayton, Wyoming, 
a little town in the northern part of 
Sheridan county that state. Whether 
he had relatives residing there had 
not been ascertained.

Fear Effect of IncreasedC. X. R. WILL HAVE STEEL LAID 
84 MILES BY THE END 

OF THE YEAR. Representation in West
CONSERVATIVE OPPOSITION URGED BY INTERESTED CORPORA- 

TIONS WILL FORCE DISSOLUTION AND APPEAL TO 
COUNTRY ON RECIPROCITY BEFO RE REDISTRIBUTION

Swiftly but silently, while specula­
tion is rife as to when the first line 
ot railway will be built to the Peace 
River country, the Canadian North­
ern is pushing ahead a branch from 
Edmonton to the Grande Prairie. By 
the end of this year steéT will be laid 
on nearly 100 miles of the road north­
west from Ecimontcn. The location of 
the line has been completed as far as 
the Athabasca river, 140 miles from 
this city and survey parties are now in 
the lieid making the final location of 
the line from the Athabasca river to 
the Peace rîver.

200 More Teams Needed.
One hundred teams have been work­

ing on the grade northwest from One­
way to thelpembiaa river fetr the last 
six weeks, 4nd at the end of the pre­
sent week 200 additional teams will 
be employed. The Northern Construc­
tion company, of Winnipeg, has the 
contract tor the construction opera­
tions. Steel will be laid to a point 20 
miles beyond the Pembina river this 
fall. The road will then reach 84 
miles from Edmonton, Grande-Prairie- 
wards. Work has been .proceeding 
rather slowly, since the contractors be­
gan grading operations six weeks’ ago, 
on account of the wet weather, but the , 
throwing of 200 additional teams into 
the work, making 300 employed in all, 
means rapid progress.

Steel Bridge Over Pembina.
— steel bridge is now being con­

structed. across the Pembina river 
which will be about 3,000 feet long 
and 70 feet above high water. Steel 
will be laid across this in a few weeks’ 
time.

The Pembina rivejr being crossed 
this fall, it is not improbable that by 
the energy and enterprise the C. N. 
R. is noted for, the grade and perhaps 
the steel, may be carried as far as the 
Peace river before the end of next 
year. J

Grand Trunk From Edson.
That the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­

way in a few weeks’ time will break 
ground on a branch line to the Peace 
river frbm a point west of Edmonton 
hasft been learned by the Bulletin on 
goo$ authority. The point ctf depart­
ure of the branch line is understood to 
be Edson, the first divisional point 
west of this city Several surveys have 
been made by the G. T. P. of lines 
into the Grande Prairie country in the 
last four years, and this summer what 
was practically a final survey was 
made. Work cm the grading of the 
Grande Prairie branch would probably 
have been started by this time had it 
not been for the exrremely wet wea­
ther which has kç.pt back operations. 
The rapid approach of the C. N. R. to 
the Pembina river is one factor which 
is moving the G. T. P. to start on a 
Peace river branch without delay.

The newspaper exponents ot the 
anti-reciprocity interests in the cities 
ot Montreal and Toronto are making 
no secret of their satisfaction over the 
assurance that the obstructive tactics 
of the Opposition will force an ap­
peal to the people before the recipro­
city and redistribution issues can be 
dealt with.. The Montreal Gazette 
of July 21st, exultingly declares that 
“dissolution is the only course open 
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier,” and adds with 
a tone of authority: “Every man is 
determined to stand by Mr. Borden 
In opposition to the passage of the 
agreement. . . . The climax will
come with a rush and the country be 
plunged into the whirlpool, of the 
elections.” The Toronto News, 
which is advertising itself in financial 
circles in Toronto as the “chef ex­
ponent” of Mr. Borden in his anti- 
reofprocity campaign, in its issue of 
the same date, openly commends the 
Opposition's plan of obstruction. It 
says: "There is. no reason whatever 
why Conservatives should he asham­
ed of obstructing, or should he 
apologetic about it- The rules of 
Parliament permit obstruction; It has 
been known for years that they per­
mit it . . . .It is a sharp and 
heavy Weapon. . . . But this can
be said every time that R. L. Borden 
has used it the result has justified 
Mm. . . . Obstruction Is a per­
fectly legitimate course when the oc­
casion is sufficiently momentous.”

Country Appreciates Position- 
The position of the two parties is 

consequently clearly before the coun­
try. Both have shown their hands 
in the Parliamentary battle of the 
pest week. The Liberals, under Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, intend to make every 
effort to advance public business to 
ratify the reciprocity arrangement 
and to secure for the country the re­
distribution* to which it is entitled 
under the recent census* The Op­
position, under Mr,. R. L. Borden, 
has adopted the policy of obstruction 
with the purpose of forcing an appeal 
to the electors before either recipro­
city or redistribution can. be dealt 
with. The obstructionists have not 
attempted anything but time-killing. 
Throughout the whole week they 
have submitted no motion or sug­
gestion beyond an indefinite amend­
ment on the first day of the sitting 
calling for recognition in “some sub­
stantial manner” for the Fenian vet­
erans of 1867, thereby precipitating 
an all-day discussion of a subject de­
termined by the government of Sir 
John A, Macdonald, some forty odd 
years ago. With the aid of late 
night sittings and calling the House 
In the morning, the Government is 
endeavoring to surmount the obstruc­
tion and secure the passing of a re­
distribution bill at the conclusion of 
the census, which will give to all parts 
of the country the representation to 
which they are entitled at the next 
election. Whether'the Government 
will be able to accomplish its pur- 
ppse, or whether the obstructive prac­
tices of the Opposition will be suc­
cessful in so tying up the transaction 
of public business as to force an elec­
tion on the people under the old 
census remains to be seen. The situ­
ation is unique in political annals and 
Involves the problem off minority rule 
In Parliament and the country.

Believes in Our Patriotism.
In so far as any bf the dominions 

affected being prepared to place, their 
naval forces at the disposal of the 
Imperial Government, it will be held 
by some that the conditions are 
limited and that the whole arrange­
ment is vitiated and rendered largely 
nugatory. We entirely repudiate 
that view. We have just confidence 
In the patriotism of the dominions. 
The Condition embodied in the me­
morandum is only an expression of an 
accepted doctrine that whether the 
Dominions shall participate in any 
war in which the mother country is 
engaged, in so far as it is not deter­
mined by the action of the enemy, 
must be determined exclusively by the 
govornmenis of the over-seas domin­
ions and not in any degree by the 
Imperial Government.

Will Not change the PoUcy.
Berlin,. July 31.—The return of 

Bmpor. r William to the capital has 
not affected the Moroccan negotia­
tions, contrary to the intimation» lb 
Parts papers that His Majesty would 
change Foreign Minister Von Ktd- 
derlen Wacchter’s policy. The em­
peror, according to an official state­
ment, today received the report on 
the negotiations, but no details con­
cerning the exchanges had been given 
out. The Anglo-French reports re­
garding Togoland and Kamaruns, 
where It had been said concessions 
might be made by Germany in ex­
change for a atrip of'French Congo, 
are unconfirmed.

Lloyd-George’s Statement.
It is learned that Germany took 

diplomatic steps regarding the speech* 
of David Lloyd-George, the British 
chancellor, and subsequent English 
newsi>a.per comments, in which pro­
nouncement was construed as Great 
Britain’s veto of the proposed 
Franco-German settlement on the 
basis of concessions to Germany In 
French Congo. The German gov­
ernment requested and received the 
explanation that Great Britain was 
disinterested in the situation outside 
of Morocco. This attitude was later 
embodied In Premier Asquith’s state­
ment in the House of Commons. But 
for the understanding between Ber­
lin and London the situation might 
have been critical.

Lisle United States and Canada, will sail 
from Victoria, B.C., on August 29th.

Deny Making Contribution.
The Tariff Reform Association has 

issued a denial to the rumors that- 
it would contribute to the Canadian 
Conservative campaign fund for the 
purpose of fighting reciprocity.

The Chronicle’s Melbourne corres­
pondent cables an interview with 
Premier Fisher, declaring that his 
alleged • interview with Stead was a 
grotesque misrepresentation. Premier 
Fisher asserts that he stated only, 
what he had said a hundred times, 
that the object et-.tiie Gcrfimonwealth 
was world's peace; it’s policy was 
effective defence and its aim the unity 
of the Empire.

Calls Them Tory Tappers.
Hamar Greenwood has described 

the makers of last Monday's disturb­
ance in Parliament as “Tory yap- 
pers.” He further states that in 
the slums there is not a bully, that 
in the alleys there is not an anarchist 
who would stoop to the spouting and 
violence made us ofNby Lord Hugh 
Cecil. \

Tlie Naval Arrangement.
The Morning Post, anent the naval 

memorandum, says that is now issued 
it is based rather upon the political 
exigencies of the .three Democratic 
governments, but that it will probably 
be revised in accordance with in­
sight into natural conditions of war.

The Times, commenting on the 
memorandum, states’ that with good­
will on all sides, with mutual fore- 
hcarance and with mutual conces­
sions, one of the most difficult pro­
blems has been solved, namely, to 
combine complete local autonomy In 
limes of peace with organic solidarity 
and traditional training and discip­
line at all times with absolute unity 
of strategic control and unity in 
times of war.

FARMERS ANXIOUS
OVER LABOR PROBLEM

While there Is Promise of Men from 
Across Boundary They Will Feel 
Safer When They Are There—Hot 
Weather Wanted.

Harvest help Is so scarce up to the 
present time that the problem is giv­
ing Alberta farmers no little concern. 
While the prospects seem more en­
couraging for an influx of laborers 
from across the boundary line, where 
thousands are out of employment and 
the conditions are vastly different than 
In western Canada, farmers In this 
district will feel much easier when 
the workmen are actually on the 
ground and ready for business.

With a litle sunshine In the next 
two or three weeks, the crops prom­
ise to be the best ever harvested in 
the province. With one exception, 
and that is for a narrow strip of coun­
try adjacent to Bon Accord, eighteen 
miles north of Edmonton, where the 
recent hail storm did some damage, 
every district tributary to this city re­
ports a tremendous yield of every­
thing that will grow and mature In 
the richest soil on earth. The oat crop 
suffered the greatest damage in the 
Bon Accord district, but this, was the 
only place where the hail did any 
special harm.

An immense potato crop is promis­
ed. The Incessant rainfall has kept 
the potatoes growing until their size 
will be something unprecedented in 
this section, and that is saying con­
siderable, for some very large spuds 
have been grown hereabouts. At the 
same time the wet weather has re­
tarded the ripening ot potatoes all 
over the province, so that new pota­
toes are still comparatively scarce.

The maturing of other vegetables, 
so keenly felt in every home, has been 
retarded from the same causes. The 
situation will, however, change for 
the better in a few days and it Is 
hoped the supply of all kinds of vege­
tables will meet the demand.

hold of the eaves and cried pitifully. 
In less than an hour after the fire 
started a btg section of the floor 
collapsed and this gave rise to alarm­
ing stories ae to the number ot the 
dead. Deputy Chief of Police What­
ley and Fire Chief Teneyek, with 
their men, fought frantically to save 
the patients who were known to be 
trapped on the top floor. Time and 
again they burst through the wall of 
fire and smoke until they were driven 
back and forced to abandon hope.

It was not until four o’clock this 
morning that the police and firemen 
were able, with the assistance of 
lanterns, to grope their _yay through 
the dark to a small room, a veritable 
chamber of horrors, Jn which five 
charred corpses lay, /some of them 
were burned almost heyond recognfi 
tion. " The attendants, blanched wjtiT 
horror, and, almost , fainted as , the 
gruesome procession started to the 
morgue. The bodies were covered 
with-sheets, but the horror of what 
was beneath the cover suggested It­
self « and women fainted. One 
stretcher carried all that was left of 
three bodies. The morgue presented 
a ghastly sight It was a pathethic 
scene In the presence of death and 
suffering to see scores of human be­
ings, who came near meeting jhe fate 
of the victims, laughing and clatter­
ing. They seemed almost entirely 
Ignorant of the terrible tragedy.

Arrangements were made to trans­
fer some of the patients to Toronto

Hamilton, Ont., Aug. 1.—Fire early 
this morning broke out on the top 
floor of the main building of the 
Hamilton asylum for the insane, 
which is located above the city on 
top of the mountain, caused eight 
deaths, the injury of many others, 
some of whom are probably fatally 
hurt, and threw hundreds of patients 
into hysterics before the flames were 
controlled.

The known dead, all patients, are:
John Hefferman, Berlin, Ont.; Geo. 

Hay, address unknown; "Charles P. 
Llyards, eastern township; George 
Stone, .unknown address; Kddie 
Storke, address unknown; three un­
identified men. Two of them are 
said to be patients named Evans andi 
Berry.

The fire started in the storeroom 
near Hall D, on the top floor, and 
spread rapidly. Night Watchman* 
Fred Bassa, who discovered it, turn­
ed in an alarm for the asylum de­
partment, and this was followed by a* 
hurried call for the city brigade. The 
asylum department was powerless to 
check the flames. The incline was 
not running and had it not been for 
Hamilton’s new auto fire truck, 
which climbed the "steep hill at a 
twelve mile clip, the dimeter would 
probably have been greater.

Three other city companies an-d a 
steamer were sent up. By the time

MONTANA BANK LOOTED.

DROVE WIFE BESIDE 
HIS TEA» OF MULES

In Broad Daylight—Bandit Killed 
and Money Recovered.

Great Falls, Mont., Aug. 1.—The 
National Bank of Harlem was robb­
ed yesterday by three masked men, 
but the man who obtained the booty 
was killed and the money recovered. 
The other two desperados escaped. 
The men are believed to be members 
of the Curry gang of robbers, and If 
this Is the case they will be hard to 
locate in the hiding places In the 
mountains to which they appeared tt> 
be going, with an armed body of 
men In automobiles in hit pursuit.

The trio entered the bank and two 
of them covered the cashier and his 
assistant with revolvers. The third 
went on an exploring trip and ob­
tained money amounting to about 
$1,200. One of the robbers acciden­
tally fired his revolver and this 
brought Marshall Taswell to the 
scene. As the latter entered one of 
the robbers fired at him, and the 
marshall returned the fire, instantly 
killing the man who was just leaving 
with the cash. The other two hur­
riedly left the building and, mount­
ing their horses, waiting outside, fled.

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CANADA RETAINS 
CONTROL OF NAVY

TEXT OF AGREEMENT REACHED 
BETWEEN DOMINIONS AND * 

BRITISH ADMIRALTY.

Ottawa, July 28—The full details 
of the agreement reached between re­
presentatives of Canada and Austra­
lia and the British Admiralty on naval 
defence were tabled In the House to­
day. The clauses which form the 
basis of the agreement are as fol­
lows ;

The Detailed Report.
The detailed report tabled by Sir 

Wilfrid- Laurier Is as follows:
1. The naval services and forces of 

the Dominions of Canada and Austra­
lia will be exclusively under the con­
trol of their respective governments.

2. Training and discipline of the 
naval forces of the dominions will be 
generally uniform, officers and men 
of said forces to be interchangeable 
with those under control of British 
admiralty.

3. Ships of each dotninion naval 
force will hoist at the stern the white 
ensign as the symbol of the authority 
of the crown .and at the jack staff the 
distinctive flag of the dominion.

4. The Canadian and the Austra­
lian governments will have their own 
naval stations as agreed upon from 
time to time.

5. In the event of the Canadian or 
Australian governments desiring to 
send ships to a part of the British 
Empire outside of their own respec­
tive stations .they will notify the 
British Admiralty.

Will Obtain Concurrence.
6. In the event of Canadian or 

Australian governments desiring to 
send ships to a foreign port, they will 
obtain concurrence of the Imperial

« government in order that the neces­
sary . arrangements with the foreign 
office may be made as in the case of 
the ships of the British fleet, In such 
time and manner as is usual between 
the British Aumiralty Snd foreign of­
fice.

7. While ships of dominions are 
at a foreign port a report of their pro­
ceedings will be forwarded by the of­
ficer in command to the commander- 
in-chief of Ihe station or to the Brit­
ish Armiralty. The officer in command 
of a Dominion ship, so long as he re­
mains In a foreign port will obey any 
Instructions he may receive from the 
government of the United Kingdom 
as to the conduct of any international 
matters that may arise, the Dominion

v ; government being informed.
8. Commanding officer of a Do-

/ minion ship having to put into a fo-
regn port within previous arrange- 

/ ments on account of stress of wea-
ther, danger, or any unforeseen em­
ergency will report his arrival and 
reason for calling to the commander- 
in-chief of the station, or to the ad­
miralty and will obey so long as he 
remains in. the foreign port any in­
structions he may receive from the 
government of the United Kingdom as 
to his relations wlm the authorities, 
the Dominion government being in­
formed.

Senior Officer Commands.
9. When a ship of the British ad­

miralty meets a ship dt the Dominion, 
the senior officer will have the right 
of command In matters of ceremony 
or International intercourse, or where 
united action is agreed upon, -but will 
have no power to direct tha1 move­
ments of ships of other service unless 
the ships are ordered to co-operate 
by mutual agreement.

10. In foreign ports the senior 
officer will take command but not so 
as to Interfere with the orders that 
the junior may have received from 
his own governments

11. When a court martial has to 
he ordered by a Dominion and a suf­
ficient number of officers are not av­
ailable in the Dominion service at 
the time the British Admiralty, if re­
quested, will make necessary arrange­
ments to enable a court to be formed. 
Provision will be made by order of 
His Majesty in council and -the Do-

jf minion government to define the con- 
S, ditions under which officers of the 

'-different services are to sit on the 
joint court martials.

12. Ths British Admiralty under 
takes to lend to the Dominions during 
the period of development of their 
services under conditions to be agreed 
upon, such flag and other officers and 
men as may be needed. In their se­
lection the preference will be given 
to officers and .men coming from or 
connected with the Dominion, but 
they should all be volunteers to ser­
vice.

13. The service of officers of the 
British fleet in the- Dominion naval 
forces or officers of these forces in 
the British fleet will count in, all re­
spects lot promotion, pay, retirement, 
etc., as service In their respective 
forces.

How Seniority Determined.
14. In order to determine all 

questions of seniority that may arise 
the names of all officers will be shown 
In the naval list and their seniority 
determined by the date of their com­
mission, whichever is earlier, in Brit­
ish, Canadian or Australian services.

16. It is desirable In the Interest of 
efficiency and co-operation that ar­
rangements should be made from time 

"to time between the British admir­
alty and the Dominions for ships of 
the Dominions to take part in fleet 
exercises, or for any other joint 
training considered necessary under 
the senior navel officer. While so em­
ployed ,the ships will be under com­
mand of that officer who "would not, 
however, interfere in the Internal 
economy of ships of another service 
further than absolutely necessary.

16. In time of war when the naval 
service of a Dominion or any part 
thereof has been put at the disposal 
of the Imperial government by the 
Dominion authorities the ships will 
form an Integral part of the British 
fleet and will remain under the con­
trol of the British admiralty during 
the continuance of the war.

17. Thé Dominions having applied 
to their naval forces the King> re­

gulations, the admiralty Instructions 
and naval discipline act, the British 
admiralty and the Dqminlon govern­
ments will communicate to each other 
any changes which they propose to 
make in those regulations or that act.

The Canadian Atlantic naval sta­
tion will Include the waters north of 
30 degrees, north latitude, and west 
of meridian of 40 degrees west longi­
tude. The Canadian Pacific Naval 
station will Include the waters north 

‘of 30 degrees north latitude and 
east of the meridian of 180 degrees 
longitude.

VETO BILL CRISIS 
IS PASSING OVER

THE “NO SURRENDER” MOVE­
MENT OF INSURGENTS IS 

DYING OF RIDICULE.

London, July 28—A solution of the 
veto bill crisis without the creation 
of peers may be .predicted tonight 
with tolerable certainty. Premier 
Asquith had a final interview today 
with King George, who goes with 
Queen Mary tomorrow to Cowes for 
the week end.

The “no surrender movement is 
dying of ridicule, its leaders not dar 
ing to publish the names of Its alleg 
ed adherents. Lord Lansdowne, lead 
er of the opposition on the other 
hand, has received writen pledges of 
support from more than 300 peers in 
his efforts to save the bill.

The following is expected to be the 
course designed on the veto bill: The 
House of Commons Wednesday will 
reject the House of Lords amend 
ments, while Intimation will he con 
veyed to Premier Asquith that Lord 
St. Aldwyn will take sufficient Union 
1st peers into the government io-bby, 
if the Halsburyites challenge a div 
ision, to offset them.

It is believed however that even 
this procedure will not be necessary 
als It is very doubtful whether Lord 
Halsbury’s following is equal in num 
her to the Liberal peers.

Ottawa, July 31—The Ottawa Even 
ing Journal find. Con.) prints a story 
to the eeffet that there was a stormy 
scene at Saturday’s sitting of the 
cabinet council between Hon. Mr. 
Fielding and Hon. Frank Oliver 
which led to blows and that as a con 
sequence Mr. Oliver was on the point 
of resigning.

According to the newspaper the 
trouble arose over Mr. Oliver’s de 
termination that the charges against 
him should be proceeded with' before 
dissolution. Mr. Oliver when seen re­
peated that he was sorry that the 
Inquiry could not toe disposed of, but 
that the report that he had quarrelled 
with Mr. Fielding was tooth absurd 
and outrageous.

“I have not resigned from the cab 
inet, neither do I intend resigning,’ 
said Mr. Oliver. He added that he 
would probably leave for the west to 
morrow to open his campaign.

Rogers Will Be Candidate.
Montreal, July 31—Hon. Robert 

Rogers, acting Premier of Manitoba, 
arrived In this city tonight after hav­
ing had a conference with R. L. Bor­
den in Ottawa. He intimated that he 
would shortly leave the provincial for 
the federal arena and that if Ahe Con­
servatives won the next election he 
would be found on the treasury 
benches. He stated that if the re­
distribution bill could be passed be­
fore dissolution he would have ac­
cepted a Manitoba nomination for 
Ottawa, but that at present he did not 
know exactly what position he would 
take. This depended largely upon 
future discussions with Premier Rob 
Un. He will return to Manitoba Im­
mediately to take part in the Conser­
vative campaign.

Situation In B. C.
Vancouver, B.C., July 31—With the 

federal election only seven weeks 
away not one candidate has been no­
minated in the seven constituencies of 
British Columbia, although the pres­
ent five Conservative members are 
believed to be sure of renomination. 
Sir Wm. Templeman will run in Vic­
toria as stated recently and Ral-ph 
Smith will likely again contest Na­
naimo. Neither party are quite ready 
for election. J. W. Weart, Vancouver, 
lawyer .nominated lgst April by the 
Liberals of New Westminster to op­
pose J. G. Taylor, M.P., today retired 
from the race and a hurryi call has 
been sent out for a convention there. 
John Oliver, former provincial Lib­
eral leader, may get the nomination. 
In Vancouver, while It Is generally 
believed that Cowan will be renomln- 
fttèr, Sir Charles Hlbert Tupper and 
C. E. Tisdale, M.P.P., are mentioned 
as possible candidates for the favor 
of the convention, J. H. Senkler, K. 
C„ president of the Vancouver Lib­
eral Association Is the likely Liberal 
candidate. The convention will be 
held next Thursday.

THE DISSOLUTION IS EXPECTED 
NEXT WEDNESDAY OR 

THURSDAY.

Ottawa, July 28—There is practi­
cally no change In political situation 
and indications still point to a disso­
lution of the House next week, either 
on Wedsesday or Thursday, Some of 
the members who left tor their homes 
tonight will not come back to take 
part In the proceedings of this parlia­
ment and will return to Ottawa as 
members again only by the grace of 
their constituents. All signs indicate 
that there will toe no members of par­
liament in Canada a week hence and 
that the government machinery will 
be confined to Has Excellency and his 
advisers.

Owing to improbability of any sup­
ply toeing voted the government will 
have to provide money to carry on the 
country’s business toy the issue of 
Governor-General’s warrants. As it 
will be cosslderable over two months, 
from the date of adjournment until 
the new parliament will meet, large 
sums of money will be. raised in this 
way. The general rule is that after 
dissolution the Government can raise 
money to pay salaries or to continue 
any work already started. In the de­
partment of railways for instance 
most of the salaries have been voted 
in full but for great undertakings as 
the National Transcontinental railway 
and other public works large and 
small money will be raised by the is­
sue of warrants.

Reciprocity Again Monday.
Reciprocity wall again be the gov­

ernment program on Monday but if it 
is definitely decided to dissolve next 
week, a part of one day at least will 
be given over to the discussion of the 
report on the Imperial conference 
and naval defence conference.

The Oliver charges will be proceed­
ed with toy a special committee on 
Tuesday with all the essential wit­
nesses present. With continuous sit­
tings it is believed that all the evid­
ence can be heard in a couple of 
days. ,

Most of the morning and afternoon 
sittings of the Commons was taken 
up with the discussion of a résolution 
moved by Capt. Thos. Wallace, (Cen­
ter York, condemning the govern­
ment for its expenditure of money on 
the Newmarket canal. A division was 
taken shortly before six o'clock, the 
motion being rejected by a vote of 79 
to 45., a government majority of 34.

Capt. Wallace in ,«aking his attack 
on the government put on record the 
report of E. J. Walsh, a former en­
gineer of the railways and canals de­
partment, condemning the expendi- 
turees. — _

Nothing To dô Wlfli Work.
Sir Alan Ayleswurtl-. said that he 

had nothing whatever to do with the 
construction of the canal. It was built 
before his day in the house and had 
been justified by the electors of 
North York at two general elections. 
Major Curris argued that the object 
of the construction of the canal was 
to corrupt the riding.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said that con 
struction had been commenced at the 
request of a large deputation which 
Included many Conservatives.

The debate was continued by E. B, 
Osler, W. B. Staples, Arthur iMeighen, 
Glen Campbell and W. R. Smith. The 
western members complained that 
Manitoba was not getting its share of 
the appropriations for public works.

SAY GERMANY WILL SECURE 
VALUABLE TERRITORIAL 

ADVANTAGES.

T. P. O’Connor Reviews Sltnu-tion in 
London—Says Home Rule Cam­
paign Will Commence In Five or 
Six Weeks—Will Probably End 
Like the Veto Struggle.

UNIONIST FORCES 
ARE RE-UNITING

BREAK IN RANKS OF BRITISH 
OPPOSITION IS SAID TO 

BE HEALED.

London, July 31—The crisis over 
the veto bill has undergone a slight 
modification, as th^ cabinet ty.^y 
decided t^postpone the re-appear­
ance of tàç’ bill before the House of 
Commons until August 7. Present 
anticipations point to the healing of 
the breach in the Unionist ranks.

Lord Lansdowne and his followers 
who favor the bill and the Halsbury­
ites, who are'opposed to it will meet 
to-morrow night in full force as 
complimentary dinner to the Union­
ist party’s former whip, Sir Alexan­
der Hood, who is now known 
Lord St. Audrey.

At this dinner Mr. Balfour, leader 
of the opposition, in the House of 
Commons, is expected to speak in an 
effort to pave the way for a modus 
vivendi between the opposing sections 
of the party. Lord Lansdowne to­
night issued a letter discountenanc­
ing the idea of any Unionist peers 
voting in the Government lobby for 
the veto bill. This belated decision 
on the part of Lord Lansdowne pro­
bably means that he has secured suf­
ficient support to make the Halsbury­
ites powerless against the votes of 
the Liberal peers.

That the tension has lessened is 
shown by the fact that King George 
has decided to remain at Cowes for 
the rest of the week. There Is still 
a strong belief in the lobbies of par­
liament, however, that Premier As­
quith in order to guard against sur­
prises will have created a batch of 
about fifty peers before again trusting 
the veto bill to the House of Lords.

Ten ur fifteen years ago the Kaiser be 
lieved it could be found in South Am 
erica, but the revised Monroe doctrine 
dissipated the i.dea. What was lost in 
Brazil is sought in Africa. The pres 
sure of the financial interests on the 
Berlin foreign office is continuous. Pre 
sident Taft’s arbitration propaganda 
provides the cither factor influencing 
the Ka.ser to get a “pied de terre 
Africa at almost any cost forthwith 
The German sovereign perceives that 
if he ever is to submit to arbitration 
particularly with an European power, 
possession will be nine points in the 
case.

The New French Minister.
M. De Selves, French foreign min 

ister, is conducting the vitally import 
ant dispute between France and Ger 
many, with a resourcefulness and cool 
ness vastly surprising to all the chan 
cellors. not one ot whom had ever 
heard of him when he sprang into the 
limelight on the recent formation of 
the Caillaux cabinet. It is everywhere 
recognized that he Is not likely to fall 
into me errors en 'Àhéophile Delcasse, 
chief of which w^s, as a Paris dis 
patch puts it, “an excess df candor, al 
most American.”

There is an impression, however, 
that the trail followed by the Quai 

iD'Orsày is the one fclazed years à.go 
by Delcasse, when demanding that his 
colleagues stake all even war, on the 
issue ultimately referred to the nations 
at Algeciras and settled there tem­
porarily by the adroitness cif the Am 
erican representatives. Although in 

^jthe background Delcasse has a voice 
in the Caillaux ministry more potent in 
foreign affairs than any other member 
save the premier and Selves, and not 
the least significant" ïèature of the 
case is the hint thrown out by the 
German «press that “the original Del 
casse principles, minus the Delcasse 
manners, may yet build a golden 
bridge.”

A special despatch from Paris, print­
ed here tcidaÿ but not taken seriously, 
says that Germany demanded the dis 
missal of Chancellor of the Exchequer 
David Lloyd-George after his speech 
last week at the banquet of the lord 
mayor. The British government, so 
it was reported in Paris, advised Ger­
many that the opinions expressed by 
Lloyd-George were the views of the 
government. The in-cident is likened 
to the one which resulted in the dis­
missal of Delcasse of France, upon the 
çcmplaint of Germany during the Mo­
roccan disturbance six years ago. The 
dispatch gives no authority for the 
statement. WjJESl

Thinks War Inevitable.
"New York, July 29—James F. J. 

Archibald, war correspondent, wftio has 
seen service with twenty armies, and 
can speak with authority on military 
equipment, arrived from Europe to­
day and declared that undoubtedly 
there would be a war between France 
and Germany. *j.is views are pro 
nounced.

; England has been pushing France 
and Germany to war just as she push 
ed Russia and Japan to war,”, said Mr. 
Ai chi bald. “After she has succeeded 
in her designs England will step aside 
out of harm’s way and France and 
Germany will fight it out together.

*My,belief that there will be a war 
is based upon the fact that Germany 
cannot back from her position even 
thqugh it is not a righteous one, with­
out the government losing its prestige 
at home. This the Kaiser must avoid 
at all costs.. Germany rriust either 
back down completely, for the French 
people will not countenance a grant cf 
territory to Germany in Afrifca, or 
else she must fight France.

France is Well Prepared.
“France is well prepared for war. 

She has today the finest military or­
ganization in the world. She Is far 
ahead of any nation in her artillery 
equipment and. also In her aeroplanes.
It will practically be the first aero­
plane war. The war, If it comes tc 
tl:at*, will be fought on the frontier. 
France will protect her ports with 
submarines and eroplanes. Germany 
has stuck to her dirigibles, and these 
are not nearly as serviceable in times 
of Avar as aeroplanes;

"One thing I found out was that 
the outside world knows nothing cf 
the secret aero flights that occur every 

l day in different parts of France, when 
trained experts are sent on five min­
utes' notice t-o distant places without 
tuning up or waiting for favorable air 
currents. I tell you, France Is a won­
der today, and she is in excellent con­
dition to get her revenge on Germany. 
Her army in Africa is perfect and the 

corps in the entire army is 
splendid/*

London, July 2 9 (by T. P. O’Con­
nor).—The whole political sky was 
enormously cleared during this week 
and the end of last week,, but this 
ended with Chancellor Lloyd-George’s 
remarkable speech about Morocco, 
which gained additional seriousness 
by Lloyd-George’s well-known love of 
peace and hatred of war.

Among the farm friends of Lloyd- 
George it was matter for wonder that 
hq should have made himself the 
mouthpiece of such a menacing poli­
tical pronouncement, and everybody 
thought the situation must be almost 
hopeless when Lloyd-George resorted 
to such perilous language.

The international situation was ag­
gravated by the violent scene in the 
House of Commons on Monday 
night. There was a prospect that the 
blind fury of domestic party passions 
might encourage the factionists at 
home to refuse any assistance to the 
Liberal ministry to confront the ex­
ternal situation, and, on the other 
hand, might encourage the German 
jingoist to count on the .English divi­
sion to push forward their violent 
campaign in speeches and journals. 

Asquith and Balfour.
Asquith’s speech, vvhich Was grave, 

dignified and pacific, relieved the 
situation, and further relief came 
from the Hon. A. J. Balfour’s strong 
support and repudiation of any idea 
of the domestic quarrels producing a 
disunion on the face of foreign dan­
ger.

For the moment then the= danger of 
the Moroccan crisis is not serious, 
but all anxiety is not vet .past. This 
incident is a painful reminder that in 
the midst of‘international;.congresses 
and frequent exchange of - visits of 
Germans to England and Englishmen 
to Germany, and arbitration treaties, 
all Europe still waiks over a volcano 
of national passions which,piay break 
at any moment its thin crust and de­
vastate the world.

The Domestic Struggle.
Some cooling atmosphere has come 

in the domestic struggle. It looked 
for several days as if the Tory ex­
tremists would carry the day and lead 
at once to the overthrow of Balfour’s 
leadership and the creation of 50Ç 
peers. The violent scene in the 
House of Commons was as much a 
demonstration, against Balfour by the 
Tory extremists as against Asquith, 
and was Interfded as much to destroy 
Balfour and iansdowne’s policy of 
surrender as to insult Asquith.

The Balfour letter was the first 
crashing blow agadnst the conspiracy 
against his leadership and Lans- 
downe’s policy of surrender. The 
Tory extremists retorted by the much- 
booméd dinner to Lord Halsbury, 
and additional imiportanee is given 
to this violent revolt by the letter 
from Joseph Cham'berlain and the 
speech from Austin Chamberlain. It 
became evident that the purpose of 
the conspiracy, was to replace Bal­
four as Opposition leader by Austin 
Cham'berlain. The latter’s speech 
at the banquqt was so violent as to 
make the retreat of the extremists ap­
pear impossible, and again, the crea­
tion of the 500 peers seemed inevit­
able, but a few hours showed that the 
banquet was an immense fizzle.

Pledges of Peers.
Lord Lansdowne, In the meantime, 

received pledges of peers in every 
mail, and the Unionist journals, with 
a few exceptions, thundered against 
the extremists, and today the general 
belief is that the crisis really is over 
and that the veto bill will be a law 
by the end of next week. In the 
meantime the torrid heat and the 
violent opposition of the Labor party 
to the insurance bill is calculated to 
curtail the session. The insurance 
bill, possibly, will be dropped. The 
copyright bill, however, Is safe.

After the brief pause of some five 
or six weeks, the great home rule 
campaign will start in England and 
Ireland, to end probably like the veto 
struggle. That is to say, in violent 
scenes in the opening struggle, fierce 
threats, and/hen the passage through 
the House of Commons and the re­
jection by the House of Lords, fol­
lowed by a peaceful surrender to 
home rule as an accomplished and in­
evitable fact. Thus it is possible 
that home rule may *be carried with­
in one, instead of two years, but the 
fight will be fierce.

A TRIPLE TRAGEDY.

Porcupine, Ont, July 30—A triple 
tragedy cm the Matagyni river occur­
red late Friday evening. Carey Brown, 
a banker of Toledo, O; C. E, Vance, 
mining engineer ,and former manager 
of the Tonapah Nevada Mining Com­
pany, and a Swede guide, fell into the 
water at Sandy Fall as the canoe up­
set. Brown was pulled out but when 
he saw his companion drowning he fell 
dead on the river bank.

The drowning tragedy was preceded 
by a suicide near the T. and N. O.i 
staticn .when a foreigner known by the 
English name Joseph Ware, cut his 
throat. Ware had been employed at 
the Dome mines.

CORRESPONDENCE
A SCHEME OF CIVIC GOVERNMENT 
To the Editor of the Bulletin, 

Edmonton, Alta.
Dear Sir,—The troubles and tribu­

lations of our civic administration for 
some montns past have given rise to 
endless difficulty and criticism, elicit­
ing such remarks as “Why doesn’t the 
mayor and council resign?” “The 
commissioners should retire decently 
after being fired”; “The whole bunch 
should quit,” etc., etc., quite commun 
on the streets until a few days ago.

The general feeling appears to be 
that “The times are out of joint” and 
some one is badly needed to set them 
right While I would not assume for 
a ittpment that I am competent to dc 
so, àt the same time I feel persuaded 
it is the duty of every thinking citizen 
of Edmonton to give some thought to 
the question in the hope of finding the 
cause of the trouble, and if passible, 
the remedy..

We are all agreed that our present 
civic system of government is not 
working in the best interests of the city 
as a whole; whether this is due to in­
compatibility of temperament between 
the city council and the commissioners, 
or to the hybrid system we. are work­
ing under, appears to be a matter of 
evinion. Those with whom I have dis­
cussed the subject appear to be about 
evenly dix ided.

We have undertaken greater re­
sponsibility in the City of Edmonton 
than lias been assumed by any other 
city on the whole continent—in the 
operation and management of every 
public utility, the successtul manage­
ment of any one of which would call 
for the best business intelligence of a 
private corporation. We have attempt­
ed this great task under what is sup­
posedly a commission system ctf gov­
ernment, but what is in reality, a hy­
brid system—part commission and 
part council, with the duties of neither 
body properly defined, this fqature in 
itself' being fruitful of endless friction 
will rnaKe it unprotitabiy workable.

I take it that the operation of any 
public utility has in view two primary 
objects; the greatest service to the 
public with the least cost of produc­
tion. 1 submit that while this may 
be possible, it is not at all probable 
of expectation under the hampering 
interference of political or *semi-politi- 
cal influences (the.word politic is used 
in its broadest sense).

Experience is the best teacher to 
verify the soundness of the above 
statement. Just think of any manu­
facturing or producing industry you 
are familiar with operated under 
political or semi-poiltlca: management 
and measure the results obtained with 
chat of a similar industry operated un­
der private or corporate management. 
IV this be correct, then we cannot look 
for the highest measure or success un­
der our present system., We have ex­
ceeded even the extreme optimism of 
many large Industries, industries which 
will naturally increase in importance 
and difficulty of management with the 
rapid growth c^-the city. In addition, 
we have introduced other innovations 
not common to most cities in the the 
manner of taxation, form of govern­
ment, etc.

As we have attempted the obliga­
tions of a mammoth industrial institu­
tion, then why not gci one step, fur­
ther and try the management or ; * e 
city ir its various details on the 
followed by a private corporation -i;<i 
adopt an out and out comni'ji.vu »vs- 
em of government?

Just at this time when the agree­
ment far the amalgamation )f tho 
twin cities is about completed wi V.d 
appear to me to be an opportune <ir.e 
lo give such a change the closest study 
and consideration^ While I do not 
pose as an authority, I would suggest 
the outline of such a change that I 
think would furnish tho remedy we 
are looking for.

Instead of our hybrid system of a 
council and two commissioners, I 
would suggest a mayor and council tif 
six commissioners, the mayor to he 
elected by the popular vote of the peo­
ple for one or more years as wouid 1 e 
deemed expedient, the commissioners 
to receive their appointment for 
special fitness for the office, i would 
make each commissioner qU'.MVy m 
practical and technical knowlel-çe 1er 
his particular duties, in average busi­
ness ability and probity of character. 
Ihe legislative body would be <.• im­
posed cf the mayor and the six <cn - 
missioners who would deal vviin Ml 
legislative matters of the city under 
similar procedure of the present 
council., I submit that such a oody 
would be capable of equal, if r it su­
perior intelligence and reliabil ty ,in 
the consideration of any legislative act 
affecting the city’s interests with that 
of any council chosen by popular v te 
of the people at large In the dis­
charge of their executive duties the 
political features being eliminated, *»:e 
best unbiased judgment would natvr - 
ally be expected.

The commissioners for their o.of’i- 
tive duties could be selected fur the 
following departments:

(a) Engineering, streets and sewers.
(b) Operation and maintenais <f 

power plant.
(c) Street railway.
(d) Electric light and telephones.
(e) * Finance.
(f) Legal.
Nothing would prevent the selection 

of the commissioners from our own 
citizens, providing they measured up 
to the required standard.

I have heard it stated that the only 
qualifications necessary for a commis­
sioner is a recognition as a good busi­
ness man. That may be correct t« 
some extent, but it is not the only 
qualification. A man may be classed 
as a good business man, but owing to 
his education along one particular lino 
of business activity, he might lack the 
practical knowledge to provide him 
with the basic value to measure up th<; 
results obtained from some other line 
of action. In other words, put a first 
class business man, who may be'^a dr. 
goods merchant, hardware merchant, 
or insurance agent, in charge of an 
one of the city’s utilities .without son 
previous technical and practical trac ­
ing in that department—by wlnt t 
measure is he to guage the value .l \ 
results produced, or by what method 
could he outline a plan for the better­
ment of the institution?

I I would net suggest that the com­
missioners should confine .their effort 
to office functions only, provide enter­
taining subject matteiyfor publication 
or pleasantly entertann a continue ; in 
stream of public callers. With certain' 
(fixed hours fc/r executive office work 
and a fixed time for legislative duties 
ir. the legislative chamber, their proper 
sphere would be the personal super­
vision of the work under their control 
—in other words the actual working 
heads in their various departments.

It is unnecëssary here to go into de­
tails cif remuneration to be paid the 
commissioners, it might be found 
necessary to make one the active head 
and fix their salaries to meet their in­
dividual responsibilities. Should the 
aggregate amount of salary paid bu 
$50,000 or even $<0,000 per annum, 
it would be little .rt excess of that paid 
to the single executive head of many 
of our big industrial institutions. [ 
submit that for the maximum sum, 
we could get a body of men measuring 
up in every way with the required 
standard, and such a sum is small 
when compared with the cost to the 
city of many of the mistakes due to 
previous inefficient management.

We now come to probably «the mo.si 
important feature of such a change 
in precedurë: The responsibility of 
th commissioners—As the people are 
supreme ,the people must hold the 
fate of the commissioners in their 
hands, and as this is net practical di­
rectly ,it can be accomplished indirect­
ly by the voice of the people through 
a board ef control. I think a board of 
three members would be ample to 
fulfil all the functions required of this 
body. Personnel of the board of con­
trol—1st, the mayor, who represents 
the popular voice of the people; 2nd, 
the elected choice of the Edmonton 
Board of Trade ,non membership in 
the Board of Trade ncit necessarily a 
disqualification; 3rd an appointee of 
the Federal Government, preferably a 
resident member of the Supreme Court 
Bench.

In this board we would have one 
member, the popular choice of tho 
whole people, one member the elected 
chcice of our most intelligent business 
organization and the third member, by 
virtue of his position, would be per­
fectly impartial. ® x

With the board of control would be 
left the responsibility of the commis­
sioners ’appointment and their dis­
charge under certain defined regula­
tions embracing the recall system if 
deemed advisable.

In this letter I can nc more than 
barely outline the features of such an 
important change, and while admit­
ting the crudeness of the presentation,
I feel satisfied that such a system if 
properly worked out in detail would 
solve our difficulty and place our civic 
management on a sound business basis.

It would probably be suggested that 
under such a system there wculd be 
no * adequate check on the board of 
commissioners to prevent the jeopard­
izing of the city’s interests for personal 
gain, probably no more than there is 
on the directorate of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, or the executive of 
any other large corporation. Our ex­
perience has been that men of such 
calibre very rarely combine for the 
object of boodling.

In conclusion, while thanking you 
for giving the foregoing suggestions 
publicity, it is with the hope that the"* 
subject will cause sufficient interest 
among our thinking men to justify 
some discussion with the object of sup­
plying a remedy for our present civic J 
troubles.

God gave me 
many wonderful secrets, but because 
of the great sin he took/all away but 
one, the least cf them, the turning of 
sable stones into gold. I have buried 
this secret by the body of old Duck­
wing in the big swamp God rest my* 
soul. God has filled the earth with 
gold. Devils do not believe it, but 
has He not promised ‘seek and find?* 
The blue heron is wise and the night 
cwl, but man is an ass for he walketh 
not in the ways of the Most High.”

A little of the story of the peculiar 
old hermit, Thomas, is known here. 
George, Knevels, who lives in a portion 
of a house built by Thomas, say3 that 
as a bey he recollects finding carefully 
secreted collections of pebbles in the 
house. It is said that Thomas’ Wife 
deserted him and that his queerness 
became noticeable about the same 
time.

According to another letter found 
in the box, there is another chest bur­
led cln the island. A map gives in­
structions or directions for finding a 
third chest, the key to which is said 
to be hidden in a tree. The whole 
neighborhood is excited over the 
search, immediately begun, for the re­
maining chests.

Halifax, July 30—The pro­
tected cruiser Nicxbe ,the flagship of 
the Canadian navy ,was saved to the 
DoTtifriion’s -young sea si. ,.a after 
being imjpiried lor five -houia on the 
southwest ledges of Cape Sable early 
today. Her hull was pierced in several 
places, the starboard engine room 
swamped with water and other com­
partments flooded. No lives were lost.

A dispatch from Shag Habbor to­
night says the Niobe has arrived there 
under her own steam a fid is an­
chored in nine fathoms of water.

The Niobe’s divers 
went down to examine the bottom of 
the cruiser but no report from them 
has been received.

The de­
partment of marine now expects the 
Niobe at Halifax tomorrow evening 
if the fog lifts.

Not Known How Released.
The exact means of the release of 

the Niobe were not known here up 
to a late hour tonight but it was sup­
posed she floated on a rising tide. 
Commander McDonald, who is com­
manding the cruiser, anchored the 
Niobe in a safe position some dis­
tance from the scene of her mishap, 
awaiting the arrival of the govern­
ment steamers Laay Laurier and 
Stanley which were dispatched to her 
assistance early this morning from 
St. John.

The cause qf the accident is not yet 
known bu-t a heavy fog enshrouded 
the coast and it is believed also that 
there was a southeast gale blowing. 
Commander McDonald and the other 
officers of the Niobe were nun-com­
municative today when asked by 
wireless for a statement as to the 
cause of the stranding.

The pre­
sent Liberal Government have, how­
ever, been responsible for the creation 
cf 49 peerages excluding the last list 
of Coronation honors. In spate of this 
they could only muster 46 votes alto­
gether. Among the men who absented 
themselves rather than vote for the 
bill were Ix>rd Devonpcrt, who in the 
1906 election .won Devonport for the 
Liberals as Mr. Hudson Kearley, and 
distinguished himself by his strong 
attacks on the House of Lords. An­
other notable absentee was Lord Wear- 
dale (formerly Mr Philip Stanhope), 
who spoke strongly against the bill, 
but refused to vote against his party. 
Lord Furness (formerly Sir Christo­
pher Furness), another prominent 
Radical, refused to vote, as did also 
Lord Courtney, (formerly Mr. Leonard 
Courtney). A short period in the 
Upper House seems to alter the most 
radical point of view.

WAR LIABLE.
Well-intentioned people in this and 

other countries try to persuade them­
selves and others that war between 
two powerful and "Christian” nations 
is new a thing almost, if not quite, im­
possible. It would be time for a world 
Jubilee if that notion would stand the 
test of trial. How weak a foundation 
there is for it is made apparent by the 
presently strained relations between 
France and Great Britain on the one 
side and Germany on the other. A 
leading German newspaper declared 
that when Premier Asquith rose to 
address the British House of Com­
mons on Thursday he held peace and 
war in ttis. hands—the peace and war 
of the world, it may be added. Con­
sidering the temper of the two peoples 
there can be no manner of doubt that 
this judgment is correct, and that a 
statement from the mouthpiece of one 
people couched in anything but of­
fenceless language would have precipi­
tated a storm such as Europe has not 
seen for a century, and such as men 
of sense and feeling everywhere must 
hope the wcrld will not see again, at 
this or any time. But if this Ger­
man paper’s judgment is correct it 
serves to show precisely how little 
stands between the highest civiliza­
tion and the worst that barbarism has 
been able to invent. Fundamentally 
the^ trouble grows out of the lack of 
confidence of coe nation in another. 
A London paper illustrates this in a 
sentence. Germany, it says, has been 
accused of prowling around the Mo­
roccan const with intention to seize 
a port and establish there a naval 
base. It adds, "Well, she has been 
"prowling around the Moroccan coast, 
"and if her intentions are honest why 
“are they kept seerdt?” That question 
seems to express very fully the suspic­
ion which causes Britain to object to 
Germany’s behaviour in Morocco; and 
no doubt the same suspicion is the 
mainspring of Franco’s protest also. 
Could these nations be confident that 
Germany desired nothing more than 
the protection of German- interests in 
Morocco there would be no possibility 
of war. Were they certain that Ger­
many had no more menacing intention 
than that of peopling a part of North 
Africa with her surplus sobs and 
daughters it is unlikely that these 
Powers, each with enormous and 
sparsely settled colonies, would object. 
But Britain and France alike fear that 
the German idea is not to force a set­
tlement of claims, or to colonize a 
desert, but to establish on the North 
African coast a powerful fortress and 
naval base; and that from this base a 
German fleet would some day issue to 
block the lines of traffic across the At­
lantic ocean. That done, Britain and 
France could be starved into submis­
sion. Naturally therefore these na­
tions set more consequence on keeping 
Germany out of Morocco than they 
would otherwise put upon the posses­
sion of all Northern Africa. To allow 
her to become established there would 
be to put their national lives largely 
in her keeping, and they will fight 
rather than del that This was the 
substance of Premier Asquith's state­
ment on Thursday.

LLOYD GEORGE ON A WAR 
FOOTING

Montreal Star—It Is unusual and 
welcome t-o find the name of Lloyd 
George figuring a sthe rallying cry of 
British progressive patriotism. We 
would have "of British Imperial­
ism” if we hacNjuX feared to employ 
a term at which the Chancellor or his 
friends might take alarm. But the 
truth is that the carefully prepared 
and written statement made by Mr. 
Lloyd George at the Mansion House is 
by far the boldest utterance in a time 
of crisis which has echoed through 
London in many a day. The far- 
reaching significance o fthe declaration 
is that it does not merely bind Britain 
to defend herself when attacked, but 
declares that she will "maintain her 
place a*nd prestige among the powers 
of Europe,” and will not "surrender 
..er great ana bénéficient position for 
oOud,” nor will she be "treated as of 
no account in the Cabinet of nations.”

This seems to mean, in two words, 
ihat Britain means tu be consulted 
before Germany is allowed to estab­
lish a. coaling station on the West 
African coast. To satisfy France in 
the matter of Morocco is not enough. 
Britain must be content as well. All 
talk of a division in council between 
France and Britain, may be dismissed 
as chaff. If these two powers decide 
to separate on this question, we may 
be confident that they perfectly under­
stand each other, and that they take 
this course for reasons c«f high strat­
egy. If it is merely a question of 
turning Germany out of Agadir, Brit­
ain could probably to the work at less 
cost without France than with her. 
She would merely send a battleship to 
Agadir to suggest that the German 
cruiser gc: away; and then await at­
tack. And in no place could she be 
attacked. On the other hand, if 
France were involved ,thls would mean 
war at once on the Franco-German 
frontier.

Montreal Herald—The reciprocity 
agreement has been accepted by both 
Houses of Congress. It still hangs fire 
in the Canadian Parliament. Yet is 
is probable that the prep< i iderance oi 
opinion in favor oi the pact is greater 
in Canada than in the States. There 
the farmers are, in the main, opposed, 
as well as many of the protected in­
terests., Here the mull tant opposition 
is practically confined to thé cities; 
ihc agricultural communities seem 
strongly favorable.

In spite of this. President Taft has 
hceh able to carry .out his end of the 
bargain while S-ir Wilfrid will in all 
probability1 be cornpéTied to appeal 'to 
the Canadian electorate before thé ré- 
c&icitant Conservative minority will 
allow the Canadian bill to pass Parlia­
ment.

There has been no serious criticism 
of the reciprocity agreement un econ­
omic grounds In fact, such opposition

profitable. Some profess to fear that 
its profit will induce the Canadian 
people to demand free trade in other 
lines, to the detriment of our indus­
tries; others claim the taste of Ameri­
can dollars will develop an appetite 
i'ctf annexation. Both arguments fall 
down if reciprocity Is a failure., And 
if there are any Canadians who really 
believe that selling more goods for 
more dollars to the States Will weaken 
Canada’s loyalty to the Empire, we 
can offer no balm for their fears. On 
their estimate of Canada’s spirit .this 
country's doom is sealed with or with­
out reciprocity. For the States can 
annex us any time by the simple pro­
cess of dropping their tariffs afcainst 
us, without our connivance or cotisent.

i A MISCALCULATION.
The reciprocity agreement was the 

cause of the blockade which made an 
election ! necessary. That is the thing 
about which the fight has been wag­
ing; though the opponents of the mea­
sure have dragged in whatever they 
thought likely to divert public atten­
tion from the real matter at Issue. The 
refusal of supply the prolonged debates 
on questions which could quite as well 
bt* threshed out at some other time, the 
attempts to inflate exploded scandals;

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EDISON INVENTION TO 
SOLVE TIRE TROUBLES

New Discovery a Boon to Autoists— 
TlytnU Be inunujie From ruhe- 
tnires, Will Be of Springs and Will 
Add to Pleasure of Antolng.

New Ypr.k, July 27.—It is a strange 
coincidence thdj upon the day the an­
nouncement was made that George 
Westinghouse had ./perfected an air 
spring for use on automobiles, by the 
use of which the pneumatic tite may 
be discarded, there also came private 
but authentic announcement that 
under the supervision of Edison there 
has been perfected an automobile 
pneumatic tire wdiicft is" regarded as 
immune from any puncture.

It is .practically indestructible until 
the 'rubber itself wears out. How 
long Edison’s suuordinates have
been, working on this tire is not 
known, nor is there any authoritative 
report of the manner in which they 
have made the pneumatic tire im­
mune from puncture.

Possibly there might have been an 
earlier announcement of the success 
of the experiment at the Ediscm labor­
atories had not Mr. Edison‘and almost 
■all of his men been husijy occupied" in 
completing a large order from 
Europe for storage batteries.

First Announcement Premature.
In midsummer of laj$t year there! 

was published a statement that Mr. 
Westinghouse hâd' Invented an air 
spring apparatus which would take 
the place of the pneumatic tire. It 
caused a sensation among automobile, 
manufacturers, partly because all 
manufacturers have learned that Mr. 
Westinghouse never lets an announce­
ment of his inventions be made until; 
he is assured of success.

This announcement, however, was 
prematurely made, somewhat to Mr. 
Weetinghouse’s annoyance. In con­
versation with him in July of last 
year he said to the writer that he was, 
not the inventor of the air spring. 
That was the achievement of a 
clergyman and a mechanic living at 
Troy, N.Y. They brought the ap­
paratus to him in the hope he could 
suggest -come manner of .perfecting 
it. He discovered the defect in the 
apparatus 4nd at once recognized the 
commercial value Of the fundamental 
principle of the apparatus as it had 
been, brought -to him J» crude form by 
the inventor.

At that time Mr. Westinghouse was 
much occupied with other important 
matters. He said, however, that at

the air springs is to be erected large ' 
[enough for, the convenient employ­
ment of something like 6,800 skilled 
artisans.

The air spring is a simple enough 
device.. It Is in effect a double 
cylinder, the upper cylinder being at­
tached to the chassis frame and the 
lower 'cylinder attached to the axle.

Huskies Now Demand Top Prices for 
Their Curies—Most Souglit-for Ar­
ticle is Ae Ivory Cribbage Board— 
An Amusing Incident.

the "Hist convenient opportunity he v/air uses, whales, foxes wolves, etc.
should take this air spring up, work 
at it, perfect it if possible, and sub­
mit it to exhaustive tests, first of all 
upon his -own automobiles.

Causes Exhaustive Investigation.
In order to Satisfy himself of the 

commercial value which an air spring 
might have if it could be successfully 
applied to an automobile, Mr. West­
inghouse paused an exhaustive in­
vestigation to be Nnade of the upkeep 
of automobiles for a single year in 
the 'United States.

This showed that the aggregate up 
keep represented a payment in the 
year 1909-1916 of about $300,000,000, 
including chauffeurs’ wages. One of 
the largest of the items was the up 
keep cost of tires. The figures were 
wéll up in the millions.

The reports satisfy Mr. Westing- 
house that if an apparatus could be 
devised which would eliminate the 
pneumatic tire it could be manufac­
tured at commercial advantage pro­
vided the cost of the apparatus were 
not too great.

tiuring the summer Mr. Westing- 
house perfected, as he thought, the 
air spring-, although there were some 
details, principally respecting the 
manner of attaching the springs to the 
axles and to the body of the car, to be 
worked out. His own autobiles 
were equipped with the air springs. 
He drove with his chauffeur over 
difficult and rough roads many miles. 
He learned the air spring could be. so 
used as to supplement the pneumatic 
tire, or, on the other hand, it could 
be ‘so adjusted as to make necessary 
only a solid and thin rubber band on 
the steel tire. His own ~ machine 
was run without any rubber band 
upon the steel tire and with perfect 
ease to himself and to his'chauffeur.

Orgrniization of Company.
Having the apparatus in perfect 

form and having completed the details 
which would serve to show the best 
manner of adapting or attaching the 
apparatus to the axle and the body of 
the car, the next question was the or­
ganization of a company with suffi­
cient capital and with competent 
skilled labor to manufacture the ap- 
paratol? and place it upon the mar­
ket.

In the fall of last year Mr. Westing- 
house said to the writer it was his in­
tention not to begin the manufacture 
of the air spring until late in 1911. 
He desired to make final and exhaus­
tive tests. He certainly would not 
enter upon ÿie manufacture of the 
device unless satisfied of the most 
minute detail.

At Fort McPherson, the most north­
erly fur trading post In Canada, this 
amusing ihotdewt^occnpred last sum­
mer. A lady towrist, who was making 
a qxdlectioe of native curios, had pro­
vided herself before leaving civiliza­
tion with a small outfit of beads, 
needles, etc- in the hope "of barter­
ing them to good advantage with the 
aboriginals. Seeing some ivory carv­
ings in a “husky" tent this lady in­
timated that she wished to acquire 
them, and ottered in exchange first a 
tew packages of needles, and then 
gome beads, both which were inspected 
and decorously handed back tci her 
with a shake of the head.

After some talking the Esquimaux 
a»ïd he would pell for a pipe and 
some tobacco. This looked easy, as 
ihe curios were cheap at $6 to $7, and 
the lady went to the Hudson Bay 
company’s stare and bought $1 worth 
of tobacco and a 50 cent pipe. These 
were handed to the “husky,” who 
ci urtéously looked them over, and 
then'"handing the pipe , back remark­
ed: “Tobacco good, pipe no dam 
good. ” Tije upshot was that the lady 
had to invest $5 in a pipe tci obtain 
the covet ed cui-ios.

The most sought-fqr article of 
Esquimaux manufacture is the ivory 
cribbage board, made out of a walrus 
tusk. These,make bet* useful articles 
and handsome ornaments. The sides 
a,nd ends are usually covered with 

.........ii wild animals, such as

and this work is in many cases ex­
tremely well executed.

A few years ago these cribbage 
beards could be bought for a com­
paratively trivial sum but now, awing 
to a number of tourists having paid 
absurd figures for them, the price 
has mounted to an almost prohibitive 
figure, from $50 to $100 being asked 
for almost any specimen, while for an 
unusually well carved hoard an 
Esquimaux will not accept less than 
$125.

Other sought-after articles produc­
ed by the “huskies” àfre bead and 
shell earrings, soapstone candlesticks, 
sealing spears, ivory fish hooks and 
sinkers, and patchwork mate manu­
factured from a mixture of splices 
of wild goat, seal and deerskins,
sewn together in a regular and not 
un beautiful pattern.

The trade with the Eskimo is con 
ducted, on somewhat different lines to 
that with the Indians. For a number 
of years past whaling echo, 
hailing from San Francisco, have 
made their Winder quartesp At 
11 urachal Island, ao as ta be ready j 
to,’fommenpe hunting these valuable; 
mammals as soon as open water, ap 
pearfi. Their crews, have dealt largely 
with the Eskimos in fate and curiae, 
paying email prices and in,return-sell­
ing them flour, bacon,, tea, etc,, for 
considerably less than the mere.cost: 
of transporting ,spc* articles into 
the ceùetry by the McKenzie river 
route. However, the schooner owners, 
finding that but little of the profit 
acçrûW- jÇros»".t%s.|iigjwujànpÿ,.feiu>d 
its way into their pockets, have 
largely put a stop to the carrying of 
goods for trading purposes.

As a result a considerable number 
of the Eskimo make their way by 
first cijen water from Herschel island 
and the country east of the McKenzie 
river delta to tile trading posts on 
the lower rivër. On arrival they bar­
ter their furs for whatever pleases 
them, and theft something special— 
a sewing machine, steam tug or what 
not^-catches a husky’s eye, and he 
at once wishes to purchase it. If it 
is not for sale he at once orders erne 
like ft to be brought to next year. 
This the trader interested agrees to 
accomplish, and the question of price 
then comes up. How the price is not 
put to the native to dollars, as that 
would net Involve a sufficiently re­
munerative transaction. Instead, the 
trader says—in taking an order for 
a phonograph, for instance, “You 
must bring me five lynx skins, twenty 
white foxes and two mink.” “Very 
good,” replies the husky, and the deal 
is pieced. He arrives at the post the 
f«flowing summer with the pelts called 
tier, and he is an angry man if his 
phonograph has not turned up.

A short time ago an Eskimo pur­
chased a steam tug, which he is now 
ap adept in operating, and was 
Charged therefor 100 white foxes, two 
No. 1 silver foxes, thirty lynx and fifty 
mink. As the vessel cost but $1,200 
at the point where sold the transaction 
was by no means unprofitable. ■ ,

Dawson City Customs OoHeètor TeHs 
of Bronco Busting iu Arctic Circle 

’by Survey Outfits—Quaint and 
Intcersttng Traits of Indians in 
Rampart House District.

Dawson, July 26.—The spectacle of 
western American and Canadian cow­
boys doing the real' bronco busting 
stunt within the Arctic Circle is being 
enacted at Rampart House, on the 
Porcupine river. Of the 150 to 200 
horses taken Into the country several 
days ago by the Canadian and 
American international boundary sur­
vey outfits many of the cayuses were 
green from the ranges of Western 
Canada and Oregon. The animals 
never had felt the rasp of a rope or 
the restraint of a halter Until rounded 
up for the 1,000 mile trip on the 
Alaska coast and the 1,000 mile, ride 
by steamer on the waters of 
Yukon and the Porcupine. J. 
McDotrgal, customs collector fro: 
the port of Dawson, who had re­
turned from Rampart House, where 
he went to arrange tot- the opening 
of a customs post, should one be 
needed, tells of the conditions there 
among the surveyors, the traders, and 
others.. ,

“Rampart House, the old post of 
the Hudson’s Bay Company, and one 
of the most remote trading posts in 
the Yukon basin,” says Mr. Mc- 
Dougal, “never saw sufch chechahco 
hordes as how occupy the place. It 
Is a virtual circus fbr the. natives. 
Many of them possibly never saw a 
horse until this outfit landed there. 
Wheh the steamer on which we as­
cended the river blew her whistle the 
several hundred Indian dogs of the 
village took to the hills in terror and 
did not return for two days. This 
was the first steamer there In many 
a'moon and the dogs knew nothing 
of such munsters.

“When the cowboys hove in sight 
with the strange huge beasts which 
eat hay asd jarry men and freight

Baked Beans vs. Goose.
"SeVeral prospectors have been en­

gaged for some time at the head of the 
Porcupine on the Old Crow, near the 
Arctic, David Lord, one of thé men, 
came into Rampart house while I was 
there aaid brought a singular story. 
He reports that on the Old Crow hun­
dreds «£ thousands cf fine geese nest 
each ggaspn. Last season Lord found 
the young geese everywhere about 
him.'; They were so tame he enclosed 
a large number until the little fellows 
began to sprout wings. He then ex­
tended his makeshift fence and clip­
ped the wings of the fowl. The young 
geese could net leave. Lord had 
hundreds of them. He intended to 
keep them grazing until late in the 
(Fall and then to kill and put them in 
cold storage. But he could not en­
large his fence far enough to give 
them all the necessary grazing room 
and many had to be released. As it 
v.-as Lord saved 80 of the geese and 
in the fall killed and froze them. He 
ate gocse to a finish.. When he came 
to Cadzow’s, Lord1 brought down a 
supply. Mrs. fifadzow cooked them 
and served a least to everyone at the- 
place. I had the pleasure of partak­
ing. xjord also sat down. To the as­
tonishment of us all Lord refused the 
delicate flesh of the goose and, hav­
ing had no chechahco food for 
months landed full force on that rare 
and delicate dish, perk and beans.”

While at iCampart house Mr. Mc-_ 
Dougal ascended the hill, and being 
inside the Arctic circle, saw the sun go 
his 24-hour marathon.

Cadzow’s Hospitality.

are at B'ampart House and the head 
of the Porcupine. The greater num­
ber of the hacks ate at the head of 
the Porcupine just now shooting 
muskrats live in that region, and the 
natives get great numbers of them 
each season. A favorite way of 
killing then! is with rifles of 22 
calibre.

“Last winter was oUe off the most 
successful title Indians of the Porcu­
pine ever experienced. They made 
a splendid catch of furs and brought 
them to Cadzow’s post at Rampart 
House to trade.. After the great 
trading feast the natives proceeded 
to enjoy themselves. The first great 
pleasure was afforded by the hos­
pitable Cadzow. He gave /the. .full 
200 a Christmas dinner that was a 
relay of feasting. All could not eat 
at once, but Cadeow had his ware­
house full of .goods gnd lie did the 
honors like a king. pay and night 
tite feast progressed and after every 
redskin was Stuffed ts .bursting, the 
most, ardent devotion wçs paid, to, the 
reuse Terpsichore. Nineteen solid 
hours of dancing was the order- John 
the Fiddler 4s the name qf the orches 
tra.

most popular dances

"Three Eskimos were there during 
the festivities, but would not embrace 
and dance with the Indians Four a*e 
required to make a set in a dance The 
year before it happened that four of 
the Eskimos were present and they 
danced in the hall with the Indians, 
but would not deign to swing partners 
or indulge in ‘alamand left’ with ttt< 
Porcupiners The social lines are taut.! 
The Eskimos are exclusive. The aris­
tocracy that bulges out in them is most 
amusing to the white man and may be 
the subject of some little continent 
amofig the reds.

Halifax, N.S., July 28—The steamer 
John Irwin reported yesterday to be 
overdue on a trip from Port Morien 
to Halifax foundeyed, and of her 
crew of eleven, ten perished. The 
only man saved is W. L. McLeod, the 
mate, who, on reaching Sherbrooke 
today told the harrowing story.

“The steamer John Irwin at 5.15 
o’clock founded six miles off Beaver 
Light. At the time the sea was run­
ning high with a heavy off shore 
gale. In the gale the cargo shifted 
badly, the ship listed and the water, 
sweeping over everything tore away 
the hatches and In a moment it was 
evident that the ship was doomed. The 
captain ordered the boats cleared but 
before the covers could be cut away 
the steamer plunged under head first 
carrying all hands down with her. 
The second engineer I believe was 
still below and could not reach the 

! deck."
Mate McLeod went on to say that 

when he (the mate) came to the sur­
face -he secured -k -cork fender. A 
moment later of-the hatches and 
then part of a bulkhead appeared out 
of which he constructed a Taft. He 
picked up the oopk. and shared his 
raft with him. He saw the chief en­
gineer on another of the hatches and 
spoke to him also. He saw Alex Mc­
Intosh, one of itffe firemen, on some 
wreckage but they soon disappeared. 
The terrible bateying of the storm 
soon told on the cook and he lost 
heart and despite Mr. McLeod’s re-, 
peated efforts he was unable to save 
the unfortunate cook who died of ex­
posure that evening

of utter exhaustion. He slept under

Asked for further details McLeod 
replied that “It was all too sudden to 
leave much to tell.

London, July 27—The most pessi­
mistic ^iews regarding the acuteness 
ctf the Moroccan crisis were largely 
confirmed by the Prime Minister in 
the. House of Commons today, when, 
with a manner as impressive as his 
w orée, 'he read from a manuscript ; 
which 'had been carèfully prepared, a 
warning to tiefmany that Great Brit­
ain proposes to stand for what she 
considered her- right and to maintain 
the balance of power in Europe.

Further testimeiny as to the gravity 
of the situation is given by the fact 
that the F^ime Minister obviously had 
taken the leader of the opposition 
intb the government’s confidence and 
Mr. Balfour’s deejaratibn was ho less 
firm than that of Mr. Asquith. The 
Frime Minisler’s statement was*couch- 
ed in diplomatic .though most reassur­
ing language. At the very opening he 
laid : “It is obvious that 'Moroccan 
question has reached a point at which 
i*- will become increasingly difficult, 
embarrassing and anxious unless a 
solution is found/*

Language Was Plain.
Such plain language on this question 

with the possibilities of a great Euro­
pean war has not been heard in the^ ' 
British parliament in many years. The 
outcome of the situation appears to 
rest almost -wholly on Germany’s 
shoulders. If, as something asserted 
in some German papers, Germany has 
reached the stage of national develop­
ment Where the necessities of her 
population demands that she branch 
out into foreign fields and considers 
this vital to her national interests and 
imposes conditions on France which 
Great Britain thought threatened her 
vital interests ,the only result, so far 
as those best informed see it. will be 
the oft threatened and long averted 
European convulsion.

Asquith’s Statement
“It is obvious that thjs Moroccan 

question hds reached point where it 
will become increasingly difficult, 
embarrassing and anxious unless a 
solution is found. A too close analysis 
at the .present moment of the causes 
and antecedents might provoke in 
more than one quarter recriminations 
and. retorts which it is on every 
ground desirable to avoid.”

“I propose therefore simply to state 
to the house what the actual situation 
is today. Conversations are proceed­
ing between France and Germany. 
YVe are not parties to these conversa­
tions. The subject matter may not ef­
fect British interests. Upon that point 
until we know the ultimate result we 
cannot express a final opinion >ut it 
is our desire that these conversations 
should result in a settlement honor­
able and satisfactory to both parties 
and which His Majesty’s .government 
can cordially say in no way prejudiced 
British interests.

“We believe that to be quite pos­
sible. We earnestly and sincerely de­
sire to see it accomplished. Any 
statements that we have so in ter fer­
red and prejudiced the negotiations of 
France and Germany are mischiev­
ous inventions, without the faintest 
foundation in fact. We thought it 
right from the beginning to make 
clear, failing of a settlement such as 
I have indicated, we muât become an 
active party in discussion of situa­
tion.

/Would Be Britain’s Right.
“That would be our right as a 

signatory to the treaty of Algerias as 
it might be our obligation under 
terms of our agreement of 1904 with 
France.

“It might be our duty in defence 
of British interests directly affected 
by further developments.

“We claim not any predominant po­
sition, but that of one party interested 
in any possible developments, and m 

a solution of ^present difficulty»* 
Balfour Will Endorse. \

A. J!. ’Balfour, who followed Mr. 
Asqfo-r.tft, : promised the Government 
the. Unionist support in guarding the 
country’s interests. He said: •

“If there are aqv outside these

The bed upon which the bro u; r 
fought for his life was marked With 
the crimson prints of his slayer’s 
hands and these, "too, were caught by 
tlic camera: to strengthen the net 
Which the police say they are casting 
about the murder.

Although Mr. Jackson was beaten 
with a blackjack after he had been 
choked, death was directly due pc the 
icoaj-se towel stuffed $n Jits mouth, 
which caused strangulation as reveal­
ed by the autopsy.

New York, July 2 7.—Like the I eat 
ing character in a melodrama, ox 
President Castro has gathered arounc. 
him 2,000 partisans and, safely en­
sconced in the ■'mountainous regions 
bordering on Maracaibo Gulf, is 
planning to reconquer his country. 
He is five hundred miles from Cara-- 
cas, but his mere presence on Vene­
zuelan territory has created a na­
tional panic. Despatches from 
Caracas state that the present regime 
is tottering, and that Castro is certain 
to re-establish his rule unless pre­
vented by foreign intervention. A 
telegram to the New York Sun from 
Caracas says that, even with prisons 
staring them in the face, soldiers and 
civilians have declared they want only 
the word to fight for their former 
chief.. Castro has several thousand 
modern rifles with ammunition, and 
also possesses £1,400,000 in a Paris 
bank.

His prestige, first established twelve 
years ago, when with twenty-three 
cowboys as an initial -force he over­
threw the Venezuelan government, is 
said to be even greater than ever 
before, and his skill in avoiding what 
practically amounted to the combin­
ed secret service of the world’s lead­
ing powers, and his safe arrival in 
Venezuela while the police in everv 
port of the Western Hemisphere were 
waiting to seize him as ‘a pirate^ 
strongly appeal to .the' Venezuelan 
temperament. General Gomez, bro­
ther of the president, has heen sent. 
with two battalions to Maracaibo 
Gulf to conduct reconnaissances, and 
all the Venezuelan troops are being 
held in readiness for battle.

“A poor man would be unwise to 
go into Grande Prairie at the pre­
ssent time, as settlers need to have 
considerable capital, on account of 
the cost of living being so high. But 
a settler with capital enough to get 
along until he reaps his first crop 
should do well. One homesteader 
at Beaver Lodge, W. H. Lowe, who 
has 80 acres in crop with oats, was 
offered $1,500 for his crop as it stood 
on the field some time ago, but re­
fused to sell.

whole is one of the finest countries 
I ever entered,” said Mr. Flannigan. 
“Between Peace River Landing and 
Dunvegan I think ft will be one of 
the finest wheat countries in the 
world. The Spirit River country will 
be a splendid mixed farming district.

Mr. Flanigan reports the roads in 
Grande Prairie in good condition, with 
the exception of a twenty mile stretch 
in the Saddle Mountains, between 
Spirit River and’Grande Prairie.

This Is Believed To Have Been Cause 
of Little Child’s Death by Being Run 
Over by Street Car—Inquest Being 
Held.

Further proof of Edmonton’s 
growth and importance in a com­
mercial way is furnisher! in the post 
office receipts.

The working of the fender in use on 

the Edmonton street cars was the sub­
ject to the fore in the linquest intô the 
death of Dena Innocente Zelkie, as the 
result of injuries received on Namayo 
avenue on Saturday afternoon from 
being run over by a street car which 
was begun before Dr. Forin in the 
council chartnber yesterday afternoon. 
The evidence of the conductor in 
charge x|0 fthe car, Alex McCulloch, 
and the motorman, Airred Càrlson, 
who were the chief witnesses, was 
taken, but aside from a. searching in­
quiry into the working of the fender, 
the examination was largely an ela­
boration of the story published in the 
morning papers of yesterday.

Mr.. Carlson’s account of the acci­
dent was that about 4.25 in the after­
noon when proceeding down Namayo 
avenue he had just passed Short street, 
when he saw twu children on the side­
walk. - One was a girl of spe years of 
age while the other was a tot of two 
or three. When about half way down 
the block, without a moment’s warn­
ing the elder sprang out into the road­
way and attempted t dirais in front 
or the advancing car, followed at heels 
by the little one. The elder cleared 
the car by nearly thirty feet, but the 
younger running more slowly was 
almost under the car before the motor-

If at the conclusion of the evidence 
the jurors are not satisfied the ill-fated 
car will be run on a spur and a dem­
onstration made of the working of the 
fender in this particular car. Mean­
while the jury will continue the in­
quest tomorrow evening in the police
