Fight Inmates Burned to
Death in Hamilton Asylum

Hamilton, Ont.,” Aug. 1.—Fire early
this morning broke out on the top
floor ‘of the main building of the
Hamilton asylum for the insane,
which is located above the city on
top of the mountain, caused eight
deaths, the injury of many. others,
gome of whom ‘are probably fatally
hurt, and threw hundreds of patients
into hysterics before the flames were
controlled.

The known dead, all patients, are:
John Hefferman, Berlin, Ont.; Geo.
Hay, address unknown; 'Charles' P.
Llyards, eastern township; George
Stone, ,unknown address; Eddie
Btorke, address unknown; three wun-
identified men. Two of them are
said to be patients named Evans andl
Berry.

The fire started in the storeroom
near Hall D, on the top floor, and!
spread rapidly. Night Watchman!
Fred Bassa, who discovered it, turn-
ed in an alarm for the asylum de-
partment, and this was followed by ai
hurried call for the city brigade. The
asylum department was powerless to|
check the flames. The incline was
not running and had it not been for
Hatmilton’s new .auto fire truck,
which climbéd the ‘sieep hill at a|
twelve miile clip, the digaster would|
probably have been greater.

Three other city companies and a
steamer were sent up. By the time
they arrived the top of the building
was a roaring masg of flames. Hun-
dreds of people from -the eity, who
were. attracted by the red glare that
lit up the sky, witnessed a series of
spé'ctacular and heroic deeds.

In less than an hour after the fire
started a big section of the floor
collapsed and this gave rise.to alarm-
ing stories as to the numben of the
dead. Deputy Chief of Police What-
ley and Fire Chief Teneyck, with
their men, fought frantically to save
the patients who were known to be
trapped on the top floor. Time and
again they burst through the wall of
fire and smoke until they were driven
back and forced to abandon hope.

It was not until four o’clock this
morning that the police and firemen
were able, with the assgistance of
lanterns, to grope .their way through
the dark to a small rogin, a veritable
chamber of horrors, in which five
charred corpses lay. - JSome of them
were burned almost deyond recognis
tion. ° The attendants. blanched: with |
horrer, and. almost faintéd as. the
gruesome  procession: started” to the.
morgire. The bodies were covered
with-sheets, but the horror of what
was beneath the cover suggested it-
self. “and  women- fainted. One
stretcher carried all that was left of
three bodies. The morgue presented
a ghastly sight. It was. a pathethic
scene in the presence of death and
suffering to see, scores-of human be-
ings, who came near meeting dhe fate
of the victims; laughing and clatter-
ing. They seemed almost entirely
“ignorant of the terrible tragedy.

Arrangements were made to trans-
fer some of the patients to Toronto
by special tr®in, in . case the fire
spread . tp .other buildings. The
police. reserves were held in readi-
ness, and. arrangements had also
been made to call out the militia com-
panies te: éare for the patients if
necessary.,

Ottawa, July 28.—The gecond week-
end since Parliament reassembled
finds nothing done. All wé8k the
Government has . persistently. pressed
for progress in public business, while
the Opposition has evaded. the issue
by obstruction. Hour after hour the
Opposition obstructionists have im-
peded - the possibilities of reciprocity
and redistribution by talking, filling
page after page of Hansard with
newspaper clippings and other manu-
seripts: from which they read. by the
hour, The announcement. that the
census returns are. not likely to be
completed before October has Iled
them to hepe that by obstructing the
progress of legislation they  will be
able to torce an appeal to the elector-
ate before redistribution gives the
great west. thé additional representa-
tion to which it is entitled.. During
the .past week the House has sat for
some  thirty-one hours, and, ofi. ‘that
time speakers on the Government side
have only occupied some two hours.
In an. effort to get on, the Govern-
ment has insisted on the House sitting
till after midnight, but the obstruc-
tionists have so far held. out. This
week Sir Wilfrid Laurier. has given
notice that he will move for meorning
sittings in.the hope that some pro-
gTess - may be made.

That the policy of obstructien
adopted by the Opposition to force an
election before the ‘reciprocity issue
and the redistribution bill can. be
LLalt wath s beelr” Officially  de-
termined upon by the Conservative
Jparty, hag- been openly declared by
members in the House and by the
Conservative press of the large east-
ern cities, where the Interests engag-
ed-in fighting reciprocity fear the ad-
ditional western vote which would be
entitled : to record. itself under redis-
tribution. Speaking in Parliament on
Thursday night, Mr. G. H. Cowan,
Opposition member for Vancouver,
alluded to the obstruction tactics of
his party as an effort to ‘“‘smoke” the
Government out into an. immediate
appeal to the country. “If we could
smoke them out. of this burrow,” he
declared, as reported in Hansard
(page 10,057) “if we could convince
them that this chamber is not a gop-
her hole, that their duty lies not in
this chamber but before the people
of Canada, that the people are wait-
ing to give them exactly the reception
they deserve, if we could do this, we
would feel that we had gerved our
country well.” On the same day,
Mr. J. .D. Taylor devoted some four
hours. of time and forty-filve columns
of Hansard to asking for information
concerning the report of Mri. Justice
Murphy on the administration of the
Chinese immigration act, an inquiry
that: Sir Wilfrid: Laurier. reminded
him could have been made and an-
swered in ten minutes, had the pur-
pose not been, as the Prime Minister
aptly expressed it, ‘not so much for
the purpose of obtaining information,
as for: the purpose.of killing'time and
obstructing: the. businesss of the
House.”

dealt: with.. The Montreal Gazette
of July 21st, exultingly declares that

determined to stand by Mr. Borden
in opposition to the passage of the
agreement. The climax will
come with a rush and the country be
plunged into the whirlpool, of the
elections.” The Toronto News,
which is advertising itself in financial
circles in Toronto as the “chef ex-
ponent” of Mr. Borden in his anti-
reciprocity campaign, in its issue of
the same date, openly commends the
Opposition’s: plan of obstruction.

The obstruetionists have not
attempted anything but time-killing.
Throughout the whole week they
have submitted. no motion or sug-
gestion beyend: an indefinite amend-
ment on the first day of the sitting
calling for recognition in ‘‘some sub-
stantial manner” for the Fenian vet-
erans: of 1867, thereby precipitating
an all-day- discussion of a subject de-
termined by the government of Sir
John . A.. Macdonald, some forty odd
years ago. With the aid. of late

SLIPS. FROM LOG
AND IS DROWNED

EDWARD DUNLEAVY, LUMBER
COMPANY EMPLOYEE LOST
LIFE IN RIVER.

(From Monday’s Dalily.)

Edward Dunleavy, an employee of
the Edmonton Lumber company, lost
his life in the Saskatchewan river late
Friday afternoon, and his body has
not yet been recovered. The accident
occurred at 4.30, just oppceite the
company's mill, across the channel.
where he was engaged on the boom.

With the aid@ of a pole Dunleavy was
pulling ina-leg. The pole slipped and
losing - his balance the man fell into
the river and for a moment was lost
to view. When he arcse to the sur-
face Dunleavy made frantic efforts to
catch hold of a log floating down the
stream. The log rolled over and over,
preventing the unfortunate man secur-
ing a hold.

At last, wearied by his futile efforts
to hold cmn to the log, Dunleavy fell
back and was seen to disappear in the
water., A. fellow-workman rushed to
the aid of the drowning man, but could
not reach him from the boom and
logs in that vicinity.

Realizing that quick action was
necessary if any assistance was to be
rendered, boats were immediately
brcught into requisition and rowed to
the spot where Dunleavy sank. No
trace of the body was found.

The drowning was reported to the
city police in Strathcona, and in turn
to the Mounted police.

Little is known about Dunleavy, who
was apparently 35 years of age. He
came tu Edmonton recently and en-
tered the employ of the lumber com-
pany just one week ago. A memoran-
dum book found in his coat indicated
that he came from Dayton, Wyoming,
a little town in the northern part of
Sheridan county that state. Whether
he had relatives residing there had
not been ascertained.

FARMERS ANXIOUS
OVER LABOR PROBLEM

While there is Promise of Men from
Across Boundary They Wili Feel
Safer When They Are There—Hot
Weather Wanted.

Harvest help I8 so scarce up to the
present time that the problem is giv-
ing Alberta farmers no little concern.
While the progpects seem more en-
couraging for an influx of laborers
from across the boundary line, where
thousands are out of employment angd
the conditions are vastly different thaa
in western Canada, farmers in this
district will feel much ‘easier when
the workmen are actually on the
ground and ready for business.

With a litle sunshine In the next
two or three weeks, the crops prom-
ise to be the best ever harvested in
With one exception,
and that is for a narrow strip of coun-
try adjacent to Bon Accord, eighteen
miles north of Edmonton, where ‘the
recent hail storm did some damage,
every district tributary to this city re-
ports a tremendous yield of every-
thing ‘that will grow and mature in
the richest soil on earth. The oat crop
suffered the greatest damage in the
Bon Accord district, but this. was the
only place where the hail did any
special harm.

An immense potato crop is promis-
ed. The incessant rainfall has kept
the potatoes growing until their size
will be something unprecedented in
this section, and that is saying con-
siderable, for some very large spuds
have been grown héreabouts. At the
same time the wet weather has re-
tarded the ripening of potatoes all
over the province, so that new pota-
toes are still comparatively scarce.

The maturing of other vegetables,
so keenly felt in every home, has been
retarded from the same causes. The
situation’ will, however, change for
the better in a few days and it is
hoped the supply of all kinds of vege-
tables will meet the demand.

MONTANA BANK LOOTED.
In Broad Daylight—Bandit KXilled
and Money Recovered.

Great Falls, Mont.,, Aug. 1.—The
National Bank of Harlem was robb-
ed yesterday by three masked men,
but the man who obtained the booty
was killed and the money recovered.
The other two desperados escaped.
The men are believed to be members
of the Curry gang of robbers, and if
this is the case they will be hard to
locate in the hiding places in the
mountains to which they appeared to
be going, with an armed body of
men in automobiles in hit pursuit.

The trio entered the bank and two
of them covered the cashier and his
assistant with revolvers. The third
went on an exploring trip and ob-
tained money amounting to about
$1,200. One of the robbers acciden-
tally “fired his revolver and this
brought Marshall Taswell to the
scene. As the latter entered one of
the rubbers fired at him, and the
marshall returned the fire, instantly
killing the man who was just leaving
with the cash. The other two hur-
riedly left the building and, mount-
ing their horses, waiting outside, fled.

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CANADA RETAINS
CONTROL OF NAVY

TEXT OF AGREEMENT REACHED
BETWEEN DOMINIONS AND ~
BRITISH ADMIRALTY,

Ottawa, July 28—The full details
of the agreement reached between re-
presentatives of Canada and Austra-
lia and the British Admiralty on naval
defence were tabled in the House to-
day. The clauses which form the
basis of - the agreement are as fol-
lows:

The Detailed Report.

The detailed report tabled by Sir
Wilfrid! Laurier is as follows:

1. The naval services and forces of
the Dominiong of Canada and Austra-
lia will be exclusively under the con-
trol of their respective governments.

2. Training and discipline of the
naval forces of the-dominijons will be
generally uniform, officers and men
of said forces to be interchangeable
with those under control of British
admiralty.

3. Ships of each dominion naval
force will hoist at the stern the white
ensign as the symbol of the authority
of the crown ,and at the jack staff the
distinctive flag of the dominion.

4, The Canadian and the Austra-
lian governments will have their own
naval stations as agreed upon from
time to time.

5. In the event of the Canadian or
Australian governments desiring to
send ships to a part of the British
Empire outside of their own respec-
tive stations ,they will notify - the
British Admiralty.

Will Obtain Concurrence.

6. In the event of <Canadian or
Australian governments desiring 1o
send ships to a foreign port, they will
obtain concurrence of the Imperial
government in order that the neces-
sary .arrangements with the foreign
office may be made as in the case of
the ships of the British fleet, in such
time and manner as is usual between
the British Admiralty dnd foreign of-
fice.

7. While ships of dominions are
at a foreign port a report of their pro-
ceedings will be forwarded by the of-
ficer in command to the commander-
in-chief of the station or to the Brit-
ish Armiralty. The officer in command
of a Dominion ship, so long as he re-
mains in a foreign port will obey any
instructions he may receive from the
government of the United Kingdom
as to the conduct of any international
matters that may arise, the Dominion
government being informed.

8. Commanding officer of a Do-
minion ship having to put into a fo-
regn port within previous arrange-
ments on account of stress of wea-
ther, danger, or any unforeseen em-
ergency will report his arrival and
reason for calling to the commander-
in-chief of the station, or to the ad-
miralty and will obey so long as he
remains in.the foreign port any in-
structions he may receive from the
government of the United Kingdom as
to his relations wiia the authorities,
the Dominion government being in-
formed.

Senior Officer Commands.

9. When g ship of the British ad-
miralty meets a ship Jf the Dominion,
the senior officer will have the right
of command in matters of ceremony
or international intercourse, or where
united action is agreed upon, /but will
have no power to direct the move-
ments of ships of other service unless
the ships are ordered to co-operate
by mutual agreement.

10. In foreign ports the senior
officer will take command but not, so

as to interfere with the orders that

the junior may have received from
his own government.

11. When 3 cdurt martial has to
be ordered by a Dgminion and a suf-
ficient number of offjcers are not av-
ailable in the Domihion service at
the time the British Admiralty, if re-
quested, will make necessary arrange-
ments to enable a court to be formed.
Provision will be made by order of

~ His Majesty in council and the Do-
minion government to define the con-
ditions under which officers of the
erent services are to sit on the
joint court martials.

12. Ths British Admilralty under-
takes to lend to the Dominions during
the period of. development of their
services under conditions to be agreed
upon, such flag and other officers and
men as may be needed, In their se-
lection the preference will be given
to officers and .men coming from or
connected with the Dominion, but
they should all be volunteers to ser-
vice.

13. The service of officers of the
British fleet in the Dominion naval
forces or officers of these forces in
the British fleet will count in; all re-
spects for promotion, pay, retirement,
etc.,, as service in their respective
forces.

How Seniority Determined.

14. In order to determine all
questions of seniority that may arise
the names of all officers will be shown
in the naval list and their seniority
determined by the date of their com-
mission, whichever is earlier, in Brit-
ish, Canadian or Australian services.

15, It is desirable in the interest of
efficiency and co-operation that ar-
rangements should be made from time
to time between the British admir-
alty and the Dominions for ships of
the Dominions to take part in fleet
exercises, or for any other joint
training considered necessary under
the senior naval officer. While so em-
ployed ,the ships will be under com-
mand of that officer who would not,
however, interfere in the internal
economy of ships of another gervice
further than absolutely necessary.

16. In time of war when the naval
service of a Dominion or any part
thereof ‘has been put at the disposal
of the Imperial government by the
Dominion authorities the ghips will
form an integral part of the British
fleet and will remain under the eon-
trol of the British admiralty during
the continuance of the war.

17. Thé Dominions having applied
to their naval forces the King's re-

admiralty and the Dgminion govern-
ments will communicate to each other
any changes which they propose to
make in those regulations or that act.

longitude.

VETO BILL GRISIS
IS PASSING OVER

THE “NO SURRENDER” MOVE-
MENT OF INSURGENTS IS
DYING OF RIDICULE.

London, July 28—A solution of the
veto bill crisis without the creation
of peers may be predicted tonight
with tolerable certainty, Premier
Asquith had a final interview today
with King George, who goes with
Queen Mary tomorrow to Cowes for
the week end.

The *“no surrender- movement is
dying of ridicute, its leaders not dar-
ing to publish the names of its alleg-
ed adherents. Lord Lansdowne, lead-
er of the opposition on the other
hand, has received writen pledges of
support from more than 300 peers in
his efforts to save the bill

The following is expected to be the
course designed on the veto bill: The
House of Commons Wednesday - will
reject the House of Lords amend-
ments, while intimation will be con-
veyed to Premier Asquith that Lord
St. Aldwyn will take sufficient Union-
ist peers into the government lobby,
if the Halsburyites challenge a div-
ision, to offset them.

It is pelieved however that even
this procedure will not be necessary
as it is very doubtful ‘whether Lord
Halsbury's following is equal in num-
ber to the Liberal peers.

ECHOES OF THE
CABINET MEETING

HON. MR. OLIVER REGRETS FULL
INVESTIGATION OF CHARGES
NOT HELD.

Ottawa, July 31—The Ottawa Even-
ing Journal (Ind. Con.) prints a story
to the eeffct that there was'a stormy
scene at Saturday’'s sitting of the
cabinet couneil between - Hon. Mr.
Fielding and Hon. Frank Oliver
which led to blows and that as a con-
sequence Mr, Oliver was on the point
of resigning.

According to the newspaper the
treuble arose over Mr. Oliver’s de-
termination that the charges against
him should be proceeded with‘ before
dissolution. Mr. Oliver when seen re-
peated that he was sorry . that the
Inquiry could not be disposed of, but
that the report that he had quarrelled
with Mr. Fielding was both absurd
and outrageous.

“I have not resigned from the cab-
inet, neither do I intend resigning,”
said Mr. Oliver. He added that he
would probably leave for the west to-
morrow to open his campaign.

Rogers Will Be Candidate.

Montreal, July 81—Hon. Robert
Rogers, acting Premier of Manitoba,
arrived in this city tonight after hav-
ing had a conference with R. L. Bor-
den in Ottawa. He intimated that he
would shortly leave the provincial for
the federal arena and that if #he Con-
servatives won the next election he
would be found on the treasury
benches. He stated that if the re-
distribution bill could be passed be-
fore dissolution he would have ac-
cepted a ‘Manitoba nomination for
Ottawa, but that at present he did not
know exactly what position he wculd
take, This depended largely upon
future discussions with Premier Rob-
lin. He will return to Maniteba im-
mediately to take part in the Conser-
vative campaign.

Situation in B, C.

Vancouver, B.C., July 31—With the
federal election only seven weeks
away not one candidate has been no-
minated in the seven constituencies of
3ritish Columbia, although the pres-
ent five Conservative members are
believed to be sure of renomination.
Sir Wm. Templeman will run in Viec-
toria as stated recently and Ralph
Smith will likely again contest Na-
naimo. Neither party are quite ready
for election. J. W. Weart, Vancouver,
lawyer ,nominated l%St April by the
Liberals of New Westminster to op-
puse J. G. Taylor, M.P., today retired
from the race and a hurry call has
been sent out for a convention there.
John Oliver, former provincial Lib-
eral leader, may get the nomination.
In Vancouver, while it is generally
believed that Cowan will be renomin-
ater, Sir Charles Hibert Tupper and
C. E. Tisdale, M.P.P., are mentioned
as possible candidates for the favor
of the convention, J. H. Senkler, K.
C., president of the Vancouver Lib-
eral Association  is the likely Liberal
candidate, The iconvention will be
held next Thursday.

ON RETURN HOME

THE DISSOLUTION IS EXPECTED
NEXT WEDNESDAY OR
THURSDAY.

Ottawa, July 28—There is practi-
cally no change in political situation
and indications still point to a disso-
lution of the House next week, either
on Wedsesday or Thursday. Some of
the members who left for their homes
tonight will not come back to take
part in the proceedings of this parlia-
ment and will return to Ottawa as
members again only by the grace of
their constituents. All signs indicate
that there will be no members of par-
liament in Canada a week hence and
that the government machinery will
be confined to His Excellency and his‘
advisers.

Owing to improbability of any sup-
ply being voted the government will
have to provide money to carry on the
country’s business by the issue of
Governor-General’'s warrants. As it
will be cossiderable over two months,
from the date of adjournment until
the new parliament will meet, large
sums of money will be: raised in this
way. The general rule is that after
dissolution the Government can raise
money to pay salaries or to continue
any work already started. In the de-
partment of railways for - instance
most of the salaries have been voted
in full but for great undertakings as
the National Transcontinental railway
and other public works large and
small money will be raised by the is-
sue of warrants.

Reciprocity Again Momlay.

Reciprocity will again be the gov-
ernment program on Monday but if it
is definitely decided to dissolve next
week, a part of one day at least will
be given over to the discussion of the
report on the Imperial ~conference
and naval defence conference.

The Oliver charges will be proceed-
ed with by a special committee .on
Tuesday with all the eSsential wit-
nesses present. With continuous sit-
tings it is believed that all the evid-
ence can be heard lan a couple of
days. ;

Most of the morning and afternoon
gittings of the Commons was taken
up with the discussion of a résolution
moved by Capt. Thos. Wallace, (Cen-
ter York, condemning the govern-
ment for its expenditure of money on
the Newmarket canal. A division was
taken shortly before six o’clock,- the
motion being rejected by a vote of 79
to 45., a government majority of 34.

Capt. Wallace 1in :waking his attack
on the government put on record the
report of E, J. Walsh, a former en-
gineer of the railways and canals de-
partment, condemning the expendi-
turees. ¢
Nothing 10 do Wifh Work.

Sir Alan Ayleswurtl said that he
had nothing whatever to do with the
construction ‘of the canal. ‘It was built
before his day in the house and had
been justified by the electors of
North York at two general elections.
Major Curris argued that the object
of the construction of the canal was
to corrupt the riding.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said that con-
struction had been commenced at the
request of g large deputation which
included many Conservatives.

The debate was continued by E. B.
Osler, W. B. Staples, Arfhur Meighen,
Glen Campbell and W. R. Smith. The
western members complained that
Manitoba was not getting its share of
the appropriations for public works.

Present
anticipations ‘point to the healing of
the breach in the Unionist ranks.

Lord Lansdowne and his followers
who favor the bill and the Halsbury-
ites, who are’opposed to it will meet
to-morrow night in full force as a
complimentary dinner to the Union-
ist party’s former whip, Sir Alexan-
der Hood, who is now Kknown as
Lord St. Audrey.

At this dinner Mr. Balfour, leader
of the opposition, in the House of
Commons, is expected to speak in an
effort to pave the way for a modus
vivendi between the opposing sections
of the party. Lord Lansdowne to-
night issued a letter discountenanc-
ing the idea of any Unionist peers
voting in the Government lobby for
the veto bill. This belated decision |
on the part of Lord Lansdowne pro-
bably means that he has secured sut-
ficient support to make the Halsbury-
ites powerless against the votes of
the Liberal peers.

London, July 29—War over north-

west Africa will be averted; but G‘er-
many, in the opinion ot astute observ-
ers in all the capitals, will not be foil-
ed now, as she was by _the outcome of
+he Algeciras conference.

She will
succeed in driving an extremely hard
bargain with the members af” the
triple entente. That ‘she will secure
immensely valuable territorial advan-
tages—possibly not all of them in
Africa—is regarded in® Berlin as a
moral certainty. Her chances of an
African naval base are the subject of
much interesting speculation.

William 1I., the most brilliant mon-
arch in Europe since Napoleon, is
playing the greatest game the last 80
years have witnessed, and cool-headed
Britons and Frenchmen concede that
he is bcund to score heavily in the
matter of ‘‘compensations.”

Two Considerations.

The pres-
sure of the financial interests on the
Berlin foreign office is continuous. Pre-
sident Taft's arbitration propaganda
provides the cther factor influencing
the Ka.ser to get a ‘“pied de terre” in
Africa at alinost any cost forthwith.
The German sovereign perceives that
if he ever is to submit to arbitration,
particularly with an European power,
pessession will be nine points in the
case.

by Delcasse, when demanding that his
colleagues stake all éven war, on the
issue ultimately referred to the nations
at Algeciras and settled there tem-
porarily by the adroitness cof the Am-
erican representatives.

foreign affairs than any other member
save the premier and Selves, and not
the least significant feature of the
case is the hint thrown out by the
German press that ‘‘the original Del-
casse principles, minus the Delcasse
manners, may yet build a golden
bridge.”

The Domestic Struggle,

Some cooling atmosphere has come
in the ‘domestic struggle. It loeked
for several days as if the Tory ex-
tremists would carry the day and lead
at once to the overthrow of Balfour’s
leadership and the creation of 500
peers. The violent scene in the
House of Commons was as much a
demonstration against Balfour by the
Tory extremists as against Asquith,
and was interidded as much to destroy
Balfour and Lansdowne’s policy of
surrender as to insult Asquith.

The Balfour letter was the first
crashing bhlow against the conspiracy
against his leadership and Lans-
downe'’s policy of surrender. The
Tory extremists retorted by the much-
boomeéd dinner to Lord Halsbury,
and additional importancée is given
to this violent revolt by the letter
from Joseph Chamberlain and the
speech from Austin Chamberlain. It
became evident that the purpose of
the conspiracy. was to replace Bal-
four as Opposition leader by Austin
Chamberlain. The ldtter’s speech
at the banquqt was so violent as to
make the retreat of the extremists ap-
pear impossible, and again, the crea-
tion of the 500 peers seemed inevit-
able, but a few hours showed that the
banquet was an immense fizzle.

Pledges of Peers.

Lord Lansdowne, in the meantime,
received pledges of peers in every
mail, and the Unionist journals, with
a few exceptions, thundered against
the extremists, and today the general
belief is that the crisis really is over
and that the veto bill will be a law
by the end of next week. In the
meantime the torrid heat and the
violent opposition of the Labor party
to the insurance bill is calculated to
curtail the session. The insurance
bill, possibly, will be dropped. The
copyright bill, however, is safe.

After the brief pause of some five
or six weeks, the great home ' rule
campaign will start in England and
Ireland, to end probably like the veto
struggle. That is to say, in violent
scenes in the opening struggle, fierce
threats, and then the passage throueh
the House of Commons and the re-
iection by the House of Lords, fol-
lowed by a peaceful surrender to
home rule as_an accomplished and in-
evitable fact. Thus it is possible
that home rule may be carried with-
in one, instead of two years, but the
fight will be fierce.

NOTE STIRS THE OLD-TIMERS,

Michigan Hermit Writes of Buried
Gold and the Secret of Alchemy,

Corey, Mich., July 31—A romance
of the days when much of Michigan
was a wilderness was brought to light
when boys cf the South Bend, Ind,, Y.
M. C. A. summer camp, while digging
a hole for a flagstaff, brought up a
rusty iron box containing pistols, books
and several documents.

The lock could not be opened, so the
hottom of the chest was broken. First
the discoverers found two rusty pistols
of an ancient°pattern, resting in a bed
of flax. Then followed a motley colleg-
tion, including a plain gold rin, ap-
parently the wedding pledge of scme
pioneer bride; a silver cased watch of
Swiss manufacture; a small dagger
and a rust-stained hunting knife; lea-
ther bcund books dating from 1767 to
1819, among them a Bible, Children of
the Av.ey and Book of Passion.

A letter found in the chest read in
part as follows:—

““This chest is the property of Hesi-
kia Thomas, formerly of New Eng-
land, later of the Michiganf wilderness,
a spiritualist of God.believing my spirit
still roams over the lgkes in the full
noon Seasons, guarding all my valu-
ables deposited possessions, for they
are many and varied. God gave me
many wonderful secrets, but because
of the great sin he took/all away but
one, the least cf them, the turning of
sable stones into gold. . I have buried
this secret by the body of old Duck-
wing in the big swamp God rest my
soul. God has filled the earth with
gold. Devils do not believe it, but
has He not promised ‘seek and find?’
The blue heron is wise and the night
cwl, but man is an ass for he walketh
not in the ways of the Most High.”

A little of the story of the peculiar
old hermit, Thomas, is known here.
CGeorge Knevels, who lives in a portion
of a house built by Thomas, says that
as a bey he recollects finding carefully
secreted collections of pebbles in the
house. It is said that Thomas’ wife
deserted him and that his queerness
became noticeable about the same
time.

According to another letter found
in the box, there is another chest bur-
fed cin the island. A map gives in-
structions or directions for finding a
third chest, the key to which is said
to be hidden in a tree. The whole
neighborhood is excited over. the
search, immediately begun, for the re-
maining chests.

Thomas’ body was found in the
woods about fifty yeaers agoe. He had
been frozen to.death.

In the portions of the
west wHich are directly affected by the
coal strike and which under normal
sonditions gét coal from the west there
will be very material reductions. To
Calgary it is stated that the reduction
will be $3.00 a ton., The further west
the ‘greater the reduction will be.

being: impaied 1or five houis en the
southwest ledges of Cape Sable early
today. Her hull was pierced in several
places, the starboard = engine room
swamped with water and other com-
partments flooded. No lives were lost.

A dispatch frcm Shag Harbor to-
night says the Niobe has arrived there
under her own steam and is an-
chored in nine fathoms of water. She
was conveyed in by -a tug. Shag Har-
bor is ten miles west of the place
where she struck. The Niobe's divers |
went down to examine the bottom of |
the cruiser but ne report from them |
has been received. The Government
steamers Lady Laurier and Stanley
have not yet reached the scene as a
dense fog is still prevailing. The de-
pantment of marine now expects the
Niobe at Halifax tomorrow evening
if the fog lifts.

Not Known How Released.

The exact means of the release of
the Niobe were not known here up
to a late hour tonight but it was sup-
posed she floated on g rising tide.
Commander McDonald, who ig com-
manding the cruiser, anchored the
Niobe in a safe position some dis-

The Niobe piled upon the southwest
ledge at 12.33 o’clock thlg morning
while rounding Cape Sable on her re-
turn to Halifax, her home port, {rom
Yarmouth where her officers and
crew had been participating in a cele-
bration. The impact was so heavy as

WAR LIABLE,
Well-intentioned people in this and

| other countries try to.persuade them-

bselves and others that war between
two.powerful and ‘“Christian’’ nations
is ncw a thing almost, if not quite, im-
possible. It would be time for a world
jubilee if that notion weould stand the
test of trial. How weak a foundation
there is for it is made apparent by the
presently strained relations between
France and Great Britain on the one
side and Germany on the other. A
leading German newspaper declared
that when Premier Asquith rcse to
address the British House of Com-
mons on Thursday he held peace and
war in his hands—the peace and war
of the world, it may be added. Con-
sidering the temper of the two peoples
there can be no manner of doubt that
this judgment is correct, and that a
statement from the mouthpiece of one
people couched in anything but of-
fenceless language would have precipi-
tated a storm such as Europe has not
seen for a century, and such as men
of sense and feeling everywhere must
hope the wcerld will not see again, at
this or any time. But if this Ger-
man paper’s judgment is correct it
serves to show precisely how little
stands hetween the highest civiliza-
tion and the worst that barbarism has
been able tc invent. Fundamentally
the, trouble grows out of the lack of
confidence of cme nation in another.
A London paper illustrates this in a
sentence. Germany, it says, has been
accused of prowling around the Mo-
rccean ccast with intention to seizé
a port and establish there a naval
base. It adds, ‘“Well, she has been
“prowling around the Moroccan coast,
“*and if her intentions are honest why
*‘are they kept secrét?” - That question
seems to express very fully the suspic-
ion which causes Britain to object to
Germany’s behaviour in Morocco; and
no doubt the same suspician is the
mainspring of France's protest also.
Could these nations be confident that
Germany desired nothing more than
the protection of Germarr interests in
Morocco there would be na possibility
of war. Were they certain that Ger-
many had no more menacing intention
than that of peopling a part of North
Africa with her surplus sohs and
daughters it is unlikely that these
Powers, each with enormous and
| sparsely settled celunies, would object.
But Britain and France alike fear that
the German ideéa is not to force a set-
tlement of claims, or to colonize a
desert, but to establish on the North
African coast a powerful fortress and
naval base; and that from this base a
German fleet would some day issue to
block the lines of traffic across the At-
lantic ocean. That done, Britain and
France could be starved into submis-
sion. Naturally therefore these na-
tions set more consequence on keeping
Germany out of Morcreco than they
would otherwise put upon the posses-
sion of all Northern Africa. To allow
her to become established there would
be to put their national lives largely
in her keeping, and they will fight
rather than dci that. This was the
substance ‘of Premier Asquith’'s state-
ment on Thursday. Hard as it.is to
believe, we are just around the corner
from an-outbreak whose influence and
outcome no man can foresee. Whether
it is to be peacée or chaos depends on
whether Germany gives satislactory
assuranee of her intentions in Morocco.

LLOYD GEORGE ON A WAR
¥FOOTING

Montreal Star—It is unusual and
welcome to find the name of Lloyd
George figyring a sthe rallying cry of
Brilish prdogressive patriotism. We
would have'said “‘of British lmperial-
ism’ if we :i} ot feared to employ
a term at which the Chancellor or his
iriends might take alarm. But the
truth is that the carefully prepared
and writien statement muade by Mr.
Lloyd George at the Mansion House is
by far the beoldest utterance in a time
of crisis which has' echoed’ through
London in many a day. The far-
reaching significance o fthe declaration
is that it does not merely bind Britain
to defend herself when attacked, but
declares that she will “maintain her
nlace und prestige amclg the powers
of Europe,” and will not ‘‘surrender
.r great and benelicient position for
nor will she be “trcated as of
no account in the Cabinet of nations.”

This seems to mean, in two words,
that Britain means tu be consulted
Lefore Germany is allowed to estab-
ush a coaling staiion on  the West
African couast. To satisfy France in
the matter of Morocco is not enuugh.
ritain must be content as well. All
talk of a division in cauncil between
fFrance and Britain, may be dismissed
as chaff. If these two powers decide
to separate on this question, we may
be confident that they perfectly under-
stand each other, and that they take
this course for reasons (£ high strat-
egy. If it is merely a question of
turning Germany out of Agadir, Brit-
ain could probably to the work at less
cost without France than with her.
She would merely send a battleship to
Agadir to suggest that the German
cruiser gc: away; and then await at-
tack. And in no place could she be
attacked. On the other hand, if
France were involved ,this would mean
war at once on the Franco-German
frontier.

1n ‘spite of this, President Taft has
heeh able to carry out his end of the
bargain while. Sir Will'rid will
probabiiity*be compeélled to:appeal to
the Canadian electorate before theé re-
calcitant Conservative mminority will
allow the Canadian bill to pass Parliu-
ment. And @dll because an archaic sys-
tem of parliamentary debate, main-
tained b¥ pesitical sentimentalism, em-
powers an ambitious minority practic-
ally to usurp the functions of govern-
ment—at ‘least to defeat the program
ol a government placed in power and
upheld by the majority of the Cana-
dian people.

‘However, all that will be accoem-
plished by this undemocratic obstruc-
tion will ‘be delay. ' There seems no
room for doubt that the people will
empower Sir Wilfrid to keep faith
with President Taft.

On
their estimate of Canada’s spfrit ,this
ccuntry's doom is sealed with or with-
out reciprocity. - For the States can
annex us any time by the simple pro-
cess of dropping their taniffs akainst
us, without our connivance or consent.

First Annonncement Premature,

In midsummer of last.year’ there%
was published a statement that Mrg
Westinghouse HAd Invented an air
spring apparatus which would ‘take
the place of the pnenmahc tire. It
caused a sensation among automobile ]
manufacturersy .partly - becanse ~all}
manufacturers -have -learped that . Mr:)
Westinghouse never lets an announte-
ment of his inventions be made until
he. is assured of success.

This announcement, however, wag}
prematurely made, somewhat to Mr.
Westinghouse’s annoyance, In con-}
versation: ‘with ‘him in July -of la'st’
year he said to the writer that he was |
not "the 'inventor ef ‘the air spring.
That was ‘the ~achievement of = &i
clergyman and a mechanic Iiving at]
Troy, N.¥. They . brought the ap-’
paratus to him in the hope he could:
suemest -some--manner -of - perfecting
it. Heé discovered. the defect in the
apparatus 4nd at once recognizea thev

commercial value of the fundamental’
principle of the apparatus as it hgd
been; brought to him in erude form by
the inventor.

At that time Mr. Westinghouse wag
much ¢éeupied with other important
matters. He said, however, that at!
the first convenient opportunity he
should take this air spring up, work
at it, perfect it if possible, and sub-
mit it to exhaustive tests, first of all
upon his -own automobiles.

Causes  Exhaustive Investigation.

Tn order to satisfy himself of the
commercial value which an air spring
might have if it could be successfully

applied to an automobile, Mr. West-
inghouse gaused an exhaustive. in-
vestigation to be inade of the upkeep
of . gutomobiles for a single year in
the United States.

This showed that the aggregate up-
keep represented g payment in  the
year 1909-1910 of about $300,000,000,
including chauffeurs’ wages. One of
the largest of the items was the up-
Keep cost of tires. The figures were
wéll up in the millions.

The . reports satisfy Mr. Westing-
house that if an apparatus could be
devised which would eliminate the
pneumatic: tire it could be manufac-
tured at ‘commercial ‘advantage pro-
vided ‘the cost of the apparatus were
not too.great,

During the summer Mr. Westing-
house perfected, as he thought, the
air spring, although there were some
details, principally respecting the
inanneér of attaching the springs to the
axles and to the body of the car, to be
worked out. His own autobiles
were equipped with the air springs.
He drove:with his chauffeur over
difficult and rough roads many miles.
He learned the air spring could be so
used as to supplemént the pneumatic
tire, or, on the other hand, it could
be 'so' ‘adjusted -as- to make necessary
only a solid and. thin rubber band.on
the steel tire. His  own machine
was run without any rubber band
upen the steel tire and with perfect
ease to himself and to his'chauffeur.

Orgzaization of Company.

‘Having the apparatus in -perfect
form and having:completed the details
which . 'would serve to show the best
manner of adapting or attaching the
apparatus to the axle and the body of
the car, the next question was the or-
ganization of a company with suffi-
¢iént capital and  with . competent
skilled labor to manufacture the ap-
paratus and place it upon the mar-
ket,

In the fall of last year Mr. Westing-
house said ‘to the writer it was his in-
tention not to begin the manufacture
of the air spring until late in 1911.
He desired to make final and exhaus-
tive tests. He certainly would not
enter upon e manufacture of the
device unless satisfied of the most
minute detail.

There also were certain computa-
tignsior ‘eStimateési tor be worked out;
these were made and the§y showed to
Mr. Westinzheuse that the gir spring
eduld be manufactured and marketed
at so -low a cost that the apparatus
weuld pay for itself in a'single season.
In other words, what it cost would
agprommately represent the average
cost of maintaining tires upon an
automobile int ‘@ single Seaton.

Huskies Now Demand Top Prices for
Their Curies—Most Sought-for Ar-
ticle is thie Ivory Orfbbage Board—
An Amusing Incident, ~

At I‘Qtt N P'hefson, the most north-
erly fur tra ng'post in Canada, this
amusing lm‘mccu\z‘ed last sum-
amer. A ladytoteist, who was making
nicollection of: native curios, had pro-
vided hensgelf before .Jeaving civiliza-
tion, with a. small cutfit . of beads,
needles, ete., in, the hope of barter-
ing them to goqﬂ a.dva.ntage with the
abomg‘inals. Seeing some ivory carv-

ings in a "husky” tent this lady in-|

the curios were cheap at $6 to $7, and
‘the lady went to the Hudson Bay
‘company’s stare and bought $1 worth
of ‘tobacco and a 50 cent pipe. These
were Handed to the ‘“husky,” who
courtéounsly looked them over, and
then‘handing the pipe.back remark-
ed: ““Tobacco good, pipe no dam
gond,” " The upshot was that the lady
had te invest $5 in a pipe to obtain
the cavef ed curios.

The most  somght-for article of
Esquimaux manufac‘tuve is the ivory
cribbage bqa.rd made cmt of a walrus
tuske. These make both useful articles
and ﬁan#some ornaments. The sides
and ehds aare mpsually icovered with
carvings  of wild animals, such as
walruses, whales, foxes wolves,  etc.,
and this work is -in-many cases ex-
tremely well executed.

A few years ago these <cribbage]
becards could be bought for a com-
paratively trivial sum but'now, awing]
te a number of tourists having paid’
absurd figures fer ~them, the .price;
has meounted to an almost prohibitive)
figure, from $50 to $100 being asked
for almost any specimen, while for an.
unusually well carved board an’
M@squimaux will not accept less thanj
$125.

Dawson, July 26.—The spectacle of
western American and Canadian cow~
boys deing the real' bronco busting
stunt within the Arctic Circle is being
enacted at Rampart House, on the
:Porcupine river. Of the 150 to 200
horses taken into’' the country several
.days ago by the Canadian and
American international boundary sur-
vey ‘outfits many of the cayuses werse
green from the ranges of Western
Canada and Oregon. Thie animals
mever had felt the rasp of g rope or
thee restraint of a halter until' rounded
up for the 1,000 mile trip on the
Alaska coast and the 1,000 mile_ ride
by steamer on the waters of )
Yukon and the Porcupine. J.
McDougal, castoms collector fro
‘the port of Dawsen, who had re-
turned from Rampart House, where
he went to arrange for-the opening
of a customs post, should one be
needed, tells of the conditions there

others..

“Rampart House, the! old post 'of
the Hudson’s Bay Company, and one
of the most remote trading posts in
the Yukon basin,” says Mr, Mec-
Dougal, ‘“néver saw suth chechahco
hordes as now occupy the place. It
is g virtual circus for the. natives.
Many of them possibly never saw - a
horse until this outfit landed theré.
When ‘the steamer on which we as-
canded the river blew her whistle the
several hundred In®an dAaags of the
village took to the hills in terror and
did mot return for tWo days. This
was the first steamer there in many
a moon and the dogs knew nothing
of such monsters.

“When the cowboys hove in sight
with the strange huge beasts which
eat hay amd rry men and freight
on their backs, the Indians were pop-
eyed. ‘When the men got the wilder
mustangs out and ‘began throwing
ropes, putting on Mexican saddles
and riding the beasts and during all
the desperate gyrations and spinnings
and bow-legged jumping of the nags,
the Indians were mute in astonish-
ment. Never/ had the simple red-
sking dreamed of such feats. It 'was
most fascinating even to the whites.
The riders are the best horsemen, real
cowboys ™m fact, picked right off the
western ranges and thoroaghly up in
the business.

Cadzow’s Hospitality.

*“More tham two hundred Indians
are at Rampart House and the head
of the Porcupine. . The greater num-
ber of the bucks are at the head of
the TPorcupihe ¥Fust now shooting
muskrats live in that region, and the
natives get Breat numbers of them
each season. A favorite way of
killing theni is with rifles- of 22
ealibre.

‘“I/ast winter was ohe of the most
suctéssful the Tndians of the Poreu-
pine ever experienced. They made
a splendid catch of furs and brought
them to Gadzow’s post at Rampart
House ‘to trade.. After the great
trading feast the natives proceeded
to enjoy themselves. The first great
pleasure - was afforded by the. hos-
pitable Cadzow. _FHe gave the full
200 .a Christmas dinner that was a
relay of. feasting. .

He reports that on the Old Crow hun-
dreds of thousands cf fine geese nest
each geason, Lastiseason lord found
the young geese everywhere about
him:," PBhey were so tame-he enclosed
a large npumber until the little fellows
began to sprout wings, He then ex-
tended his makeshift fence and clip-
pod the wings of the fowl. The young
geese could nct leave. Lord had
hundreds of them, He intended to
keep them grazing until late in the
£all and then to kill and put them in
cold .storage, But he could not en-
large his Ténce far enough te give
them all the npecessary grazing room
and many had to be released. As it
vras Lord saved 80 of the geese and
in the fall killed and froze them. He

to Cadzow’s, Lord brought down a
supply. Mrs. @adzow cooked them
and served a feast to everyone at the-
place. I had the pleasure of partak-
ing. word also sat down. To the as-
tonishment of us all Lord refused the
delicate flesh of the goose and, hav-
ing had no chechahco food for
months landed full force on that rare
and delicate dish, perk-and beans.”

ELEVEN DROWNED
ON THE N.S. COAST

Steamer John Irwin Founders and!
Only One of a Crew of Eleven Was
Saved—Steamer Had Been Long
Overdue,

Halifax, N.S., July 28—The steamer
John Irwin reported yesterday to be
overdue on a trip from Port: Morien
to Halifax . foundered, and of her
crew ~of eleven, ten perished. The
only man saved is W. L. McLeod, the
mate, who, on reaching Sherbrooke
today told the harrowing story.

‘“The steamer John Irwin at 5.15
o'clock founded six miles off Beaver
Light. At the time the sea was run-
ning high with a heavy off shore
gale. In the gale the cargo shifted
badly, the ship listed and . the water,
sweeping over everything tore away
the hatches and in a moment it was
evident that the ship was doomed. The
captain ordered the boats cleared but
before the covers could be cut away
the steamer plunged under head first
carrying all hands down with her.
The second engifneer I bhelieve was
still below and <cdould not reach the
deck.”

Mate McLeod went on to say that
when he (the mate) came to the sur-
face ‘he secured =g -eork fender. A
moment:-later-ong of-the hatches and
then part of a bulkhead appeared out
of which he constructed a raft. He
picked “up; the ©cogk.and shared his
raft with him. He saw the chief en-
gineer on another of the hatches and
spoke to him also, He saw Alex Mc-
Intosh, ‘one of tHe firemen, on some
wreckage but they soon dxsappeared.
The terrible batering of the storm
soon ‘told on the“cook and he lost
heart 'and despiter Mr, McLeod’s re-|
peated efforts he was unable te save
the unfortunate cook who died of ex-
posure :that evening

Mr. McLeod drifted ashore at eas-
tern Red Hold at the entrance to Lis-
combe Harbor: between 6 and 7
p’clock on Wednesday night in a state
of utter sxhaustion.. He slept under
a tree all night and in the meorning
managed-to make his way over the
unbroken country to Abraham
Fancy’'s at Marie, where he was;
cared for and on the arrival of thc
Dufferin he came to Sherbrooke.

Asked for farther details VIcLood
replied that “It was all too sudden to}
leave much to tel.. The cargo shifted]
and she went down within a minute.”

MeLeod did not kmew the name of
all the members~of the crew ~who;
numbered eleven ail told.

Montreal, July 31.—Mr. Henri
Bourassa and the Nationalist leaders
are making every .possible arrange-

they have undertaken against Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and the Liberals,
They have just announced a pro-
gram which covers a series of meet-
ings in gbout a dozen rural constitu-
encies. Under the severe treatment
meted sut to them by Hon. Rudolphe
Lemieux, Mr. Bourassa and his as-
sociates kept quiet for some weeks.
Now, while refraining from answering
Mr. Lemieux’s charges, they continue
their slanderous allegations against |
the Liberal ministers. Mr. Lemieux
has shown that Mr. Henri Bourassa -
is a disgruntled office-seeker, and the !
Nationalist leader has never refuted
the charges made by the Postmaster-
General. He ghowed that Mr. Bour-
assa sulked because he was neither
called to the cabinet, given the De-
puty Speakership, nor the postmas-
tership of Montreal. As a result he |
turned against the Liberal party,
and is now doing all in his power to
drive them out of office.

To make a brave showing and to
give some semblance of a constitu-
tional basis to his argument he has
rajised the cry of Canadian autonomy.
He denounces the navy, and is doing |
all in his power to alarm and stam-
pede his fellow-countrymen on this]
question.

When the whole matter is summed
up it comes down to this point: Sir
Wilfrid Laurier did not consult the
people before creating the Canadian
navy; hence his action was uncon-|
stitutional, and in addition is detri- |
mental to the best interests of the
French-Canadian people.

Another of Mr, Bourassa's pet
schemes is that the French-Cana-
dians should refrain from having any
business connections with their Eng-
lish-speaking countrymen. In this
paper, Le Devoir, he has frequently |
advised that the French should place
their money only in French banks,
deal with French business houses, |
and in every possible way further the
language and religion of ‘French-
Canadian people.

‘While Mr. Bourassa is advocating
the above schemes he is in a measure
supporting reciprocity, but at the
same time he is bitterly opposed to |
everything relating to the TUnited
Btates. Fearing that the great pre-
ponderance of Englishspeaking
people would once and for all wipe
out all traces of the; French lan-
guage, he loudly proclaims that he
wishes to maintain this province and
country as a part if the British Em-
pire, and professes the greatest
loyalty to the British flag. At the
same time he claims that we should
not take any part in either the coun-
cils or the defence of the Empire.
Except among a few of- his own fol-
lowers, no other person in the pro- |
vince has been abble to follow the
peculiar logic which Mr. Bourassa :
employs in-his arguments.

A temporary bulding is now
Leing erected there and formal an-
nouncement of the opening of the
bank will be made in a few days.  A.
J. Brodie will be in charge.

Mr. Francis was accompanied on
his trip through the Peace River
country by C Cady, one of the west-
ern managers of the bank. He was
favorably impressed with the coun-
try. .

“The Qrande Prairie is a beautifu
country and the soil generally is of
an excellent quality. This part of
the Peace River district has received
most of the settlement go far, but
the district north of the Peace river,
between the settlement and  the
Crossing and Dunvegan. is also being
rapidly “taken up.

Ifurther proof of Edmonton’s
growth and importance in a com-
mercial way is furnished in the post
oftice receipts. The monthly report
of Postmastér May shows a substan-
tial gain over . the corresponding
period last year. During -the month
of July, just closed, the sale of
stamps amounted to $9,453, or. $2,976
more than for the same month- in
1910.

Money orders issued last month
footed up to $43,533.98, while the
amount paid out in money orders was
350,048.27. Postal notes sold
amounted to $5,447.98, and paid out
$4,587.04. The number of register-
ed letters mailed at the local post
office was 7,850; the number de-
livered if the city, 8,598, and passing
through for other points, -3,175.

DEATH RATHER THAN PRISON.

John Hickey Wanted For Assaulting
His Wife Took Poison When
Constable Came.

Kingston, July 30. — Preferring
death to imprisonment John Hickey,
of Clarendon, wanted for assaulting
his wife, took poison on Friday after-
noon when he saw a constable com-
ing with a warrant for him and he
died here yesterday. Hickey had
served part of a two ‘year term for
abusing his wife and she then got
him out on parole. He began abus-
ing her again but said he would nev-
er go back to prison alive. Mrs Hick-
ey was driven from the house and had
to hide in the woods for several days.
The authorities took action against
which led to the man’s suicide.

FENDER ON THE CAR
PAILEDTO'DOITS WORK

This Is Believed To Have Been Cause
of Little Child’s Death by Being Run
Over by Street Car—Ingquest Being
Held.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
The working of the fender in use on
the Edmonton street cars was the sub-

jsect to the fore in the'linquest inté the
death of Dena Innocente Zelkie, as the
result of injuries received on Namayo
avenue on Saturday afternoon from
being run over by a.street car which
was begun befcre Dr, Forin in the
ccuncil chamnber yesterday afternoon.
The evidence of the conductor .in
charge (o fthe car, Alex McCulloch,
and the motorman, Alired Carlson,
who were the chief witnesses, was
taken. but aside from a. searching in-
quiry into the working of the fender,
the examination was largely an ela-
boration of the story pubilshed in the
morning papers of yestercay.

Mr. Carlson’s account of the acei-
dent was that about 4.25 in the after-
noon when proceeding down Namayo
avenue he had just passed Short sireet
when he saw twu children on the side-
walk. - One was a girl of six years of
age while the other was a tot of two
or three. When about half way down
the block, withoui a moment’s -warn-
ing the elder sprang out into the road-
way and attempted toytrcss in front
oi the advancing car, followed at heels
by the little one. The elder cleared
the car by nearly thirty feet, but the
younger running more slowly = was
almost under the car before the motor-
man saw her. At the first warning
he had sounded the gong and applied
the brakes; when he saw that an ac-
cident was inevitable he reversed the
car and stapped in about seven feet,
but not before the fender had allowed
the child to slip under and be pinned
down by the motor.

The conductor’s evidence which took
up the story at this peint explained
how the child was released from -the
precarious ccmdition, where she was
seeniingly being choked to death by
the weight of the motor on her abdo-
men. He decided that the most feas-
ible, course to release the child was to
back the car off the prostrate body as
there were no jacks at hand cr other
means of raising the car. The pass-
engers on board came ta the assistance
of the conductor and pushed it back.

Questioned closely by the jurors
both the men admitted that the fen-
der had failed to work properly. The
conduetar thought that the child had
slipped under entirely. but the Wmetor-
man was of the opinion that the ‘“trip”
of the fender had done its work but
that the positicn of the child had pre-
vented the fender from altogetherdrop-
ping and catching the crild’s bedy. At
any rate the fender was found after the
accident in its normal condition.

If at the conclusion of the evidence
the jurors are not satisfied the ill-fated
car will be run on a spur and a dem-
onstration made of the working of the
fender in this particular car. Mean-
‘while the jury will continue the in-
gquest tomorrow evening in the police
court.

TIMBER AREAS IN
GRANDE PRAIRIE

TIMBER CRUISERS
FROM NORTH — MAY
ESTABLISH MILLS,

(IFrom Tuesday’s Daily.)

Prospects for the lumvering indus-
try. in Grande Prairie are declared
good by J. W. Flanigan, of Chicago,
and John Manning, of Mosvecqua,
timber cruisers, who returned to Ed-
monton yesterday trom six weeks’
trip througn the north country. Mr.
Flanigan is a member of the Vancou-
ver lumber milling company, Flanigan
& Hart,, and as a result of his visit
to the forests on the Smoky and
Wapiti rivers, near the Grande
Prairie, this company may establish
a mill and branches in the Peace
River district,

“There is a lot of good, standing
timber along the Wapiti and Smoky
rivers,” said Mr. Flanigan, “but it is
a pity that it is not given better pro-
_tection. Forest' fires have played
havoc there in the last few years. We
passed ' through burned areas, where
millions of dollars worth of timber
have been destroyed by fire in the last
five years. Some of the fallen trunks
are of spruce trées that would cut a
thousand feet® of lumber. Some
stePs should certainly be taken by the
government to protect the timber
that remains.”

Tribute to Country.

“The Peace River country as @
whole is' one of the finest countries
I ever entered,” said Mr. Flannigan.
“Between Peacé River Landing and
Dunvegan I -think #t will be one of
the finest wheat ~countries in the
world. The Spirit River country will
be a splendid mixed farming district.

Mr. Flanigan reports the roads in
Grande Prairie in good condition, with
the exception of a twenty mile stretch
in the Saddle Mountains, between
Spirit River and-Grande Prairie. He
thinks the attention of the govern-
ment should be "drawn to the fact
that sign posts are badly needed -to
indicate to travellers the direction in
which divergent trails lead.

Need Sign Posts.

“There are cross roads where it is
pure guess work to decide which
way to turn, and one may not meet a
man who knows once in a week. On
the way from Peace River Landing to
Dunvegan we went out of our way
ten miles on a trail to Fort St. John
before meeting some Indians, who in-
formed us that we were heading in
the wrong direction.”

Two-Year-old Girl Was Struck by
Fender of Car Near Corner of Na-
maye Ave. and Ross Street.

The accident occurred a short distance
north of Ross street, where it is sup-
posed that the. little child .was play-
ing  withk companions when struck
with the car going north. Immedi-
ately after the accident Dr. Wilson
was symmoned and the public ambu-
lance /called from No, 3 fire hall to
remove the child to the City Hospitl
On examination here it was found
that in addition to the breaking of
several ribs, there were serious inter-
nal injuries. From the effects of these
she died about half past four on Sun-
day*morning,

ambulance was proceeding up Na-
mayo at a furious pace when it col-
lided , with a e¢ity dump cart which
was standing along the curb. The
driver instead of turning in to avoid
the oncoming ambulance ,turned out
and the ambulance caught the hub
springing its axle and shaking the
ambulance up badly. The damage did
not prevent the ambulance proceed-
ing to the accident and remowing the
victim,

It is not known whether the street
railway motorman is to blame for the
accident. It was impossible to " get
any information last night from the
car barns and tHe whereabouts of the

superintendent could not be ascertain-
ed in order to secure his “version of
the fatality.
