All the trains
and street cars suspended service, the
crews refusing to work, no news-
papers were able to publish, additional
troops guard the Rand Club which
was the scene of serious encounters
on Baturday. 'A great mob assembled
outside the building, hooting and jeer-
ing troops. Up to three o’clock on
Sunday atfernoon there has been no

quired to start .a conflagration. The
Federated Unions flushed with suc-
cess are confident they cam' complete
the mastery of the situation. The
Trades Unions are ready to carry out.
any order given. them. The leaders
have already commanded the news-
papers to cease publication until fur-
ther notice.
