MISSISSIPPI.

The American traveller who has 
grown tired of throttling dollars as 
they rush by and who does not care 
to trust thimself to an ocean liner in­
fested by submarines and sea-sick­
ness, can do no better than to install 
himself upon the loafing deck of a 
Mississippi River steamer if he can 
find one, and go to St. Paul.

This is not an exciting trip and 
cannot be described with bated breath 
to crowds of eager listeners many 
years afterwards. But as a toner down 
of jangled nerves and a sedative for 
runaway ambitionnas well as a cure 
for bored eyes, it cannot be equalled.

The Mississippi approaches St. Paul 
from St. Louis by flowing north, south, 
east and west with great industry, 
thus forming a series of loops, curves, 
convolutions arid contortions, lined on 
both sides with scenery which would 
cost - a large fortune to duplicate. 
Great bluffs rear their precipitous 
forms athwart the landscape, on ev­
ery hand, apparently trying to sur­
round the steamer with 700-foot for­
tifications. But just as the nervous 
passenger is about to signal for an 
aeroplane, the river slips around a 
corner and fifteen new reels of su: 
perior views are unrolled before him, 
causing him to miss his dinner while 
watching the channel contort between 
the headlands.

Tho 
Widowed Church has cast aside her 
mourning garments and has attired 
herself in festal dress to adequately 
demonstrate and fittingly celebrate her 
new nuptials. He to whom she is 
mystically joined in an eternal wed­
lock has designated a new proxy. Re­
joice, therefore, and be glad, oh ven­
erable See of St. John’s and hear the 
sweet call of the Divine Bridegroom :

(Continued from 4th page.) 1 
St. Paul in his epistle to the Ephe­

sians points out the twofold object of 
the Penticostal descent, that is to 
say for the building up of the body 
of Christ, the synonym of the church, 
and the building up the same unto 
charity. Cardinal Newman put it in 
other words when he wrote that the 
first mission of the paraclete was to 
guard revelation and the first pre­
cept charity. To guard revelation in 
order to preserve intact unchanged 
the secure, whole deposit of faith once 
delivered to the saints, charity in or­
der to group divergent men together 
into diocesan units so that neighbour­
ly love should result and fraternal 
forbearance ensue.

The function of this morning em­
phasizes in no uncertain way this 
dual endeavour of the Divine Sancti­
fier, and the new Archbishop, will de­
monstrate it likewise as he evolves 
his episcopal programme. The rite 
lias assuredly emphasized that unique 
and united guardianship of revelation 
implied in the continuity of orders, 
which secures the venerable tradi­
tions of all the Christian ages. The 
presence of the Apostolic Delegate is 
an added illustration, for he is the 
Immediate representative of the 
Primatial See of Christendom whose 
occupant’s jurisdiction has been par­
tially delegated here. It brings the 
newly consecrated metropolitan in 
close touch with the noble race of 
Roman Pontiffs, the successors of the 
Prince of the Apostolic College, whose 
line from St. Peter to Benedict has 
never beerf broken. That line whose 
historic fact is outstanding and whose 
explanation must be divine. Men of 
the schools of Huxley and Harnack 
have been unable to find a human 
reason for its existence and when 
they have failed who can find one? 
Forces immense and subtle, physical 
and moral have many a time attempt­
ed to penetrate and destroy the thin 
white line of Pontiffs and to pillage 
the sacred deposit committed to its 
custody but unavailingly. Like the 
granite ribs that bind securely the 
natural upheavals that go to make 
up the material of the eternal moun­
tains, so does the episcopacy joined 
with the papacy strongly circum­
scribe that colossal aggregation of re 
velation that constitutes Mt. Sion the 
mystic mountain of the Lord. That 
the custodian should be efficient 
Christ prayed that he should fail not 
“I shall pray the father that thy faith 
fail thee not” and he added with sig­
nificant force the “gates of Hell” 
should not prevail. Strange to say 
this fact is acknowledged by Swin­
burne, the poet of Atheism, in a sen­
tence of sublime literary beauty but 
for his school the despairing cry of 
overwhelming defeat, “Thou has con­
quered, Oh Pale Galilean, the world 
has grown grey with thy breath.” With 
a slight change of a word he might 
have as truly addressed the Papacy 
of whose power bishops are partici­
pants and say “Thou hast conquered 
oh great magisterium—oh great 
teaching office, the world has grown 
grey with thy breath.’

United with the Holy Father, the 
Supreme Apostolic authority, the new 
archbishop will build up the New­
foundland portion of the Body of 
Christ in the unity of faith. He will 
keep the church like the milk-white 
hind of the poem, “without unspot­
ted. innocent within” and he will see 
that she will feed on the lawns 
where flourish the succulent and nu­
tritious herbs of sound doctrine 
whence there will follow a real 
growth in holiness. And thus there 
will be effected through him the pre­
servation and the presentation of 
what lias been revealed through the 
sacred scriptures and venerable tra 
dition and accordingly the first part 
of his office shall be consummated.

The other mission permeating the 
Holy Spirit’s influence on the child­
ren of men is the sweet mission of the 
propagation of charity, the celestial 
labour of love.

Charity, 
brotherly love, sympathy, justice and 
right are for it delusion, there is no 
God it has said and man is descended 
or if you like ascended from the 
beast and is only a beast. This * Is 
really the cause of the international 
murder in the fields of Europe to-day.
It is not like chivalrous . fights of 
other times, where men 'fought for 
honour or for land, this is a war to a 
finish. It is the struggle of brute 
forces for the survival of the fittest.
To attain its object blood will flow in 
torrents, incalculable treasure will be 
lost, and human misery such as the 
world has never known will be ‘ the 
appalling price of its issue. To men­
tion peace and charity now does in­
deed seem a hollow mockery, but the 
world will soon be staggered and will 
cry with an unanimous voice for a 
peace which the world cannot give, 
but which God and the practice of re­
ligion can supply. Even now among 
those who are defending our country 
and our honour with a gallantry that 
moves us to admiration we hear the 
call for the unseen world which gives 
a gallantry in danger ; and in the 
Empire at large there is a feeling of 
the triviality of common objects, pur­
suits and desires in comparison with 
the call of duty and brotherhood.

Already the Holy Father has spoken 
a word of peace and his word has 
been respected by Catholics and non 
Catholics alike and many look to him 
as the saving plank in what looks 
mightilv like the shipwreck of Christ­
ian civilization. The new Archbishop 
then will have Christian charity the 
energizing principle of ills episcopate.
He will urge his faithful flock to love 
God, their King, their neighbours and 
their duty, and to beware of the age 
whose mentality is godless, individ­
ualistic and self-indulgent. He will he 
the exemplar himself and shall love 
all in all conditions.

It may happen that in the course of 
his labours he will raise up material 
monuments in stone and marble, but 
time will crumble those. If he wills a 
monument perennius, let him build up 
the body of Christ unto charity, it 
shall never perish, it shall endure. It 
is in the every day life that nearly all 
the world’s best work is done. The 
pale mountain peaks lift their glitter­
ing heads into the clouds; but it is in 
the lowly p'ains that harvests grow 
and fruits ripen on which millions are 
fed. So it is not from the few con­
spicuous deeds of life that the bles­
sings cheerfully some which make the 
world better, sweeter, happier, but 
from the countless, lowly ministra­
tions of the everydays, the little acts 
of kindness and love that fill long 
years, for the work men do is not 
their test alone, the love they win is 
far the better chart and may that be 
the chart of the archbishop.

What therefore Is a Bishop? A 
Bishop is one endowed with the plen­
itude of the priestly orders, with 
supreme jurisdiction in his diocess to 
feed the sheep and lambs of his flock 
within the enclosure demarked by re­
velation and overshadowed with the 
atmosphere of charity.

And now I turn for a brief moment 
to a personal reference. Edward 
Patrick Roche is one whom we are 
all proud to have as our Archbishop. 
You know him well he needs no com­
mendation, in this city where he has 
laboured zealously, acceptably and 
well for a number years. For the in­
formation of-the kind strangers with­
in our gates who have honoured us by 
their presence, I say that the new 
Prelate is one who will with God’s 
help be an ideal Archbishop, as he 
possesses all the qualities of head and 
heart, to properly fulfil his high, ardu­
ous and responsible duties. A high 
level has been set for him by his pre­
decessors, but I feel that when he, 
like as they, has paid the debt of na­
ture that It will be found that he shall 
not be the less illustrious than they 
in the work for the church and for 
the welfare of the Colony. Any way 
we can say of him to-day t,hat he is 
a thorough gentleman.

Accept, Archbishop, my congratu­
lations and the fervent wish that you 
may be spared unto many years. On 
behalf of the hierarchy I bid you cor­
dial welcome, on behalf of a devoted 
clergy I promise you loyal co-opera­
tion, on behalf of your people I aocord 
you affection and docility, on behalf 
of kind and generous Protestant fel­
low citizens I nresent sincere felicita­
tions, on behalf of your fellow coun­
trymen generally I present compli­
ments on the culmination of a bril­
liant career which if it has honoured 
you has honoured them. In the name 
of God I bless you with the sign 
which shall be your inspiration and 
incidentally your consolation, of the 
Son and Holy Ghost. Amen.

DRINK MILK FOR FLESH.
The milk diet is the best flesh pro­

ducer I know off.. The day you com­
mence the diet drink a couple of 
glasses of hot water upon arising, and 
fifteen minutes later eat half a dozen 
prunes which have soaked all night 
in a tumbler of warm water. Also 
drink the prune juice. Fifteen min­
utes after this take a glass and a half 
of milk and thereafter every hour un­
til four or four thirty in the after­
noon. Eat your evening meal as 
usual, letting it consist of plainly 
cooked foods.

Do not drink the milk hurriedly, 
but remember it is just as much a 
food as beefsteak and requires the 
same amount of chewing. Swish the 
milk around in the . mouth before 
swallowing as in this way it is almost

entirely digested before it reaches the 
stomach. While on this diet be sure 
that the eliminative organs function 
properly.

Do not take the milk too cold, but 
let it stand until the chill is off and 
it is pleasant to take. Also do not 
take the milk too close to bedtime. 
Rather get up a little earlier in the 
morning so you can commence taking 
the milk earlier. The first week take 
three or three and one half quarts of 
milk, the second week five quarts, and 
the third and succeeding weeks at 
least six quarts.

For the first week take two glasses 
of hot water an hour before retiring. 
The second week drink a glass and a 
half of milk every hour during the 
day. Continue the hot water and 
prunes as directed for the first week, 
but omit the evening meal this week 
and the weeks following. The third 
week take two glasses of milk every 
hour during -the day and continue 
the hot water and prunes.

Some Hiterary Fops.
Disraeli Was Marked Out From AH 

His Kind.— Statesman and Novel­
ist Was One of the Greatest Dandies 
In London and Bulwer Lytton Was 
a Tremendous Swell — Goldsmith 
and Dickens, Also Affected line 
Clothes—Some Dowdy Writers.
When Lord Beaconsfield first enter­

ed Parliament he was known as a 
brilliant young novelist, and one of 
the greatest dandies about town. He 
was an associate of Count D’Orsay, 
whom the present generation lias 
seen on the stage in "The Last 6f 
the Dandies,” splendidly, portrayed by 
Sir Herbert Tree, that master of 
make-up. But there was a certain 
eastern and barbaric splendor about 
Benjamin Disraeli w&ich marked 
him out from every other dandy.

It was hoped that when he enter­
ed Parliament he would dress more 
in accordance with that grave assem­
bly, but it was a vain hope. What with 
plum-colored coats, ruby waist­
coats and green trousers, not to men­
tion his taste in cravats, he scandal­
ized the House, and it is not to be 
doubted that the hoots which greeted 
his maiden speech were more direct­
ed to his ties than his talk. Neverthe­
less this incurable dandy lived to re­
present his country at Berlin, and to 
talk to Bismark with authority. But 
he never ceased to the day of his 
death to he a dandy.

Another literary dandy was Bul­
wer Lytton, afterwards the first Lord 
Lytton, the author of “The Last 
Days of Pompeii,” “Eugene Aram,” 
and many other novels which enjbyéd 
a very wide popularity in their day 
but show few signs of lasting. He 
was a tremendous swell, with won­
derful Dundreary whiskers, and still 
more wonderful curls, all over his 
head. He always dressed in the very 
height of fashion, and, next to D’Or­
say, was generally regarded as lead­
ing the style for men. But he was 
not outrageous, like Disraeli, and^ 
dressed in much better taste as the' 
time understood that very changeable 
word.

Oliver Goldsmith, when he got a 
little money, gerièrally spent it upon 
One of three things, either upon a 
bottle of wine, a new plum-c6lored 
coat, or upon the first poor beggar 
he inet. Boswell records, with his 
usual spite when talking about Oliver, 
that on a certain occasion he strutted 
about, “bragging of his dress,” and 
when they laughed at him he said, 
“Well, let me tell, you, when^my tail­
or brought home my plum-colored 
coat, he said, ‘Sfr, I have a favor to 
beg of'you. When anybody asks you 
who made your clothes, be pleased to 
mention John Filey, at the Harrow, in 
Water Lane,’ ” to which Johnson 
made the retort, in his usual drastic 
style, “Why, sir, that was because he 
knew the étrange color would attract 
crowds to gaze at it, and thus they 
might hear of him, and see how well 
he could make a coat even of so ab­
surd a' cOltir.”

Dickens was always a bit of a 
handy, and it cannot be said that his 
taste was invariably perfect. For in­
stance, he used to wear a bright 
gÿeèn waistcoat, a ' color Of which he 
Was very fond, to the accompaniment 
of a vivid scarlet tie. There was a 
good deal of the showman khoiit Dick­
ens. He actually turned bp At the 
studio ôf W. P. Firth, the artist who 
painted the well-known picture "Der­
by Day,” now in the Tate Gallery, in 
a sky-blue overcoat with red cuffs.

It is pro­
bable that at one and the same mo- 
meAt of the last century the clothes 
of Alfred Tennyson, Edward Fitzger­
ald, Thomas Carlyle, and Robert 
Louis Stevenson would not have 
fetéhed 10s. from a " second-hand 
clothes dealer, and he would probably 
have refused to carry Fitzgerald’s 
away even as a gift.-

The American Am­

The American Ambassador at Ber­

lin lias iniformed Ills Government at 
Washington that the German lleply 
to the last American Note on the tor­
pedoing of the Lusitania and the sink­
ing of American ships is likely to be 
favorable. Such an expression of be­
lief from the American Ambassador 
at the German capital should be hope­
ful. But when the information given 
that the submarine warfare against 
certain ships is to go on, it is hard to 
reconciles it with the optimism ex­
pressed. For instance, will America 
consider a proposition favorable 
which would permit German sub­
marines to destroy contraband own­
ed by Americans while on hoard a 
British ship? Such destruction would 
he a violation ot the International 
rule which calls for contraband goods 
to be brought to port, condemned by 
a Prize Court before the owners lose 
their property. A similar difficulty 
arises in the proposed exemption of 
ships primarily carrying passengers. 
Who is to he the judge of what ship 
is outside the exemption? The com­
mander of a submarine on the look­
out to make an attack or a Prize 
C ourt. The latter is negatived at 
once, because it is not practicable for 
a submarine to escort a captured ship 
to a German port, and to attempt to 
carry out* such a policy would he tan­
tamount to abandoning submarine 
warfare on commercial ships, and 
this is outside the proposition. If the 
commander of the submarine is to he 
the judge, this violates International 
law. Again, there is the case of a 
neutral ship carrying contraband. 
The proposition would allow of the 
sinking of a ship like the Frye and 
its cargo by a submarine, which Ger­
many admits she cannot do lawfully' 
by a cruiser like the Prinz Eitel. How 
can such a proposition be regarded 
with favor by the American Govern­
ment? We confess we are sceptical 
about the German reply being re­
ceived favorably, if any such proposi­
tions, as the despatch indicates are in 
it. We cannot reconcile the belief of 
the Ambassador with .any such pro­
positions.

Lt. Morhill Promoted.

The Cathedral Organ.
Mr. McNeily once termed the 

Church of England Cathedral “the 
glory of our city,” and of this glory 
is now the grand organ which has 
been moved from the South Transept 
where it has been hidden, and divided 
on either side of the Chancel above 
the choir stalls, and beautifully cased 
from designs which, singularly and 
appropriately, were made by the son 
of Sir Gilbert Scott, the architect of 
the Cathedral itself. In the process 
of moving, the organ has been re­
constructed, enlarged and re-voiced, 
the work being done by Mr. Luckin 
and Mr. Gooch, of Norman and Beard, 
Ltd., of London and Norwich. On the 
south front is a new stop, a Dulciana 
16 feet, which has been added to the 
Pedal Organ—a stop of great beauty 
of tone. An 8 ft. Gemshom, giving a 
delicate Diapason tone has been add­
ed to the Swell Organ. To the Great 
has been added an open Diapason 8 
ft., Double Diapason, 16 ft., and Trom- 

| ba, 8 ft., the latter being a stop with 
fine quality of tone. A new Tuba has 
been added to the solo organ and is 
of magnificent tonal quality; with the 
full organ on this stop is easily heard 
above the rest, and is a new stop 
we understand in this country. A 
new Trombone, 16 ft. on the pedal 
organ is a very powerful stop. The 
effect of the additions has been to 
make plenty of the diapason tone 
which is peculiar to the organ and the 
volume of sound that fills the Cathe­
dral when the full organ is on is 
wonderful.

The whole is of Norman and 
Beard’s latest type of electric action, 
controlled from the console which is 
placed on the south side of the Chan­
cel east of the choir stalls.

Mr. Allen is giving an hour’s recital 
on Thursday night, July 1st, at 8 p,m„ 
when the augmented choir will sing 
several anthems and Mr. Allen will 
give some organ pieces which will 
show the possibilities and the great 
beauty of that instrument, and there 
will also be congregational hymns.

The organ is certainly a fine one 
and we were impressed with thé 

i mechanism and the wonder of it all 
as we were shown through yesterday.

Here and There.

Port Arthur, Ont., June 25.—W. 
Dougall, of Port Arthur, has received 
a letter from his mother at Aberdeen. 
Scotland, in which she describes the 
sinking of a German submarine by a 
British patrol ship. She witnessed the 
landing of the German sailors who 
were made prisoners. The fight took 
place near the Bullers of Buchan, a 
few miles off Peterhead, between a 
British warship and one of the latest 
types of German submarines about 
two weeks ago. Persons on the shore 
saw the submarine manoeuvring, and 
a few minutes later a British warship 
came around the Cape. The warship 
sighted the submarine and thrilling 
scenes were witnessed by the fisher- 
folk. The British boat charged full 
speed at the submarine, but the lat­
ter deftly evaded the first charge. The 
warship outmanoeuvred the submar­
ine and, placing the latter between 
the shore and itself, it charged again. 
The crew of the submarine were on 
deck, manning a gun, but before they 
had time to use it the warship ran 
down upon them and sunk the ves­
sel. Several Germans were lost, but 
the majority were saved, including 
the captain, who, however, when be­
ing taken aboard the British boat, shot 
himself. The other members of the 
crew were landed at Peterhead. The 
Germans were mobbed by the citi­
zens of Peterhead, who had prepared 
a head of eggs and potatoes for their 
reception. The police, however, found 
a place of safety for the Germans, 
who were later taken to Edinburgh 
Castle to be placed in the compound, 
where they were guarded by members 
of the famous Black Watch Regiment.

LONDON, June 28. 

The Govef-nor, Newfoundland:
The French Government report that 

the Germans have succeeded in ob­
taining a foothold on the road be­
tween Ablain and Angers on a front 
of slightly over two hundred yards.

GERMAN DIPLOMATS VISIT 
VIENNA.

BERLIN, June 29.
The visit of Chancellor Von Betli- 

mann Hollweg and Foreign Minister

her fleet, under the Duke of Abruzzi, 
tb release the larger British warships 
for important work elsewhere. A de­

GERMAN REPLY FAVORABLE.
WASHINGTON, June 28.

A favorable reply by Germany to 
the last American note regarding sub­
marine warfare, was indicated in to­
day’s State Department advices from 
Berlin. The Advices came from Am­
bassador Gerard and were notable as 
being the first of any definite nature 
received since the American Note 
reached the German Foreign Office.

GERMANS GETTING GENEROUS.
LONDON, June 29.

Herbert C. Hoover, Chairman of the 
American Commission for the relief 
of Belgium, has concluded an agree­
ment with General Von Bissing, the 
Military Governor of Belgium, pro­
viding that the wheat and rye crops 
in the zone occupied by the Germans 
shall he reserved for the civilian pop­
ulation.

ITALY BREAKS WITH ' TURKEY.
PARIS, June 29.

The announcement was made by 
the French Ministry of War to-day, 
that according to the Italian press, It­
aly has broken ‘ diplomatic relations 
with Turkey. Italy, it was added, 
would send troops to the Dardanelles.

FRENCH BARQUE SUNK.
LONDON, June 29.

The French barque Dumfriesliire, 
which sailed from San Francisco on 
January 22nd, for Dublin, with a car­
go of barley, was sunk to-day by a 
German submarine. The crew landed 
at" Milford Haven.

GETTING AFTER ASQUITH.
LONDON, June 29.

Premier Asquith's authority for the 
statement in his speech at Newcastle 
on April 20th, that neither Britain nor 
her allies was hampered by a lack 
of munitions, was again demanded of 
the Cabinet Leader in the House of 
Commons this morning. His refusal 
to give any information on the sub­
ject was met with the assertion that 
his statement was absolutely without 
foundation. Sir Arthur Markham, 
who raised the point, angrily charged 
the Premier with perverting the 
truth, and said the original statement 
cast a slur upon Sir John French, 
who was in no way responsible for it.

From the Trenches.
Dear Mr. Herder,—By to-day’s mail 

I have a letter from my brother dated 
from France, June 10th, and I thought 
you might be interested in the follow­
ing extract:

“Am just back from the trench­
es, having been in five days. As 
we were on our way to the trench­
es we passed another Canadian 
regiment going out. Thinking I 
might see someone I knew I kept 
a sharp lookout, and to my sur­
prise I saw Mr. Herder’s son—I 
think it was Art. He was wear­
ing an officer's uniform, but pass­
ed too quickly for me to make out 
what rank he held. On saying to 
my chum next to me "Oh look at 
Herder,” he turned round and gave 
a smile. I don’t know if he knew 
who 1 was. He looked fine and 
was w'earing his usual grin when 
he passed me. It’s good to see 
one of your own out this way.”

NOTE FROM A. J. HERDER.
France, June 9th.

My Dear Mother,—I have just come 
out of the trenches, as my battalion 
has been taken out for a rest after 
two stretches of fighting, nine days 
at one point and six days at another. 
I have come off scatheless so far, and 
hope to do so all the time. Don’t 
worry about me; * * * * I am
conscious of only doing my simple 
duty to my country and to humanity 
in general. We have been in some of 
the longest and bloodiest fights of the 
war and have lost a good many men, 
but I know it's only my safety you 
are most concerned with. * * * * 
I am not going to. tell you anything 
of what I have been through, so I have 
not much more to write. * * » * 
And when I tell you that I am well 
and my nerves still unshaken after 
fifteen days in heavy action, I have 
told all.

As we came out of the trenches the 
15th Battalion was marching in. Ern 
Tessier is in it and he saw me in 
passing but I did not see him, it was 
dusk; but when he was passing the 
tail of our column he stripped an en­
velope from a letter and gave it to one 
of our transport riders to give to me. 
So he was safe then, a day ago. Also 
some one in the same battalion called 
out as I passed, "There’s Herder.” I 
turned round and saw a lad whom I 
took to be Mr. Jno. Cowan’s youngest 
son; but as I said before, it was dusk 
and he was wearing a glengary bon­
net, so I can’t be sure. They were 
then marching out to go into action, 
taking our place, which we had held 
for six days with complete success. * 
* * * Well, dear, I have nothing
much more to write. My friends 
Crombie and Yates arc still well, but 
four of my brother officers of the old 
32nd arc killed and two wounded.

Again, don’t worry, I’m not. * » * 
So long for the posent.. With tots of 
love for all, and most for you and

NEITHER BEATEN NOR DOWN­
HEARTED.

LONDON, To-day.
The Russian armies are neither 

beaten nor downhearted, according to 
a correspondent of the Times, in re­
viewing the six weeks Teutonic ad­
vance, after a visit to Russian head­
quarters. General Ivanoff, Comman­
der of the Southern armies, shows no 
trace of despondency. Discussing the 
present situation, the correspondent 
says the view is held here that the 
capture of Lemberg and other Gali­
cian successes have brought the Aus- 
tro-Germans no nearer to a solution 
of the war. In spite of their enorm­
ous losses which are estimated at 
380,000, and probably an equal num­
ber of Austrians, they still encounter 
the same stubborn army as before, 
which is willing to keep lighting for 
years if necessary. The Germans 
must continue pouring in fresh troops 
in order to hold their positions, or if 
they take them away to defend other 
frontiers the whole edifice of the Aus­
trian defensive will collapse. The 
Russian point of view is that they can 
retreat and advance again indefinite­
ly, caring little for moral effect of 
the loss of a town, as long as they 
are constantly weakening their adver­
saries and preventing a trench dead­
lock, such as exists on the Western 
and Warsaw fronts.

CORSICAN HOME WITH 
CANADIANS.

MONTREAL, To-day.

In no other place in this 
war has there been such a merciless 
and desperate combat or has so much 
blood flowed to the square yard as in 
this spot.

British Fleet in its Lair
The Great Warships are Waiting for

the Germans to Appear— Forty
Dreadnoughts and Battle Cruisers,
With Many Other Vessels Ready.

(New York Paper.)
The British North Sea battleship 

fleet is in the Orkney Islands north of 
Scotland. For more than two mouths 
there has been no official news given 
to the world as to its whereabouts or 
what it was doing. The fleet’s great 
work is done. It has destroyed or 
driven to harbor every enemy ship.

There remains only one task—the 
destruction of the German fleet. 
There is believed to be little doubt 
that the British fleet will annihilate 
the enemy when they meet, but the 
Admiralty thinks that this meeting 
will take place only when the Ger­
mans are ready to fight in the open 
sea. Until then the British fleet will 
remain safe in port It will not risk 
unremunerative loss by permitting 
isolated divisions to cruise in the 
North Sea, a fair and sure target for 
the active German submarines. Con­
sequently the British fleet lies at 
anchor just as far from the German 
naval base as it can get. But it is 
ready. There is no question about 
that. It Is in the pink of condition— 
and is eager.

By years of labor and the expend­
iture of much money the English Na­
vy has transformed the barren, deso­
late Orkney Islands into one of the 
strongest naval positions in the world. 
It is Great Britain’s Kiel Canal and 
Wilhelmshaven all in one. The great 
feature about this base is its inac­
cessibility. The harbor is practically 
land-locked. It is broad and deep. It 
has a perfect bottom for an anchor­
age. The entrances are naturally 
deep. They are narrow and startling­
ly crooked, but easy to navigate.

The mate of an American merchant 
ship which was held at Kirkwall in 
the Orkney Islands pending examina­
tion, slipped ashore. From the top of 
a mountain which overhangs the 
landlocked harbor he had an excel­
lent view of the great hidden naval 
base. If one looks at the map cue 
will see that the Orkney Islands in­
close a great circular sheet of water 
which has only four outlets to the 
sea. This is Sea pa Flow. There are 
four large islands which ring around 
this bay—Hoy, Kirkwall, Pomona and 
Westra. Each is a great jumbled pile 
>f rock rising sheer out of the sea to 

.1 considerable height. The straits 
that connect the sea and Scapa Flow 
twist and turn between great cliffs 
much like the fjords of Norway. Sca­
pa Flow cannot be seen from the sea.

Such is the refuge of the British 
fleet. To make this natural fortress 
more secure the British marines have 
planted coast defence batteries in 
concealed spots along the tops of the 
cliffs of all four islands.

When the American ship was at 
Kirkwall there were more than 70 
great warships lying at anchor under 
the lee of the Island of Hoy. Forty 
of these were dreadnoughts and bat­
tle cruisers. Thirty were older bat­
tleships and large armored cruisers. 
In other parts of the bay were fleets 
of warships of other types.

To the left of the battleship fleet 
was an armada of more than 100 
wicked-looking destroyers, while still 
further to the left was a fleet of arm­
ed merchantmen, probably to be used 
as transports. Behind the dread­
nought fleet, built out from the sandy 
shore, was a long wharf with several 
smadl buildings upon it. To this 
wharf a fleet of submarines was tied 
side by side in groups of four.

The large units of the fleet have 
not been out of Scapa Flow for about 
two months. They evidently intend 
to summer in northern latitudes. It 
is probable that unless the German 
fleet comes out to fight the British 
fleet will remain in Scapa Flow inde­
finitely. There is little need of Us 
going to sea.

Scapa Flow is about five miles 
broad and in one place more than 
ten miles long. Target practice is 
part of the regular routine. Mer­
chant ships are not permitted to enter 
the bay; for that matter fiéhing boats 
also are kept out.

One might sail around the Ork­
neys inde finitely and never suspect 
that the most powerful fleet In the 
world lay hidden just over the circu­
lar ridge of mountains. The climate 
is abominable. There is always a 
heavy mist in the air. So thick is the 
weather that even the great clouds 
of smoke which roll upward when 
many ships are stoking simulta­
neously is dissipated and lost in the 
atmosphere before it gets high 
enough to be seen from the open sea.

German submarines are constantly 
nosing about. Hardly a day passes 
that one or more is not sighted. It 
has been reported that several Ger­
man submarines have been sunk Just 
off the Orkneys. In Kirkwall and 
other villages there are conspicuous­
ly plastered posters offering fisher-
