The capture of the Brit-
ish s.s. Appam and the
taking of her - into an
‘ American port by a Ger-
: man crew raises ques-
tions as to her fate. There is some
suggestion that as she hoisted the
Cerman war flag and as she was re-
ferred to as a Gexm%m warship, she
will be regarded -—as'a warship. The
conversion of a captured merchant-
man into a warship Lefore a prize
court of the captors’ country has ad-
judicated upon the capture sznd con-
demned the vesse! as a prize is re-
garded as a doubtful proceeding in
International Law, but that consid-
eration is not likely to weigh with
Germany. It is a doubtful point as to
the course a neutral* should take in
such a case. It is unlikely that the
United States will do anything in the
matter, if Germany claims the Appam
has been converted into a German
cruiser, except to treat her as a war-
ship, and give her a time limit in
which to decide to be interned or,
leave port. As she has no armament
worth while and no crew sufiicient to
run her as a warship, it is unlikely
that she would attempt to go to sea
as a warship, where she would soon
fall a victim to British cruisers. She
cannot get guns in a Uniled States
port nor supplement her crew. TUn-
der these circumstances we think it
probable that she will be claimed by
Germany as a prize captured by a
German warship and taken into a
neutral -port by a prize crew. As
might be expected the capture of an
encmy ship by a belligerent and the
taking of it into a neutral port by a
prize crew does not raise a new
question. Such cases occurred
viously and judgments are on record,
Doubt is expressed about the princi-
ple of condemnation in such cases,
The practice of the Prize Courts of
Great Britain is to condemm a vessel
of an enemy captured by the British
Navy which has been taken to a neu-
tral port, and the sale of the vessel
after condemnation by the Court is
held to convey a good title to the pur-

The Executive Committee of the
Newfoundland War Contingent Asso-
ciation has worked hard to care for
those members of thé*Contingent who
have unfortunately been wounded or
invalided from the Front.

Much as we regret the cause of
their being brought back to ‘the Old
Country, it has given all members of
the Association an opportunity of
showing their affection for the Col-
ony by ministering to the comfort of
these brave lads.

In London the men in hospital are
regularly visited by ladies and gentle-
men—members of the Association—
who make careful enquiries as to the
wants of the men.

In addition, as soon as their arrival
is notified” to this office, a letter of
welcome is written to each man, and
he is invited to make known his
wants. The latter are supplied at the
earliest possible moment.

At-Christmas a card of greéting and
a tobacco pouch were sent to every
man in Hospital in England and Scot-
land. There were, of course, other
comforts and gifts provided by in-
dividual friends and the hospital au-
thorities.

So far, we have received from the
Admiralty lists containing the names
and addresses of 531 Naval Reserv-
ists. To these a Christmas card and
a pack of playing cards have been
sent, and a note to the effect that an
embossed tobacco pouch would follow
later. Owing to the congestion of
Government work, and the dearth of
labour here, it was not possible to
have the pouches ready for presenta-
tion at Christmas.

As Your Excellency has been in-
formed, word has been received that
some of the clothing and comforts
forwarded to the Regiment at the front
have arrived, and it is hoped that all
the different consignments shipped
will by this time have reached them.

APPAM CAPTURED OFF THE CAN-
ARY ISLANDS.
NEWPORT NEWS, Va., Feb. 1.

Appam, given up for lost, was brought
into Hampton Roads this morning
flying the German man-of-war flag,
with a German prize crew of 22 men
commanded by Lieut. Berg. She was
captured at sea on Jan. 15, four days
after she left Dakar, British West
Africa. The Appam brought her orig-
inal passengers ar}d 138 persons said
to have been taken from other ves-
the Germans. Four injured
passengers on board are said to have
been taken from an English ship from
Australia. About 425 persons includ-
ing passengers and crew, are aboard
the ship, while Lieut. Berg came
ashore to.pay his respects to Colonel
Haynes, Commandant at the fortress
Monroe Quarantine. Officers were on
board the ship meanwhile. No on2
was permitted to come ashore. The
Appam was captured off the Canary
Islands, Jan. 15, by a German sub-
marine, which a few hours before had
sunk a British steamer.

Six more vessels
were then destroyed in rapid succes-
sion, it is stated, and their crews
taken on board the Appam, which ran
due west across the Atlantic for
Hampton Roads. When the Appam
passed Virginia Cape early to-day sh=2
took on board a pilot. She was asked
by the Fort Monroe wireless station
who she was, and the reply was, it is
stated, she was the German cruisel
Buffalo. When she arrived off Old
Point Comfort a quarantine - officer
went aboard, and after inspection
brought Lieut. Berg ashore. The
steamer got a clean bill of health,
and the four ‘wounded sailors were
the only cases of sickness found. The

German Consul took charge of the
situation, and Lieut. Berg placed
himself under the Consul's orders.

They then went to the office of Col.
Haynes, commandant of ‘Fort Monroe,
and paid their respects. Berg ex-
plained why he had given the wireless
station the name - of Buffalo. Lieut.
Berg and Consul Von Schilding sent
messages to the German Embassy at
Washington, and later held conver-
sation over the telephone with the
Embassy and with Customs Collector
Hamilton. Pending receipt of in-
structions from Collector Hamiltor,
no one is allowed on or near the Ap-
pam. Guards are at the raiis on ev-

SPECULATION ABOUT THE APPAM

WASHINGTON, To-day.
Until it is-decided whether the Ger-
man commander aboard the British
steamer Appam brought the ship to
an American- port as a prize of war,
or as a converted auxiliary cruiser of
the German navy, there will be no
determination of the American Gov-
ernment’s course respecting the ship.
When certain formalities have been
complied with, the ship’s passengers
including several British Colonial of-
ficials, will be released and their de-
position passed on by the Immigra-
tion authorities. Any prisoners of
war will be released because interna-
tional la®w permits no holding of war
prisoners,in meutral countries. The
States then finally will have to deal
with the German crew under Lieut,
Berge, and if they are accounted in
naval service in Germany as were the
crews of the  Prinz Eitel Triedrich
and Kranprinz Wilhelm already in-
terned in Norfolk navy yard, they,
too, will be interned, unless their ship
puts to sea to run the cordon of Brit-
ish cruisers outside. As to the dis-
position of the Appam herself, if she
is held to be an: auxiliary cruiser or
her commander will have the option
of putting to.sea after a certain time
to make repairs and take provisions.
