It 
tastes better and digests with greater 
fluency when cooked for a couple of 
days in company with a carton of 

J corned beef. Few people ever at­
tempt to negotiate a plate of corned 
beet on high without washing it 
down with an armful of leaf cabbage 
which Is harder to spear with a fork 
than spaghetti When we reflect that 
It is considered a boorish act to eat 
boiled cabbage with a spoon, we see 
how badly some of our local edicts 
need revising.
