SIAM.—Germany recognizes that aldl
agreements between herself an
Siam, including the right of extra terli
ritoriality, ceased July 22, 1917.

LIBERIA.—Germany renounces all
rights under the intern&tiongl ar-
rangements of 1911-1912 regarding Li-
beria, more particularly the right to
nominate a receiver of the customs,
and disinterests herself in any furth-
er negotiations for the reparation of
Liberia. She regards as abrogated all
commercial treaties and agreements
between herself and Liberia, and re-
cogrfizes Liberia’s right to determine
the status and condition of the re-
establishment of Germans in' Liberia.

MOROCCO.—Germany renounces all
her rights, titles and privileges under
the Act of Algeciras and the Franco-
Gérman agreements -of 1909 and 1911,
and under all treaties and arrange-
ments with the Sherifian Empire. She
undertakes not to interveme in any
negotiations, as to Morocco, between
France and other Powers, accepts all

‘the consequences of the French pro-

tectorate and renounces the capitula-
tions. The Sherifian Government shall
have complete liberty of action in re-
gard to German nationals, and all
German protected persons shall be
subject to the common law. All mov-
able and immovable German property,
including mining rights, may be sold
at public auction, the proceeds to be
paid to the Sherifian Government, and
deducted from the reparation account.
Germany is also required to relinquish
her interests in the State Bank of Mo-
rocco. All Moroccan goods entering
Germany shall have the same privi-
lege as French goods.
EGYPT.—Germany recognizes the
British protectorate over Egypt, de-
clared on December 18th, 1914, and
rencunces, as from August 4th, 1914,
the capitulations and all the treaties,
agreements, etc., concluded by her
with Egypt. She undertakes not to
intervene in any negotiations about
Egypt, between Great Britain and
other Powers. There are provisions
for jurisdiction over German nation-
als and property, and for German
consent to any changes which may be
made in return to the Commission of
Public Delt.

Men vs. Ships.

An outstanding lesson of Jellicoe’s
story of the Grand Fleet is that it is
men, not material, that win battles.
The supposed great superiority of the
British fleet over the Germans in the
North Sea simply did not exist, at
least in the earlier stages of the war,
when the German High Seas Flest
consisted of 15 battleships and four
battle-cruisers, and the British Grand
Fleet of 17 battleships and five battle-
fruisers. -The British excess in bat-
tleships was offset by the fact that
Germany had between 80 and 90 de-
stroyers to Great Britain’s 42. These
figures apply only to the North Sea,
{ where the total German strength was
!concentrated and where a part oniy
| of the British fleet was present.

Needed Air Inventions.

Although the evolution of the aero-
plane, of the flying boat, and of the
airship since 1914 is one of the most
remarkable romances of the world’s
industries, perfection is by no means
yet attained. In the construction cof
both engines and machines there re-
mains a huge unexplored future.

Perhaps the most urgent demand
at the moment is for some sort of
brake that will check the speed of the
landing aeroplane. Until that is dis-
covered it will be necessary to restrict
the types so as to ensure a slow-
E]anding speed, and until then aero-
[dromes will have to be of a huge size.
* Innumerable ideas have been con-
ceived, but no real improvement up-
on the tail skid has yet been realized.

Those who know the joys of start-
ing up a heavy motor car engine on
a cold day have no conception of the
terrors of swinging a propeller. It is
not only an exhausting process, but

it is also fraught with danger. If an
inventor could come forward with a
self-starting” device for aircraft pro-
pellers, his name would go down to
posterity with honor.

The greatest deterrent to flying is
fog. Scientists are now making ex-
periments to devise means for dis-
velling it. Here is a chance for an
invention which would not only give
a tremendous impetus to flying, but
incidentally would benefit all trans-
port on land and sea, not to mention
the community of the werld in gen-
eral.

The range of the seaplane and the
flying boat is limited, since they can
only alight on the water. Similarly,
the aeroplane is not entirely a safe
vehicle over wide stretches of water.
Were some means discovered of mak-
ing both types amphitious, the sola-
tion would be of incalculable value.

So with airships. The great draw-
back to their regular use is the dif-
ficulty of mooirng them out in the
open in bad weather. When this
‘problem is solved, there appears o
| 1imit to their utility. Another, but
! much less important desideratum is
a cheap, non-inflammable gas. He-
lium is much too expensive. This
question affects the future of the
military rather than the commercial
airship, for the danger of a confla-
gration in peace conditions is negli-
gible.

These are only a few  of the more
urgent requirements of the moment,
but the whole industry is packed with
possibilities for the inyentor.

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The Peace Treaty.

The text of the treaty of peace
with Germany, part of which
was published in the Telegram
vesterday, and a further por-
tion to-day, will be of interest,
not only to the present but to
suceeeding generations. The Al-
lies have set forth in unmistak-
able language, remarkably free
from the technical phraseology
usual in such international
agreements, the conditions in
the first place' on which alone
they will mgke peace with Ger-
many, and in the second they
provide for the establishment
of certain devised . arrange-
ments for the prevention of
future warfare and the ulti-
mate improvement of the world
and its inhabitants.

With the conditions of peace
terms. to be imposed on the
quondam allies of Germany—
Austria-Hungary, Bulgaria and
Turkey == the present treaty
does not deal, except incidental-
ly as it binds Germany to the
additional acceptance of what-
ever settlement may be arrived
at with these countries and
their present -rulers.

There are fourteen sections
contained in the treaty, four of
whiech we published yesterday
and-four go through to-day,
leaving the remaining six to fol-
tow. ““The severity of the condi-
tions are considered to be more
effective for the future good
conduct of Germany than had
they been made with greater
leniency, because the Germans
would have considered any at-
tempt of that kind to have been
an evidence of weakness or fear
on the part of the allied powers,
hence in insisting upon a com-
plete surrender of all those
lands for which Germany plot-
ted and schemed and fought and
won by trickery and bluff, and
their return to their rightful
owners, the Allies are showing
that they recognize those rights
of justice and equity, which
were their common ideals dur-
ing the war and in the defence
oi whieh they drew sword.

Reparation, atonement, in-
demnity and compensation for
damages, claimed to have been
doie under the plea of “mili-
tary necessity,” a phrase which
covered 2 multitude of German
sing, retribution @and amends,
have now to be made by a na-
tion to those whom in her lust
for power she attempted to de-
spoil and conguer. The loss of
prestige in the destruction, at
one stroke of the pen, of her
great army and formidable
navy, must rankle in the Ger-
man mind, but with the one

Our Coal Operations.

(Western Star.)

The coal mining operations at
South Branch the past season were
quite successful, and some twenty-six
hundred tons of the black diamonds
have been placed to the railway track.
A diamond drill is now in operation
there testing the extent of the areas.
‘While the full extent of the deposit
has not yet been fully defined, there
is at present a vast amount of coal in
sight, sufficient to meet the require-
ments of the country for some time.

The St. George’s Coal Fields limits,
at Robinson’s River, also show up
satisfactorily. One seam has already\
been developed to 6 feet of solid coal,
at least by measurement, while an-
other seam on which operations were
recently started is producing a good
body of coal. And it is hoped that in
the not far distant future coal mining
on the West Coast wil rank among
the chief industries of Newfoundland.

Dear Sir:—Some few weeks 2go an
item appeared in one of the daily
papers to the effect that arrangements
had been made whereby some eight
hundred sacks of West India Brown

to Newfouadland had been diverted to
some other part of the world.

-Permit ime to ask, Mr. Editor, why
the Food Control Board had this ship-
ment of healthy food diverted to Cana-
da? Apparcntly the- dislike that Qur
people have taken to dark foods, sdich
as War flour, Corn meals, Graham
flour, and other cereals is the main
cauce, forgotting as they do that the
various processes adopted by manu-
facturers and millers to whiten food
products 11 tend to reduce their
strengthening and sustaining powers;
and not only do these processes reduce
the nourishment, but it introduces
slow poison into the system of. the
consumers. These same remarks ap-
ply to nearly all classes of prepared
and tinned goods, particularly -ihe
latter.

To provide good, sound, health-giv-
ing, nourishing and palatable meals,
they should be prepared as largely as
possible from the whole, or
“unadulterated” food, and thoroughly
cooked in the home. The desire in
so very many homes to-day to pre-
pare the meals as quickly as possi-
ble, is the main cause of the now
alarmingly enormous consumption of
adulterated foods: this, coupled with
the haste in which we eat and the
very little rest taken after each meal,
is one of the chief causes of the ab-
normal death rate, not only in New-
foundiand but throughout the world.
A very timely book just published,
entitled “This Famishing World,
treats of food follies that maim and
kill the rich and the poor alike, that
cheat the growing child, and rob the
prospective mother—that burns up
millions in treasure and fill untimely
graves—and the remedy,” by an ex-
pert in adulterated foods, should be
read by the head of every home in
Newfoundland.

As to the general dislike to substi-
tues, ‘or to- be more exact the using
of a portion of Rolled Oats, Corn
Meal or other cereals with flour for
the making of bread, cakes, etc, I
submit that if properly handled and
baked it makes a far more healthy
and palatable food than if produced
from white flour only,

Possibly our Assayer, Mr. Davies,
would give the public the benefit of
his opinion on this .vital and import-
ant matter of health giving foods. No
doubt, there are many persons who
can wield their pen with greater abil-
ity than I'do, who ‘would publicly
discuss this all-important matter of
food over their own signature, and
thereby help us all t6"a more healthy
way of living.

Commander Towers
was on No. 1 which came in second,
but there was nothing of a race in
this. ‘It had been pre-arranged that
they should enter the harbor in that
order. The flight was uneventful.

The classes
covered by the bill comprise all
those who failed in their obligations
under the Act and who are disquali-
fied in the following respects for a
period of 15 years: (1) From holl-
ing office under the Crown, (2) from
being a member of Parliament or
member of the Senate, (3) from vot-
ing in any Dominion elections.

METROPOLITAN POLICE TROUBLE

LONDON, May 8.

The Home Secretary while admit-
ting that the police had legitimate
grievances was very emphatic in en-
suring the House of Commons last
night that no official recognition
would be extended to the London Po-
lice -Trades’ Union.

men, assisted by Afghan regular troops,
have crossed the Afghan Border and
occupied positions on the Indian side
of the Frontier. All military positions
have been taken up and General
Bzarrett has been placed.in command
of the forces. While the situation,
from a purely Afghan viewpoint, may
not be serious, it is pointed out that
these incidents mugt be taken in con-
junction = with the general unrest
among the Moslems, owing to the war.
A vigorous note has been scnt to the
Amir, which it is hoped will induce
him to take measures to keep the
Afghans in hand. The latest official
reports that no very large numbers
of tribesmen are &t present involved.
The heights occupied by them have
some stragetic importance, as they
command two of the roads leading
across the frontier, but it is felt that
the military steps taken will have the
effect of expelling the intruders, and
undoubtedly the available forces are
able to deal with the situation. The
attitude of the tribes on the British
side of the frontier is understood to be

satisfactory.
