WARSAW, May 8.
In face of increasing clashes be­

tween insurgents and Germans, the 
Polish Government has decided upon 
a vigorous plan of action In an at­
tempt to settle the insurrection, in­
itiated by Adelbert Korfanty, former 
Plebiscite Commissioner in the Upper 
Silesia province, with the object of 
joining the industrial section of Up­
per Silesia to Poland. The Polish 

.Cabinet has issued a statement to the 
effect that while the ministry 
thoroughly understood patriotic mo­
tive which led to the outbreak, the 
Government again disapproved of thé 
insurrection and considered it a vain 
move. One of the problems the Gov­
ernment-is compelled to face ie re­
lative to efforts ot the Poles to go to 
the assistance of the insurgents. De­
spatches received to-day report that 
twenty thousand armed workmen 
have attempted to cross the frontier 
from East Silesia. Pitched encoun­
ters between insurgents and Germans 
have occurred in the Rybnik area 
where, according to reports, more 
that one hundred and fifty Poles and 
even more Germans were killed. In 
a protracted fight for the possession 
ot the important foundry centre more 
than thirty Poles were killed.

Little or no opposition exists to 
the measure, Ministers of the 
Crown and members of the Gov­
ernment and Opposition, having 
pledged tl^eir support. The im­
portance of the battle won by 
the women of Newfoundland in 
the face of great odds, must not 
be minimized by them. The 
granting of the franchise to 
male and female alike is drastic 
legislation, but a departure 
which we think is going to re­
dound to the credit and uplift of 
the Colony. Some little time 
must necessarily elapse ere the 
whole machinery of the new 
voting law can come into opera­
tion. But that time can be well 
spent in working out the chang­
es that will indubitably follow 
the operation of the new meas­
ure. The application to the 
neW principles will have to be 
made slowly in order that they 
shall be lasting. To be too pre­
cipitate at the moment would be 
to undo all the good that has 
been wrought This note of 
caution in procedure is not made

The action 
of the Union In refusing the offer 
may be condemned on first thought, 
but there is the other side to be taken 
into consideration. The ’Longshore­
men should accept a reduction in

cline of the price of tile necessaries 
of life. It would be unfair to make a 
heavy cut on-one side While the prices 
decline only by small stages. Strikes 
do no good and in most cases, the 
strikers suffer, not only themselves 
but their dependents as well. High 
rates and high prices demand high 
rates of pay for the men who labor 
hard to secure the wherewithal to 
keep themselves and their families. 
The margin is not greater now be­
tween prices for necessaries and for 
labor than It was before the war. The 
whole question is one of the heir­
looms of the extreme conditions ex­
isting since 1914. It Is hoped that mat­
ters between the Union and the em­
ployers will be amicably settled very 
shortly.

Mysterious Ship
Sinkings Probed.

Lessee of Vessels so Numerous as to 
Arouse Insurance Suspicions.

London, May 3.—The cases of ships 
being lost at sea have become so 
numerous in the past four or . five 
months that the marine insurance 
agencies here are instituting investi­
gations Into the circumstances of 
these "disasters.” These cover some 
cases in which the full claims have 
already been paid. In other cases they 
have resulted in the holding up of in­
surance payments pending inquiry, 
while still other cases, It is declared 
in Insurance circles,-Olkely will end 
In criminal proceedings; The most 
suspicious circumstances attending 
many recent sinkings, the underwrit­
ers declare, have been their almost 
unfailing occurrence within safe 
reach of land. In underwriting circles 
it has become a common remark that 
never have there been so many 
lost. .The Spanish and Portuguese 
coasts and Mediterranean have been 
the scenes of the' majority of recent 
deathless sinkings.

Another curious fact noted by the 
underwriters is the frequency of loss­
es of ships and cargoes just three or 
four days before the expiration of in­
surance policies orf high war time 
valuations. These valuations were 
made when shipping was in great de­
mand for wartime or the flourishing 
post-bellum traffic and, consequently, 
was at the peak of thé long-sustained 
high market. With the coming of 
world trade depression, however, ship­
ping values took, a corresponding 
slump, and the underwriters refused 
to continue the assumption of risks at 
artificially high valuations.

It was shortly after the inaugura­
tion of this policy, insurance men say, 
that the wave of mysterious losses 

; began. In many cases the explanation 
j of the captain of a lost ship has been 
i “sunk by striking a mine,” but this 

explanation is failing to satisfy the 
I underwriters who have the Admir- 
1 ally’s assurance that virtually no live 
I mines are jeopardizing the sea, owing 
' to the zealous sweeping operations 
: recently concluded.

We all take a turn at run­
ning them down for their uplift cam­
paigns and whatnots, but a new town 
isn’t on the map until it has a church 
and a parson.

The parson’s job is about the best 
on earth, ft has to be because the pay 
is the worst. We always imagine that 
a man who deliberately travels the 
theologue road is innocent of avarice 
and certainly has no taste for twin- 
sixes. The physician, the lawyer, and 
thq engineer may some day get ten 
thousand a year or come within shout' 
Ing distance of twenty-five. Even the 
university professor, after the Com­
mission’s report, may get to the hot 
tom end of Ef.sy Street, but the 
Theologue! As one chap out west 
said: “It does seem a little tough 
when you have beans and bread for 
Sunday dinner.”

The only reason parsons stick at 
their jobs is because they see in it 
more than meets the eye. That ,is 
Just where they have It over the rest 
of us. It Is easier to keep a little 
closer to those dreams of unselfish 
service when yon are not scrambling 
after the cash. Plain living often 
means high thinking and generally 
high living too.

It measures eighteen 
inches in circumference, and cost 
about £600.

Up till comparatively recently, the 
Great Seal was affixed to all patents 
of nobility, and to many other similar 
State documents, such as the appoint­
ments ~to their sees, of archbishops, 
the conferring of knighthoods, and the 
making of K-C.’s. But in 1916 an 
Order of Council was issued practical­
ly conflrning its use to patents of 
peers and baronets, and the appoint­
ments of judges of the high court.

In former years the Seal ne/er left 
the custody - of the Lord Chancellor,1 
travelling with him wherever he went 
within the realm; but nowadays it Is 
kept in a specially constructed safe at 
the Crown Office.

ter a two to three minutes’ “stand.” 
Tea thus made is highly restorative 
to mind and muscle, tones up the 
nervous system, increases the circula­
tion, excites the action of the kidneys, 
will banish a headache, and dispel 
low spirits. The water, too, is of great 
value to the body, which requires, in 
some form, three quarts daily. Final­
ly, the sugar banishes fatigue, and 
is a “food” for the heart.

So—buy a good tea, infuse it pro- j 
perly, drink it moderately, and not i 
only will you be none the worse for 
it, but infinitely better.

reach a low market value.

The speculator In German marks or 
Austrian crowns bases his hopes on 
the industry and skill of the German 
and Austrian workmen, which he feels 
must enable them to pull through in 
the long run. Mr. Keynes is of the op­
inion that such reasoning is fallacious 
if by it the conclusion is reached that 
certain pieces of paper called bank 
notes must under these circumstances, 
come to be more valuable than they 
are at present. The amount of it is 
these paper issues are all out of pro­
portion to the we*Jth of the nations 
and their ability to pay. Germany now 
has a national debt of 350 billions in 
paper marks, and it is likely to be 
more before it Is less. This debt is, 
roughly, reckoning the mark at par, 
87 billion dollars. So It is that Mr. 
Keynes figures out that the only thing 
for Germany to do is to burn up this 
currency, charge it to profit and loss 
and start over again.

After all we can only judge these 
matters^by examples in the past his­
tory of the world. In the case of 
the money of thp French revolution, 
the depreciated notes were simply 
swept away, and their place taken by 
a new currency of gold. The con­
trary was that of the case of the Am­
erican greenbacks after the Civil War. 
which eventually recovered to their 
gold parity. Épt in this case the 
maximum degree of depreciation was 
moderate, about 60 per cent of par. 
And besides the United States had a 
great new country, abounding in nat­
ural wealth, to lean upon during the 
period of reconstruction and resuclta-

able to place their purchase in a glass 
case and look upon it as a curio.

Attempt to Steal
the Crown Jewels.

All visitors to the Tower of London 
may see the regalia or State jewels of 
the Kings and Queens of England.
