- BYDNEY, Aug. 26.
After a Conference last night, going
into an esrly hour this morning, ré-
presentatives of the HEmpire Steel
Corporation and mine workers of Dis-
trict 26 arrived at an agreement for

strike. The contract, if finally reach<
ed, will 1ast sixteen months, or until

anuary 15th, 1924. Acceptance or re-
Jection of the proposed scale rests with
twelve thousand striking miners of
the province, who will be asked to
vote on a referendum, the date of
which is not yet fixed, but will-prob-
ably be Wednesday, August 30. Rates
and conditions as mediated, are, min-
imum date rates to be increased $3.20
per day, with a minimum increase of
forty cents per day and adjustment ot
higher rates as per attached schedule. !

PECULIARLY GERMAN.
BERLIN, Aug. 26.

RUSSIANS EXILED.

The number included Russian
lawyers, who withdrew from the de-
fense, during the recent trial, of
thirty-four Social Revolutionists,
charged with treason.

The Menhaden.

The menhaden (brevoortia tyran<
nus) f8 a handsome little fish, opa-
lescently scaled with a few irregular
spots upon its flanks. They are mi-
gratory and strike the American At-
lantic coasts in myriad swarms with
the advent of Jarm weather. In the
Chesapeake Bay region they appear
in March or April and vanish in No-
vember and ecemberD, and their com-
ing brings the bluefish, squeteague,
and striped bass as predaceous trail-
ers in their wake. The menhaden
seems to have no friends. Whales,
horse mackerel, swordfish,
and other species devour and destroy
fhem in countless numbers, and man’s
decimation s but a tithe of the
whole.

According to authorities in pisca-
torial science, the menhaden was
meant to be eaten by other fish.
But as far as man is concerned, the
menhaden looks better than it tastes,
and it is not popular as a food-fish
by reason of its excessive oiliness,

with the high gastronomical standard
now attained by the American people,
it is a safe bet that its use as a food
will not increase. The fish producers
of this country have all they can do
to sell much better fish in the shape
of cod, haddock, herring, etc., which
can be caught in quantities sufficient
to feed the whole population of North
America—if they would only acquire
the desire and taste. 80 the menhaden,
oily and bony, can be counted out in-
sofar as a food-fish is concerned and
well-meaning conservationists might
take note of this fact when advocating
abolition of the right to take them.
The menhaden in the sea is but a
free lunch for the other creatures that
swim-—some of which are useful and
others which are not.

We have about 98
fighting- machines in commission,
equivalent to eight squadrons; =an-
other 48 are in use for training pur-
poses, and over 300 are in reserve,
apart from machines requiring re-
conditioning. These can all be man-
ned. Only one squadron is abroad.
“At any moment we can put 700 or
800 machines in the air, and we have
an additional 3,000 machines avail-
able.”

Romans First
Landed in Britain.

The Romans, under Julius Caesar,
landed for the first time in Britain
on August 26th B.C. 55§. The expedi-
tion which consisted of a hundred
vessels of all kinds, carried two le-
gions, numbering from nine to twelve
thousand men, and sailed from Portus
Hino, which is claimed to have been
between Boulogne and Calais. After
a passage of about ten hours, Caesar
arrived on the coast near Dover, and
found the Kentish cliffs covered with
armed Britons, who were evidently
prepared to dispute his landing. For
some time he hovered about the
South Foreland, and then, favored by
wind and tide, sailed northwards to
the flat beach which extends from
Walmer Castle to Sandwich. Here
also the Britons were drawn up In
battle array, and greeted the invad-
ers with fierce cries and menaces.
They did not confine themselves to
idle- demonstration, however, for on
the Romans jumping into the surf,
and attempting to land, they resist-
ed their advance with much spirit,
driving them back for a time until
the standard bearer of the Xth Le-
gion, marching to the front with the
Hagle gave fresh tourage to the men,
who followed him bravely and gain-
ed a firm footing on the land. The
contest was very severe, but of
course terminated in favor of the
Roman Legion., After various mis-
fortunes Caesar refitted his vessels,

which had been shattered by a storm,
and recrossed the Channel, within
three weeks of his landing, and thus
the first attack of the Romans upon
Britain was a failure.

City last year, health department re-
ports reveal. This represents a d
crease of 400 from the aceidental
deaths of 1919. Only 987 of the vie-
tims were females. Even among in-
fants the death rate for the males'
was by far the higher, probably, sc-
cording to the health officer, boy-bah-
ies often come to death through in-
quisitiveness and a natural tendency
to seek adventure. “The moet impor-.
tant cause of accidental death from|
a numerical standpoint is the auto-
mobile,” the report continues. “Last
year 849 persons were killed in this
city as the result of automobile ac-
cidents. This is equivalent to a ratio
of almost 15 per 100,000 of population |.
and represents a met increase of one
per 100 since 1919.

REGULATIONS SAVE LIFE.

‘We must not.lese sight however of
the fact that the number of fatal
street accidents has not kept pace
with the increase in the number of
vehicles using the streets. It is the
same ratio between accidents and
vehicles obtained to-day as in pre-
vious years, so that in reality a big
saving in life has been effected thru
regulation of traffic and the closing
of streets for play - during certain
hours of the day. Almost 12 persons
per 100,000—numbering 684—died in
falls, says the report; 103 from scaf-
folds and buildings and 138 from fire
escapes and windows. “Certainly
there was a needless loss of life,”
says the health department. “Almost
one-third of these deaths occurred
among children under five years of
age. In other words, among little
children who were allowed to go out
on fire escapes or to lean out of win-
dows. Surely this indicates gross
negligence and calls for active pro-
paganda - to: educate parents not }o
permit little tots to engage fn such
hazardous forms of play.”

Here is “The Monstrous Lie,” writ-
ten by O. Harwitch, and published by
“The National League, “Save the Hon-
our. The “monstrous lie” is the
common affirmation that Germany was
responsible for the war. The nature
of the pamphlet is clear from Ehis
paragraph: .“The European tension of
the last decade was like a powder
barrel into which no spark must fall.
But France worked. for 43 years on
making a fuse, Russia lighted the fuse
through the hand of Servia, and Eng-
land threw it with full and clear de-
liberation into the powder-barrel, in
order to rule supreme.in the world-
market.”

And ‘here 1is “England’s War
Guilt,” by the same author, described
on this title page as ‘“‘Minister of
the Bremen Cathedral and President
of the National League for the Vindi-
cation .of Germany’s Honour.” This
time the argument is that England
needed to cement the British empire
with blood, that the empire was fall-
ing apart and the . war therefore
“could only. appear a state necessity
to every thinking Englishman,” that
“gs Prussia could only unify Ger-
many through spilling the blood of
all the German races, so England
could only cement all’ the states that
belonged to the British empire
through the spilt blood of them all.”

A larger booklet and a more dig-
nified publication, and coming to us|
from a person whom we know and
not anonymously, is “The Counter-
charge,” dealing “with the matter of
war . criminals  from the German |
side,” by Dr. August Gallinger of the
University of . Munich. . With many
citations from documents and the
testimony of many witnesses, this
volume charges France and England
with violation of all the rules of war |
and the_principles of common human-
ity in their treatment of ~German
prisoners. Clemenceau was a “braz-
en” and ‘comscious liar.” The en-
tente “wanted ‘Justice for all’”™ but’
“by means of the most detestable
