There is an increase ot $6,000.00 in 
the vote for Civil and Criminal Prose­
cutions and $500.00 for Magisterial 
Enquiries. Judging from the expendi­
ture on these accounts in recent years 
the Minister ot Justice thinks the in­
crease advisable. He says they al­
ways have to take supplemental sup­
ply for these services annually, and 
sometimes for considerale amounts.

Further down the page under Con­
stabulary Salaries, there is an in­
crease of $3,040.00 for first year Con­
stables. This means four new first 
year Constables at $760.00.

On the next page under same head­
ing, there is an increase to the two 
typists, one at Headquarter’s Office, 
the other in the Superintendent’s Of­
fice of $132.00 each. They go from 
$468.00 to $600.00 each. It is thought 
that $60.00 a month is a fair rate for 
these stenographers.

On the same page, under the head­
ing of Miscellaneous the following in­
creases occur: Uniforms,f Accoutre­
ments, etc.. $600.00; Lodging Allow­
ance, $480.00; Rent Outsort Barracks, 
$586.00; Printing and Stationery, 
$100.00; Telephone and Telegrams, 
$100.00. The first two increases are 
naturally the effect of the increase in 
the force of the first constables above 
mentioned; the rent Outport barracks 
tor new barracks rented; and the last 
two items are to fill depleted stocks 
of stationery and cost ot telegrams 
short voted last year.

Societies. There are three increases 
under this head as follows: R. N. M.

She has been years in the 
Department and this is a replacement 
of a cut in salary made by the late 
administration three years ago.

The Quaran­
tine Officer who is paid $5.00 per ship 
from the Customs Department, had 
an additional amount from the Fish­
eries Department of $845.00. Doctor 
Campbell enjoyed both emoluments 
but didn’t look after the job as per 
visiting every vessel.' This $845.00 is 
now cut out of the Estimates. The 
$5.b0 fee ip now paid Dr. Arch. Tait 
from the Customs Department from 
Quarantine Fees which fees are col­
lectable from the- ship owners and 
cost the Colony nothing.

On the same page will be found an 
increase for the Inspector’ of Light­
houses (Mr. Rogerson). Under the 
Bond and previous Governments this 
position ranked with the Deputy Min­
ister of the Department or nearly so. ! 
And I may add, properly so. When it 
is considered that the direct super­
intendence of $218,500.00 of the $395,- 
700.00 expenditure of the Department 
comes within the personal supervis­
ion of this official, the justification 
needs no further comment from me. 
The Minister of the Department will 
be able no doubt under question to 
satisfy any doubts as to the position.

Another additional vote on Page 53 
is the provision for two Heriing In­
spectors at $1080.00.

Aa Appeal for Help

changes than the others, the ad­
vantages are nit by any means 
all with the latter. We are neve* 
subject to the stifling heat waves 
that sweep over our western 

’neighbours ; we are practically 
immune from those cyclonic 
storms and other climatic dis­
turbances which, swooping down 
unawares, leave déath and de­
struction in their wake, and we 
can at least boast of as many 
hours of blue sky and sunshine 
during our summer as can the 
people in the British Isles. True 
they have the benefits of the Gulf 
Stream drift which makes their 
climate more equable, but .would 
not even they find delight and ex­
hilaration in the clear, cold, 
cloudless days of winter which 
are only experienced in such 
countries as this?

It is seldom indeed that our 
sufnmer has not many special 
attractions to offer to visitors 
from the outride world, attrac­
tions which we ourselves often 
fail to appreciate to the full.

The appeal from the Cape Bre­
ton strike area is one which con- ...................... .
cerns us almost as closely as if Surrounded by allthtf Nature
it came from within our ownour
borders, for the destitution 
which exists is causing suffer­
ing among our own people forced 
by circumstances to seek a 
means of livelihood away from 
home. *

In a similar appeal to the wo­
men of Nova Scotia written by 
Mrs. Charles Archibald and pub­
lished in the Halifax Mail, she 
says:

“Babies eaimot live on ethics. 
This is no time to hold back while 
we decide who is to blame. We 
cannot allow the children of Nova 
Scotia—who are to be onr future 
citizens to perish, while capital­
ists. union officials and "Govern­
ment officials wrangle over the 
points is dispute.”
There in the main is the un­

answerable reason why help 
should be forthcoming. These 
children are also future citizens 
of Newfoundland who are being 
subjected to what the President 
of the United Mine Workers of 
America describes as a “starva­
tion policy” by the corporation 
which controls the mines.

Elsewhere will be found a 
copy of the correspondence which 
took place between the Presid­
ent of Besco and the Mr.. John L. 
Lewis over the question in dis­
pute, and it is impossible to mis­
take the lack of sympathy display­
ed on the one hand, or the rea­
sonableness shown on the other. 
Were the'strike of the workmen 
due to some trivial incident or to 
an unreasonable demand, it is, 
certain that the sympathy for 
them which is being expressed 
in a practical manner through­
out Canada would not be forth­
coming, but the quiet and deter­
mined stand which the miners 
have taken makes it evident that 
the issue is a most serious mat­
ter for them. Already the ap­
peal made to Newfoundlanders 
on behalf of their fellow-country­
men by the Daily News has met 
with a response, and The Tele­
gram cordially endorses the ap­
peal, confident that it will not be 
made in vain.

Nature's Bounty
It is almost inconceivable that 

there can be found persons 
indigenous to the soil who are 
either so dull of comprehension, 
or, what is even worse, are so 
lacking in an appreciation of the 
bounties which -Nature has so 
lavishly bestowed on Newfound­
land as to speak disparagingly 
of her scenic attractions or to 
refer to the climate in such a 
manner as to make it appear pos­
sessed of all the drawbacks and 
none of the advantages of that 
of other countries. Such is the 
case, however, and their voices 
have been heard not infrequently 
recently even within the pre­
cincts of the country's Parlia­
ment.

In few parts of the temperate 
zone at least can any climate be 
referred to as other than of a 
variable nature. In Newfound­
land, as in Canada, as in the Un­
ited States, and as in Great 
Britain, not even Old Moore 
can say with certainty that the 
summer will be delightful or dis­
agreeable, dry or wet, long or 
short, but even if Newfoundland 
is subject to more varying

at her best can offer to those who 
Jove the ' silent places, anyone 
after months of drudgery in a 
city, is given unrivalled oppor­
tunities in our Island to forget 
his cares and worries, to “find 
hjmself” again both mentally 
and physically, and to enjoy 
those pleasures to his heart’s 
content.

In the March issue of Field &. 
Stream, is an article written by 
Mr. William Simpson, a gentle­
man who has not only appre­
ciated the many attractions 
which Newfoundland has to of­
fer to the real sportsman, but 
who is desirous that others of 
like tastes and - temperaments 
should bp aware of them as well. 
He cannot Speak too highly of 
the climate and the salmon fish­
ing, and in a later issue we trust 
to reproduce the article in full. 
For the present a quotation from 
the impressions of an outsider 
may perhaps help to dispel some 
of the doubts held by those who 
should be enthusiasts.

“I believe the province of New­
foundland,” says Mr. Simpson, 
“furnishes better free-to-all fly­
fishing for the Atlantic salmon 
than ahy other country when the 
situation is viewed from every 
angle. All the streams of suf- 
ficent size—and there' are many 
—are bountiful in the supply of 
salmon and sea-trout, both of 
good size and very game; and, 
compared with other countries 
excellent sport is to be had at a 
comparatively reasonable ex­
pense. Inns, comfortable bunga­
lows and camps are situated con­
venient to the best pools. The 
climate in summer is delightful, 
and the scenery is grand; the 
salmon run to good large size.” 
If further testimony is required 
of the reward which Newfound­
land has to offer to the stranger 
in search of a ‘sportsman's para­
dise’ it is only necessary to re­
call the long list of names of 
those who year after yepr for 
the last quarter of a century 
have turned their steps in this 
direction each season, and have 
refused to permit any other at­
traction elsewhere to interfere 
with their plans.

(From Our Boston Correspondent)
The action of the market during the 

past week may be interpreted in three 
ways, and it is being so interpreted. 
There are those who believe that we 
have witnessed the inception of a bear 
market and point to various phenom­
ena wbicb is reminiscent of the tops 
of bull markets in past years as rea­
son for such a belief.

Paul Is out and no longer a market 
factor, the fact that the decline In 
grain prices has occurred between 
seasons and to causing no distress in 
the agricultural sections because 
their crops have been marketed, the 
appearance of excellent reports by 
many corporations covering results 
In the first quarter of the year and 
the fact that the break in the market 
has gone a long ways towajrd remedy­
ing a weak technical position.

We are not In sympathy with the 
opinion that the major trend of the 
market has turned downward we be­
lieve that the factors which would 
prompt widespread liquidation of 
stocks are neither present nor In 
prospect. Usually, at the peak of a 
bull market when a substantial de­
cline occurs, the rank and file are so 
confident that they rush to take ad­
vantage of what appears to be an un-, 
usual opportunity to acquire stocks.

During broadcasting, it is necessary 
to have a repeater attendant moni­
toring on the lines, that is listening 
in, to see that no trouble shows up. 
A telephone line, especially a long- j 
distance one, is an extremely delicate 
thing. If a tree anywhere along the 
line falls across the line, the circuits 
may be tied up for hours. If a bush 
or the limbs of a tree are growing in 
the line the line will be noisy and in­
telligent speech difficult. Spare cir­
cuits are always provided while broad­
casting is being done, so that if one 
circuit goes out another can be cut 
in immediately The spare circuits 
are usually not run on the same frôles 
as are the regular circuits.

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where two vehicles meet the one on 
the left has the right of way. He 
said that was an old rule of the road 
for country practice, but that he had 
not heard of Its adoption In the city 
where conditions differ and traffic Is 
Congested. In England, he stated, the 
main thoroughfares had the right of 
way, and the traffic on side streets 
coming Into it had to hold back until 
such time as it could fall in with the 
regular traffic. In the United States 
a similar procedure was followed. He 
was of the opinion that as Water St. 
was our-snain thoroughfare the traf­
fic from the side streets should hold 
back until vehicles on Water Street 
passed, in other words the east and 
west traffic should have the right of 
way over that of the north and south.

HON. MR. MORINE said there would 
be no objection to that if the law 
were being made only for St. John's, 
but it was being made for the whole 
colony, for streets running in every 
direction. He considered the plan 
adopted in the Bill a simple one. The 
idea was to adopt a rule for every 
place and not for St. John’s alone. 
The roads outside the city might lead 
in all directions, and it was not to be 
expected- that men could carry com­
passes. The rule mentioned in the 
Bill he considered much simpler and 
could be applied to all parts of the 
colony.

HON. MR. AYRE said he had evi­
dently not made himself clear. There 
was no reason why outside of St. 
John’s the passing could not be done 
on the stated side, but what he did 
wish to emphasize was that in con­
gested thoroughfares it seemed the 
correct procedure for the lesser traf­
fic to give wfir to the greater. His 
object in speaking was, he added, to 
make the Bill as perfect as it could 
bë made.

HON. MR. MORINE not questioning 
the motive of the Honourable mem­
ber, replied that if a special rule were 
made for St. John’s, confusion would 
be caused to car drivers coming in 
from other parts of the country where 
a different rule was enforced.

HON. MR. ELLIS agreed that in the 
case of Water Street, where the 
traflic was'greater than on any other 
street or road an exception might be 
made.

HON. DR. ROBINSON was of the 
opinion that if the tourist policy real­
ly developed, sooner or later the 
change would have to be made in the 
rule of the road. He thought prob­
ably he stood alone in this view, and 
had no desire to emphasize it. What 
be said might be considered more in 
the nature of a prophecy than a pro­
test.

HON. MR. MORINE thought it a 
disaster to pass the Bill under the old 
rule of the road, but because of the 
pressure of local feeling, he subor­
dinated his own very strong feelings 
on the matter. He felt sure we would 
be sorry later on. He hoped there 
would be no making of exceptions for 
St. John’s. It would mean confusion.

HON. MR. PRESIDENT thought if 
persons who did not adhere to the 
regulations were arrested and severe­
ly cautioned, it would work out all 
right. To make an exception of St. 
John’s or of any other place would 
be disastrous.

HON. MR. MORINE said that 
greater watchfulness would be neces- 

! sary in inferring traffic regulations.
I Too many cut corners instead of tak- 
[ ing the long turn, and others did not 
keep on the proper side of the road. 
He hoped the Commission would have 
their officers out in addition to the 
traffic officers, and co-operate until 
people pay more attention to the rule 
of the road.

HON. MR. ELLIS spoke of the rule 
of the road in Los Angeles. The traffic 
on roads running at right angles to 
the main boulevard, where cars turned 
six abreast always had to stop and 
wait. Whatever direction the greatest 
traffic took, that was given the right 
of way, so, he thought, it should be on 
Water Street.

HON. MR. MORINE was of the op­
inion that the traffic on a certain sec­
tion of Prescott Street was more dan­
gerous than that on Water Street.

The section then passed without 
amendment.

The Committee rose and reported 
having passed the Bill with some 
amendment. Said report was receiv­
ed by unanimous consent, the Bill 
passed and it was ordered that a mes­
sage be sent to the House of Assembly 
to the effect'that the Bill had passed 
with some amendment and asking 
their concurrence therein.

HON. PRESIDENT read a message 
from the House of Assembly acquaint­
ing the Council that they had passed 
the Council’s amendments to the Light 
dues Bill without amendment. Also 
that they had passed the Countil-’s 
amendments to the Highroads Bill 
with some amendment and requesting 
concurrence therein.

On motion the Council concurred 
In said amendment, and it was order­
ed that the message bç sent to the 
House of Assembly acquainting that 
body that the Council had passed said 
amendment.

HON. MR. AYRE was pleased to 
hear the Hon. Leader of the Govern­
ment express himeslf as he did with - 
regard to the licensing fees. He also 
considered them too high. Six dollars 
was too much, especially for the car 
owner who only drove on ordinary 
occasions such as to business, or oc­
casionally in the afternoon.

HON. MR. MORINE in reply to Hon. 
Dr. Robinson, said, one who wished to 
learn how to drive was usually given 
instruction in the Park or some road 
that was not used for general traffic.

HON. DR. ROBINSON understool 
that one of the tests to qualify for a 
driver was to drive cars through tho 
streets of the city, of course under 
competent supervision. Under this 
clause the test would be no longer 
possible, as no license could be given 
till this test was passed. The clause 
nullified the test—or, if the test were 
insisted on, and he considered it 
should be, ttien to fulfil it would be 
a violation of the law. *

HON. MR. ELLIS made reference to 
the penalties for speeding. Appar­
ently there was no difference in the 
fine for say 26 miles, or one mile 
than the speed allowed outside a 
city, and forty miles. It was not un* 
til the latter speed was exceeded, was 
an increased fine provided. This did 
not seem right as the greater speed 
should be more severely punished. 
Accidents have resulted because of 
excessive speed, and until our roads 
were widened, twenty-five miles per 
hour was ample.

HON. MR. MORINE said that this 
was an important section and should 
be clearly understood. Section 22 says 
that no car in the city limits shall 
exceed 20 miles per hour, that is in 
clear, straight places, and around 
curves or corners and in congested 
traffic or on bridges not above ten 
miles an hour. Pecuniary penalties 

,are provided for breaches of this. Sec­
tion 23, however, provides for double 
pecuniary penalties it a person be 
convicted of driving recklessly or with 
gross negligence, or with extreme 
danger to the public, even if he was 
driving at a speed below the limit pro­
vided,

House of Assembly had been given 
the members the previous session in 
order that they should become: con­
versant with the details. The Assem­
bly had made some technical amend­
ments in the original Bill, which he 
proposed to deal with as they ap­
peared. In the last few pages of the 
Bill the members would find some 
sections dealing- with penalties which 
were more or less puzzling and con­
fusing to laymen, which when the 
Bill became effective would be dealt 
with by lawyers and Magistrates. 
Other sections which dealt with 
pecuniary matters and suspension of 
licenses would be fully explained.

HON. DR. ROBINSON enquired if 
in Section 5 “drive way” referred to 
private property. The term did so in 
England, and he wondered whether 
the Commission were to be given au­
thority over private property.
, HON., MR. MORINE replied that it 
did not refer to private property, and 
that the Commission would have ae- 
thority «only over the public roads 
and highways.

HON. MR. GIBBS asked If the 
roads of Bowring Park would be un­
der the jurisdiction of the Commis­
sion, and would the Commission have 
to keep them in repair?

HON. MR. MORINE explained that 
this section merely gave the meaning 
of the terms. The enacting section of 

j the Bill would deal fully with the 
| question raised. He pointed out that 
the Bill had been gone over carefully 
by the Government Engineer and his 
staff, who had endorsed it. The In­
spector General also had given as­
sistance by offering suggestions 
which were acted upon. In addition 
it had been sent to the Motor Asso- 

j elation and been carefully conned by 
it, and the amendment offered duly 
considered.

HON. MR. COOK enquired if any 
provision had been made for cars 
coming in from the U.S.A.

HON. MR; MORINE said that later 
on in the Bill that matter was 
dlalt with. Section 9 (a) referred to 
matters relative to tourists and their 
cars, permitting them the use of num­
ber plates bought from ther coun­
tries. The issuing of permits for 
three months to be kept while the 
tourist operated the car, the fee be­
ing $5.00, was also dealt with. Pro­
vision was arranged for in connec­
tion with Customs duties should cars 
be sold here.

HON. MR. AYRE thought that dif­
ficulties might arise in in use of 
those terms "sunset” and “sunrise” 
as daylight continued 1 after sunset, 
and as there may be a long twilight, 
it would be necessary to word more 
carefully the times stated. In other 
countries a definite time was given 
for lights to be lit on cars, etc., and 
that time was published.

HON. MR. ANDERSON upheld the 
suggestion made and said the condi­
tions mentioned existed in the Old 
Country.

HON. MR. MORINE in reply said 
that some arrangements to that ef­

People must drive carefully, 
and Section 23 is one of the best ever 
put in the Bill. Then there is a pro­
vision that at no time, anywhere, can 
one drive at a speed to exceed forty 
miles per hour (withqjit the express 
permission of the Commission). Tt 
would be construed as a danger to the 
public, and therefore double penal­
ties are imposed, and in addition im­
prisonment. For instance, if a man 
is going through the city at ten miles 
with extreme danger to the public, 
his pecuniary penalties are doubled, 
and in addition he can be sent to 
prison; and if under the best cir­
cumstances possible he goes over the 
40 miles, double the pecuniary penal­
ties and imprisonment are again pro­
vided for. There can be ne excuse 
pleaded for driving at this speed, yet 
he (Hon. Mr. Morine) knew people 
who often drove at forty miles per 
hour.

HON. PRESIDENT pointed out that 
for a breach of the section referred 
to, even a first offence, the Magistrate 
must give double fine, and also im­
prisonment. He proposed an amend­
ment whereby imprisonment be left 
optional with the Magistrate and this 
was accepted. He said that as there 
seemed to be no specially appointed 
place for persons to learn to drive 
cars, and that usually some outlying 
highways, such as the North Side of 
Quid! Vidi, were used for this pur­
pose. He suggested that the Highway 
Commission license those roads at 
certain times and under certain con­
ditions for that purpose. The in­
structor in such cases should in ad­
dition to being a licensed chauffeur 
be also approved of by the Commis­
sion.
