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South American Affairs.
Some weeks ago it was announced 

that Peru had proposed to Chili, Boli 
via and Ecuador to establish a confed­
eration, and that the project was fa 
vorably received in all the republics. 
Wc now learn that Mexico intends to 
join the alliance of the Republies of 
South America, and that the five re­
publics of Central America intend to 
Te-establish their former confedera­
tion.

location, and then the locatee should not 
have power to alienate, mortgage, or 
pledge such land before the issue of the

Mr. Blake, seconded by Mr. Boyd, 
moved that the fifth resol usion be amend­

“ That it is also expedient to provide that 
in case the provisions of the 4th resol u- 
shall have been complied with by settlers
