On Friday last, while a young man 
named Townsend, of .Garafraxa, was 
driving a load of wood towards Eramosa, 
His sleigh upset in a hole of water, a 
considerable portion of tho load falling 
on top of him and about him, which, to­
gether with the water, made the situa­
tion dangerous as well as uncomfortable. 
He managed to; scramble out, and as 
soon as he got free he set to work with 
genuine John Bull courage and determi­
nation and reloaded his sleigh.

A serious disaster took place on Friday 
mornjng, on tho Grand Trunk Railway. 
Tho combined mail and baggage car of 
express train, leaving Toronto about six 
a. m., and carrying the mail, took fire 
and was burned completely, when within 
two miles of Grafton station. The out­
ward English mail consisted of 42-bags, 
and with the exception of a few burned 
letters, which were brought back to 
Toronto, was completely destroyed. The 
baggage was also almost entirely rendered 
useless, and passengers by the Grand 
Trunk who have arrived in this city from 
the east, and saw the ruins in passing 
say that all that would burn of the car 
had disappeared, nothing remaining but 
the framework. The track for yards 
around the burned car was strewn with 
charred letters,’•newspapers, and a general 
mixture of smoking mail and baggage 
stuff. One poor fellow said he had $300 
among tho debris oMhe burning baggage.

Berlin, Jan. 24.—In the House of De­
puties to-day, a question was taken up, 
touching emigration and the measure the 
Government had taken to prevent it. The 
Minister of the Interior replied that it 
was impossible to restriet emigration after 
granting the right of change of domicile, 
What was wanted was enlightened and 
judicious legislation; which would make 
those., who now thought of emigrating 
value their country above all others. 
Emigration could best be counter-acted 
by elevatipg and improving the condition 
of the people at home. This was what 
the Government was coming at, and by 
this means it hoped to. check the tide of 
emigration.

Madrid, Jan. 24,—The-Committee on 
Abolition of Slavery in Porto Rico has 
declared in favour of granting the owners 
an average indemnity of $250 per slave.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 24.—The official 
Gazette, in an acticle on the Khivan 
question, expresses surprise at the atti­
tude assumed by the English press with 
regard to the Russian movement in Cen­
tral Asia. The Gazette says : —The né­
gociations between Russia and Great 
Britain on this question have all along 
been conducted in a friendly spirit on 
both sides. The object which Russia now 
has in^view is to render peace in Central 
Asia more secure. It is difficult to settle 
the boundaries of unknown countries ;

Ontario Legislature.
Jan. 23.

Mr. Rykert moved for an address for 
copies of all Orders-in-Council relating 
to the Law of Equity Commission ; also, 
copies of all instructions to said Commis­
sion, and a memorandum of the costs and 
expenses attending said Commission. A 
Commission was appointed by the Sand- 
field Macdonald Government, and con­
firmed by the Blake-Scott Government, 
for the purpose of devising the best 
means of bringing about the fusion of thé 
Courts. That Commission had been dis­
banded, and the Government appeared, 
to have receded from Mr. Blake’s policy, 
contenting themselves with abolishing- 
some of the many anomalies which exist­
ed in the present system.

Hon. Mr. Mo,wat stated that the Law 
Committee had misapprehended the in­
tention of the Govdrnment, and instead, 
of attempting to devise means tending to­
ward the partial fusion of the two Courts, 
"had"ventured on measures for their com­
plete fusion. It was found also that the 
members of the Commission were unable 
to attend to the enormous task they had 
cut out for themselves ; and under the 
circumstances the Government had 
-thought it advisable to relievo them of 
their labors. Measures would be brought 
down during the session, by which many 
anomalies would be swept away.

Tfio motion was carried.
The motion for the returns relative to 

the Government aid to the Wellington, 
Grey and Bruce Railway, moved by Mr. 
Rykert on Wednesday, was carried.

-Mr. Clarke (Wellington) moved the 
second reading of a Bill to provide-for 
tho protection, in Ontario, of Insectivor­
ous and other birds beneficial to Agricul­
ture. Carried and referred to a select 
committee.

Mr. Prince withdrew his bill respecting 
rank and precedence, of counsel in the 
law in Ontario.

Mr. Rykert’s bill to amend the Assess­
ment Act was thrown on a division..

Mr. Bethune moved the second reading 
of the bill respecting the partition of real 
estate.

Among the petitions presented was one 

by Mr. Gow for an Act to incorporate the 
Guelph, and Collingwood Railway Com­
pany.

After ? number of bills were introduced, 
Hon. Mr. McKellar moved that the House 
will, on a future day, go into Committee 
to consider the following resolution :— 
“ That the Treasurer of the Province 
may, with the authority of the Lieuten­
ant-Governor in Council, advance out of 
the publie moneys of the Province any 
sum of money not exceeding in the 
whole the sum of------dollars, to be ex­
pended in the drainage works to be exe­
cuted under the provisions of the Act 
respecting the public works of Ontario 
and of this Act.” He proposed in this 
measure, while enabling the Government 
to do the work, to place a very large 
amount of control in the hands of the 
municipalities, which was not the case in 
the Act of the late Administration. There 
were several features in his bill which he 
thought would commend themselves to 
the House when the BUI was intro­
duced. He found that a number of mun­
icipalities desired that the Government 
should do tho work ; and what the Gov­
ernment proposed to do was to appro­
priate $200,000, to be expended under 
the- direction of the Government where 
municipalities prefer that the work 
should be done in that way.

Interdiction of Habituai 
Drunkards.

Mr. Pardee has introduced a Bill 
"for the interdiction of habitual 
drunkards. The Bill has been 
deemed necessary in consequence of 
the fact that certain heads of fam 
ilies, and other persons in the 
Province, have been, in a good many 
instances, the cause of ruin to them, 
selves and their families, and of great 
loss to their creditors. The inter­
dict shall deprive the habitual drunk­
ard of the entire management of his 
estate so long as it remains in force. 
Any person who has the reputation, 
in the community m which he re­
sides, of being a drunkard, shall be 
taken to be an habitual drunkard. 
The parent, wife, child, relation by 
blood or affinity, creditor or friend of 
the unfortunate respondent may be 
petitioner. In default of appearance 
by the respondent at the time and 
place named in the notice, the judge 
shall make an order for his interdic­
tion. If, after the expiration of 
twelve months, the drunkard be­
comes a man of sober habits, the 
judge has the power to set 
the order of interdiction aside. The 
judge may appoint the wife guardian 
of the estate, and she shall have full 
authority to take any steps necessary 
for the protection thereof, and may* 
prosecute and defend all actions in 
his name. Any person felling 

giving the habitual drunkard liquor 
—except under the direction of a 
duly qualified medical practitioner— 
shall pay a penalty of one hundred 
dollars, to be recovered upon a sum­
mary application to the .judge of the 
County Court bf the County within 
which the offence had been commit­
ted. Any dealer supplying the 
habitual drunkard with liquor, after 
the interdiction, in addition to any 
other penalty, shall forfeit his license, 
and be unable to procure one for the 
next succeeding year. The pro­
visions of the bill are none too strin­
gent, and wo hope to see it become 
part and parcel of the law />f our 
land. An habitual drunkard is a 
.curse to society generally, and to his 
own friends in particular; and iLeliis 
class of the. community areynot 
obliged to become sober men by the 
law of our land, sooner or later they 

; fill drunkard s graves. Scarcely a 
day passes that we have not mel­
ancholy instances of the miserable 
deaths of habitual drunkards—aye, 
and occasional ojies too. The man 
who cannot govern his inordinate de 
aire for strong drink, should just be 
compelled to submit to the stringent 
measures prepared by the excellent 
Bill of which we have given a syn­
opsis.

Attending to His Duties.
The member for Centre Wellington, 

who is not only working- faithfully 
in the interests.of his own constitu­
ents but for the benefit of the Do­
minion at large—has given notice of 
another motion, enquiring of Minis­
ters whether they hare had under 
consideration the introduction of a 
measure having ior its object the en­
forcement of means by which ma- 
chinerÿ, *vlien in motion, may be so 
guarded as to protect from injury 
those employed in working it. Mr. 
Clarke is evidently the right man in 
the right place, and is letting his 
light shine.

How to ]j*ar Mink.
As some of our readers have intimated 

a wish to g*bt more definite information 
on the subject of rearing mink than has 
vet been given, we subjoin the following 
letter from a large fur dealing firm in the 
United States, who have several success­
ful minkeries in operation. They have 
been in the busines about five years and 
have so far raised over three hundred. 
They say:—

“A pen, one fourth of an acre in size, 
is plenty large enough to raise four or 
five hundred mink. Around it there 
should be a close board fence, six or seven 
feet high, smooth on the inside to pre­
vent climbing, and set deep enough in 
the ground to prevent their digging under 
it,, while a running stream should pass 
through the enclosure, as the inmates 
must have running water to play in. In 
the way of food they will eat fish, fresh 
ineat scraps, or in fact anything but salt 
food. It is not requisite to feed them 
more thai#onco a day. Some small boxes 
fitted with holes in their sides, should 
also be placed in the enclosure, and filled 
with fine hay or straw, in whioh they will 
make their nests. The males should be 
kept by themselves, except for about 
three weeks in the month of April. The 
young may be allowed to remain with the 
mother for two months, after which age 
they should be put in a separate pen, as 
they thrive much better when separated 
from the older animale. When they have 
matured in size, and appear in a healthy 
condition, they can then berat liberty to 
join the others. In conclusion the ex­
pense of keeping them is small, and with 
care and attention they will thrive, while 
a ready market is always obtainable for 
their peltries."

The above will give data upon whioh to 
make a commencement. A pair of mink 
could be trapped at this time of year 
quite easily, and the business entered 
upon at once. It may be stated that 
when practicable we consider a stone or j 
brick wall preferable to a board fence for 
the mink pen.

A New Horse Disease in New York.
The Tribune says :—There is a now 

and disastrous epidemic prevailing among 
the horses in the city, which has already 
proved destructive to a largo number of 
|animals. The disease is pronounced by 
the surgeons to be spinal meningitis, 
anil is believed to be an outgrowth of the 
distemper which recently afflicted the 
horses so greatly, and a result of impru­
dence in working them before they had 
fully recovered. Evory case has thus far 
proved fatal, and the surgeons assert that 
there is no way of preventing the disease 
or curing the horses when attacked. No 
premonitory symptoms arc exhibited by 
the horses, which come out of tllo stable 
in tho morning in apparently perfect 
health, but are attacked suddenly and 
drop paralyzed in" tho street. No re­
source is then left but to kill them. So 
prevalent is this disease that Superin­
tendent liar tfichl, of the Society for tho 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, states 
that the officers of tho Society alone 
have killed as many as six or seven hor- 
sos ni day. No signs of the abatement 
of this new plague oro yet visible, and it 
is feared that there will bo a great des­
truction among the horses before it dis- 
jappears.

Progress in "Japan.—He must travel 
fast v ho would keep up with moral and 
material progress in Japan.

Public 
Works ; this last phrase has an alarming 
suggestion of Now-York politics about it. 
So, what with the abolition of prize­
fighting and play-acting, the construction 
of railroads and encouragement of. hair 
growing, the extension of religious toler­
ation, and reformation of police and ju­
dicial systems, we may conclude that 
Japan is fairly launched on tho troubled 
sea of progress.

. Postage onîXewspapeus.—The Domin­
ion Board of Trade resolved at its recent 
session in Ottawa to petition tho Govern­
ment to reduce tho rato of newspaper 
postage to ono cent. We think the action 
of tho Board of Trade in this matter will 
he indorsed by the community in general.

À Burning Mountain in Ohio.—Avery 
singular phenomenon is attracting atten 

„ iton in Ross county, Ohio. A hill of con 
siderable altitude, known as Copperas 
Mountain, is located three miles from 
Bainbridge, from the top of which issues 
a constant stream of smoke, while on its 
summit, and general surface the vegeta­
tion has withered until the whole 
hill presents a barren, sterile and desolate 
aspect, blasted as if by a whirlwind of fire. 
It is believed that the interior of the hill 
is a mass of ignited combustible matter, 
and that the fire is, and has been, spread­
ing with considerable rapidity. The 
theory presented to account for it is, that 
on or about the first day of last October, 
the party to whom the land belongs was 
burning brush on the hill-side, and that 
the flames communicated to inflamable 
matter, probably crude oil, coal or other 
cumljustable substances, contained in the 
geological formation of the hill. The 
quenching of the fire is, of course, irnpos- 
sible from its situation, and how soon, il 
ever, the fire will reach a point whore it 
can be controlled, can only be conjectured. 
At present there is no danger to be ap­
prehended to property in the vicinity.

On Advertising.—Do merchants bes­
tow the notice that it merits upon the 
quiet and unobtrusive, yet tremendous 
latent power which lies alwajs within 
their reach and ready for their use iu 
newspaper advertising ? Wo refer to 
merchants in general, and to such intel­
ligent and active minds as have brought 
out fortunes from the proper use of the 
local paper. Take the average merchant 
of country towns : is he apt to sufficiently 
well consider the advantages he would 
derive from a little judicious advertising ? 
Does it ever occur to him that he is not 
quick enough in announcing tiis new 
stock, or careful enough to keep his name 
before the people ? Does it ever seem to 
him that he might be first in the town 
instead of last, and that in neglecting 
advertising, he is failing to use as ready 
and powerful a means to success as any 
other he could name ? An advertised ar­
ticle “ holds its name.” It is much 
easier to sell, and makes it easier to cause 
people to believe that it is as represented. 
For instance, ffretail drygoods merchant 
receives afresh invoice of French calicoes. 
How much easier is it for him to make a 
lively and striking announcement of the 
fact in the newspapers, than to go through 
the troublesome operation with each cus­
tomer of explaining that the goods are 
just received, and that they are “ im­
ported.” Advertised articles hold their 
name, because people “ see the name in 
print.”
