Let another year or two pass over
with the same igoorant repudiation of laws
that are filling up the American territory, and
the only industry in the country will be the
labors of the beaver.

THE BLACKFOOT COUNTRY.

The follovﬁng interesting letter has been

received by a Cariboo miner now in town:

from a 'Caribooite at present sojourning in
Blé¢kquﬁ, which we have no_doubt paints a
truthful picture of that country, its present

‘condition and fature prospects :

Bear Creek on Hell Gate River,
December 19th, 1865.

' FrieNo R——: 1 am in the Blackfoot
country, all well, as is Collins. In forty days

' after we left Cariboo'we got into Blackfoot

City, properly called Ophir, the'centre of the
Blackfoot mines. Procure a map of this part
of the country, draw a line ‘due north of Salt
Lake, anotber due east' of Lewiston ' at the

'mouth of Clearwater river; where the two

cross each other 'you will have a position on

‘the map very nearly corresponding with that
‘of Ophir City. ;

1 will now give you some idea of our line
of travel. From Colville we came 40 miles
down the wagon road toward Walla Walla;

‘thence about the same distance across to and

up the Spokane river; thence across to the
lower end of Pen d'Orielle lake, a widening
of the river of the same name, thence up ‘the
right bank of the Pen d’Orielle river in a

‘south easterly direction 270 miles—the firat

half'a wretched road, and forded the left bank ;
thence up about 20 miles to a little stream
somewhat resembling the Bonaparte, com-
ing trom the south, called the Pocka fork ;
thence up that stream and over a little divide
to Hellgate, at the junction of the Bitter Root

river from the south, and the Hellgate river

from the eouth east, all flowing ultimately into
the Pen d’Orielle.

From Hell gate we proceeded up the river
of the same name, forded the Big Blackfoot,

.a stream larger than the Cottonwood river in

Cariboo, and coming from the east direct
from the Rocky Mountains, on the head of
which, by the way, are a number of paying
gulches. < After crossing Big Blackfoot we
kept up the Mullan wagon road 60 miles u
the Hellgate river to the mouth of the Little
Blackfoot; a stream less in size than Willow
river (in Cariboo, where we saw the first
muddy water from the mines. On the head
of this stream the first diggings ot any ac-
dount were found last spring around where
Ophir City nowstands. ‘We have got now

just on the sunset side of the summit of the

Rocky Mountains. Ophir bas perhaps less
than: 200 houses, plenty of timber to therear,
and any quantity of buncb-grass on the hills
and valleys in the foreground. It is pretty
well laid out; as are all miving and farming
towns in this country. Within 50 miles of it,
on:the western slope, have been found this
season perhaps thirty = paying creeks and
gulches, some of them not of much account
and others good. Ten miles north-west of it
is Washington gulch, with town projected,
of course, and a number of  good paying

claims ;- two..miles further is another egg|.

from the same hen. called Jeflerson Davis;
gseven miles farther, over a steep and high
hill; is MeClellan gulch, perhaps the best
creek in this part of the country—214 miles
of paying ground and a town of 40 houses at
the . foot . ealled Pacific Oity. No mining
town with money about it on this coast scems
complete without a “ hurdy-mill,” and this,
of course, has its four-foot benoh, on_whieh
sit four charms for sale at four bits a dance,
while a threestringed fiddle and an asthmatic

Some claims
on it are supposed to be. worth over $20,000.
Old man Huchingon .and the hopeful Ed; bave.
a baker’s dozen of Cayuses; and are getting
a start in the packing business ; Haskell, of
the Aurora, has something more in the same
line, besides claims on the new creeks all over
the country. Some may be good or pot, and
by the first of June all will have to be worked
or.abandoned.

There is an institution here called Stam-
pede, meaning a rush to new diggings. The
Territorial law requires 13 miners to form a
wining district, consequently the discoverer
of a creek on coming in' gets a dozen of his
friends, burries back in the night with them,
all make laws, elect a recorder, form a mining
district, and record their claims trom the
Discovery both ways. No.1 is first below
and No. 1 is first above, and'so cn 1o any
number that the creek is long enough to ad-
mit of. The first recorded are of course the
favorite numbers, one, two, three, &c , below
or above the Discovery, those” not in 1he
secret have 1o take the higher numbers fur-
thest off, ;; Smothering claims, or ringing in
acquaintances, and one man recording a dozen
elaims for friends are common—hoggiag it is
called, . Those who come last hunt up the
Recorder, sud  register, claims without seeing
them, because it is the ‘Recorder’s duty to
measure claims and nomber them. One inx
stance occurred where about a bundred num-
bers were registered above the Discovery, and
when they came to be measnred seventy
reached vver the hill to the other side. Of
course  the remaining .thirty paid - their two
dollars each for nothing.  Claims are generally

200, feet with the creek, and reach the summt |

on either side.  Imagine a mile to each side
of the creek,and the miner has a respectable
olaim of -about 50 acres.

A great number of those who did well
hereabout were emigrants. trom’ Pike, popu-
larly known here as pilgrime— pil for short.
A pil is supposed to find gold, and plenty of
it, where no other person would think of
looking for it, Indications here are different

from those of other mining oamps that I have
been in. A good share of the rock ap~
pears to be a kind of limestone with blue
flint quartz scattered through it. Where
mining is going on, it seems to block out
more horizontally than vertically or inclined.
There are numbers of spars of bedrock to be
seen with red streaks and crumbled depres-
sions of the same color, indicating lots of fire
at some period. ' There are mining on both
sides of the Rocky Mountains. Virginia,
Helena, and Bannock are the principal towns
on the Eastern slope, aund situated on tribut-
aries leading into the Missouri River. The
mines will probably be fonnd to extend north-
ward to the. 49th parallel and beyond, but
what is in the future nobody knows.
country is large, without side, end, or bottom
A man eoming here and getting in the right
place at the right time would be pretty sure
of doing well ; but that, as a rule, in a year
or 80 of time spent here he would perhaps do
as well as in_ other mining countries, with
some chance for striking something big.
Everybody prospeets on horseback, and a ride
once followed a stampede and got on the
creek eight hours behind those that made the
laws ; but the nearest claim that I could get
td the Digcovery was 43 below of Ei ‘above,
and I koow that there were not over 15 men

‘of 60 mi;ea in 8 night is not uncommon. I

was the matter. ages bere are five and
six dollars per day ; Jten for drifters, but there
is little of it done, however.

1 am 50 miles down
Hellgate River, north-west of Ophir City,
writing at random— paper scarce.

Colling and I bave a cabin half finished
and a winter’s stock of grub. The weather
has been pretty cold at Cottonwood, the county
seat ; the thermometer on the 13th and 14th
showing 20 degrees below zero, while at Hel-
ena on the east of the Summit it was 33
below zero. We had pretty fine weather
bere till the ' Ist, since which it has been
cold. Snow is now about a foot deep. OCli-
mate generally resembles that of the Bona-
parte and Thompson rivers in British Colum-
bia. The Mullan road between Walla Walla
and Fort Benton leads through the centre of
the mining country. It was reported in Car-
iboo that Jimmy "Fitzgerald had made his
pile in Boise ; men tell me that it is not true.
Also that Jaek of Clubs and Ted Sweeney
had their'tens of thousands here, but the
very contrary is the case. George Hanche
is here with a lot of claims on his hands and
his hands in his pockets.

SHIPWRECK ON THE COAST.

Loss of the "Mustang.”

From Captain Marcellus Tobey, of the
bark Mustang, we have the following par-
ticulars of ‘the wreck ‘of that vessel while

prosecuting her voyage from San Francisco
to this port.

The Mustang [sailed from San Francigco,
Japuary 14th; had heavy S, E. gales and
thick fog from Point Race to the latitude of
Umpqua..  Got an observation and found the
vessel 60 miles from ‘shore ; afterwards, very
thick weather and heavy 8. E. gales ; ran the
ship until 8 p.m. on' Saturday night, when
the captain hauled the ship too to the west-
ward, supposing his position to be 20 miles
west of Flattery Rocks. At 12 wore ship
and stood to N.N.E. At 2:30 a.m., Sanday,
saw breakers ahead.  Hauled the ship on
the wind to the westward, and _after making
sail for abont a mile and a-half again saw
rocks ahead and surf to leeward.) Wore
ship and stood in for the softest place, where
the ship grounded, but before doing. so she
strock on a ledge of rocks, knoeked part
of her keel off and immediately began to
fiil. She now lies on a sandy bottom in
Long Bay, near Schooner Cove, between
Clayquot and Barclay Sound. Captain Tobey
and his men got ashore ‘salely, undat low
tide.commenced unbending sails and send-
ing down top-gallant yards, Removed
provisions and some cargo to shore, and
placed it above high-water mark. When
the tide fell again removed some more cargo
from the hold and placed it for better safety
between decks; where the water did not
reach, fe s

Remained at the wreck for eight days
repairing boats, removing cargo, &c. Oa
Tuesday, 30th, all hands, . eleven all told,
took to the boats and started for Neah Bay.
The captain, second mate and 1wo men were
in one boat ; the chief mate and six men
in another boat.

Two men belonging to the captain’s boat
deserted to an Iudian camp but they finally
succeeded in reaching San Juan Harbor,
where Captain Spring secured a canoe and
kindly broaght the captain and second mate
to Vietoria, :

The other boat has not beea heard of, she
is supposed to have made for Neah Bay or
Port: Angelos. No Indians had presented
themselves up to the time of the departure
of the crew, but they were afterwards ob-
served making their way towards the scene
of the wreck, and on the way along the coast
Captain Tobey was much annoyed by their

thieving propensities. .

Oaptain Tobey speaks in bigh terms of
praise of the conduct of his second officer
Mr. Scammon. . The name of the chicf offi-
cer who bad charge .of the other boal is
Doyle. Both the captain and Mr, Scammon
are much worn out with fatigue.

The Mustang is a vessel of 332 toms
register, and belohgs to New York. She
had a general cargo of merehandise on board
for this port and the Sound, particalars of
which appear elsewhere.

This, in the
absence of correct information with regard to
the disposition of the Assembly, the Impe-
rial authorities could. not of course refuse,
and so Her'Msjesty’s warrant was obtained .
but it may turn out to be a dear warrant for
His Excellency. Such sleight of hand as
this, bringing Her Majesty’s Government
uncoonsciously into’ ecllision with the repre~
sentatives of the peorle of Vancouver
Island, will scarcely, when the whole history
of the affair ehall bave been laid before the
Colonial office, meet with ‘Mr. Cardwell’s
approval.

There is something in the tone and spirit
of :the message that is anything but zoncilia= -
tory.  His Excellency evidently fancies that °

his position is unassailable, and be talks to
the House as a hedge schoolmaster used to
talk to his scholars,

GOVERNOR'S MESSAGE. ;
The House went into Committee on the

Governor’s deantch, on the Supplies yoted,

by the House, Dr. Trimble in the chair,

Mr, M‘Clure’s resolutions of the day previous’

were then taken up. In moving the first
resolution, the introducer said that the series
of resolutions which he had framed involved

highly important questions to the people of |

this Colony—questions that were at the very
root of Representative Government.’ ‘At the

Ppresent time, when .the critical -situation-of

the Colony was well known, it wounld be ad-
visable to enter upon this discussion in a
calm spirit, and for his part he 'would like to
see the subject ventilated to the utmost, though
at the same time he desired to:see a ¥igorous
-expression of sentiment on:a ‘matter that so
materially affected the interests of the people
of this Island (bear, hear). The first resoln-
tion to which he would 'confine himself re~
ferred to compensation of. offieials for loss of
office. It must, he thought; be patent to all
gentlemen acquainted with Representative
Institutions in new colonies, that such a
thing'as permanency in Goverament offices was
a moral impossibility. - If the tenure of office

" was to be like: the, laws of the Medes and

Persians unalterable, there would be an end
to Free Government. It was a constitutional
power of a Representative Assembly to make
aoy change in the provisions or laws of a
previous Assembly, otherwise it wonld be
nothing more than chaining down a govern-
ment to a state of things that might be ap~
plicable enough to the past but' highly in-
Jurious to the present.. It would in fact

make . legislation stationary, and destroy-

progress.  Compensation could not be given
to‘:%e officers whose offices the government
deemed it necessary t6 dispense with, as they
were all of a temporary character;

morrow every officer would be elected by and
be responsible to the people. No injustice
was therefore done to the officials, Those
gentlemen if they possessed ' the slightest
knowledge of goverumental matters must be
aware that their offices might at any time ba
abolished and their services dispensed with,
and they consequently took office upon all
those contingencies.

Dr. Ash moved in amendment that His
Excellency be respectfully requested to sug-
gest to whom and to what extent he would
desire to give compensation.’

Dr. Tolmie thought the House should be
guarded against committing - itself to com-
pensation for . loss of office, but at the same
time, in equity some compensation was due
to those who had given up other employments
to take office under Government. He was
otherwise in favor of the: resolution.

THE GOVERNOR’S MESSAGE.

House went into committee on the Gov-
ernor’s despatch regarding the estimates,

Mr. M‘Clure’s resolution No. 1 was taken

Mr. Duncaua thought it was incumbent on
every member of the House to express ' his
views on a message of such importance as
that sent down by the Governor. He wished
it to be distinctly understood by his constia

Mr. Duncan thought the hoa. geotleman
could not bave had much intercourse with the
People or he would not be so ignorant of the
state of public feeling or the condition of the
city. He could not walk the streets without
seeing business establishments olosed on
every side, and the real estate taxes, which
bad amounted te $110,000, were reduced

laq.tl Jyear to $50,000, and were estimated 1o
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order. It was highly derogatory for any

Our: news from the ‘Eastern States gives
indications of a gradual change in the process
of resonstruction. By the action of the House
of Representatives in passing the bill giving
colored men the suffrage in the District of
Columbia it is clearly to be seen that the
President’s views of avoiding all contact with
the question of suffrage are repudiated by the
House. The Senate, it iwould seem, are
almost equally anxious to lay down the broad
principle established by the Representatives,
80 that President Johason is likely :either to
modify his views or aceept a reversion of his
policy by the necessary, vote:of Coungress.
Wa think, bowever, he will adapt himself to

the opinions entertained: by the:members and.

be guided by them, despite:his expressions eon-
tained in the dupntqhu,a‘uiqst the discuseion

of the suffrage question in, Congress. = Since |.
the war has closed many opinions ennociated

and mapy actions carried out by the President
bave been obliged to uadergo considerable
altezation. . With all the privileges that were
to Jave been: cooferred on the  Southern
States'sd)soon 'as:they had agreed te the eon«
stititidtial amendnlent abolishing slavery, we
find eleated Governors deposed and others
appointed by . President J ohnsoa, and we find

the judicial courts superseded in many cases'

by 'eommissions for the purpose of ‘hearing
and determining all suits between the freed-
men and planters. In the President’s own
State, Tennesses, the people refased to admit
eolored people as witnesses in their courts’;
but as the commissions alluded to came for-
ward in the freedman’s behalf, it soon became
apparent that the whites had even less power
over the freedman than they would if they
gave him the fall protection of those courts
and got rid of the commission. The conse~
quence was that Tennessee abolished her re-
strictions, and we find in to-day’s despatches
that the first colored witness has testified in
her courts. In South Carolina the President
has completely reversed his non-interfering
policy, and bas given General Sickles, the
officer in command, the authority to declare
that the laws shall be applicable alike to all
inhabitants, No person, aecording to this
order, shall be held to be incompetent to sue,
make complaint or testify, because of color or
race. No penalty or panishment different
from that to which all persons are amenable,
shall be imposed on the freed people. In all
the military departments of the South the
generals commanding have got the same in-
structions,

From the foregoing it would, therefore,
seem that the President, by his actions, is
much more determined on protecting the
rights of the liberated slaves than his ‘words
would lead the people to presume, and we
may therefore expect, instead of collisions
between him and the two Houses of Congress,
ag appear in some quarters to be entertained,
that all the branches of (Government will
wojk in unison. The only fear is that the
soldiers may be removed from the con«
quered States too soon.. General Thomas
declares that if the troops are withdrawn
from bis departmeni, the freedman’s bureaun
and all the Government agents for the pro-
tection of the freedmen, will have to leave
for the North, This is a serious state of afs
fairs, and by the various accounts it would
seem  to..exist more or less A4hronghont the
Southern States. Even in Virginia, within,
almost the hearing of Washington, things are’
so bad that a provisional government is spoken
of as likely to supersede; the one elected by,
the Btate. Under such circumstances: we
are not'at all surprised to see it 'stated that
the’ Judiciary Committee of the House is
likely. to report a bill giving the suffrage to,
the colored population thronghout the country.
Sueh a course, it is said, could be followed
under the second seotion of the amendment
abolishing slavery. Whatever may be doae;
however, it seems that a grave responsibility
rests on the present Congress ; for the Prege
ident’s plan of reconstruction will never suit
the exigencies of the case, It is evident that
more rigid terms will have to be enforeed
than those proposed by Johuson—that in fact
something approaching to political equality

The Speaker read a communieation from
His Excellency in reply to the resolution of
the House asking for financial returns. His
Excellency stated that said returns were in

course of preparation and would, when com- |

pleted, be laid before the House. .

STEAMER--8UBSIDY.
A message was received from His Excel-

lency requesting the House to appoint a |

Committee to wait upon him, and confer in
regard to the mail steam subgidy.

Mr. DeCosmos moved that the rules of the
House be suspended in order to take into
consideration His Excellency’s message
fortbwith. :

The rules were accordingly suspended,
and a committee appointed consisting of the

Speaker, Messrs. DeCosmos, Trimble,
‘Tolmie and Carswell, to wait upon His Ex-
cellency, .

On the return of the deputation the Hoase,
on motion of Mr. DeCosmos, resnlved itself
inlo an Executive session and sat with
closed doors. »

Dr. Powell here took his seat.

The reply of the House was conveyed to
the Executive by the Speaker, when the
doors. were again thrown open.

GOVERNOR'S MESSAGE.

The_Speaker read the following message
from His Excelleocy the Governor.
w7 it GOVERNMENT Housg,
V10TORIA, 20d February, 1866, ;
To the Honorable the Speaker and Members
of the Legislative Assembiy.
GeNTLEMEN—I have the honor to acknow-
edge the receipt of ‘a Resolution of the
egislative: /Assembly. dated 29th January,
1866—* That a copy of the sums granted and
the Resolutions passed in Committee of Supply
respecting the amalgamation of offices named
orintroduced into the Estimates be prepared
- and transmitted to the Execative.” ' I have
also to acknowledge the subseq:ent receipt of
the document above referred to, by the hands
of the’ Honorable the Speaker, on the 31st
Jabpuary. :
As regards those salaries and services
which have been estimated for and disallowed
by the Legislative Assembly, I have already
dispensed with the gervices of fourteen pub-~
lic officers paid from General Revenue, in-
cluding two stipendiary magistrates, and it

" will be a consideration for the Legislaive

Assembly to fix the amount of compensation
payable to those cfficers who have been hith-
erto borne on the fixed «siabiishments of
the Colony. /

While I fully concur in the propriety of
economy, both in the number and salaries of
public offices, I must point out the serious
evils which. may be expected to arise from
leaving the greater part of the public estab-
lishments to be provided for by annual vote.
Party spirit is apt to run high in small com-
munities, and questions respecting the ree
munération of public servants are occasion-
ally discussed rather with reference to personal
feelings, than to a calm consideration of the
real interests of the community.

Respectable officers cannot be obtained
without some reasonable assurance for the
permanence of their official incomes, and the
absence of such assurance must materially
impair the efficiency and respectability of
the public service, and thus injuriounsly affect
the public interests.

I think it highly injudicious to reduce the
salary of public offices so as to render it no
longer an object of ambition to men of ability
and respectable station to hold them, but
whatever be the rate of remuneration deemed
fitting by the Legislature, I think it absolutely
necessary for all’ purgoses of good govern-!
ment that the salaries should be permanently
granted. TR

I observe that the Legislative Assembly!
propoge to abolish- the offices - of Registrar
General and Assessor. The salaries of these
officers are secured by Acts of the Legislature

agsed after full deliberation. Whether the

gislature acted wisely in creating those
offices or assigniug to them the remunera-
tion which was" determined upon, it is not
necessary for me to inquire, but it appears to
be an obvious injustice to abolish offices ace
cepted on condition of their permanence,
without making Frovision for compensation
to the holders of them. Pending a repeal
of the Acts before adverted to, I apprehend
thgdsa}aliep fixed by law must continue to be
paid. ; ;

It is undoubtedly within the province, as
it ie the duty of the representatives of the
inbabitants of the Colony, to raise such an
amount of revenue and grant such supplies

initiated or authorized by the Governor.

With the strongest Cesire consistent with
my duty to meet the viewsof the Assembly,
it is impossible for me to recoguize their
suthority in matters purely administrative.
The undivided responsibility of appointing
and retaining fit and proper persons to fill
the public offices of this colony devolves
upon the Governor subject to the approval
of Her Majesty, and it will therefore be my
daty to make those appointments.for which
I am wholly and: individually responsible
without reference to any indication as to
those officers who are expected to fill the
consolidated offices,

I can see nothing but eonfusion likely to

| result from encroachments whether they pro-

ceed from the Executive or Legislative
branch of the Government. The present is
a lime when the utmost harmony ot action is
required, and this can ocly be attained by a
strict observance of the line hetween the
fanctions of the Legislature and those of the
Executive Government.

Porice.—The provision ‘made for an In~

|| spector, one Sergeant, and five policemen for

the whole of this colony with & mixzed
European and American population of eight
thousand and ten thousand Indians is a vir-
tual abolition of the establishment for all
effective purposes. I have induced  the

. Superintendent and Inspector to retain their

offices for the present on the insufficient sals
aries voted for inferior offices, deeming this
course absolutely necessary for public safety.

Avuprror.—It is proposed to abolish the
office of Auditor and that the duties be
undertaken by the Clerk of the Legislative
Assembly. I am unable to accede to this
proposition. In doing so I should hand over
to the Legislative Assembly who are irre-
sponsible, an important branch of the Execus
tive for which I am responsible. The Audi~
tor holds his office under the Queen’s war-
rant, and however competent it may be to
the Assembly to disallow the very inade~

. quate salary attached to this office of high

trust, it is alike beyond the province of the
Assembly or any other anthority to deprive
him of that office or transfer .1t to arnother,
without Her Majesty’s concurrence.

Uxpaip MacisTRaTES.—The disallowance
of the amouaut for contingent allowances under
this head is an apparent economy which can~
not be carried out. It cannot be expected
that these gentlemen can or will incur an ac-
tual outlay in addition to giving their time
to the public service. I have now before me
legitimate démands for actual outlay under
this head, which I have neither means nor
authority to liquidate.

Coroner.—Finding it impossible for me
to combine the office of magistrate with that
of head of the police, I have transferred the
daties of Coroner to the paid magistrate of
Victoria, without fees; thereby effecting a
saviog, without impairing the efficiency of the
public service. Coroner’s fees and medical
fees together have increased from the sum of
$210 in the year 1862 to $946 in the year
1864, beiog the last year for which the ac~
counts are audited.

Inpian  Porice.—The reduction of the

olice force will iavolve that of the Indian
%olioe, which I contemplated to increase with
every prospect of public advantage, and the
important settlement of Nanaimo, with a pop-
ulation of 800 exelusive of Indians, will be
left without & peace officer of any kind.

Private SrcrerTarY,—The performance of
the duties devolving upon the Private Scere-
tary are essential to the efficient carrying on
of the public business.

Caier JusticE—The disallowance of the
unimportant sum of $750, inserted in the
Estimates as part payment of passage money
to His Honor the Chief Justice, is an unusunal
course.

I would point out, in conclusion, that mach
of the saving in the sums originally placed on
the Estimates has been effected by reducing
many itéms of indispensable expenditure
which neither I nor the Assembly can control.
The sums asked for in such cases were the
result of careful calculation based upon the
experience of previous years, and there is but
little doubt that the expenditure for the year
under such heads will be actually what was
placed on the Estimates, and-that therefore
no real saving can be reckoned on.

Mr. DeCosmos gave 'an outline of the
action of the House on the estimates. The
House had been requested, he said, to vote
the Government estimates, amounting to
$93,375 for tixéd establishments ; the House
had voted $62,416, making a redustion of
$33,268, exclusive of Attorney . General’s
fees—several hundred dollars. Under, that
head was au-increase 'of the estimates for
education of $2310." Exclusive of establish
wents the sum required was $100,519. The
Assembly reduced that estimate $23,698
and added estimates thereon to the amount
of $63,375, making a total of estimates voted
by the House of Assembly under that head
of $139,647. The total estimates under both
heads sent down by the Government were
$193,895. The tots]l estim:tes as voted by
the Assembly was $202,063 ; the excess voted
over the Government estimates was conse»
quently $8,168. = The total reduction
made on the Government estimates wnder
both heads was $56,967, and when the Police
and Fire Departments were handed over to
the Corporation it would make an additional
reduction of several thousand dollars.

Mr. Duncano after expressing pleasure in
listening to the scheme for raising the reves
nue for the ,current .year laid down by the
hon. senior member for the city, said he
had a proposition of his own for raising reve.
nue, and for that purpose he had prepared a
bill, the object of which was to levy a tax
on imported packages. He bad dome this at
the urgent request of his constituents and he
might say the community. The majority of
the House he considered were pledged to the
theory of the'bill [No, no.] The machinery
would be simple, for it 25 cents were levied
on packages the officer in charge of permits
could collect the tax without eharge. It
would relieve the people from the undue prese
sure of real estate tax, trades licenses, salary
tax, and half of the liquor licenses.

Mr. M‘Clore said he would introduce a
series of resolutions in order to open
the discussion, but ke did not expect they
would all pass. It was impossible just then
to produce all authorities that conld be
brought to bear on this subject, but if the cis-
cussion were postponed they might be pro-
duced. * The right to originate money votes
had been maintained by the Assembly in every
other colony which had a representative and
not a responsible government. The House
had now for the first time insisted on certain
offices being amalgamated, and he was only
sorry they did not do so in 1860. -He would

3. The fears entertsined by His Excel-
lency that the reduction in the public ex~
penditure made by the Assembly will be
detrimental to the publig interest are, in the
opinion of the House, groundiess, as such
reductions were only made after due and
careful consideration, and in accordance with
the “ well understood wishes of the people.”

4. His Excellency characterizes the action
of the Assembly in claiming the power to
origlqate and increase money grants as une
constitutional, and usurping the powers of
the Execative. The House is at a loss to
know by what authority His Excellency dis-
putes a right, and declares it to be unconstitu-
tional which bas been exercised in the North
American colonies and in various other
parts of Her Majesty’s colonial possessions.
Prior to the granting of responsible govern—
ment in Canada, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick, the right to originate and increase
money grants was maintained and exercised
by the respective Assemblies, and was only
conceded to the Executive by express enacte
ment when the colonies had received respon-
sible government.
