Over a thousand men and boys have or­
ganized a grand wolf hunt in Sargent 
township, IÏL, for the total extermination 
of wolves who have been making sad havoc 
with cattle and sheep during the past year.

The inspectors appointed by Judge Mun- 
roe. of San Diego, to investigate the ship 
Highland Light, report her in good con­
dition and perfectly seaworthy. This is 
considered a victory for the master whose 
mutinous crew laid the complaint.

There have been no recent additions to 
the Grant memorial fund at New York, 
with the exception of $900 and $260 trans­
mitted to the committee by« Mrs. Grant 
herself. The Chicago Tribune is wild over 
the apparent neglect of the dead hero, and 
goes for the millionaires of New York in 
very strong terms.

It was reported from Warren, Ark., on 
Saturday that Hamuton and Sudbury, the 
murderers of the Harris brothers in Brad­
ley county, had been released from gaol 
by a masked mob. The sheriff’s posse set 
off in pursuit and found that the men had 
been hanged to a tree on the banks of the 
Arkansas river.

A dispatch from Vienna says that the 
roles governing the Landstrum show that 
nothing except blindness, deafness and 
dumbness will exempt any man from ser­
vice, and that drafts from the Cudtstron 
will be used to fill up the gape in the regu­
lar army and navy reserves.

Inspector Byrnes’ detectives have solv­
ed the identity of the two White Plain 
murderers who shot each other when 
nered by a pursuing crowd, after their 
murder of Wm. C. Wood. Their names 
are now known as John Brisbane, aged 
17 years, and Thomas Brisbane, aged 19 
years old. Both were dime novel readers.

A conference of representatives of in- 
surimee companies and mutual protective 
organizations, who hold policies on the 
life of John Tvler, whose suicide occurred 
recently, was held in New York on Sat­
urday, The amount of policies aggregate 
$316,000. A committee was appointed to 
raise a fund for investigation into Tyler’s 
life and habits.

Suit was commenced in San Francisco 
on Saturday, by R. C. Pearson, of the 
Cliff Hoqse, against S. B. Peterson for 
$6,000. Complaint alleges that through 
the carelessness and negligence of defend­
ant, the schooner Parallel blew up near 
the Cliff House and that the explosion 
damaged the plaintiff’s property in the 
sum prayed for as damages.

The manifesto issued by the socialists 
of Berlin urges the socialists to prosecute 
a vigorous campaign, and hasten the mo­
ment when the purifying 
tion will devour the old 
filled with crime and violence. The police 
endeavored to suppress the manifesto, 
but despite their efforts 40,000 copies have 
already been distributed.

Four , hundred socialists attended

Reformer Darling Speaks In Glowing Terms of
Ontario’s Prosperity—His Annual Review 

Falls Like a Thunderbolt Into the 
Grit Camp-Sir John In High 

Spirits and Confident of Vic-

Toronto, Jan. 22.

The manufacturera of Ontario will 
fight the Dominion election on national 
policy grounds owing to the retrogressive 
policy of the reform party on tariff mat­
ters. They have just formed an industry 
protection league, to supply speakers and 
literature. They promise to make things 
lively in Ontario. They are enthusiastic 
in their canvass, since they feel that Sir 
John’s defeat means the wiping out of all 
the industrial progress of the last few 
years. There seems to be but one opin­
ion as to that.

The conservatives are making great 
use of the annual review of Mr. Darling, 
president of the Toronto board of trade, 
and a prominent reformer, issued to-day 
which speaks in glowing terms of the pros­
perity of the province. It falls like a 
thunderbolt into the liberal camp, and is 
calculated to be of great sendee in the 
campaign. Sir John was nominated in 
Kingston. He will accept. It is thought, 
his old constituency will return him as a 
recompense for his rejection in 1878.

The premier is expected here next week 
to adjust the claims of the rival candidates. 
Beatty, of Beatty-Wood worth fame, per­
sists in running in West Toronto, against 
the wishes of the conservative party. 
Unless he withdraws the seat will be lost. 
It is confidently believed, however, that 
the difficulty will be bridged over.

All rumors of dissensions in the cabinet 
are groundless; all difficulties have been 
harmoniously adjusted and to the satis­
faction of everybody. The government 
will go into the fight as a unit, prepared to 
stand or fall by the voice of the people.

The Edmunds’ Retaliation bill has pass­
ed the senate qnd may sooe become law. 
It authorizes the president to prohibit ves­
sels under the British flag, and coming 
from Canadian ports, from entering the 
posts of the United States, or from exer­
cising such privileges there as he may de 
fine. It also authorizes the president to 
forbid entrance by land from British North 
America of all merchandise, and of the 
cars, locomotives, etc., of any railway com­
pany chartered under the laws ot tiiat 
province. The bill amounts to non-inter­
course.
must soon be settled or there will 
be war. The prohibition on land 
and sea communication would create 
so much distress on both sides of the line 
that a state of siege would be almost pre­
ferable. Nearly all the Canadian' railway 
lines have terminii in the United States;

CHINESE STATISTICS.

The Custom House Returns Show a" Decided 
Decrease In the Population.

Below will be found the Chinese re­
turns at the Custom House from 1st Sept, 
to 31st December,1885, and from 1st Jan­
uary to 31st December,1886. It will be 
that the total receipts for the first three 
months under the act have greatly ex­
ceeded those for last year. During the 
year 664 Chinese have been recorded as 
entering the port, while 1186 have gone 
out of tne province, showing by the cus­
toms returns that there are 531 less in 
the city than before. But a great num­
ber of Chinese do not take lihe precaution 
of obtaining return certificates, and also 
do not fear being caught bv the U. S. cus­
toms officials, and it has been calculated 
that fully ene thousand have left the pro­
vince and entered the United States with­
out Unde Sam’s permission, 
merchants state that the Chinese popula­
tion has been reduced fully 2000 during 
the year, and it is now gradually 
decrease. In the course of a fe 
it may safely be assumed, it will 
be greatly reduced and eventually the 
Mongolians will form a very insignificant 
element in British Columbia’s population.

- He contended that the different 
federal governments of Germany had by 
constitution transferred an essential 
tien of their rights to the emperor, 
emperor, the chancellor continued, is not 
in a position to relinquish any of these 
rights to the Reichstag, especially not to 
a Reichstag which showed so little con­
fidence in the federal government as the 
one lately dissolved. “Mainly the duty 
attached to the rights of the emperor, ’ 
said Bismarck, “is the protection of the 
empire. This duty was also placed 
hands of the emperor by the constitution 
and not, in the hands of either a

portion of the press 
commenting on the rejection of the army 
bill, represented it as absolutely imma­
terial whether the measure was accepted 
for three or seven years. But the reasons 
alleged for the acceptance for three years 
were unacceptable in themselves; besides, 
it was impossible to permit the Reichstag 
to arbitrarily interfere with the ordering 
of the military affairs of the empire. Con­
sidering article sixty of the constitution, 
which provides that an effective army 
shall be given the empire by law, then the 
ordinary mob granting it must be regard­
ed as' abolished, otherwise it would have 
been stated that the grant of an effective 
army should be renewed periodical­
ly, as provided for in the budget.

regard to the septennat© period. The 
proposed development in army organiza­
tion was necessary, in view of the dan­
gerous situation. This cannot be attained 
in three years. The conflict was conjured 
up by those who refuse to sanction 
gradual organization, they preferring to 
attend three years and jeopardize the 
constitution m the eyes of foreign 

It riiakes considerable 
difference whether the increase of the

It was entirely false to assert that in pro­
posing a renewal of the septennat© term 
we aimed at monopoly and France.

ted thanFIELDS.This day one hundred and twenty-eight 
years ago J5U>bert Bums, Scotland’s great- 
T-- poet, was bom. In a small house, 
about two miles from Ayr, and within a 
few hundred yards of Alloway church, 
rendered immortal by his poem of Tam 
O’Sbanter, Scotia’s bard first saw the 
light of day. Not in ancestral halls, 
amid warmth and light and refinement, 
but in the humble cottage of his father, 
William Bumee—for the name was so 
spelt—a gardener by trade, did the sweet 
ringer, who is the subject of this article, 
make his advent into the world. He was 
the first fruit of the union, his mother 
being sweet Agnes Brown, who was aye 
“the bonnie lassie” of the bard’s re­
spected sire. It is true that under, his 
father’s unpretentious roof Bums had a 
great advantage, but his education was 
sadly neglected, and only his inborn ex­
traordinary activity of mind could 
have overcome the difficulties which 
surrounded his yçûth. While the plough­
share under his guidance passed through 
the swarth, or the grass fell under th 
sweep of his scythe, he was humming the 
songs of his country, musing dn the deeds 
of ancient valor or wrapt in the illusions 
of Fancy,-as her enchantments rose on 
his view. Happihrthe Sunday was yet a 
Sabbath, on whicn' man and beast rest 
from their labors. On this day, therefore, 
Bums could indulge in a freer intercourse 
with the charms of nature. It was his 
delight to wander alone on the banks of 
the Ayr, whose stream is now immortal, 
and to listen to the song of the blackbird 
at the Close of the summer’s day. But 
still greater was his pleasure, as he . him­
self informs us, in walking on the shel­
tered side of a wood, on a cloudy winter 
day, and hearing the storm rave among 
the trees ; and more elevated still his 
delight to ascend some eminence dur­
ing the agitations of nature, % to 
stride along its summit while the 
lightning flashed around him, and, 
amidst the bowlings. of the tempest, to 
apostrophize the spirit of the storm. Such 
situations he declares most favorable to 
devotion—“Rapt in enthusiasm,! seem to 
ascend towards Him who walks on the 
wings of the wind !” If other proofs were 
wanting of the character of his genius, 
this might determine it. The heart of the 
poet is peculiarly awake to every impres­
sion of beauty and sublimity; but with 
the higher order of poets the beautiful is 
less attractive than tne sublime. It was 
in November, 1786, that he first set foot 
in Edinburgh. He had friends who could 
introduce him into the circles of literature, 
as well as of fashion, and his own manners 
and appearance, exceeding every expecta­
tion that could have been formed of them, 
he soon became an object of general curi­
osity and admiration. His life in Edin­
burgh, varied by occasional visits to Ayr, 
are subjects of current history and his sad, 
death, when the great genius of the North­
land sueexurified to the inevitable, is too 
familiar and, alas, too sorrowful to be 
here commented upon. His demise made 
a strong and general impression on all 
who had interested themselves in his 
character, and especially on the inhabit­
ants of the town and county in which he 
had spent the latter part of his life. He 
was nearly five feet ten inches in height, 
and was possessed of a form which indi­
cated agility as well as strength, 
well-raised forehead, shaded with black 
curling hair, indicated extensive capacity. 
His eyes were large, dark, full of ardor 
and intelligence. His face was well- 
formed; and his countenance un­
commonly interesting and impassive. 
The tones of his voice happily corres­
ponded with the expression of his fea­
tures, and with the fulness of his mind. 
When to these endowments are added a 
rapid and distinct apprehension, a most 
powerful understanding, and a happy 
command of language—of strength as well 
as brilliancy of expression—we shall be 
able to account for the extraordinary at­
tractions of his conversation, for the sor­
cery, which, in his social parties, he 
seemed to exert on all artiund him. In 
the company of women the sorcery was 
more especially Apparent. Their presence 
charmed the fiend of melancholy in his 
bosom, and awoke his happiest feëlings; 
it excited the powers of his fancy, as 
well as the tenderness of his heart; and 
by restraining 
exuberance ot his language, at times gave 
to his manner tlfe impression of taste, 
and even of elegance, which in thé com­
pany of men, they seldom possessed. 
And it is remarkable tliat this in­
fluence was reciprocal. Scotchmen the 
the world over will to-night celebrate 
the anniversary of Bums’ birth, and at, 
the banquet board or in the ballroom do 
honor to the memory of one who though 
frail was one of the noblest and sweetest 
of God’sjroatures, and though all unlet­
tered in his early youth, had bestowed 
upon him the God-given gift of song, 
which was ever exercised on behalf of his 
fellows. Scotsmen the world over have 
reason to revere his memory, and *o 
worship at the shrine of his Genius. In 
this far away province of the great King­
dom, which was the theme of so many of 
Bums’ national poems, we are glad to 
know that his memory is cherished, and 
that the natal day of “Bobbie Bums” 
will be worthily celebrated. - z

To the rich and in­
dustrious this is true, but the necessaries 
of life, food, and the clothes of the work­
ing man are nowhere so cheap as in the 
United States, and nowhere better; and 
hence it happens that in spite pf a pro­
digious and troublesome surplus revenue 
and every economic inducement to free 
trade, the national determination in the 
States sets every day more strongly 
direction of a Chipese wall of exol 
ness. The dream of the American—and a 
dream that the next century is likely to see 
realized—is a high standard of prices, but 
wages higher still, hours of labor reduced 
by law to six, no exports and no imports. 

" Vnd why is this not a possibility ? We 
are considering a country of vast re­
sources, unburdened by foreign debts and 
standing armies. And if the mother 
country wishes to fill her own waste places 
with her own emigrants she can do so on­
ly by adopting that policy which has been 
found so effective in the United States— 
market discrimination. But what 
cem has England in directing, her emigra­
tion? I imagine this—the annual per 
capita consumption of English goods in 
Australia is £8, in Canada £2, but in the 
United States is less than 10s.

garian crisis is almost as much a crisis as 
ever. Russia holds aloof, and, after re­
calling Kaulbars, gives no sign either of 
relenting or making itself actively oppres­
sive. The Bulgarian throne, vacated by 
Prince Alexander, is hawked about, and 
tits nobody, and everyone to whom it is 
offered is afraid it should prove a crown 
of thorns. A German prince, Ferdinand 
of Saxe-Coburg, half took the bauble, and 
with the approval of Austria seemed in­
clined to brave obstacles; but he has ap­
parently been daunted by the fear of Rus­
sian brooms, and by the fact that another 
Richard is in the field in the shape of the 
Czar-supported Prince of Mingrelia. 
Meanwhile, the Bulgarian delegates are 
travelling from one -capital to another 
with a view to elicit direct, exp: 
opinion. In Berlin, where they expect­
ed an interview with Prince Bismarok, 
they were fain to be content with Count 
Herbert, the chancellor’s son, who gave 
them small comfort by suggesting they 
should come to pacific terms with Russia. 
Their time in London was better spent. 
Lord Salisbury has openly avowed sym­
pathy with Bulgaria, and he had even in­
timated that the gallant young nationality 
under certain conditions, might look to 
England for material aid. Russia is quiet, 
but the Northern Bear, say those behind 
the scenes, is playing her “hobgoblin” 
game of encroachment, and once she de­
cided to step into Bulgaria, the question 
of Constantinople is solved, and the Czar’s 
palace on the Bosphorus would then be 
merely a matter of time. Germany and 
Russia, after a sort of temporary sulking, 
are again on friendly terms, whilst Ger­
many and France look at each other with 
set teeth preparatory to the long-deferred 
grapple. Count Moltke’s warlike speech 
showed the .German resolution to stick to 
their possession of Alsace and Lorraine; 
but since this famous utterance and Prince 
Bismarck’s remarkable speech in the 
Reichstag on the army bill which that 
body has rejected, it in its turn has been 
dissolved. The refusal ft a direct rebuff 
to the Chancellor. The Man of Iron, 
however, is not likely to be intimidated, 
and he will move heaven and earth to car­
ry his point As for France whatever her 
economies—and herdesirea to be frugal has 
lately upset a government—she grants to 
General Boulanger all the milliards he de­
mands. To save money, she will sweep 
away at a stroke the provincial sub-pre­
fects, but she will not stint herself in bay­
onets.

THE ADDRESS IN REPLY.That Maurice Murphy, who was evicted 
at Glenbeigh, owns 27 cows and £600 in Colonel Baker said: I have the honor to 

move the adoption of the address to the 
lieutenant-governor on the speech from 
the throne^which is before the house. In 
doing this it is, 
for me to remar 
in this house who from their ability and 
past experience of the afiairs of this coun 
try are far more capable than I am of per­
forming this important duty. But, sir, 
as the honor has been .conferred upon 
me 1 shall endeavor to fulfil the obligation 
to the best of my ability. I think, sir, 
that it must be apparent to the hoi&e that 
this annual link in the chain of our history 
which is represented by the speech from 
the throne is one of special importance. 
It is so because the circumstances under 
which the government has to fulfil its 
functions are undergoing a very important 
change. If we glance back at the past 
history of the province we find that the 
country from its geographical position has 
been cut off for manv years from easy 
communication with the outer world. Tlie 
early settlers who came to ■ this country, 
those pioneers of civilization, many of 
whom are now in the house, had to con­
tend against all the difficulties and dangers 
which are inseparable from settlement in 
a wild and far distant country. They had 
to battle against the forces of, nature, 
they had to fight against the forces of cir­
cumstance, and they had to pass through 
all the feverish pulsations of failure and 
success. But, sir, being a» they 
the offspring of the. great B 

d possessing 
characteristic of that race they have by 
their courage, by their industry and by 
their perseverance achieved a measure of 
success of which they may justly feel 
proud. However, from the nature of the 
ease, the march of progress 
been necessarily slow, but/ now the ship 
of state has sailed into more rapid waters, 
and the system of navigation has to be 
altered to meet the change of circum­
stances. That great channel of communi­
cation, the Canadian Pacific railway, is 
about to let flow into this country a full 
tide of human energy seeking new fields 
for enterprise, and we may expect the- 
government and legislature of this coun­
try to catch this tide at the flood, to be 
careful that it does not waste its energy on 
the rocks of obstruction, but that 'on the 
contrary >t shall by means of a liberal al­
truism tempered by discretion so guide 
and assist this energy that it may per­
meate through every nook Mid every 
crevice of this vast province, and thus 
develop the great natural resources which 
are known to exist. Before touching up­
on some of the special clauses in the 
speech from the throne it may be profit­
able briefly to glance at the future pros­
pects of this country. We are taught by 
political economy that three things are 
absolutely necessary for the successful 
irogress of any country and those are 
abor, capital and land. Now, sir, as to 
the first of these necessities the Canadian 
Pacific railway has put us in touch with 
the labor market of the world. If any 
industry is started in this country which 
requires that the labor which already ex­
ists should be supplemented, we have only 
to touch me telegraph and in a few days 
we can have all the labor which may be 
required. Therefore we have nothing to 
fear on 1bis score. But, sir, labor must 
starve without capital, and ti\js brings us 
to the second requisite for successful pro­
gress. Here also we have every cause for 
satisfaction. We know that the eyes of 
capitalists are being directed towards the 
vast resources of British Columbia, and it 
merely remains with the government and 
legislature so to use the great potential 
wealth, of the country which ia. committed 
to their charge, that it may tempt and 
attract capitalists to invest their money in 
the country, and thus benefit our peo­
ple and develop our resources. But, sir, 
neither labor nor capital will avail with­
out the land. When I speak of land I do 
not mean agricultural land simply, but 
everything that is contained on or under 
the surface of the ground. Now, I would 
ask the house to remember the very great 
wealth in gold which has already been ex­
tracted from our province, and then to 
compare the small area upon which that 
gold has been found with the enormous 
area of the province which is unknown 
and upon which the foot of man has never 
yet trod. If this is done it must be mani­
fest that the wealth in gold already ex­
tracted, great as it is, must still be but a 
small fraction of that which is still in the 
ground and has yet to be discovered. 
Not only, however, are we rich in 
the precious metals — we have 
also the baser metals in profusion— 
we have coal we have iron in abundance, 
the two minerals'which have created the 
wealth and supremacy of England, we 
have inexhaustible forests of magnificent 
timber, we have vast grazing lands, and a 
rich agricultural soil in moderate propor­
tion and when we arrive at the maritime 
hem of our province we find fisheries 
which are second to none in the world.

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY.

The boundary between this province 
and Alaska is, as some one said, “almost 
as vague at present as the limits of tiie 
states in Central Asia.” In 1825 Great 
Britain and Russia concluded a treaty 
when it was attempted to define the 
boundaries between Russia 
America. When Mr. Seward bought 
Alaska in 1867 he tookMt over with the 
boundaries specified in that treaty, 
north presented no difficulty; it is bound­
ed by the Arctic ocean; nor did the west 
and most of the south, on which sides it 
is bounded by Behring sea and the North 
Pacific. But the whole eastern boundary, 
and the boundary on the extreme south­
ern point of the territory were laid down 
by guessworkvfiîvl82fi,' and are run by 
guesswork to tins day. The eastern 
boundary begins at the meridian of 141° 
on the Arctic sea, and follows that meri­
dian to a point near Mount St. Elias, nine 
marine miles’ from the Pacific

south of it ; At the time of the treaty of 
1825 there Itad been no thorough survey 
of the coast, and the Russian geographers 
were unaware that the south cape of 
Prince of Wales island lies south of the 
little body of water known as Portland 

In 1886 this discrepancy be­
tween the United States government maps 
and the words of the treaty caùie to the 
knowledge of our government and it de­
manded a rectification of the frontier. It 
is most desirable that congress will adopt 
the amendment of the senate committee 
to the sundry civil appropriation bill pro­
viding means for the joint survey of the 
boundary between Alaska and British 
Columbia. Senator Sherman had no 
other object in introducing the amend­
ment than to meet our demand for a, set­
tlement of the vexed question. The 
territory in question is not large, com­
prising two small islands covered with 
wood. We are glad to note the utter­
ances of an American exchange on this 
question, which says that “under the ek- 
isting circumstances the ill-defined boun­
dary of Alaska is a standing source of 
dange”. Any day the Canadians may act 
on their view of the boundary question 
and may drive off American miners from 
what they consider Canadian.territory and 
forfeit their property. They may seize 
American fishermen in waters which thev 
consider Canadian, but which we have al­
ways considered American. They might 
have the better excuse for doing sobe- 
cause our revenue cutters, only last year, 
acting on an interpretation of the law 
which has lately been abandoned by the 
treasury department, seized two Canadian 
fishing schooners in Behring sea, without 

or justification. It is high time 
that the boundary be settled by a couple 
of cool, energetic engineers.” There is 
little doubt that we would meet the 
American government half way in the 
matter in order to settle the difficulty.
There ought to be no trouble in settling 
the ownership of “a few square miles of 
frozen territory,” Mid the sooner the mat­
ter is adjusted the better for both parties.

They could 
not have been - erected bÿ the natives of 
an island which cannot feed its people, 
much less prove a borne for art. The 
islanders could not have sailed to Easter 
from Polynesia, for they cannot 
windward in their light draught 
and the tradewinds blow from 
and southeast for eleven months in the 
year. Nor could they have come, from 
the west of South America, for they are 
men of a different race from any that ever 
lived on this continent, being, in fact, 
obviously membert of the Polynesian 
family. Hence, the former existence of a 
South Pacific continent, though not abso­
lutely demonstrated, is rendered so prob­
able that no man of science would be sur­
prised at the discovery of absolute evidence 
of its having been.

Geographers have amused themselves 
by reconstructing the lost continent, as 
Donnelly reconstructed Atlantis. They 
have taken existing islands for the tops 
of mountain ranges, and imagined valleys 
between them, spreading from range to 
range. Thus, Dana imagines two princi­
pal mountain ranges, one starting from 
the Hawaiian group and running
south to the Mendana, Society and 
Pearl Islands, and another starting from 
the Society group and running
westwardly through the Navigators, the 
Fiji group, the' Solomon group, New 
Guinea, the Spice islands, Celebes,
Borneo, Sumatra, and* joining the conti­
nent of Asia at Malacca. Perhaps this 
theory of cosmogony is as reconcilable 
with the facts as any other.
