PROVINCIAL HEALTH.

Dr. Dayie Addresses the Board on
Important Subjeets, Including
Prevention of Tuberculosis.

Sanitary Regulations Put in Force
in a Number of British
Columbia Towns.

]

R§erence was made at the meeting of
the Provincial Board of Health yesterday
to the increased usefulness of the work
of that important body made possible by
the more adequate provision of funds
granted at the last session of the legis-
lature.

Dr. Davie presided and Dr. George H.
Duncan for the first time attended in his
new capacity as secretary, the other
members present being Dr. Walker, of
Westminster, and Dr. Davis, of Nanaimo.
Dr. A. T. Watt, Dominion quarantine
officer, attended, giving assistance in
various matters that had come under his
attention when formerly secretary of the
board. '

Dr. Davie in his opening remarks said
that whereas the legislative grant of a

ear ago_of $1,500 only permitted the

ard of health to do such work as the
exigencies of the province forced upon
them, this year through the legislature
granting $7,500 for the uses of the board
they had been enabled to take up the
matter of sanitation throughout the pro-
vince, though of course it would
take some time to put into
effectual operation proper sanitary
conditions in all the districts.
Dr. Davie pointed out how much more

poor. At present no ome is safe from
this dire scourge. Contrary to formerly
accepted ideas, this disease is not in-
herited, but acquired by each individual.
Tubercular diseage in ‘all its forms re-
sults solely from the transmission of in-
fectious material from the sick to the
well. In countrast to other diseases of a
communicable character, while diseases
commonly known as such, vide small-
pox, diphtheria and typhoid, occur only
at long intervals, tuberculosis is a dis-
ease which is continually among us,
constaptly doing its deadly work. It
has been &stimated that it causes one-
half of the total death rate in New York
city, which arises from preventable dis-
eage. It is also the opinion of the health
authoritiea of New York city that from
thirty to fifty people are daily infected
there by tuberculosis, Now we know
the exact cause of this disease. We know
how this cause is sown broadcast, and
know also how to arrest this. We have
lmmense power by our knowledge to
prevent this disease, and, as well known,
comparatively little or no power to cure
it. It is a disease to be controlled only
by central boards of health, and in the
near future it will be controlled.”

Dr. Davie went on to explain that Dr.
Koch’s discovery, that the tubercle bac-
illue, is the cause of all tuberculous
diseases, is admitted all over the world
to be proved. There were two main
ways that this disease was spread
broadcast. One was by the sputa,
or expectoration of people who had the
disease. Families where one member of
the household had consumption should
be thoroughly aware that it was an in-
fectious disease, and that it depended
upon how the sputa was treated whether
other members of the family also con-
tracted the dread malady. The old
theory was: that consumption was
hereditary, but modern research tells an
entirely different tale. One member of
the family contracts tuberculosis in the
form of consumption and due care is not

The minerals occur
in a white quartz which is much decom-
Kposed, in many places being replaced by
a lime cement which encloses sand and
gravel drift, forming with the copper
and iron rust a surface showing that is
not at all promising till broken through.
Copper glance, galena, tellurium, gold,
and *‘ black metal”’ are found, besides
the usunal sulphides of iron and copper.
This gives a rich variety of minerals sel-
dom-found in one camp or belt in close
proximity. -

The country rock is granite, in places
clear pink granite, but mainly horn-
blendic with large crystals of black mica.
In place§ these give way to a porphy-
ritic gneiss and porphyritic diabase, all
greatly ‘metamorphosed and in places
highly mineralized as well as the quartz
ledges. These rocks are solid and con-
tinue without much if any break or in-
terruption, thus giving a persistency to
the leads which renders them particu-
larly valuable where carrying minerals
even in small quantity. This is easily
understood when I state that five, eight
and ten locations are usual on a single
ledge, carrying over the valley and the
mountains on either side.

: ONLY A POCKET. .

Leech river, the scene of a veritable
gold fever a score of years ago, has dur-
ing the past few weeks witnessed a small
revival of activity, and at the present
time eighteen white men and one or two
Chinese are engaged in crevassing and
%uaxtz prospecting, There were more

hinamen until last Wednesday, when
Harry Brown and a companion white
miner discovered that iour of the Chinese
—who had a good thing apparently—had
neither recorded their claims nor gone
through the formality of taking out
certificates. They accordirgly gave the
pigtailed operators what is technically
known as the ‘‘grand rush,”” and are
now in legal and actual possession.

Something more than $60 worth: of
gold was taken out of one pocket on the
seized property last week, and the re-
port was forthwith given circulation that
rich ground had been struck on the old
famous stream. It was only a pocket,
however, and is apparently exhausted
already. The Leech river miners on the
whole are just about making laborers’
wages, although they are all expectant
that some day they will strike a quartz
ledge in the vicinity that will astonish
the world. Several ounces of very pretty
gold from the p'acer claims was sold last
week to Mr. Phair of the Goldstream
house—better metal one could not wish
to see, if there was only more of it.
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city was to a very great extent neglected.
The cities had laws but they did not
carry them out. He drew attention to
this not because he wanted to pick ont any
one town. but because ganitary reform
was needed in évery ménidipality or vil-
lage in the province. Take for example
the fact that the water supply of Vie-
toria was simply abominable. Yet Vic-
toria was the capital of the province and
the oldest town. He thought -it was
fully time that Victoria had a subply of
potable water and that Victoria applied
to the Provincial Board of Health for ad-
vice. For years the city had the same
clags of water supply without improve-
ment. The Provincial Board of Health
was ready to come to the rescue and give
advice which would alter that state of
affairs. The present water supply wae
a wretched advertisement for the
city and was a condition of
things that should not  exist.
Vancouver was a new town with a sys-
tem of sewerage and a good water sup-
ply, but no doubt there, too, they would
find big sanitary mistakes. Then the
recent report of Mr. C. P, Wolley, the
sanitary inspector, made it evident tha:

the sanitary conditions of Wellington
were bad from one end to the other. In

fact there were very fair conditions fo

infectious diseases to break out at any

time, and they could find this condition

of things in every town of the province,

old or new. The aim of the board was

to alter this and put the whole in de-

cent sanitary condition. The diseases

which were preventable were what are

known as infectious diseases, such as

diphtheria, scarlet fever, typhoid, small-

pox, and last, but not least,

tuberculosis. The Provincial Board of

Health was emphatically the life saving

institution of the province. A great

deal was heard about the miracles of

modern surgery, and no doubt the re-

sults were magnificent, but those results
fell into complete insignificance when

compared with the board of healthpre-

ventive measures, for preventive medi-

cine save the lives of the mass of the
people. Touchlng on the work already

done by the board Dr. Davie remarked

that pamphlets enclosing a series of
questions relating to physical conforma-
tion, water supply, population and other
details had been sent to each town and

settlement through the province with

the object of gathering exact information,

so that the board would be able to
deal intelligently with each }particular
place. The secretary would supplement
this information by visiting each place
and ascertaining the exact condition of

aftairs. The object was to wake people

up to the necessity of eanitary reform

and make them aware that it depend-
ed on themselves and what they did as
to whether they would have the com-
munity infected with disease or in a con-
dition where no such disease could gain
a foothold. Next Dr., Davie drew at-

tention to what he had already said in
the last report of the Board of Health on
tuberculosis. In that report it was stat-
ed that:

‘“ Among the preventable diseases
which may be mentioned is diphtheria,
typhus and typhoid fever, scarlet fever,
measles, cholera, smallpox”and sall dis-
eases having tubercular infection as their
cause. Among this last class is the dis-
ease commonly known a8 consumption.
Now, statistics compiled by careful sani-
tarians show that tuberculosis alone
causes the death of one-seventh of the
whole human race. It has been com-
puted that in the United States of
America the loss of life from this cause
represents to the country an annual loss

of $500,000,000. Itattacks alikerich and

circulars disseminating the knowledge
to which he had just drawn attention.
The B.C. Board og Health was probably
the youngest board on the continent,
but . though yeouthful they proposed to
take immediate action as regards this
terrible disease.- They would make
rules, and information would be placed
before the public. Dr. Davie gave it as
his opinion that it was consumption that
caused the decrease in the Indian popu-
lation and not the abuse of alecohol and
venerial disease. They lived in huts
with earthen floors, and the sputa dry-
ing on these floors became inhaled by
the inmates, with the result that there
was hardly an Indian child on the Brit-
ish Columbia coast that was not infected
by tuberculosis.

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AMOR DF COSVOS DEAD

The Pioneer Journalist and Poli-
tical Leader Passes Peace-
fully Away.

e Had Played an Important Part
in the Making of Provin-
cial History.

Brief Resume of a Busy and Event-
ful Career of Use-
fulness.

The Hon. Amor De Cosmog, founder
of the British Colonist, and for many
vears the acknowledged ‘leader in the
political as well as the- journalistic affairs
of Britieh Columbia,died at his house in
this city on Sunday morning last, in the
72nd year of his age. He had been in-
capacitated for more than a year past
from participation in-public events, his
failing mental and ‘physital health-dur-
ing the twelvemonth having made it un-
happily certain that he could not long
remain with those for whose public
rights he had so bravely battled in the
early days of the colony, and who in re-
turn'had signally recognized: his efforts
in their behalf by confiding to his care
the most honorable and respansible
offices in their gift.

It was in Windser, Hants county,
Nova Scotia, that Mr. De Cosmos was
born, on the 20th of August, 1825, and it
was there that he received his education.
At fifteen his school days terminated,
and on the removal of his family to
Halifax he commenced the battle of life
as a clerk in the wholesale grocery firm
of Charles Whitman & Co. At the same
time his ambition to secure an educa-
tion such as would enable him to make
his mark in_the world induced him to
take the fullest advantage of the facili-
ties afforded by an excellent night school
over which sMr. John S. Thompson,
father of the late Canadian premier, pre-
gided, and it is a certain fact that the
wholesome advice and intelligent coun-
gel of his instructor in these impression-
able days of boyhood materially affected
his subsequent useful and distinguished
career. )

The opinion tat a newer and broader
country offered \{to him greater opportu-
nities for advan¢ement than did his na-
tive Nova Scotia, induced him in 1851 to
join in tite exodus to California, where
the pold discoveries of a few years be-
fore were leadi an indomitable and
energetic army of workers from all parts
of the East. There were no railways in
those days bringing Atlantic and Pacific
into close companionship, and so, the
steamer having landed the adventurous
voung Canadian in New York city, he
started thence on the tiresome and ap-
parently interminable tramp across the
continent. ‘'His journeying to 8t. Jo,
then the rallving  point for the west-
bound caravans of white-hooded wagons,
was devoid of special incident or import-
ance. At this breathing place on the
border of the uu: n-he fell in with a
number of equally ambitious ¢migrants,
and with them he made 'the 'pagsage to
the golden land of promise, the labori-
ous crossing of the prairies being made
anything but monotonous by several
skirmishes with predatory bands of In-
dians and one pitched battle with the
redskingin which two men and one of
f.he wonien of the little party lost their
ives.

On two other occasions the company
were obliged to give up a great portion
of their slender stock of provisions to
conciliate the none-toe-friendly reds,
and thus it was that their original plans
were sadly disturbed, and when the
green fields of Utah were reached a halt
was called perforce, and. not until the
following spring was it possible to again
take up the march California-ward. The
golden state was reached some eight
months later, further uninvited and un-
desired meetings with the natives of the
‘West having greatly increased both the
length and the hazard of the trip to the
Coast.

At Sacramento the little party that
had been as one big family on the dreary
passage of the plains, disbanded, and
while some went to the agricultural
lands of the Santa Clara valley, the
young Nova Scotian, with the determi-
nation to learn for himself the full value
of the gold mines that had tempted him
westward, passed on to the diggings in
which he spent four years of varying
fortune crowded with adventure and
profitable experience. Realizing that
profits were to be made from miners as
well as from mines, Mr. De Cosmos—or
Smith, for that was the name of his
parents, although to gratify his craving
for a less commonplace patronymic a
convenient legislature enacted that it
should be DeCosmos—during his resi-

dence in the California gold diggings
embarked in business as a general
trader, at the same time engaging from
time to time in various speculations in
which he displayed a sagacity that was
alternately designated as luck, intuition
or common‘sense according to the tastes
and dispositions of his critics and fellow
citizens,

All were however compelled to admit
that his fortunes steadily prospered, and
that De Cosmos’ views on public affairs
were as sound as the basis upon which
he built up his business success. Poli-
tics, whether national or bounded mere-
ly.b_.v the necessities and actions of a
mining camp, he entered info naturally
and with enthusiasm, so that even those
who dislikgd the man—for he was too
strong opinioned to invite universal
friendship—were compelled to admit his
power as a leader of men. To what place
in the making of California history he
might have aspired no one can guess.
His residence in the land of the Argo-
nauts was too quickly terminated for
this to be determined, and with a long-
cherished desire to be once again under
the old flag, he was one of the first to
turn his eyes to Vancouver Island when
the stream of gold-seekers began to flow
in this direction. ;

It was in ’58 that Mr. DeCosmos land-
ed in Victoria, thena city of tents and
transient fortune-seekers on the out-
skirts of an inhoepitable forest. He at
once cast himself with that restless en-
ergy that was his most marked charac-
teristic into the making of history for
the new town and colony, carrying out
the project that even before he left
California had been taking practical
torm in his busy brain, and presénting

to tl}é“‘public shortly afterwards, a
pioneer newspaper of thé Canadian far
west—the British Colonist.

It was vigorous and direct—a news-
paper symbolic of the times and people,
and consequently it grew in popularity
and in influence. Popular government
was not then in the hands of the people
of this section, and this offered a theme
which the editor of the British Colonist
was ever ready to discuss. Naturallvthe
spoke to an appreciative audience, and
when in April of 1859 Governor Douglas
took a step in the direction of restricting
the liberty of the press, or rather with
the object of crushing out of existence
the local representative of the world of
pub@kations, it was found that Victori-

onist of the 9th April it was as follows:

‘“ By His Excellency James Douglas,
Oommander of the Most Honorable
Order of the Bath, Governor and Com-
mander-in-Chief, Vice-Admiral, ete., of{
Vancouver’s Island and its depend-
encies,

*“ Whereas the laws of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland,
regulating the privilege and publishing
of pamphlets and newspapers, are g.he
laws regulating the same and in forcé in
this Her Majesty’s colony of Vancou-
ver’s Island, except in so far as the said
laws impose any stamp duties on news-
papers and duties on advertisements
publishedtherein ;

‘“ And whereas there is reason to be-
lieve that infractions of these laws have
been committed by persons in ignorance
thereof ; and it ,is expedient.to declare
and make known the same to prevent in-
fractions in future, and that none of Her
Majesty’s loyal subjects, nor any other
persone, may incur the penalties pre-
scribed for théir violation,
‘“ Now, therefore, in consideration of
the premises, I, James Douglas, Govern-
or of Her Majesty’s said colony of ' Van-
couver’s Island, do hereby declare and
make known that, with the exception
aforesaid, 'the statutes 60, George III,
cap. 9—II George IV and IV William
IV, cap. 75, and the 6th and 7th William
IV., cap. 76, are the statutes regulating
the printing and publishing of pamph-
lets and newspapers in this colony.
“ And I further make known that the
declarations required by the statute 6
and 7 William IV may be declared be-
fore the Colonial Secretary, or person
acting in that capacity for the time be-
ing, in lieu of a commissioner of stam ps,
and filed in his office; and the recogni-
zance required to be entered into by the
said statutes of 60 George IH, cap. 9,
11 George- IV and 4 William IV, cap 75,
may be entered into -before the Chief
Justice of Vancouver’s Island in lieu of
a Baron of Exchequer.
“ Given under my hand and the seal
of the Colony of Vancouver’s Island, at
Government House, Victoria, this 30th
day of March, 1859, and in the 22nd year
of Her Majesty’s reign.”
Thie proclamation was the cause of a
meeting being convened * of the inhabi-
tants of Victoria, Vancouver’s Island,
held at the Assembly Hall, Broad street,
at 7% o’clock p.m. of Monday evening,
April 4th, 1859, at which were present a
large assemblage of people, crowding the
hall in every part.”” Mr. H. Holbrook
was chairman and Mr, Jobn Copland
secretary, and the business of the even-
ing was'intred y:the*reading of the
notice of which the meeting was the re-
sult. This was to the following effect :
“To take into consideration the best
means of carrying out the law, declared
so to be by His Excellency the Governor
of the Colony, as regarde the Independ-
ent Press of this Colony.”’
There were several addresses, notably
one by Mr, G. I. Wight, a barrister, who
explained the law at some length, and a
resolution was finally passed unani-
mously :
“ That, with reference to the procla-
mation read by the chairman of 'this
meeting, and appreciating the hardships
it entails on the Independent Press of
Victoria, more particularly the proprie-
tor of the British Colonist, upon whom
the said proclamation more directly
bears, and with a full determination to
obey the law which His KExcellency
the Governor has, by his proclamation,
stated has extended to this colony,
this meeting, with a view of supporting
the liberty of the Independent Press,
and ‘appreciating the efforts made by the
editor, Mr. Amor De Cosmos, of the
British Colonist, for the advancement of
the public interest of this colony, is of
opinion that Mr. Amor De Cosmos be
requested to again issue ‘his paper,
whichr has been stopped by said procla-
mation for want of sureties, and for that
purpose that a list of those who are
willing to eubecribe toward the guaran-
tee of those who may be selected or be
willing to become sureties out of said
list, and thus enable him\‘\to comply
with the requisitions of the law as laid
down by the proclamation of His
Excellency the Governor.””
This resolution being adopted unani-
mously, and it being evident that any
desired amountswould be forthcoming, a
second resolution was passed restricting
the subscription list to £800, the sum
required by the law for sureties. Finally
it was agreed that bonds wonld be pre-
ferable to cash, and Messrs. Yates,
Homer, Bayley and Wight having been
named a committee to provide the bonds,
the meeting adjourned, after ordering
copies of the proceedings to be sent for
ublication to the London Times, Daily
elegraph and Daily News.

‘And so the first’ pitched battle for the
liberty of the press in this new country
was ended in victory.

A Victorian and a Canadian first, last
and all the time, Mr. De Cosmos was
one of the first to espouse the cause of
confederation, and government by the

population and important commerce was
the more suitable place from which to

direct provincial affairs. He therefore
entered with zeal into a campaign for
the transfer of the capital, in which he
was ultimately successful. Victorians
have, therefore, to thank the pioneer
statesman whose demise yesterday
brings his career into prominence, for
the pesition which their eity occupies
to-day as the executive centre of Cana-
da’s most western province.

In 1866 his persistent demand for
popular government led to the summon-
ing of the Yale convention,which formu-
lated a bill of rights and called for the
extension of self-government to the
people of British Columbia. Success
was not immediately achieved, but the
convention was nevertheless not with-
out its practical and important bearing
in the accomplishment of its desired
aim,

In 1868 Mr, De Cosmos paid an im-
portant visit to the Eastern provinces,
his mission being nothing less than to
advocate the confederation of the pro-
vinces from the Atlantic to Pacific, and
returning to his home in the West he
bent his every energy to the tremendous
echeme of building up a uunited nation.
In 1870 his formulated project was laid
before the local legislature, the govern-
ment scheme for the accomplishment of
the same great object under other con-
d&ons being at the same time con-
eidered, The government plan prevaiied,
and in July 1871 the province became a
part of the Dominion.

Three years after this Mr. De Cosmos
was chosen’ premier of the province and
president (without salary) of the execu-
tive council—this being upon the resig-
nation of the government led by Pre-
mier (now Justice) McCreight. At the
same time he was the reprggentative of
Victoria in the Canadianégtiqof Com-
mons, his capacity for work appéaring to
have no bpunds, and his attention to the
needs and opportunities of his constitu-
ents being generally admitted as unas-
sailable. Upon the abolition of dual
representation, Mr, De Cosmos chose to
represent his constituency in the Do-
minion house, and accordingly re-
signed the premiership and threw him-
self with augmented enthusiasm in na-
tional affairs. During his ‘representa-
tion at Ottawa of the city whose interests
be made his own, he persistently urged
the desirability and necessity of provid-
ing a first-class graving dock at Esqui-
malt, and upon his efforts in this direc-
tion being rewarded in by the vote in
1881 of a sum of $250,000 by the Do-
minion government, in lien of the
guaranfee stipulated in the terms of
union, he promptly followed up the ad-
vantage gained by visiting London and
prevailing upon the Imperial authori-
ties to contribute a similar amount
toward the accomplishment of
the important public work in
question. Before his  retirement
from federal affairs in 1882, when he
was defeated on his return. to His con-
stituency, he had the satisfaction of see-
ing that his work on behalf the dock
had been successful.

During the past fourteen years Mr. De
Coemos had drifted away from the public
with whom he had been so closely in
touch, taking after the suspension of the
Standard—an evening paper with which
he was identified practically until it
cease publication some geven years ago
—but a small part in public affairs. His
iron constitution had stood the strain
well of long years of arduous mental
laber, but it was not to be expected that
with' adyancing age it.conld be taxed as
in the years of vigorous manhood.

The advocacy of the railway ferry pro-
ject to Westminster was in reality the
last question upon which the old *‘ war
horse ’’ came before the people of Vie-
toria, and the failure of the public to
accept this scheme as he saw it occa-
sioned him no little annoyance and dis-
appointment. It was in the hope of
carrying through this pet project of his
declining years that he offered himself
as a candidate for the Dominion
House little more than two years
ago, but his  .brief = candidature
on that occasion only demon-
strated emphatically that his day was
over.  Subsequently his decline in
strength was rapid, and with the failure
of his mental powers and the necessary
appointment of guardjans as a result,
came the close of his brilliant, remark-
able and unquestionably useful career.
He had never married, and four sisters
and a brother, the latter, Mr. C. McK.
Smith, of this city, compose the family
moredirectly bereaved by his decease.
Of the part he played in the making of
British Columbia’s history much might
be said. He was not alwaya right, nor
was he at all times ready to concede that
those who differed from him in opinion
were actuated by, the same hon-
est motives which, to his credit,
undoubtedly  actuated him. He
was a strong,. poeitive writer, and an
equally emphatic speaker, making up for
what he lacked in oratorical power, in
precision of statement and fertility of
argument—and these, with his immense
fund of information on every public
question, constituting him a powerful
opponent in any debate, Conscientious,
persistent, industrious, he was a man
whose individhality would have forced
him to the fore in any community. That
he was a power for great good to British
Columbia none will for a moment ques-
tion or deny.

““One of the ablest men in- Britich
Columbia and the ablest man’ the prov-
ince has ever had in theé Dominion
house. I knew him well,’” soliloquized
Mr. Alexander Wilson, when told of Mr.
DeCosmos’ death yesterday. ‘‘ He was
a peculiarly tempered man to any one
not knowing him well, apd to under-
stand the man one hi to be well
acquainted with ~ him, He al-
ways fought for Victoria’s .interests
and if all were told that he has done it
would fill a book of many pages. On
almost every subject he was well in-
formed, and if he was not conversant
with it he could refer to his splendidly
equipped library wherein the desired in-
formation could be found. Electricity
was something he seemed to always re-
gard ‘as dangerous and I frequently
have endeavored to induced him to have
it in his house, but on each occasion I
was met with arguments against it that
were almost convincing. So adverse
was he to the use of electricity that until
the very last day of his life he never rode
in a street car., Through his efforts
while occupying the editorial chair of
the CoLoNisT a committee of the
British House of Commons repre-
sentatives was appointed to inves-
tigate the claims of the Hudson
Bay Company against Vancouver
island. He was largely instrumental in
bringing about the union of the Island
and Mainland while acting as a member
of the Housz of Assembly, and making
Victoria the seat of government for the

rovince. It was due to him also that

ictoria- as a free por¢ was abolished,
and that the tariff applicable to Main-
land ports was here adopted al:o. It was
due to him also in a great measure
that Confederation was brought about.
His last fight was for the Victoria-New
Westminster railway.”’

‘“He was a y intelligent man,”’
said Mr. E. B%arvin. ‘“He took a
great interest in the affairs of Britigh
Columbia, and in many cases had his
views been car.. :d out Vancouver Island
would be in & better position to-day than
it really is. The C.P.R., instead of
having its terminus in Vancouver
would have had it in Esquimalt.
Being.of an arbitrary disposition, how-
ever, he could net get along very well
with his colleagues at Ottawa, and there-
fore could not carry as many points as a
more politic bnt {eés capable man., I
knew the late Mr. DeCosmos beéfore he
entered political life; he was born in
the same town as I, in Windsor, N.8.
In that province his eisters, who are . all
married to men now holding pyominent
-positions, still reside.”

Sheriff McMillan, another pioneer
familiar with the life of the deceased in
Victoria, said of the late Mr. De Cosmos
that he was very eccentric, but straight-
ward and honest in all his dealings.
As a politician everybody knew him and
asg an editor he was very able. In fact
his political history began with his tak-
ing the editorship of the CoLuxist; he
was a terror to evil politicians. In mat-
ters of religion he was inclined to be
skeptical.

It must have been a cruel shock to the
Republican politicians of Tacoma, who

their sure reward, to learn in a telegram
from Washington, bearing date of Friday
last, that the President had selected
Abraham E. Smith, of Illinois, as Gen.
Roberts’ successor. The nominee fully
realizes the appellation of a dark horse,
for he has never once been spoken of in
the newspapers of the Northwest as a
possible candidate for the office.

Who he is and the nature of his ser-
vices to the party as yet remain unde-
fined propositions. Neither General
Roberts nor his vice-consul, Mr. Eure,
has any information concerning him; [
and, indeed, a Chicago paper is said to
have been bold enough to propound the
question, the day after the nomination
was announced, ‘* who is Mr. Smith?”
From which the deduction may be made
that, although an Illinois man, the new
consul is not from Chicago.

It is not yet known, even approxi-
mately, when General Roberts wili be
succeeded in the important. position
whose duties he has discharged with un-
qualified satisfaction to British Colum-
biane and. credit to the country whose
representative he is. But whenever he
goes from here Victorians will regret the
departure.

SALMON ARE SCARCE.

Almost an empty boat, the steamer
Barbara Boscowitz "arrived from the
North on Sunday, two passengers alone
being in her saloon and but a few bales
of furs and boxes of curios in her hold
as freight. Cargoes of salmon, such
as are looked for some years
at this season, are as yet unavailable in
Northern British Columbia, the reason
being that the fich are not plentiful and
the spring run is. € thing of the past.
The sockeye salmon have made their ap-
pearance but they are scarce,
and at Rivers Inlet particularly,
where fishing has been in progress for
eight days. Canneries are doing next to
nothing,-largely on account of rough
weather. On the Skeena,Cunningham’s
and the Inverness canneries led with
packs of 1,200 when the Boscowitz
sailed, while the others have about an
average pack of 400 cases.

PROVINCIAL BOARD OF HEALTH.

At yesterday afternoon’s session of the
Provincial Board of Health the lengthy
correspondence in connection with the
epidemic of diphtheria in' Revelstoke
was referred to Dr. Walker and Dr.
Davis as a committee, In this connec-
tion it was pointed out that reports from
medical health officers’ to the secretary
of the board were in many cases too
vague to give the board full and accurate
information in regard to outbreaks of
gickness. With this in view the com-
‘mittee recommended that the secretary
be requested to prepare blank forms
upon which medical health officers
should give complete reports of all cases
in the event of ‘epidemics. This was
adopted.

It was decided also that-the secretary
and the sanitary inspector should, as
soon as possible, proceed on a visit of
inspection throughout the province, be-
ginning with the canneries on the Fraser
river.

Professor Jordan’s Great Scheme to
Kill Off a British Columbia.
Industry.

He Will Corrall All the  Bache-
lor’s”” on the Islands During
the Season.

The latest move by the United ‘States

that will tend to ruin the pelagic sealing
industry is the building of a big corral,
practically the fencing in of a harbor on
the Pribyloff islands, in "which the
young males will be driven and kept dur-
ing the best part of the open season in
Behring,Sea. This is what Dr. David
Starr Jordan, head of the United States
fur seal commission, stated as he chat-
ted over the situation yesterday in the
Driard. Dr. Jordan, who is president of
Leland Stanford University, leaves for
Alaska by the Queen on Thursday. - He
is accompanied by Mr. Arthur Greeley,
one of the fourth year students of the
aniversity, and, in fact, all the
party already at the islands, or
who are going there on the
work of the commission are connected
with Stanford. They are Mr. E. E,
Farmer, assistant in the electrical en-
gineering department, and Messrs. Ed

wards and Warren, students in elec-
tricity; Messrs. Snodgrass and Greeley,
students who will attend to the zoologi-
cal work, and Professor Wood of the
hygienic department of Stanford, who
is going as a volunteer.

There are several objects in Dr. Jor-
dan’s trip to the north. In.the first
place he wishes to gather data as to the
herds and to continue the work of last
year when accurate . accounts were
taken of the number of seal pups, with
a view to finding out the increase or
diminishment.

A second object is one that will affect
the British Columbia sealing fleet
vitally. Among the baggage that went
up to Alaska recently was an eléctric
branding macliine, the invention of Mz.:
Farmer, whereby it is intended to brand
the young pups and so spoil the skins as
much as possible for commercial ‘pur-

oses. This machine, Dr. Jordan ex-
plainéd, can be worked either by hand
power or by a smgll gasoline enginé. A
broad platinum wire is employed and a
big 8 will be burned into the seal’s back
where the fur is best. That is one way,
Dr. Jordan explained, that ‘pelagic seal-
ing would be rendered more precarious.
Another method, which is Dr. Jordan’s
idea, is to fence in a suitable harbor

The material for the wire fencing has
already been sent up to the islands, and
will ‘be set up as quickly as possible, and
a8 Dr. Jordan says, is aimed to make the
already precarious pelagic sealing as.un-
profitable as possible. The Commercial
Company will this year be allowed to
kill not more than 20,000 seal, and just
as many under that as the United States
commiseion decide as necessary ‘to pre-
vent any injury totheherds. Dr. Jordan
takes the ground that the United States
have full control over all the seal as long
ag they are within the three mile limit
of the territorial waters, and can there-
fore brand, pen or do as they please with
the animals on the islands, and that it
is in the interests of the United States to
make pelagic sealing as unprofitable as
possible.  The seal drive on the islands
i during the latter part of July and
next year the batchelors, after taking
out the ones that the company are allow-
ed to kill, will be driven into the corral
and kept there during August, so'that
while the company get their quota; the
British Columbia sealers will be debar-
red from getting any of the males, ex-
cept the old ones, and the females with
a big S on their backs. Dr. Jordan did
not explain what that big 8 meant, so
the unfortunate sealers may fill in the
word any way they please. Dr. Jordan,
with Hon. Mr. Foster and Mr. Hamlin

draft a treaty to place before Great
ritain with a view to further seal’ pro-
tection.

““ Mr. Foster is in England now on
this business,” said Dr. Jordan. “1
have charge of the natural history work
and Mr. Hamlin of the legal portion of
the treaty.” g

Probably the negotiations would have
been facilitated were the present com-
mission on the sealing claims finished
and: the British Columbia sealers paid,
Dr. Jordan acknowledged, but at any-
rate he expected that the whole question
would be settled amicably some way or
another.

A TUnited States government vessel
will meet Dr. Jordan a$ Sitka and for a
short time will cruise on the
fiea otter grounds to see what can
be done for the protection of that animal
from extermination. He returns to San
Francisco by the beginning of Septem-
ber, the rest of the party following about
the end of that month.

In connection with sealing, Dr.Jordan
stated that 2 small party had been sent
from San Francisco to the Gunadalupe
islands, off Mexico, to see whether: the
small herd of seal there were fur or hair
seal. Dr. Jordan thinks that if they are
fur seal and sufficiently valuable to pre-
serve, the United States may be able to
have Mexico side with them in destroy-
ing pelagic sealing. In fact, in discuss-
ing the ,question with Dr. Jordan,
one cannot fail being . impressed
with the idea that it is the
death of pelagic sealing that
the United Statesis striving for. The
Parig tribunal would not grant the
United States contention that there was
a property right in seals, but that they
were foerae naturae, and now while
Uncle Sam wants to corral the whole
thing anyway, get the seals on’ the
islands and pnt a fence around then;;. :

Flour and Dogs Are Now In Strong
g “"Demand at Rich
“+"Klondyke.

‘““Mark Twain’s” Cousin Returns
Home With a Quickly
Gained Fortune.

The power of gold to unmake as well
a8 to make communities is well illustra-
ted in the experience of Forty Mile and
Circle City—the new towns on the Yu-
kon river that one year ago teemed with
an enthusiastic and constantly augment-
ed population which never wearied of
prophecy when the future greatness of
their baby cities was the theme. Hayes,
the mail carrier, who has just returned
from an adventurous trip to these dis-
tant mines, says that when he reached
the two cities he found them peopled by

the women and children only, the entire
male population having taken fire at the
news from the Klondyke—although the
thermometer mnever recorded high-
er than 52 degrees below zero and oceca-
gionally dropped to 71 degrees—and has-
tened thither.

At the Klondyke the excitement ¢an-
not be gauged even by the experiences
of other great camps that have sprung
into world-wide fame in a day. The
richness of the new discoveries almost
passes belief, single *‘ pans” returning
as high as $800, and the necessaries of
life being quoted at figures paralleling
the gigantic profits of the diggings.
Flour, when the mail passed through,
was selling at $2 per pound, while dogs
for freighting were eagerly purchased at
their live weight from $2 to $56 a pound.

Of the fortunes recently made, that of
Charles Clemens, .of Los Angeles, a
cousin of ¢ Mark Twain,”” is perhaps the
most_talked about. Clemens went in
less than a year ago, in company with
another equally raw tenderfoot, Frank
Summers, and it was not until Novem-
ber last that they reached the Klondyke
and/ocated ground. Four months later,
having already taken out $15,000,
Clemens sold his interest for $35,000
cash, while his partner, Summers, held
on for two weeks longer and got $50,000.
The money to pay the men was taken
out of the dump which had been lifted
from the sbaft on thé claim during the
winter, These two men had each
panned out $2,600 on their claim while
simply prospecting it, and the man who
bought OClemens’ interest bound the
bargain with a $232 nugget, which had
been taken from the claim—the largest
nugget yet found on the Klondyke.

Summers is a single man, while Clem-
ens has a wife and two children in the
California town that he has made his
home for several years past. Both will
come out on the next boat via St. Mi-
chael’s, bringing their fortunes with
them. Neither man had any previous
experience in mining.

DR, JORDAN' SCHRME,

Sealing Men Think His Plan to
Kill Their Industry Will
Fail.

The Seal Will Leave the Islands
if Too Mueh 1nterfered
With.

Local sealing men are not inclingd to
think that Dr. David Starr Jordan’s
plan of branding the female and penning
the young batchelor seals on the islands,
will prove such a success in Kkilling off
the pelagic sealing industry as the
doctor fondly anticipates. They recog-
nize fully that ‘Dr. Jordan’s scheme is
simply aimed at the ruination of British
Columbia’s sealing industry, under the
guise of the preservation of the seal, and
Captain J. G. Cox said yesterday that
the very idea of the Americans endeav-
oring to ruin pelagic sealing in the man-
ner proposed, showed an utter disregard
for the international agreement between
Great Britain and the United States as
to the regulations for the preservation of
seal life,
‘““Of course,” the Captain added,
“the United States have a right, strictly
speakin, do what they like with the
seal on their islands, but it is no less an
evasion of the spirit of the agreement
betwéen the two countries.”
Captain Cox does not believe, how-
ever, that the plan will work, or that
the seals can be penned up in a harbor
for a month as Dr. Jordan intends they
shall. In this opinion Captain Cox is
borne out by Captain William Grant,
who is quite sure the penning arrange-
ni)elnt will be found altogether unwork-
able.

Up. at Nootka on -¥riday night last
there cawe very near being a tribal war
a8 bloody as Vancouver island has seen
sinceearly days. A fight had about been
declared by Chief Macquinna, the hoary
headed old leader of the powerfnl Nootka
tribe, and only for the timely interces-
sion of Indian Agent Guillod, forty sea
otter bunters of the Kitkatla tribe would
Lave poseibly meta eruel fate.

Tie trouble arose over the Kitkatla
coming down from the Skeena to kill
sea otter off the reservation at Nootka.
There has been a long standing agree-
ment between the two tribes, it is said,.
somewhat justifying the northern In-
dians in their present position, and by
this they were to give in return for the
privilege accorded them, one skin in
every certain number obtained.

Rightly or net, Chief Macquinna dis-
regarded this alleged intertribal regu-
lation, and when the Kitkatlas arrived
off his territory in six' big canoes. last
week he issued orders for them to clear
out, with the threat that if they delayed
he would wage war against them. ~ The
visitors aceepted the challefige, and
were discussing the pubject when In-
dian Agent Guillod arrived at Nootka on
the Tees. He soon found his way to the
wa-wa going on. The trouble was léft
in his hands for settlement, and after
hearing both sides of the story he de-
cided in favor of the Nootkas. ;
The decision did net satisfy the Kit-
hatlas and they were'in a state of great
excitement when the- Tees left Nootka.
They threatened coming down to Vic-
toria to lay their griewances before the
superintendent of Indian affairs, Mr. A,
W. Vowell. il

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A GOLDEN OPPORTUNITY.

The older residents of Victoria will re-
member the good times when the Fraser
river and Cariboo gold mining was at its
height. Everybody then' had money,
and not a few fortunes were made.
There is in prospect a repetition of these
progperous days. Two enterprises are
in progress that wilk bring it about. One
of them is the proposed Cassiar Central
railway and the development of the rich
region which it will open up. Present
indications are that the enterprise will
be well under way this year. The other
is the opening of the White Pass to
traffic through the work now in progress
by the British Yukon Company. It is
stated, on apparently good authority,
that the- completion of this trail from
Skagway Bay to Windy Arm, on Tagish
lake, will bring Victoria within from 15
to 20 days of the Yukon gold fields;
and next year, when the railway across
the pass has been built and steam com-
munication has -been provided on.the
rivers and lakes, the time will be
very greatly reduced. Compared with
the time occupied in the old
days in getting freight into Cari-
boo thisg is very short. When
the railway to Tagish Lake has
been built and steamers are put on the
Yukon waters, the Klondyke will be
about as near Victoria in point of time
for freight business as Barkerville is,
At present it is not very much further
away in this respect. With a direct line
of steamers from Victoria to Skagway
Bay, this city would now be in far better
shape to do business on the Yukon than
it was with respect to Cariboo in the old
days.

The Yukon will produce $7,000,000 of
gold this year. It is said that 2,000
people went into the country this epring,
More will go next year. We venture
the prediction that the summer of 1898
will see 6,000 miners-and others in the
Yukon valley. Everything that these
people eat, drink and wear must be
taken in from the coast. This meansa
irade of .probably $3,000,000 a year.
Several thousand of these people will
come out in the coming autumn and
more in the following autumn. They
will spend their money freely when they
come out. It is not an over estimate to
say that the commercial business of the
Yukon, and we speak now of Canadian
territory only, will- within the next
eighteen months exceed $5,000,000. We
mean by this the selling ~ price of
articles here is Victoria. To this must
be added the cost of transportation and

the profit on sales. The aggregate will

be epormous.. Every, dollar of this busi-
megs ought, to be deme in_ the British
Columbia cities and* Victoria can:get the
Jion’s share of it, if her business men
display their usual energetic promptness
in geizing upon business opportunities,
At present the greater part of the' trade
of this country goes to Seattle, Portland
and San Francisco.

The first thing to be done is to ‘get a
enstom house officer on the fr@ntier.
This will prevent the importation - of
zoods from the United States without
payment of duty, and when this has
been done, the trade will naturally come
to Canadian cities. At presént when
Canadian goods reach the Pass they are
escorted dver by a United States officer
who charges' $3 a day and his expenses,
bot American goods go right into Can-
adian terrifory without any one asking
any questions. If there was a Canadian
officer on the {rontier, the TUnited
Btates customs authorities would
promptly arrange for the bonding of
Canadian goods in transit across the
narrow strip-of Alaskan territory, for
the Canadian government could offer
more than an equivalent accommodation
by extending the bonding privileges to

United States geods going through to,

interior Alaska.
This is a golden opportunity for Vic-
toria, and it ought not to be allowed to

slip by unimproved.

AMOR DE ‘COSMOS.

A picturesque figure in the public life
of this Province has passed away. Among
the pioneers none were more conspicuous
and few more influential than Amor De
Coemos. When this portion of British
Columbia was yet directly under the
administration of the Crown—that is
when, to use his own words, “ it was
mecessary in discussing executive acis to
dea) directly with the representatives of
‘Her Majesty, there being no executive
conncil in British Columbia or Vancouver
Island responsible to the people.”” Mr,

Cosmos undertook to do his share to
foster good government and promote
reform. On December 11,1858, he issued
the first number of the Brrrrsa Covonist,
of which the Dayuy CoroxisT of to-day is
the outgrowth, a“d therein he declared it
to be his ‘‘ primary objéct to advocate
sueh changes as would bring about self-
government.”” In this self-imposed and
patriotic duty, he did yeoman’s service,
both in the press and in public speeches.
1n January, 1859, he proposed a political
union of the Island and the Mainland,
giving as one of the reasons something
that will sound strange to most
people nowadays, that the trade be-
tween the two would, in the event
of nnion, be no longer hampered by high
duasies and troublesome customs restric-
tions. Mr. De Cosmos believed that the
administration of provincial affairs was

not in the public interest, and he dis-
played great earnestness, and perhaps
not‘always the best judgment, in con-
tending for 'what he believed were the
rights of the people. He wielded a vig-
orous pen, and the,colamns of the Cor-
onIsT bear abundant evidence of the fact
that he was regarded as a formidable op-
ponent by Governor Douglas and his po-
litical friends. . :

The history of this rugged and cour-
ageous ﬁloneer shows that he brought
from his Nova Scotia birthplace a great
deal of the same kind of fire that burned
in the breast of Joseph Howe, than
whom America never produced a more
determined and fearless champion of
popular rights. Indeed, to properly ap-
preciate his character, and the impetu-
ous assault that he made upon the sys»
tem of administration which obtained
here in 1858 and 1859, it is necessary to
bear in mind the traditions in which he
was educated.

THE * COMUS’” MISSION.

Acarurco, Mex., July 5.—The British
warship Comus has brought to this port
from Clipperton island the remainder of
the crew of the British ship Kinkora,
Capt. McMurtry, from Vancouver, B.C.,
March 25, for London, which was wreck-
ed in the Pacific ocean on May 1. The
Kinkora left Vancouver, B.C., March 25
with a cargo of lumber for London, and
when 600 miles west of Acapulco, on
May 1, encountered. a terrible storm.
Squalls carried away the sails and dis-
masted the ship, leaving her a floating
hull. When she drifted within forty
miles of Clipperton island Captain Mc-
Murtry preferred to abandon the vessel,
but as it drifted toward Clipperton is-
land he waited until he was in sight be-
fore he ordered the crew to take to the
boats. They landed on the island with
difficulty, b;&tl no lives were lost. Short-
ly after they left th : Kinkora she drifted

on the reef and became a total wreck.
Nothing was saved from her but lumber,
which was used by the sailors to make
huts. Several days past and it was de-
termined to send part of the crew in a
boat to Acapulco for assistance. One of
the boats was smashed on the rocky
shorein trying to launch it, o the first
and seecond officers, with six men, got in
the other boat and started for Acapulco,
which was 700 miles away. The boat
left the island on May 18 and after a
rough passage of fifteen days reached
Acapulco on June, 3. A telegram was
received at Acapulco on June 5, after
messages had been sent to the British
naval authorities, that a man-of-war
would be sent to 'Clipperton island to
rescue Captain McMurtry and the rest of
the crew. .

Lessened the Loyal Affection of
These Brave Old Men.

On this
date the Queen and the Prince and
srincess of Wales will inspect a body of
sen who, ag individuals, have fought in
very battle of consequence since Vic-
ria ascended the throne. They will
sym & human story of British conquest
i sixty years. Never in the history of
a0y country was there a gathering of

this sort. :
The occasion will be a grand garden
fete in the grounds of the Royal hospital,

which is under the especial patronage of
the Prince of Wales. It is on this occa-
gion that the review of the pensioners
and veterans will take place.  When one
considers what a tremendous record of
warfare these men will represent, it
seems almost beyond belief. The whole
affair is under the charge of Col. Hugh
Gildea, who is chairman aund treasurer
of the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Friendly
Association, :

A sketch of the lives of these old war-

riors would almost be an epitome of Brit-
ish history daring the mostglorious reign
in the annals of England. - Ghuzni, Ma-
harajapore, Aliwal, Sobranje, the Cri-
mean battles, the Mutiny, thetwo China
wars, the Maori wars, the various South
African campaigns, the rebellion in2Cana.
ada, Afghanistan, Ashantee, and the In-
dian frontier campaigns all will be repre-
sented. Some of the old heroes have
passed by two decades the allotted span
of human life, but they are now nearly as,
full of ardor as they were sixty yearsago, |
when they first worethe Queen’suniform. |
It will come as a surprise to most people
to learn that there are yet on the active '
strenggh of the army, if one may apply
that adjective in this regard, two
veterans who enlisted, one in 1837 and
the other in 1838. One of them filla.the
eretwhile gruesome office of Queen’s
executioner at the tower. Fortunately
for this old hero, who fought at Gujerat,
in the India frontier war, all through
the Central Indian campaigns and the
Indian mutiny, the office of yeomen
gaoler entails no Jethal functions, and
his headman’s axe rests idly by his side.
His brotber veteran fills a nominally
more graceful office, and he satill moves
ahout, hale and brisk, sporting the
ribbon of the recruiting sergeant in the
Queen’s good town of Woolwich, Of the
tirst war of the reign, the Ghuozni war of
1838-39, only one man survives to bear
its medals. He fought in that campaign
and also at Maharajapore in 1843. At
Aliwal three years later he was wounded
severely, and proudly wears the medal
with the Sobranje clasp,

Coming down later, the survivors be-
come more plentiful, and only a com-
parative few of the @pplications of those
who: fought - in fh:‘%rimea and the In-
dian mutiny can be emtertained. K Not
many of the first Maori war are avail-
able, but the campaigus in South Africa
and Ashantee in the seventies are fairly
numerous. Strange as it may seem, not
a single representative of the battles
fought between 1878 and 1888 has yet
been secured. Chitral and the last
Ashantee ° campaign, though no
battle teok place during the latter, are
also unrepresented. Of Victoria Cross
men only two have turned up. One of
them is an old fisherman at Penzance,
and he is comingall the way to London
to attend his last parade. In addition
to the WVictoria CroBg, .the brave old
Cornishman has the medal for
conspicupus gallantry, the Crimean
medal with three bars, the Turkish
medal and the Cross of the Legion of
Honor. The old man has no pension
except the £10 a year which accompan-
ies the bronze cross, and he is-obliged to
win his bread from the seas round the
stormy Cornish coast. The other holder
of the most coveted decoration ‘in the
service is an old Jack Tar, who, oddly
enough, has not had any war service.
He won it away in the South seas one
day, when a boat’s crew of liberty men,
of whom he was one, went ashore on an
island inhabited by eannibals. The
sailors were attacked by the natives,
and this man displayed such conspicu-
ous heroism in the ensuing struggle that
be was recommended for and received
tue Victoria Cross. .

It is a sad commentary on the way in
which old soldiers and sailors are looked
after to have to state that many of the
applications which reach Col. Gildea are
indited from workhouses or other homes

of poverty and helplessness. One of
these veterans has had no less than
thirty-five years’ service in the regulars,
militia and volunteers, and yet he is not
entitled to a pension, and, of oceurse, re-
ceives none. In all, about 300 old sol-
diers, together with the Chelsea pen-
gionerg, will be inspected by the Prince
of Wales, It is hoped that there alse
will be on the ground representatives of
the various colonial troops that have
come over for the Jubilee.

M. De Jeante declared that the republic
was not established. in order to render
homage, to tyranny, adding that the
money of France would be better em-
ployed in relieving the misery of the
working classes than in glorifying the
Emperor. His remarks were greeted
with loud protests. M. Brisson, .presi-
dentrof the chamber, declared it absurd
to talk about squandering money when
it was a question of returning a visit of
courtesy.

SALISBURY HINTS AT FORCE.

LoxpoNn, July 6.—In the House of
Lords to-day the Marquis of Salisbury,
replying to Lord Connemara, said the
delay in the settlement of the peace
terms between Turkey and Greece was
entirely the fault of the former. There

were no delays so far as the powers were
concerned, but Turkey had carried de-
liberation and circumspection to such an
excess that the delay was not without
danger, though the danger was not im-
mediate. They were at present no
nearer a solution of the question than
before. Having referred to the situation
in 1878, pointing out that then a Rusgian
army was at the gates of Constantinople,
the Marduis of Salisbury remarked that
in proportion as the 'circumstances of
the year 1897 - bgcame analogous with
those of the year 1878, so his hopes of a
satisfactory result increased.

ESSEX TORNADO SWEPT.

Loxpon, July 3.—The appalling havoc
of the recent tropical tornado and hail
storm in Essex connty has attracted
much attention. The storm covered the
unprecedented area of a hundred equare
miles, and practically denuded the
crops. Ail kinds of stock were drowned,
farm-houses were wrecked, and hun-
dreds of farmers are on the verge of ruin.
Their loss foots up fully £200,000.
Hailstones penetrated slates, tiles and
corrugated iron, and killed thousands of
head of game.

Coal Miners Who Have Quit
Work in Despair.

They Have No Money in Reserve
and Small Prospect of Susten-
ance if Long Out.

PrrrsBurG, July 4.—The coal miners’
strike will be on to-mporrow. The suc-

five states depends largely on the min-
ers in the Pittsburg district. If they do
not quit work the movement will be a
failure. A strong effort is being made to
get the co-operation of the river miners.
If they work they can cut quite a figure
in supplying coal, as the fuel for local
points can all ‘be supplied by water
routes. The operators are making no
effort to conciliate the miners. Not an
operator can be found who will say the
miners are entitled to what they de-
mand. No effort will be made to operate
the mines unless it should be the river
mines; hence no trouble is ‘anticipated.
Great apprehension is felt as to what
course the vast number of foreigners will
take in the strike. Many of these speak
no English and care nothing for the land
of their adoption. They do not conform
to the customs of the American-speaking
miner, and the latter has very little in-
fluence over them.

The officials of the United Mine Work-
ers of Pittsburg had a meeting to-8ay.
The matter of securing sustenance for
the vast army of idle men is the most
serious confronting them. The organi-
zation has no money in its treasury.
The miners have been unable to save
anything, and only those who have
little garden patches will be able to live
independently duaring the suspension of
work.

The exodus to West Virginia has be-
gun. The West Virginia operators are
hiring miners as fast as they apply for
work, Those who wish immunity from
trouble seek safety by flight into West
Virginia, where the miners will work
unmolested.

Terre Havute, Ind., Ju]KI 4.—Presi-

dent Knight, of the United Mine Work-
ers for Indiana, says the present strjke is
a fight against starvation. ‘‘ One miner
in the northern part of our field
told me,’”’ said Mr. Knight, ‘“that Le
had drawn $8.50 for the past tw.
months. On this amount he was
forced to try to keep his family from
hunger. Does anybody think he could
do it?”
Mr. Knight says the Columbus report
to the effect that 375,000 men will be in-
volved in the strike is a gross exaggera-
tion. He estimates that the total
number of miners who will be idle will
be between 110,000 and 125,000. His
figures are: In Pennsylvania, 22,000;
Ohio, 25,000; Indiana, 8,000; West Vir-
ginia, 20,000 ; Illinoie, 35,000.

PrrTsBURG, July 6.—The strike of coal
miners ison in the Pittsburg district,
but reports as to its extent are so con-

strike orders. The minerg’ officials have
not heard from one-foufth of the mines
in the district, but they expressed them-
selves confident that the order had
been generally obeyed ®and that all
the diggers would be out in
a few days. The reports received
say that all the mines on the Wheeling
division of the Baltimore & Ohio are
idle. Among the mines shut dpwn are
those of the Pittsburg’and Chicago Gas
Coal Co., whose men it is said would
not quit work as they had individual con-
tracte. The Osceola mines are idle, as
are also those at Shaner’s.

The most encouraging reports for the
strikers come from:the river mines, and
itcan be stated that fully 6,000 ,river
diggers are idle. But few mines are in
operation and the indications are that
by Thursday every mine will be shut
down as the miners are determined in
their demands.

A dispptch from Wheeling, W. Va,,
says that the men at the Schick mines
on the Baltimore & Ohio railroad, in
Ohio, are now at.work at the advance.
The 3,000 miners on the Cleveland,
Loraine & Wheeling railroad voted two
to one against the strike, and are all
working as usual. The mining officials
are working might and main to get the
individual contract miners out. Their
success in the cage of the Pittsburg and
Chicago miners has given them renewed
hope, and they. now expect to induce the
men at the New York and Cleveland
mines also to come out.

While the strike partially commenced
to-day in all of the five states concerned
in the movement, no accurate account of
the actual number of men who will take
part in it can be known until to-mor-
row. An opinion may then be formed
as to its importance and the probability
of its ultimate success or defeat,

United States Position Strengthened
. by Mr. Foster’s Recent Visit
~ to Russia.

But No Change of Policy Has Been
Determined On and Negotia-
tions Are Friendly.

‘WasuingToN, July 5.—The fact tha

the state department is preparing for
transmission to congress the latest cor-
respondence respecting the Behring Sea
seal fisheries appears to have been con-
strued in some quarters and by the Lon-
don Chronicle as an indication of a pur-
pose on the part of the United
States government to make a radi-
¢éal change im ita  policy in
‘the . treatment . of.. that. long
standing diplomatic issue; and to seize
on -this opportunity to announce its
adoption of a ‘‘bold American policy.”
The truth is that this particular ecorres-
pondence was called for by congress
weekz ago and has been delayed in
transmission prineipally because Mr.
Foster, who conducted personally the
greater part in conjunction with Mr.
Hamlin, was absent in Europe. Now,
however, it is in shape and probably will
go to congress this week.

It can be stated that it will not show
any change in the policy of this govern-
ment, which, ever since the first year’s
experience under the Paris award regu-
lation showed the inefficacy of those
regulations to protect the seals, has lost
no opportunity to urge an extension of
the rules upon Great Britain. This has
been done courteously at all times, and
Great Britain has. responded in
like spirit, though to the regret
of the American government without
consenting to the modifications desired.
There have been somg remonstrances
exchanged. For instance, the British
have protested against what they regard
as abuse of the right of search on the
part of the United States patrol vessels;
and on the part of the United States
government have been told that their
refusal to permit the sealing up of fire-
arms carried by sealers amounted to an
evaeion of the spirit of the Paris award,
But in all this there has been no
exhibition of ill-feeling, nor anything
like jingoism, and while the recent
success of Mr. Foster in securing the
adhesion of Russia to the extension of
the regulations over the entire North
Pacific ocean beyond the 40th degree has
strengthened America’s position in the
British negotiations it cannot be said
that there has been any change in the
line of policy that wab laid down by
Secretary Olney in the last administra-
tion. :

LoxpoN, July 5.—The statements of
the Washington correspondent of the
Daily Chronicle, to the effect that cor-
respondence is about to be submitted to
congress regarding Behring Sea matters
which would cause resentment in Great
Britain, charging bad faith in carrying
out the terms of the award, etc., are dis-
credited here in diplomatic circles.

Previous to the Jubilee celebration
United States Ambassador Colonel Jobn
Hay gave the Marquis of Salisbury a
strong presentment of the case from the
standpoint of the United States, but
through the entire correspondence there
was nothing to offend Great Britain,
and there have been no communications
on the subject since the Jubilee.

It is understood that the Canadian
premier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, has con-
ferred with ‘the British goveynment on
the sealing question. The . interests of
Canada are opposed to farther restric-
tions being placed on sealing, and as
Great Britain is now cultivatipg the
goodwill of her colonies, this poliy may
render it more difficult for the United
States to secure an agreement on the
subject.

The United States plan of branding
the Pribyloff seals, 80 as to render their
fur valueless, and to pen the bachelor
seals in ‘a bay, is doubtless within the
rights of the Washington government;
