Montreal, Jane 6.—The statements 
made in a despatch which has recently 
appeared in the newspapers throughout 
Canada about the Canadian Salt Co., 
were as learned on the most reliable au­
thority, exaggerated and untrue. The 
Canadian Salt company is a joint stock 
company with limited liabilities, with a 
capital of $800,000, instead of $8,000.- 
000 as stated. It has been organized for 
the purpose of taking over the plant 
and business of the well known Wind­
sor Salt manufactory whose works are 
at Windsor, Ont. , The statements made 
that prices will be advanced, and that a 
combine or trust will be formed are 
without foundation. The business of the 
Windsor Salt Co., will be carried on by 
the new company in the same manner 

heretofore, the only difference being 
the change in name.

outside of the building to the track of 
the V. & S. railway, so that the cream 
will he delivered direct from the train. 
Next to the cream vat the most impor- 
taut object is the Victor combined churn 
■and butter worker, a large wooden cy­
linder, in which hard wood dashers re­
volve at a speed of 24 revolutions per 
minute, beating the rich cream into gold­
en butter. The capacity of this churn is 
650 pounds of butter per churning, and 
as it can be operated continuously, the 
output of the creamery will only be 
limited by the cupply of cream. Next 

On to the big churn is what is called an 
oil test churn. This is an ingenious de­
vice, fitted with numbered glass tubes, 
which are filled with samples of cream 
from each customer. As the big churn 
revolves the small one oscillates rapidly 
from side to side, so that when the pro­
cess of butter making is complete each 
tube contains a sample of the butter 
produced by the cream of each individu­
al customer, from which a correct esti­
mate of the value of each lot of cream- 
is readily made. In this way customers 
will be advised as to methods of feed­
ing, etc., so as to produce the best re­
sults.

The engine room contains a 15-horse 
power boiler and a 10-horse power en­
gine, built by Baker & Hamilton, of 
San Francisco.

Off the churn room are the cold stor­
age chamber, 9x22, and the store room, 
m which the big, bright milk cans are 
kept when not in use. The cold stor­
age room is fitted up with neat shelves 
aud trays for the butter, but as the 
demand for a first-class article is so 
keen, it is not probable that they will 
ever be over-burdened.

When the butter is taken from the 
churn it is spread on a table to just the 
thickness of a pound print and mould­
ed by a patent device worked by hand 
into the proper shape. Then it is 
wrapped in prepared paper and is ready 
for market. The only other piece of 
machinery in the establishment is a 
Babcock tester, which shows the qual­
ity of samples of milk offered for sale.

The big churn and the oil test churn 
are manufactured by the Creamery 
Package Company of Cowansville, Que­
bec, and they, and the cream vats and 
cane, are furnished by E. G. Prior & 
Co., of this city.

The equipment of the creamery ig very 
complete and modern, simplifying the 
operation of butter making surprisingly. 
The creamery in operation should cer­
tainly prove an object lesson to the 
farmers of the district that would de­
termine them to abandon the old, la­
borious haud work and send their cream 
to the factory, where they may confi­
dently look for the best results and the 
largest profits with the least possible 
expenditure of energy.

The Victoria Creamery Company will 
handle their product direct from the 
creamery, thus saving middlemen's com­
missions to the consumer. The first lot 
of butter will be turned out tomorrow, 
and every day thenceforth, it is expect­
ed, a certain amount will be produced. 
The manager is promised a good daily 
supply of cream, but he can handle very 
much more than that already contract­
ed for, and he hopes the custom will in­
crease rapidly, when results have spo­
ken for themselves.

The date for submitting the by-laws to 
the vote of the ratepayers was not fix­
ed, as it was deemcsl advisable to pre­
pare and submit the Point Ellice bridge 
by-law at the same time.

The Mayor and the full board of ald­
ermen were present.

From the British Columbia Electric 
Light Company:
The Mayor and Corporation of the City of

Victoria: .
Gentlemen: With reference to the light­

ing of the municipal buildings with elec- 
tricity.

We have now had the benefit of an inter­
view with your electric light committee, 
and now beg to offer as follows:

We will supply light—an all ûay service— 
to all municipal buildings at a minimum 
rate of 10 cents per Kilo watt hour, which 
is practically one-half cent per hour per 16 
c. p. lamp. We will make all connections 
from our mains to the various buildings 
free of charge. We will supply first instal­
lation of. lamps free of charge, and will re­
new all burnt out lamps free of cost.

We would say in regard to this offer, that 
In any event, should the city decide to in- 
stal their own plant, the city hull dings 
will have to be wired, and to this wiring 
we would proposed to connect our system, 
and give a service at the ten cent rate for 
a given time, on approval. Should the city 
find that the cost is too high, our system 
can be disconnected and the original idea 
of Installing a city incandescent plant car­
ried out, without any out-of-pocket expense.

On the other hand, should our charges be 
found satisfactory the city will get the 
service required without the initial outlay 
of some seven or eight thousand dollars. T 
have the honor to be, gentlemen.

They Kill an Officer and Try to 
Escape In Electric Car.

Bjit Fall.

Toronto, June 4.—(Special)—A tragedy 

-of an altogether unwonted and thrilling 
character occurred in Toronto this even­
ing. Three men, Rice, Rutledge and 
Jones, Chicago criminals, who have 
*een undergoing trial at the sessions for 
robbing a bank at Aurora, were being 
-driven in a hack to jail about 6 o’clock 
-this evening. County Constable Boyd 
and one prisoner sat on one seat, and 
Ahe other two prisoners sat opposite. All 
■the prisoners were handcuffed, and the 
two seated together were also hand­
cuffed together.
Stewart sat outside beside the hack 
driver.

As the hack passed the corner of Su- 
anack and Gerrard streets, a strange man 
-appeared suddenly, and threw one after 
another, three revolvers Into the hack 
window . The prisoners succeeded in 
picking them up and immediately began 
firing. Constable Boyd was almost in­
stantly shot through the head. The hack 
-was stopped, the prisoners jumped out 
and sprang on a passing street car, or­
dering the motorman to go ahead. The 
car men, however, showed fight. The 
conductor, with great presence of mind, 
pulled the trolley pole off the wire and 
blocked the car. The motorman strug­
gled with the ruffians and the conductor 
came quickly to his assistance.

Meanwhile Constable Stewart and the 
Packman had also come quickly up and 
the whole three were captured.

A neighboring grocer, who had seen 
the man throw the revolvers into the 
hack, chased him for several blocks, 
but finally lost this unknown accom­
plice.

Constable Boyd, who had been left in 
the cab, was attended by citizens, who 
took him into the general hospital, hard 
by, but Boyd hardly lived to reach the 
hospital.

The trial of the three men would pro­
bably have been concluded tomorrow 
morning, and this was almost the last 

.chance of escape they would have. They 
had evidently been carefully planning it 
and had counted on over-awing the car 

- officials and rushing off in the car.
Jones, one of the desperadoes, was 

wounded in the arm, and it will have 
-to be amputated. It is uncertain who 
fired the fatal shot at Boyd, but all 
three now doubtless will have to stand

Ottawa, June 4.—The greatest gather­
ing of Canadian troops since confedera­
tion is to take place in Toronto during 
the visit of the Duke of Cornwall and 
York. The government, instead of hav­
ing a number of reviews in different 
places, will make the military feature of 
the trip an attraction at one point only, 
and Toronto is the chosen city.

Clergue’s Mill at the Soo Temporarily 
Shuts Down.Kills HisSeattle Mining Men Tell of the

Island.

Chinese Cook Toronto. June 4.—(Special)—Owing to 
the temporary depression in the pulp 
business at present, prices have dropped 
somewhat. As a result of this, and for 
other reasons not assigned, the Clergue 
syndicate’s big mill at Sault Ste. Marie 
has been shut down for the time being. 
No hardship is experienced in this case, 
however, as all the men are employed in 
one or other of Clergue’s various enter­
prises in and about the Soo. A curious 
reason given for ttie depression in trade 
is that the bountiful rains of the last 
few months have so swollen the streams 
of the United States that many pulp 
mills which ordinarily run only two or 
three months in the year owing to low 
water, have been able to keep going 
the greater part of the time.

The Seattle P.-I. of yesterday says, in 
regard to the Oriental commission :

When seen last evening -the members of 
the commission expressed their apprecia­
tion of the courtesy with which they 
were treated by Seattle’s business men.

R. C. Clute, chairman of the commis­
sion, last evening said:

“This morning we visited the cham­
ber of Commerce arid interviewed Pres­
ident Clise and Secretary Prosch. From 
them we gained some very valuable in­
formation, as we did also from Mr. 
Grout, of the city labor bureau. We al­
so talked with Mr. Parry, of Moran 
Brothers Company; Mr. Stetson, of the 
Stetson-Post Mill Company, and Mr. 
Ludgate, of the Seattle Lumber Com­
pany.

“Natural conditions in the state of 
Washington and in British Columbia 
are very similar, and we are here for 
the purpose of comparing the labor con­
ditions in the two sections. Here you 
have the alien exclusion law, and there 
we have not. A comparison is there­
fore necessary for our purposes.”

Charles Wilson, of Vancouver, is with 
the commission in the interests of the 
British Columbia government. Said 
he, last evening:

“We have today obtained information 
of great value, bearing on the subject of 
Oriental immigration. That gleaned 
from the chamber of commerce 
largely of a statistical nature, and goes 
to show, among other things, that the 
population of Seattle has grown from 
4,000 or 5,000 in 1880, when the Chinese 
were driven out, to 90,000 at the present 
time.

NELSON’S BABY DAYS.

Raising an Old Hotel Revives Some 
Reminiscences.

From Nelson Miner.
When the Nelson hotel—or the first 

instalment of it—was erected tn the 
summer of 1889. it was a most preten­
tious affair.

direction. Failing the desired action on 
the part of Ottawa, the board has tak­
en steps to get up a guarantee fund here 
and has invited the Vancouver Board of 
Trade to join in a concerted scheme 
■to secure the largest possible portion 
of the gold to the sister cities.

With these ends in view a meeting of 
the council of the board of trade was 
held yesterday morning. Mr. W. A. 
Ward occupied the chair, and the fol­
lowing gentlemen were present: Mayor 
Hayward, C. >H. Lugrin, L. Crease, C.

(From Tuesday’s Colonist.)
Steamer Danube, which arrived yes­

terday afternoon from Skagway, 
brought news which indicated that the 
travel from White Horse to Dawson 
and movement of freight would soon be 
started, for just prior to her sailing 
despatch was received from White 
Horse that during the 24 hours ending 
at Monday noon—the Danube sailed at 
5 p.m.—the Yukon river had risen four 
inches, and it was then believed at 
White Horse that the ice of Lake,Le 
Barge would break in a few days and in 
a week navigation from White Horse 
to Dawson would be open. There was 
much freight piled up at White Horse, 
for the freighters were no longer able 
to cart it over frozen Lake LeBarge, 
whose surface was too rotten and inse­
cure. and there was said to be some 
2,000 people waiting there until such 
time as the steamers were able to sail 
from White (Horse for Dawson, which 
was expected to be within a few days 
after the Danube sailed south. The 
freight piled up there was estimated at 
1,200 tons.
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■«!Five steamers had reached Dawson up 
to the time of the sailing of the Danube, 
the Bailey being the first to arrive, and 
following her were the Zealandian, and 
the Ora, Nora and Flora. The last 
named three steamers took in a flotilla 
of ten scows. The Eldoradi, which fol­
lowed the Clossett up the river from 
Dawson, was reported to have reached 
Lake LeBarge, and the Clossett, 
whose arrival was reported at Le­
Barge, had started from there for Daw­
son. The Anglian and Bonanza King 
were reported to be nearing LeBarge 
when the Danube left.

John Dolan, who was drowned at 
Dawson on May 25, according, to a de­
spatch received at Skagway, was em­
ployed on one of Dan Garniody’ 
and had arrived at Dawson only the 
day prior to his death. He is said to 
have been drinking and attempted to 
pass from one scow to another when he 
slipped and fell into the water and was 
drowned.

White Horse celebrated Empire Day. 
A despatch received on May 24 by the 
Skagway News says: “White Horse is 
in the midst of the celebration of Em­
pire Day, anti no city.-ever entered into 
the spirit of a national holiday with 
more zeal than do the White Horse 
people today.

London, June 3.—The war office is 
making no effort to allay the public un­
easiness occasioned by the scantiness 
of the news from South Africa. Noth­
ing has yet come through to illuminate 
the Vlakfontein affair, the only de­
spatch on the subject since the first offi­
cial announcement being a three-line 
message from Kitchener issued this 
morning, giving the names of three ad­
ditional officers killed.

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FIGHT AT TIEN- TSIN.

Frenchmen Attack British Fusiliers and 
Man Is Killed.

Tien Tern, June 3.—There was a Serb 
ous affray yesterday between interna­
tional troops. Some British Fusiliers 
who were acting as police here and pre­
venting French soldiers from house­
breaking, were attacked with bayonets 
and bricks. The Fusiliers responded by 
firing into the air. This brought a 
number of Germans to the aid of the 
Frenchmen. They numbered together 
200 men.

FIREMEN’S TELEPHONES.

From London Leader.
There has been installed at Totten­

ham a system of fire-alarm posts, of 
which there are at present 35. Bach 
post is fitted with a small telephone plug 
box, which can put the speaker into 
communication.

The alarm “pull” says the Public 
Health Engineer, is so, constructed that 

soon as the handle is pulled it is 
locked, and a bell rings in the post, in­
dicating to the operator that the call has 
been heard at the station. At the same 
time it assists in the detection of persons 
using the alarm out of mischief. The 
station apparatus consists of an indic­
ator and telephone and an electric alarm 
bell.

On an alarm being given an indicator 
shutter falls, exposing a name or num­
ber corresponding to the post actuated. 
The attendant connects in the usual 
way, and presses the switch handle. It

This great region Is capable of sus­
taining a large population, and will un­
doubtedly do so at a very early day. 
What seems to be most needed at the 
present time Is better means of com­
munication. The character of the eoil 
is such that it is not adapted to road 
making, and what is needed is a line 
of railway running through the middle 
of the farming district. In connection 
with such a line a drainage canal would 
be made as a matter of course, in fact 
as a part of the work of construction. 
With such a line the distance which 
the farmers would have to haul their 
produce would be greatly reduced and 
the charges attending the handling of 
it would be lessened. If there is any­
thing in the history of other localities, 
which may serve to guide us in judging 
of this pàrt of the province, it is that 
wfien this great country south of the 
Fraser is bisected by a railway line its 
progress will be rapid.

The products of the Fraser valley 
show that it is adapted to mixed fann­
ing. In fruits, apples, pears, peaches, 
plums, cherries and prunes are tihe prin­
cipal varieties cultivated, but in some 
localities grapes and melons are a tol­
erably safe crop. They cannot, how­
ever, be regarded as standard crops. 
Wheat is a very good crop. Thus we 
find in Aldergrove it is pnt down at 
averaging 40 bushels to the acre; in 
Matsqui at 30 bushels; in Chilliwack 25 
bushels and at Surrey 30 bushels. Oats 
yield from 40 to 100 bushels to the acre

number ot deposits that have been dis­

The most «tensive operations 
carried on are at Mount Sicker, a short 
distance from the line of thè Esquimau 
and Nanaimo railway. Here is one of 
the most promising mines in the pro­
vince. It is already shipping large quan­
tities of high grade ore, with 
tainty of steady increase. Other mines 
in the same neighborhood are in 
cess of development, one of them having 
already been demonstrated to 'be of 
great value. The Mount Sicker district 
is certain to be one of the most active 
copper mining centres in the Northwest. 
On Alberni canal, Barclay Sound, Sid­
ney Inlet, Quatsino Sound and other 
points on the West Coast, mines are 
being developed, and some of them are 
already shipping ore. Other reposits are 
being opened up. Indeed it may be 
said in a general way that in every 
part of the explored portion of Van­
couver Island paying deposits of copper 
ore have been uncovered. A large 
remains to be prospected. Ot gold the 
deposits are numerous, 
all the copper ores. At Alberni Canal 
and in one or two other places deposits 
ot free milling qnartz have been found, 
but none of them have as yet been suf­
ficiently developed to rank as mines. It 
is too soqn to express any definite opin­
ion as to their vaine. Gold is found in 
the beach sands on the West Coast and 
successful workings have been and are 
now being prosecuted there. The great­
est confidence is felt • in the future of 
metalliferous mining on Vancouver Is­
land, and the presence of excellent cok­
ing coal will undoubtedly lead to the 
establishment somewhere on the Island 
of ore of the largest smelting plants in 
America. There are enormous volumes 
of ore all along the Northwest Coast, 
and in the Yukon country that will re­
quire treatment at a smelter, and the 
conditions existing on Vancouver Island 
and most favorable to the establishment 
of such an industry there.

The fisheries of Vancouver Island are 
a source of wealth. In this connection 
it may be mentioned that Victoria is 
the headquarters of the sealing fleet. 
Salmon abound. On the inland waters 
there is the best of fishing for sports­
men, and the readiness of access of the 
lakes and streams makes them in this 
respect a source of future prosperity.

Vancouver Island has three railway 
lines, the Esquimau and Nanaimo, from 
Victoria to Wellington, 76 miles and the 
Victoria and Sidney from Victoria to 
Sidney 16 miles, and the Comox railway 
from Union Bay to Comox Lake, 16 
miles. They are of standard guage. The 
Esquimalt and Nanaimo passes through 
the important coal mining towns of 
Ladysmith and Nanaimo, also through 
the saw-mill town of Chemaipus. On 
the Comox railway is the mining town 
of Cumberland, which affords a market 
for the fine agricultural district 
little to the north. There are several pri­
vate railways in connection with lum­
bering and mining operations.

Victoria, the capital of British Co­
lumbia, is situated on Vancouver Is­
land. It. is a city of large trade, and 
ranks third among Canadian cities in 
the tonnage of vessels entering and 
clearing. Esquimalt, the North Pacific- 
station of the British navy is a suburb 
of Victoria. It is also a mUitary post. 
The large and steadily increasing dis­
bursements in connection with-the navy 
ànd military form an important factor 
in the business of this part of the 
vince.

It 
is probable that in the future this por­
tion of the province will become one of 
the greatest dairying districts on the 
continent. In many parts of the valley 
sheep thrive exceptionally well, and for 
poultry raising there is no better lo­
cality.

An industry that would undoubtedly 
prosper in the Fraser valley is the cul­
tivation of the sugar beet. It has been 
prosecuted to some extent experimen­
tally, but no attempt has been made to 
deal with it on a large scale, for lack 
ot a sugar factory to purchase the beets. 
Flax has not been cultivated to any 
large extent, but experiments have 
shown the district to be excellently 
adapted to that branch of agriculture.

By and bye when the expanding 
markets call for more economical use 
of land, the Fraser river farmers will 
use ensilage top., a larger scale and will 
thus greatly augment the ability of ther 
valley to support live stock and prose­
cute dairying.

In short, the valley of the Lower Fra­
ser seems designed by nature to he one- 
of the garden spots of the world.

Mainland on Sunday evening. Seen by 
a Colonist reporter yesterday, Mr. Tur­
ner looked much improved from his holi­
day in the interior. The tired, almost 
naggard look, which lined his face af­
ter the severe work of the session, had 
disappeared, and he appeared once more 
his old self, alert, cheerful, and smiling. 
He expressed himself delighted with the 
trip and all he had seen, and was par­
ticularly gratified with the universal 
welcome and kind reception which ne 
had met at every point iff his long jour­
ney.

IWilliams v. Faulkner, an appeal from 
a judgment of the Yukon Territorial 
court, occupied the attention of the Full 
court all day yesterday. The defend­
ant in this, and in the ease of Raymond 
v. Faulkner, asks that the judgment of 
the Yukon court be set aside with 
costs. In the original actions defend­
ant was charged with encroaching un­
derground upon the adjoining claims of 
the plaintiff, removing therefrom a 
large- quantity of pay dirt and convert­
ing the product in gold to his own use. 
The evidence is much involved, and 
learned counsel on both sides have a 
hard task to disentangle the facts from 
the mass of conflicting and irrelevant 
matter. The arguments were still pro­
ceeding when the court adjourned yes­
terday afternoon .

Leaving Victoria he had gone straight 

to Nelson, and thence to Fernie, in East 
Kootenay, where he was amazed with 
the progress made. He found Fernie a 
bustnng town of over 2,000 inhabitants, 
though only two years and a half okl, 
and the coâl mines and coke ovens in full 
blast. The mines are working their fuil 
capacity, and are rapidly increasing 
their output. The manager informed 
Mr. Turner that in the next fifteen 
months they would produce over a mil­
lion tons of coal. From what he saw 
he was convinced that Fernie is destin­
ed to become the centre of an immense 
coal and iron industry, and he has no 
hesitation in saying that it will have 
a population of 10,000 within the next 
five years.

Mr. Turner next visited the St. Eu­
gene mine at Moyie. The mine had been 
shut down for some time owing to the 
depression in the lead market, but there 
are 150 men working there now, talfing 
out large quantities of rich ore, which is 
being shipped to Belgium under con­
tract. The St. Eugene is one of the 
largest and best lead mines in the world, 
and it is gratifying to see it once more 
in operation.

•He was full of " admiration for the 
country between Kootenay Landing and 
Fernie. Most of it is excellent agricul­
tural land, the scenery is charming, and 
as it is right in the heart of the mining 
country, farmers who settle on it will 
have a home demand for everything they 
produce.

At Kaslo the Board of Trade turned 
out to welcome Mr. .Turner, and enter­
tained him at dinner. He found business 
rather dull there on account of several 
of the Slocan mines being idle for want 
of demand for silver-lead ores, but they 
are expected to start working again 
shortly. The mining men are pleased 
with the action of the Dominion govern­
ment in granting a $5 bonus on lead, as 
they regard it as the first step in the- 
right direction. They consider the estab­
lishment of the bonus will serve to re­
store confidence in the industry, but on 
the other hand they point out that the 
government did not go near far enough. 
While the $5 per ton might be accepted 
as a fair encouragement, the aggregate 
amount made available, $100,000 a 
year, was altogether insufficient. One 
mine, like the St. Eugene, could earn 
and absorb the wholé amount. ~

From Kaslo Mr. Turner proceeded to 
Rossland, where he had a conference 
with the Board of Trade regarding sev­
eral matters which were dealt with dur­
ing the recent session of the legislature. 
He visited the Le Roi mine, and was 
greatly struck with the immense amount 
of work done on the property, and the 
vast sums that must be invested 
chinery and plant, which enables the 
mine to handle 1,000 tons o£ ore daily.

He then retraced his route to Revel- 
stoke and proceeded by way of Sica- 

* mous to Vernon. At this point Mr. 
Turner was given an enthusiastic re­
ception, and a sumptuous banquet was 
tendered him by leading citizens of Ver­
non, Armstrong and Kelowna, at the 
Kalamanka hotel. Their kindness and 
hospitality was unbounded, and he ex­
pressed himself as being very much 
pleased and gratified with it all.

From Vernon he went down the beau­
tiful Okanagan Lake, hy steamer, to 
Kelowna, visiting Lord Aberdeen’s 
Coldstream ranche en route. He was 
greatly impressed with the admirable 
manner in which the ranche is con­
ducted. and the fine system of cultiva'» 
tion. There ere 150 acres of fruit trees 
in splendid condition, and not a weed 
to be seen anywhere. One hundred and 
fifty tons of fruit were shipped last 
year, which brought a handsome profit. 
There was also a large quantity of hops 
sold to Canadian and British brewers, 
which gave good satisfaction, and 
brought good prices.

Mr. Price Ellison, M. P. P., took 
charge of Mr. Turner at Kelowna, and 
drove him back to Vernon, through the 
magnificent .Okanagan valley, the most 
beautiful, perhaps, in all British Colum­
bia. Along the route they passed many 
fine farms, occupied principally by well- 
to-do farmers from Manitoba, who were 
attracted to the valley by its charming 
scenery and fine climate. They are all 
doing well and have fine houses and 
farm buildings. The wheat produced in 
the valley runs about 9,000 tons—300,000 
bushels—yearly, which ffiay be immense­
ly increased in the future, as there is 
a large quantity of land still lying idle 
in the valley, and the surrounding up­
lands, if irrigated, would yield abun­
dantly of the very best wheat. There is 
a large quantity of fruit produced, and 
many of the young orchards are just 
coming into bearing. Tile country was 
looking its best when Mr. Turner drove 
through, though the farmers were long­
ing for rain to bring the wheat up. There 
had been a protracted dry spell, but it 
was broken by a plenteous rain the day 
Mr. Turner left for home. The great 
necessity of that country is the con­
tinuation of the railway from Vernon 
to Midway, which would bring the farm­
ers within 70 miles of the Midway min­
ing country. As it is. they are obliged to 
ship their produce 400 miles to reach 
that section, but even under these dis­
couraging conditions they do ship in a 
large quantity of stuff, and as the C. P.
R. is greatly reducing the freight rates, 
they will be better able, during the 
coming season, to compete with the 
farmers on the south side of the inter­
national boundary, who have heretofore 
pretty well controlled the market to the 
exclusion of Canadian products.

He was much Impressed with the 
beauty of the lake country as a route 
for tourist travel, and, if properly ad­
vertised, felt sure it would attract large 
numbers of visitors. The steamer and 
railway accommodation are unsurpassed 
for comfort and convenience, and the 
hotels are better than are to be found 
in many of the large towns. It was 
evident to Mr. Turner, from all he ob­
served en route, that that portion of 
British Columbia is only entering upon 
its upward course, as through the entire 
section there is to be found splendid 
water communication, magnificent scen­
ery, a perfect climate, rich agricultural, 
mineral and timber lands, and an abun­
dance of fish and game.

He was pleased to note, everywhere 
he visited on his trip, the unbounded 
faith in the country and its future, which 
animates the people. Their lexicon 
know* not the word “fail.” They are 
hopeful for the present, confident of 
the future, and they have every reason 
to be prend of the past, for they have 
accomplished wonders and have am­
bitious scheme» to which they are bending 
ail their intelligence and energy. With 
mich a country and such a people there 

be nothing short of unbounded suc­
cess in store for British Columbia.

Illusions of the Rail .That Try 
the Nerves on Loco­

motives.

I wonder what was the first, instant­

aneous sensation of that Canadian engi­
neer who ran down Jumbo in the fog.
Probably no engineer ever had a 
stranger shoqk; but shocks, strange and 
otherwise, are the portion of every 
who stands at a locomotive throttle.
He must get used to them and stand 
them as best he can—or find some occu­
pation with less nervous strain to it.
Most of them in the business get har­
dened to the unexpected, which is always 
happening on the rails.

One of the worst starts I ever had was 
due to a large lazy pig who had got on 
my mind. Nothing will slide a train 
more easily and destructively from the 
rails than live pork. This particular speci­
men had a habit of burrowing alongside 
the track, and it was a fair presumption 
that sooner or later he would find some­
thing to interest him between the rails, 
and somebody would go down the bank.

I was coming down a hill one day at 
high speed, and craning my neck for a 
comforting sight of piggy in his accus­
tomed place, when, as I popped rotind 
the curve, a bright red flag assaulted my 
anxious gaze. The connection between 
that flag and the pig was only a bit of 
mental aberration, on my part, bnt it 
was very vivid.

I shut off and grabbed the whistle 
cord, but,before I could weg.sqyeech for 
brakes, I saw that the flag» was Only a 
red flannel shirt, which the good 
of the shanty to which the pig belonged 
had hung on an improvised clothes-line 
between the telegraph poles. That may 
not sound like much of a scare, but it 
represents a type that turns the railroad 
man’s hair to a delicate ash color.
, Railroad men have supplemented the 
rules with additions of their own, for the 
sake of convenience and to expedite the 
work. When a man is sent out to flag 
he gets instructions. Perhaps he is told 
to let all regular trains pass, but to hold 
everything else; then he understands 
that his conductor will have his train 
in the siding when those trains arrive.

A freight train had occasion to cross to 
the other track, but there wasn’t time to 
cross ahead of the limited. A man was 
sent ahead with orders to let the limited 
by and hold everything else until he 
should be called in. I was fireman on 
the limited that night, and the place I 
write of was in the middle of a twenty- 
mile run, where the engineer made a 
practice of catching up any little time 
previously lost.

I heard a sudden exclamation as 
George, my engineer, shut off and 
snapped on the air. I stepped to the 
gangway and caught a glimpse of a 
fellow waving a red light frantically ns 
we flew by. In another instant we 
rounded the curve, and there was a head­
light right in our face and eyes.

George “horsed ’er over,” and I 
thought he would surely pull the sand- 
lever out by the roots, but in spite of all, 
that headlight came up on us like a 
comet. Of course, we thought the other 
fellow was crossed over on our track, or 
he wouldn’t have flagged us; it didn’t 
make any difference that he had no right 
to be there; there he was. George 
yelled for me to “git off,” but a single 
glance at the ground satisfied me with 
my chances where I was.

A moment later we rolled past the en­
gine and half the train—which was on 
its own track. The freight conductor 
climbed up on our engine and asked 
George if that blanked fool had flagged 
him. George stammered and stuttered 
with nervousness before he found his 
tongue, but when he did, that conductor 
heard something that was well worth lis­
tening to. Such a salvo of verbal pyro­
technics —George expressing himself 
about the conduct*. and he about the 
flagman—one hears but once in a life­
time.

A newly located watchman’s shanty- 
looking exactly like the end of a box car 
—set my scalp to tingling one night.
There had never been anything there 
but the river before, and when the head­
light glared on that very substantial 
structure, I was sure my call had ar­
rived.

Another time a tool box in a tunnel, 
partly covered with overclothes and a 
coil of rope, started me for the step, 
under the impression that it was a rock 
fallen from the roof. But these are 
mere harmless scares which help to keep 
one awake. The engine gets by them 
before you get off, and yon are back in 
your seat again breathing anathema 
against the thoughtless idiot who was 
the cause of it till. Then there are the 
other kind. . . . , .

I was poking Up a long hill one night 
when a red light suddenly showed up, 
followed at once by another, indicating 
that the cabooee of the preceding train
was just ahead, and I was coming up CONSTITUTION GONE WRONG, 
to it with astonishing rapidity. I ytiled 
to my fireman to jump, and we had 
barelv landed in the ditch when six cars 
and the caboose of the tram ahead 
climbed all over our engine. Tim train 
had broken in two, and this was the rear 
section that had trundled down the hill 
on top of ns. . , ,

Frequently I have been asked if rail­
road men are superstitious. I think not, 
though they might be pardoned if they
W0me night, after the meeting, Fred.

•Of course, the United States has forged 
ahead amazingly from the industrial 
point of view, and the protective tariffs 
which prevail there lend encouragement 
to the realization of tile latest and best 
facilities in the production of iron, steel 
and the like. Indeed, the duties are 
really in the nature of a bonus which 
the government pays to the manufactur­
ers. This bonus enables the latter not 
only to make profits, but to constantly 
add to the efficiency of their plant and 
machinery, with the result that the com­
petition which England Bas to.sustain is 
constantly becoming more severe.

Vlakfontein.
On 5th June, 1900. at sea. suddenly. May

London, June 4.—Lord Kitchener in a 
despatch from Pretoria dated June 4, 
says:

“Dixon’s report of tho fighting at 
Vlakfontein on May 29, has just been 
received. On onr side, 1,450 men, with 
seven gnns, were engaged. The force 
was returning to camp at Vlakfontein 
when the enemy under cover of a veldt 
fire, rushed the rear guard, consisting of 
two guns of the 29th battery and 330 
men of the Derbyshire» and Yeomanry. 
They captured the two guns.

“When the remainder of the force 
came into action the Boers were driven 
off, the guns were recaptured, and the 
Boer position was occupied.

“Onr casualties were six officers and 
117 men wounded, and one officer and 
seven men missing. One officer an<i 
four men have since died of wounds.

“Forty-one Boers were killed on the 
ground. The further Boer casualties are 
not known.

“Reinforcements are being sent.”

Growth of Population Proves to 
Be Larger Than Was 

Expected.

-The first effect of the modem manufac­
turing system was the accentuation of 
this tendency. Then came the modern 
railway system, which gave great towns 
supreme advantages as industrial cen­
tres. Agricultural depression quickened 
the movement townwards, and the new 
order was completed by the. diffusion 
among the agricultural laborers of a 
taste for the pleasures and the wages of 
towns.

We commend1 this lesson t > 
be deduced from the census to those who 
would build in or near London huge 
blocks of workmen’s dwellings. In ten 
years, or even less, some of them may 
5®. obsolete; a large number of costly 
follies will be thrown on the public 
hands if this movement advances every 
year, as is likely, at an accelerating rate 
The figures which we published on thé 
4th Inst, proved that there was an actual 
decrease in some of the central parts of 
London, and that the chief -increments 
were in the outlying boroughs. Much 
the same tendency is noticed in other 
large towns; and it is part of a universal 
impulse outwards which will one dav 
nullify arrangements based on the as­
sumption of constantly increased over­
crowding.

The total increase which we record is 
not the result of a high birthrate kent 
down by a high death-rate. It is we 
known, the result of a moderate birth 
rate together with a low death-rate—the 
best possible conjunction of circum­
stances. Conceivably there mHit be 
two communities with equal populations 
at a given moment—the first consisting 
of a very large number of young lives 
a considerable percentage of which is 
destined to die at an early age, and with 
a small percentage of persons fullv^Sa 
able; the other with a smaller percen­
tage of weakly infants, but with a large 
percentage of capable members. In 
some countries the state of things ap­
proximates to the first; with us the state 
of things is the latter. The elements 
of our population are in point of effi­
ciency at least as good as they ever 
were. The fear that we are soon to be 
flooded with a large volume of ‘low- 
grade lives’ is baseless. We start the 
century with the knowledge that the 
stock is vigorous in quality and increas- 
ing in numbers.

This great inland sen—the Baltic of 
America—is connected with the Atlantic 
Ocean by Hudson Straits, a body of 
water extending 500 miles from east to 
west, its widest part being 100 miles 
and its narrowest 45 miles. The straits 
vary in depth from 150 to 300 fathoms. 
San Francisco is 1,328 miles nearer 
Liverpool by way of Port Churchill, on 
Hudson Bay, than by the St. 'Lawrence 
route, and 1,031 miles nearer than by 
the New York route, and the saving of 
distance is made on land.

. logtance of 200 mjles was accomplished in 
about 36 hours. This fact alone, with­
out further evidence, is in itself suffi­
cient to show how free the eastern part 
of the Straits was from ice, for the 
Alert if driven at her full speed could 
only steam about six knots an hour, 
tinder similar circumstances a sailing 
ship would be utterly hopeless- It is, 
therefore, only reasonable to infer that 
what has been performed regularly 
and year after year by sailing ships, can 
be accomplished with greater regularity 
and certainty by well-bnilt steamers, 
specially constructed for ice navigation 
and provided with powerful machinery. 
I believe the Straits will be found 
navigable for at least four months out 
of every year, and often five or more. 
There will, I have no doubt, be many 
years when navigation can «he earned 
out safely from the first of June to the 
end of November.”

Capt. John Macpberson, who as first 
officer and captain in .the Hudson’s Bay 
Company’s service, made voyages from 
London and Stromness to Hudson Bay 
and return, for 20 years, says: “ There 
is no reason why steamships could not 
make the passage of the Straits as early 
as the first of June, and as late as the 
middle of November."

Capt. Clisley, of New London, Con­
necticut, who has had fourteen years’ 
experience in those waters, places the

The opening of Hudson Bay to the 
commerce of the world is a problem 
Which has exercised the minds of many 
enthusiastic Western Canadians during 
the past twenty years, until now, at the 
dawn of a new century, the doubts and 
objections which impeded this great 
project seem to be clearing away, and 
there is every probability that ere long 
the locomotive whistle will awaken the 
echoes of the reek-bound coast of the 
Baltic of America. British Columbians 
may not be so profoundly impressed 
With the importance of opening the Bay 
as their friends and neighbors of the 
transmomtaine prairies, but a brief 
«study at the map should convince them 
that a railway from «this Coast to Hud- 
eon Bay will .place them several days’ 
-journey nearer the heart of the Empire 
and create [possibilities for this province 
that have been dreamed of, but .put 
-aside as hopeless of fulfilment- It is a 
remarkable fact, and one not generally 
realized, that the western shore of 
Hudson Bay is actually aearer the 
Pacific than the Atlantic Ocean, end, 
therefone, the Bay is the most conveni­
ent and speediest outlet for the trade .of 
British Columbia and the adjacent 
States.

and From London Times.
The figures published by the registrar- 

general for the whole of England and 
Wales are in many ways very remark­
able. The growth of population proves 
to be much larger than was expected by 
ugperts. According to the preliminary 
statement, certain not-to be substantially 
altered by the corrected returns, the total 
population was 32,525,716, or 168,985 in 
excess of what might be anticipated from 
estimates based on the increase in. the 
immediately previous decade. This is a 
tolerably close approximation. It is not, 
however, a valid argument against the 
utility of a quinquennial census. Fairly 
accurate as to the aggregate, a decennial 
cansus abounds in embarrassing surprises 
as to individual towns, and1 is for some 
purposes useless. For the whole coun­
try the increase was 11.65 per cent, be­
tween 1881 and 1891; the increase be­
tween 1891 and 1901 was 12.15 per cent., 
or one-half per cent, greater. And no 
doubt the increase would have been ap­
preciably greater if, in addition to what 
French statisticians call the population 
de fait, there had been included so much 
of the population de droit as is now ab- 
jsent in South Africa. It is not too much 
to say that the figures have given a gen­
eral sense of relief. We have not fallen 
into a stationary condition; nor is the 
rate of mebease in any way alarming. 
We escape an unhealthy moral atmos­
phere, an unwholesome retrospective 
mood., which comes with the peril of eith­
er undue decrease or undue increase. If

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A CURIOUS HOUSE.

One of tlm curiositits of architecture 
in England is the house erected about 
three hundred years ago at Rushton, in 
Northamptonshire, by Sir Thomas Tre- 
sham, a Roman Catholic, who wished 
by his design to typify the Trinity.

NORTHERN WATERWAYS.
A reference to the map will show that 

Lake Winnipeg receives the waters of 
the Red River of the North—the main 
dram of the fertile plains of Minnesota 
and the Dakotas—and its tributaries, 
roe Assmiboine, Souris, Pembina and 
Red Lake rivers, from the south; and 
those of the Saskatchewan and its tribu- 
terjes, the Battle, Red Deer, Elbow, 
Bow and Belly rivers, from the west; 
while the lake itself pours these waters 
—and those of several less important 
strfa“s—through the Nelson, Hayes 
and Churchill rivers into Hudson Bav. 
lhe Saskatchewan river, which, flowing 
from the Rocky mountains, empties its 
mighty volume into the northwestern 
«tremity of iai(6j j3 navigable for 
1,200 miles from its mouth and 
with its south branch, which 
drams the great cattle ranges of Al­
berta, offers uninterrupted navigation 
for 2,000 miles. The Red river, which 
empties into the southern extremity of 
Lake Winnipeg, can be made navigable 
from Red Deer lake, Minnesota, to Lake 
Winnipeg, and thence by the Nelson 
river to Hudson Bay, a stretch of about 
1,500 miles. The works necessary to 
make these great water stretches avail­
able to commerce would be the improve­
ment of the channel of the Red river at 
Goose Rapids, Minnesota, and at St. 
Andrew’s Rapids, Manitoba (this is now 
being done by the Dominion govern­
ment); the construction of locks at 
Grand Rapids and Cole’s Falls, on the 
Saskatchewan, and of about 10 miles of 
canal to connect the chain of lakes 
which form the headwaters of the Nel­
son and Hayes rivers. Both routes 
would merge into one channel at the 
northeastern extremity of Lake Winni­
peg, and form a grand highway to Hud­
son Bay. These waterways, running 
through the heart of the great Western 
prairies, would be tapped at convenient 
points by short lines of railway which 
would convey the wheat, cattle and other 
produce to the elevators, warehouses 
and stockyards, to be thence shipped to 
the Bay and to Europe. Experience 
has demonstrated that these northern 
waterways are open for navigation, on 
the average, quite as early as Lake 
Superior and the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
and that they remain open as long as 
the St. Lawrence canals.

The removal of the obstructions at 
St. Andrew's Rapids, now under con­
tract, will give 480 miles of uninterrupt­
ed navigation from Winnipeg to the 
head of Lake Winnipeg, and it is less 
than 200 miles from there to the Bay. 
The estimated cost of the canals and 
Improvements is $2,000,000, only a trifle 
when the immense result is considered.

The opening of Hudson Bay to the 
world’s traffic will be one of the most 
important and memorable events of the

or ignored by the advocates of the im­
proved 'St. Lawrence and Hudson route, 
that the Great Lakes and the St. Law­
rence, which Eastern people are accus­
tomed to regard as natural features of 
great magnitude in the hydrographic 
system of the continent, drain only 
about one-tenth of the whole territory, 
while 70 per cent, drains to the north, 
and at least 50 per cent, of that, or the 
entire wheat region of the great central 
prairies, drains into Hudson Bay. Mr. 
Sanford Fleming, C.E., in spesfcibg of 
the natural features of the Northwest, 
says: “We are accustomed to regard 
the Great American Lakes, and the St. 
Lawrence, which they feed, as natural 
features of great magnitude in one of 
the important hydrographie basins of 
the continent. It is not a little aston­
ishing, therefore, to find that the basin 
of the ‘St. Lawrence occupies such a 
limited portion of the vast area under 
consideration. While about one-fifth of 
the whole area drains, through several 
channels, into the Pacific, and 70 per 
cent, of the whole drains towards the 
north, the St. Lawrence basin occupies 
about one-tenth of the whole territory.” 
The improvement of the St. Lawrence 
route offers no hope of material relief 
to the trans-Mississippian farmers and 
fitockraisers. What their needs require 
is not the improvement of existing 
avenues of outlet to tide-water, but the 
opening of a new one which will shorten 
the land haul—reducing the railway 
freight, which is the great hardship they 
have to contend with—and furnish a 
quick and direct line of communication 
between the point of production and 
the European ■ markets, 
that snch an outlet may be mode avail­
able at an expenditure of one-tenth 
what it is proposed to lay out on im­
proving the St. Lawrence canals, 

HUDSON BAY.
Mark the position of Hudson. Bay on 

the map of North America. It lies be­
tween the 51st and 64th degrees of 
north latitude, and between the 79th 
and 95th meridians of west longitude. 
It contains about 500,000 square miles 
of navigable waters, navigable all the 
year round, for It never freezes except 
along the shores where the fresh 
come in from the numerous rivers 
emptying into it. Its depth varies from 
70 to 200 fathoms. Its temperature is 
from 52 to 53 degrees—14 warmer than 
Lake Superior. It is surrounded by a 
country rich in minerals, merchantable 
timber and fur-bearing animals, and its 
waters teem with whales, walrus, seals, 
and fish of many species. It drains the 
whole of North America east of the 
Rocky mountains, south of the Macken­
zie river basin, and north of the water­
sheds of the Missouri and St. Lawrence 
—a country extending 2,100 miles from 
eas*. west, and 1,500 miles from 

north, a country containing 
3.1.50,000 square mrles, of which fully 

avajIl!ble for agriculture, 
stock-raising, mining and lumbering,

try tributary to it. It should be borne 
in mind that the vessels of the early 
navigators were small, poorly equipped 
and ill-fitted for the navigation of 
northern waters, yet at least fifty of 
them made successful voyages to the 
Bay, through Hudson Straits, between 
the time of its discovery by Cabot and 
1670. In 1685 the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany had five flourishing trading fac­
tories in Hudson Bay, which so roused 
tie envy of the French of La Nouvelle 
France that they raided and captured 
all the posts on James’ Bay, and from 
that on to 1782 the ownership of the 
Bay was a bone of contention between 
the English and French. Several fleets 
of war vessels sailed to the bay, and its 
waters were the scene of many gallant 
sea fights. Surely all this would indi­
cate that the Straits and Bay were navi­
gable 200 years ago. During 225 years 
the Hudson’s Bay Company have sent 
their ships, as regularly as the seasons 
came, one or more every year, to York, 
and Albany, and Churchill, with 
of goods for their trading posts, and to 
carry back their freight of furs. If 
the service required a hundred or a 
thousand ships, they could have been as 
easily sent as one or «two. The voyage 
was considered so secure from danger 
that, though their ships carried cargoes 
of great value, the company 
deemed it necessary to insure them. 
The delays which the company’s ships 
occasionally met with were Invariably 
caused by calms or adverse winds, and 
not by ice, and during the whole period 
not a single ship was injured or lost in 
Hudson Straits. All these vessels, be it 
remembered, were dependent upon the 
winds and tides to propel them through 
the Straits: modern; steamships would 
have no difficulty in navigating them 
more than is encountered In «he Gulf of 
St. Lawrence, which in fact offers more 
obstacles to navigation than Hudson 
Straits. Au overwhelming mass of 
evidence stands reconW, not only as to 
the navigability of Hudson Bay and 
Straits, but to the more important fact 
that they are navigable for from four 
to six mouths in every year.

IMPORTANT EVIDENCE.
Admrial Markham, of the British 

navy, says:

“ Steam has made a great revolution 
in ice navigation. A well-found steamer 
is able to make her way with ease 
through the ice in Hudson Straits in 
June and Jnlv. when a sailing vessel 
would be hopelessly beset, and incapable 
of «pushing on. On the 5th Jnlv. 1886. 
we reached the entrance of Hudson 
Straits, where we werfe detained for 
some days, partly by tfiiyk weather and 
partly by loose streams Of ice; but the 
latter was never padfced sufficiently 
close to prevent even a slow steamer 
like the Alert making fairly good pro­
gress. From the 9th to the 11th July 
scarcely any ice was seen, and a <5is-

Capt. William Hackiand, who navi­
gated the bay for the Hudson’s Bay 
Company for 39 years: “Straits never 
freeze; no reason why steamships 
should not navigate at any time.”

FISHERIES AND HARBORS.
Not only is the bay navigable, but its 

marine treasures are of enormous value. 
According to the report of the commis­
sioner of fisheries of the United States 
for the year 1875-1876, United States 
whalers, hailing principally from the 
states of Massachusetts and Connecti­
cut, have made not less than fifty round 
trips to Hudson Bay, and have taken 
thence cargoes of fish and fish products 
valued at $1,317,000 at least, or an 
average of $27,000 per trip per vessel, 
during a period of eleven years preced- 
iug 1874.

Henry Lefroy, president of the 
geographical section of the British Asso­
ciation, says: “Churchill harbor will 
undoubtedly be the shipping port for the 
agricultural products ot the Northwest 
Territories, and the route by which im­
migrants will enter that country.”

Professor Bell, chief -of the geological 
survey of Canada, Mr. Smith, a deputy 
minister of marine, and many other re­
liable authorities describe Port Churchill 
as a magnificent harbor—as good a one, 
almost, as is to be found on the Atlantic 
Coast.

The populations of 
countries with mining or manufacturing 
industries have increased; and we find 
in other counties no sharp or abrupt al­
terations in circumstances.

Mr. Welton, in an inter­
esting paper, lately pointed out, as a 
result of comparing the distribution of 
population in 1801 and 1891, that ‘ac­
tive progress of population has been re­
stricted to little more than four million 
acres out of thirty-seven, and in a mea­
sure the face of the country is little 
changed.’

“The following statement was made in 
the Colonist a few days ago in refer­
ence to the meeting of the boilermakers 
held on Tuesday last: ‘That a resolu­
tion was passed whereby the local union 
of boilermakers decided to ask for an 
eight-hour day for $3.50, both inside 
and outside of the shop, and it is un­
derstood that the employers of iron 
workers in the city have been notified 
to that effect. This decision on the part 
of the boilermakers is going the strikers 
on the Sound one better, for the strike 
on the other side of the line is for nine 
hours in the shop, and eight hours a day 
on outside work.’ The boilermakers 
state that no such resolution was pass­
ed, or even discussed at the meeting,”

The following copy of a letter signed 
by Thos. Gough, secretary of subordin­
ate lodge No. 191, of the Brotherhood 
of Boilermakers and Iron Shipbuilders, 
bearing the seal of the lodge, which was 
addressed to a local firm of ironwork­
ers, flatly contradicts the statement that 
the boilermakers are alleged to have 
made by the Times:

“Resolved, that we inform our em­
ployers that we will work on any work 
that comes to Victoria, that has not 
been commenced by any other toiler- 
makers or iron shipbuilders where there 
is a dispute; and that the time must be 
as asked for by the unions on the oth­
er side, viz., 8 hours on old work, in 
and outside of the shops, $3.60 to be the 
minimum rate of wages for each days’ 
labor.”

One of these modifications is impor­
tant.

RUSSIA’S EXPERIENCE. as

Russia, under less favorable condi­
tions, has accomplished wonders by util­
izing the northern ports. Take Arch­
angel as an example. The White Sea, 
upon which the port is situated, is actu­
ally a bay of the Arctic Ocean; it lies 
partly within the Arctic circle, yet it is 
utilized to transport the products of the 
country south of it to Eastern Europe. 
And although the sea is only open from 
June to October, 284 ships, of which 62 
were steamers and 220 coasting vessels, 
entered and cleared at Archangel in a 
single year, bearing away exports aggre­
gating in value $6,171,950. The north­
ern portion of Siberia, of which 
Tobolsk is the capital, contains a popu­
lation of 4,313,680, and the entire pro­
duce of the immense country which they 
inhabit is transported to the markets of 
the world by way of the Obi river and 
the Gnlf of Kara. The Gulf of Kara 
is entirely within the Arctic, circle, yet 
it and the Obi river are navigated by 
134 steamers and 240 barges. The ship­
ping trade of Eastern Siberia, which is 
of considerable importance, is done 
through ports on the Arctic Ocean, as 
far north as the 72nd and 73rd degrees 
of latitude. The Russians are now 
building a railway, 2,000 miles in 
length, from the Japan sea north to the 
mouth of the Yenisei river, lying 74 
degrees north latitude, in order to still 
further develop this trade.

The fish weighed, eight hours after be­
ing killed, 22 pounds 4 ounces. He 
measured from tip of nose to centre of 
tail, in direct line, 37% inchces, girth. 20 
inches, width of tail 8 inches. He was 
pronounced by local experts and 
thorities, “rainbow trout." On the sub­
ject of the names of varieties of trout,
■ do not pretend to be a judge, but what 
I do know is this, that he is exactly the 
same fish we have in the Thompson, riv­
er, and if they are rainbows, he most 
assuredly, was one. On the back he 
was dark, blackish green, on belly beau­
tiful silver, and from gills to tail the 
beautiful pink stripe blending with the 
silver in a sort of opalescent tint. He 
was in perfect order. 1 caught him 
trolling, from a small 9-foot collapsible 
boat, of the -Bertharn principle, 
supplied by the Army Equipment Com­
pany, of London, using a small plain 
silver spoon, and old greenhart trout 
rod, and reel and trout line (75 yards) 
of Hardy Bros., this being the third 
season the line has been used.

The fish was hooked at 9:15 a.m. and. 
safely gaffed into the boat at 9:50, after 
35 minutes’ of very exciting work. He 
fought furiously from start to finish.

45 or 50 yards of line without a check, 
and then leaped right out of the water, 
so that I knew what I had on.

!Onr Mail Order Departmentprime of his life—he was but 38 years 
of age—death called him suddenly, and 
unwarned by sickness or pain, he slip­
ped quietly over the bar into the port of 
all mariners, to there meet bis pilot, at 
7:15 a.m. on Sunday. He had shown no 
sign of illness and, other than that he 
had complained of slight troubles with 
his heart, he appeared in the best of 
health on Saturday night, having been 
out among his friends and in the best 
of spirits. He awakened from his sleep 
just before his death, and inquired re­
garding the time from his wife. It was 
7:15, he was told, and then, without a 
sign of the impending end, other than 
heavy breathing, he turned over in his 
bed, and was dead. A blood vessel had 
broken at his heart.

The sad news came as a shock to a 
great many Victorians, for the Captain 
was widely known and many indeed 
were his friends, and not alone will 
V’ictorians be shocked to learn of his 
death, for in the Far North, from White 
Horse to Dawson, from Dawson to St. 
Michael, and from Hakodate to Dutch 
Harbor, and along the Atlantic coast, 
as well as the British Columbia coast, 
are friends to be found of the late Capt. 
Cox. He was vastly popular, being 
good-hearted, generous to a fault, in 
fact, having all the requisites of a sail­
or and a man. His passing is there­
fore the greater blow to all who knew 
him.

It is eleven or twelve years ago since 
Oapti Clarence Nelson Cox left his 
home on the Nova Scotian coast to 
come to Victoria with many other mari­
ners, to follow the seal herds from the 
southern feeding grounds to the vicinity 
of the islands of St. George and St. 
Paul, and the far-away rookeries over­
seas on the Commanderofsky and Kuril 
islands to the north of Japan. His fa­
ther had been engaged in the shipbuild­
ing business on the Atlantic coast, and 
the late master mariner, like bis broth­
ers, Capt. J. G. Cox, of E. B. Marvin 
& Co., Capt. Will Cox, master of the 
steamer Capilano, new en route to St. 
Michael, and Capt. Rupert Cox, 
mand of one of the Yukon river fleet, 
had followed the sea. He took command 
of the sealing schooner Mollie Adams, 
now the E. B. Marvin, on his arrival 
here, eleven years ago, before the Unit­
ed States government, to protect the 
corporation which leases the seal islands, 
placed restrictions on pelagic sealing, 
and every season the Mollie Adams 
came back from the seas with her holds 
tilled with pelts that were good and pro­
per fur, for Capt. Clarence Cox knew 
all the intricacies of the sealing indus­
try, and if any sealer could get a catch 
he could. He had the record of taking 
the highest catch of .any sealer in the 
Sea, his take when master of the Tri­
umph, with which vessel his name will 
be more often associated, for it was 
her after deck that he trod the most, be­
ing 4,560 skins, which is the largest 
known catch of any schooner that has 

;gone to the northern seas.
Every season he had his share of the 

pelts, in those waters, for he seemingly 
knew the path of the seal, and his 
hunters reaped their furry harvest year 
by year, and earned for their captain a 
record as a sealer.

He was never seized, although he 
hunted in the Behring sea during the 
•days of the seizures, for which the 
United States government recently paid 
in coin. One time he wns chased, when 
in the schooner E. B .Marvin, by the 
Bear, and when Capt. Cox’s schooner 
had shown her wake to the revenue cut­
ter he went to warn other schooners 
of the proximity of the cutters. It was 
while he was thus engaged that he gave 
Capt. Brown arid the crew of the 
schooner W. P. Hall a fright by a 
•ehaso, the details of which have been 
told and retold on the waterfront. It 
was on August 5, that the E. B. Marvin, 
of which Capt. Cox was then in com­
mand, sighted the schooner W. P. Hall, 
and bore straight down to her to warn 
those on board of the cutters. As the 
Marvin was bearing straight towards 
him through the mist, Capt. Brown 
thought she looked big, and fearing that 
she might be a cutter under sail, he set 
all sail and fled. Capt. Cox hoisted all 
his canvas and bore awaÿ after the W. 
P. Hall.- The Marvin gained and sig­
nalled repeatedly to the flying W. P. 
Hall, calling upon her to heave to and 
talk, bat the Hall gained right along, 
and finally Capt. -Cox, taking in the 
humor of the situation, loaded his sig­
nal gun and fired a blank shot, which, 
when the powder flashed, caused the 
-crew of the Hall to fear that a cutter 
was firing at them, and then seeing 
that the supposed entter was gaining 
on them, they hove to. Then the Mar­
vin caiqe alongside and—the laugh was 
on Capt. Brown and the crew of the 
Hall.

In that year many seizures were made, 
and schooners were ordered back to 
Victoria, but Capt. Clarence Cox kept 
aloof from them, and returned tb Vic­
toria with his hold well filled, and the 
same in after seasons. He was a for­
tunate sealer. Equally fortunate was 
he as a navigator of the Yukon, and 
while other sternwheelers were sitting 
on the sand bars, straining to free them­
selves, he was steering the Sybil to wat­
er where she cleared the sand and 
steamed safely along to Dawson. It 
was when he was master of the Sybil, 
the steamer built by Mr. Reid in the 
upper harbor, which he took North 
through the heavy seas of the Northern 
coast and the stormy Behring sea, to 
the upper Yukon via St. Michael, that 
he took His Excellency Governor-Gen­
eral Lord Minto and Lady -Minto and 
staff to Dawson from White Horse, the 
pin with the monogram of the Gover­
nor-General which adorned the Captain’s 
coat, being the gift of Lord Minto as 
a remembrance of that occasion.

Up to the day before his death he was 
preparing to take another sternwheeler 
to Dawson through the open seas to St. 
Michael, past the seal islands, where 
are housed the seal herds be had so oft­
en hunted, and up the great river to 
Dawson and White Horse. The steamer 
Casca, one of the steamers built for the 
Stikine service, and which for some time 
lias been lying idle on skids at the Star 
ways in the upper harbor, had been sold 
to Adair Bros, of Dawson, and Capt. 
Cox was to have taken her to her own­
ers. This trip in itself is a daring one, 
for the frail river boats are not built 
to withstand weather snch as that of 
the northern seas. Although the mari­
ner skirts the shore, the logs of those 
who have made this trip in the river 
steamers show that It is one of daring, 
and therefore such a trip was one that 
the dead mariner would chose, for he 
was daring almost to recklessness, and, 
in fact, was a true son of the sea. The 
Casca was to have been ready two 
weeks from now, and then the Captain 
was to have followed his brother, Capt. 
Will Cox, who, in the Coqnitlam, is to 
tow the steamers Mona from Wran gel 
*>nd Glenora from Dutch, Harbor to St. 
Michael.

Capt. Cox was bom on the Nova Sco-

3jan-THOMAS FLEWIN DEAD.
Another death, which although not 

unexpected, will cause keen regret in 
the city, was that of Thomas Flewin, 
which occurred on Sunday "evening: The 
deceased who had spent close upon half 
a century in Victoria, had been ill for 
several months, and only a short time 
ago he transferred his business to his 
son on account of failing health. Mr. 
Flewin came to Victoria for the Hud­
son Bay company, arriving on their ship 
the Norman Mqrrison in January, 1853. 
He remained in the employ of the com­
pany for seven years, and then iteek ai 
position
wharves, which he held until 1878 when 
he accepted a position in the custom 
house, where he remained for four years, 
opening in 1882 the Capitol saloon on 
Yates street, and which he conducted 
until a few months ago, when he trans­
ferred the business to his sen, A. O. 
Flewin. Mr. Flewin was a native of 
Kent, England, and was 68 years of 
age. Thirty-two years ago he joined 
Victoria Lodge No. 1, I. O. O. F„ and has 
been a member in good standing ever 
since. He was also a member of the B. 
C. Pioneer society, and served as presi­
dent of that association in 1892. Two 
sons, John, government agent at Port 
Simpson, and A. €., of this city, sur­
vive him. A third son died two years 
ago. The funeral will take place to­
morrow afternoon at 2:15 from the 
family residence 36 South Park street, 
and at 2:50 from the Reformed Epis­
copal ch-urch. The members of the I. 
O. O. F. and Pioneer society will at­
tend.

While a man who never took an active 
part in the affairs of the community, 
he nevertheless took a keen interest in 
the advancement of his adopted city. He 
enjoyed the friendship of all the old- 
timers, among whom he was very popu­
lar, but in later years, except at the 
gatherings of the Pioneer society, he 
was not seen much in public.

Opinion Of a United States Paper On The 
Situation.

It appears by recent cable dispatches that 
the stories about the possible visit of form­
er President Kruger, of the Transvaal, to 
the United States are set on foot by the 
Boer agents in Europe, who cannot make 
up their minds that all of the resources of 
diplomacy are exhausted, in the attempt to 
secure intervention in South Africa; and 
who still have a faint hope that shonld 
Kruger visit this country, he might induce 
our government to interfere.

If Mr. Kruger or any of his advisers en­
tertains any srrdh *dea, he may 
speedily disabuse his mind of It. Kruger 
will encounter In the United States precise­
ly whet he has met in Europe; many ex­
pressions of profound sympathy both for 
himself and his country, but of material 
assistance absolutely nothing. Precisely 
the same would have been the case no 
matter what political party was in control 
of the government. With Mr. Bryan In the 
White House, the Boers would receive no 
more and no less than they will receive 
from Mr. McKinley; which Is practically 
nothing. In its endeavor to secure a re­
turn of peace to South Africa, the United 
States went to the full limit to which It 
could proceed without presenting an abso­
lutely hostile attitude. It offered Its ser­
vices as an intermediary between the par­
ties. The reply of the “British government 
was that It was not prepared to accept 
any mediation in the matter, and proposed 
to settle it entirely by the use of arms. 
Unless this government was prepared to 
intervene itself in the dispute, as it was 
compelled to do In the case of the Cuban 
war. there was nothing further to be done. 
It Is hardly suggested, even by the most 
ardent pro-Boers, that this government 
should proceed to Intervene by force of 
arms, and certainly It can Intervene in no 
other way.

The sooner Mr. Kruger and his advisers 
find out that there is nothing to expect 
In the line of intervention, either from the 
United States or from any other country 
in the world, the sooner peace will be re­
stored completely. The best thing that 
they can do Is to advise the leaders of the 
guerilla forces which remain under arms 
to submit themselves to the British author­
ity, and cease the further prolongation of 
a struggle which ceased to have any mean­
ing when all prospect of ultimate success 
vanished. It does not appear what author­
ity Mr. Kruger can still exercise over the 
men who still remain under arms in South 
Africa. If he has any, and he deserves 
the encomluns which have been frequently 
lavished uik>n him. he certainly should now 
exert his power to induce his countrymen 
to accept the conditions which have been 
offered them rather than to remain himself 
In a position of absolute safety and with 
his enormous wealth free from any danger 
of confiscation, and encourage his former 
brothers in arms to continue in the field, 
with their homes open to destruction their 
flocks and herds disappearing, their for­
tunes becoming completely dissipated, and 
their lives daily Imperiled,

93 Johnson Streetsteel gaff was slipped like a flash, and 
the prize was mine. As he flopped in­
to the boat, the hook fell Out! a wonder­
ful escape and great piece of luck.

We landed at once and after admiring 
our capture and going over the fight 
again, we struck camp and returned to 
Hut Creek House, from whence, by the 
kindness of Mr. George Blair, the fish 
was boxed and sent down to Ashcroft 
for exhibition, and to be photographed 
(amateur), and when he was finally eat­
en and pronounced excellent. Had I 
been returning direct to Ashcroft, I 
would have packed turn in ice and de­
spatched him to Mr. John Fannin for 
the benefit of your museum, as I do not 
remember ever seeing such a fine speci­
men there; but my programme includ­
ed visits to other and more northern 
lakes, and I did not wish to spoil the 
trip. However, if you will kindly hand 
him the dimensions and description of 
the fish, he may be able, if he cares, to 
construct a model wnich will give yonr 
local and visiting sportsmen an idea of 
what trout we have in our inland wat­
ers. and that they are, with patience, 
to be captured. And I know of old, Mr. 
Fannin’s skill and ingenuity in such 
matters.

At -Hut Creek House the spring wag­
on, harness, etc., w^s left, and we pro­
ceeded to Loon lake, Hi-Hinme lake and 
Kit-Wat-Ka lake, which are known to 
some of your Island fishermen, especi­
ally to Mr. B. W. Pearse. I had with 
me an Indian and his wife; the man to 
act as packer, boatman and horse 
guard, and the girl to cook and look 
after the camp; and they are both ex­
perts at the business, and from first to 
last of the ten days’ trip not a hitch of 
any kind occurred. We had three sad­
dle horses, three pack horses and my 
old driving mare, to act as “bell-mare,” 
and to keep the horses from straying — 
one pack horse took the boat, which 
comes apart in the centre and forms 
two handy packs of 05 pounds each; 
and the oars, rods, etc.; another, the 
kitchen and grub, and the third the 
tents, bedding and sleeping bags, spare 
clothi
was reached at noon, when the packs 
were all removed, cinches slacked and 
the horses allowed an hour's rest and 
grazing, while we had lunch 
Loon creek. Tracks of deer were 
numerous, and the drumming of grouse 
continuous. We then proceeded over a 
very bad and steep trail to Hi-Hinme 
lake, camp being reached at 7, at an al­
titude of 4,500 feet, a poor camping 
spot, as for miles the country is dense 
with scrub pine, making the hunting of 
a Strayed -horse a difficult job. Feed is 
very scarce and in lots of places the old 
snow was in patches two feet deep, and 
on the shady side of the lake the shore 
was deeply lined with the old snow; 
there was hard frost at night and one- 
half inch of ice on the water in camp 
bucket. Early next morning the lit­
tle boat was unpacked, carried to the 
water and put together, and I started 
trailing with a very small spoon, as at 
this time of year of course these fish 
don’t rise to the fly. July and August 
being the time for fly work, and when, 
I understand from my neighbor, Judge 
Cornwall fish from 3 pounds to 7 
pounds take freely and are very game. 
I trolled for three hours until driven 
back to camp by a gale of wind, the 
waves being eighteen inches to two feet 
high, and a snow storm. The little boat 
behaved beautifully, though of course it 
is impossible to make any headway 
against much wind; but with the wind 
she is safe in quite a bit of sea, being 
practically unsinkable. My basket was 
18 fish for the three hours’ work, 24 
pounds, all in good order and some pret­
ty trout up to 3 pounds.

I worked the lake next morning till 
10 o’clock with the eatqe result, and as 
it was still stormy and the horse feed 
so scarce, we struck camp and moved 
down to the head of Loon lake, descend­
ing to a lovely fertile valley, elevation. 
2,800 feet. Here capital sport was had 
with very gamy silvery little fellows 
from one-half to one pound, one after-

ica.Destructive Fire at Rivers Inlet Can­
nery—Strathcona Placed on 

Stikine.

Steamer Princess Louise, Capt. Sears, 
which arrived from Naas and way 
ports of northern British Columbia yes­
terday, brought news of a disastrous 
fire at the Victoria cannery on Rivers 
Inlet as a result of which the cannery 
and mill adjoining had a narrow escape 
from complete destruction, being saved 
only by the prompt and energetic work 
on the part of the employees. The fire, 
which occurred on May 29 last, com­
menced in the cook's house, and before 
it was subdued the cook’s house, Man­
ager Grant’s residence, the foreman’s 
house and several other buildings were 
destroyed. The cooper snop, which lay 
between the burning buildings and the 
cannery, was covered with wet blan­
kets, and these were kept wet by a 
stream from the small hose of the can- 

11 ad the fire spread to the coop­
er shop, nothing could have been done, 
it was feared, to save the cannery and 
mill. There being an abundance of ma­
terial i on the spot the work of recon­
struction was commenced at once, and 
the destroyed buildings will be at once 
rebuilt. The passengers could not give 
an idea of the extent of the damage, 
nor was anything learned of the cause 
of the firs.

After the fire an incident occurred 
which almost became a tragedy. S. 
Karaga, a* Japanese, was taking away 
some lumber belonging to John Thomp­
son, a nearby resident, when the watch­
man came and stopped him. In (tak­
ing the boards from the Jap they fell 
on his toes, and this caused the Jap’s 
temper to rise. Thompson paying no 
heed went into the cannery, and the Jap, 
having procured a club, waited outside 
for him. As soon as Thompson 
out the Jap struck at his head, and -had 
Thompson not dodged back and thrown 
up his arm to ward off the blow, the 
consequences would undoubtedly have 
been most serions. As it was, the blow 
broke his arm below the elbow.

The run of spring salmon on the 
Skeena had fallen off considerably when 
(he Princess Louise left that river, but 
bn the Naas the fishermen were 'Still 
taking a large number. The Hazelton, 
which was at Port Essington when the 
Tees left the Skeena, was making good 
time, having made her last trip to and 
from Hazelton in four days. The Cale­
donia and Monto Cristo were above the 
canyon, and the Strathcona had finish­
ed her work on the Skeena and was to 
go on to the Stikine. She had not ar­
rived àt Port Simpson when the Prin­
cess Louise left, but was scheduled to 
leave there yesterday for Wrangcl to 
commence service on the Stikine.

The Louise had a small passenger list. 
She will sail north on Thursday next.

Revision of By-laws.—A special meet­
ing of the Board of School Trustees has 
been called for this evening, when the 
question of the revision of the by-laws 
will be considered. At the last session 
of the legislature an amendment was in­
serted in the School act allowing the 
trustees to adopt by-laws to govern the 
proceedings of the board, and relating to 
teachers’ salaries and accommodation. It 
is these by-laws which the board will 
consider this evening. Before being ef­
fective they have to be approved by the> 
council of public instrneton.

A GOLDEN PYRAMID.

The C. P. R. has made 

substantial concessions in special rates 
just issued affecting the shipments of 
fruit and farm produce in British Col­
umbia. It will be remembered that 
Mr. R, M. Palmer, inspector of fruit 
pests, was appointed by the government 
a special commissioner to look into the 
matter of rates, and no doubt the con­
cessions are due at least in part to the 
railway company Having the matter 
properly placed before them.

One concession is that wharfage 
charges at Kelowna on through freights 
between points north of Okanagan 
Landing have been done away with.

Then as a special concession, the ship­
ment of mixed carloads of apples, 
fruits and vegetables at their respective 
rates will be allowed, subject to a 
minimum weight for the car of 30,000 
lbs., and a minimum quantity of 10,000 
lbs. of apples and other fruits in each 
car. This refers only to shipments 
from the Okanagan district to Ross- 
land, Nelson and Sandon.

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POINT ELLICE BRIDGE. out

To the Editor.
Sir,—Seeing that the city -council have 

adopted the report of the streets and 
bridges committee presented at the meet­
ing last Friday evening, it might be well 
for Victorians to consider the action of 
the city of Tacoma on a similar subject, 
especially after having had to pay through 
the nose, as It were, for the experience. 
Paragraph 2 of the report adopted on Fri­
day evening Is as follows: ‘‘Resolved, that 
the city engineer be Instructed to prepare 
>lams of a permanent traffic bridge at 
?o4nt Ellice, one for general traffic and one 

for both general traffic and tramway traffic 
purposes combined, with estimate of cost 
n each case.” The circumstances In Taco­

ma are as follows : There is an electric 
tram line running from the city of Tacoma 
to the city park at Point Defiance, and on 
this line there is a very high bridge crossing 
a deep ravine. That bridge has been con­
demned for tram and general traffic. The 
city decided to build a new bridge, and the 
tramway company agreed to contribute a 
reasonable share towards same. The mat­
ter came before the city council, and a vote 
of the aldermen was cast in favor of the 
arrangement. The mayor, after considering 
the matter, vetoed same, as he did not 
wl^h to have the tram line running over a 
city bridge, thereby incurring a liability 
upon the city in the event of an accident bv 
the tram cars, as in the case of the city of 
Victoria. His veto was then pnt to the 
vote of the aldermen, anfl was carried in 
his favor.

It appears that the ravine Is now to be 
spanned by two bridges, one to be built by 
the city for general traffic, and one bv the 
tramway company for tram car traffic.

The eltv of Victoria should weigh this 
matter carefully befoje any final action is 
determined in the construction of the bridge.
