The premier had
claimed that his desire was to crown
with absolute and complete autonomy
the territorial administration, but
everyone behind knew ten minutes
later that autonomy would not be com-
plete. It could not be said that the bill
was the result of consultation with the
representatives of the Northwest.
There was no representative in the
cabinet from the Northwest. It had no
friend in the cabinet. Parliament was
not legislating today for Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick, Quebec or Ontario,
but for the great West, and this with-
out Mr. Sifton being a member of the
cabinet. The premier was dangling the
portfolio of the interior before West-
ern followers to keep them quiet.

Parliament is all agog now as to
the nature of the compromise which
the government will propose on the
school question.

It is stated today that the school
clause now contains a simple declara-
tion that in the distribution of money
to schools the legislature shall not dis-
criminate against any particular class
of schools.

‘Warsaw, March 18.—The directors of
the Vistula railroad have asked for
troops to guard the bridges between
Siedles and Malkin in consequence of
the receipt of letters threatening their
destruction.

New York, March 18.—An unidenti-

DELINQUENTS ARE PUNISHED.

Artillerymen Implicated in Neva Inci-
dent Are Sentenced.

' St. Petersburg, March 18.—The ver-
dict of the courtmartial which tried the
officers and men of the batteries of ar-
tillery from one of which a shell was
fired during the blessing of the waters of
the Neva, on Jan. 19, seattering missiles
in the vicinity of the imperial pavilion,
was announced today. Capt. Davidoff
and Sub-Lieut. Kearzeff, of the 17th bat-
tery, were found guilty of neglect of
duty and sentenced to be dismissed from
the army and to imprisonment in for-
tress, the former to a year and ® half,
the latter one year and five months.
Sub-Lieut. Roth, Jr., was sentenced to
imprisonment for a year and four
months, Lieut. Roth, Sr., to detention in
quarters for three months, and two %un-
ners to detention with dl'sclpl at-
talions for two years.

Many Chinese refugees are arriving
from .the_south. ey report ill-treat-
ment by Japanese and say that Russian-
speaking Chinamen are hanged head
downward and placarded, ‘“‘The great
Russian trapslator.” They say also
that the Japanese take all supplies gra-
tis and that one Japanese general, an-
swering a request to pay at least a little
for provisions, declared that the “Chin-
ege dogs are not deserving of other treat-
‘ment.” -

The population of Bodun, southwest
of Harbin, fears, the arrival of the Jap-
anese. In another place Christian Chin-
ese carried Mantzyr, a noted Chinese
bandit leader who had been terrorizing
the region, outside and turned him over
to a Russian guard, which on March 15
brought him to Bodun after beating off
attempts at rescue. It is reported among
the Mongolians that some time ago a
large body of Japanese penetrated into
the country westward of Sinmintin, but
were expelled by Prince Diku. The
Chinese are reported to have sent out
a second and larger detachment. With
the many wounded who are arriving at
Harbin from the southward are crowds
of Russian inhabitants of the region
evacuated and employees of the railroad.

MILITARY DEMORALIZATION.

French Public Opinion Completely
Shaken in Ally's Abilities.

Paris, March 18.—The Russian de-
feat culminating with Gen. Kuropatkin’s
recall has ¢ompletely shaken French of-
ficial and public opinion regarding Rus-
sia’s ‘ability successfully to make head-
way agaiust the complications. ' The
first view that the Russian reverses were
part of a strategic plan is now entirely
abandoned and all comment turns upon
Russia’s accumulating misfortunes.

The recognized Russian organ, the
Echo de Paris, says: “Kuropatkin. fol-
lows the path of Alexieff, Stoessel, Or-
loff, Stark, \Grippenberg and ae«long list
of others in various stages of investiga-
tion and disgrace, and a despatch an-
nouncing that Captain Clado has been
relieved of all functions appears to em-
phasize the condition of Russia’s mili-
tary demoralization.”

The Figaro says: “Kuropatkin was
the victim of over-prudence and lack of
audacity. Military critics point out that
Gen. Linevitch did not graduate from
the school of cadets nor the military
academy, but began his service as a vol-
unteer and a private,

Peace Proposals Disappear.

The peace proposals, although recent-
Iy considered bright, now seem to have
disappeared, The officials say this is
due mainly to Japan’s insistence that
Russia will sue for peace, whereqs Rus-
sian. pride prevents her from taking the
initiative. Therefore, it is believed, the
war will be indefinitely prolonged with
the prospect of a steady series of Jug-
anese successes about Mukden. “Japan’s
approach to Siberia is considered to be
vne of the momentous epochs of the war
and as marking the first Japanese pos-
session of Asiatic territory hitherto held
by a European power.

The effect of the Japanesevadvnnceft.o
Harbin will be to controt the trans-Si-
berian railroad and the entire sweep of
eastern Siberia, including Vladivostok.
It is said that thiz possession of Rus-
sian territory may prove an important
faetor in support of Japan's claim for a
money indemnity. .

TEN MEN KILLED IN MINES.

Explosion in Virginia Causes Great
Destruction to Life and Property.
Charleston, W. Va., March - 18.—An

explosion occurred et the mines of the

New River Smokeless Coal and Coke

Company at TRush Run tonight, in

which' ten men were killed.

The explosion was in the Rush Run
mine and extended through to the Red
Ash mine, nearly two miles away, and
great flames of fire burst out of the
mouths of both mines.

There were about five men in each
mine who stayed there at night to
take care of the mine, and all were kill-
ed. The interior of the mines are in
such a statk at this hour that it is im-
possible for anyone to enter to investi-
gate.

New York, March 18.—A. Naples
despatch to the Herald says repeated
shocks of earthquakes were felt here
today (Friday) and at Avellino and
Benevento.

The zompany purchased
a steamer, the West Indian, and Captain
Scott brought her to Victoria in 1891,
with  general cargo. On this voyage
Captain Locke was again chief officer
under his old commander. ‘This was the
steamer in which Captain Scott figured
in the blockad running exploits mention-
ed above. After making the several
trips to the revolutionary belt, previous-
ly recited, the West Indian was laid up
in San Francisco bay for some time. 1In
1893, or thereabouts, Captain  Scott
started in her on a voyage down the
Mexican coast and was again wrecked
near Mazitlan. After losing his steamer
he returned tc San Francisco, and after
a brief residence there came on to Brit-
ish Columbia, where he embarked in a
mining venture in company with Cap-
tain Hughes, James McLaren, the . Ot-
tawa millionaire, and Robert Stevenson,
the well known mining®man of Similka-
meen,

Oddly enough, Mr. Stevenson is now in
Victoria on a visit, and with Captain
Locke, was one of the first to hear of the
tragic death of the gallant old sea dog
whom they both knew so favorably and
so_well,

Mr., Stevenson recalls many stirring
incidents in’ the career of this mighty
man of the sea. It is related, for in-
stance, that on one occasion in San
Francisco his ship was the scene of a
qifarrelsome mutirty. ‘Qaptain’ Scott
mastered the rebels single handed, and
by main force subjected the bully of the
company to an’ unwelcome voyage. In
Liverpool he was set upou by a number
‘of “sluggers,”” purposely employed to do
him up. The onslaught occurred on the
docks. mear his vessel, and the captain
spurning the odds against him, supplied
a company of his erew with cutlasses “to
enforce the Marquis of Queensberry
rules,” and pounded the whole gang of
his would-be assailants in turn,
much so that each and every one of them
had to be carried off the wharf.

‘Gen. Kuropatkin and the remnants of
the army which was defeated by the
Japanese on the Shakhe and Hun fivers,
and again around Mukden and Tie pass,
are now in the mountains a few miles
north of the southern entrance to the
pass, trying to shake off their pursuers,
who apparently are not going to repeat
the mistake of Liaoyang and allow the
Russian army to escape. Kuropatkin
has been reinforced by the garrison of
Tie Bing and other northern towns, and
4 few new .troops who were on their way
from Russia when the battle of Mukdén
began. But even with these there seems

The
distdnce from Tie pass to Harbin is
about 300 miles, and except for the first
few miles, every acre supports herds of
cattle and sheep. As far as the forage
is con ed, the Russians need have uo
fear.. ‘Hardly a pound of last year’s
crop of beans, millet or wheat left the
country, the Russans buying it all and
storing it at stations along the railroad,
immense sheds being erected for its re-
ception. They also purchased all the
cattle and horses, -and had Cossacks
herding them.

Red River Missionary Dead.

‘Winnipeg, March 16.—A pioneer mis-

sionary of the Red river passed away
this afternoon at St. Norbert in the
person of Monseigneur Ritchot, for
over forty years parish priest there.
Monseigneur Ritchot was a very prom-
inent figure in the early days of Mani-
toba and especially during the Red
river rebellion, when he endeavored to
keep the French halfbreeds in check.
He was one of the delegates of the then
provisional government to go to Ot-
tawa in 1870 with a bill of rights for
presentation to the federal authorities.
He was arrested at Ottawa for alleged
complicity in the murder of Thomas
Scott, but promptly released when the
case came to trial. was a
native of L’Assomption, Quebec, where
he was born in 1825, leaving there for
the Red river in 1862. He received the
title of monseigneur in 1893, when the
Pope created him apostolic prothona-
tory in recognition of his services.

Actian of Parisian Bankers Keenly Felt
at St. Petersburg.

Paris, March 16.—The postponement
of the new Russian loan continues to
occupy attention in financial invest-
ment circles. The bankers think the
loan is not a failure and that adjust-
ment may still be reached. One of the
bankers who went to St. Petersburg re-
lates that during a conversation with
M. Witte, the latter replied: “We can
afford to suffer a defeat in Manchuria,
but not one in Paris.”

This is taken to indicate a strong
feeling in St. Petersburg for all pos-
sible concessions to maintain Russia’s
financial position in the French market.
The peace movement has gained a
strong impetus by the postponement of
the loan and this leads to the report
that France is adopting strict means
to induce Russia to accept peage. How-
ever, authoritative statements made
that France has not taken any action
nor has Russia given any indication of
willingness to discuss peace.

The Japanese officials thus far have
not shown a disposition to accept the
view that they should adopt a magnani-
mous attitude towards Russia.

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COMPROMISE ON THE SCHOOL
/ QUESTION.

Harmony once more prevails at Otta-
'wa. .Amn agreement has been reached on
the school question. A constitutional
principle has been compromised on the
altar of political expediency. Once more
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has carried the day.
Henceforth, it ‘will not be denied that he
is dictator of the Liberal party and a
master of political strategy. Had the
Prime Minister started in with a propo-
sition simply to recogmize the right of
separate schools to exist in the North-
west, he might have been forced to
withdraw even from that, because pres-
‘sure to that end would have been inevit-
able and possibly as strong as it was
in regard to the recent proposals. By in-
serting clauses so palpably beyond, in
effect, what was ‘contemplated by the
British Neorth America Act, or any Act
gince that time, providing for or regu-
lating Separate Schools in the North-
" west, he allowed a wide margin upon
which to eompromise and at the same
time to make it impossible longer for the
“wicked partner” of the administration
to remain with it. Both things he has
most successfully accomplished. He has
carried his main point, the great object
which he had .in view, namely, that of

- engrafting on the .constitutions ef the
new provinces, as a permanent feature,
the principle of the recognition of separ-
ate schools as they now exist. It has
‘beem a:distinct triumph .in statescraft,
as great as might have been achieved by
the historic chief of his school of poli-
tics, Machiavelli, :

The dissentient Liberals, too, have
scored. They ‘have registered their
“kick,” ‘which id the now accepted term
for voicing disseut, to proposals to which
the . country would not  econsent;
and have succeeded .in obtaining other
proposals less unpalatable. They did
not' wholly succeed any more than did
Sir Wilfrid,. but they secured a “com-
promise,”’ the “very best they could do.”
‘This they were glad to obtain, for al
though they dared not swallow the pill
unsugargd, they uccepted any comprom-
ise that would "sqharé” with the ‘public
-conscience. . To have done otherwise
would have defeated the Government.
An appeal to the country on such a ques-
tion would have meant the overwhelm-
ing defeat of the Liberal party. So now
all are happy once more, except Clifford
Sifton, who finds himself no longer the
hero of “high tragedy,” but the victim of
strategy cleverer by far tham his own,
strategy which has lost nothing of its
‘finesse since the days of Loyola. Bach
side has stood out to the limit, barely to
the breaking point, of their political
consciences, and then conceded enough
to save the principle contended for by
‘the leader and just enough to save the
skins of his English supporters—a, pret-
ty melodrama, with comedy sufficient to
please the Premier and tragedy to alarm
hig partuners.

Compromises in practical politics are
inevitable; but compromises on questions
of principle are never expedient in the
public interests. They leave stains that
can never be erased; they leave legacies
that can never be evaded. Great Bri-
tain compromised with Spain in 1790 on
the Nootka question, because of the com-
plications in Europe at that time, and
lost the Pacific ‘Coast of North America,
#south of the 49th parallel, as a conse-
quence. ‘Great Britain compromised with
the United States after the war of 1812
'when the latter was beaten, over the
Oregon country, and lost the state of
(Washington in 1846. Great Britain com-
promised with Old Canida after winning
British North America from France, and
has had the French question ever since.
#0onsequences are never ending. Com-
promise on principles is the poison of
politics. ; :

The principle at stake in this instance
‘is not. the question of Separate Schools,
fecause that has been legally inherited
by compromise. It is the question of
the right of the new Provinces to deal
with their schools, subject to the di-
rection of the B. N. A. Act. We con-
tend, and have contended, that it is not
competent for the Federal authorities to
limit the pewers of the Provinces in any
way in regard to educational matters,
which are exclusively within their Jjuris-
diction. If they can Hmit them in any
one particular they can limit them in
any other particular. The B, N. A. Act
contains all the safeguards that are
necessary in the interests of denomina-
ticnal minorities. It follows then, it
seems to us, that if they cannot VAry
in the slightest the provisions of the Act
of Confederation, it was intended that
they sheuld mot legislate at all in the
matter. It was doubtless intended that
within the four walls of section 93 the
provinces shouid be supreme in their
powers. To introduce into the auton-

powers there are two courses open. The

Dominion afithorities can. exercise their
power of disallowance «©r there can be
resort to the courts, with a final appeal
to the Governor-Geueral in Council. It
seems to us that the Dominion Parlia-
ment might as well insert a general
clause in.the Autonomy Bill providing
that the new provinces shall not pass
any laws that are unconstitutional, as to
direct their action in respect to a parti-
cular law. Admittedly, such a provisiot
would be absurd.

‘Whether the educational clauses of
the Bill, when passed, could be attacked
in the courts, we do not know; but we
imagine they could. By an Act of the
Legislature in' contravention ofl the pro-
visions of the Dominion Aet, or in some
other way, the question doubtless coald,
and in all probability may, arise as to
the right of the Dominion to fetter the
free action of the provinces. We be-
lieve, in such an event, it will be held
that it has not such nright. Whatever
may be the outcome from a constitution-
al point of view, the action of Sin Wil-

25| frid Laurier at the present time has

sown the seed of religious discord for
many years to come in the Northwest.

THE DISGRAGE OF FAILURE.

The old Rothschild never had deal-
ings with a man who was not a success,
and he placarded the fact in his business
office. Napoleon would palliate a mili-
tary offence, but never a blunder. In
ordinary experience we see illustrated
over and over again the truth of the
adage that ‘“‘nothing succeeds like suc-
cess.”” The popular hero of yesterday,
in defeat, is the shattered idol of today.
And so it runs through life. Stoessel,
the defender of Port Arthur, who stood
on a pedestal, an example of great re-
sistance against fearful odds, the 're-
cipient of royal bouquets, is no longer
the hero of Russia or of the world. So
Kuropatkin, who was the embodiment of
his countty’s hope in the presenmt war,
because he met & crushing defeat at the
hands of the Japanese, has been dismiss-
ed from his command. . Whether he fail-
ed through incompetence, through tacti-
cal errors, or through irresistible forces
against him, matters not. He gliled.
No word of praise now for his masterly
retreats, for which he was eulogized by
the MRussian press. He goes back to
meet an angry Emperor, and a sullen,
disappointed people. ‘However strenu-
ously he fought, however heroically he
endured, he failed to defend his final
position; he lost at the critical moment
of a great campaign. ‘Thus the Russian
Autocrat rewards his true, if not success-
ful, servant. Because he eotﬂq not &é-
complish the impossible, the name of
Kuropatkin becomes tbe by-word of re-
“proach throughout the Empire. In the
disgrace of fajlure he seeks oblivion as
& soldier in the obliquy of an entire
nation. Linevitch, his successor; is hail-
ed as the savior of his country’s honor.
He will be praised and heroized for a
period in a measure commensurate with'
his predecessor’s humiliation. If ke, too,
fails, ag fail he will, he will follow iu
the line of victims to- popular clamor or
Imperial dictum.: ' The men who sit in
‘high places at Court and who are re-
sponsible for the conditions that brought
about their country’s shame now sit in

They will
even risk the Baltic fleet, their last line
of defence, like the throw of a dice, upon
the result. To carry on this war their
last vestige of credit is pledged in the
money market. Having in view the
prowess of Japan already displayed on
land and sea, still fresh after yictories
of momentous character, still unimpair-
ed in strength and vigor, and in control
of every point of vantage; and having in

Russia, -there seems to be but one end to
‘a course -suicidal in its very conception,
and that is absolute, certain, crushing
defeat. Without au army, without a
fieet, without prestige, without financial
credit, and with internal discord, seeth-
ing revolt and the intolerabie burdens of
war, what will the position of Russia be
among the nations of the world? This
is, of course, the blackest side of the pie-
ture. The fortunes of war are uncer-
tain and Russia may avert final defeat,
if she does not win, but the contingency
is remote, What the end will be no one
can: foretell. . It may be that, this mam-
moth Empiré, made up of many peoples
and the dismembered parts of former
nations, which it has taken centuries to
weld together, will itself be dismembered
and revert to its original elemeants or be
re-organized into other political combin-
ations, Thé work and dreams of Peter
thie Great seem about to suffer the Nem-
esis of a fate as cruel as was that med-
iaeval savage himself.

We have been asked to state that the
action arose in Adgust, 190264t of dis-
tress and sale proceedings. It was an
-action taken by the Canadian Canning
Company in that year for illegal seizure.
The action, we are informed. was hunz
up from time to time since by the plain-
tiffs. With it the present Government
had nothing whatever to do. and had no
knowledge of the case being in court un-
til apprised of it in the press.  The only
action taken at all was a request to the
Government counsel . in Vancouver, re-
tained in 1902, about a year ago to
try and have the case closed up.

In justice to Mr. iFagan, the tax col-
lector in Vancouver, who made the seiz-
ure and upon whom unjust reflections
have been cast, it may be stated that he
acted under instructions at the time
from the ‘Government, and that if a
blunder were committed, he is absolved
fzom the responsibility. for it.

" A RAILWAY POLICY.

The. Colonist has been_asked to ex-
plain more fully its remarks of, yester-
day with reference to a railway policy.
We regret that there should have been
a Jack of definiteness as to the mean-
ing intended to be conveyed, and we
; trust that we may be able to render it
i clear. We do net believe in evading an

issue by beclouding it with words.

There are, in our opinion, several gen-
eral propositions to be kept in mind as
governing the situation. 2

In the first place, the Province is with-
out financial resources to meet Habilities
greater than the prospect of increased
revenues wouald reasonably justify, We
cannot borrow to an extent which would
appreciably assist in railway building.
Therefore, it - follows that the Gover.-
ment cannot inaugurate any policy of ex-
tensive railway assistance. The money
18 mot in sight to meet the increased lia-
bility as it falls dune.

In the second place, it follows that the
Government, in formulating ‘a . policy,
must, with the foregoing facts in view,
take the responsihility of selecting from
among the many propositions before it
those which will meet the requirements
of the sections in ‘most pressing need of
transportation facilities, and at the §ame
time give promise of traffic sufficient to
Pay interest ou the bonds guaranteed.

In this respect, of course, the Govern-
ment must be prepared to take some
risk, based on evidence adduced, as to
the prospects of profit. It cannot af-
ford, however, to gamble or plunge.

The form assistance to railways
should take involyes several serious cou-
siderations. A borus of so much per
mile, to our mind, is the most objection-
able form of assistance, because it pre-
sents a free gift without a direct return
in ‘benefits, There are indirect returns
in the way of revenue from railway
building, but as we have contended so
many times, the responsibility to the
Province_iu the way of expenditure in
present circumstances is always greater
than the benefits from increased revenue.

Land bonnses, though, as we have
said, they can be granted so as to re
move largely the objections which have
been truthfully urged against thém in'
the past, are not in harmony with pub-
lic opinion; and. moreover, we fear that
the conditions that would have to be im-
Dosed in order to make them acceptable
to the public would render them not ac-
ceptable to the railway promoter.

The last and most favored policy of
asgistance is that of' guaranteeing bonds
under conditions guarding the public. in-
terests. . If the railway ig a success, the
country lpses nothing, and the railway
company is placed in a better position
to sell, the bondg than by any other mode |
of assistance. the Government fak-
ing a mortgage on the railway line!

REPORT OF FISHERY DEILEGA:I'I'ON

e "report of the delekition to Otta-

wa, consisting’ of Hon. Chas. Wilson
and Mr. J. P. Babcock, Fishery Com-
missioner, was laid before the Iegisla-
ture the other-day. From a perusal of
its pages, it dppears that the results of
the negotiations with the Dominion au-
thorities are very unsatisfactory indeed.
At the time the delegation, at the invita-
tion of the Prime Minister, went to the
Dominion. capial, we predicted that the
attitude of the Dominion would be whol-
ly unfavorable to the claims of British
‘Columbia, Tt was evident that the oth-
er provinces had no desire to retain con-
trol of the'r fisheries on account of the
financial liability involved. Up to the
present time, the Dominion Government,
in respeet to the fishery services of Can-
ada, outside of-British Columbia, has
spent. largely each year in excess of the
revenue .received. In fact, the fishery
Tevenues of the other provinces are only
of an incidental character, and cannot
be said to coustitute a factor worth con-
sidering. On the other hand, in British
Columbia the revenues for the past fif-
teen years amount to about forty per
cent. of those of the whole of the Dom-
inion. ' The singular disparity arises out
of the fact that fishery conditions are
different in the East, and, therefore, the
provinces could not make their inland
fisheries anythin{ like pay for the cost
of management. In our case, the Domin-
fon has made a large yearly profit, which
was a direct tax upon the fishing indus-
try. ' It was, therefore, to ‘have been ex-
pected that the influence of the Eastern
Provinces, .the governments of which
are in political sympathy with the au-
‘thorities at Ottawa. would be all in og
position to the proposals made on beha
of British Columbia. From the reply
‘of Hon. Mr. Prefontaine to' the delega<
tion this is quite apparent. :

A strong
vince assuming control of the fisheries
is that, owing to the distance of this
Coast from the centre of administration
at Ottawa, the special conditions of the
fishing industry here are not understood
as they shonld be by the Dominion” aun-
thorities, avd it is natural to conclude
that the Provincial Government, with
more or less:personal knowledge of the
industry, and with its own. officials al-
'ways on the spot, could legislate for and
regulate the fishery industry to much
greater advantage. We think that the
experience ‘of the past will  justify the
e Provincial Gov-
ernment in this respect.

_Bnut, perhaps, the’ most important fea-|
‘ture at the present time is the failure of
the Dominion Goverument to live up to
the agreement’ made between Sir Louis
H. Davies,7%ho was Minister of Mar-
ernment of British Columbia. It was
then recognized and understood that the
Province had a distinet claim for finan-
cial reimbursement, and. as a conse-
quence, a “modus_vivendi” was entered
into whereby the Dominion Government
should retain contrel and account to the
Province for such portion of ‘the fees
arising out of the fisheries as might be
agreed upon until a final settlement was
arrived at. It is now 1905, and noth-
ing has been done, and to judge from
the tone of Mr. Prefontaine’s letter we
are farther from a conclusionr than ever.

We have referred to the question of
Tevenue and ekpenditure as between the
Province and the rest of the Dominion.
A staten‘{znt published in the report
shows that since 1877 the total expendi-
ture by the:Dominion in the Province
on account of fisheries amounts to $408,-
430, and that the revenue in respect to
‘the same received by the Dominion
amounted to $545,920, or a difference of
$137,490 in our favor.

Mr. Prefontaine is not inclined, how-
ever, to go back of 1901, and says that
taking revenue and expenditure into con-
sideration for the past four years there
is.a balance in favor of the Dominion as
against us of $102,315. This is ingen-
ious, but not honest. The expenditares
made include $76,000 for eruisers in th
fishery protection service .and geveral
new hatchéries. Now,  these large’
amounts should properly be charged in
any event to capital account and British
Columbia with the annual amount of in-
terest only; but apart from that the
cruisers referred to were built ostensibly
for deep sea purposes and are of no prac-
tical use in the protection of our salmon
fisheries, from which the whole of the
fishery revenue of the Province is pro-
duced. As a matter of fact, judging
from results, the Kestrel and the Pet-
rel’s usefulness to the fisheries of the
Pravince in any particular is very Hmit-
‘ed indeed.

AMENDMENTS TO THE ASSESS-
MENT ACT.

—

The promised amendments to the
Assessment Act were lald before the
Legislature on Wednesday in the form
of a bill by the Honerable Minister of
Finance. The bill in question, with one
or two important exceptions, embodies
the recommendations of the Assessment
Commission, which were published in
full and were dealt with editorially in
the Colonist some weeks ago. It is,
therefore, quite unnecessary to discuss
the matter at any length. So far as
practicable the  complaints made
against the present Assessment, Act
have been considered and dealt with.
A differentiation in wild lands as be-
tween lands held for real estate, for
speculative and other purposes, and
lands that were held for timber and
coal purposes, has been made and they
have been classified  accordingly for
assessment.. The objection to the
assessment of personal property had
careful consideration and, although it
wag found impracticable to do away
with it in present circumstances, a re-
duction has been made to two-thirds

THE DYKING BILL.

On Wednesday the Chief Commis-
sioner brought down a Bill to adjust
dyking assessments. The object of this .
important measure was explained in '
yesterday’s Colonist and little more is
necessary to be said in that regard. It
is intended to give relief to the set-
tlers In the different dyking districts
whose lands are affected. The total
obligation assumed by the Government,
which stands under the Public Dyk=
ing Act as a charge against the lands,
amounts to $981,219. As appears from
the report of the Inspector of Dykes

There were several courses open to
the Government. One was the proposal
made some time ago to the Govern-
ment to assume the entire obligation
and give back to the settlers one-half
of the land free of obligations on ac-
count of the dyking. This would have
been obviously unfair to the rest of the
Province which has assumed 80 large a
liability over that particular section of
the country. The other was to-allow
the law to take its course and sell or

of assessment charges. The latter
course, it was felt, would have en-
tailed a great -hardship on the land-
holders and the Government, though
it would have been strictly within its
rights, did not feel that it was Jjustified
in taking such extreme measures.

Under the present bill it is proposed
to reduce the total Hability by wiping
out the sum 'of $360,278 and making
the land liable, as formerly, for the
remainder of the obligation, which
amounts to $621,000. In other words,
the Government says “we will give the
settlers another chance.” TUnder . the
new bill Pitt Meadows, instead of pay-
ing $2.72 as the annual assessment per
acre, will pay $1.67. Coquitlam, in-
stead of paying $3.21 per acre, will pay
$2.04. The various amounts are about
as follows, per acre, for all annual
charges :

This is owing
to the fact that the annual assessment
for that district under the old arrange-
ment was very much lower than will
be the lowest assessment under  the
new arrangement, and on the whole; the
conditions in Chilliwack are much
more favorable than those in the other
districts.

It is very little use in harking back
and’ saying that dyking arrangements
were a mistake and should never have
been undertaken. The Government at
the time did what was considered in the
very best Interests of the settlers and
if the enterprises were carried out at
too great a cost it arose from the lack
of experience in those matters. Cer-
tainly, the cost of the Province has
exceeded anything that was anticipated
at the outset and as a charge agamst
the land is unduly burdensome. Prob-
ably the chief complaint against the
present proposal. will be not that a
reduction is being made at a1, but
that it is not sufficiently great. We
do not believe that even with the re-

Russian writers have  charged that
Kuropatkin has been doing all he can to
cast blame from himself.

IRELAND’S PATRON SAINT.

History. and, Legend of St. Patrick— |
Birthday Universally Celebrated.

Saint Patrick, the patron of Ireland,
whose memory ‘is held dear wherever
sons of -Krin are found and the sham-
rock leaf is worn, was born A. D. A
Butler says that if the virtue of children
reflects an honor on their parents, much
more justly is the name of St. Patrick
rendered illastrious by the innumerable
lights ef sanectity' with. which the church
of Ireland, planted by his labors, in the
most remote corner of the then known
world; shone during many ages, and by
the colonies of saints with which it peo-
pled many foreign countries.

St. Patrick was born in a village called
Bonaven Taberniae, which seems to be
the town of Kilpatrick, on the mouth of
the River Clyde, in Scotland, between
Dunbarton and Glasgow. He called
himself both Briton and Roman, or of a
mixed extraction, and said his tather was
of a family named Calphurnius. Some
writers call his' mother Conchessa, and
same say she was a niece of St. Martin
of Tours.

Made a Slave.

In his 16th year, Patrick was carried
into captivity, by certain barbarians, to-
gether with many of his father’s vassels
and slaves. They took him to Ireland,
where he was obliged to keep cattle on
the mountains. While he lived thus, it
is said, God quickened him to a sense of
his duty. He forsook his family and
consecrated his soul to the Creator, who
carry His name to the ends of the earth.
He traveled over the whole island, pen-
etrating to the remotest cormers, visiting
every province. He ordained clergymen,
induced women to live in holy widow-
hood, consecrated young maidens and
ordained monks. He took nothing from

he trained to serve at the altar. The
success of his efforts cost him' many per-
secutions.

Disciplined Church. .

St. Patrick held several councils to
settle the discipline of the church. St.
Bernard and others testify that St. Pat-
rick “fixed his metropolitan see at Ar-
magh. He estalished somc. other bis-
‘hops as appears by his council, and other
' monuments.. He not only converted the
whole country by his preaching and mir-

acles, but rendered Ireland ‘“a most
flourishing garden in the church of God”
and a country of saints.

Curt Dlsmfssol of the Russian

Criticised by the British
Journals,

Daily Msll’s Correspondent Says
Czar Practicaiy Is a
Prisoner.

London, March 18.—No further news
regarding the situation in Manchuria
or of the whereabouts of Admiral Ro-
Jestvensky’s squadron has reached Lon-
don. The greatest sympathy is ex-
pressed by the British press and pub-
‘lic for General Kuropatkin, and there
is strong criticism for the curt man-
ner of his dismissal, without a word of
thanks for past services. General Kuro-
patkin is considered to have been to
a large extent a victim throughout the
campaign of the interference of former
Viceroy Alexieff and the Grand Ducal
party, and never to have had a free
hand /or: proper support in men and
measures. Little or nothing is hoped
for from the appointment of General
Linevitch, whose task is admitted to be
almost superhuman.

All the St. Petersburg correspondents
of London newspapers are most pessi-
mistic. The Daily Mail’s correspondent
thinks “the central fact of the situa-
tion is that since the blessing of the
Neva (January 19) the Emperor has
been a prisoner at Tsarskoe-Selo and
never once has ventured out to the
capital. :

“In the moment of the greatest na-
tional emergency, needing the greatest
sympathy, the government and the peo-
ple, the ruler remains secluded behind
triple bars and bayonets, as remote
and absolutely aloof from the people
as if he were in another planet.”

The Morning Post’s and other corre-
spondents make gloomy predictions
that the internal troubles will prevent
the continuance of the war.

It is reported that steamers are be-
ing chartered in London for Russian
account for Nikolievsk, on the Amur
river, which port will be used to run
supplies’ into Manchuria now that
Vliadivostok is closed by the Japanese
navy.

EPIDEMIC OF SPOTTED FEVER.

New York Bogrd.-o?—Health Deal With
Peculiar Outbreak.

New . York, March 17.—President
Darlington, of the New York city board
of health, today appointed a commis-
sion to study and devise a means of
preventing the spread of cerebro spinal
meningitis. The disease has been preva-
lent in some sections of the East Side
and $25,000 has been applied to find 4
means of terminating it. So danger-
ous is the -epidemic of cerebro spinal
meningitis, or “spotted fever,” in the
boorer sections of the city that the
health department officials are alarmed
and say extraordinary steps must be
taken to stamp it out. - But what handi-
caps them in their work is the admit-
‘ted fact that physicans, while know-
Ang it is a germ disease, do not know
‘how to treat it successfully. The
health commissioner has asked for an
appropriation to employ. experts to
make an investigation. !

public aid might be given.

The recommendation of the Central
Farmers’ Iustitute that the board should
favor the establishment of a mational
park and forest reserve, carried unani-
mously, the only debatable point’ being
the location of the same.

Respecting the creation of a board of
harbor commissioners, some discussion
ensued as to the desirability of the
board framing an act or leaving the mat-
ter in the hands of the Ottawa govern-
ment.

Mr. Pitts, before taking up the regu-
lar business, announced, on the ques-
tion of the harbor commission’s report,
that Mr. Prefontaine had suggested that
the pilotage board be amalgamated with
the proposed board of harbor commis-
sioners.

Victoria Harbor Improvements—
Dredging in the inner harbor is progres-
sing, but the new dredger promised is
required urgently, and until in operation
the work of dredging the harbor cannot
proceed satisfactorily; the present plant
being obsolete through age. Some pro-
gress has been made off the B. & K.
wharf, and there is now in the channel
at that point 16 feet of water, excepting
over Dredger rock, which is in the fair-
way, and has only a depth of 11 feet.
The work done in deepening the harbor
will be of no great advantage to the
port until Dredger rock is removed to
a depth of 16 feet to wcorrespond with
the surrounding depth.

Your committee hope that the Domin-
ion government will be prevailed upon to
take immediate steps to remove Dredg-
<r rock.

“We therefore feel it our duty to sug-
gest that in all cases of existing rail-
roads or charters on and for Vancouver
Island running powers should be provid-
ed for other roads, and in the granting

.of new charters the usual clause or

clauses should be inserted in the special
act governing the same, providing for
running powers, ete., to other road¥,"
Ject to the regulating powers of the com-
mission. That simiiar conditions should
be sought in connection 'with the owner-
ship of that portion of the Songhees re-
setves to be used for terminal rajlroad
and wharfage purposes, whether it be-
comes the property or under control of
the city of Victoria or any company or
person soever.” !

‘We are pleased to report that the C.
P. R. Co. are taking up the matter with
the Tramway Co. with the prospect of
bringing it to a speedy and successful is-
sue.

Mr. Morley said the committee found
on counsulting Mr. Marpole that it was
discovered that the C. P. R. was not as
vet seeking a charter to build to the
north erd of the Island, but the com-
mittee had a very satisfactory interview
with the officials respecting the running
powers of other roads. The railway
eommission was said to be all-powerful
in protecting the interests of the coun-
try; but the committee thought it would
be well to make it absolutely necessary
that the people’s
safegnarded—also the interests of rival
railway companies, who should have
equal privileges.

Mr. Morley moved the adoption and
amendment of the report in the manner
outlined.

This was seconded by W. H. Marcon,
who said the people should watch cor-
poration encroachments in every way.

The motion earried.

P. C. Macgregor thought a commit-
tee of the board of trade should wait on
the railway officials and press upon them
the necessity of extending. the road to
the north end of the-Island.

Replying to Mr. Morley, Mr. Lugrin,

M. Kiriloff concludes that the -chief
cause of the reverses was the complete
inactivity of the general staff.

Captain Clado, who was chief tac-
tician under Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky,
writing to the Novoe Vremya, attribufes
to the navy faults much the same as
those which M. Kiriloff has ascribed to
the army, the main shortcoming being a
lack of -scientific training and a dispo-
sition. to regard stich a training and the
science of war in general with con-
tempt.

Delegates from British Columbia and
Nova Scotia are urging upon the Do-
minion government the granting of a
bonus on a tonnage basis to promote the
shipbuilding industry on the Canadian
sea-coasts. It is understood that a bonus
of $5 a ton is sought. The Nova Scotia
government has offered an additional
bonus, it is said, on vessels built at
Nova Scotian yards. This movement is
of especial interest to Victoria, where
the shipbuilding industry is growing
continually. At the present, time there
are one Or more projects under way for
the bnilding of steamers. Oue of these
is that of Captain Stromgren and asso-
ciates, who intend to build a steam
freighter for general freighting in Brit-
ish Columbia waters. It is reported
that the steamer which Captain Buck-
beltz and associates had idtended to
build at the Wallace Bros. yard at Van-
ceuver, the keel of which had been laid,
will not now be built. = This report,
however, cannot at present be verified.
The work on the steamer Venture is
progressing rapidly, the boilers for the
steamer being expected daily. The ves-

Today Victoria occuples a leading position amongst the tourist resorts of America, and literature describing
and illustrating its attractions is to be found in all the leading cities and resorts frequented by the traveler in search
of relaxation, health or pleasure. This was not so three years ago. It was difficult to learn anything about Viec-
toria anywhere away from home. No one would have dreamed then of describing it as a tourist resort, especially
our own citizens. But how different today. Let one take a walk along Government street and notice the store win-
dows. There will be found sufficient evidence that Victoria has all the ear-marks of the usual tourist city. How

few letters were received previous to 1902 from people desirous of spending their vacations or of residing here, com-
pared with the thousands since. The reputation the city now enjoys for its scenery, climate and natural surround-
ings has made everyone who has heard of Victoria, and who contemplates a trip to the Pacific Coast, desirous of
visiting us. It is only fair, then, to assume that, through the extensive advertising of the past three years, and on
account of the cheap railway rates from all parts of the United States and Canada to Portland, which will be
avallable to Victoria, that an immense number of visitors will be here this year.

The ordinary tourist is often the forerunner of the permanent resident. His trip is often taken to spy out the
land for a new home, and especially if he has lived in a rigorous climate, sub ject to extremes of heat and cold. It
is, therefore, essentially necessary that no stone should be left unturned to increase Victoria's attractiveness as a
residential city and its popularity as a vacation resort.

It is a great mistake to assume that this necessity devolyes either upon the City Council or the Tourist
Association. Individual effort is indispensable. Every citizen should feel a pride and a pleasure in living in a city
that has had so many nice things said about it, such as many celebrated travelers have given utterance to during the
past few years, and, therefore, should do his uttermost to increase its attractiveness.

There is no greater object lesson of the
beauty of this improvement than Linden avenue and Elliott street. There is no doubt but that this had something

to do with the readiness with which the lots on these new streets found purchasers, and it is hoped that every new
street that is opened up will be laid out in this way. -

; To clean the sides of the streets should be the endeavor of the city, especially upon those streets through which
the electric cars run, so far as finances will allow. = There is no city on the Coast .where. the streets generally are
cleaner than those of Victoria. This has been asserted by strangers time and again, and particularly by the
engineers of the several cities in the Northwest when they visited here some time ago. Then, again, the large amount

of permanent sidewalks laid last year and in preyious years has done much to add to Victoria’s appearance and to
stamp it as a prosperous and progressive city, and probably this work will go on again vigorously this year.

There are many other matters along these lines that might be dealt with here, such as the re-planting of the
flower beds in ‘Bastion Square, the renovating of the fountain, the putting of Pandora street into a children’s park,
and many other improvements that would go a long way to add to our city’s at tractiveness; but perhaps sufficient
has been said to induce citizens to act individually, first, and, if 8o,:collective action will not be long delayed.

In order to improve the popularity of Victoria as a resort there is very little that is needed ‘except to establish
more amusements; in faet, this is absolutely necessary. It is quite possible to draw a large number of  visitors
from year to year to admire our scenery and to enjoy our climate, but unless there are means of recreation it will
be difficult to get these people more than once; while, if there were a number of amusements in full swing, we
would continuously draw a crowd of people; especially from the Sound and near-by cities, to spend a few days
Whenever they wanted a vacation. In the case of visitors from Eastern points it is just as nec . Very few
people will come froem larger cities to spend their winter or summer here if, after they have visited the wvarious
points of interest, there is nothing further for them to do and nothing to amuse them; therefore, nothing is so
imperative at the present time in order to make this city popular as a resort, as well as a residential city, than
that certain amusements should be inaugurated. In this connection a People’s Palace is certainly above all others
what is required. Those who on fine evenings visited the Douglas Gardens can realize in a measure what enjoyment
could be derived from such a place of amusement, where concerts could be given every night in the year, summer
and winter, and where innumerable other entertainments and attractions could be provided.  The difficulty of raising
the necessary capital for such a desirable resort is, of course, the impediment, and it is unfortunate that, unlike
some cities of the East and of the Old Country, we have no wealthy people here imbued with such a love for our lov-
able city to donate such a necessity to us; therefore, it seems as if we must continue to plod along, making the best
of what we have and not complaining of what we have not, until the time comes that sufficient capital and enterprise
can be secured to accomplish the desired end. i

Next in importance is the necessity for public bathing facilities. At present we have not even a swimming
bath. The writer remembers twenty years ago in England, cities of a smaller size than Victoria were compelled to
provide public baths from a sanitary standpoint. Such being the case, it is inconceivable that in the enlightened
‘West, where most of the people are well-to-do, it is impossible to establish and maintain what is such a necessity,
and which, on account of the salt water, would be such: an attraction. This is, again, a question of finance:

To persons of limited means, however, who wish to take advantage of the large floating population in the
summer in order to embark in some profitable enterprise, there are several things that might .be inaugurated—
namely, the purchase of a few donkeys or goats for the use of children in the park or at some such place as Oak Bay;
the inauguration of glass-bottom boats; the hiring of small yachts to visitors; the inauguration of a small steamboat
service from Victoria around to Esquimalt or some other suitable place that would make one or two trips daily for
a b0-cent fare, which would not onlybe found profitable, but add very much to the pleasure of visitors. These are
within our reach and should not be difficult to obtain for this summer. Each successive year the business would
increase, and so would the popularity of the city

Many of these suggestions can be carried out by individual citizens, and it is hoped that they will be. Very
often too much is expected of the city council, associations or corporations, in the belief that they are the only and
proper persons to inaugurate these things. These bodies, on the other hand, have usually &ll they can do in other
directions with the money at their disposal. Therefore let every individual this year do his best to improve the
appearance of the city and to provide more amusements and recreations, and Victoria ‘will receive a great aid in her

FROM ROSSLAND CAMP.

News of the Mines and Tonnage Ship-
ped for Week.

Rossland, B. C., March 18.—A. Hill,
manager and consulting engineer of
the Le Roi No. 2, and Director C.
D. Haggard, who have been here in-
specting the properties of the Le Roi
No. 2 for the past week, will leave for
London tomorrow. Mr. Hill was seen
today and he made the important an-
nouncement that the intention is to
explore the properties of the company
to depth. ;The workings are now down
to the 900-foot level, and the intention
is to deepen them to a level with the
reecently found rich ore shoot on the
1,450-foot level of the Le Roi. Mr.
Hill said he was negotiating with A.
J. McMillan, managing director of the
Le Roi, with a view to obtaining his
consent to' reaching the low: levels of
the Le Roi No. 2 from the lower levels
of the L. Roi mine. It was Mr. Hill's
impression that such explorations
would be of benefit to both ‘mines.

no agreement had yet been reached.
No matter, however, what the result
of the negotiations with the Le Roi
might be, the policy of the manage-
ment was for deeper mining. The re-
cent developments in the Le Roi, Cen-
tre Star and War Eagle have reésulted
in the finding of shoots of ore of a
high and good grade, and this lends
encouragement to the belief that simi-
lar results will follow from deeper ex-
plorations in the Le Roi No. 2.
