They bad awakened public feeling, they had
eaused heads of households to pay great at-
sention to the sanitary condition of their
houses, and landlords had  already begun to
examine she sanitation of - their property. To
his ‘own nal knowledge since the
first World article on  this  sub-
ject ‘appeared ' steps had been ‘taken to
abolish privies on -several properties and
disinfectants were being extensively used by
owners and occupiérs. these things as-
sisted to check disease'already existingand to
provens further oatbreaks.

Bhocking Revelations—*‘Deadly” Streets.

In certain districts of the: West and North-
west of the city, the sanitary oondition is
shockingly bad and' the violation of sanitary
laws outrageous. There #re cottages with
privies which have only been emptied once in
three or four years, where the liquor is con-
stantly escaping and saturating . the floor.
When one of the flour boards is raised there
is. a mass of greenish-looking filth, from
which a sickly wmnell emanates. There are
houses with privies and no cesspool. Al
filthy water has to be thrown in the back yard
or down the privy, grossly aggravating the
evils of a privy.

Tanff Bill before the Senate Finance Commit-
tee on Wednesday. -The committee decided
that the measure should not yet be given to
the public. Nevertheless, more or less of its
details bave leaked out. It is said that the
bill contemplates a reduction of revenue to
amount of $66,000,000, mostly on suear
and tobacco. To show the secrecy observed
it may be mentioned that senators leaving

/thé chamber left their copies of the bill with
the clerk to be locked up. This was by mu-
tual agreement on both sides. Democratie
papers say the-bill is one for making sugar
and- - tobacco” free, while overcoats and
blankets are still to be kept under tribute,
The labor of comparing this bill, presented by
the Republican majority of the Senate —with
the Mills bill, presented before by the Free
Trade majority of the House, would .be gigan-
tic. . And it seems very doubtful whether
House and Senate will be ablé to do mueh
more than make a pretence of comparing the
two during the five weeks intervening be-
tween now and the presidential election day.
It is very unlikely indeed that any tariff bill
can be passed this session : the mosp that can
be effected will probably be for each party to
put, its record on the tariff question befors the
pevple.

days, he arrived at the Asylum cmered with
cuts and bruises, and his health s0 much re-
duced that he died two weeks after ms admis-
sion. These injuries were all inflicted upon
himself during his stay in the Jail.

This case plainly proves how unable
the Jail authorities are to munage these
raving maniacs, and how necessary it is that
to*e changes be made in the present system.

herefore I consider it incumbent upon the
eity authorities, now thet they are enlarging
ail, to procure suitable accommodation,
dther in the Jail or elsewhere, for these
patients, where they can be attended to by
g:operly trained persons till they can
removed to the Asylum. This matter
has been brought before the public on several
previous occasions, but no steps have been
taken in the matter, However, I hope that
mow the authorities will see that some-
shing is done for the comfort and safety
of these unfortumt.e individuals.
