Loxpox, June 13.—The House of Com-
mons presents a dreary spectacle this
month. Few of us put in more than an ir-
regular attendance, for we have to hold the
fort in our various constituencies, and a
close siege is being laid by our adversary.

We have not so much time in prepara-
tion as is allowed in the Presidential can-
vass. Parliamént will be dissolved on the
25th, and’ in’ less than: 10 days sll the
borough elections will be over, and by the
vhird week in July we shall know the re-
sult everywhere. It is not a question of
:uitiug four or five months for the ver-

ict.

Mr. Gladstone Leads Off,

Mr. Gladstone begins the campaign next
week, first fortifying himself with a dinner
at the Garrick Club with some of his sup-
porters. Mr. Balfour cannot look after his
election until all is over in Parliament. The
ress of us are left to do the best we can for
ourselves. Meanwhile we flit about the
House like so many ghosts. The necessary
business has to be wound up. The Govern-
‘ment finds itself with little or no opposition.

The Conservatives are decidedly more
impatient for the fight to in than the
Gladstonians. ‘‘ Home Rule” when put
straight to the people. a dose
to swallow. It may ‘be gulped down, but
the Gladstonians - evidently have grave
doubts about it. The Unionists, are grow-
ing more confident every day, and so the
rival armies stand at preseat.

3 The Parnellites.

The interesting thing is what is to be-
come of the Parnellites. One or two agents
have been over here from the United States
to enquire into the position of affairs, and I
believe have gone back rather puzzled. The
Parnellites under Mr. T. Harrington and
John Redmond at present number 30 menin
the House of Commons—a formidable con:
tingent, if théy hold their own, and
they might be able to decide the fate of the
next government, but the anti-Parnellites;
backed by the priests, are confident that of
these 30 seats they can capture 2, leaving
» miserible remnant of six to represent the
views of the late ‘‘uncrowned king” in the]
next Parliament. This, of course, means
simply annihilation. Mr. Redmond has gone
to America to see if he can get pecuniary
help, but the anti-Parnellites do not care
sbout that. They say that with or with-
out money they can put the Parnellites to
total rout. In that case about 79 Irish
votes in Parliament will be cast *for Mr.
(iladstone as long as he obeys the bidding
of the owners thereof; when he resists they
will cast them for the Conservatives. The
old game of see-saw is to be renewed.

storms prevailed in different parts of Spain
gelterdny and heavy loss of life and injury
y ligl::;in'g are reported. The electricity
appeared to pick out churches as objects
on which to show its power, 'and unfortu-
nately it did so while the services were in
progress. At Melias, in the province of
Orenz, the parish church was crowded with
worshippers attending mass when the
storm burst. Though the peals of thunder
were very low and the flashes of light
ning extremely vivid, not much attention
was paid to the storm at first. Suddenly a
most terrific crash of thunder, followed al-
most immediately by a flash of lizhtninﬁ
that was blinding /in its intensity, cause
the worshippers #gspring to their feet in
fear: Women ked in terror and little
children clutched their parents in
fear.
