The 
cement, brick and mason work were done 
by Wm. Marwick ; the painting, inclu­
ding two handsome signs, by F. J.. 

R. C. JMcLeay and R, Spal­
ding looked after the wiring and electric 
fixtures, and the plumbing, heatipg, &c 
were installed by Mr. T. Dodds. Mr. W.

The missionary convention 
held in London was one of the really 
significant gatherings of the year.

Five awards to Canadians by the 
Carnegie Hero Fund Commission 
two of them to men who gave up 
their lives trying to save others 
That fund is a recognition of true 
nobility.

Canada is credited with consum­
ing 12 litres of beer per capita per 
annum. The United States con­
sumes 46 litres, Belgium 221 litres, 
and Bavaria 240 litres. A litre is 
0.22 of a gallon.

Canada is now fifth among the 
wheat growing, countries of the 
world. Last year she was seventh. 
The countries showing the greater 
production are : the United States, 
Russia, British India and France in 
the order named.

Canada now has a woman publisher. 
Mrs. Andrew T. Hind, a Lindsay 
girl, has continued the publication 
of the Bosthem Enterprise since 
her husband’s death, and has an in­
creasing circulation and advertising 
patronage to her credit.

There should be no sympathy for 
the impersonator at Chatham who 

-has been sentenced to six months 
for illegal practises in the Federal 
elections. On whatever side such 
offences occur, they are not to be 
condoned by law-abiding people.

The growth *of rural Ontario is 
far*from satisfactory. There were 
344,753 moiie of the people living in 
cities or towns of over 4,000 in June 
than there were ten years ago, and 
7,798 fewer people living on the 
farms and in the small villages. 
There is a need for a ‘‘back” to the 
land” movement. The increase in 
the cost of living goes to show it.

Farmers who petitioned for free 
rural mail delivery should keep up 
the agitation till they secure the 
desired boon. Having mail matter 
delivered at the front gates is some­
thing that farmers can be united 
on. Keep up the B. F. D. question 
before the members of Parliament 
and you will soon accomplish your 
object.

The- court records of St. Louis 
shows the developement of a new 
kind of kissing. A woman sued a 
man for kissing her. And the testi­
mony brought out that the kiss 
was not kissed. The woman had a 
premonition that the man was going 
to kiss her. But he had no premoni­
tion as to the kiss or the subsequent 
suit. The judge mercifully discharg 
ed the culprit, who may be still 
wondering whether he was sued be­
cause of the premonition or because 
he disappointed it.

Education in Ontario.

(Thamesville Herald.)
For years it has been the proud 

boast of this province that it has the 
highest standard of education in the 
world. It may or may not be aTact, 
but it certainly is an indisputable fact 
that in order to pass the examina­
tions both in the Public and High 
schools, children have to go through 
that “cramming” process.

Cramming is and always has been 
a fake. True, a certain amount of 
the knowledge acquired during the 
cramming process sticks, but it is 
often only a smattering and its value 
is questionable. Furthermore, in 
order to get-a smattering of many 
things, essentials are often neglected, 
and thus we have boys and girls who 
have passed the Entrance, and often 
the Leaving, exams., using that hor­
rible imitation of a Word “ain’t” as 
though it were “English undefiled,” 
not to mention the confident way in 
which they will announce that they 
“seen” so and so, apparently quite 
ignorant of their error.

And to this system of cramming 
is due to the homework evil—for an 
evil it assuredly is. As we stated- 
last week the main business of a 
child until it "reaches the age of 14 
or 15 is to lay the foundation of a 
strong healthy body. The acquiring 
of an education is of secondary im­
portance. Ajcording to the modern 
theory a man or woman should not 
work more than eight hours a day. 
The Ontario Government works its 
clerks only eight hours. Yet under 
our present educational system 
young children are forced to work 
six hours a day in school and any­
where from two to four hours each 
night—this at a time when the body 
and the brain are tired and should 
be resting. What is the result ? 
Almost every other child one meets 
on the street is wearing glasses ;

I nervous diseases are on the increase ; 
and physical and mental breakdowns 
among children are becoming quite 
common. The whole cramming 
system is ridiculous from start to 
finish.

Investigation has discovered the 
fact, however, that the homework 
evil is not by any means confined to 
Thamosville. While discussing the 
matter the other day with a mother 
in a distant city she exclaimed : “I 
spend all my evenings teaching that

boy,” indicating a youngster of eight. 
“I sometimes wonder what the teach­
ers are Jor.” Granted, then, that 
the homework evil is Provincial, is 
it not possible to apply local reme­
dies ? Our Women’s Institute have 
just been discussing “Fletcherism." 
Would it not be wise to Fletcherizo 
learning in our Public school. Every­
one knows that the body receives 
far more real nourishment from a 
small dinner, eaten slowly, carefully 
masticated, and thoroughly digested, 
than it does from an eight course 
dinner swallowed hurriedly, with all 
the uncomfortable effects that are 
sure to follow. Take arithmetic for 
example. Two or three examples 
worked out on the blackboard, and 
the whys and the wherefores thor­
oughly explained to the pupils would 
be of far more real value to a child 
than ten or a dozen worked out in a 
sort of hit-or-miss style at home, at 
an hour when, the brain and body 
are both weary. The same rule ap­
plies with equal force to other sub­
jects..

There is certainly something 
wrong somewhere and the sooner 
the matter is taken up the better it 
will be for the health and education 
of the children.

Canadian Wheat Takes Prize.

Montreal, Nov. 7.—The announce­
ment ot the winning by a Canadian farm­
er of the $1,000 wheat prize of the big 
Land and Irrigation Show at New York 
has been received with much satisfaction 
by Sir Thomas Shaughnessy and other 
Canadian Pacific Railway officials.

In putting up the prize Sir Thomas 
openly showed his belief in the superior­
ity ot the Canadian wheat lands by 
throwing the contest open to farmers of 
all America, both United States and 
Canada, and he is greatly pleased that 
his faith in Canada has not been mis­
placed.

Biggest Irrigation Scheme.
The biggest irrigation project On 

the continent is that half completed 
in Alberta. It includes three great 
stretches of land termed the western, 
central and eastern blocks. In the 
western are 1,039,000 acres to be 
reclaimed ; in the central are about a 
million and in the eastern are 
1,150,224.

The western section is the nearest 
completed, and it alone forms a pro­
ject as large as any in the United 
States, and the largest yet attempted 
in Canada. \

Already there have been completed 
seventeen miles of main canal, 254 
miles of secondry canals and 1,329 
miles of distributing ditches.

The lands are being sold at from 
$30 an acre up with a charge of 50 
cents an acre per year for the water 
right.

Less than five per cent, of these 
lands in the western block remain 
unsold.

Now nearing completion a dam on 
the Bow river is 7,000 feet long, 350 
feet wide at the base, and 45 feet 
high. From this dam canals will 
lead out over 600,000 acres of land.

Eight million dollars has been 
appropriated by the company to start 
the work on the eastern block, and 
preliminary surveys have been, made 
for the central block. In five years 
or so a tract 30 miles wide and 150 
miles long between Calgary and 
Moose Jaw will be irrigated and tens 
of thousands of farms will take the 
place of the wild prairies of to-day.

Italian Atrocitiej.

First reports received of the bru­
tality shown by the Italians to help­
less Arab prisoners were inclined to 
be discredited, or, at any rate, con­
sidered as highly colored, by corres­
pondents sympathetic with the Turk­
ish cause, but confirmation comes 
from such reliable sources that there 
is no longer reason to doubt that a 
dark blot has been cast upon the 
arms of a Christian nation. The 
Italian premier recently issued a 
statement in which the reports of 
inhumanity were styled as infamous 
and the attitude of the soldiery high­
ly lauded, but the reiterated reports 
of neutral correspondents from Eng­
land, Germany and France, must be 
accepted as conclusive. Such scenes 
as are graphically depicted in the 
late cables have seemed to awaken 
world-wide interest in the squabble 
over Tripoli, which previously its 
importance did not command, and 
the effects may be far-reaching. They 
will also tend to swing the pendulum 
of sympathy toward the Turks and 
their desert allies.

Receipts to-day were 170 cars, with 2,600 
head of cattle, 2,700 sheep and lambs, 
500 hogs and 220 calves.

Reduction in Price of Cement-
In November, 1910, it was announced 

that the price of cement had been re­
duced. That announcement Was admit-- 
ted by many as corroborative of the 
opinion that the merging ot the cement 
interests in Canada would prove a good 
thing for the pnblic.

The theory of a consolidation suc h aa 
the Canada Cement Company is that the 
consolidated interests are in a position to 
effect economy in production and dis­
tribution.

That the Canada Cement Company 
are working upon the idea of increasing 
consumption by lowering prices, rather 
than curtailing production and obtaining 
higher prices, is clearly shown by its 
President’s report to the Shareholders 
at tfce last Annual Meeting, when he 
stated : “It is confidently expected that 
the increased demand and increased cut- 
put will result in further savings in the 
cost of manufacture and distribution, and 
it is the policy of your Directors to give 
your customers the benefit of these re­
ductions.’’
