The following from the Toronto 
World will ;be endorsed by every man 
ol right feeling in the country :

Why should two countries situated 
as Canada and the United States are in 
geographical relation to each other 
place any obstruction whatever in the 
way of extradition of criminals of any 
grade ? It is a good thing to have an 
extradition treaty and to have a certain 
form of procedure for the protection of 

against whom no good ground for 
suspicion can be urged. But why 
should we desire to attempt to shield 
from trial and punishment in his own 
land, a swindler, or a thief, or a burg­
lar, merely because some other country 
previously chose to do so foolish a 
thing. Surely it is in the interest of 
law-abiding citizens here that Canada 
should be made too hot to hold any 
man who seeks to make bis living by 
preying on the community at large. 
Let us by all means afford every facility 
for the extradition of criminals of 
every grade from here to every other 
country under the sun, whether other 
countries undertake to harbor our 
criminals or not. If those who are 
charged with the administration of 
justice, and with criminal legislation on 
both sides, were once thoroughly im­
pressed with the common sense of this 
idea of “ free trade in criminals,” the 
formal extradition treaty might soon 
become a deed letter from the fact of 
its not being needed.

In the House of Commons, Mr. Arnold 

(Liberal) stated that the British Consul at 
Alexandria in September informed Arabi 
Pasha that if the Egyptian army persisted 
in assuming the government of the coun­
try, it must be prepared to meet the united 
forces of the Sultan and Europe, as the 
country could not be permitted to lapse 
into anarchy. He asked whether this 
language was approved by the Govern­
ment. Sir Charles Dilke said it was right 
to assume that the Government approved 
it. Sir Charles also stated that the Chan­
nel squadron, now on its way to Malta, 
would also be under orders of Admiral 
Seymour, who, if occasion arises, will 
concert with the British Consul-General in 
Egypt as to the necessity of landing sailors 
and marines.

Paris, June 13.—The Clarion publishes 
an interview of a correspondent in Cairo 
with Arabi, In which the latter said :
‘ ‘ Egypt considers the Khedive her most 
deadly enemy. Threats of foreigners do 
not daunt us, but merely make a friendly 
solution of the crisis impossible, for the 
Khedive, supported by foreigners, wishes 
to expel the representatives and true 
friends of his people. Egypt abhors war, 
but will defend her liberty onto death. I 
will put myself at the head of my country, 
men and we shall proclaim a holy war and 
enkindle If we mast a fire which Mia 11 put 
the world la flame.”

London, June 12.—In the House of 
Lords this afternoon Lord Dalhousie mov­
ed the second reading of the bill to legal­
ise marriage with a deceased wife’s sister.

Milking—Care of Cow 'a Teats.

I began to milk when I was eight 
years old, which is sixty-four years 
ago, and there has not been more than 
two in all of the sixty-four years, but 
what I have every day had something 
to do with cows. And perhaps l know 
as much about cows as any boy who is 
no older than I am. I have had some 
experiences with cows’ cracked teats.
At night I wash the teats with water (I 
prefer to have it warm, ) then with a 
brush such as painters have, having in 
a tin basin some pure hog’s lard melt­
ed, I give the cracks a good greasing.
Then I would feed the cows with some 
thing that they like to eat, which 
diverts their attention.

I commence stripping down the teats 
with my thumb and finger; I do not 
clasp my whole hand harshly round 
the teat, for by so doing the crack will 
open and hurt the cow. If the cow is 
inclined to kick do not whip her. 1 
hare long since found it better to pat 
them on the shoulders and card their 
cheeks, speaking gently to them, than 
to use all the goad -sticks one can get 
hold of. It takes some time longer 
to milk this way, as I milk in a long 
quart measure, with one hand, going 
round, taking only one quart at each 
time out of each teat. When I get all 
the milk l strip into one hand and corner 
apply it to the teats, leaving them bed. 
quite soft and moist. Then I have a 
two quart tin dish, with a handle, with 
abôut a pint of flower in it, and press 
the dish up to the bag with the teats 
enclosed, shake the dish and the flour 
will adhere to the cracks. I have been 
told that they who tend gristmills do 
not have their hands crack. A wash 
made of milk and molasses, of equal 
parts, is good to keep the teats moist 
while milking, and to be applied before 
the dish of flour is applied. To prevent 
teats from cracking, I grease the cows 
legs with lard where they rub against 
the teats when the cow is traveling. In 
using these prescriptions it don’t affect 
the milk or butter as do oil and some 
other people. The flour acts as a kind 
of paste on the cows teats.

Now there is a good deal of fussing 
with cows, but what other animal can 
we any better afford to fuss over than 
the cow ? We are deriving some benefit 
from the cow every day in the year on 
the farm. When she does not give 
milk, she is breeding, and her manure 
is on the farm, and not on the high­
ways, as is that of the oxen and horses.

30 Packets of Seeds !A Great Cause of Euan Misery Do not Pasture Clover.

Clover should never be pastured. As 
there are exceptions to all rules, there 
may be to this, but chiefly in those 
cases where the clover growth is 
thought of secondary importance. What 
I set out to say in The first sentence of 
this paragraph is that young clover 
should never be pastured, and to this 
there aie no exceptions. Young clover 
is so tender a plant that the tramping 
of hoofs, however light, will destroy or 
seriously injure it. At any period of 
its existence a man or child cannot put 
a foot on a clover plant without materi­
ally injuring it. Any kind of stock 
will trample down and injure twice or 
thrice as many clover plants as it eats. 
Why, then, should pasturing in any 
way or at any season be tolerated ? 
After the entire growth is completed 
the damage is least ; but usually this 
last growth is worth more to lie on the 
field as a mulch than for feed.

water and the chamber slops may be 
thrown ; these will be excellent ferti 
lizers. The fertiling quality may be 
increased by the addition of cow ma­
nure, manure from the hen housef 
sheep droppings, etc. The chief care 
to be taken is not to have the liquid 
too strong. It is better to err in the 
direction of weakness. Twice a week 
is often enough to apply it, and then 
only to plants that are growing, 
the absence of other manures, Peruvian 
guano, at the rate of an ounce to a gab 
Ion of water, is the best substitute. 
Nothing else will so increase the pro­
ductiveness of a small garden as the 
proper use of liquid fertilizers.

Maying the Crows Useful.

W. S. Morgan, Somerset Co., Pa., in 
view of the fact that the corn-planting 
season is at hand, gives his experience, 
which we commend to those who look 
upon the crow as an enemy. He says : 
** For the past five seasons, I have, just 
before 1 expected my corn to come up, 
sowed on the field about a quart of 
corn to each acre, and repeated the 
operation as often as necessary until 
the corn was so large that the crows 
could not pull it up. If the corn* is 
soaked until tender, they prefer pick­
ing what they want to eat from the sur­
face rather than to pull the young 
plants to get it. The cost of the corn 
thus sown is but a trifle ; as a result I 
have a great number of crows almost 
constantly on my corn field, and after 
they have been satisfied with corn they 
will still pick up all the insects, grubs, 
and cut worms they can find, as a de­
sert. In raising fifty acres of corn 
since adopting this plan, I have not 
lost b hundred stalks by crows and cut 
worms combined.
