It is
thoroughiy Russian, being bound up
with the country’s history and trad-
itions, and the people look upon it as
the holy or White Mother city. Pilgrims
flock to it; shrines at which they may
worship abound. Then, where elso in
the land can the Kremlin be rivalled?
This gld fort, with its triangular red
brick wall, contains a number of re-
markable edifices, many of which are
churches.

There is, for example, that grotes-
que building, the Church of Saint Basil
the Blessed, named aftéer a half mad
holyman wholived near.

MUNlClPAL ABATTOIRS
AND PUBLIC HEALTH |

(Continued from page six.)

The temptation to the butcher to trim
off diseased portions and sell the rest
of the carcass is very great, and it is
only by strictest supervision that this
can be prevented.

Beside the actual disease there are
wany conditions which render meat un-
wholesome, one of the chief of which
is immaturity. Farmers and others
endeavor to sell calves for veal before
they have become sufficiently mature
to furnish wholesome food. Over 3,000
of these calves were condemned last
year by our inspectors and undoubtedly
the majority of them would, under
other conditions, have found their way
into the food:supply.

The expense of . establishing a
municipal abattoir is not so great as
to over-ride its manifold advantages.
No city with efficient
gshould be without its civic abattoir.
The investment should be looked upon
from the same point of view as the
money spent in providing pure water
for the use of the citizens.

If the abattoir is self-supporting, so
much the better; if not, the deficit inay
be looked upon to pay for protection
against impure fcod and money well
spent. Wherever an abattoir is well
planned and well managed, it should
|produce a revenue rather than a de-
ficit. The revenue is derived as follows:

Under the Meat and Canned Foods
Act-the Federal Government will fur-
nigh inspection to all abattoirs slaugh-
tering meat for export from one Pro-
vince to another, or to foreign coun-
tries, and almost any civic abattoir wi!l
be able to take advantage of this pro-
vision of the law, provided the business
transacted is of sufficient volume to
{warrant the expenditure. This would
i1elieve the city of the expense of meat
liuspection and would also provide that
\civic inspection would be uniform with
federal inspection.

Another advantage is attained in that
Federal Ianspection includes not only |
'the meats .intended for export, but|
every food product prepared in ‘he es-
tablishment under inspection. The
premises are required to conform to a |
certain standard of construction and
to be maintained in a cleanly, sanitary |
gondition. All animals slaughtered in|
it are examined both before and after
|death, and nothing is allowed to go out|
|for human consumption without
mark “Canada Approvegl." showing |
that it is clean and wholesome.
