314 candidates exanuned for higher education of
women, 1 were natne Chnistians and only four were
Hindus  Amonyg the 739 pupils attached to the differ
cat industrial schools of the Madras Presidenry 35~
were natve Christians, 75 were Vaisyas and Sudras,
1?7 were Low Caste including Pariahs, and only five
were Brakmans.  This  progress of education will
evensally give them an advantage for which no
amount of intellectual precocity can compensate the
Brahmans A Bombay writer attributes the social
cninence of the Parsis largely to two facts, absence ot
restriction of caste and the education of thefr women
As these advantages make themselves felt in Southern
India, 1t seems probable that the native Chrisuans will
hecome the Parsis of that section, furnishing the most
distinguished public seivants,

is only three cents on a dollar ! We put our best men
into®usiness.  The command is to give the Gospel to
cvery creature.

A few months since an order went out from the
Biish Government to take the census of India, and 1t
was dong inside of twenty-four hours.  Although at the
beginnuing of thns dispensation the Church understood 1t
was sent 10 take the census of the world, and we have
been at 1t nearly 1900 years, what have we done? There
are 1,000,000,000 out of 1,400,000,000 unreached by 1he
Gospel.  When they took the census in a single night
they put more than 1,000,000 enumerators in the field.
We have in the field 7000 missionaries, but we have
127,000 at home representing the same constituency.

Then Christ turns to s, to
any faithful disciple :  * But you, go into your own
closet to pray, and when you give, do not let your nght
know what vour left hand doeth, and your Father who
secth in secret.”—1 want you to pause on that word.

Her husband had come n and
said that if he bad known of it he would have sent him
about his business. The woman rephed, * If you had
scen him you would have thought that was his buss
ness.”  Christ set an example of a man being about his
business. When hs mother said to Him, * Son, thy
father and 1 have sought thee sonowing,” He replied.
* Wist ve not that I must be about my Father's busi-
ness.”

It 15 a business that meant the loss of His
life, that invoived tne cross, and the® crown of
thorns, and the * Father, forgive them,” and ** Why
hast Thou forsaken Me?" and the sepulchre.  But.
though he saw the ead from the beginmng, He was
about his Father's business ull He could say, ®1 have
finished the work which Thou gavest Me to do.” Be
ambitious to be quiet and to be about your Father's
business. and may you recewe at the end of your life
that welcome plaudit, * Well done, good and fanthful
servant " But remember that there can be no * Well
done " unles® there has been first well doing ; for,
anybody can conjugate “illdoing ” into “well done,” |
cannat.  Thercfore, bet us be up and doing. and make
God'’s business our business.

ROUND ABOUT ARIDU.

IFEN 30 much of the work reported hes fur
away from the station. As a rule this is not
s matter of choice. If people in far uway
wllages believe while those in the near ones remain
unbelieving, the new converts -paturally take uy
wore of one’s time und attract one to their neigh-
borhood.  Akidu was gelected as a gtation becaus:
ventral to the villages where our Christiane livel.
There wore no Christisny in theé village itself, and
the few who lived insome neighboring villages were
nov much of an ornament to the religion they pro-
fesked. My motto from the firsl has been that
«very Mission should sweep before its own door and
~o wo have always tricd to do some work 1n Akidu
und around it.  Far sway places like Gunnanapudi
and Vuyyuru and Bodagunta have claimed much of
my time and prevented me from doing more nearer
home.  Then the siation had no resident misgsion
ary from March 1884 til]l June 1888.

Now, however, it is a great plaasure to report con
wlorable progress in the immediate neighborhoo
of Akidu. Not only bas the gospel taken effect 1y
new villages, but also there have been fresh man
fi stations of its power in the old ones. Some of
the preachers have done good work ; and for the
lnet eighteen months or mmore Mige Stovel has done
a preat deal.  This year converts have heen baptiz
cd i five new villazes and in one old village where
former fruits had almost disappeared.

The work tn two hawlets n few miles north of
\kidu, bas been and s especially intresting.
These two hamlets are both connected with the
sane village. though one of them is half a mile
distant, while the otheris quite close. The people
s both are nearly all farm laborers, and hence de-
pendent on their Shudra employers.  Whenever 1
preached 1o them thly would tell of their debts
sl their fears of what the Shudras would do if
they became Christians.  Hence I had very little
sypectation regarding  them. And  yet nearly
tweidy were baptized in one of these hamlets and
i the other while T was awny at Ootacamund.

Miss Stovel wrote me most 1ully about a most in
ieresting meeting held 1 the village where the
larger number bave come out. The letwerwill be just
s fresh tothe readers of the Linknow as it was to me
-in months ago © and then, too, we know now how
well the faith of these new converts has stood
‘he test of time. The letter runs thus . < And
aow whont Kotta Chernvn. T was out there with
Satsvanandam an evening vecently. No oue of the
* hiristians’ houses would begin to bold thecrowdthat
anthered, some sat down in the street. Satayanan-
tam spoke. and spoke well, very earnestly and to the
pomt. Then he pressed the matter home and ast
down.  As he did so. the head Mala rose snd eaid:

J believe it, I believe it evéry word.” Thenrais.

ing his eyes v the starht sky he prayed. - (iod save
me . Jegus forgive me ; Jesus take away my sins.’
Then he sat down and there was dead silonce.  He
16 an olderly man and hitherto has strongly oppos-
od the preaching and vigorously persecuted those
who were baptized a few wecks ago.  For quite a
minnte no one spoke ;. then up he gol onee more.
“Now." he said, ' who will be saved with me?
Will you? " ealling upon one by name. - and will
vou?' ealling upon another. and he went on to
tell how happy he wus. < Why, If suid, ' Tam up
to herean joy,” measuring himself off at ok throat.
“ {t i6 like v deep river.”  We kept silent while he
pleaded with them unul there were vleven who
with him wanted to be baptized on Sunday.  Ic
war a scene I cannol scon forget. ~ Yesterday (May
10th they were burted with Chnst in baptism he
fore a greant erowd of witnesses in their own vl
lage.”

It s very refreshing w us o see people so
thoroughly wm earnest. The great majority come
0 a quiet way, sometimes we bardly know whether
we shpuld be satisfied where so little of the emo
tonal 18 mamfested. Deep convietion of sm 15 a
grand thing--a fine preparation for heartfell ser
vice of the Saviour. I wasat this village the other
day. The old man referred to above was  present
nt the meeting ard seerned tobe taking 1n all the
message that 1 delivered.  Meshach, one of our
seounary graduntes, nnd s wife, Lizzie, who used
to help Mra. Craig at Akidu. are with these new
Christians.  The women can already cing s nmnnber
of hymne very well.

Ar to the other new village near by, the poor
people there have had sueh a havd ume that three
of the men have gone back w hieachen  worship,
Their hamnlet i« close by the Shudra village, so
their employers have every opportunity w annoy
and persecute them. | pray that the others may
stand firm. ‘- Remember them that are in bonds
as bound with them @ them that are evil entreated
as being yourselves also in the body.

FROM TUNL.
HERE 1= an old adage, part of which has it that
cearly tonse makes g man healthy, weatthy and
wise.” Unfortunately [ eannat vet speak of
the particular wealth to be obtained by early rising.
Lut there can be no doubtabouc the wisdom of itin
India.  In the very early morning at this e of
the year the air is aimostlerisp so that a mile or two
“valk, returning hoie just na the sun lifts its golden
haad high enough tosee who the lazy ones are, is
hnnging color even to the pale cheek of the exiled
Yuropean. A three miles walk thismorning to a
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village back i the jungle was very delightful. We
left the main road at a quarter of .a mile from the
Mission bungalow and followed a path running
back among the hills with jungle shrub close on
cither si e, Armed with a good stout stick for
srukes or pariah dogs one understood in a small
way the feclings of th« celebrated knight of old
who ' feared no foe, &e.

The Tuni hills are very lovely with their low
green shrubs and as we walked along figures clad
ull in white wet us.some with large hundles of wood
upon their heads, and all asked the same question
of the tible-women, * where are you going? "
“To Korturn,” was the reply.  When we reached
e httle mind vitlage of 115 name we went first to
the Mudaga street (the lowest of the parishs in
these purts) and many came and listened.  One
poor man’s eyes were 80 sore he could not see out
of then. Another man was so pale (evidently
from <ome sickness) that though a dark man he
looked alwnst vellow.  One strong. stout woman
finu upon her fect as a rock stoad und histened so
well rebuking all mterruptions. [t xeems she hus
often histened to the bible-women and wa- s earn-
est this iornimg following us afterwards into the
Romoty quarier und adviaing the caste women that
locked shyly townrds us to come und henr about
the God that could send them rin if they would
only pray U Honinstead of the sucks and stones—
the monsonn ras have failed this year in these parts
so far ~ that we feel that perhaps into one heart at
lenst the good seed was falling. Al the
wuy home we gathered wild flowers mostly from
the thorn bushes on either side.  One reed was
somethuing hike a small hily 1 shape and salmon
colotred  Another was like two flufy balls stuck to-
gother. the under one pink, the upper rellow and
rather cone-shaped. Another high thorn bush had
such a sweel-scented ball of a flower. something
like & raspberry covered all over with white down,
and now their perfume fills the air around me as |
wTite

* There are so many villages like this *Korturn™
hid away among the Tuni hills where men and
women and boys and girls erowd every little mud
house and stand and sit and work and shout npon
every narrow street.  Stop but for a moment n
any one of these villuges and at once children,
children, ehiliren seem ta be running towards you
fram every direction and all about the same size;
wait a wenent Jonger and the women come. each
b lds upon her hip a cluld-- 8 uny thing: then the
men come and wld this mass of black  bumanity
ennts sound enough to forever prevent your being
heard. but ene of the men comes 1 your aid with
a long stick leld in a most threatening and
destruetive nianne —uil theway down hisback—and
siwuts und ship- sbout ull the cluldren at least ure
purtly guieted; but ta king to them even then is
very hard as 1t i3 out in the open air, aud, too, they
are seldom quiet for more than two minuter at &

time; But it is among these hille that the gospel
is being preached, just such villages as these cover
this Tuni field ; far off frum the road they lie hid
den from sight, their inhabitants living in, the most
primitive fashion possible. The fields around sup-
ply themn with grain, which after Leing cut by the
small hand sicklo—not a foot long—is taken to the
clean swept mud thresbing Hoor in uie coruer of
the field and the oxen tread it vut, round und round
the pstient brutes go stooping often for 8 mouth
ful of the new sweet grain— for “thou shalt not
mnuzzie the ox thatirendeth out the corn,” and the
shont of their drivers may be heard long into the
night. Then the women pound 1t 1w their large
wooden mortars with pestles six foct long that thes
wield with the grace of a nymph. Then removing
it all from the mortar they throw it upon a small
bamboo tray upon which they toss 1t with a peculiar
preparatory shake that sends the bran and husk
the front edge so that st the next toss the bran and
husk is allowed to fall 10 the ground and soon noth
ing but the pure white rice 1a left or whatever grum
it may be they were busy over. Then thered pep
pers, saffron and all the many. many mix:ures that
go to make up a curry powder ure brought and rub
ted down upon s fiat stone by a smaller round one
held in the hand. the flat one is wet now and again
duriug the process and soon all 1s become a sinonth
vellow paste and 13 dropped in among the ment or
fish or whatever savory dish has been chosen for
the meal and after a proper simmering over the
fire a little of this curry (as 1t 15 now called) 1s put
upon & pile of rice and the whole temptingly nuxed
up with the fingers and popped into the mouth
Notlung could be more simple than their hife —n
brass cnp and plate, two clay pots for cooking. a
cloth to wear, their nose and ear jewels and a hut
of mud thatched with palm lenves constitute the
all of the great majority of these people. Perbaps
there are two things not mentioned that they por
sess in abundance—ignorafce and dirt.

URING a recent tour near Nursapatam, | bhap
tized seven. In one village some caste people
are believing and will offer themselves as can

didates for baptism, so I am told.

We need to press on with the work with unabat
ed vigor, this section is verv, very dark. The
building of the East Coast Rallway will be a boon
to us a1t passes our door and travelling will 1w
ensier to Cocanada; but the mere buildimg of the
railway does not help on the work of the gospel u<
some of the men employved are ungondly men
and their influence among the natives is pernicious

Sume tine ago the village clerk or kernum came
o me and asked if a wllage might not ULe
errected near the Mission Compound and before
the next day's sun had set some sixty houses were
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partially constructed. Here is certainly a good op-
portunity to preach and teach the Gospel; for a
whole village has moved near to us.

The population of India is increasing with leaps
and bounds. The last census aeclares that in the
Madras Presidency alone the increase has been four
millions and three-quarters in round numbers.
This is within fifty thousand of the entire popula-
tion of the Dominion. Take the city of Hamilton
away and the increase during the last ten years in
the Madras Presidency equals all the people on
the British soil from Vancouver Island to Prince
Edward Tsland, while the increase for the whole of
India during the last ten years amounts approxim-
ately to twenty-five million souls.

Every section is needy and calls for men; five
vernaculars are spoken on this Tuni field; among
the hills no preacher goes very far and thousands
never heard the name of Jesus even once. In In-
dia we can say dark, darker, darkest. Madras has
82 missionaries and 14 lady missionaries.

The Rev. G. M. Cobban says :—*“Eleven English-
men are at wogk in Madras Christian College among
1,400 students. In My circuit are 1,400 villages
and only one Scotchman.” And soin the Tuni
section there are probably net 800, but 8,000 vil-
lages.

g‘r‘ Who then is sufticient for these things ¢ Amony
the fever stricken hills of Tuni is darkest India.”

There is hope for the natives in the towns, for
many are educated and can read the tracts that
are scattered like autumn leaves there. The re-
sident missionasy and the visiting missionaries are
there. Sermons ave preached in English and in
the vernacular, few no doubt, very few, but there is
always room in the churches. In the * vegions
beyond  scarcely any read and no preacher goes.

Miles of hilly jungle, the home of fever and wild
beasts, stretch between here and Jeypore far inland
where the Lutherans have a station.

The drunken sailor staggering through the streets
of Cocanada shows by the curses that he utters
that he lknows the name of Jesus, but in village
after village among these hills that dear sacred
name has never been uttered once.

This is darkest India.

A SKRTCH OF THE BEGINNINGS OF MISSION WoHk
OF TUE MARITIME PROVINCES

1S centenary vear of Foreign Missions  will
no doubt be characterized by - Look.

ing Backwaml.”  let us hope that it may

he more practical and protitable than Edward
Bellamy s, Beginnings of an important move
ment are interesting s perhaps mest of all the
heginning of the Foreign  Mission - Enterprise.
‘The Baptists of the Maritime Provinees manifest.
ed an interest in Foreizn Misgion work atan carly
period of their history. In 1814 when the mis.
sjionary «question was just beginning to engage
the attention uf the foremost nations of the earth
and the spirit of missions was taking possession
of a few of CGex@'s elect, though small in numbers
and limited in flanncial resources. our devoted
 Pathers,” as we qre accustomned to term them,
were fully alivetd this great question.  When
charches were few and pastors muceh fewer, these
brave men went through these lower provinces,
on horseback in snmmer and snowshoes in winter,
preaching Christ and holding evangelistic ser-
vices. They were not gatisfied with their Home
Mission work, It felt, ¢ven under these circum.
stances, that the parting command of Christ © Go
ve into all the world and preach the Gospel to
every ercature” wus addressed to them, and after
many powerful appeals to the people at an associ-
ation assembled at Chester, the first contribution
for Foreign Missions was taken, amounting to
about $40.00. Without a missionary of their own
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te; support or Foreign Mission Board to direet and
menurage them, theyv continned to push forward
this work.

In 1838, at Chester, the same historic ground
where the tirst offering for missionr was  made,
during an associntion assembled there, the follow
ing resolution was passed : Resolved solemnly
and in the fear of God. to form a united Society
for the maintenance off Foreign Missions.”  One
vear alter the formation of this Socisty we have
our Arg rofunteer for foreign service. [t was de
cided that the funds should he sentto the A, B
M. C. and their missionaries be directed by the
Board. Richard Burpee, a native of New Bruns
wick, was the ploneer missionary from the Mari
time Provinces. The Prov mcml Baptists were
deeply interested in Burmab. THe labors and
trigls of Judson. so fresh in the minds of all, had
doubtless developed this feeling, consequently
Mr. Barpee was appointed there.  Five short
vears of service among the heathen awaits his con
secrated life when he is enlled o hgher service
He returned home with his wife and went south
for the winter in hopes of recovery, but died in
Florida, 1853,

The next brother of divine choiee for foreign
work was Arthur Crawley, born in Svdney Cape
Breton: converted at Acadia College, the birth
place of so many souls and the nursery for
l‘nr(-ign missionaries.  Mr. Crawley was ordained
at Wolfville and sailed for Burmab  Twenty
three vears were granted Mr. Crawley of devoted
labar  Many and precious were the gems taken
from the mine of heathenism and polished by bis
skilful hand during these vears.  He died on the
passage home and was buried at Liverpool, Faog

We have come now to notice n very important
fact in connection with our wission work, viz:
Qur first lady missionary for foreign scrvice, Mis
Minnie DeWolf, of Halifax  She heard the vuice
of her mas:er hidding her « go tell ™ to her perish
ing heathen gisters the “old, old story " of salva
tion through Christ.  After five years service Mise
DeWolf's health failed and she, too, was compellwl
to return

In 1469 William George and wife went ot
to Burmah under the Missionary Union, bt
supported by the Provineial  Board. The
Master was still ealling and the next o gladly
Tespond was Miss H. M. Norris. IHis messae
to Eer was not only to go herself and earry the
Gospel to the heathen, but also to ask her
aisters 10 send her as their tepresentative to
Burmab and sustain her while there, by their
gifts, prayers and sympathy. and thus do their
part in fulfilling the great commission. conse-
quently she went through these provinces or-
ganizing Woman's Mission Aid Societies, which
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have ever since grown and stréengthened. The
first Society was formed at her native place.
Canso, January 28rd, 1870. To Miss Norrir
helongs the honor of establishing these aux-
iliaries which have been, and will long continue
tn be, auch a blessing to the foreign mission
work.  The desire for an independent mission
was now occupying the thoughts of our people.
This matter was fully discussed and the idea
predominated that if the whole responsibilits
of the work was thrown upon the denomina-
tion, more interest would be manifested. and
mcreased contributions would flow into the
treasury. Hence the Independent Mission was
vstablished.

In 1878 seven missiovaries were sepl nut — Mr.

and Mrs. Churchill, Mr. and Mrs. Sanford, Mr.
Armstrong, Miss Florrie Eaton (Mrs. W. Boggs.
Miss Maria Armstrong (Mra. Currier.  These
went forth to labor nmong the Karensof Siam,
hat finding the people not so numerous as they
supposed. and very much scattered, their at
tention  was directed to the northern part of
the Telugu country in Indin, where thee Bap
“usts of Ontario and Quebee had Just enteral
apon independent work in Coeanadn. They
were anxious that we should co-operate with
thew in winning three millions of Telugus o
Christ.  This met the approvalof the brethren
at hoine and so we find our seven missionaries,
who had been joined hy W. B, Bogys, ¢russing
the Bay of Bengnl and settding at Chicneale,
Bimtipatan and Robbili, which continne to b
vur principle miskion eontres to-day, - Mre )
W, Mannmy.
