Advautages of the Single Tax.

——

Theo tollowing pithy article was writ-
ten by Henry Gocrgo for tho Liverpool
Financial Reformer (=

1 shall briefly stato the fundamon.
tal principles of what wo who advocato
it call tho Singlo Tax.

“Wao proposo to abolish all taxes
savo ono singlo tax Jovied on the valuo
of land, frrespectiva of tho value of
fmprovementa in or on it.

“ What wo propose is not a tax on
real catate, for real catato includes im-
provonients.  Nor is it o tax on land,
for wo would not tax all land, but only
land havirg a value irrespectivo of ita
improvements, and would tax that in
proportion to that value,

" Qur plan involves the imposition
of no now tax, sinco we alrcady tax
land values in taxing real eatate. To
earry it out wo havo only to abolish all
taxcs eavo tho tax on real cstate, and
to abolish all of that which now falls
on buildings or improvoments, leaving
only that part of it which now falls on
tho valuo of the land alono, This we
would increaso 0 as to take as nearly
ns may bo tho wholo of the fcconomic
rent,” or wliat is sometimen Jtyled tho
‘unearned increment of land values,’

“That tne value of tho land alone
would suffice to provide all neoded pub-
lioc rove¢nucs—inunicipsl, county nnd
national—there is no doult,

“To show briely why wo urgo this
change, let mo treat (1) of its expo-
diency, and {2) of its Justice,

pect theso ndvantages +—

Lo ¢ Tt would dispense with the srmy
of tax.gatherers and othor officials
which presont taxes require, and placo
in tho tressury a much larger propor-
tion of what is taken from the people,
while, by making goverament simplon

and cheapor, it would tend to mako 4 _w_

purer. It would got rid of tazes which
nocvssarily promoto fraud, perjury,
Lribory and corruption, which lead men
into tomptation, and whicu tax what
tho nation can least afford to sparo—
liencaty and conscienco,  Since land
lies cut of doors and cannot be ro-
moved, and its valuo is tho most readily
asctrinined of ol values, the tax to
which we would resort can Lo collected
with tho minimum of costand tho least
atrain on public morals,

2. “It would enormously increano
the production of wealth—

A. “ By tho removal of tho burdens
that now woigh vpon {ndustry and
theift, If wo tax houses, there will bo
fowor and poorer houses; if wo tax
machinery, thero will bo leas machin-
ery ; if wo tax trado, thero will bo leas
trade; if wo tax capital, thore will bo
less capital; if wo tax savings, thero
will bo less saving. All the taxcs,
therelore, that we would abolish, are
taxes that repress industry and lessen
wealth, But il wo tax Jand values
there will bo no leas land,

B. *"On tho contrary, the taxation
of land valuea haa tho effect of making
land more easily availablo by industry,
sinco it makes it woero diMeult for
owners of valuablo land, which they
thermselves do not ¢aro to use, to hold
it idlo for a larger tuture price. Whilo
tho abolition of taxes on Jabor end the
products of labor would free the activoe
olement of production, the taking of
Iand values in toxation would free tho
passivo clemont by deatroying specula.
tivo land values, nnd proventing thy
helding out of uso of lands needed for
usy. If anyone will but look around
to«day and sco the unuscd or Lut half-
used land, the {dlo labor, the unem.
ployed or poorly employed capital, ho
will get somu idea of how cnormous
would bo the production of wealth wore
all tho forces of production freo to on.
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C, “Tho taxation of tho proccases
and preducta of labor on the one hand,
and the insuflicient taxation of land
valuen on the other, produces an unjust
distribution of wealth which is building
up, in the handa of a fow, fortunce
moro monstrous than the worid has over
beforo scen, while the marses of our
peoplo avo ateadily becoming relatively
poorer. Theso taxes necessarily fall
on tho poor more heavily than on tho
rich. By increasing prices, they neces-
sitato larger espital in all busincssce,
and contequently givo an advantago to

largu capitala. They give, and, inaomo
cascs, aro designed to give, special ad-
vantages and monopolies to combina-
tions and trusts, On the othor hand,
the insufficient taxation of land values
cnables men to make largo fortunca by
land speculation and tho increaso in
ground valucs—fortuncs which do not
represent any sddition by them to the
general wealth of tho community, but
meorcly tho appropriation by somo of
what tho labor of otlicrs creatoa

«This unjust distribution of wealth
develops, on tho ono hand, o claes idlo
and wastoful, becauso they arotoo rich,
and on tho othor hand a class idlo and
wastoful becauso thoy ato too poor—-it
deprives men of capital and opportuni-
tics which would mako them more
efficient producere. It thus greatly
diminishes production,

¢ Tot us turn to the moral eide, and
consider the question of justice,

“ Tho right of praperty docs not rest
on human laws; they havo often ig-
noted and violated'it. It reats on
natural laws—that {s to say, tho law of
God. 1t is clear and absolute, and
overy violation of it, whother commit.
ted by & man or a nation, is o violation
of the command: *Thou shalt not
ateal! Tho man who catches a finh,
growa an apple, raises & calf, builds a
house, makes o coat, painta a pleture,
construcla a machine, hos, as to any
such thing, an oxclusivo right of own.
erahip, which carries with 1t tho right
to givo, to sell or bequeatho that thing.

* But who mado tho carth that any
men ¢an claim such ownership of it, or
any part of it, or tho right to give, sell
or bequeathoit$ Sinco tho carth was
not rado by ug, but is only the tem.

able, Thera must be an cexclusive
right to possession of land, for the man
who uses it must have secure posses.

ducts of his labor.  But this right of
posacssion must belimited by tho equal
cight of all, and should therefore Lo
conditioned on tho payment to the com.
munity by tho posscssor of an equiva-
lent for any specint valuablo privilego
thus accorded him.”

4. Lisonard, of Iudiana, was appointed
by President Iarrison United Btates
Consul at London, Ontaric. Upon
arriving in the Forest City he began
to euquire for the psople known as
Christians or Disciples of Christ. e
was disappointed to learn that no sach
people had an organization in the city
and that there wers perhaps not half
& dozen of Lis brethren in the place.
In » short time ko beeame scquainted
with Brethren T. B. Kuowles and
Jobn Campbell of St. Thomas; Le
vitited them and preached to the
chureh in that city, He expressod to
them his convictlon that an effort

~“aliould be put forth to establish a

churoh on ths Apostolic basis in Lon.
don. Bro. Campbell 1aid the matter
beford the Board of the (o-operation
and- two hundred dollars was guaran-
toed towards the expense of holding a
series of evangelistia s:rvices in the
aity provided an able evangelist could
be procured snd other necessary ar-
rangements made. That Co-operation
yoar closed withont anything being
done. At the Aunual Meoting of 1800
in Owen Bonnd a project was set on
foot to employ an evangelist with the
intention that bo should undertake the
work in London. Earnest and pro-
tracted efforts were made to seeurs a
smiablo man without suceesr, and that
mission year also passed without a
oburch being cstablished in Loudon.
“Host of people would have veen dis-
couraged by that timo, and perhaps
the Doctor was not quite so sanguine
ashe liad been. Bat the event showed
that it s not always when wo are try-
ing hardest that the opportanity comes
and not always in the way we wonld
expect that the Lord opens adoor for us.
Oue ovening towards tho end, wo
believe it waa, of last sammer, Dr.
Leonard was taking a stroll along
Dandas Street Enst. Whon he eamo
to the corner of Ehzalioth Street he
noticed that there was a light in the
school room of the Methodist cliurch
on the north cornor,  Accosting a man
standing thero he engmired whetuer
thers was 5 prayoer mesting being held,
¢ No,” said thio wmap, *it's a meeting
of the trustoss, they're talking of selling
the church.” *Sslling the churcht”
said the Doctor, foeling that tho hour
had corae, * what do they wantfozit 2"
The man replied, *'1 don't know, bnt
Lare comes ons of tho trustees, he'il
toll you.” Aund so Dr, Leonard entered
into conversation with the trustee, and
found that the Methodists Liad deter-

miced to consolidato their work in that
pazt of the oity by making two congre-
gationa into one, and that thereforo
{ha house was for sale. Bro, Leonard
enquired the price and the terms, snd
got what, wo think, wo have hoard
onfed “tho refusal* of the Louso for
a low days; ho immodiatoly communi.
cated with Bro. Johu Campbell, of 8t.
Thomas, and to notify Bro. Campbel}
was to seaure his sympathy, his assist.
ance and his financial support, for hio
is one of those men who not only is
diligent in his own business, but can
bo depended upon whoen the Lord's
business needs him. Bro, Campbell,
accompanied, wo understand, by Bro.
Enovwlos, went up to London on the
day appointed, and they together with
Bro. Loonard met the trustees of the
Elizaboth Street Methodist ohureh ; in
a short timo a bargain was made, and
the property deeded to Bro, Campbell,
Lio snd the Doctor themselves making
the first payment. It was undorstood
that as soon as a church ehould be
organized aud trustees sppointed Bro,
Campbell would convey the property
to them. Possession was obtained in
a weok or two and Bro. Leonard made
arrangements o begin regular services
at once. DBro, Knowles officiated the
firet Lord's day, when thore were good
congregations. A goodly number of
those who lLiad long been cunnected
with the Methodiat church meeting in
that house felt unwilling to leave theijr
old charch home. Thoy were disposed
to hear what Dr. Loonard and his
frionds Lad to say. They were pleased
with what they Leard; it was strange
to them ; it was frash ; and it soemed
not to be unscriptural. They became
interested in the new dootrine, and the
more they heard of it the more it
dawned upon them that the new doc-

trine was the old doctrine of Jesus|¥

Christ and His Apostles,

has beon intimabed abovs, is the morth
corner of Dandas and Elizabeth
Streots, London Esst.

London, Ontario. Itis very gratifying,
wo take the liberty to say here, to know
that Dr. Leonard has magnified bLis
office by faith{ul atlention to itsdutics,
by courlcous treatment of all seeking
his asaistance, and by his readiness to
sid all laudable enterprises, whether
social, philanthropie or religious.

Our columns have already recordod
the re-opening of the hounse by Bro.
