CUSTOLS AFFAIRS.

It is probable that before the present is-
sue of the JOunNAL oP Comnmneî reaches
ils readers the business comnunity will
be apprized of another seizureof nerclan
dise-this time in one of the largeâtfancy
goods houses in the Dominion. The news
will not take many wholesale merchants
by surprise, for ever since the Paterson-
Kissock escapade, suspicion bas ôpenly
pointed at the establishment referred to,
partly aroused by business transactions,
but chiefly because of a large- seizure in
thte sane direction years ago. The methods
by which the recent fraudulent entries
were accomplishled are by this time quite
plain to the officers of the service, and
large bundles of entries nade by city
and country importers, not in this city and
Province aloite, are in linnl, with more
than iircumnstantialevilence in most cases
tu warrant a descent uipon the prenises of
Ile oflenders. It is probable, therefore,
that the public haye lieard only the bein
ninîg of a series.

It is neelless here to say that the De-
partinent is thoroughly alive to the im-
portance of stanping out tie practice of'
smuggling, and of making salutary exam-
pies of those' who so cleverly for soie
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years past hluve been pulling the wool oyer
the eyes of its employes; and honest im-

porters who, ve rejoice to àay, are in the
great majority, as well às ail wlo in any
wav contribute to the revenue of the coun-
try, must commend tÈem for their zeal,
whatever be the views as regards the policy
uf thegovernment and its mode of taxation,
or the maclhinery employed 'for tho pur-
p)3. Thore doubtlessis rool for improve-
ment, and tle recent gonfiicts cannot fail
te have impressed the Department in this
respect. It is not quite within the bounds
of fair play that an importer whose stock
lias been urïwarrantably seized should
have no recourse for the damage insepara-
ble from such a public exposure, however
rare such seizures may bd; as it is now,
the goods of any iinporter are fiable te
seizure at the caprice of. the oflicers of the
s*'rvice, althougli, to do them justice, few if
anîy cases of 'suuòh a nature can be fairly
charged'against them. In proof of this it
May bie stated that of the 743 total seizures
made in 1884, only. three of the 220 made
by the special staff wyere roleased without
line or forfeiture, no irregularity being
proven against them. Were such a modi-
lication of theStatute enacted, there would
be less general discontent and less faise
symnpathy aroused on behalf of offenders
again2t the revenue.

It may seem a little surprising that in
the reaction froin the recent outcry against
the service, se few persons are found to e c-
press a word of coamendation for the
evident benefits conferred upon the trade
by the considerable suppression of smug-
gling which must follow the enforce-
ment of the stringent measures enacted
in their behalf. We can only account
for this silence by recalling the late
hour at which the reiedy was applied
-that too many steeds have been stolen
from the stable-and that incalculable
inischief lias been done while the service,
we must suppose, remained in ignorance
of what was being transacted under tleir
very noses. When travellers on the road
wrote daily to theïr firis that the mn re-
presentig such and such a house were
offering goods at cost, and that profits were
out of the question-when one leading dry
goods firm aver that with their enormous
capital and other great advantages and
facilities they had net made a dollar iii
their business for the last five or six years
-it is scarcely to be expected that honest
importers should be very loud in express.
ing their approbation. The boldness witlh
which smaggling operations were carried
on for some time in St. John, N. B., and a
few points in the Eastern Townships, led
to a thorough stanping ont of the system
and inerchants la these localities of ai
saludesof political ave been enabl2d tospeak
in ligh terme of the efliciency of (he ofliceri
of the specia service, ànd the good result

ing to legitimate business through their
endeavors. Lot us hope that by the time
the present series of seizures is drawn to a
close, legitidiate trade mily'l have so far re-
sumed its sway that honest merchants
may be enabled to express themselves as
unstintingly as their fellow dry goods mer-
chants in: -t. John, and the oil dealers of
London and Petrolia. .. ,

Among the eleven seizures last made by
the special agents in Montreal, including
the book affair made fromn Quebec, there
appears to have been none condoned, if we
may except that of Paterson, Kissock &
Co., which still remains unsettled. It is
doubtless to the legal and other ex-
penses in this and the McLachlan
case that the country is indebted for the
rumors as to hush money and other dark
doings, their principal adviser being an
influential M.]. voting with' the present
administration.

It need scarcely be said that it is the
effect, rather than the number or value of
seizures, that. is of importance to the De-
partment and to legitimate trade; and it
is impossible to fully establish or express
in figures the extent of the good effect from
legitimate seizures and prompt action upon
them. As the law lias been made by the
people for their own protection, it should
be impartially administered; and if it be
found oppressive, the readiest way towards
a repeal is by a strict enforcemeint of what
it provides.

The matter is one of pressing im-
portance to the agricultural developmîent
of ilie Northwest, where early seeding is a
vital necessity. The more- thorough till-
age possible where the plowing is not
largely crowded into the short spring, is
elso of great value, both in its direct effect
on the crops, and also in its indirect affect
o the climate.

Another important mensure, and one of
more general bearing, is the bill for the re-
organization of the Savings Banks. As we
bave before mntioned in tliese columus,
the French Savings Banks have ieen car-
ried on umnder the sane vicious systeim as
our own, nanely the gOvcniment hasguîar-
anleed a rate of interest above the market
rate. and huas accepteid deposits fot compa-
rativeiy large suins, the consequence has
been that large suins have been forced on
it, initil it is now netually responsible for
nearly S500,000,000 of Savings Bantk de.
posits. The reforn proposed is a reduction
of the rate of interest te a point belown the
rate paid buy the goverinent for fixed
loans, and the limitation of the witlidraw-
als (wlienever nccessary) te $20 each fort-
niglit. A reduction of the liiit eaci
pesoli imay delosit is aise probable. At
present it is $400.

CANADIAN LOAN COMPANIES.

The ofilial returnîs of Canadian loan
companies show a remarkable increase in
the 'amiount ioatied ou mortgage secîurity
since 1880. Althougi thèse returnis only
givothe figures of sevenity-two companies
out cf a total of niiety-seven, (the remain-
iig tw'enty-five réfusing 'to give the figures
required ci the ground. that they do-not

hold Dominion charters, and therefore pre-
fer to report to the Provincial authorities),
thereaine yet sufricient da!eosashoWv that in
the, period between 1880 and 1885, the
amount loaned on mortgage security has
increasod -from $49,000,000 to $77,000,000,
while the value of the lands on which the
loans were necgotiated has increased from
$116,000,000 lo- $166,000,000.

The fundesecessary for these extensive
operations amount, including loans on
other securities besides mortgages, to over
eighty millions of dollars, of which, roughly
speaking, 19 per cent.belongs to'depositors,
43 per cent. to debenture holders, and 38
per cent, represents' the capital furnished
by shareholders, the actual figures being,

The amount overdue and in default on
mortgages reaches $2,058,808 for principal
and $425,306 for interest, This is a slight
improvement on 1881, when $3,044,000 was
overdue; and when it is considered that
the latter sum represented the amount
overdue on an aggregate of sixty million
dollars, while that for 1885 represents a de-
fault on aggregate loans of seventy-seven
millions, it will be seen that the relative
inprovement is considerably greater.

The nuinber of mortgages on which com-
pulsory proceedings have been taken during
the past year ie 736, representing an
auoint of $1,737,886. This shows a elight
increase over the preccding year when the
number was 080 with a value of $1,630,108.

The number of depositors in these socie-
ties is 31,324, and the amount deposited
$15,435,000. A striking feature of the re-
turne, especially for companies in Western
Ontario, je the active movement both
inward and outward of these deposits,
eighteen millions and a half having been
received from. depositors during the year,
and seventen millions having Leen with.
drawn on their account during the same
period,

During the year debentures have beer
issued by thirty-seven companies ta the
extent of $7,487,000, the saine number of
companies paying debentures to the exteni
of $4,836,000, with an amount of $5,488,00(
additional still to mature within tweht
mnonths. The rate paid for the capital bor.

rowed on debentures varies from 3a to 5ý
per cent, the majority being between 4 anc
5 per cent. The capital may be divideo
roughly into thirty millions of Britisi
money, and four millions furnished b3
Canadian ilivestors.

LOW PRICES.
In a former article reference was made

to Ulhe low prices of iany of the necessarles
of life in coniparison with the vaies of
fermier years. 'l'lhe stbject 'inay hear
furthor tretiment.

l'lhe ill oe tho soil is, it, prosent, lo011d
in lis coumplaints et the depreciation 'in
grain, forgertful of the fact tiit imost of ihn
other ptroducts of ce frmi pay iiim wl,
aid talt for a. series of yetrs past ali that
lie could rtisu wans itarketed at a flair
profit. Tiiking a bitk ward glheicu wve find
tiut farm products havi actuilly incrased
largely in price whi'ile iianufactures have

decreased. Low prices have been possible
in the industrial world, because inventive
genius, mechanical skill and concentration
of capital, bave improved and cheapened
the modes of manufacture and of traits-
portation. and the farmer muet not be
astonished if competition forces down the
prices of what he bas te soli likewise;
chteaper methode Of tilling, sowing, reap-
ing, etc., and reduced rates of transporta-
tion, causing low prices of farin produce to
bu also possible. The successful agricul-
turist wili, of course, be ti one who avails
himself of all opportunities of producing
ehîeaply, leaving as broad a margin as pos-
sible beitween cost of production and the
market prico.

'lhe old notion that growth of population
would more than keep pace with the pro-
duction of articles of daily use, causing on-
ianced prices as the years rolled on, has
been completely upset in thse modern
tires. The supplies of coinmodities have
iincreased at a far greater ratio owing te
causes already enumerated. The case is
well illustrated by a United States con-
tenporary wien it says that " wheat at 84
cents in -New York could not be produced
with profit on distant farms, if the rate
charged by transporting companies was
not rernarkably low. Cottont at 9ý cents
per pounid could not be proflitably malnu-
factured into print cloth at the present
prices, if that manufacture liad net been
within tte past few years vastly im-
proved. Iron at $18 per ton for Nio. I
anthracite wiould not be produced by any-
thiig like the mîniber of furnaces now in
operation, if there had not been ai enor-
mous inprovynemit in the modes of pro-
duction wit1ii the past tet years." It can
be s.hown, tierefore, that although prices
ire very low, the cost of production, speak-
ing geterally, hts been lessenîed, and liv-
ing expenses are, in addition, net whamit
tLhey uised te be. Profits, imndoubtedly, are
moderate, but the labor of the country is
well employed, and the volume of business
huas increascd.

The present tra of low prices lias led te
a great dcal of tuik about industrial de-
Pression, whereas it catn bu established
that production isgoingon atan unequalled
rate. The Amiericant iron industry offers
a case in point, the furnaces in blast in
.1 une living a eaîpacity of 119,770 tons per
week, wlichlr ien opccdented. A part of
the furniaccs are net !il oiperation ; iideed,
more than half in) numiber ind- 36,3 per
cent. of the wlole in capacity, are idle.
But there is never a timo whlen a coisid-
erable part of the fuinaces are not out of
blmast, aînd those that tire idile are uîsually
in the main tei wo 'aks of smualier capacity
or imnferior facilities. h'lie capacity of ail
furnaces idlo and in blast is reported at
ver 9,800,000 tons yearly. But' the. ulargest

quantity produced in any year, even in

the remark.ably prosperous years 1882 and
1883, was between 5,100,000 and 5,200,000
net tons. The production of the furnaces
now in operation is at the rate,-of more
than 0,200,00 tons, or fully 1,000,000 tons
yearly more than has ever been produced
in any year. Truly, wahat is meant by
' depression of industry," when the term
is applied to such a state of thing4?

The position of the wheat trade, if
viewed in a reasonable light, is also nut
discouraging. The report of the U. S.
Bureau of Agriculture indicates that the
production of wheat will probably be about
450,000,000 bushels thie year. The coun-
try bas produced about 12 per cent. miore
than that quantity in one single year, and
about 10 per cent. more in two other years
in its entire history. But in each of these
years it had a considerable quantity of
wheat left over, for which there was neither
a home nor a foreign denand. It has a
large stock on land now, se that an ex-
ceptionally large production would not be
ai advantage. The expected full crop-
one materially exceeded only three timeà
in the history of the United States-would
exceed the home deman'd for all purpose
by more than 130,000,060 bushels, and it is
always a matter of doubt whether the
foreign demand will call for so large a sur-
plus as this. It seems to us that it is a
distinct step towards greater prosperity
that a part of the labor of the country has
been transferred -from the production of
wleat, of which there was more than
enlough, to the production of something
else.

To conclude, there is abundant reason
why grain growers and farmers should no
longer consider themselves the sole victims
of low prices. It bas been satisfactorily
proved in the United States that the re-
turns from capital emnployed in the cotton
manufacture have been rapidly dininish-
ing, while the wages of labor have in-
creased, and se in other industries. The
returns of capital employed in transport-
ing products have also adhered to the de-
clining scale. During the past seventy
years the selling prices of farm produce
have incteased fron 100 to 400 per cent.,
while the principal articles of mechanical
industry have shrunk steadily in price.
If we review tlie prices of 1816, the truth
of this is at once apparent. Thus in that
year, wheat was selling at 44c, per bushel,
oits- t 15c, corn at20c, barley at-25c, but-
ter at 12c pur lb., cheese at c, eggs at 5
pur dozen, cows at $15 per bhes., seep at
75c, and hay et $5 per ton Manufactured
articles show the following shrinkage .-

This is only a brief list, but taken in
connection with our former comparative
quotations, it is sufiiciently. illustrative.
Grain growers are now experiencing un-
usually low prices, but general farm pro-
duce bas not, as yet, sbared in the decline
to any extent, and feelings of despondency,
on the part of agriculturists, seem un-
called for. Mechanical .industry bas cer-
tainly been a worse sufferer than agricul-
ture.

OUR NATIONAL RESOURCES.

" Canada, its History, Productions and
Natural Resources," is the tille of a useful
little hand-book, prepared under the prac-
tical direction of the Hon. John Carling,
Minister of Agriculture, for the purposes
of the Colonial and Indian exhibition. In-
cluded in the work are two valuable large
maps, one of the Dominion, showing the
location of some of the principal products,
wheat and timber belts, mineral districts,
fishing grounds. etc., and the other a chart
of the world, with the new route through
Canada, between England, China, Japan,
Australasia and the East clearly dèfined.
The exports of the Hudson Bay region, as
figured on the map, consist of seal and fish
oil, dried and salt fish, seul, otter, beaver
and sable skins, moose, elk, reindeer and
buflutlo skins, and parchment, bear skins
(black, White and brown), fox skins (red,
black, silver, cross, white and blue),
feathers, etc. From Pacific coast waters are
procured seal and sea otter skins, salinon,
halibut, cod, herring, etc. From Liverpool
to,-long Kong, via Quebec arnd C. P. R., là
given on the chart as 11,191 miles, as
against 12,879, via New. York and San
Francisco, a difference in favor of the Cana-
dian route of 1,188 miles.

The .writer opens with a chapter on the
climate, and warns hie readerà against
forming one general conclusion concerning
the climate of se vast a country as Canada,
when Great Britain, small as ber area is,
is subject to such great differences. The
Dominion of Canada l se vast in extent
that one part "may be charged with per-
petual snow while another le bathed in
almost perennial heat and sunshine." In
all, there are 292 meteoiological stations,
or placés of observation, in Canada, and
results obtained from these are publisied,
and go to show that Canada, climatically
considered, ls a country well fitted for
Europeans

Other chapters are devoted te historical
matters, extent, population, land laws, the
work of the geological survey, the publie
debt, the transport service, devélop'inent of
urban life, insurance, manufactures, the
forests, agriculture, the fisheries,: shipping,
etc. Writing on the railways ôf Canada
the interesting stdte7ment ls made that
"the development of our present railway

system, of over 11,000 miles in lengtb,
synchronises with the political life of the
present Premier of Canada, Sir John iMac-
donald, for upon his entrance to publie life
(1844), there were but fourteen miles of
railway in operation." In'a long article on
the Canadian Pacifie the opinion is ex-
pressed that .the. Panama route will never
be a very serious competitor. Distances
are decidedly in favor of Canada, and
another. important consideration is thus
stated: From England to Colombo, Pana-
ma, Calcutta, or even Hong Kong, no coal
is found available for the steamers until
the English coal comes vithin econoimical
distance of the Australian fuel, and whether
the steamer carries it herself, or it is car-
ried for her by chartered vessels, every
pound of the fuel she uses lias to be trans-
ported 1,150 miles te Gibraltar, 2,130 miles
te Malta, 2,950 miles te Alexandria, 4,510
miles te Aden, or 6,650 miles te Colombo,
at a rapidly increasing cost for lier con-
sunption as she proceeds on her way from
England. By the Canadian route, 2,350
miles from Liverpool, the steamer reaches
Louisburg, the port of shipment of one of
the largest coal deposits in the world,
where ber fuel will cost probably two shil-
lings per ton less than in England. At
Vancouver she starts again from a point
which actually overlays a coal-bed of equal
area and value, and where again ber fuel
will cost.as little and require actually less
handling than in the Mersey. At Sydney,
Australia, she reaches a third coal field
that challenges comparison for excellence
or economy.with cither of the others. This
is a wonderful provision,.which seems te
mark thieCanjadian route as the future line
of the world's commerce."

The gross public debt of Canada on the
first July, 1885, was $264,808,520, but, as
we are told, " uinlike the national debt of
most countries, it has not been incurred
for expensive wars, or other iuproductive
objects, but for the prosecution of works of
a permanent character, rendered necessary
from the fact that Canada has been obliged
te keep pace with the progress in railways
which lias characterized ber neighbors te
the south, by which population bas been
enabled te find fresh fields for settlement
far away froma the rivers and . streams
along.which settlement originally took its
course. It is also worth remembering in
this connection that the ungranted and
unpledged Crown Lands belonging te the
Dominion would, at 3s an acre, pay the
wlole public debt.,

The work.concludes witi. an interesting
chapter on the animal life and. hunting
gruends of the Dominion.

THE JEWELLFJERY TRADE.
It mnay,.at first sight, seem somewlat

premature togive any opinion.on the com-
ing styles in jewellery before the return of

the buyers from the other side of the At-
lantie, and before the arrival of the fall
goods. But the jewellery trade is se far
reaching in its churacter that it would be
impossible to confine any review of it
within the limits of one.article, and we
thereforo purpose in this number to-give a
general idea of the styles in vogue for bet-
ter class jewellery, reserving an account, of
the fall novelties for a future article, when
an inspection of the newest samples eau
te bad, and the latest ideas obtained.

All the large dealers agree that tlhb
prospects for the fall trade are exceedingly
gooil. Already the demand for fine jew-
ellery is increasing, and there is no doubt
but that any house that can offer a line of
slio wy novelties, of good value for the price,
will do a large trade.

In sympathy with the present vogue for
laces, the bar pin brooch, which is especi-
ally suited for fastening that dainty fabrie,
has come to the front, and other styles are
comparatively neglected. Another conse-
quence of the universal wearing of lace ie-
the diminished size of earrings, long pend-
ent styles which might become entangled
in the prevailing liglt fleecy tissues hiv-
ing been discarded by fashionable ladies.
In expensive styles these ornanents are
set with diamonds, usually very simply,
and with an entire absence of chasing or
other additional ornamuentation. In rings
also, diamonds bave completely ousted al]
other stones from popular favor, so that this
may be said te be emplhatically a diamond
season, while the plainer the setting, the
more fashionable is the jewel. Solitaire
rings with claw settings are perhaps the
favorite, but English halfhoops are aiso
selling well at prices from $18 upiwards.
In this connection may be noticed a line of
excellent imitation diamond rings, beau-
tifully and plainly set in 9-carat gold, and
wholesaling at from $2.75 to $4 each.
These rings, which are set with rhine
stones instead of diamonds, cari only be
distinguished from the geniine dianond
by the faeft that the setting is solid so tixat
the back of the stone cannot be seen.
When worn on the band, even expert
jewellers have been deceivéd by their
brilliancy and lusître. In all-gold goods
the tendency is towards more expensive
lines, as the cheaper inakes nay be said
to have been entirely suiperseded by Amner-
ican plated goods, and consequently only
the best styles are now manufactured in
the pure metal. In bracelets the baud
lines appear to be going out of style, and a
steady increase in the call for barigles ii
noted, but in gald only, silver having ap-
parently had its day, and being out of
favor, probably because of its niot ceuîtrat-
iu g sufliciently i.itI the ligbt, airy, tiàues
now in vogue. In fact silver lockets ànd
collarettes are almost unsaleable, and are



offered at cost in seome instmanceS witlout
filding-buyers.

Some drawbacks ' the
comlimercial situation lave been encointered,
such as the extraordinary low quoted vealues
of*ineral mnerchandise, and the consequent
re<duced volume of business, It is estimnated.
that, at dimfinution of over 30 per cent in
general turnovers lias occurred in the last
tihree years, and traders have felit it imoperative
ta rush trade ta the liutiost to secure remut-
ieration for the season'm toil. The splendid
nanagecient of our banks in the face of re-

duced discounting business, and, in some
caiises, of lessened circulation, lias enabled
theim te pay very satisfactory dividends, but
ail managers fully recognize the falct that to
thle avoidance of haid debts these results are
attributable. Our lumber interest opened
with an advance uipon last year's prices, and
if Albany and other distributing centres do
not becoie overstocked, the interest should
prove profitable. In, the Province of Ontario
there lias beci io ilmliroveumient in the genmeral
trade, values in nmany limnes haviing depreci-
ited, particilarly in goods of woollen nmanu-
facturei the indications, however, are for un
advaie in the lear future, on accouint of the
recent rise in wool. In somne fines the vol-
utile of trad lias xceeded that of former
years, but strong conpetition has induced low
prices, aid, w ith the liberal Eist of fîailires,
profits bave bon coisidetirably shorteiel.
Collections have only been fair. The good
crop of last yelir wa nemicutralized by lower
prices and considerable grain is yet in fistit
litid Ihrontgl Ilie country. CoIòm prospects
mat prersenît mire not flattering and fait wieiat is
not likely te mc lIore than ialf a crop, but
spriIIg grain looks favorable. A general feel-
ing of conservatisi pervades the business
comu nity and the fitmre--tlioigli not being
withmout the essentials of hopefulness-etls
fir caîrefuîl and prudent maIaiîgemienit. Reports
fronm Newi Brunswick show ani absence of
antricipation ofany incrase in'th1ie voluile Of
general business. Shipping and lumber real-
ize very simall profits. Thte fisheries give
satisfacfory promnise, crop proslieets aire en-
couraging, aiid front aî genmeral Point Of View
Mierchants ire enjoying a fair mîîmiire of
prosperity, with few failumres, tiii those aiong
the Icast important clais. in Nova Scotia,
failires ire also f and niimprtant, îand but,
liti le change is observable in the steady, quiet
condition of trmile of i year ago, with gencral
comptaients of low rtits. Siipiing shlmowis
liO ilmprovemient and a complete deioraliza-
tion prevails in prices for fisht. Lumiber ex-
ports will probibly be sliglitly larger and the
output of coal abouit equal ta that of 1885-
1,300,000 tons. Crop prospects, se far as eau
be forecasted, promise wel, piarticilirly fruit.
li lanitobia the business omtlookî is encour-
iging. Wlilesile iuses report sales com-
silerably in excess, up te the present daette of
last yeair, and anticipate al satisfactory terminm-
ation of the ycar's business, the.completion of

the Caiadian Pacific Railway to the Pacific
coast giving them an increased field, iand
certain con'edesiIln'granted in locat 'Ifight
rates makes possible competition witii Emistern
houses. Country stocks are net heavy and a
visible improvement has been effected by the
abandonment in many places of the credit
system.- A good class of emigrants lave
arrived this season, the crops give excellent
promise and the acrdage is fàr greater. Ac-
cording ta governnctitstaltistices, 380,000 acres
are in wieat, the area of barley is 30 per con t
larger and other croes in proportion. Cheese
and butter factories are numerously coming
into being, and a general inierease in cultiva-

tion in the Territories is noticeable. The
cattle interest is also rapidly assuming pro-
miising proportions.

MONTREAL'S FIRE PROTECTION.

An important meeting ivas held ait the City
HalI on Monday ]tast, composed of adelegation
of managers fron the Fire Underwritcrs' As-
sociation and the Fire Committec of the City
Council, the object being to discuss the
present fire-protective facilities of the city.
Mr. G. F. C. Smith addrcssed the committee
ou belalf of the Association as follows:-

He approaclied the subject by saying that
kontreal wais not in a protected position. If
i tire of any consequence occurred any night
the disaster wvouild be serious o ithe public and
ta Ilie comepanies aiso. Ta the public it would
bc disastrous because, in the opinion of the
underwriters, not half the property was in-
sured ; ait least lue could say that of the poorer
classes were not. The question with the com-
panies, aifter. their experiences, had becorme
that of getting rates that wouild pay, since
losses did occur that no rates could or would
maîke up for. le would go bauck te 1851 and
1852, on the Gti of June, to the fire on St.
Paul street. It w'oild be remembered tihat
hundreds of thousands of dollars were pid on
that occasion on iecouint of losses ; while on
the tI of July followiing, the whole of St.
Lmwrence Ward and part.of St. Mlary's Ward
were destroyed. The coiinittee should re-
memmber the repetition of exporiences like
those in Chicago, Boston and St. JoiI, N.B.,
and in view of thmese things the conipinies
would be pardoied if, lit self-defence, they
were coipelled to increise tleir rates. The
itisurance managers ire many of thom citi-
zeis, and alive dlone uiiicl to heep doivn rates,
wlieh wvere lower than in many other places
li Cianaitda. HO mItealIt no offeice, nor was lie
nmaking any thîreats, Whon lie smid that the
companies could not continue is mat present.
The waer pressure, is laid benou suflieiently
shown bmy experiments, was not ta bu depcud-
cd on mt Montreali at moe than 70 or i5
ponds, while Ottau'a had a reliaîble pressumre
of fromt 115 ta 120 potunds i Quebleu of front 60
to 120 poundi; Toronto of from 70 to 80
poiuuIds; London of abouit 7 pounds, and St.

Fari Bulletin, No. 1, opens the series witl
notes on lthe cost of producing thorouglibred
cattle and slicep, the conduct of different
breeds in recent experience, and ciher items
of interest, lis the resuit of experiences with
i77 cnttle and 1,200 slieep in ten years' time.
Abstractly tlhre are but three things that

iave to do with the production of stock ani-
mals lit for sale and for use wlien eighteeni
iontlis old: (1) The particular source Of the

animal, (2) its individual menrit, and (3) its
management. Tiese on a basis of 100 nay
be valiied thus: source, 60; individual merit,
30 ; imanaugement, 10. The actul cost of pro-
d ueing a tloroughbred buil up1) to eiglhteei
montli, over eight différent breeds, in tr.
average herd Of thirty hlead, is $10; lieifers.
SI5 less. The actual average cost of thorough-
lred slcep of various breedis is $18 ier liead
alfter credliting one elp of wool from ewCe and
shearling; ewes, four dollars less. ln these
stateienis the cost of imported rires un1
tints is considered, their reliability in breed-

ing, freedomîî froi diseaes, gencral well doing
itider îOntario conditions, cost cf kueep, al
uihility of thle cow and ewe to make goud
calves and lambs. The prices realized have
been $235 for bulls, $167 for lieifers, $32 for
rast, and $21 for ewes. The profits approx-

limae to $120 for enttle, and $10 fur sheep.
The remirkabe fact thus appears that in
Ontario live stock breeding, twith eight dis-
tiiet breeds of cttle, there ias been reaîlizel

a per iead profit of $120, or one and one-liilf
more thilan the cost of production. Is not
titis more per acre thai Cnn bu credited to uny
ocher po"pular and Weil mniîîiaged fitri pro-
duet? 'lie next aniual report of the experi-
mental ftari will answrer this important pritc-
tical question in detail. The. original-or
intiporteid-coath of enttie and sheep iito On-
tarie duriig ten years nverages abouit $300
for buls, $260 for iefers,.$l 10 for rmis, and
$40 for ewes-all tirst-cliass animals. The
derw/ cow, so well appreciated everywhere for

the qituit tntdt quaiîlity of lier miii, continues
to mrit this reputation. T]'le Derot, though
not well patronized by the world lit large be-
caiuse of uidersize, and possibly also of mnoder-
ation in muaturing and qîîuitity of milk, is
iext to the jersey in the ricîness of lier daiiry
prodiucts, has no suîperior in the mactkinig of
good eidves, few grales aire lis content «nd
hardy, andt it is ditlicult to conceive of a more
de0sirnble cow on iplnid, rangy pastures for
the butter factory. Experience wiLli Aberdeen
Anmngu Polls lias been favorable li severtl
respects. Their early maturing properties are
very mnirked, and second to noue. They are

also suitable for the dairy. The Ayrshire is
promineut as a true and reliable breeder.and .
IL ricli milker, but is still troublesoine witlh
higlh milk before and after calving. ' The
Hlereford ls notable for the production of fleei
without grain summer or winter. The Gallo-
way, notwithstanding lier poor . reputtion, is
found to be certain as to quantity and quality
in milking, and lias been seen in good condi-
tion in winter wlhen suckling calves. Under
unîîusually favorable conditions, and by' the
timing of lambing, one mionth later than
usual, stronger and freshier laimbs are noted
this yeur. The following is the average of
lIambe per ewe this season-.beginniing on the
3rd March and ending May 3!st-with three
mwes to corne :

Noth-
ing lias been discovered to recommend the
ligl/dad, of Scotland, to Canadian conditions,
but witi the Cheviot it is certainly worth
while prosecuting experiments.

.Meeting withL a heavy gale, thie master resolved
to rue for Bermuda, and on January 23rd the
ship was anchored in the roadsteit ait the p rIt
of St. George, being afterwtrds remîtoved under
the persoinal direction of the harbor imaster to
i berth called the 4'Piowder Groind," where
ships with dangerous cargoes have been plnuCed
for 15 years past. lien pètroleumu is storcd
on.board a huli in the liarbortlhe law reuiiires
thaï tiepermission of the Governinent must
he obtailed ; but there is no slthute in force
which forbids vessels in distress tà enter the
haribor. The law, it is alleged, is satisfmed if
the harbor mcaster takes upon hinself the
mooring of a ship et a Place of comparative
safety. lowever, after the insurers and Own-
ers had been in consultation, and lied found it
absolutely necessary that atiother slhip should
forward the cargo, and whiie arraigenents
were being mnade to that end, the U.dertriler
was seized for citering the port without the
special. sanction of the Governor. The shipî
was discharged by order of the authoritiesu,
after being deserted by lier officers and crew,
and moored elsewhere in the harbor, wlere
she was in danger. of being -seriously strainedl.
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Thte upsiot of thd affair was that the empty
ship wa's set on fire by unknown parties anàl
totally coxisumed. The autthorities and certain
other parties were determined that the cargo
slould not be transferred to another vesse ,
but insisted upon its being landed and stored.
The charges caine to £1,750, which sum tb
underwvriters were asked ta contribute; but aý
they agrëcd in the steps taken by the owner
of the vessel, in abaidonment, they decline 1
to pay any average whatever. In consequénce
of this rfusal ta recognize claims of a doubt-
fui character, the cargo iras sold for less than
the expenses incurred, and the purchasers
shippéd the petrolcum to Cuba. The issue of
the procéeding rests thus : thé owner bas lost
his ship and freiglit, and the slipper of thé
cargo his property. An Ainericati citizen ia
been unlawfully despoiled of his goods, a
Canadien ship bas been destroyed, and the
unîderwriters wroniged. The ovner ,.f the ship,
the owner of the cargo, and the underwriters
have united in demanding satisfaction. The
Dominion Government have donc their utmost
in endeavoriug to persuade ber Majesty's Gov-
erniment to take action in the matter. The
aggrieved parties only ask ta be allowed I y
petition of right, or ny other legal process, t ô.
make the Crown defendant. This is denic,
to them ut present. The Canadian ministerS
have taken the opinion of counsel, and it is
adiiiitted that the correct way of procurint
iedress is by lawsuit, but that privilege seeni
t be .withhèld., Jnderwriters who have sui-
fered lasses et Bermuda are eager to enter this
contest, and ut their request, says the Liver-
pool Joiurnal of Commzerce, we give titis abbre-
v iated versinof a lengthy case. Failing ta
have a court of law open to those especially
interestëd, ithe next course will be for thé
Aierican Goveranent ta insist upon repara-
tion,

Wn1A IT cosTs.-The recent large seizures
of imerchandise in Montreal bid fair ta prove
more than a nine days' wonder. In another
colunu reference is made to rumors concern-
ing lxush money in connection with the
seizures by whichî it may be inferred thaît fur-
feiture of the value of the goods is not the
only loss in such cases. The paynient of
$362 i3.04 made to Mr. Jas. F. Woliff by F. N.
Rtadford in full for the McLachlnn irreguitari-
ties, did not include the amounts of duty.paid
fronîi time to time by tie Operators of the
fin on smaller cases of goods which in saome
instances weie substituted for larger and more
valuable packages similarly numnbered. To
these nmust b added prolbaly the consider-
able sun employe'd by Mr. Radford in bis
delicate mission to Ottawa a few days after
the payMent ai the $36,273 when fear of
further proisecution or anniilatioi was before
the eyes Of the firm. Now, the question
agitating the minds of the coniînunity is
what disposal was made of titis sui of money,
adiitted, by e mnorning coritemporary ta have
been -given ta Mr. Donald lauemaster of this

city, lawyer, and 2. P. for Glengtirry. The
idea canot for a moment be entertained that
any portion of it was emtployed for purposes of
corruption in high places; this presumption
is tao contemptible, as doubtless is aiso the
surmise tlit it was enployed in aîny Measure
ta inîfluence the M. P. proprietors af two oppo-
site dailies. As Mr. Macinster promises to
rise and explain, ive must take the ordinary
business view of the matter and conclude thit
the worthy meiber put it al1 into his ow'n
already well-illed pockets ; and thre will be
found but few', if any, anmong the minbers of
the profession ta deny that lie was at ail
overpaid.

Puacassa u Iw o .- A Californian nier-
clatit just returned front a trip ta India lias
furnished ome interesting fauts to the press.
He stated that Indian wletat is not as clea
as that of California, but the quality is in-
proving and the *acreige is on the inîcreatse.
The value of Caiifornia whcuat above the
average of that of India similarly cleaned is
not above six per cent. The average yield is
ten biushels par acre. Under the saine systern
of cultivatioi the wlieat raised woNuld doub&
less beequal in bread-utaking qualities to tlhx
avertige of,Californîia wIeat. liulroatd freigbtV
are lower than in California; the rouds are it
excellent condition and tire controlled by. th
Govenment. They are construicted as a
State or military nîecessity ; the Governient
of India furnished the bonds n iwhich th
funds ere obtained ta build tle main lines.
The caitils xre increasing in nuiber and ex-
tant. One canal Nas begun 400 years ago.
The main canal is 645 miles long; its numfier-
ans branches aggregate a lengtlh of 3,078
miles ; it Icads out of the Ganges, and irre-
giates a tract of 50 by 320 miles. The Easi
Jtinii, near Delhi, cotes hie the river inir
Agra, a lengtli of 130 miles. In Sind, the
Dèlta of the Indus is traversed by nminraus
iniundated canais, 3 l in xumber, with a t2tal
length of 5;013 mi!cs, irrigating an area of up-
ward of two miiiion acres. Soie of the
canals are used for navigation ; aliers for irri-
gation onily. There are two crops per year
raised i Iladi. In the spring tie principal
crop is uheat. Inu suimmter and autumni they
raise pappies, rice, millet, Indian corn, suigar
cane, cotton, linsced, inidigo, tea niid a great
variety of vegetables. iîdia produs:es more
jUitî tian all the worli besid'e, and Cilcutta
mills -ve secied the ntxinoply of the bag
trau,.

Fiioa . Engili excianges w'e Icarn that,
takiiid th market all round, the rise for
ncrino wools amouits to about 25 per cent., a
result which corresponds in the main with the
rise of the value of Buenos Ayrcs wool in
Antwerp, and ratifies the advance paid for
Colonial wools in recerit private traisactions.
It brings back prices Of Austrliiii wool,
roughly speaking, ta about the saine level
they occupied a yecar aga, wiile Cape wools
are still about 10 per cent. lower. The Brad,

ford corrspondent of the Econdexxîist writes
thdt the upw'ard moveuent-at the oponing of
the London wvool sales lias exceeded éxpecta-
tion, but still the effect upon the English
wool market is not considerable. Holders are
very firni at late rates and indifferent about
selling, but users are unwilling ta pay any ad-
vance. Al descriptions-of meriio wdols are,
of course, hield for -more money. Mohair and
alpaca both maintain the recent aîdvance.
Spinners are not receiving so many orders,
but they are very busy, and there is a disposi-
tion ta buîy ut late rates. Quotations how-
ever, are hardening, and sellers are very inde-

pendent. 1In yanis, quotations have advanced

considerably. Moiair . yarns especially the
lower qualities, are being taken in large quan-
tities, and spinners are engaged for months ta
come. The picce trade i; a littie better. in
tone. The producing power of the district
bs beeni lessened, and mukers of tress goods
tire iow ioderately well engaged.

be displaced. The dificulties vhich prevent
the use of this artificial indigo -are, however,
as yet far too great for its general time ind arc
first, its higi price in proportion ta the
aioint of indigotine it contains, as propiolic
acid at a cost-of $2,38 par kilo, contains 20

per cent only of indigotine and is therefore
itterly unable to conmpete with natural indigo
containing front 60 ta 0 puer cent of indi-
gotine at a cost of front 3.00 ·ta 430 per kilo.

Besides titis, up to the present time, no prac-
tical method of printing iith this compound
of propiolic acid has as yet been invented, its
property when mixed wihli borax and xanthatc
of soda, and printed on cotton fabries, of fori-
ing a precipitate of indigotine on gentle ient-
ing, being really no practical solution of the
question ; and another and most damaging
point is that all solutions of alkaline propiol
salts, especially in the presence of reduxcing
agets i hke Xatltiate Of suda, reuiain mlliehnaig.
cd only fora short time, and that therefore the
color breaks up and becoines absolutely usclesa
during printing. No discovery ta obviate tlis
defect has is yet been made and contequently
propiol bluîes can only be uscd wlmin the
foiauidation of the color is possible immediate-
ly before printing. Praliol blue is still used
ta some extent in dyeing fine shirts and
iandkerchiiefs, but xinless soie discoveries
are made in the direction of fixing the colors
it can never hope ta iival indigo in the catton
printing industries.

weeks ago, and a decrease of 9,462,000 with a
year ago. In Chicago wheat has gained 8e

from the lowest point, closing casier. Re-
ports of damage tn lic crops were in circula-
tion, and even the "bears " admit thlat while
the spring wheat crop caninot be called a
failure it lias been materially shortened.
There was a noticeable improvement in thie
European markets, largely due to the advance
on this side.

HnDs AND TALLOw.-n consequence of the
recent holidays and the hot weather business
bas been quiet. As usual in the summer
season, offerings have fallen off, and most
dealers could place more than they can secure.
Stocks being scarce and the demand good
there is some expectation that higler prices
will shortly rule. Dry hides are firmer at
16c«D17c and lambskins have been advanced
to 35c. .Tallow dull and nominal.

TRno AND HAnnwAa.-The demand for pig-
iron has continued to reacli full former pro-
portions, several good orders, including one of
300 tons, having been obtained in the West.
The Montreal tack manufacturera are out vith
an amended circular making a reduction in
some sorts. The following iaso is published:
-a Sloe finders' list. 25 p. c. trade discount.
Any party vhose purchases fron one manu-
facturer between this date and December 31at,
1886, of goods named in these lists (after de-
ducting trade discounts as above) amount to
$500 or over shall be entitled to a drawback
of 124per cent on said purchases; provided
such purchaser has notduring the time sold
at better than the trade discounts naned.
This drawback will be allowed only ut the
end of specified terma, and on conditions named
above. The drawback will not be allowed by
the manufacturers in cases wherc two or more
smaill buyers join together in purchasing for
the purpose of taking the necessary quantity.
Terms: 4 monthis, or b per cent discount for
cash in 30 days. Goods delivered f.o.b. Mont-
rcal. There is a determined effort in the
hardware trade to reduce 30 day discounts
from 5 to 3 pet cent. It is iaso thought
desirable that the selling time for iron and
hcavy metals should be four months instead
of six, but tin plates are stili being sold frecly
alhead at six months time. A large city firt
is said to bc branching off into pig-iron.
Advices from Pittsburg state tat the settle-
ment of ic labor troubles lias been followed
by a general improvement in thte demand fer
steel rails, building materip.1, crude iron and
merchant bar and steel. In New York, it is
stated that lead is well under control and the
casiness of the foreign market seens to be
the only obstacle to a rise. The following is
said of tin and tinplate :-After dropping off
to £100 for spot Straits the London market
bas reached £101 7s Gd. During the interim
values fluetuated to a corresponding extent
here, and at the close were firm at about jc
advance on Friday's latest.
