Tus Rev. (oo, ndges, DD, has been elected
to succeed Bishop Lawrence as Dean of Cam-
bridge Theological School.  [r. Hodges was
recently clocted Assistant-Bishop of Oregon,
but did not accept.

Tur Domestic and Foreign Missionary 5-
ciety of the U, S. has reccived a legacy of $35,-
000 by the will of the late Amelia B. Morris, of
Baltimore; and the General Theological Sewm-
inary has received $2500 {rom the sume
source,

TaE Rock, which is a stuunch representative
of the Evangelicals of the Church of Bugland,
says it is “ throwing your haby to the wolves”
to surrender the question of the vulidity of
Holy Orders in order to concilinte Noncon-
formists,

Ox the 17th Sunday after Trinity the Bishop
of Nebraska ordained to the Priesthood the
Rev, Geo. Lernard Clarke—u convert from the
Congregaticnal body-—who had spent his dizcon-
ate ministering suceessfully to two Mission Sta-
tions, Wilbur and Dewitt.

Tog Church Defence Institution has com-
menced its active educational propagunda for
the ensuing season with a series of lectures on
Eoglish Cliurch History in Devonshire, In
each town where the lectures are to be de-

livered the largest public hall has been engnged,
and sl the churches of the sevoral districts wil
combine (o muke the gatherings suceessful in
every way.

At the September Ordination the English
Bishops ordained 105 deucons and 1E priests.
The following Bishops held ordinations: Dar-
ham, Chester, Ely, Gloucester and Bristol,
Lichfield, Lilandaft, Manchester, Oxford, St.
Albans, St. Asaph, Sulisbury, Southwell, Wike-
field, and Worcester.

Tue Archbishop of Canterbury is reported to
have received a great ovation at the Birming-
ham Congress meeting,  The whole assembly
—5000 it mumber—stood up, shouted, cheorod
and waved hats, i3 address was very fing,
sparkling over with humour, yot most scholarly.
His Grace's sermon at the Uongress service s
deseribed as * magnificent,”” * great indeed.”

Bisuor Parer recommends his clergy to
present for Confirmation their converts from
the Roman body—¢ those who, ax members of
the Church of Rome, have received what is ae-
cepted as Contirmation in that Church.” He
suys thut unless they have rececived the full
“Jaying on of hands]” they should by all means
be contirmed in this Church when they make
their public reconciliation to our own Com-
munion,

Tue  Archbishop of Canterbury and the
Bishop o’ Durhaum wore their Convocation robes
at the opening service of the Birmingham Con-
gress, the Primate’s train being borne by a
couple of clhoir boys.  The procession included
the Arehibishop of Dublin, the Bishops of Lach-
fiekd, Waketield, Hall, Edinburgh, and Barbu-
das, Bishop Cramer Roberts, 150 clergy, and
twenly-cight members of the City Council,

PreseNpary Sapnek bas eomnpleted his well-
known and valuable Church Commentary on
the New Testament,  The Commentary is now
complete in twelve volumes,  The Churel Quar-
terly suys : 1t is fur the best practienl Com-
meuntary that we know, being pluin-spolken,
fearless and definite, and containing matter
very unlike the milk and water which iy often
served up in (so-called)  practical Commen-
taries, . . . For solid Church teaching itstunds
unrivalled.”

Prseviss—In answer to a lady who wrote
to ask what “Puseyism’ meant, the Doctor re-
plied in a long letter, quoted in the Life just
published, laying stress on a number of points,
but chiefly on these : # (1) High thought< of
the two Sucraments; (2) high estimate of Epis
copacy; (3) high estimate of the visible
Church; (4) regard for ordinances, such a3
duily publie prayers, fass and feasts, ete.; (5)
regard for the visible part of devotion, such ns
the decoration of the House of Gord, which acts
insen=ibly on the mind; (6) reverence for and
deference to the Ancient Church,”

J. I, Kitto, of St, Martin’s-in-the-
Fields, W0, with a view to boing admitted to
Holy Orders, and he is going (o work as lay
reador in that parish,  The Bishop of London
will probubly admit him to Deacon's Ordors at
a comparatively early dute.  Mr, Donaldson
about thirty years of wge, and a sponker and
proacher of much ability, By the step which
he bhas taken he makes a great pecuniary
sacrifice,

CHARLES KINGSLEY ON GAMBLING,

OF all habity, it grows
most on eiger minds,  Success and loss alike
make it grow,  Of all habits, however much
civilized wen may give way to it, it 18, 0no of
the most intrinsicully savage,  Historically, it
has been the ponce excitemont of tho lowest
brutes in human form for ages past.  Morally,
it is nnchivadrous and unchristinn,

“ (1) L gains money by the fowest upd most
unjnst means, for it takes money oul of your
neighbour's pocket without giving him uny-
thing in return,

€2y It tempts you to wse what you fancy
your superior knowledize of 0 horse’s meorits—
oranything else—to your neighbour's harm,
you know bettor than your neighbour, yon are
bound to give him your adviee,  Tustond, you
coneerl your knowledge to win from his ignor-
anca: henee como adl sorls of” concenlmonts,
dodgen, deceits—I say the devil 13 the only
father ot it. ‘

“I’'m sure, morgover, thut the heil-mnstor
wauld ohject seriously to anything likoe » lot-
tery, botting or gambling. [ hope you have
not won, I should not be serry for you to lose,
If you have won, T shall not congratulute you,
If you wish to please me, you will give buele to
its lawtul owner the money you have won. If
you ure a loser in gross therehy, I will gladly
reimburse your losses this time,  As you had
put it, you could not in honour draw back till
after the event.  Now you can give huek your
money, saying that you understand that the
head-master and [ disupprove of such  things,
ancd wo gain u very great moral influence,  He-
colleet alwiys that the stocle argument is worth-
fess. It is thin: ¢ My friend would win from
me if he eonld ; therefore [ have an equal right
to win from him,' Nonsense, Thesame argu-
ment sould prove that [ have a right to maim
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or kill 2 man if only I give him leave to muim
and kill me if he can and will,

“T have spoken my mind once and for all on
a mattor on which I have held the same views
for more than twenty years.”

POLYCHURCHISM.

I'rom the Church Times.

At the Tueerne conforence on Rennioh which
has been in sossion at intervals during the
present month, a paper was read on the
above subject by Cunon Ilammond of St, Austell
—author of “ Church or Chapel,” and “ Knglish
Nonconformity and Christ's Chiristianity,” both
vulunble works in  tho controversy betweon
Church and  Dissent—which gave rise to con-
siderable discussion. The greater purt of the
puper we now proceed Lo give, omitting the first
few words of apology and regret for speaking
in o way which Canon Hammond said might

hurt the feclings of muany who were present.
“1f 1 wound you, it is that I mnay help to heal
ono of the sores of the Chureh.”  IHo then pro-
coedod - —

This prosent Conference is summoned, as that
of Inst yonr wan, to discuss “ the feeunion of the
Churchos,” and there cun be no doubt what is
monnt by the term *Churches,”  You under-
stand tho word to mean, as the Grindelwald
fathors understood it to mean, the various com-
munities of Christinns in England, and possibly
efsowhero— Iipiscopal, Presbytervinn, Baptist
Mothodint, and so forth. You call all these
Y Churches *—perhaps you also assumoe that
“one Church is a8 good as another.,” [ have
now, therofore, to submit to you, most earnestly
and mont rospectlully, that there is and can be no
Church but one. T shall maintain that the visible
Church of Chirist was meant to bo, and esential
ly is, “ono body,” and no more; that no man
or numbor of men ¢an possibly found a second
or secossion Church; that, however much the
one Church has been and is distracted and divid-
od, it has not hoen,it cannot bo divided into two,
much less two handred “Churehes,” and that,
consoquontly, what we have (o aim al is not the
“rounion or foderation of the Chwrehes,” tov
thero nre no *churches™ to rennite, but the
honling ofdivisions in the Chureh, the reconcila-
tion of sepurated Christinns to the “one hody
of Christ,

In other words, this Conterence i based, as
the Grindolwald Coutorence was on the purely
modorn theory of polyehurchism——u theory which,
1 fonr, will vitinte all your proceedings and
frustrate your amiablo eftorts, [ have there-
fore rought und obtained permission to lay be-
foro you some roasons for clinging to the ancient
viow that therois “ One Ioly Catholic and
Apostolic Chureh;” that God's Chureh, Christ's
Chureh, can bo but one,

And by * God’s Chureh,” or “ Christ’s Chureh,”
1 monn the visthle Church, 1 do not allow that
thero is any “ invisiblo Church,”"~—nothing of tho
kind is over mentioned in Holy Writ; if it is,
lot the passagoe be produced presently—no, but
thoro is & soul of the Church, as well as ¢ the
body of Christ's Church.” The body of the
Church is the visiblo community of Cliristinus,
the Church as wo soo and know it,
tho Church consists of those truo beliovers, those
*disoiples indeed, " whoare known to God alone.
Of the latter I shall say nothing. Tho Con-
foronco dovs not proposv to reunite them, My
words rofor, as tho Conference relates, to the
visible Church only,

And in altempting to prove to you that this
Chureh was moant to be one, and that, despite
the “ schisms in the body,” it has not been, and
cannot bo, divided iuto two, I shall make my

The soul of

appeal exclusively to Holy Scriptures. I do
not forget that the Church is older than the

New Testament ; I do not forget that it is to the
Church that we are indebted, under God for the
Scriptures; but all the same T shall now, for
obvious reasons, appeul to ¢ the Bible’ and the
Bible only.” It has been said that the Grindel-
wild Conference wis marked by an absence of
all references to Holy Writ. “ We looked in vain
throngh the procecdings,” said the Christian
Commonwenlth at  the time, for any definite
appeal to the Word of God, by which the
differcnces must eventually be destroyed if they
are destroyed atall,” Whether this wasso I
will notsay, but [ must vemark that in the dis-
cussions of last night there was no reference to
Giod's Word, The same reproach shall not he
brought against these present proceedings, I
shall take you“to the law and to the testi-
mony,” and to Lhatalone, If [eite the apinions
of others, it is only to show that I do not stund
alone in my interpretations of its  teachings,
And I venture to hope that those of you who
aro good enough to notice my argument will
meet me on this ground. T rest my case, such
as it is, on Gods Word ; it is by God's Word
that I must he convineed, if T am to be con-
vineed, of my error. It is of no use pointing
me to what men eall “ the facts of modern Chris-
tendon.” [ these fucts, or supposed facts con-
trdiet God’s Word, then so much the worse for
them, 1 an Dr. Beet allows, “events have led
the oupward forias of Christinnity away from
the apostolic ideal,” then I reply that the sooner
ovents lead them back aguin, the better. We
cannot mend the Churceh of the New Testament,
in any of its essential features,  And theretore
I'make my appeal to the New Testament.
“Ifever,” as the Bishop of Ripon said recently,
“there is to be & communion amongst the
virious denominations of Christiaus through-
out the world, it can only come by the honest,
patient, careful, roverent, determined, and un-
selfowilled study of the old Book of God.” I
now, therefore, hespeak your honest, and care-
ful, and patient,, and unselftwilled attention to
the tollowing propositions which it seems o me
that Boolk clearly and unmistakably lnys down,
Hitis not so; it 1, and thousands of others, are
lnbouring under & delusion; then we shall be
sincerely grateful to you i you will point out
where our mistake lies. If Tam wrong, you
will do me an essentinl service by putting me
right,

I begin by altinming that—1. ffoly Seripture
knows of no Chureh, of no local Clureh even, which
s not (od’s Church, Every Bible © Chureh ™ is
a ¢ Chnrelof the Living God, Even the corrupt
Church of Covinth was “ the Chureh of (fod which
is at Corinth.” The Churehof the Thessalonians
was “in God the Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.”  The Church at Ephesus, which St,
Paul charged theelders to fead, was “ the Church
of God, which he purchased with his own blood,”
The Church as o which Timothy was taught
“how men ought to behave themselves ” there-
in, was * the house of God, which is the Church
of the Living God.™  In fact, all the congrega-
tions of the Apostolie age are deseribed as * the
churches of God ™ or ““the churehes of (hrst,”
On this point there ean be no dizpate. If the
Church 1, as Dr. Fairbairn says, “an institu-
tion of man, not an inspiration of God,” still it
is God's institution,  Nor do I think we shall
ditfer much on the next point—as to why they
are “ Churches of God,” They are such beeause
God founded  them, beeause 1e inspires them,
inhabits them, orders them, governs them; be-
cause they form 1lis family and  His flock—
in one word, because lle chose them, not
because they chose 1lim.  If therefore, all our
denominations are ** Churches,” they are all
“ Churches of God.!  There is no middle course,
If a Churehy then God's @ if not God's, then not a
Church. Whatover their origin—and some of
them, it is notorious, had their beginnings in

bitter strife and wrangling—still God founded
them. However discordant or mutually des-
truetive their tenets, still God upholds and in-
forms them ; however antagonistic to cuch other
they may be, still God regards euch one as His
“houschold,” His * habitation,” And not only
s0, but—what is much more importunt for my
argument—the Church of Bngland, if it isa
Church at all; is God's Church whatever its cor-
ruption may be.

I1. Iloly Seripture knows of na Chureh in any
eity or country other than 'The Church of the city
or country. 'The “ Churches " of which we read
in the *“old Book of God,” are *the Churches
of Axia,” “of UGalatin.”" “of Macedonia,” ** the
Church of the Laodiceans,” ““the Church of
Cenchrea,” of Corinth, of Surdis, of Thyutira,
*¢the Church throughout all Judea and Gallee
and Samaria,” Even the Churches in private
houses were the Churches of the locality.  We
search the Bible in vain to find any ¢ Church”
—uother than the universal (which is composed of
all these local Churches)—which has not jts
¢ local habitation and name ;" which is not t/e
Church of the.place. 'We search it in vain to
find any precedent for a Baptist, or Methodist,
or Unitarian, or United Presbyterian Church.
“ Churches " other than the Church, separatist
bodies, splits trom  the parent stock, were un-
known to the Aposles, If any such existed, if
there is one instance of a Dissenting communion
inthe pages of the New Testament, it will be
casy to cite the chapter and verse, But they
cannot he cited, ¢ Wemay challenge the proof
from Scripture "—these are Mr. Gladstonu's
words—**of any plurality of Churches except
such as is local only.” Divisions there were
within the Church—and these were sternly de-
nounced—but separations from it (except on the
part of the apostates), there were none. The
idea of competing Churches, denominational
Churches would have filled the Apostles with
dismay. To St. Paul, a divided Churcn seemed
to imply a divided Christ. “1f there be one
Christ indivisible "—s¢o Dr. Marcus Dods inter-
prets Iis words—* then there is but one Clureh
indivisible,” - But whether there is so or not,
the fact remains that Holy Seripture koows of
no * Cnurches ” but the local Churches,

EPISCOPACY A DIVINE INSTITUTION.

The great Wesleyan Commentator Dr, Adam
Clarke, says : * As the deacon had many pri-
vitte members under his care : so the preshyter
or elder had several deacons under his care:
the bishop several presbyters: and the Arch-
bishop several bishops.  But I speak now more
of the modern than of the ancient Church, The
distinetion in some of these offices is not so ap-
parent in ancient times: and some of the ofiees
them=elves are modern or comparatively so.
But deacon, preshyter and bishop existed in the
Apostolic: Church ; and may theiefore be con-
sidered cf Divine origin.”  Dr, Adam Clarke,
commentary 1 Tim. iii., 13 “The dircetions
given in this chapter concerning bishops and
deacons should be carefully weighed by every
branch of the Chriztinn Church. Not only the
offices which are of Divine appointment such ax
bishop, presbyter and deacon should be most reli-
givusly preserved in the Church, but that they
may have their full effect, the persons exercis-
ing them should be sueh as the Apostles pre-
scribes.”  The same on the same chupter.

The General Synod.
Tuespay, 19tu SErFTEMBER, 1803,
During the afternoon session of the Lower
House the special committee on * Expenses of
Synod” reported the total expenses of Clergy
and Lay delegates of the Lower louse ay
amounting to §2,181,and of the House of Bishops
$598.00, making a grand total of $2,779. The
committeo found there were 1,062 Clergy in the
Dominion in diveeses having over ten clergy-
men, the amount required per head being $2.56.
1t also submitted the following scule ot wssess-
ments:

The committee recommended that the Dioce-
san treasurers be requested to xend the amounts
assessed against their dioceses to the treasurer
of the General Synod within one month from
date, who should at once send to the Diocesan
treasurers the proportion tu which each dioce-c
was entitled,

The report was adopted, and the committee
was nuthorized to fix & pro rate allowance for
the delegates upon report trom the several dio-
ceses,

The first matter of general bu iness talen np
in the Lower Iouse was a resolution by the
Rev. Dr, Langtry thata committee be appointed
1o report to this session of the Synod on the
better organization of the Missionary and Ag-
gressive work of the Church. Dr. Langtry sup-
ported his motion with an curnest and forcible
speech, and although some objection was made
to deuling with the matter then, as the Provin-
cial Synod of Canada had already an organiz-
tion ut work, the principle of the resolution was
adopted, but it was referred to the Committee
on Mirsionury Work instend of to a special cone-
mittee.

A message was received from  the THouse of
Bishops concurring in the action of the Lower
House in regard to the Order of Permanent
Proceedings, except in regard to o few verbal
changes, and further striking out the words
“in processicn” in regard o the opening of the
Synod, They also suggested that the service
should take place in the Cathedral orany other
church appointed by the Primate.  The amend-
ments were concurred in.

Dr. Langtry then moved a  resolntion,
seconded by the Rev. Septimus Jones, in regumd
1o the * Burial Service” s fullows:

“That their Lordships be requested to re-nr-
range and enrich the Burial Service so as to
adapt it for use in our climate under the altered
conditions of modern interment.,”

.Some members of the Houase were in favor of
having the matter stand over until next session
of the Synod, but ftinally the motion was
adopted. ’

The Lower House reassembled on Wednes-
day, the 20th, at 10 a.m.  After prayers in the
College Chapel as usual, and the Minutes of the
previous meeting huaving been read and con-
firmed, the Iouse adjourned until two o’clock
in order to allow the various Standing Commit

tees which had been appointed to meet, ovgan-
ize and arrange their work,

On reassembling in the afternoon a resolution
in regard to requesting the Bishops to select
and authorize suitable opening seutences of
Scripture for use on Christmas, Easter, Ascen-
sion, Whitsunday, and other festal oceasions,
was introduced, but it being stated that the
Committee on “ Doctrine, Discipling and Wor
ship” had the matter before it, the resolution
was withdrawn,

A report wis received from the “ Iinance”
Committee, stating that Mr, R. V., Rogers was
appointed seeretary of the eastern division to
vonsist of the dioceses of the eeclesiastical Prov-
ince of Ontario, and Mr. A, K, Eden seeretary

of the western division consisting of the dio-

ceses of the ecelesinstical Provinee of Ruport's
Land and the Province of Columbia, The report
of the committee on the expenses of delegates
to the General Synod had been considered, und
it waus reccommended that the sceretaries he
authorized 1o communicate to the seeretaries of
eich ol the dioeeses of the Synod in their re-
spective divisions, or in case no Synod exints,
to the Bishop of the diocese, a request to e
furnizhed with a certified return of the expenses
of cach delegate,  The committee further re-
commended that as soon as a return showing
the cost of printing, and other incidental ex-
penses could be obtained, the same together
with the travelling expensos of the delegates be
apportioned amongst the respective dioceses on
the husis already recommended, and that the
Finance Committee be authorized to notify the
treasurer of cach diocese of the amount appor-
tioned to each diocese, and requesta remittance
of the amount within one month of the date of
such notifieation, who shall at once send to the
diocesan treasurer the amount to which each

divcese was entitled for the travelling expenses
of its delegate,

The report wus adopted,

Messauks rroy e Uprer IJovse.

The Prolocutor announced that the follow-
iug messuges had been received from the House
ot Bishops :

(D) Resolved, the Lower THouse concurring,
that the following be added at the close of the
Constitution : ** Given in the city of Toronto,in
the month of September, in the yeur of our
Lord, 1893,

(1) Resolved, the Lower Houso concurring,
that above the two declarations following the
solemn deelarations be inserted  the  words
“undamental principles,”” and thut the words
© hasi~ of Constitution” be substituted for the
word © Constitution’ at the head of the articles
of Constitution,

((+) Resolved, the Lower Touse concarring,
that no change in this Constitution shall be eon-
sidered unless a majority of each order is pres-
ent, and nochange shall take pliece unless unani-
mously adopted by both Houses, or until
aftirmed by a two-thinds majority of the Upper
THouse, and 4 two-thirds majority of each order
of the Houseof Delegates) nud in the lntter ease
it shull stand over tor contirmation until the
next mecting of the Synod, when it must he
afirmed by similar majorities.

Reviiiors Tracumise 1N Pusnic Senoons.

(/) The President of the Upper House trans-
mits the accompanying report, and requests
the concurrence of the Lower Iouse thercin:
The Committee on the Edneationad Work of the
Chureh beg to report as follows: Thut in their
jndgment  religious  teaching in our  public
schools is absolutely necessary in order cither to
fultil the true purpose of educution or to con-
serve the highest interests of the nation ut
large, and requests the General Synod to affirm
the principle herein contuined.

The reading of this message was received
with applause. _ '

(1) Resolved, the Lower Ilouse concurring,

that the soveral Standing Committess have
power to add to their number any membors of
the Synod whose presence it may  bo thought
would be helpful to the committoo’s delibera-
tons,

The Lower Mouse conenrred in all thoso
IMUSSUTeS,

Rev, Provost Body drew atiention to the fact
that in the mossage “¢" the House of Bishops
spoke of the * Constitution,” whorens the
House had already agreed that it should be
known as the ** basis of Constitution,” in which
their Lordships had concurred.

A message was despatehed to the Upper
[House, and it was ascertained that their Lowd-
ships wished to speak of the * basis of Consti-
tution.”

Inanswer to o commuuication from the Up-
per House the House of Delegates ngreed that
prorogation should take place at six o'cloek,

The tollowing message (M) wax received from
the Upper louse:

Rusolved, the Lower Houso conenrrving, that

A veport was then presented from the Com-
mittee on ** Bdueation™ by the Rev, Canon
O'Meara to the sume purport as message (A7)
from the House of Bishops,

Canon O'Meara moved the adoption of ihoe
report, and nuade an cirnest address insupport
of veligious teaching in the schools) maintaining
that no system of education shoull dare to sep-
arate that which God had joined together a8 u
principle in education, mumely the dovelopment
intelectually and morally of the young. 1o
held that religion and education should go hand
m hand in forming the character of tho rising
generation of this Dominion, The report wus
adopred without opposition,

Message (V) was then received from the
House of Bisliops, announcing concurrence in
the messago from the Lower Houso respeeling
the Constitution  exvepting  cliuse five, and
the “Order of Procecdings” and the ** Rules of
Order” as amended by Mr, Steachan Bothune,
Q.C,, so fur as they did not afleet tho * Solemn
Declaration”™ and the fundamental  principlos
and basis of Constitntion alveady agreed upon,

The Rev. Canon Pentreath, B.D,, of Winui-
peg, then moved wresolution in regard to the
missionary work of the Chureh, urging the ap-
plicution of the Lenten offerings of the children
throughout the Dominion to the stipend of a
wissionary Bishop, e aflivmed that at least
five more Bishops were required in the West,
ad advoeated the appointnient of two at an
early date.

The motion was wdopted.

On reaching the Ordors of the day, the Rev,
Dr. Langtry moved w resolution in yegard to the
obrervance of The Lopd's Day, which ultimntely
was aeeepted v the following form: “That the
Houne of Bishops be respectfully  reguested to
give the subject of The Lord’s Day observanco
siich o place in their fortheoming Pastoral as to
them may seem neceseary,”

Massagee () was then received, the Upper
1 onse announcing s conearrence in the ap-
pointment of a Delegation to the Generns Con-
vention of the Protestant Fpiscopal Church of
the Pnited States, and on motionof Ven, Arch-
dencon Evans, of Montreal, o sinull commitieo
consisting of the Very Rev, Dean Grisdale, Rev,
Canon Partridge, T, Walkem, QG Judge
MeDonald, Dr, Davidson, Q.C., and the mover
were appointed  to suggest names from the
Lower ITouse, aud withdrawing for o fow mo-
ments, returned and reported the following,
who were thereapon appointed : Clergy @ Very
lev. the Prolocutor, Dean Carmichael, of Mont-
real, and Very Rev, Dean Grisdulo, of Rupert’s
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Land, with Ven, Archdeacons Lauder and For-
in as eubstitutes. Laity : Hon, G. W, Allan
and Mr. W, Myers Gray, with Mr. Matthew
Wilson, Q.C., and Mr. J. II, Brock us substi-
tutes,

Tho following resolution was agreed to on the
motion of Mr. Chas. Jenkins :

“That thoe Uppor Houro bo respectfully re-
quested to consider the advisability of jssuing
« Pastoral to the Anglican communion in tho
Dominion of Canada at this most important
opoch in the history of the Church in Canada;
the Lower House being of opinion that the sot-
ting forth to the membership of tho Church by
the Houso of Bishops of the groat importance
of this movemont and the duties and respousi-
hilities of the membors that it omphasizes, is a
maltor of the highest practical importanee.”

Later on in the aftornoon message (P) wus
rocoived from the Upper llouse as follows:
Tosolved, that whilo expressing their entire
symputhy with the desire of the Lower HHouse
for the incrouso of tho Missionary Kpiscopate
of the Church at tho earliest possible date, the
membiors of the Upper House do not regard the
plan proposed, viz., thut of Lenten offerings of
tho Sunday schools, as practicable.

Mossnge (Q) was then read announcing that
the 1louse of Bishops had appointed the Pri-
mute, the Bishop of Algoma, and the Bishop of
Qu'Appolle as delogates lo ropresent them al

ho Goneral Convontion of the Protestant Epis-
copul Chureh in the United Stalos,

On motion of Judge McDonald, it was ro-
solved : “That the Synod recognize the extent
and influonce of tho Brotherhood of St. Androw,
and endorse its work.”

On motion of Hon, G. W. Allan, the Lower
House concurred in tho action of the Uppor
Ilouse in oxprossing satisfaction that the Pre-
mier of the Dominion bud intimated that tho
Dominion Govornment would be glad to co-op-
erate with tho Ontario Government, so that full
offect might bo given to tho report of the On-
turio Prison Reform Commissionors; aud that
ho would recommend to the members of the
Dominion Government the establishment of o
Dominion roformatory for youthful first oftend-
ors, 80 that they might not be exposed to the
contaminating influonces of prison lifo,

Special votes of thanks woere thon passod to
the Cruunron WoseN of Toronto for their kind
and gonial hospitality, in putting which tho Pro-
locutor oxpressed his owu apprecintion in ad-
mirnble terma; to the Wouan's Arxiniany,
for the vory pleasant Reception given by it to
the mombors of the Synad in St. Jumes’ school-
room; to tho Provosr amd authorities of Trix-
1ty Contrur, for use of the building and
tho daily service in the chapol, and for general
accommaodation given to members; to the
Srenkrautes, J, A, Worrell, Q.C., and the Rov,
Cunon Spencor, for their laborious and efiicient
gorvicos ; to Dr, Davidson, Q.C., and the Ilon,
Mr, Justice Hanington, for their sorvices as
Asstssonrs to the Prolocutor; and, by standing
voto, to the Provocuron, the Vory Rev. Dean
Carmichael, D.C.L., for his ablo and impnrtial
administration of the aftuirs of the House,

Speeial thunks woro alse accorded to the K-
pire, Mail and Globe for tho extonded roports
givon by oach of the proceedings of the Synod
and of mootings connoctod with it ; and specially
to the “ limpine,” whose roports received par-
ticular praiso from diftorent mombors of the
Houso as having beon full and most correct;
which opinion was concurred in by the 1louse.

The Schodulo of business dono having beon
recoived from the Dresident of the Upper
Iloure, and tho minutes of the Lower llouse
having beon read and duly counfirmed, the pro-
rogation thon took place,

Their Lordships of the Upper 1ouso entered
Convocation IIuli in procession in full lipisco-

al robes, and the I'rimate having taken the
hair, roud the following schedule of business
done and concurred in by both 1louses:

1. Tho solemn declaration, fundamental prin-
ciples and basis of the Constitution,

2. The permanent order of proceedings.

3. The provisional articles of tho Constitu-
tion, order of proceedings of the Lower House,
and rules of order.

4. Message of welcome o 1Lis Excellency the
Govornor-General,

5, Designution of each Motropolitan as Arch-
bishop of his sce,

6. Appointment of standing committees.

7. Resolutions on the promulgution of the
Constitution and acts of the Synod in the vari-
ous dinceses,

8, Iesolution providing that no change be
considered or made in the basis of Constitution
except on certain conditions,

Y, Resolution on the next meecting of the
Synod.

1. Resolution aflirming the Lambeth coudi-
tions of re-union.

11. Resolution on religious teaching inschools,

12. Resolution allowing standing commiltees
to add to their number. :

13. Resolution of thanks to the Primate for
his sermon, with request for publication.

14. Resolution for the appointment of dele-
gales to the General Conference of the Pro-
testunt Kpiscopal Church in the United States
of Ameriea, .

15. Various votes of thanks,

Tho doxology was sung, and the Primato de-
clared the Synod closed.

As the Metropolitans and Bishops retired
from tho Tlouse the Nuxe Dinerris wagstarted
without any pre-arrangement, and most impres-
sively sung: forming o fitting conclusion to the
grout work of the Synad, and evidencing the
recognition of the over-ruling I'ower which had
guidod and governed all its proceedings. Re-
torring to the closing scones, the fmpire said :

“The tirst Goneral Synod of the Church of
England in Canada is at an end. The historic
gathering was hrought to & close shordly after
six o'clock last evening, having duly accom-
plishied the important purpose for whish it was
convened. A week ugo yesterday the Chureh
consisted of a series of bodies scuttered all over
the country, ench under u separate jurisdiction
and each acting indopendently of the other and
hardly capablo of united or concentrated action,
To-day the Anglican Church in Canada stands
proudly forth as a solidly united body under a
Primato whose marked talonts and ability emin-
ontly fit him for the exalted position to which
he haws been enfled, It is sereely possible now
aceurately to ostimato the important results
which will follow from the union and ¢onsolida-
tion of the Church.  The next quarter of a cen-
tury will perhaps decido that, but itis safe to
sy that the Church in Canada will now enter
upon an ora of progress fur greater than any
you witnessed in its history. Perhaps the
most noticeublo feature of the great gathering
has Deen the harmony that has prevailed and
the unanimity of fecling in regard to the grand
objoct sought to bo accomplished,  Churchmen
from the west vied with Churchmen from the
cast in the desiro to attain a union that would
bo neceptable o all,  The result is satisfactory
in the extrome, The provogation of the Synod
formed an improssively solemn  ceremony.
Dusk was closing in, and the last rays ot the
soling sun were reflocted in rich gleams
through the painted windows of Trinity's old
Convocation Ilall, as the Bishops, in sutely
procossion, joinod the Lower 1louse to talee part
in the final act thut was to close the memorable
mecting.  Thon the Primate road the schedule
containing the acts which had been passed by
the Synod, and declared the meoting prorogued.
Following this the Doxolugy was sung, and
went rolling through the hall in a grand volume
of sound. And as the heads of all wore bowed,
tho Primate slowly and impressively pro-
nounced the Benediction, Simultaneously, as

tho Bishops, led by the Primate, retired from
the chamber, the sweet, low strains of “ Nunc
Dimittis,” sung with the solemnity befitting
the beauty of the thought and the importance
of the veeasion, poured forth heartily from the
four scoro of clergy and laity in the Lower
Ilouse, and told that the greatest event in the
history of the English Church in Canada was
happily concluded.”

Rev. E. AW, Hanington, of New Edinburgh,
has sent the Ottawa Jowraal the following in-
teresting letter concering the proposed new
Diocese of Ottawa for which he is now can-
vassing :

“ Muny of your readers are interested in the
proposed new Diocese of Ottawa, and as ] have
had the honor of being chosen to work for the
endowment of that Diocese, it may not be out
of place o tell your readers what success I am
meeting with and what interest the country
parishes are taking in the work. 1 have now
canvassed four country parishes, Puakenham,
Clayton, Franktown and Navan, and have
partly canvassed the town of Almonte, and Isay
with great pleasure that everywhere | have
met with a most hearty response from the lay-
men of the Church.  Assisted by the rectors of
these parishes, I-have been able to muke
thorough ‘house to housc canvas,” and nearly
all have responded liberally and most cheerfully.
I found the farmers struggling to house their
grain, and finding it almost impossible to do 50
on account of the long rains that had rendered
the ground too soft to admitof machines being
used : but notwithstanaing the great loss they
were suffering, they cheerfully responded to the
call of their Church. My subscription bool is
proof of this, $40, $30, $25, 820 and $10 being
common subscriptions, There seems 1o be
great enthusiasm and & strong desire to have
a resident Anglican Bishop in the capital of
Canada,

I have undertaken a work which certainly
taxes both physical and mental powers; but [
have already been more than rewarded by the
cevidence of Church life everywhere visible. [
may add that the amounts given to the ¢ Ottawa

Episcopal Endowment Fund,” in all the country
parishes I have visited, have greatly exceeded
expectations ; in Franktown, for instance,
which is rather a poor parish, the Church of
England families numbering only 68, subscrip-
tions amounted to §718, A good part of this
swm has already been paid.”

The Rev. Walter Loucks has been appointed
curate of Christ church here,  Ile has for the
last two years been conneeted with St. John's
church, Peterborough, in the same capacity.

Ity Trinity.~The Sule of Work which was
held in St. Leonard's all, on Sept. 13th and
FHth, wis o sucedss ; over $200 having been raised
part of which has been applied to that Mission,
Miss Upton and the ladies who aided her deserve
much credit.

S, Barnabas’.—On Sunday, September  10th,
special thanksgiving services were held in the
Church to celebrate the close of the salmon fish-
ing of 1893, an industry in which not a few of
the congrogation have their part.  The Chuarch
wus tastefully and  effectully decorated ; one
long  salmon  net—300  yards  long—-being
festooned quite around the Church, oars, sails
and masts being placed against the walls, and
the chaneel, lectern and prayer desk heautitully
decorated  with  flowers.  The  pulpit  way
fastooned with nots and a large tloral anchor
ocenpied  the front panel. The decorat-
ingg was done by some of our good fishermen
from Newfoundland, with the ladies, of course,
to the froat, as usual, in the arrangement of the
flowers,  The services consisted of IHoly Com-
munion at § wan, Matins at 11 and evening at
7. At evensong wo had the largest congrega-
tion tho West Bind Mission has yet scen, many
chairs being brought in to supplement tho seat-
ing capacity of tho Church, Specini sermons
were preached by the Rev. H, 1L Gowen, in the
morning from Heb, I, 15, and in the evening
fram luzekiel xleii, 10. The services were
charncterized by great heartiness, and, itis
hoped, “not only with our lips ” but with our
hourts, a real thanksgiving was rendered to
Almighty God for the bountiful harvest of the
river.

A Confirmation was held by the Lord Bishop of
the Diocese on the afternoon of Sunday, Sep-
tember 3rd, when four condidates of the sacred
Rite were presented for the Laying on of
hands.

On Thursday evening, September 21st, the
children of the Sunday School mer at the parish
room for a Tea, Entertainment and Flower Show,
The latter was highly interesting and very
creditable to the horticultural skill and care of
the New Westminister children, About 80
slips in pots had been distributed some months
before, through the kindness of Mr, G. Turnball,
and 70 of these successfully passed all the
dangors to which plant life is liable. and were
brought up for judgment. The judges were
Mesars, Turnbull, Wilson, and Tidy, who in the
most painstaking manner,considering the merits
of the plants, and generously added 6 extra
prizes as a testimony to their pleasurc in the
ctforts of the little folks, making 20 prizes in
all.

Tea was provided by the ladies of the con-
gregation, and a very enjoyable evening was
spent,

LYTTON.

The Indian Ilospital.—A large gathering of
both the white and Indian inhabitants of Liptton
and the neighborhood took part in the opening
of the new TIndian Hospital in the Mission
grounds. The Benediction of the building was
performed by the Lord Bishop of New- West-
minister, assisted by the clergy of the Mission
and the rector of Esquimalt. A procession, con-
sisting of the clergy, acolytes, the Bishop, who
was vested in cope and mitre, and the visitors
passed round the Iospital singing DPsalm
xviii, after which the various wards and offices
of the house were visited, and special prayers
were said in cach, Subsequently, the visitors
were entertained at the Iospital in a most pleas-
ant way by Sister Frances, of St. Luke's Ilome,
Vancouver, who has kindly consented to under-
tako the work in connection with this Hosital
for some time, The little building is an orna-
ment to Lytton, and reflects great eredit upon
all who have so generously given towards ity
construction and support, both in money and
kind, and also upon Mr. E. Disney, of New
Westminister, the builder.

Inone day, Sister Frances with her usual
energy, and assisted by a like band of willing
helpers, had converted the empty building into
1 model cottage hospital.

Though intended mainly for the reception of
Indian cases, the advantages of the hospital will
always be extended to cuses of distress or acci-
dents, amongst white people.  Dr. Williams, of
Yale, is the medical attendentin charge. The
Bishop has appointed Miss Buio, of Lytton, to
be General Secretary for the ITospital. Miss
Buie will be glad to receive dont.tions and sub-
scriptions towards its support.

8. Paul's.—A new, very handsome set of brass
ornaments for the Altar were put in their places,
and used for the first time in St. Paul’s Church,
Lytton, on the xiii. Sunday aftor Trinity. They
were the gift of the St. Augustine's Branch, of
the Guild ot St. Alban, Wolverhampton., A set
of red silk vestments were also used, which were
generously presented to the Mission by the Hon.
Edward Wallop.

CHINKSIS MISSION.

Buaptisms.—On Monday evening, Sept. 25th,
in the presence of a large congregation, the
following six Chinaman were baptisel by the
Rev. H. H. Gowen, in Christ Church, Van-
couver: James Tso Kan, Tsim Yung, Tso
Ngong, Chin  Shin, Lee Mun, and Shing Kee.
The service was a very impressive one, the
singing was most hearty, and the cermony
was followed with keen and symputhetic interest
by the many Chinese present, as well as by the
white congregation, Let us pray that these
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six may lead the rest of their lives according to
this beginning, and they may form a worthy
nucleus of & Chinese congregation built up by
the power of the Iloly Spiritin our midst. One
of the men is leaving us this weck for Trinidad
with a letter of commendation to the Bishop
there.

New  AMission Room.—We have decided to
lease for one year a building which will be very
mtuch more commodious then our present head-
quarters, which we may reasonably claim to
have outgrown, [tisin thesame strect—Pendor
street—but we shall have both floors, and besides
room for our school work, we shall have alittle
reading-room and parlors to which the Chinese
may always resort, Kitchen and rooms for a
dozen men to live on the premises, and so ve-
main more closely under our influence. It is
pleasant to see thepast work of the teachers,
secular though it seemed to be, has completely
broken down the barriers of distrust which ut
first is natural between the whites and the
Chinese. But onr new premises will mean new
responsibilities, responsibilities which lie upon
all in the diocese who have the cauxc of foreign
missions at heart. Our rent will be nearly
double what it has been, and although this is
partly discounted by the payments of our
jodgers and of the men who come to the school,
there will be mueh re-furnishing necessury, and
we want to fitup one room as a httle chapel to
be used exclusively for Divine worship. Aid
towards this will be gladly received by the
Superintendent of the Mission, the Rev, 11, 11,
Gowen, With the rent secure we could now
make a good step forward.

Since Mrs. Ilobson’s departure from Van-
couver, no one has taken greater interest in the
work of the Chinese Mission than Mrs, Willis,
who has given night after night with the

greatest regularity to the work of teaching in’

the cluss on Pender street. To show that her
Jabours and self-denial were apprecinted, the
Chinamen gotup a tea-party in her -honor, on
Monday, Sept. 18th,to wish her God-speed in her
well-carned holiday this winter in the Eastern
provinces. The rooms were prettily decorated
and the tables laden with good things, and to
do justice to them were a large number of
teachers, the Rev. 1. 1L Gowen and Mr=s. Gowen,
and other friends. There was plenty of sing-
ing, and the party showed a real bond of fellow-
ship existing between the teachers and tanght.

NANAINO.

A series of popular lectures will be given in
St. Alban's hall on the last Wednesday in each
month. The first will be given by the Rev, C.
12, Cooper on Wednesday, Oct. 25th, on ““ A day
in Tondon,” illustrated by a new set of magic
lantern views, The Bishop has promised to
aive one of the leetures, which we hope will be
in Novembor, A series of entertainments will
also be given in St. Alban’s hall, alternating
with the lectures on the sccond Wednesday in
each month.

The Harvest Thanksgiving services wereheld
as previously announced, and the chureh was
moit beautifully decorated with a profusion of
corn and flowers, The preacher on St. Michael's
and All Angel's day was the Rev. C. K. Cooper,
and on the following Sunday morning the
Bishop, At the latter service there wus a lurge
vongregation, naturally including many who do
not belong to us, and perhaps it was inevitable
that the service (which was a choral celebra-
tion of the Eucharist, with vestments, ete.)
should be strange to theze, and that some of
them should think that they ought not to remain
throughout. We feel sure that our own congre-
gation will always set an example of reverent
devotion at this service, and will not think of
turning away from it just when our dear Lord’s
Presence is most specially assured to us, As
we have said before, only the unbaptized, here-
tics, and those whose unfaithful lives virtually

excommunicate them should  withdraw, all
others, even little children, have a right o re-

-mutin thronghout the serviee,

1t heing one o'elock the Board adjourned, and
re-assembled at 2300 pon,

The consideration of the veport regarding the
execntive oflicers of the society was then taken
up.

IC was resolved,

(9) That the report” of the committee on the
executive oflicers be received andadopted,

1t was further resolved:

(10y That the Board having adopted the ve-
portof a cemmitiee appointed at the last meeting
to consider the whole question of the exeeutive
ofticers of the society, which report recommend-
ed that the duties of the seeretary and treasurer
be combined and placed under the charge of one
officer, who shall receive sueh remuneration as
will enable him to discharge his duties in an
eflficient and and responsible manner, cannot
provecd to earry this reccommendation into
elteet without expressing their high senseof the
invaluable services hitherto rendered to this
society by their honorary ofticers, Iev. €, 1.
Mockridge, the general seeretary, and Mr. ). )
Misen, the general treasurer, by whose eflorts
the society has been brought o its present pro-
sperous condition,  The Board, therefore, here-
by tenders on behalfof this society to Dr, Mock-
ridge and My Mason their most hearty ackuow-
ledgements of their indefutigable labors, which
they will ever cherish in affeetionate remem-
hrance,

A resolution was proposed that the question
of combining the oftices o seeretary and
treasurer e postponed to a speeial meoting to
be ealled to meet in Monwrel on the  third
Wednesday in November next. This resolution
wis lost,

It was then resolved :

(1) That the Board having adopted the

DEAR Sik,-~Will yon allow me a short spuce
i your valuable paper to plead on behalf of onr
“ Parsonagoe IFund.”  This is one of the largost
and poorest Missions in the Diocose,

When 1 took charge hero a little over a yeur
ago, 10was found neeessary for the best intorests
of the Mission to move the Parsongge from Nor-
quay to Somerset, which is the centre of my
live Missions, but from lack of funds and other
eanses it wan impossible to move it beforo this
fall, and it was then found that the house must
be taken apart and rebuilt, this was much
more expensive than we anticipated, and 1 now
tind myself inan awkward position,  I'he house
will be ready for oceupntion by the middle of
November, and wo need af least one Lhundred
dollars by that time to pay the workmen. Our
people are very poor, they are nos able to do
more than they already have, nnd as 1 am re-
spansible for their payment, and when I tell you
the people of this Mission aro so poor they have
not been able to puy me ore-half my pust yenrs
stipend, it will readily be seen what o position
Fhave been placed inand how urgent my np-
peal for help is,

I may further say that one room of tho Par-
sonage will be used as o Library, Reading-
room, &e, &eo 1 oshall be most grateful for
hooks, maguzines, papers, &c., for it

Pwill gladly snswer stny questions ay to my
Mission, its needs) e, and would refer your
readers for any other pareticulars to the Rov, G,
Rogers, ticneral Missionary, Winmpeg,

NOTES ON THE LPFISTLEN,

By e Rev, 1. W. Lurrie, Recror Hony
Trixery, Sussex, N.B,

(Author of *“ Arrows for the King's Archers,” ete.)

TWENTY-SECOND SuNpAY ArrTeER TmiNiry,

“ That ye may be sincere.”—Phil, 1, 10,

1. This passago reads like the love-song of a
fuith(ul honrt, It breathes forth a spirit of
tondor solicitudo, it reveals a depth of atfection
for the Church of Philippi, where the Apostle's
ministry had been deoply intoresting, where
Lydia had openod her hoart to the truth (Acts
xvi, 14), and whero the jailor had asked that
most improssive of all questions ¢ What must |
do to bo saved”? Tho heart of the spiritual
father glows with lovo, it is stilled with tho
pouce of God, a8 ho goes over in his mind all
tho happy incidonts of his connection with his
beloved Philippians © from the first until now.”
Their stondfastness in the fuee of trial and dix.
couragomont, thoir undiminished affection and
rovorounce for himsolf touched him deeply. Con.
tragt tho treatment he received from other
churches, e.g., Galatin, Corinth, Outward things

with the Apostle were choorloss and discourag-
ing, but he found a holy distraction in losing

his own sorrows in the blessed employment of
priuse and intercession for others. Thankful-
ness, remembrance, joy, fellowship, are the key
words of the Epistle around which the thoughts
of the writer gather. The occasion of the
Epistle full of pathos, showing how real was the
hond which bound the Church together in the
firat centuries of her life. Reing a prisoner at
Tome, the Philippians had sent to St. Paul a
supply of money by the hand of their Bishop
Epaphroditus. ~ A practical measure of assist-
ance which moved tho heart of the aged and
persccuted Apostle to write this the tenderest
of all his Epistles.

1I. e thunked God for their steadfast walk,
The seed sown by him among them had not
fallen on the way sido nor in stoney places, nor
yel among thorns (St. Mark v. 4, 5, 7). They
had “root in themselves.” Persecution had
arizen, The gates of hell had arrayed their
forces agrinst them, and they had gldly ac-
cepted the contempt of the Cross for Christ’s
sake. They had been proved, and had stood the
trial. Life is a prebation. Trial must come.
Kvery c¢inld of man must pass through the fires,
“Blessed is tho man who endureth temptation ”
(trial),  Wo should not pray for those wo love
that thoy should escape trial, for that would be
to wish them unlike to Christ and the “glorions
company " of God's faithful ones ; but we should
pray that they may be endued with grace to
stand firmly and to bear putiently, and to main.,
tuin their fellowship with the Gospel gloriously
to *“ the ond "—* tho day of Jesus Christ,” To
be steadfast and unsworveable is a mark of sin-
cority and faithfulness in any cause: in veligion
it iy salvation, power, and peace here, aud
heaven hovoaftor,  Thetr past faithfulness was
a promise of their ultimate trinmph and final
porseverance. What God had done for them
what grace had accomplished in them, was an
cncouragement to trust Iim that had begun
the work with the completion of it.

IT1. This passagoes rebukes tho spiritual fee-
bleness of our age. Men do mot realize their
capacity for holiness by the power of Divine
graco, We cannot, it is true, think too
little of ourselves, or too much of the difli-
culties in the way of n restoration in us of the
Divine Image, by which restoration we return to
the conformity of Adam with the Divine Life,
before the Fall.  But men will not take full ac-
count of God, Thoy dwarf Iim. They look
upon the means of graco, by which supernatural
powers is bestowed upon them, as shadows of
an absent or remote power, and not as channels
of n prosent stronm of irresistihle power, A
passive sadness is the tonc of the real religious
lifo of the time. Wo may, but we do not rejoico
as woe go onwards towards “the sunrising.”
Contidonco in God gives joy : wo must have joy
as well as peaco “in believing.” The Apostle
prayoed that the Philippians might still go for-
ward in “knowledgo” and “judgment "—but
with all “love.,” Love first—knowledge and
Jjudgmont—a powor to discern the right in any
fquestion that might come before them., That
thoy might be tilled with charity which binds
together and builds up, “ecdifieth,” as well as
knowledge which of itself putteth up, and judg-
ment which often tends to pride and severity
and consciousness,

IV. In this prayer of the Apostle we have o
gketeh of the Christian character, which he de-
sired for his affectionate Philippians. i. Love
[1 Cor. xiii] wisdom, to make u right choice in
things, Christinn tact ns we may call it, 1o say
the right word, think the right thonght; and do
the right thing at the right time, [Heb. v, 14].
il. “That thoy might approve things excellent,”
or “try things thatdifler.” [Marg.] that ditfor
by suporiority [ Rom, ii. 18], that is preserve the
proportion of things or questions, a mark of
spiritual insight and balance of mind as opposed

to hastiness or prejudice. iii. That they might
be “sincere,” Clear in motive and thought as
well as outward conduct, Transparent. No
double motives, or mixed motives for good acts.
Guilelessness, an absence of cunning, or craft,
or excess of mere worldly prudence in spiritual
things, No talk of the end justifying the
means. Introducing the system of worldly
policy into the work and ordering of the Church.
Borrowing methods and ideas from the world,
“blameless ""—without offence in small things
—small faults, spiritual sins, e.g., self-conscious
ogotism, the fuiling of the pious very frequently,
narrowness of sympathy, a failing of those who
aim at the higher spiritual life of the religious
in community iife, sisterhoods, religious orders,
ote. Joalousy of others, love of pre-eminence,
s desire to be known in the parish or diocese as
“leaders,"—these tre as the “rust” or the
% moth,” which fres and tarnish the purity of
the Life of God in the soul of man. And how
few suspect themsolves of thesel or ever seek to
judge themselves in this respect.

V. The Christian Life is to be prolific of fruit,
as a trec laden with the weight of its precious
fruit, Ps. 1, 8. The tree planted by the stream
which gladdens the city of God. The Christian
nourished by the sacramental life. “Trees of
righteousness,” the planting of the Lord, “bear-
ing Christinn frait,” [Isa. Ixi, 3], Deeds are
“fruit  accepted not for any virtue in them-
selves, but by Jesus Christ *to the glory of
God,”

EDITORIAL NOTES,

Tuk meeting of the Board of Management of
the D. and F. M., Society of the IScclesinstical
Province of Canada, lately beld in Halifax,
(and of which a full report has appeared in this
and the preceding number of Tur Goarpiax),
would appear to have been one of more than or-
dinary importance, Notwithstanding the dis-
tance, there were several reprosentatives from
the western part of the Province, including the
Lord Bishop of Torento, who presided. One
important announcement was the fact that the
“Woman's Auxilinry” is already extonding its
work into the Province of Rupert's Land.
This organization has formed one of the most
important, if not the most important, clement
in the success of the work of the Society, and
its extension into the Province of Rupert’s Land
will aid in bringing about—what will now be-
comeo necessary at an early dato owing to the
Consolidation of the Church—the extension of
the Society's field to the whole Dominion. As
might have been expected, a resolution of
thanks was passed to the Woman's Auxiliary
for its admirable work. We cannot but feel
that without it the result accomplished by the
Society itself and its Board of Management
would have been very difteront.

W= notice that the report speaks of a district
having been set apart in Japan as a distinetive
mission ficld of the Church of England in
Canada, This appears to us to be a departure
from the course herctofore followed and the
principle acted upon in the earlier stages of the
movement ; namely, that the Society and the
Board would as far as practicablo work through
the English societies, It does not appear from
the report itself whether the change has been
made with the assent of the Societies, and
especially of the S.P.G.; but knowing that
every member of the Board recognizes the in-
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debtedness of the Church in Canada to the
8.P.G. (and of the Church in the world to it for
its missionary enterprise), we doubt not that
due care was taken not to run counter to its
wishes in this particular. To appear to
incroaso independent jurisdictions in the mission
field would seem to bo of questionable wisdom.

Av~otiiR distinet departure from the course
of action of the past and the principles laid
down at the formation of the Society was made
in the determination arrived at at this meeting
(in so far as the same may bo final uuder the
Constitution), to combine the offices of Secre-
tary and Treasurer in one, and to appoint
thereto a single ofticer at a salary of $1,800 per
annum ; and the further determination thatsuch
ofticer should beone in Orders. Those who have
been connected with the Society since its incep-
tion will recollect the strong opposition which
was made from the very beginning of its work
as well to the joining of these offices
together, as to the appointment of a paid secre-
tary or treasurer. It is true that of late years
a honorarium has been paid to the Rev. Dr.
Mockridge, but it was a honorarium and not at
all in the nature of a salary, otherwise tho
amount would have been somewhat commen-
surate with the work done by him. Although
oursclves in the beginning strongly opposed to
the employment of a paid agent, secretary or
treasurer, we feel that the time has come whon
a change in this particular has become neces-
sary if the work of the Society is to becarried
on effectively. The chief objection to paying a
secretary was, if we mistake not, that it was
felt Lo be not only unwise but unfair to impose
a tax of this sort upon the subscriptions and
offerings of Church people for missionary work
until the Society had proved itself to be cfticient
and had secared the confidence of the public.
This has been done, and chiefly through the
continuouns and faithful services of the General
Sceretary, Rev. Dr. Mockridge, whose appoint-
ment as the first general paid secrotary will
meet with the approval of all concerned. But
we by no means assent to the proposition that
the Secretary of the Board of Missions shall at
all times be a clergyman. Notwithstanding
the precedent afforded by the action of the
Chureh in the United States, wo are inclined to
believe that greater efficiency would be given
to the operations of the Board by the employ-
ment in this capacity of a duly qualified lay-
man. But at the present time the long-con-
tinued services—virtually unremunerated—and
the experience acquived by him, indicate Dr.
Mockridge as the best nominee possible for the
position.

WHAT AND WHERE IS THE TRUE
CHURCHL?

[ Tract 2095, S.P.C.K]

I. There are many scores of competing reli-
gious bodies in the world, alike professing some
form of Christianity, and each claiming to be
the best, if not the only true one. And as the
Bible teaches us that our belief and practice in
this life have a great deal to do with our hap-
piness or misery in the life to come, it is of the
deepest importance to know which amongst
them all is the right one. And that not only

for our own personal advantage, but for God's
honor. For, as God is Truth, it is the duty of
His servantis to seek truth, and to hold it fast,

if they would serve Him as Ho wills to be
served,

II. The many sects and religions cannot be
all equally right, so that it would not matter
which we join, for they differ from each other
in very sorious ways as well as in trifling de-
tails, No man who wanted to travol to a dis-
tant city would bo silly onough to think that it
did not matter which road he took,or that a
road must be the right ono because he liked it
better for any reason, as being more level and
casy, or running through prettier country, than
the real highway tothe city. Yet poople think
that they may pick and choose as they plense
amongst the various religious socictios; thatl
they have a right to join any they happen to
like best, and to give it up if they get tirved of
it, and join some other for no better renson;
fancying that one 18 a8 good as another to journ-
ney by to the Hoavenly City.

111, No such notion as this ean be got oul of
the Bible, either in the Old or the Now Testa-
ment. Under the Old Testament, God chose
one nation only, out of all the world, to be
keeper of His holy Word, to preserve the true
faith in the midst of heathens, to ofter true and
acceptable worship to Him. Only by belong-
ing to this nation could any one enterinto direct
covonant with God (Ixodus vi. 7, xix. 6, Deut.
vil. 6, 7, xxvi. 17-19). It was not enough for
men of other nations, who desired to serve God
traly, to tako what suited their own fancy out
of the Jewish system, and leavo the rest ; to ap-
point their own ministers of religion, and their
own forms of worship. They had to take all
ornone; to give up their own nationality, and
throw in their lot entirely with the Jows; to
submit to all the precepts of the Law of Moses,
and to join in the sacrifices of the Jewish pricsts
only, in the one place where they might be law-
fully offered (lxod. xii. 47, 48; Numb. xi. 13,
14; xv. 14-16; Fzek. xlvii. 22, 23),

IV. The same principle, though in a ditlerent
form, is that of the New Testament also. Our
Lord Jesus Christ came to set up a kingdom
upon earth, nolonger confined to one nation,
but to take in all peoples of the world, e did
not come to write a boolk, like Moses, or Isainh,
or Jeremiah, nor even merely to teach a doc-
trine, nor yet only to be our Mediator and Ad-
vocato, but also to be a King, to found a new
society of His servants, giving it its own laws
and officers (Isa. ix. 7, xxxi, 1; Dan, vii, 13, 14,
18, 21, 22, 27; St, Luke i. 32, 33 ; Iphes, iv. 11).

V. This kingdom or society is the Christian
Church, and that does not mean sny group or
body of pecople who have agreed to unite to-
gother in professing certain Christian doctrines,
and to style themselves *“a Christinn Church,”
For all unions of that kind aro mere human and
voluntary associations, which it is no one's duly
to join, which it may be every one's duty 1o
avoid. But the one true Church is not a volun-
tary association at all. It has been founded and
set up by Christ Himsclf, and all who desire to
be Christ’s faithful servants, and to be received
by Him at the Last Day, are bound to join it.
So St, Paul teaches us, saying: “Now there-
fore ye are no more strangers and foreigners,
but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the
household of God ; and are built upon the found-
ation of the Apostles and Prophets, Jesus Christ
Himself being the chief corner-stone,

There is one body, and one Spirit, even a3 ye
are called in one hope of your calling ; ono Lord
one faith, one baptism - (Eph. ii, 19, 20, iv, 4,
5). And He tells us in another place that *‘the
Church of God ” is “ the pillar and ground of
truth ” (1 Tim. iii. 15). No doubt, both under

the Law and the Gospel, God has boon ploased
to aceopt tho imperfect sorvice of many who
were neither membors of the Jowish nor of the
Christian Church, and to bestow graco on them ;
for, ax St. Petor says, *in overy nation he that
feareth Iim, and worketh righteousuess, is ne-
copted with Iim ™ (Acts x, 35). God is not
tied and bound to confer Tis graco only in ono
way, and through cortain fixed institutions, but
we are tied and bound to seek lis grace in the
ordinury channels throngh which it flows, when
they are within onr reach.  The very fact that
tho Tloly (ihost fell on those (ientilos to whom
St. Peter was speaking, was an additional rea-
son for them to seek ndmission into the Church
by baptism, not for thinking they could do very
woll without it (Acts x. 44—18).

VI. Tt was not lawful for professing Chris-
tians in the time of thoe Apostlos to pick and
choose what they likod out of tho teaching of-
fered them ; to follow their own fancios in roli-
gion, to seb up now socioties, to appoint their
own ministers, or to disoboy the real ministers
of the Church.  Hore is what is satd about such
as tried to act so: “Now, I bescech you,
brethiren, mark thom which eanso divisions and
oflences contrary to the doetrine which yo have
learned, and  avoid them” (Rom. xvi. 1T);
“ Now we command you, brothren, in the namo
of our Lord Jesus Christ, that yo withdraw
yourselves from every brother that walloth
disordorly, and not after the tradition which he
received of us " [2 Thess. iii. 6]; ¢ For the time
will come whon they will not endure sound doe-
trine, but aftor their own lusts shall Lonp to
themselves toachers, having itehing oars™ [2
Tim. iv. 3].  Langunge like all this disposes of
one favorite sectarian argument, that the true
Church of Christ is a seerel and invisible body,
known to God only, and thus not typitied by
the Jewish nation. Ior an invisible Church
could not have visible ordinances, or a visible
ministry, and it would be impossible to commit
the sin of schism by any act of visiblo and ox-
ternal separation from that ministry, as there
could bo no tangible evidenco to show that any
such act affected 1 man's relation to the invisi-
ble body. Contrariwise, obedience to the lawful
ministers of the Church, that is, such as the
Apostles themselves, or those ordained and
comniissioned by them, or by persons whom
they smpowered to do the like, a3 St. Timothy
and St. Titus, is named a8 a Christian duty :
“ And we beseech you, brethren, to know them
which labor among you, and are over you in the
Lord, and admonish you, and to oesteem thom
very highly in love for their work's snke”
[1 Thess. v. 12, 13];  Remembor them that
have the rule over you, who have spokon unto
you the word of God . . . he not earried about
with divers and strange doctrines. . . . Obey
them that have the rule over you, and submit
yourselves; for they watch for your souls”
[[1Leb, xiii. 7, 9, l’q. And such officors could
not. appoint themsolves, nor he appointed by the
mere choice of the people, but must have beon
divinely commissioned, as it is writton: “A
man can receive nothing, except it be given
him from heaven ” [(St. Jobn iii, 27‘] i and, “No
man taketh this honor unto himself, but ho that
in called of God, as was Aaron” [lleh. v. 4].
And St. Jude warns us that ¥ tho gainsaying of
Core "—or Korah—is a sin possible for Chris-
tiang [St, Jude 11]. But that sin was that
Koral, being « Levite, and Dathan and Abiram,
being Hebrew laymen, cluimed to exorcise the
priesthood, on the ground that *all tho congre-
gation are holy, every one of them' [Numb,
xvi. 3], for which they had the warrant of God’s
own words: ** And ye shall be unto Me a king-
dom of priests, and » holy nation " [Jxod, xix,
6]; exactly the ples set up now by those who
protest against the doctrine of the priesthood
in the Church,
