September, 1795, a violent cocnflict took place
between the Protestant "Peep o'-Day Boys"
and the Catholia "Dfcrenders'" at the little
village of Diamond in'Armagh. Aftor a
desperate struggle the " Defenders' "were
defeated, and many of their nunmber killed.
In commemoration of tbis event the first
Orange Lodge ws fuormed Ia Armagh, and
soon after aunther lodge was establisaed in
Dublin. la the January of 1798, a slemn
manifesta was isued by the niembers of the
Publia Lodges dectsring that the principtes cf
their existeuce were themaintenance cf Churéh
auj State-that is te é'ay, the maintenance cf

Ai
present no arrangements had beau made with
the Americans. There was no doubt but tha
the tendeney of aUl the correspondence was to
give strong hope that negotiations vould take
place, not only with regard to fisheries, bul
perhaps for a revivai of reciprocity.

Mr. Pope moved the Bouse uta committeà
en the resolations regarding the Canadian
Pacifie Railway and providing for an amply
secured temporary loan of five maimons ta the
company. He entered at soma length into an
explanation of the work done aince last
m lson, which he described as ènormous,
and said the country might feel proud of it.
The roadway was wçelL built and in excess of
what the contract called for. It was partly
owing to this that the house was asked to
*oncur in the proposition that the company
ha assisted temporarily to the extent of five
million dollars, ample tecurity being given, the
aempany to bave releasd toait the$35,000,010M
of stock held by the Goverument and
te issue preference bonds ta the sane
amonut. O these bonds $20,000,000 were t-c
b. beld by the Covernment and, as disposted
of, the procteda were to Le applied ta paying
off the loan of lat year; $S,000.000 vere ta
be hld as the security of the $5 000,000 loan,
and the balance was to ie applied ta the com-
pletion of the road. As security for the
other 810,000,000, the Government would
hold the 21,000,000 acres of unsold land.
No bon. gentleman woulid say that the
secrity was not ample. Indeed the
$5,000,000 ta be advanced was alheady
spent on the road, so that the toover-.
ment had the expenditure represented there
in addition to the bonds upon the whole road
as security. He believed, and the arrange-
ment jroviderl for this, that tho tenporary
lean would ho repaid by July, 1SSU. With
this aid the company would b able ta com.
plote its line and give to Canada a transeonti-
nental railway which could compete with
other tranecontinental railways. The hon.
gentleman then reviewed the miileage ind

ostes and the estimates, pointing out
that ther b had been in certain cases
irnder estimate, as in the case of the
Port Arthur and Winnipeg section. The
total cost nith rolling stock for the 782 r iles
of the beaviest worik in the Rocky Moun-
tains would be 30,700.789. It wasalso- ne-
eessary to seure communication wvith Qe-e
bec, which woild ho doue before long. He
also favored a connection with Ne England
ports in order tbat the company might
secure trade there and, a road as far east
as Louishurg, the point on this con-
tinent nearest to Liverpool. Tbis latter cou-
neation would not o.ly give Canada the
shortest ocean route, but it would give Cape
Breton what it demanded and daeerved, the
advantage of railway communication. It
would be seen on comparison that the Ameri-
ean lines cost twice as much as the Caunadian
Pacifie, and were not superior. Our roud
would Le open for tralia in the spring of next
year, after wbich imigrants coul go tao the
North-West-ai; ail timies over cuir on-n terri-
tory.

not be dropped far in advance oi the coverer,
esaecuhy un a warm, sa urmuy diy. The
seia i. veîy sensitive ta heat, and even thé-
midday's sun's raya wili, on dry souis, destroy
its vitality.

Corn and potatoes may atten be top-dresicei
ta daivautitge eater planting, providing finemancre il uaed The cultivation of thes'-
cropm during the season will mix the rnanue
with the siL much more perfectly than h
cou d be if ploughed under.

Peas sown aiter the lOth of Jone will be
frue froni the bug which destroys the crop nt
early sown.
