people, in convinced; and we trust he has
convinced the Legislature. With the heavy
expenditures on railways, the deficits com-
menced ; to undue expenditure on railways,
nearly the whole difficulty is traceable.
There has, however, been extravagance in
ome other directions.

The Government was called upon to say
whether it would increase the revenue or
derese the expenditure. Without resort-
ing to direct taxation not much increase in
the revenue is possible ; and some sources
of income are decreasing. The Treasurer
does not expect that the revenue from crown
lande will ever again yield as much as it pro-
duoed in 1882-3, and it must continue to
decrease, as the merchantable timber dimini-
shes. If Quebec is to pay its way, the
expenditure must be reduced. And the
Treasurer has resolved to go to work in the
proper spirit. "Every item not actually
required in the public interest " he says,
"I hould be out off, and things brought
down to a business basis." And what he
proposes makes it evident that he means to
attempt to do everything in his power. No
votes are to be caught, no popularity won
by the course of duty on which Mr. Robert-
son, with the consent of him colleagues, has
entered.

He was tendered'much advice as to where

etrenchment ought to eommence; but it
va quite evident that every volunteer coun-
eilor wished to save the branches of his

wn tree, andwas willing to help to lop
hose of his neighbor. Certain items of
xpenditure the Treasurer resolved not to
ouch. The appropriation for primary edu-
ation h. would not reduce; the institutions
or the blind, the deaf and the dumb, he
would not toucb. But the grants to literary
nd scientific institutions he was not careful
o guard ; these, he decided, muet go. The
ailways, on which the excessive expendi-
ire is responsible for the financial embar-

asament, may serve as colonization roads;,
and this expenditure muet, to a certain ex-
ent, stand in lieu of expenditure on com-
mon colonization roads ; though an increase
s impossible, there will be no reduction
n this item. There is no item of expendi-
rire in which members take so much intèrest
as this ; most of them desire to get all they
an for their constituents. Few if any items
urnish the same scope for jbbery. It is
admitted that the mode of distributing col-
onization monies has been vicious-this has
been true, at all times, and almost every-
where-and a change is to be made. No
ess than $1,500,000 has been expended on
colonization roade, li Quebec, under con-
federation ; and there has been no adequate
supervision over its disbursement. The
railway expenditure will have to be
lessened. The cost of collecting the revenue

ill b. reduced.

But when all the proposed reductions are
made, expenditure will still be over
three millions (3,010,546.) The total esti-
mated revenue is $3,162,022, and the sur-
plus $151,476. There are certain sources of
revenue, actual or possible, the yield of

Sich is uncertain. The legality of the tax
on commercial corporations, still undeter-

mined, will finally be decided by the Privy
Council. Should the province lose, it will
not only get no revenue from this source,
but will have a heavy bill of costa to pay,
Should it win, the gain to the provinca]
treasury will b..200,000.

Sir John A. Mac-
donald made similar declarations subsequent
to his assuming office." Mr. Robertson,
however, fails to explain why this promise
made to Quebec was not redeemed till lait
session. With the $12,000 a mile, for the
road from Montreal to Ottawa, Mr. Robert-
son expresses satisfaction, but he mays,
the local government protested against the
diversion of $6,000 cf the. 812,000 a mile
claimed for th. North Shore Railway, to ad
in constructing another railway. Have we,
then, not heard the lst of this demand
though the Federal goverument has become
responsible for $12,000 a mile? The reason
why these railway indemnities were claimed,
we hear once more, is that the Federal
government had subsidized the Canada Cen-
tral and the road from Callander to Graven-
hurst. But the two cases as not parallel.
Ontario las not sold and cannot ell these
two roads; while the Quebec government
has sold the Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa and
Occidental. We apprehend, though it bas
never been so explained, that the sale of
these two roads delayed the grant, which
appears to have been promised even in Mr.
Mackenzie's time, ti last session. There
was at least as much reason for the hesits.

TORONTO FIRE PROTECTION.

The Toronto Board of Fire Underwriters
seem determined to have full assurance that
the Improvements in the efficiency of the fire
protection in the city, promised by the coun-
cil, shall be sensibly realized. Until very
reocently the water pressure is acknowledged
to have been at times, totally inadequate to
cope successfully with even an ordinary fire.
The action taken by the Underwriters In
obtaining the services of an expert to report
upon the facilities possessed by the city for
extinguishing fires and suggesting a remedy
for any defecte that might be shown to exist,
bas been the means of creating in the public
mind a feeling of uneasiness, if not of alarm,
in regard to the imperfect system of fire pro-
tection in this city and the terrible couse.
quences that might yet arise therefrom. This
circumstance ham prompted the city council,
through the committee entrusted with this
important item of municipal care, to active
efforts in remedying ait leat the most pal-
pable defects in our system of fire protec
tion. So far, however, comparatively little
has been done beyond an acknowledged
Improvement in keeping up a higher water
pressure throughout the city. We under-
stand the Underwriters are about getting a
water pressure gauge in their office on Wel-
lington street, which will register the water
pressure, so that a recurrence of the negli-
gence or something worse that led to the
destruction of Erskine Church, through
insufficient water pressure, may be averted.
We again urge that the suggestions of Mr.
Perry, regarding the means for protecting
the valuable property along the Esplanade
and Front streets, may be carried out with
as little delay as possible. We are deter.-
mined to keep this matter constantly before
the public, until we find that Toronto-is as
safe from the ravages of fire as it 1s possiWe
to make it, with the means which the chy
ean afford to provide. If Alderman Farley
wishes to earn the gratitude and good will
Of the citizen& of Toronto, and has ambition
of occupying, at some future time, the civic
chair, he has now an excellent opportunity
of deserving both, by devoting his attention
sealously and intelligently to placing
Toronto in the foremost rank as regards fire
protection. We may have something to ay,
at a future time, about desirable changes iu
the organization of the fire brigade.

THE LIFE BUSINESS OF THE YEAR.

The advance sheets cf Mr. Superintendent
Oherriman's forthcoming report upon life
inaurance in Oanada during 1883 reached us
on the 5th Instant. These, as well as the
advanoe figures respecting fire insurance,
ar issued subject to correction. They show-
a continued Increase in the aggregate of
riska taken, and premiums received.
Thius, where in 1881 the life premiums
amnounted to $3,094,000, and lu 1882 to
03,554,000, they have in 1888 reached #3,-
161,000. These premiums are distributed
among the home and foreign companies in
the following proportions

In the previous year the distribution of
business was somewbat different:

It requires to be explained that only eight

out of the seventeen British companies do
any new business, and of the eleven United
Stateso companies, there are five which issue
no new policies. This leaves fourteen com-
panies-eight ]eglish and six American-
competing with the Canadian for new busi-
neus. The showing made by the groups of
companies in respect of new business is as
under:

-By the figures juit issued from the office of
Superintendent Cherriman, it appears that the
Acoident Insurance Company of N. A., took last
year lu the United States 8211,943 for pre.
miums, and In Canada 844,68, insuring over
twenty million dollars. The amount of claima
which the company paid during the year ex.
ooeded 189,000. Of these claims 116,807 was
paid in Canada. and 878,174 Iu the United
States.

r -A well-conducted insurance journal, the
United States Review, of Philadelphia, com-
menting on a recent article in this journal
on the subject of Co-operative Life Assur-
ance, says: "The argument based upon
the claim that assessments do not increase
these societies is answered by an appeal to
facts. The argument based upon the claim
that new blood is constantly coming lu, la
answered out of their own mouths, "(the
Southern Tier Masonic Relief Co., and the
London Masonie Mutual Benefit Associa-
tions' figures). The Review then cites an in-
stance In the state of Pennsylvania, the
United Bretheren Mutual Aid Society of
Lebanon in whose history these figures in
their general tendency are more than cou-
firmed. The mortality has ncreased from
les than 8 per 1,000 to over 24 per 1,000,
acoording to the Commissioner's reporta.
" We are glad," adds the writer, ''"that the
MoNETARY Times has taken up this question.
Facts like those he bas adduced, cannot fail
to be valuable to the intelligent life agent,
and will do much towards op.ning the eyes
of the community to the decep. ive character
Of assessment insurance."

-The Federal Government by the exercise
of the veto power, has prevented the licens.
bill of the Ontario legislature, passed last
session, going into effect. The discrimina-
tion against Foderal license, by plaeing a
higber duty upon them than on Ontario
licenses, is generally understood to be the
motive of thislat exercise of the veto power.
While the bill was passing through the
House, we pointed out that a constitutional
objection might possibly be raised to the dis-
criminating clause and it ls said that this
ground bas been taken, at Ottawa. But Oon-
stitutional objections are generally left for
the Codrts to decide and as the constition.-
ality of the Federal license lawis so far in
doubt that the measure ls to be submitted to
the Supreme Court for a decision on Ihis

point, It mightb ave been expected that the
constitutionality of the Ontario Act would, at
the same time, be judicially determined. But
the veto has eut short the existence of the
Ontario Act. Ontario falls back on the old
license law, and agrees, under protest, mean-
while, to accept on Federallioenses the same
duties as are paid its own. It i said the
government of Quebec in likely to wait
another year before making any material
alteration in the duties on licenses. Mean-
while the constitutionality of the Federal.
license law will probably have been pronouno-
ed upon ; but it is net likely that any
decision short of a judgment by the judicial
committee of the privy council will be ac-
cepted as final.

-Information which may be of service to
the members of the Toronto City Council
who are investigating the fire appliances of
the city, ie te be found in the subjoined
statistics, which formed part of the memorial
recently presented by the:Board of Under-
writers of St. Louis to the Committee on Fire
Department of the Common Council of that
city. The Chicago Investigator believe the
table to be correct in the main.

-A movement looking to reciprocity with
Canada is going on at Washington. Some
informal negotiations have probably taken
place, and a step has been taken in Congress
which may result in giving them a formal
character. There are many obstacles in the
way of succes; but we muet not conclude
that suocess is impossible. If the member
of the Canadian Governmeut, who has been
in Washington, has had anything to say
about reciprocity, he must have been invited
to give his views, for it is very improbable
that he would have volunteered to do what
he had no reason to believe would be accept-
able. Canada in willing to enter into a
reciprocity engagement with the Republic;
but she has felt, ever since the abrogation o
the old treaty, that she i not in a position to
make the first advances.

-The business of insurance againit accid
ent, or to speak more properly, that of
indemnifying insurers for accidental injury
is a growing one in Canada, and it ought t
be more popular, even, than it in. There
are five companies which do this business
namely, the Accident Company of North
Americs, the London Guarantee anc
Accident, the Travellers' of Hartford, the
Citizens' and the Sun, the first-named an
the lat being Canadian compapies. The
total insuranoe effected by them in 1888 i
Canada amounted to $25,178,000 undel
14,700 polieles the aggregate of whose pre
miums was 8129,000. The companies resst
ed no claims made upon them during th
year, but paid claims amounting in aIl tc

$79,133.

-The following summary of the judgmen
of the judicial oommittee of the privy counci
in the celebrated case, Caldwell vs. M'Laren
appeau in the Canadian QGaette :

THE CROWN LANDS OF QUEBEC.

The Commissioner of Crown Lande in the
province of Quebeo is disposed to regard the
operations of the Department during the fiscal
year 1883, as highly satisfactory on the whole,
although but anticipates a reduction of probably
twenty-five per cent. in the revenue from woods
and foresta during the current year 1883-84. The
total revenue of the department for the twelve
months ended with June last was 8859,872,
which is $38,589 more than the previous year
yielded. The aggregate receipte from timber
dues, premiums, ground rente, interest, etc., on
account of woode and forests were 0684,748.34,
1and the Commissioner claims that the Quebec
revenue from wooda and forests exceeds that of
the Ontario Department, from the same source,
during the corresponding period by $221,425.
Still, in making the comparison it should be
borne in mind that the duty on square pine out
in the province of Quebec iu three quarters of- a
cent per cubie foot higher than that charged by
Ontario, sawlogs about sixc ents higher.

Rates were weak on a basis
of 2 cents for corn and 21 cents for wheat to
Buffalo. Shippers were ofering 2 cents on
wheat without finding takers. Several large
vessels were ordered to Escanaba to load ore for
Cleveland, their owners declining to accept the
present rates on grain. When the grain-carry-
ing fleet arrives at Bufalo coal freights are likely
to follow the same course. The unchartered
tonnage in the Chicago harbor the lat day of
May aggregated over 1,000,000 bushels corn-
carrying capacity. The outlook for lake com-
merce must be very dubions, says the Chicago
Tribune, when the Wabash line tie up their en-
tire fleet, valued at nearly #500,000, and dis-
charge the crews. Neither i there any encour-
agement to be derived in the order issued by the
Western Transit Company that all but one of
their propellors should b. heldihere untilfurither
notice. The all-rail lines having reduced the
freight-rate on sugar to Chicago and Milwaukee
to 15 cents. the lake and rail routes met this
reduction on the 5th int. by lowering the rate
to 12 cènts between Boston and the above-men-
tioned pointe. All of whih goes farto negative
the ides that Bast-bound rail routes are kely to
be raised.

-Before the Private Bills Committee of the
Quebec Legislature last week the Bill to on-
solidate and amend the varions act. concerning
the city of Quebee was considered. the Mayor
and a number of members of the City CoUnel
attended in support of the Bill. Mr. Kerry,
President of the Montreal Board of Trade; Mr.
Sumner, President of the Commercial Travellers'
Association ; Mr. J. B. Rolland, Jun., andothera,
appeared in opposition to the Bill from Montreal,
and there were many Quebec opponents of the
measure. The preamble of the Bill was adopted,
when Mr. Sumner and Mr. Rolland addressed
the Committes against the tax on commercial
travellers, sontending that no ta should b.
imposed by munilipalitlis pon tradó snd eom-
merce, and stating, moreover, that may travel-
les who would do good and spend money her.
