ARTICLE IV

The present Treaty shall be ratifled by lus -Majesty in respect of C
and by the President of the United States of America by and with the i
and consent of the Setiate thereof. Lt shall take effeet on the date of the exe
of the ratifications which shall take place at Washington as soon as possib.
shall continue in force for a period of five years; and it shall thereafter r
in force until twelve months after one of the Iligh Contracting Parties has
notice to the other of an intention to terminate it.

On the termination of the present, Treaty, in accordance with the pro'ý
of the preceding paragraph, the said Treaty of Septenrber 15, 1914, sh
respect of Canada cease to have effect.
