Today being the first day of the meeting of the First Session of the Twenty-
third Parliament for the despatch of business, Léon-J. Raymond, Esquire, O.B.E.,
Clerk of the House of Commons, Thomas Russell Montgomery, Esquire, Clerk
Assistant of the House of Commons, and Lieutenant-Colonel William John
Franklin, M.C., V.D., Sergeant-at-Arms of the House of Commons, Commis-
sioners appointed per Dedimus Potestatem for the purpose of administering the
oath to Members of the House of Commons, all attending according to their
duty, the said Léon-J. Raymond, Esquire, O.B.E,, laid upon the Table a List of
the Members returned to serve in this Parliament received by him as Clerk of
the House of Commons from and certified under the hand of N. Castonguay,
Esquire, Chief Electoral Officer. The said certificate and List is as follows:

TWENTY—THIRD GENERAL ELECTION

OFFICE OF THE CHIEF ELECTORAL OFFICER

This is to certify that since the dissolution of the Twenty-second Parliament
on the twelfth day of April, 1957, writs of election were issued on the same date
by His Excellency the Governor in Council for the election of a member or
members to serve in the House of Commons for every electoral district in
Canada, such writs being severally addressed to the returning officers mentioned
in the attached list and directing that, with the undermentioned exceptions,
the nomination of candidates be held on the twenty-seventh day of May, 1957,
and the poll, if required, on the tenth day of June, 1957. In the electoral
districts of Cochrane, Kenora-Rainy River, Port Arthur, Chapleau, Saguenay,
Bonavista-Twillingate, Burin-Burgeo, Grand Falls-White Bay-Labrador, Hum-
ber-St. George’s, Trinity-Conception, Churchill, Mackenzie, Meadow Lake,
Prince Albert, Athabasca, Jasper-Edson, Peace River, Cariboo, Skeena, Yukon,
and Mackenzie River, the nomination of candidates was held on the thirteenth
day of May, 1957.

And that an election was accordingly held in every electoral district in
Canada on the tenth day of June, 1957, with the exception of the electoral
district of Wellington South, in the province of Ontario, where one of the candi-
dates died just prior to June tenth and where it became necessary under the
Statute to postpone the election to a later date. The election in the electoral
district of Wellington South was, therefore, postponed by the returning officer,
pursuant to the Statute in that behalf, until the fifteenth day of July, 1957, and
a new nomination day fixed for the second day of July of the same year.

And that the persons named in the attached list have from time to time
been returned as elected members to serve in the House of Commons pursuant
to the said writs, their names having been duly entered in the order in which
the returns were received in the book kept for that purpose pursuant to the
provisions of the Statutes on the subject, and notice of such returns having
from time to time been duly published in the Canada Gazette.

A Message was delivered by the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod:

Members of the House of Commons: :

His Honour the Deputy of His Excellency the Governor General, desires
the immediate attendance of Honourable Members in the Chamber of the
Honourable the Senate.

Accordingly, the Members went up to the Senate Chamber, when the
Speaker of the Senate said:

Honourable Members of the Senate,
and Members of the House .of Commons:

I have it in command to let you know that Her Majesty the Queen does
not see fit to declare the causes of her summoning the present Parliament of
Canada, until the Speaker of the House of Commons shall have been chosen
according to Law, but this afternoon, at the hour of three o’clock Her Majesty
will declare the causes of calling this Parliament.

And the Members being returned;

The Right Honourable John G. Diefenbaker, addressing himself to the
~ Clerk, moved, seconded by the Right Honourable Louis S. St. Laurent,—That
Roland Michener, Esquire, Member for the Electoral District of St. Paul’s
(Toronto), do take the Chair of this House as Speaker.

And the question being put on the said motion, it was agreed to.
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And the Clerk, having declared Roland Michener, Esquire, duly elected,
he was conducted to the Chair by the Right Honourable John G. Diefenbaker
and the Right Honourable Louis S. St. Laurent, when he returned his humble
acknowledgements to the House for the great honour they had been pleased to
confer upon him by choosing him to be their Speaker.

The Mace was laid upon the Table.
The sitting was suspended until 3.00 o’clock, p.m. this day.

A message from Her Majesty the Queen was delivered by the Gentleman
Usher of the Black Rod, the House standing.

Mr. Speaker,

The Queen commands this Honourable House to attend Her Majesty
immediately in the chamber of the Honourable the Senate.

Accordingly, Mr. Speaker, wifh the House, went up to the Senate Chamber,
and Mr. Speaker spoke to the following effect:

May it please Your Majesty:

The House of Commons have elected me their Speaker, though I am
but little able to fulfil the important duties thus assigned to me.

If, in the performance of those -duties, I should at any time fall into
error, I pray that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons,
whose servant I am, and who, through me, the better to enable them to dis-
charge their duty to their Queen and Country, humbly claim all their un-
doubted rights and privileges, especially that they may have freedom of speech
in their debates, access to Your Majesty’s person at all seasonable times, and
that their proceedings may receive from Your Majesty the most favourable
construction.

The Honourable the Speaker of the Senate then said:

Mr. Speaker,

I am commanded by Her Majesty the Queen to declare to you that
she freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons
to Her Majesty’s Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceed-
ings will be conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, she grants and upon
all occasions will recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you that the Commons shall have ready
access to Her Majesty upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceed-
ings, as well as your words and actions, will constantly receive from her the
most favourable construction.

And the House being returned:

Mr. Speaker reported that the House had been in the Senate Chamber,
and that he had; in their names and on their behalf, made the usual claim
of privileges, which Her Majesty had been pleased to confirm to them.

Mr. Diefenbaker, seconded by Mr. Green, by leave of the House, introduced
a Bill, No. 1, An Act respecting the administration of Oaths of Office, which
was read the first time,

Mr. Speaker reported, that when the House did attend Her Majesty the
Queen this day in the Senate Chamber, Her Majesty was pleased to make a
Speech to both Houses of Parliament, and to prevent mistakes, he had obtained
a copy, which is as follows:

Honourable Members of the Senate:

‘Members of the House of Commons:

I greet you as your Queen. Together we constitute the Parliament of
Canada. For the first time the representatives of the people of Canada and
their Sovereign are here assembled on the occasion of the opening of Parlia-
ment. This is for all of us a moment to remember.

Parliamentary government has been’ fashioned by the wisdom of many
centuries. Its justice, authority and dignity are cherished by men of good
will. It will be the high purpose of my Ministers not only to preserve these
qualities but to take steps to make both Houses of this Parliament more
" effective in the discharge of their responsibilities to the people of Canada.
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You have come here to form this new Parliament from across a great land,
a land far wider than either of those older countries that first gave it birth.
I am proud to contemplate the great heritage of this nation — the minerals,
the forests, the lands, the waters, the sources of power and energy which fire
your ever-growing industries. But I am more proud to contemplate. the spirit
and ideas which brought this country to nationhood, and now, drawing re-
inforcement and enrichment from many lands and peoples, have given Canada
a national character peculiarly her own. ;

Yet in this age no nation can live unto itself. Through the overcast 'of
international affairs the bright constellation of the Commonwealth illumines
our times. The continuing admission of nations newly guided to self-govern-
ment both broadens and strengthens our diverse Commonwealth as more of
us come to share the great inheritance of those institutions and ideals which
make our association a quiet but pervasive force for good in an unquiet world.
This was manifest when the Prime Minister of the Commonwealth met in
London last June to talk of great affairs; and again, only a few days ago when
on Canada’s invitation, the Finance Ministers met at Mont Tremblant and in
a comradely spirit laid plans for a Commonwealth Trade and Economic Con-
ference to take place next year.

A similar spirit has been evident in the Colombo Plan, which is a part of
the high venture of the peoples of South and South-East Asia as they move
along the path of national development, and which my government will
continue to support.

My Ministers believe that Canada’s active participation in the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization is essential for the preservation of peace. You
will accordingly be asked to maintain modern defence forces in being which,
together with those of our allies, will continue to act as a deterrent to attack
upon any part of that alliance.

While Canada plays a full part in these particular associations, my minis-
ters remain convinced that in the wider forum of the United Nations we
must also continue to seek such agreements as will preserve security and bring
about a wide measure of disarmament. Indeed we must continue to hope that
through the United Nations the aspirations of men and women for peace and
security will be fulfilled. .

In domestic affairs my Ministers look forward to meeting next month

with the leaders of the Provincial governments in order to discuss fiscal

relations and to seek better understanding and arrangement of many aspects
of our public finances.

In the legislative programme to be laid before you, it is fitting that mention
should first be made of measures to improve the lot of the senior members
of our society. Accordingly, you will be asked to increase old age' security
pensions and to shorten the period of residence required to qualify for them.
Changes will be proposed in the terms of assistance offered to provincial
governments to enable them to increase the payments to be made under the
Old Age Assistance Act, the Blind Persons Act and the Disabled Persons Act
to a corresponding level.

You will also be asked to increase the scale of war veterans allowances
and to enlarge the groups to whom they are paid. Changes will also be pro-
posed in several sections of the Pension Act. :

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In order to assure to the farmers of Canada a fair share of the national
income, you will be asked to enact a measure to provide greater stability in
the prices of their products. Every possible effort is now being made, and
will continue to be made to seek new markets for agricultural products as
well as to regain those that have been lost.

Due to inability to market their grain, prairie farmers have for some time
been faced with a serious shortage of funds to meet their immediate needs. In :
order to permit them to receive an advance payment for the grain they can
expect to deliver this year you will be asked to authorize a system of cash
advances for grain stored on farms.

My government will strive to secure additional markets for the products
of our fisheries and to promote the development of international rules to
safeguard the living resources of the sea.

My Ministers believe that a national development policy carried out in
cooperation with the Provinces, and in the territories, is needed to enable all
regions of Canada to share in the benefits to be realized in developing the
resources of this great mation. It is their intention to propose to you from
time to time programmes and projects to implement this policy.

As an immediate start upon a programme of more extensive development
in the Atlantic Provinces, you will be asked to authorize, in joint action with
the Provincial governments, the creation of facilities for the production and
transmission of cheaper electric power in those provinces. You will also be
asked to provide assistance in financing the Beechwood project which has
been under construction in New Brunswick.

My Ministers will advance this national development policy further by
initiating new discussions with the government of Saskatchewan in order to
make possible the early commencement of construction of the dam on the
South Saskatchewan River.

My Ministers are pressing for a favourable settlement of international
problems in connection with the Columbia River to clear the way for a joint
programme with the Province of British Columbia to develop the immense
power in the waters of this River.

My Ministers will place before you a measure to ensure that those working
in industries under federal jurisdiction will receive annual vacations with pay.

You will be asked to approve bills relating to certain railway branch
lings, amendments to the Canadian and British Insurance Companies Act, and,
in so far as the other business before you permits, to several other statutes.

Members of the House of Commons,

You will be asked to appropriate the sums required for carrying on the
government of Canada during the remainder of the current fiscal year.

Changes in certain of the taxing statutes will be submitted for your
approval.
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Honourable Members of the Senate,

Members of the Commons,

I wish to express to you and to the people of Canada my gratitude and
that of my husband for the warmth of the loyalty and affection with which
we have been welcomed here in Canada.

As I now address you here for the first time, I will call to your minds
the words of the earlier Elizabeth when, more than three centuries ago, she
spoke from her heart to the Speaker and members of her last Parliament and
said “Though God hath raised me High, yet this I count the Glory of my
Crown, that I have Reigned with your Loves”. Now here in the new world
I say to you that it is my wish that in the years before me I may so reign in
Canada and be so remembered.

On this happy day when we give thanks to God for all that He has
bestowed on us, I ask that ‘He may bless and guide you.

We now have in the library building some 200,000 volumes, of which 89,385
had been re-catalogued at the end of September last. Since the last report our
enlarged cataloguing staff have re-catalogued 17,259 volumes. During the same
period our staff have answered 2,512 reference questions, and have circulated
10,613 books.

We have brought back to the Supreme Court building all the boxes of
books which were in dead storage in the Dominion Bureau of Statistics building
except those intended for the National Library. Those still in the Supreme
Court building are being arranged on shelves and will be gone over soon with
a view to deciding which should be kept and which sent to the National
Library. This is a long operation which is not likely to be completed until two
or three years hence.

In accordance with a recommendation of the Joint Committee on the
Library of Parliament at its meeting of March 19, 1957, the Department of
Public Works have studied ways of improving the general illumination of the
main Reading Room and steps are now being taken to implement the recom-
mendation of the Joint Committee.

collected the statements of previous Speakers for several Parliaments. The
principal citation or the important citation from Beauchesne’s third edition
is citation 297 which I will read inasmuch as it is quite short. I think it
summarizes the situation.

‘ ~ “A certain number of oral questions are permitted in practice by
members, without notice, before the orders of the day are called; but
these are merely allowed by courtesy in connection with the business of
the house or with very urgent and important matters of public concern.
They are -always brief, no debate being permitted, and the replies are
as concise as possible. The minister interrogated may reply at once or
may direct that the usual notice be given. Such questions are governed
by the same rules of order as questions of which notice has been given.”

~  One further reference is to the Votes and Proceedings for Thursday,

January 24, 1957, where a further statement on the subject is given. That
may be useful, particularly to the new Members of the House, in ascertaining

Mr. Hansell*—On Thursday next—ADDRESS—(No. 4)—For a copy of all
correspondence, telegrams, and other documents exchanged between the
government, the Dominion Coal Board or any other government branch, and
any person, firm or corporation, over the past two years in respect to any possi-
ble increase in subventions for the movement of coal from the Crows Nest
Pass area to any other part of Canada or foreign country.

JUDGMENT

Mr. Nielsen, the defeated candidate in the General Election of June 10,
1957 for a seat representing the Yukon Electoral District in the House of

V 8—1
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Commons, has launched a petition to have the election declared void. He
does not ask the seat for himself, he asks for a new election.

At the request of counsel on both sides, and with our willing concurrence
we state that no suggestion of any corrupt or illegal practice has been made
against Mr. Simmons or any agent of his in the conduct of the election. We
emphasize this because the public is apt to associate the voiding of an election
with corruption. It is clear that no stigma must attach to Mr. Simmons; the
matters complained of by the petitioner are irregularities on the part of voters
and election officials, matters over which Mr. Simmons had no control. It
is proper to add that no suggestion has been made of any misconduct on the
part of the petitioner or his agents.

After the election, at the request of Mr. Nielsen, a recount, was had
establishing that 2,422 votes were cast for Mr. Simmons and 2,358 votes for
Mr. Nielsen, giving Mr. Simmons a majority of 64 votes.

Briefly the grounds set up by the petitioner for voiding the election are
these:

1. That 20 ballots cast pursuant to the Canadian Forces Voting Regula-
tions were unlawfully dealt with by the Special Returning Officer
at Halifax.

2. That 185 persons whose names did not appear on the list of electors
for the polling divisions in which they were given ballots were
unlawfully given ballots and allowed to vote.

3. That 27 persons not ordinarily resident in the Yukon Electoral
District on April 12th, 1957 when the writ for the election was
issued were unlawfully allowed to vote.

4. That certain Indians ordinarily resident on Indian Reserves were
unlawfully allowed to vote.

5. That 2 persons under 21 were unlawfully allowed to vote.

6. That 1 person not ordinarily resident in Canada for 12 months before
polling day was allowed to vote.

7. That there was plural voting by 14 persons.

8. That 252 persons whose names do not appear on the list of electors
for the polling division in which -they were given ballots, were
unlawfully given ballots and permitted to vote contrary to section 37
of the Canada Elections Act and not pursuant to section 46 of the said
Act, or otherwise.

9. That 99 persons whose names did not appear on the list of electors
for the polling division in which they were given ballots, and not
being ordinarily resident in the said polling division, were unlawfully
given ballots and permitted to vote contrary to section 37 of the
Canada Elections Act and not pursuant to subsection (2) of section 46
of the said Act, or otherwise.

Some of these matters may be -disposed of summarlly Referring to them
under the numbers given above we say:

1. S. 70 of the Canadian Forces Voting Regulations reads thus:

“70(1) An outer envelope which does not bear the signature of
both the Canadian Forces elector and the deputy returning officer
concerned (except in the cases referred to in paragraphs 36 and 38),
or the signatures of the Veteran elector and the two deputy special
returning officers concerned (except in -the cases referred to in
paragraphs 58 and 59), or upon which a sufficient description of the
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place of ordinary resident of such elector does not appear, shall be
laid aside; unopened; the special returning officer shall endorse upon
‘each such outer envelope the reason why it has been so laid aside,
and such endorsement shall be initialled by at least two scrutineers;
the ballot paper contained in such outer envelope shall be deemed
to be a rejected ballot paper.

(2) Any outer envelope received by a special returning officer
after nine o’clock in the forenoon of the day immediately following
polling day, shall also be laid aside unopened; the special returning
officer shall endorse upon such envelope the reason why it has been
so laid aside, and such endorsement shall be initialled by at least
two scrutineers; the ballot paper contained in such outer envelope
shall be deemed to be a rejected ballot paper.

(3) The special returning officer shall retain all unopened outer
envelopes mentioned in sub-paragraphs (1) and (2) in safe custody,
and, after the counting of the votes is completed, transmit them to the
Chief Electoral Officer, as prescribed in paragraph 81.”

When the special returning officer received the 20 questioned ballots
he noticed that the envelopes in which they were enclosed did not
bear the signatures and information required by this and preceding
sections. He thereupon sent the envelopes, by Army drivers, back
to be properly endorsed. This was done and the envelopes were
returned to him. There is no question that the persons who voted
were not qualified or that the envelopes were tampered with. This
being so, invoking S. 84 of the Elections Act, to which we shall refer
hereafter at greater length, we say that this part of the election was
conducted in accordance with the principles laid down in the Act.
We say that these votes are good.

2. Will be dealt with later.

3. It has been proved that four persons, Mr. and Mrs. Carr, Billy Evans
and Alex Nicholls voted in polling divisions where they were not
enrolled. Their ordinary residence on the date of the issue of the
writ (see S. 14 Canada Elections Act) was not in those polling
divisions. Despite this if they had been enrolled we would not feel
that their qualification was open to question here. But they were
not enrolled: and were only allowed to vote because of S. 46 and
because presumably some person or persons had sworn that they
were ordinarily resident in their respective appropriate polling divi-
sions when the writ was issued. But they were not so resident and
S. 46 provides only for voting by qualified electors. The evidence
with S. 14 shows they were not qualified. Their votes are disallowed.

4. This claim has been abandoned.

5. We find that 1 person Frank Peters, disqualified by minority, was
“allowed to vote.

6. This is admitted by the réspondent.
7. This claim has been abandoned.
Points 2, 8 and 9 remain to be dealt with. Generally speaking, the

attack is based on non-compliance with Sections 37 and 46 of the Canadian
Elections Act, the relevant parts of which we cite:

“37. (1) Subject to his taking any oath or affidavit authorized
by this Act to be required of him, every person whose name appears

V 8—13%
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on an official list of electors shall be allowed to vote at the polling
station on the list of electors for which his name appears; in an urban
polling division, he shall not be allowed to vote if his name does not
appear on such list, unless he has obtained a transfer certificate,
pursuant to section 43, and fully complies with the provisions of
subsection (5) of the said section, or unless he has obtained from the
returning officer a certificate in Form No. 20 issued pursuant to
subsection (11) of section 17, or a certificate in Form No. 21 issued
pursuant to subsection (12) of the said section, which certificate shall
be delivered to the deputy returning officer before the elector is
allowed to vote; in a rural polling division, any qualified elector may
vote, subject to the provisions of section 46, notwithstanding that his
name does not appear on the official list of electors for the polling
division in which such elector ordinarily resides.”

“46. (1) Subject as herein provided, any person who is qualified
to vote in the electoral district, in which an election is pending, and
is, on polling day, ordinarily resident in a rural polling division may,
notwithstanding that his name does not appear on the official list of
electors for such rural polling division, vote at the appropriate polling
station established therefor.
(2) Any such person as is in subsection (1) described is entitled
to vote only
(a) upon his being vouched for by an elector whose name appears
on the official list of electors for such rural polling division
and who is ordinarily resident therein, and personally attends
with him at the polling station and takes an oath in Form
No. 50, and ;

(b) upon himself taking an oath in Form No. 49.”

Again generally speaking the persons whose votes are attacked fall into
two categories:

1.

Persons whose names were not on the list of electors for a rural
polling division where they wvoted and who were not ordinarily
resident therein on polling day. Of these persons it is said that their
votes must be rejected regardless of whether or not they took the
oath and were vouched for as required by subsection (2) of section
46 simply because they were non-resident on polling day. There
were 209 such persons.

. Persons whose names were not on the list of electors for a rural

polling division and of whom it is said that, while there is no ‘proof
that they did not on polling day, reside in the polling division,
nevertheless their votes were unlawful because subsection (2) of
section 46 was not complied with. There are subcategories here:
(a) Persons who were not vouched for at all. In this category
it is clear from the evidence and from admissions in the
pleadings there were 68 persons.
(b) Persons who were sworn and vouched for, but vouched for
by persons not by section 46 qualified to vouch for them.
In this class there are, as the evidence shows, 188 persons.

It is to be noted that there is not a general voters’ list for the Yukon
Electoral District, but a particular list of electors for each polling division.
Inclusion on such a particular list does not entitle an enrolled' voter to vote .
at any other polling division than that in which his name is enrolled. There-
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fore in respect of the 209 persons who voted in polling divisions where they
were not ordinarily resident on polling day, it can be said that it does not
matter whether they were on that day resident in the Yukon or elsewhere.
Residence in the Yukon will not cure their disqualification.

Two classes of persons are entitled to vote at a polling division:

1. Persons whose names are enrolled on the list of electors for that polling
division.
2. Persons not so enrolled who
(a) are ordinarily resident in the polling division on polling day
and who
(b) comply with the requirements of s.s. (2) of s. 46.

It is clear from admissions made by the respondent that the number of
persons who purported to vote pursuant to s. 46 but who were not, in fact,
ordinarily resident on polling day in the polling divisions where they voted
is large enough to affect the result of the election.

It is also clear from the evidence that the number of persons who, whether
or not they were on polling day ordinarily resident in the polling division
where they voted, failed to comply with the requirements of s.s. (2) of s. 46
is likewise large enough to affect the result of the election.

We have before us non-compliance with s. 37 and s. 46 by some 465
voters. Should this void the election, or should these errors on the part of
voters and election officials be held insufficient to void the election?

The respondent invokes s. 84 of the Canada Elections Act which reads
thus:

“84. No election shall be declared invalid by reason of non-
compliance with the prov151ons of this Act as to limitations of time
unless it appears to the tribunal having cognizance of the question
that such non-compliance may have affected the result of the election,
or as to the taking of the poll or the counting of the votes, or by
reason of any want of qualification in the persons signing any nomina-
tion paper, or because of any error in the name, or omission of or
error in the address or occupation of any candidate as stated on such
nomination paper as received by a returning officer, or of any insuffi-
ciency in any publication of any proclamation, notice or other
document, or any mistake in the use of the Forms contained in this
Act, if it appears to the tribunal having cognizance of the question
that the election was conducted in accordance with the principles
laid down in this Act, and that such non- -compliance did not affect
the result of the election.”

In Lamb wvs McLeod (1932) 3 W.W.R. 596, Turgeon, J. A. discussed a
similar section of the Saskatchewan Elections Act and a situation markedly
akin to that which exists here. We cite from p. 598:

“In petitions of this kind the Court is not confined to a balancing of
the relative rights and merits of two candidates. The inquiry may go
beyond the candidates and strike at the election itself. As we remarked
by Madden, J. in the North Louth Case (1911) 6 O'M & H. 103, at 114, ‘an
election may be voided on two very different classes of cases, personal
to the candidate or his agent, or affecting the constituency -as a whole.
The question then becomes (and in the present case it did become)
having regard to the rights of the electors: Was a valid election held?
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The petitioner asserts the negative of this proposition, and the burden
which he thereby assumes is that of showing that facts occurred at some
step in the election proceedings which interfered in a substantial manner
with the free choice of a member for the constituency by the majority of
the electors, in accordance with the principles laid down in The Saskatche-
wan Election Act, R.S.S. 1930, ch. 4. Now it is the clear intention of the
law that the member for a constituency shall receive a majority, over
his nearest opponent of the qualified votes cast at the election. If the
facts disclosed maké it impossible to determine that any candidate is in
this position, no candidate can validly be declared elected, and the election
is void. That it is the duty of the Court to investigate such questions, I
have no doubt. Sec. 4 of The Controverted Elections Act says that the
petitioner may pray for a declaration that the election be declared void
and set aside, and sec. 5 of The Saskatchewan Election Act says that no
election shall be invalidated by reason of certain irregularities enumerated
in the section if it appears to the Court that, notwithstanding these
irregularities, the election was conducted in accordance with the principles
of the Act, and that the result of the election was not affected. As
The Controverted Elections Act is the only statute which gives the Court
jurisdiction over elections to the Legislative Assembly, sec. 5 of The
Saskatchewan Election Act must be read with it, as indicating the nature.
and extent of the jurisdiction intended to be conferred. Upon a petition
of this sort the Court therefore has the power, and the duty, to ascertain
whether the petitioner has shown the existence of circumstances which
render the election invalid in the interest of the constituency as a whole.
If so, the petitioner has proved his case and the election must be set aside,
however unfortunate this result may be to the respondent, who may
suffer from no personal disqualification and may have deserved no blame.

“In the case before us it is shown by evidence adduced by the peti-
tioner that 17 unqualified persons voted at the election. The majority of
all the votes polled (not counting spoiled ballots) was five in favour of the
respondent. The law will not allow the secrecy of the ballot to be violated,
even in the case of unqualified voters; Sec. 170 of the Act; In re Lincoln
Election Petition, supra, at p. 210. There is, therefore, no means of finding
out for which candidate these illegal votes, or any of them, were cast.
But as the majority in favour of the respondent is only five, it cannot be
said that there was an electing of a member by a majority of the qualified
electors as required by law. In such a case, on the strength of the
authorities I have cited, the election must be declared void.”

This reasoning is so precisely applicable to the case before us as to be over-
whelmingly persuasive.

Descending from the general to the particular we propose first to deal
with those cases in which the voters were either not vouched for or were
vouched for by unqualified persons.

In Blanchard vs Cole (1950) 4 D.L.R. 316 the Supreme Court of Nova
Scotia discussed an almost identical situation in the light of similar legislation.
The two persons whose votes were contested were not enrolled on the voters’
list. The applicable legislation provided as here, that although not enrolled
they might vote if resident in the Electoral Division on polling day provided
they swore to certain facts and were vouched for on oath by voters in the
district. The two voters were not sworn or vouched for as required. The
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votes were disallowed and the election declared void. We cite from the
judgment of MacDonald, J. at p. 353:

“From the evidence I am satisfied that Faulkner and Rasmussen were
not entitled to vote under s. 38 and that therefore their votes were
invalid.

3 This being so I am of opinion that by reason of the casting and
counting of these unlawful votes and the legal inability of the Court to
ascertain for whom they were cast and the consequent impossibility of
the Court determining that any candidate secured a majority of the votes
legally cast the Court must declare the election void.”

: Blanchard vs Cole, supra, is an authority only applicable to voters not
vouched for. In this connection we should intimate that, quite apart from
imperfect vouching by persons who were not on the lists of electors for the
polling divisions wherein they vouched, and hence not qualified to vouch,
there were 68 voters, sufficient to affect the result of the election, not vouched
for at all. There were 188 vouched for by persons not qualified as vouchers.
If the vouching is done by an unqualified person, the result is the same as if
there was no vouching. Therefore all these instances come within the
penumbra of the decision in Blanchard vs. Cole.

The votes of the 209 persons who voted in places where they did not, on
polling day, reside, are not within the purview of that decision. But it is
clear, from admissions and evidence that

1. They were not on the list of voters for the polling divisions where
they voted.

2. They did not, on polling day, reside in the appropriate polling divisions.
3. That, if they and their vouchers swore they did, they swore falsely.

4. That, if there were no oaths by voter or .voucher, S. 46 was not
complied with. ;

Now, assuming that all 209 voters were sworn and vouched for, it is
clear that both voters and vouchers swore falsely. In respect of some 176
voters this is made doubly clear by admissions in the pleadings. Surely such
votes cannot stand. )

It appears to us that the propositions we have stated and the two cases
we have cited dispose of the respondent’s general argument that irregularities
by election officials should, by reason of S. 84, be excused, and of his particular
argument that the type of irregularity here complained of is not one upon
which an election should be voided: Accepting all he has said as to the
desirability of a liberal interpretation of franchise laws, giving full force and
effect to S. 84, we still feel that this election must be voided. We do not
refer to other cases cited to us because we feel that the two authorities

" quoted, applied to the facts, are sufficient to show that there has been an

“undue election” under S. 9 of the Controverted Elections Act.

We must also reject the respondent’s argument based on estoppel and
acquiescence. It is true that the petitioner had agents at the polls where the
irregularities occurred and that those agents did not object to the votes we
have rejected. But we cannot see that this amounts to acquiescence or creates
an estoppel. It is also true that, as revealed by the petitioner’s examination
for discovery, certain agents of his vouched for 13 persons who voted irregu-
larly. Now if it were shown that his agents had vouched for such a large
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number of persons that to void the election would, in effect, amount to allow-
ing him to take advantage of his own wrong, we might be impelled to take a
different view of this matter, But the number, 13, related to the total
number of persons who voted unlawfully could not affect the result and we
cannot hold that these actions on the part of the petitioner’s agents created an
estoppel or precluded him from raising the objections we have given effect to.

We must also reject Mr. Lewis’ argument that the peculiar circumstances
and customs of the Yukon entitle its inhabitants to disregard the laws
relating to elections.

The election is declared void.

The order as to costs is this: that the petitioner tax his costs, except
those relating to witnesses who gave evidence in relation to Indian voters,

and that the respondent pay to the petitioner three-quarters of the costs so -
taxed.

Neilson vs. Simmons

Counsel have perused the particulars pleaded, and agree that the evidence
relating to eight persons, viz. Mr. and Mrs. Carlyle, Mr. and Mrs. Carr, Billy
Evans, Mr. Gerlitsky, Louis Duchemin, Frank Peters is before the Court. A
check of the poll books also shows one resident of Vancouver, Alec Nicol,
not included in the eight persons above noted.

Counsel agree that 209 people whose names did not appear on the list
for the poll in which they voted were not resident in the polls where they
voted; that a further 68 people whose names did not appear on the list for
the poll in which they voted were not vouched for by anyone and that a
further 188 people whose names did not appear on the list for the poll in

which they voted were vouched for by persons not on the list in the poll
concerned.

Of the 209 persons non-resident mentioned above an undetermined
number were not vouched for or were vouched for by persons not on the list
in the poll concerned. :

RULING BY MR. SPEAKER

MR. SPEAKER: I have conferred with the Clerk on the point raised by the
Minister, and he has advised me that the point which has been made by those
who have opposed the point of order raised is the correct view according to
the authorities. I am referred to May, Fifteenth edition, page 499:

“There is no rule or custom which restrains the presentation of two
or more bills relating to the same subject, and containing similar provi-
sions.” "

It is where a decision of the House has been taken on one bill that a
problem arises but, apparently, there is no difficulty about two bills, they
being both of the same status or rank as was suggested by the honourable
Member for Winnipeg North Centre (Mr. Knowles). ;

I think I must reject the point of order. . . .

Before further debate takes place I think I should perhaps supplement
‘what I said previously because of the problem which arises where two similar
bills are on the Order Paper. I indicated that neither had precedence
over the other but that if a decision had been taken on one it might affect
the status of the other and I did not read the full citation from May to which I
referred. This appears in the fifteenth edition of May at page 499 and I
think I should continue with the reading of it as it may have some bearing
on the views of the House concerning this rather unusual situation. May says:

“There is no rule or custom which restrains the presentation of two
or more bills relating to the same subject, and containing similar provi-
sions. But if a decision of the house has already been taken on one such
bill, for example, if the bill has been given or refused a second reading,
the other is not proceeded with if it contains substantially the same
provisions, and such a bill could not have been introduced on a motion
for leave. But if a bill is withdrawn, after having made progress, another
bill with the same objects may be proceeded with.”

The reference in Bourinot is to be found in the fourth edition at page 548,
I will not trouble to read that but I thought perhaps I should amplify what I
said previously.

Mr. Jung, seconded by Mr. Kennedy, moved,—That the said Bill be now
read the second time.

Mr. Chevrier raised a point of order to the effect that a private bill
could not be referred to a committee pursuant to Standing Order 105 because
the standing committees of the House were not established until the member-
ship thereof was appointed.

RULING BY MR. SPEAKER

Mr. SprakER: I want to thank honourable Members for the assistance
they have given me in this matter. This is a problem which I have considered
already because of the difficulty which the honourable Member for Laurier
(Mr. Chevrier) saw. Actually, what we have before us is the second reading
of the bill and until the second reading has been given, no problem arises.

The honourable Member for Laurier has posed the problem of what
happens then, and he refers to Standing Order 105 which does automatically
refer this bill to the appropriate committee when the second reading has been
given. There is precedent for that in the rulings of Speakers in the past.
On April 17, 1950, the Speaker, considering the point whether or not a motion
was necessary after second reading had been given to a private bill to refer
the bill to the appropriate committee, decided that no motion was necessary
because Standing Order 105 automatically transferred the bill to the appro-
priate committee when second reading was given by the House. 1 follow
the honourable Member to that point.

Then the honourable Member raised a further question whether the fact
that the committee has no Members has any effect at that time. I think
perhaps I should not deal with the point in advance but I have considered
it and I would like to tell the House that my view now, right or wrong, is
that these are standing committees and although you may say there is no
committee if there are no Members the rules of the House do provide for
the existence of a Standing Committee on Railways Canals and Telegraph
Lines to which this bill would automatically be referred under Section Order
105, and so I do not think there is any difficulty at the present time. I feel,
as presently advised, that there will be no difficulty if second reading is
given that the bill will be referred automatically but it cannot be considered
by that committee until it is- constituted by having members, but it is a
committee in being under the orders of the House.

After further debate; the question being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to.

The said Bill was accordingly read the second time and referred to the
Standing Committee on Railways, Canals and Telegraph Lines.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre) raised a point of order to the
effect that, although the projected bill provided for an alleviation in taxation,
it was irregular to proceed with the proposed bill since it should have been
preceded by a resolution in Committee of Ways and Means.

RULING BY MR. SPEAKER

MRg. SPEARER: I want to thank honourable Members for the full discussion
of this point. It is perhaps a novel point and perhaps one that would not have
arisen under normal circumstances, but here we have a Budget and Estimates
before the House which arose not in this session and not even in this Parlia-
ment. We are faced with circumstances that perhaps do not often arise.

I am sure the honourable Member for Winnipeg North Centre (Mr.
Knowles) has considered the matter very fully, as has the Minister of Justice,
(Mr. Fulton) and that they have referred to all of the authorities, including
many which I have considered myself. I have read the discussion of last
Friday night and I, with the assistance of the Clerk and the legal adviser of
the House have spent some time on this matter.

I think it is quite clear that what is required when there is a bill to raise
. money, to impose a levy or a tax, is covered in that section 54 of the British
North America Act to which the honourable Member for Rosthern (Mr.
Tucker) referred. We have our own Standing Order No. 61 which presumably
reinforces the section of the British North America Act which says that Parlia-

V 42—1
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ment shall not raise money except by the procedure of a resolution and discus-
sion in a committee of the whole house. That is the safeguard of the people
that taxes will not be raised lightly and then only after opportunity of
discussion, indeed after repeated opportunity of discussion of the tax that is to
be raised.

This question before us, however, is quite different from that. It is a
question of a bill which on its face, and we have the bill here, is not a bill
to raise money but a bill to reduce taxation. Without going through the
citations again in Bourinot, Beauchesne and May, I think I can indicate very
briefly to the House the opinion I accept. It is set out in May, 15th edition,
at page 764. There you have a statement under the heading ‘“Alleviation of
Taxation”, and it is in these words:

“Provisions for the alleviation of taxation are not subject to the
rules of financial procedure. Repeal or reduction of taxation, for instance,
by the finance bill is sometimes preceded by a specific ways and means
resolution but this procedure is neither necessary nor usual.”

I find that in this Parliament the same thing has happened on occasion.
A measure to reduce taxation has been preceded by a resolution, as was
pointed out by the honourable Member for Winnipeg North Centre, and some-
times it has not. There are quite a number of instances where bills to reduce
taxation have been introduced without being preceded by a resolution and the
necessity of the procedure which was argued for by the honourable Member
for Winnipeg North Centre.

I will not read any more of that citation. The only question in my own
mind was whether that British practice might be applicable in this Parliament,
and I find that both Bourinot and Beauchesne assume that it is, and, in*fact,
say so in citations which I have here. Therefore I am satisfied that we are
following a correct procedure in permitting this bill to be introduced without
a resolution. :

There was another point raised by two honourable Members who spoke
which rather concerned me. I think it is answered by this citation from May,
11th edition, page 572:

“.. . a bill for diminishing or repealing a tax or other public burthen,
unless the imposition of a new tax is proposed by way of substitution,
needs no royal recommendation or preliminary committee stage ... .2
I was a little concerned about the argument that perhaps the Crown’s

recommendation was necessary and that otherwise it might be open to any
Member of the House to move such a bill. However, that is something I do
not have to decide today. When a private Member does introduce a bill to
abolish the income tax or wipe out the proceedings of the last 24 hours we
shall meet that when it arises. In the meantime, with due deference to the
opinions that have been stated, I must rule that in my opinion this motion is
now properly before the House.

And the question being put on the proposed motion of Mr. Fleming,
seconded by Mr. Green, for leave to introduce a Bill, No. 231, An Act to amend
the Excise Tax Act, it was agreed to.

The said Bill was accordingly introduced, read the first time and ordered
for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.
