The death rate in Qhio
was tlso greater last year than that of Englund,
but this year it will be less.

The wmost dangerous wmines in the United

States are in Shuylkill county, Pennsylvania,
one man being killed there for every 35,000 tons
mined. Oue man is killed in England for every

138,000 tous mined, one in Peunsylvania for |

every 88,000 tons, and one in Ohio for every
133,000 tons. This destruction of human life
ought always to be considered when making
complaints about dear fuel.

THE GRAND TRUNK V8. THE
QUEBEC RAILWATYS.

The Grand Trunk Railway has present-
ed a petition to the Legislature of the
Province of Quebec, praying that no aid be
given by the Government 'towards build-
ing the North Shore Railway, the North-
ern- Colonization Road. &ec. This. peti-
tion is backed by all the influence which
the powerful English shareholders of this
hitherto mismdnaged monopoly can com.
mand. While the people.of Canada can-
nof be blind to the great benefits conferred
on the country by this road, which certain-
1y was made {ifty Years too soon for profit,
although not a day too secon for the pro-
vinces, the people of some important sec-
tions, and Montreal in particular, will be
dlsposed Jjustly to question the ’Ld\’lsablh-
ty of depuvmg themselves of the means
of brmmnc the undeveloped resources of
this Province more directly within reach of
her merchants and manufacturers, simply
because it is in opposition to the wishes of
the G.T.R.. But we do not thmk the com-

: pnny ‘will succeed in carrying out their
d051gns

The best illustration of the self-
fishness of this cor po1 atxon and of the ten-
derness with which it regards the inferests

‘of the country, may be seen {from the fact

that no sooner does. the nnvig’ttion of the
St. Lawrence close every season.than up
g0 ‘Grand Trunk freights, depriving ship-
pers of goods from Montreal of the means
of competing with the wholesalers at
other points. An excuse is offered . for
this . actlon on the part of the company,
that it ‘requires a certain outlay in clear-
mn the tla.ck of snow, tand for the adch—

tional fuel,—a véry wenk one, asthe snow
has to be removed for the passenger traffic
and the fuel is little or nothing in addi-
tional expense to what is required. in
summer. The simple effect of this system
hitherto adopted- by the company has
been to lessen very materially the heavy
trade from this city during the winter
months and to turn the course of business
from the West towards the United States,
and in this way the Grand Trunk Railway
Company have been pursuing a policy
suicidal to itself and injurious to the
interests of the commercial metropolis,
Country merchants can also sce that high
freights mean high prices, and will ask
themselves why the petition of this com-
pany for exclusive monopoly should be
granted. The advantages to be derived
from the building of the Montreal, Ottawa
and Western road do not admit the sha-
dow of a doubt., The immense resources
of'this rich section of country, agricultu-
ral, mining and timber, will be brought
within easy access of Montreal, and it will
doubtless have proportionately as benefi-
cial results on the prosperity of this city,
and of the country througlh which it is to
pass, as any of the northern feeders of
Toronto ‘have ‘upon that city and their
respective sections of country, more nota-
bly that which taps the Muskoka section,
where the soil, wo learn, is not nearly so
fertile as that along the proposed line, and
certainly not asvaluable in other impor-
tant respects. Insteadof the Grand Trunk
Railway Company feeling any jealousy on
this account, it ought to consider that it
must be one of its principal feeders from
Montreal - to Portland, and ought to en-
courage it by every means in its power,

The North Shore Road is of importance
to the country, inasmuch as it will be the
means of improving a section of the Pro-
vince in which the effete system . of farm-
ing of the time of Louis XIV. still obtains
to a great extent, and where the people,
no matter how disposed to avail them-
selves of modernimprovements, have not
the means of ready nccess toobtain them,
and where the land is worn out for want
of the application of scientific knowledge
without which no land, howsoever fertile
it miay be, can long continue'tobe profita-
bly productive. The immense unde-
veloped resources of the great territory
extending hundreds of miles back from
the proposed line will-be opened up to
settlement, and will pour its abundance
into this new channel.

‘The hour lias come, the Government
should talke time by the forelock, and
plosecute the bulldmg of these important
works without further delay. . The country

needs them and must have them, Grand’

Trunk petitions and party politics to the

-contrary. -notwithstanding. ~ Labor and

material are much cheaper than they have

been for some time, and than they are

likely to be as soon as the business depres-
sion is entirely over, and besides they will
give employment to numbers of people,
many of whom would otherwise be a bur-
then on the community, Observe what
assistance has been given to ' railways by
Since Confeder-
ation the Government has assisted in the
construction of thirteen hundred miles of
Railway in that Province, one hundred
and ecighty-six miles having been com-
pleted the present year, and it is to this,
doubtless, that the greater present pros-
perity of the Province is due.

Our legislators should bear this in mind,
that wherever Railways are constructed,
whether they cross the American conti-
nent, and link the Atlantic and Pacific
oceans, or line the banks of the Thames,
the Rhine, the Danube, or the Hudson,
traverse the burning plains of Hindostan,
or the snows of Siberia, the maxim enun-
ciated by Mr. Pease, of Darlington, when
railways were only experiments, on the
success of which he had risked his for-

tune, will equally hold good, and remain

unquestionable  evidence of his largeness
of view and soundness of judgment:: “ Let
the country but make the Railroads and
the Railroads will make the country.”

THE 'LUMBER TRADE.

The great depression which has been
felt in this important department of our
commerce is to some extent passing away.
The latest advices from Great Britain and

‘other of our large customers show a some-

what better feeling which, we have good
reason to believe,will improve, and if our
lumbermen will adhere to the conserva-
tive policy we recommended in the second
number of this. Journal, it must continue
to do so. There is in this country. at pre-

‘sent: a large supply of timber, which for

certain purposes is the most valuable in
the world; especially is this the case

with our spluce and pine ‘which for its

own purposes cannot be equalled, and this
gives us such an advantage over other
countries that, if we be prudent, we shall
Lo able to a great extent ‘to rule the
markets of the world. But this can only
be done by following the coulse we before
suggestcd )

'lhe lumbel trade is of such vast import-
ance to this countr y, and there is such a
wide:spread demand for thls our chief
that - our  lumberers
should consider wisely, and not indulge.in

‘the suicidal - policy~ of over-production
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and this more especially in view of its
effect upon the timber supply of . the
United States, and in.its more  recent
effect upon the ' business  here. The
December number of the “ Norih West-
ern Taumberman ?. of Chicago, in an’ article
on the future timber supply, malkes a tabu-
jated estimate of the quantity of standing
timber in the principal timber lands of
Michigan and Wisconsin at somewhat
over thirty-bwo billions of feet. Reckon-
ing the annual production at one and a-half
billions of feet, the entire supply of the
territory would be exhausted in about
twenty-oneyears. There is food for reflec-
tion in these figures; let our people ask
themselves how mear Canada shall be
twenty-one years hence to the end of her
timber supply, if she continue in her
late reckless over-production. It is safe
to say, thereis no article of the world's
production that can increasc for the next
ten or twenty years in importance and
value as timber must.  Its importance to
this country may be gathered by an
examination of the statisticsfor afew years
back, “given -herewith. By the Census
resurn of 1871, we see that there were in
the year ending April Ist, 1871, no less
than 9930 men employed in lumbering
within the Dominion, distributed in the
four Provinces as follows:

The value of the wages paid in the saw-
mills alone, in the year under review, was
$6,042,047 ; the value of the raw material
used in them was $16,780,087, and of the
articles produced $£30,256,247.

To come to a later period we find that
for the fiscal year ending June 30th, 1873,
the value of the products of the forest,
excluding wood-ashes, exported, was §27,-
897,200 and in the next year, 1874, $20,-
278,926, or in each year nearly one-third
of our entire exports.  The following table

We
are sorry to say, however, that in many
cases this agreement has been broken, and
we fear from the reports we have received:.
that in many cases there will be as much -
timber cut as before. This policy is .a
most disastrous one; the trade cannot:
recover from. the effects ‘of its over pro-

duction until the stocks at home. and -
abroad are reduced soas simply to supply

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manner and sacrificed—for we cannot say

sold—at prices which did not pay for the
labour., If Canads is to fulfil:her destiny
it must be Ly the exercise of a striet
economy of everything she possesses, and
though nature has beenlavish in the dis-
tribution of lier gifts to us it affords no
excuse but rather the reverse for wasting
the good things in our possession. The
‘lumber which has been thus wickedly
destroyed, if it had been cut with some
regard to the siate of the markets, would
have been amply remunerative, and we
should lienr less of lumber failures and
long drawn out accommodations {rom the
banks. The timber in New Brunswick is
of the same class as that esteemed so
raluable in the State of Maine, and to the
importance of preserving which they are
just awaking when we ave lavishly wasting
it. In thepast there has been far too much
speculative trading in lumber, a course of
conduct which in the late depression has
recoiled upon those engaged in.the trade
with- disastrous effect, but we trust that
in the future humbermen will study their
true interests and . only produce such a
supply as. there is likely to be & demand
for, at fairly remunerative prices.

THE QUEBEC BUDGET.
THE RAILWAY POLICY.

The following is the portion of the Bndget
relating to Rajlways :—

The _assisiance proposed for certain’ railway
compnnies very largely exceeds what was ever
supposéd would be the case, when the system
of “granting subsidies to railways was first
initinted in the Legislative Assembly. - At that
time ‘it was generally supposed that cheap
railways, with wooeden rails, requiring but
little grading, could be built at a cost not
excecding $5,000 or $6,060 per mile, and would
answer very well indeed in opening up the
lands of our country for settlement. It was
supposed that the Provincial grant of three
per. cent. per annum on the estimated -cost of
$5,000 & mile for twenty years would answer
the purpose, and prove advantugeous to the
Province. Permission was given subsequently
to the Government to capitalize this subsidy,
which might be paid in cash or botds of the
Province. The Quebee and Gosford, Richelien,
Drummond and Arthabaska, and Levis and
Kennebee—what is now kuown as the Quebee
Central,—all these railways were commenced
with the view of being constructed as wooden
railways, that is, railways with wooden rails,
and considerable progress was made in so
building. the two former. These roads were
aided by a subsidy paid by the Government;
the Quebee and Gosford Railway obtained, 1
think, from the Government some $48,000; the
Richelieu; Drummond and Arthabaska received
from thie’ Government, some two years since,
something close *on ‘$100,000. It was soon
found, however, that these wooden railways did
not amount to much, and they were virtually,
from various canses, a failure; that they would
not answer -the purpcse intended, and the
further building of such kinds of roads was
abandoned. . After ‘this, additional aid was
granted by the Legislature to certain railway
compaties, bringing the subsidy up ‘to $2,500
per mile in bonds: of the Province "over their
proceeds; in other cases a grant of land from
the public’domain was given instead of a cash
subsidy, as’ in the cnse of the Lake St. John,
International. and Megantic, Buie des Chaleurs,
and other compunies.. The grant in aid of rail-
ways was further increased in relation to certain
rajlways, briuging the amount up 1o $1,000 per
mile in provinecinl bonds at par, or the procevids
theréof, other railways being left at the former
grants.  Some rrilway companies had  the
option of retaining their lund - grant, or of
obtaining instead -a-cash subsidy, and several
companies availcd themseives of this option,
preferring cash 1o land, while still others pre-
ferred to keep their land grants.  From year
to year, singe 1869, pressure has been brought
10 bear upon -the Government by hon. members
of this Hom e, and’ by partiés otitside thc Housc
interested in various: railway lmes, to lncrense
the subsidies ‘in - favor--of railways huvmg
grants -in-their favor, and to include other new
lines of rond in-the subsidized list; and I am

 bound to say that ‘the Govemmem ‘has given
great offence to many of its friends for not .
complying with'such dimands. "1 donot know, .
Mr. Speaker, what your ¢xperience may be with
reference to pressure brought to bear npon you

by railway men, but I find it entirely useless to
discuss -a railway subsidy with railway men.
(Hear, hear. from both sides of the House).
Every single line of nnh\n) that ever was
projected and that we have in this Provinee, in
which they are interested, is of the most ex-

‘lreme importance, and of more importance

than ‘any other line in the limits of the Prov-
ince (Hear, hear and lnughter) ; the safety and
stability of the Governwent depend upon a
grunt being given to this particular line more
thap to all the others (laugliter); the iustitu-
tious of the country generally, the interests of
the Dominion and of the world depend more on
a grant to one small railway than in favor of
any other “railway in the Province. (Hear,
hear—Ald. McGinuvran, and langhter) I do
not know what your experience is, Mr. Speaker,
but I would sooner meet n patent rights man,
or n book-pedlar, or a lightning-rod professor,
or any other sort of man, than a'man who has
railway on the brain, und who comes to ask me
for a subsidy. (Laughter on both sides of the
House.) Under these circumstauces, and with
such pressure brought to bear upon the Govern-
ment, if the Government and this House have
heretofore erred, { ackuowledge my own error
in this regard. - 'We have given subsidies to too
many ronds, . (Hear, hear and Iaughier) We

. ought to have confined our grant to a few of
“the more important lines, giving them suflicient

to have been of real benefit to-day, and not to
have distributed our subsidies so freely through-
out the country, The question assumes an-
other. aspeet to-day ; the Government of the
day and tbe House have to deal with the rail-
way question ns it now ‘stands, and I hope that
the diseussion -on - this most important. subject
will be made in a.calm fmpartial spirit, entirely
irrespective of party ties, and in the public
interests alone. I trust the decision arrived at
will be such as to show o desive on the part of
this House to act in a liberal, statesmnnlike
manner, aside from loeal intere:t and local
influence. My remarks heretotore have applied
more especinlly to failway projects other than
those north of the St Luwrence and Ottawa
Rivers, extending from-this city to Portage du
Fort. .One word in.- beginning, concerning
the North ‘Shore Railway.  This scheme has
been before the public, if I ‘mistake not, for
some twenty years, and attention has been
ealled to the importance of n rmlwu) on the
north shore: of the St. Lnrwrence, between
Quebee aud Montreal, A'lnrge grant of land
was given from the public domain many years
ago by the Government of - the late Province.of
Canada towards building this road ; since Con-
federation ‘the time: was extended for the Com-
pany, and some years since the gmnt was re
newed ; subsequently thisgrant was reduced and
charged to w.subsidy; partly cash and partly
lands, in connection -with -the: Montreal and
Northern “ Colonization © Railway Company.

Some . yearsisince, the North Shore: Railway
entered into a contract with the Chicago Con-
tmctmg Compnn) 10 bmld the ‘road ; :they

hnnlly nsslgned the commct to thc Hon, Thomas
McGreevey, the present contractor.’ Some two
years ago, the present contractor failed in mak-
ing satisfactory fnuancinl ~arrangements ‘in
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England, and the progress of ‘the work wx'ls. not
go rapid as was desirnble, owing to the failure
of the sale of the bonds, and finally the company
considered it best to relinquish the undertak-
ing, and the Government: undertook to complete
the enterprise, subject to the approval of this
Legislature. - (Hear, hear.) T have here a
statement prepared with reference to this im-
portant-Road, a statement prepared and furnish-
cd to me.
TIiE NORTH SHORE RATLWAY MEMORANDUM.

First Act of Incorporation of the North Shore
Railway, 16 Vie., chap. 100, assented to the
29nd of ‘April, 1873; capital $2,100,000, with
power to increase it to %4,000,000, This Act
was amended by the 18 Vie, chap. 34, and
assented to the 18th December, 1854. The St.
Maurice Railway [now the Piles Branch] was
incorporated by the “Act 20 Vie, chup. 129,
assented to the -10th of June, 1837; grant of
1,500,000 acres of land ; power granted to unite
with the North Shore Railway. The amalga-
mation took place immedintely after the passing
of the Act, and the legal title of the so amalga-
mated companiés was -the North Shore and St.
Maurice and Navigation  Company. By the Act
22 Vic,, chap. 56, assented to the 24th of July,
1858, the name of the Company was changed to
the North Shore' Railway and St Maurice
Navigation and Land Company. The Act 24
Vic., chap. 85, assented to the 18thof May, 1861,
extends the period. fixed for the construction of
their works. It was in 1865-66 that the friends
of the Piles Railway made cfforts to obtain
possession, for the sole benefit of this rond, of the
lands which belonged to the amalgamated com.
panies. Having failed, they obtuined the passing
of an act, assented to on the 15th of August,
1866, to extend the charter of the two compan-
jes to the Ist of January, 1872, It was on the
24th of December, 1870, that was sanctioned the
Act 34 Vic., chap. 21, which'is still in force,and
will not expire until the 1st of May, 1877. "The
Quebec Railway Aid Act of 1874 also governs
this Company.  The ﬁjrst contract for the con-
struction-of the rond was awarded to Mr. Baby
in 1853-54 ; work commenced notably in the
Palais by the -construction ‘of a wharf during
the winter of 1837-58. These works were after-
wards abandoned. A new contract was awarded
to ‘the -Chicago Contracting Company, and
signed the 5th of April, 1872. The works under
suid contract were innugurated the 1Sth-of July
of the snme year; these works were clused in
the fullowing year, and the :Contracting Com-
pany transferred: their interests to the Uon. Mr.
McGreevy on the 4th of January, 1874, The
works were then vigorously commenced on'the
whole line between Quebece and Three Rivers,
and carried on with sume activi'y during. the
summer of 1871 ; during the winter and sminmer
following (e works langunished, ‘and were
finully-closed on-Nov. 1st, 1872, :

The Montreal Northern Colonization Railway
Compnny, now known  as the Montreal, Uttawa
and Western-Railway, suffered :from the same
canse-as ‘the North Shore; repeated efforts to
negotiate railway bonds failed coused mainly in
both:eases, by:the ‘officers and others interested
in the Grand Trunk Railway Company of Can-
ada. Phe - powerful assistance of - the; Liondon
press was brought into requisition; sentiments

eatirely fulse, .or ~coloréd. so as to give o false |

impression, were circulated, caleulated and de-
signed to injure Canadn in railway enterprises
of every kind. These unfair, I ad almost said
dishonest, representations; protuced such an im-
pression that capitalists refused to look even at
Canadinn railway securitics, and tie result was
thut both ‘the North-Shore and the Montreal,
Ottawa and Western Railway Companies conld
not negotiate their bonds, and were obliged to
stop proceeding with their respective works, and
notify the Government of their inability to go
on to a successful termination. Takiug into
account the large expenditure. made on these
roads, large contributions of the cities of Quebee
and Montreal, the very handsome contributions
from several other municipalities, the absolute
neeessity of completing these great highways
and attracting as much as possible the careying
trade of the West to the sca board at Montreal
and Quebec, by securing a connection with-the
CGanadian: Pacitic Railway ; the action of the
Quebece Legislature herctofore. with respect to
the liberal aid and the great interest manifested
in these roads from time to time, and the fact
that for a great part of the year the north shore
of the Si. Lawrence and Ottawa rivers was
shut out from railway or water facilities, the
Government could do no less than propose to
the Legislature a plan wherehy those railways
might be built, and thus secure the advantages
looked to for the Provinee from the realization
of the scheme of a grand trunk line connecting
with the Pacific Railway through an imporlant
and flourishing portion of our Province. - The
papers produced before .the House show the
action taken by these: companies, and that of
the Government in relation to these railways.
These companies would have preferred, perhaps,
to coutinue their respective organizations, pro-
vided ' the Government would have granted
additional aid in the way of increased subsidy
or. by guaranteeing the intevest on the Com-
pany's honds, so as to enable them to dispose of
them in the English market, but the Government
objected to such a plaw, on the ground that if
the Province found it necessary to incur in-
creased liab lities in aid of those undertak-
ings, to secure their completion, the Province
should. have the benefit of such expenditure
rather than private companies. While ac-
knowledging the general principle, that as a
rule railways had better be built by private
companies than by the Government,the Govern-
ment considered  the case of the l'nes from
Quebec to. Portage du Fort as an exceptional
one. It was thought that the Government un-
dertnking works of such magaitude w uld
convince English eapitalists that this House and
the country - considered these railways as
necessary for the development of the resources
of the Provinee; that by investing in so large a

yroportion of the cost of the roads the Govern-

ment would show that they had confidence in
their suceess, and that the small amount. to be
borrowed would be amply secured to the in-
vestors. Itis well known that the statements so
industriously circulated in England to the effect
that Canadinn . railways would scarcely pry
running expenses, were circulated by -parties
representing  companies - which had received
from the old Province of Quebec the large sum
of fifteen or sixteen millions in aid of their con-
struction, and on at least one other of these

..to the House.

railwaysa very large amount was also expended
—the Poronto and Collingwood line. Misman-
agement has more to do with the non-payment
of ‘interest by some of ‘thesc companies than
want of traffic and Canadian winters, about
which we hear so much, and which are so mueh
blamed for the non-payment of interest on bords.
1 believe, Mr. Speaker, that the Government, by -
using its eredit to a limited extent, can build
the line of railway referred 1o at less costthan
any private companies could, and that by at
once taking advantage of the low price of iron
and steel, which enter so largely into the cost
of railways, it can be demonstrated beyond a
doubt that it is possible to build railways in
Cunadn without jobbing, without enriching
contractors and managers of railways, and
others engaged in the management of rilway
enterprises, and at such a cost as will insure
its success beyond question from the legitimate
traflic which the country will' furnish, and
procure not only security for interest on the
bonded debt, but a return to the Government
and municipal corporations in the shapeof at
least aportion of theirinterest on their res . *ive
contributions. The amount of bonds anthei.zed
by law heretofore to be issued inaid of the North
Shore and. Western Railways over and above
the subsidy graunted by the Government and
the municipal aid and private stock was very
large, and doubtless bad something to do with
causing the fnilure of the negotiations in Eng-
land. = Apylying a pro ra'c amount to the
extension of that line from Aylmer westward

1o that allowed for the North Shore and Mont-

real; Ottawa and Western Railway Companies

we find that about £9,000,000 in bonds were

authorized and required to finish aud equip the

entire line from Quebec to the connection with,
the subsidized end of the Pacific Railway now in

course of construction. It was little wonder that
advantage was taken of this large issue of bonds

by the enemies of the enterprise to suggest.
doubt as to the railways paying interest, at
least for a: few years, till the traflic was
developed aund the western counections fully in
operation. These considerations afforded another
inducement . to the. Government to secure
the building of this line of road, and. to

show capitalists not only the probability bus
the certainty of interest being paid on the smal

amount of bonds to be issued, by reducing the
amount to a minimum, and. allowing them to
rank first upon the sevurity of the road and its
earnings, the Government being willing to come
afterwards in connection with municipal cor-
porations. In urder 1hat the whole question .
might be brought fairly and squarely before
the House, in. order that hon. members should

he nble 10 see the whole scheme, not only from
Quebec to Aylmer, formerly under contract bug
from Quebee to Portuge du Forty to a_ junction
with the eastern end of the Pacific Railway, the
Government decided to include. the line from
Aylmer westward in the plan to be submitted
If we look at the cost of .other
first class roads.in tl.ie country, we will find

‘that. they cost more than what it is estimated

the proposed .line will amount to, " Take the )

‘Grand Trunk Railway, Great Western Railway,

the  Northern Railway from - Toronlo to,

‘Collingwood, the Buropeanand. North  Ameri-,
.can’ Railway, the. Intercolonial Railway, and
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it: will. ‘'be found that these railways cost

© $36,000 to $50,000, including rolling stock.

I'he government have entered into a conlm.ct
subject to the approval of the Legislature, with
the former-. contractors, -the Hon. ~ Thos.
McGreevy, for the North Shore, and with Mr.
Duncan Macdonald for building the Montreal,
Ottawa and Western portion as far as Aylmer,
inclusive of the branches to the Grand Piles
and St. Jérome. The Government thought these
gentlemen entitled to the first ofler of carrying
out their respective contracts provided they
were disposed to do so on reasonable terms.
This obviated much difficulty in setling with
them for work partly done and materials fur-
nished on the line, which being done and fur-
nished on a higher basis thun their new cou-
tracts, naturally inclined them to ~think they
should be paid at the old contract prices it
they were not allowed to finish the work.
Taking into account that the entire main line
of both roads will be laid w'th steel rails of
first quality instead of iron, and with respect
to the North Shore 'Road the embankments
raised in many places, the line extended to deep
water in ‘the. harbor of Quebee, that four: of
the largest bridges, across the St. Anune, Batis-
can, St. Maurice and Ottawa Rivers, are to be
built of iron instead of wood, and that the
bridges on the Montreal, Ottawa & Western
line (upwards of 59 feet span) are to be of iron
instead of wood, it will be found that the
contract prices for these roads warrant that,
while with good management on.the part of
the contractors, a fair profit for the risk and

‘expense may be made, still noone can complain

that the price is too high or more than a first-
class railway can be built for.. Previous to
obtaining ‘the estimntes of engincers on the
value of the work and materials, I obtained
from the engineers of the two roads detailed
spelifications of the different kinds of “work
and materials required to finish the two
lines, inclusive of stations, buildings, rolling
stock, ‘&c. T set to work and ‘placed from

the best informntion I could find, prices to,
the various kinds and quantities of the worlk:

and the materials which enter into the con-
struction of a railway, and; on comparing the
gross result with that of the engineers, I found
mine considerably lower than the others, some
$300,000 to $400,000, and contracts were closed
at’ my estimation and figures, and at prices
which will bear comparison with any other
first-class road in ‘the country.  After some
remarks in ridicule and refutation of objections
to the Government taking up these railways as
a ruinous policy, the Treasurer -procecded ;
The Government in proposing to submit to the
Legislature a scheme for the completion of "1he
line’ of railway from Quebeec to Portage du

Fort,- took' into consideration the ways and :

menns of providing money for the work; nnd

- T.am pleased to say thal the Corporations of
- Quebec and Montreal at once agreed ‘to pay -

the balance of their subscriptions to the Govern-
ment in ‘aid of the work, and other ‘munici-

. palities, it is understood, are willing to follow

the same course, and there will be a' provision
in the law to be introduced, sanctioning and
confirming these arrangements. "It.will be ro-

" cellected thut the Legislature of this Provinee

had already granted upwards of two and o
half millions of dollars of ite subsidy towards
the railways fron Quebec to Deep River, in the
County' of Pontiae, and also -granted the
lands..in block to the' line from. Quebec to
Aylmer, and 10,000 acres per mile for the line
from the latter point to Deep River. :Tlis cash
subsidy formed part of the six willions which I
stated a year ago had been promised in aid of
railways by this. House. This fund scems to
have been overlooked by some. In estimating
the entire cost of the railways as sixteen mil~
lions, it was supposed at the time that the line
west of Aylmer would extend to Deep River,
but, from information received, it is expected
the Ottawa River will he crossed at or naer
Portage du Fort. which will shorten the distance
nearly forty miles. Itis to be borne in wind
that the fignres T shall give presently of the
cost of the whole line of road includes the
preliminary expense conneeted with the respec-
tive companies, the engincering, office, and
other expenses, the refunding of payments of
stock by private individuals, and that all future
engincering expenses, except the Government
engincers, and o payment of $10,000 a yer
towards the - expenses of the Commissioner
under the law, are provided for.” The contracts
also provide for a fair amount of rolling stock,
station buildings, repnir shops, water tanks,
&e, sufficient for o few yenrs at last; It will
be noticed that; to simplify the question, the

“ whole cost of the road is put down, irréspective

of payments made on. “progress estimates,”
and’ that credit is taken for the whole proceeds
of .the loan in. England. - Berring in' mind,
therefore, that the contractors, out of the gross
amount mentioned in their respective contracts,
have to pay all preliminary expenses, and stock
payments, and future expenses, with the excep-
tion mentioned, T now come to the details of
the scheme, which T trust will be fonnd gnffi-
ciently clear and satisfactory. - And first I
take the North Shore. Railwny, 158 miles of
main line, with steel rails and four iron bridges,
and the Piles branch of 27 miles, with iron rails
and wood bridges, steamboat wharves, &c., &e.

That it is-ample, there is.no doubt, and that

1 have already mnde
provision in the license duties in our revcumf,
and this quite legitimately, and T am sure if
the highlicense fee prevents the'sale of iul:o.\'icnt-
ing liguors, we will make up in the administra-
tion of justice, by the saving effected, what may
be lost by fewer licenses being issued. A few
words now ag to what are usually called the
South Shore railways. The Government did not
find it prudent to make any further advance at
the present time in aid of these roads. The
Government intend, however, to introduce a
me asure which it is thought will enable these
companies fo prosecute their works; that is,
instead of prying the grants miade these ronds,
in cash to the respective companies on sections
of ten miles of completed rond, to guarantee a
certain amount of interest on the bonds of these
companies - for & given number of years, not
exceeding the respective grants already made to
them, so ns to better enable these companies to
dispose of their bonds. Tt will be optional with
theso companies to accept the cash subsidy or
{he gnarnniee referred to.  Asregards the Pro-
vince, the result will be the same in either case.
It is also intended with respect to some of the
companies, if their lines- are shortened or their
branches cut off; to allow the present subsidies
granted to n]iply ou those paris of the ronds
which may be built.  This is virtually in such
cuses au incereased subsidy, although the amount
now vated for these companics. will not be
increased or exceeded.  Bills will be inlroduced
to meet these cases, and when brought befure
the ouse further explanations will be given.

Dear Sie,—Maukind’s “irritable impatience
of taxation,” to use the phruse employed by
poor Lord Custlerengh some fifty years ago, con-
tinues unmodified: " None of us vhjeet 10 1x-
ation per se, the only trouble with every man
being how o arrange the burden so that he
himself sball bear Lut a slight portion, and
throw the great weight on sumebody elze. And
80 this must cver bé until we become sufli
clently philosophic to endure 'he concrete,which
is, thut every man should contribute 1o the
support of the city or the state exactly in pro-
Porliuu to his menns of payment,. Something
*inquisitorinl ¥ 'would be vequired to establish
this, and so long ns one man is compelled tv
pay S50 taxes while another ten times as rich
pays only $40, mercly because it is not polite to
ask him how much he is worth, we must not be
surprised at mich “ irritable impaiience.” Many
years tgo, whea Mre. Mills was Mayov, [ pro-
cured for'him- on  one sheet what is called the
“Grand List” of the State ‘of Vermont, In
that State the property ‘of every man in each
town is-valu-d by a fixed rule, a money price
being fived ‘'on” what is termeéd the fuculty of
every professional man. A summing up of the
value, of each individual makes the uggregate
value of the town” for taxation purposes.
adding up of the value.nfall the towns in the
County makes the “valneof the County, and
the value of.all the counties ‘added together
niikes the valug of ‘theState;" and now for the

simplicity of Taxation. Every state, county,
or town tax is levied in the form of a percent-
age on this grand list, and when declared every
man in the Siate knows to a fraction the
amount that he will e called upon to pay, and
he knows, also, that it is as near s can be the
exact portion of the public burden he shall be
called upon to bear. When the millenium
comes, great cities will possibly devise some
equally sensible'system. Special rates for par-
ticular callings may be very convenient, as they
only require fhe stroke of & pen without much
thought, but they work most uncqually as jm-
posts. Une thing the great public of a city must
alwnys remember, which is, that they get a
greater- return in conveniences and cowforts
from-the money they pay in taxes thau from
what they expend iu any other muanner, 1f
any man imagines that he pays too much for
the ndvantages of goud streets, drainage, lights,
water and police, let bim build n honse in a
field two miles from town and then count up
how muchitwill cost him to provide all theso
things to be used tono greater extent thaw tihey
are used by every mau in n city, poor ov rich,
The whole question resolves itself into two con-
siderntions ¢ 1st, that the burden of taxation
should bear equally upon citizens in proporuon
to their means. Secondly, that the money
raised should not he misapplicd or wasted.

The great evil in our days in civic matuers is
this waste and misapplication of which we had
formerly little to comyilain; but the last two
years has developed a tendency 10 extravagnn-
ces for personal interests that veguire public
exposure and stoppage.

Moxrrearn, Dec. 9th, 1875,

he business of the week has been guiet, and
remivtances have fallen off considerably. We
are glad -to perceive, however, that the pros-
pects in severnl departments, which have ruled
quict for some time past, are beeoming more
promising.  This is the case more egpecially
in the iron and timber trades, and we may
suppose - that other departments will soon sym-
pathise ‘with this improvement, Letter orders
from the couniry are becoming somewhat more
frequent for dry and fancy goods, c\'ldcnqx‘ng
that stocks are getting pretty well reduced. The
holidny tradedoes not promise to be very brisk
aud the retail trade generally is characterize

_'by more than-usual ‘dullness for the season.

This is doubtless owing in some degree to the
condition of the country roads which are
in very bad condition, the little . snow
that bad fallen having drifted into heaps. The:
weather is unusually mild for this time of year,
and the ice which had formed on the river
during -the cold shap of last week has ngaiu
drifted away.  There is but limited demand for
Baonk accommodations, and no change ‘to
note in -the condition of the money market
the rates of discount continuing from eeven to
eight per cent., and all kinds of exchange nom-
inal. The most noticeable stock transactions
of the weelk were the unusually large sales
of Montreal Telegraph shares. Thercis some
talk of an amalgamation of the two Canndian
Companies, and it is supposed to be with this
view that the purchases are being made.

PIE S.5. SARDINIAN: AT RIMOUSKI.
EMBARKATION UNDER DIFFICULTIES.

A communication to the Montreal Cuzette
describes the embarkation of pussengers, nbout

forty in number,-on the Allan-stenmer Sardininn -

last Sunday. The state of the westher and the
rapid formation of ice obliged the steumer to
drop down theriver as far as Rimouski in order
to assure ber getting to sea, dind passengers bad
to take train to that point. On their arrival
there on Suturday evening, the weather being

cold and boistérous, - they were after some

anxious waiting and discussion informed by
signal from Capiain Dutton on board that the
hoats could not be sent oft’ that night, where-
upon all retired to quarters, the eabin passengers
in the Pullman car and the steerage in a Rim-
ouski Hotel. # It was arranged that the pus-
sengers should leave at 7 aun.on Sunday by
teain down to the wharf. “Morning arrived, the
wind bad abated, but it was very cold. After
u little delay the train started, but did not-get
very fur whon it was stopped i)y a henvy drift
which had formed during the night; after a
good deal of trouble and a trial of paticnce, the
train ran down that steep b anch—the Pullman
car could not go—and reached the end of the
wharf. Thero the passengers were gratified by
seeing the ship's boats stuck in ice, having dur-
ing two hours only got through half of what
they had to do. This was a lively prospect. After
walching the three boats for some time, some-
body’s suggestion was carried out, und o light
boat with planks was obtained and manned.
The boat took a stout rope with it, and after
some difticulty reached the foremost of the shi p's
boats—the men of the small boat often standing
on the ice on planks, and then dragging it on.
The hauling in of the bonts then commenced,
and the first two rénched .the wharf safely.
The third one, however, got carried to the other
side of the ‘wharf and got very awkwardly
placed, side on the pier; the little boat went
out again, and the imwscr was made fast to
the ship’s boat; most of those present—about
45 in number—lent n hand, and the bont began
tomove. Then'a happy thought came to the
assistance in the advisability of attaching the
rope to-the engine. which ‘was- close by. No
gooner said than done; and the locomotive haul-
ed the boat up to the wharf, ~ As no time was
to be'lost at.this uncertain time of ‘the year,
the. mai} was put into a'bont at onco with, I

think, two passengers, the other two boats
teking the remainder of them, vhile Mr, Hollo-
way, agent of the Compnny at Quebee, who
cume down  specially, took sleighs and put
baggage into the: Allan Co.s own boat at
Father Point, the steamer. having in the mean-
time gone down so far. It was o lucky cire
cumstance that the water rose, thus breaking
the ice, and thet the weather wis not colder,
and further, that it was calm; otherwise the
passengers  would  never have reached the
vessel.  The steamer was supposed to be 14
miles from the wharf, This wius an anxious
time for Messrs. - Allan’s agent, and I have no
doubt he felt much happier when bis duties had
been fulfilled, and 1t is also reasonablie to
suppose that Capiain Dutlon was exceedingly
glad to weigh unchor and lenve these coll
regions behind him. This is an event which
will be remembered by all who were present,
owing to the circumstances conneccted with
the “embarking, and especinlly by those
inmediately  mterested m  the shipping
of the country as heing the first and per-
haps last time that an Allan steamer will take
passengers on bonrd al Rimouski.  From what
I could gather from several sources, Rimouski
can never be o harbor of refuge except nt an
unwarrantiable expense in a very ‘long whut
and possibly deepening of the harbor, nud |

have iv from one person who should know (if

any ona-does by experience), that Bic is the
proper place for a harbor.”
