Sir Adaﬁ Beck Comments on
Delay in F ormulating
Terminal Policy. i

Mayor and Board of Con-
‘ " trol Shortly.

Representatives from the North Tor-
onto,” Moore Park, Central Citizens’,
Deer Park and Northern Heights As-
sociations, accompanied by Ald. H. H.
Ball and others yesterday afternoon,
had a lengthy conference with Sir
Adam Beck in the offices of the Hy-
dro-Electric Power Commission of
Ontario relative to improved railway
transportation 6n upper Yonge street,
together with the larger question of the
purchase of private owned radial lines
converging in and around the city.

The gathering was one of the most
satisfattory from the standpoint of the
citizens interested ever held in respect
to improved railway facilities, for while
Sir Adam was not able to outline any
concrete proposition to relieve the
Yonge street trouble the deputation
was delighted with the cordial recep-
tion tendered as. well as by. the great
fund of informatfon obtain®d in re-
spect-to city and provincial hydro mat-
ters in general. :

Ald. Ball, in introducing the denu-
tation to Sir Adam, stated briefly the
causes leading up to the present trou-
ble at Farnham avenue, and said that
failing any relief from the city and the
absence of any well defined plan by
the city to provide a solution, the pen-
ple living in the northern part would
look to the Hydro-Electric Commission
for help. In the mind of the alder-
man the legislature could give enlarg-
ed powers, assuming they were not
already possessed, for the purchase or
expropriation of the Metropolitan Rail-
way. -The city division could be
operated by the municipality and the
portion in the country by the Ontario
Hydro Commission.

Dealing with the question of the
proposed purchase of the Metropoli-
tan Railway and the other interurban
lines, Sir Adam expressed iittle hope
of ever arriving at an amicable ar-
rangement with Sir Willilam Macken-
zie and his associates for the ac-
quisition of the  subsidiary corpora~
tions. Efforts on the part of the Hy-
¢ro Commission had invariably met
with failure >wing to the imposition
of impossible conditions—some of
which were rited by Sir Adam.

Provincial Lines.

Touching on the larger question
of hydre provincial Hnes thruout the
western: part of the province he
statéd = that = these municipailities
wiould, on Jan. 1, vote on a proposi-
tion to bond themselves to the amount
of $9,000.000 in the prosecution of
Power .and radial lines. In the east
the principle had already been adopt~
ed and all conditions cemplied with.
Delay on the part of the city to in-
augurate a policy of radial railway
terinals assuring entrance into the
city of all provincial hydro lines
was in a measure holding up the gen-
eral scheme thrucut the province.

To Submit Scheme.

“Within the next two days a
scheme will be submitted’ to the
mayor and board of control by which
this handicap may be removed,” said
Sir Adam. . 2

Coming - to 'the question of the
Yonge street ‘tangle Sir Adam had
no immediate solution. The Metro-
politan Railway, by reason of its
construction, whiile serving local
traffic to advantage, could not be a
great thru trunk line for diagonal
and converging lines owing to the
grades and running as it did, on a
main highway.

“I suppose, however, that it could
be greatly improved wund brought
more in accord  with the high stand-
ards aimed at, and attained by . exist-
ing hydro Hnes,” he said.

- He further stated that thgre was a
proposition on foot to buy e several
privately owned radial lines, but fur-
ther than this nothing could be said.

“I am not saying that the Teport of
the transportation committee Is. ton
long in preparation, or that less time
should have been devoted to it, but
I am anxious to get along and do
something so that another vear may
not go by before we know where we
are at,” he said in conslusion.

From Victoria Industrial
School Are Training.

WISHES A BUGLE BAND

Supt. Ferrier Recommends
- That Thirty Be Trained
for This Purpose.

Ir his report to the management of
the Industrial Schools Association,
®uperintendent Ferrier stated vester-
day that the Victoria Industrial School
had twenty of its boys enlisted for
Ooverseas service, and over 200 pasoled
hoys are in training. 'This may he
considered an .excellext showing,
when it s known that the magor-
ity of the boys are mot eligible, being
under age.

At ‘the end of November there were
324 boys in the school, 19 having been
admitted during the month; three for
housebreaking, ten for theft, and six
for general incorrigibility. - There is
practically no sickness. :

For over two years now the institu-
tion has "been without its widely
known brass band, owing to the Aaiffi-
Culty that was exeprienced in training
the hoys and keeping it u2. In thvia
connection the superintendent recom-
mends the training and equipping of a
bugle band, about 30 in number, which
he estimates would cost about $400,
This recommendation was endorsed.

Thirty Feeble-Minded,

There are about 30 feebié-minded
boys at the institution, and as great
difficulty is being . experierced in
teaching them, owing ito the over-
crecwded classes, Mr. Ferrier recom-
mended that the board of education
be asked for a grant of $12,000, in or-
der that additional class-rooms might
be provided; but as the institution is
not intended for the care of such boys
It was not considered wise to estab-
lish a. precedent, and the recommenda-
tion was not adopted.

Arrangements have been made for
the sale of renewal debentures t0 the
extent of $35,000, and the city nas been
asked to guarantee the issue, whicn
will be made in December: In the
meantime, in order to take care of tha
debentures coming due, arrangements
Wil be made (ith the Banks tc ad-
vance the necessary money.

Since vessels can leave Port Neldon as
late as Oct. 31, it ik estimated that the -
first three weeks of the threshing in Al-
berte. can be brought to Nelson in fime
to get thru the straits. Last Yédr ves-
sels that left on Oct. 21 arrived in Hali-
fax nine days later. The closing of the
straits after that date is problematiodl,
but Mr. Thomas figures that a very lnrge
percentage of the wheat crop\can be
shipped via this route.

Altho certain engindering  diffioulties
have been encountered t
the harbor; acéording to the present
plans shipments can be made without
‘incontvenience, even In face of a fifteen-
foot tide. “"The harbor work is estimated
to cost approximately ten milMons, and
millions of dollars’ worth of machinery is
already on the ground.

Walked Two Hundred Miles.

Mr, Thomas walked along 200 miles of
the railway which will link Nelson with
Toronto within the last three weeks. Tho
steel is now within 220 miles of Nelson,
and will be within 100 miles at this time
next year. Grading has been completed
to within 50 mlles of Nelson. Two $m-
portant steel bridges have to be bulit
across the Nelson River, and one of these
will be constructed this winter. -~ There
are also two minor bridges to be buliit,
either this winter or next. By the win-
ter of 1918, both railway and harbor con-
struction work will be completed, and
the port will be fulfilling its function as
an outlet for the western crop.

Rich in Minerals.

A great part of the future importance
of Nelson will, Captain Thomas stated,
be due to the great gquantities of gold,
copper and coal which are to be found
on the western shore of Hudson Bay still
awaiting the prospector. This country
is reported to be fabulously rich in min-
erals, and the Esguimaux have used cop-
per for all their utensils. :

Captain Thomas arrived in Toronto a
few days ago after his long stay in.the
north, where he was a member of the
marine staff engaged in harbor construc-
tion. After a visit to Toronto he will re~
turn to the scene of operations.

& Hospital work at the front was
$ividly -described in two intensely in-
teresting addresses given at the regu-
Jar meeting of the Chamberlain Chap-
ter, LO,D.E., by Miss S Bickeil, who
has just returned from a hospital at
Jullly, France, and Lieut. Reginald
Forneret, son of Archdeacon For-
neret of Hamilton,

Lieut. Forneret has been home
#oce  August, convalescing from
shrapnel 'wounds. His account of
the splendid attention given Jhe
Wwounded from the preliminary “first
Bids” to the lime when the men are
discharged from hospital was most
interasting, and the keen sense of
humor which is so characteristic of
the men of the C.EF. was not lack-
ing in the speaksr. Lieut. Forneret
described the gonstruction iof the
trenches, and in a most cheerful man-
ner enumerated the various ways and
fneans - of regeiving  wounds—by
fburpting: shrapnel, high explosives,
and snipers. 'The Aderman snipers
arg very expert, making their aim
absolutaly accurate from distances of
200 and 260 vards.

‘Care of Wounded.

“The: care given and kindness be-~
gtowed upon the wounded men is all
that could be 'wished for,” said the
speaker. “We have motors to take
Us everywhere, excellent ineals, and
the hcspitals arc so beautifully situ-
ated. The Canadians are quite spoil-
8d, everyone is so good. The wonly
¥egret the men have is that the Can-
adian hospitals  receive only Can-
adians, dnd this deprives them of
the best experience of convalescence
S—ineeting- the splendid British Tom-
mies -and men from. all over the em-
%ﬁe. It i§ a shame to keep them to

Equipplng Hospitals.

Miss Bickell went into detail, in

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

The sole head of a family, or any maie
over eighteen years old, may homestead
a quarter-section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Domunion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the District. kntry by proxy
may be. made at any Dominion lLands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least eighty acres,. on certain condi-
tions. A habitable house is required; ex-
cept where residence is’performed in the
vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader ‘n
good ‘standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section aiongside his homestéad. Price,
$3.00 per acre. ;

Duties—Six months’ residence in each
of three years after earning homestead
patent; also fifty acres extra cuitivation.
Pre-emption” patent may be obiained as
soon as homestead patent, on certain
conditions. ;

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take.a purchased home-
stead in certaln districts. Price, $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of the three years, cultivate fifty
acres and erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to
reduction in case of rough, scrubby or
stony ‘land.

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Must We Come to Direct Tax-
ation ?

Mr. W. J. A. Donald has contributed
& thoughtful and interesting article
to The Journal of Political Economy
respecting “ Canadian Financial Prob-
lems” He carefully traces the fiscal
history of Canada since Confederation
and arrives at the conclusion that cus-
tom duties cannot be relied upon to
raise the revenue that will be needsd
hereafter by the federal govornment.
Perhaps he would not be sorry to ses
e protective tariff done away with,
but it cannot be said ‘that/his views
on this subject at all obscute the facts
and figures from which he argues that
the Dominion Government must soon
have recourse to direot taxation,

Nc phenomenon has been more
striking than the increase in the im-
portation of dutiable goods into Can-
ada during the first thirteen Years of
e present century. For the fiscal
Year ending March 31, 1913, our im-
ports for comsumption. in Canada
amounted to $563,178,084, from which
the government collected a Tevenue of
$111,76'699. Dwo-thirds of all the re-
-venue of that year came from customs.
Indeed the tariff yielded enough re-
Venue'to pay all the ordinary oxpensea
of the government. During the same
Year Britain collected only one-fourth
her revenue thru the custom house,
and the United States gathered only
about one-third of her income from
taxation of imports. Thus Camada, in
& marked degree has depended upoh
the tariff for revenue. .

Our enormous imports during - the
later days of the Laurier regime and
the first two years of the Borden gov-
ernment are accounted for by the fact
that we were borrowing enormous
sums abroad, mainly for public works,
including railways, and that the money
borrowed came into the country in the
shape of construction materials, and
®oods imported for immediate con-
sumption. The borrowing had to
stop, and it did receive a severe check
the following year. "The imports be-
tween July 1, 1913, and July 1, 1914,
totaled $100,000,000 less than during
the corresponding period of the pre-
ceding twelve moriths,

The falling customs receipts have
been jacked up by the abolition of the
free list and a homizontal increase in
all existing duties. But Mr. Donald
argues that future amendments of the
Tariff Act will produce no increase in
revenue, because it is likely to be al-
ways amended with protection rather
ihan révenue as a primary purpose.
Hence he argues and Perhaps not
without reason that our roceipts from
customs are not likely to ex-eed $110,-
000,000 per year for a number of years
to come,

If this be true, the revenues of
the Dominion Government will
be entirely inadequate t0 meet
ever increasing expenditures. Just
now we are spending at least
$300.000,000 a year, and as long as the
war lasts our national debt must in-
crease by at least $150,000,000 per an-
num. But even after the war is over
there will ba g large annual deficit.
Our expenditures will be much larger
than they were before the war, In-
terest on the public debt and sinking
fund charges will"have risen’ by that
ripm from $10,000,000 to $40,000,000 or
pertaaps $50,000,000.

Aftermath of the Hydro Strike

In the letter of the men announcing
the close of the sirike, they attributed
their action to consideration of the
serious state of the times on aceount
of the war, and their desire not to em-
barrass the public service. In an ar-
ticle in last night's Evening Star, pur-
porting to give the men’'s side of the
cage,. the statement is made that the
strike was called off because there was
o 3ufficient money in the union funds
to carry it vn.

“The men state,” it is asserted, “that
they haye fought a fight for the prin-
ciple ©f arbitration, but have sustain-

ed a temporary defeat” We can ima-
gine nothing more calculated to make
trouble where no trouble exists, than
such declarations, If we are not to
be permitted to accept the official let-
ter of the men to the Hydro-Eleetric
Commissioners, then there is an end
to any kind of good faith between the
men and their employers. This we

disappointment and alarm, but we
trust that the men themsélves do not
sanction such unofficial accounts of
their attitude.

This statement practically amounts
to a .challenge, not based on fair
terms or just dealing, but on the as-
sumption that it will be necessary to
fight the commissioners at some time
in the future., We prefer to believe
the men’s letter before this insidious
and unjustifiable account. It was ad-
mitted again and again that the wages
question was not the object of the
strike, but in The Star this phase of
the question has been ignored or mis-
represented. The conditions of servic
are admittedly better than in any si-
milar employment, and the men, when
their real grievances were probed, ap-
peared to have nothing that was not
easily remedied to complain about, and
nothing that proper representation to
the commissioners at any time would
have put right, .

It is of the utmost importance that
labor should learn to regard public
ownership service as different in spirit
anq principle from the work of a pri-

many of the limitations of private
ownership by its competition are im-
posed on the work of thé public utility
employe, but public ownership is a
means by which better conditions can
be secured for workers in other lines
of employment, and the standard of
living considerably improved if rea-
sonable consideration and forbearance
be shown. A great deal can be done
for labor thru public ownership, but
some things will remain that cannot
be done, and in that region there will
be- a need“for common sense.

The trustees for the public utility,
whoever they may be, may be de-
pended upon to approach all labor
problems from a different point of view
than that taken by the private em-
the limitations imposed upon such
ployer. It is for the men to recognize
trustees by conditions which they can-
not change without injuring their
trust,. or unfaithful action towards it.

The men have a common interest
with the public in these utilities, and
as they are partners to a large ex-
tent in the concern, they must learn
to look upon the heads of the estab-
lishment not as enemies, but as friends,

iways ready to meet them on a rea-
&able basis, It is not necessary to
try to bluff the commissioners with
unwarranted demands, nor is it wise
to cultivate the idea that preparations
for a campaign agaipst the hydro-
electric system must be made for the
tuture, If this epirit grows, then we
may say good-by to any possibility of
extending the public ownership prin-
ciple,

Mr. Ford’s Crusade

Mr. Henry Ford has fallen into the
bands of the Philistines, ®nd they
bave persuaded him 1o fit up a ship
of peace to go to Europe and put an
end to the war before Christmas, We
have all heard of the “Childrén’'s
Crusade” since the musicians took
hold of it, and some enthusiastic poet
or musician may find a theme for
bis art in Mr. Ford’s new fad. For we
reéret to say that we cannot regard
s 48 anything more than a fad.

There are some things that money
cannot do, and putiing an end to the
wua is one of them. Mr., Ford has
an obsession that the war is the re-
sult of tne desire of the capitalists to
make money out of the sale of mun-
itions. This in itself indicates how
very elementary he is in his study
of history, and especially con-
temporary history. Thel profound
problems that underlie the present
war are not so simple as the greed
for money, however important a place
that has played in the operations.
Mr. Ford will find, if he is really in
earnest, wheén he goes to Europe, that
the men who are fighting and direct-
ing the fighting, are, with few ex-
ceptions, just as anxious for peace as
he is. The only men who really
wanted war were the military class
in Prussia, and some of the samec
class in Austria.
Mr. Ford's sweeping conclusion
that all the nations were alike blinds
him to the facts. Perhaps he could
have seen a little more clearly had
Great Britain not been involved in
the struggle. Had Great Britain sat
back agd watched the slaughter and
crime in Belgium .as the United
States has sat back and watched it,
Mr. Ford would have had to look a
little harder at the facts than he has
vet done in order to discover the
real cause of the war. The war was
well started before Britain Joined

Turks Did Not Lose a Man in
Repulsing the

THE DARDANBLLES, Nov. 10—

(Australian  official eye-witness).—
Some fresh detalls regarding the fa-

mous charge of the Australian Light

Horse Brigade against the Turks on
the Nek, in which the best part of
three Australian regiments participat-
ed, and only one man returned alive,
have just reached British headquarters
thru a Turkish prisoner, :

The prisoner was able to state posi-
tively, what many Australians who
witnessed the charge had suspected,
that during the attack the Turks lost
not a single man.

. They received a special complimen-
tary order from their general and sev-
eral medals and a good many promo-
tions.

Under Terrible Fire.

The A ustralians’ charge followed a
long period of bombardment, “As
scon as the bombardment stopped,”
said the TurkisH prisoner, “the English
(the Turkish call all the British troops,
whether home or colonial, by the name
English), leaped over their parapet
‘and = charged down upon us. They
came on very well. As soon as they
appeared, every rifle in the place open-
ed upon them direct across the Nek,
and a machine gun with its cross fire,
from the right, swept them shee roff
the face of the earth. Three of them
managed to reach our trenches and fell

- dead over the’ parapet into the bottom

of it.” \d

REVOLVER BULLET
ENDED HISLIFE

Prof. E'lli;)tt Haslam Found
- Dead by Caretaker With
Weapon by Side. -

MUSICIAN OF NOTE

He Enjoyed a World-Wide Re-
putation as a Teacher of
Singing.

Hearing a shot fired in one of the
offices at 220.Yonge street yesterday
morning, John Sudal, caretaker of the
building, rushed upstairs and found
Elliott Haslam, professor of singing,
dead in his studio with a bullet wound
thru his head and a revolver beside
him.

The chief coroner and the police
were notified, and it was decided that
an inquest was unnecessary.

Mr.» Haslam was last seen hy Mrs.
Arthur Bowen. his landlady, about 11
o'clock on Tuesday night lying on his
bed at 68 Gloucester street in an ap-
parently worried state. At that time
Mrs. Bowen went to his room:to en-

‘| quire if he wanted a cup of tea before

retiring. About 7 o'clock the next
morning he was heard preparing to
leave the house for his studio.

He was about 80 years of age and
was acknowledged to be. Canada’s
greatest authority on singing. For 25
years he had resided in France and
came back to Canada a short time
ago. Previous to that he was the di-
rector ‘'of the Haslam Vocal Society
and conductor of St. James’ Church
choir. <

Prof. Haslam was a brother of Lady
‘Walter Mitchell of Yorkshire, England,
and was well-known in London, Paris,
Vienna and New York, where he had
conducted musical organizations and
engaged in ‘teaching music. He was

.great concert artist, John Haslam,
who “was a prominent figure in Lon-
don musical circles for over twenty
vears. After completing his education
in Italy, he, weturned to Paris, where
he was appointed violinist- in the
Paris Grand Opera Company,
being given the conductorship of the
seasons
at Ostend.

He was afterwards brought to New
York to the Metropolitan Opera House,
where he organized. and produced
French and German operas. Spending
some years in that city, he came to
Toronto in 1887 and was very success-
ful here as a music‘teacher and con-
ductor, but after a few years returned
to New York under Dvorak and was

inted to the chair of professor of
0. ry in the National Conserva-
tory of Music. In 1895 he came back
to Toronto and taught vocal music
until 1900, when he went to Paris and
opened a studio, in which he trained
many of the world’s best known
singers. :

BANK OFB.N. A.
 GETS JUDGMENT

Standafd Bank is Ordered to
Pay Over About Three
Thousand Dollars.

FORD SHARE OWNERS

Court Asked to Decide Who is
Entitled to Some in Can-
adian Company.

An interesting action between the
Bank of British North America and
the Standard Bank was terminated
yvesterday when Mr Justice Middleton
handed down judgsment in favor of
the former for $2915.28.

It was claimed by the plaintiffs thaf
a number of cheques drawn by May-
bee & Wilson on the Standard Bank
and deposited with the plaintiffs at
the stockyard branch were transmit-
ied to the head offices of the Standard
Bank, to be sent to the clesring housa.
They were, however, delivered back to
the plaintiffs a little later in the day
marked ‘mot sufficient funds.” The
plaintiffs allege there were or -should
have been surficient funds to pay the
cheques at the credit of Maybce &
Wilson, had not the defencant mis-
applied the funds to their own or other
purposes. The Bank of B.N.A. claim
gha.t misrepresentation was made by
tae returm of the cheques marked
“not sufficieng funds,” and asked for
the return of $2918,28 and interest,
which was the liability remaining;
they having received dividends from
the assignees of the estate of Maybee
& Wilson, and the full amount of one
of the cheques.  The total amount of
the five cheques issued was $6729.52.
A claim: was also made for $1836,23..
being the amount of costs incurred in
Litigation nvith the endobsers of *he
cheques, but this ‘was decided against
by his lordship.

Judge’s Comment.

Commenting on the case Mr. Justica
Middleton says:

“When a customer draws a cheque
upon - the bank, and there are funds
to answer it when presented, wihy
should the bank be at liberty to re-
fuse to honor it, retaining .the money
to meet some demand of its own
wiiich has nct yet matured, or to pay
some other cheque drawn by .the cus-
tomer? .

BY TRAINED NURSE

Thirty-Five Thousand of Amount
Needed for War Purposes

- The machine in no way
interferes with the machines which are
in use at present, but it affords a much
better protection to both the clubs and
public, and leaves no chance for any
forging of tickets such as has happenecd
on some of the tracks where the iron
men are used.

Tt
means a big 'saving for the club in the
matter of help and tickets, and at the
same time gives the public the confidence
that. at times ha&s been lacking. Each
machine works Wy electricity, so that
there is no chayce of any tickets being
sold after the race is over. A. R. Loui-
on, secretary of the Hamilton Jockey
Cluh, was greatly interesied in the mna-
chine, and it is likely that they will be
installed at the Hamilton Jockey Club in
connection with the new mutuel ma-
chines. Each tjcket has a different num-
ber and a private mark, which also ap-
pears on the cash;gr’s sheet,
