With the municipal elections in near

troller Spence’s special committee, and
the issue is one for the incoming civie
body to decide. The commitiee's re-
commendation was that a frontage tax
of three cents per anfium be charged
against property on each side of the
street on which water malns are now
laid and that present flat and meter
rates be reduced by the amount raised
by such frontage tax and.that present
practice of demanding bonds for con-
struction of water.  mains be discon-
tinued. The law at present requires
that, when new mains for supplying
houses are to be built, there must b2
a bylaw carried to the ratepayers, un-
less there is in prospect a sufficient
revenue from water rates to pay 6 per
cent. of the cost, in whi¢ch casesuch 4
tax is imposed for 30 years, or else the
regidents must give bends that they
will pay the amount. The great merit
claimed by Controller Spence for the
frontage tax is that it would compel
land speculators to contribute to the
cost of the mains, they begin now e-
empt. The frontage tax would really
fall entirely on the holders of vacant
land, as in thecaseof house owners, the
tax would be deducted from water
rdtes. Ald. Phelan was chief opponent
of the plan. He did not think the tax
on vacant land would be sufficient to
pay for the new mains and quoted the
Ccity treasurer as being of like views.
