_ Washington, Sept. 38.—Five million
pounds of frozen meats, now in cold
storage in New York and Chicago,
were offered by the war department
today to municipalities for re-sale.
The offer wil] remain in effect until
Sept. 25, at which time other méthods
of marketing such portion of the stock
as remain will be résorted to. |

The meats in storage includes about
1,250,000 pounds of frozem poultry at
New Yeork, and more than 1,000,000
pounds in the Chicago zone. This will’
be sold at 32¢ per pound. Large”
quantities of frozen mutton and pork
shoulders and loins also will be of-
fered at from 16¢ to~27c.

Since these products can only be
transported in refrigerator ears, no
order for less than a carload lot will
be accepted.

$130 for One Year Granted
to’Meet Cost of
Living.:

Nearly 4000 civie empioyes receiving
fess than $3500 a year will benefit by a
bonus of $130 each for one year, be-
ginning Sept. 1. Civic abattoir and
Bireet railway employes having been
already remunerated do not come un-
der this head, but the measure does
include firemen

The total number of employes who
will benefit is 3571 and the increase to
the city’s annual payroll will be $154,-
743 for this yvear or $464,230 for twelve
months,

The controllers decided to hold a
special meeting today to consider the
Fecommendation.

Finance Commissioner Bradshaw re-
eommended that heads of the varioua
departments be constituted a perman-

employes.

Same for Both.

Whether the allowance should be the
Bame for the unmarried as for the
married members of the service has

en considered, and altho, in view of

its objects, namely, Yo assist in meet-
ing the increased cost of living, it
might be thought that the +wamarried
should not receive as great an amount
as the married, yet inasmuch as many
of the former contribute substantially
to the upkeep of the home-or have
persons wholly or partially depeqdent
upon them for support, it is believed
that much dissatisfaction would result
if any discrimination were made
amongst those who are doing identi-
cally the same class of work.

The suggested allowance is based
upon the belief that the remuneration
of those engaged in the civic service
has not increased during the last five
vears in the same ratio as has the cost
of living, and it is intended to extend
over a temporary period, at the close
of which it is expected that a much
clearer view of the problem will be ob-
tained.

The assistant masters assert that

the trouble can only be adjusted by
Peter Munroe, who was taken from
the staff of Riverdale High School
and made principal of Ryerson school,
being transferred back to the colle-
giate and the school inspectors’ re-
commendations being adopted. It as-
serted, however, that a majority of
the trustees will tonight “relieve” the
principal of Pape avenue from his
duties.

You havé large stock
vards here, and first-class packing
plants, so everything is conducive to
establishing a  fat stock show her®.”
The minister, however, said nothing
about a government contribution,
“Our Guests.”

T. A, Russell, president of the C.
N.E., proposed the toast “Our Guests,”
coupling -with it the names of Dr.
Tolmie, minister of agriculture, and
Sir Henry Drayton, minister of finance.
Sir Henry Drayton, he said, was a
popular ‘old boy of Toronto, whose
special talents would prove invaluable
to the nation. Dr. Tolmie was a man
whose apppintment as minister had
evoked not & voice of protest from any
quarter.

Sir Henry Drayton, minister of fin-
ance, said at the present time he was
subjected to one thought and one de-
sire, to do everything that within him
lay to make the success of the last
and final victory loan what it ought
to be. That success could certainly
not come as a result of any effort on
his part, but could only come by their
active, warm, sympathetie support to
the loan, and by their subscriptions.

You are going to main-
tain Canada’s fair fame and her credit
high amid the malaxy of nations that
the bravery of her boys has now
(Applause.)

Hon. Dr. Tolmie Speaks.

Dr. 8. F. Tolmie, minister of agri-
cullture, who stated he w.s determined
to use his best efforts in the interests
of agriculture, said it must be clear
that the obligations of this country
could only be met by increasing pro-
duction and increasing exports so as
to place the balance of trade im its
favor. All would agree on increased
production, but to carry it out as they
are doing im certain parts of Camada,
where they are working the virgin
sS0il, would only meet the situation
in a temporary way. . Agriculture in
this country must be placed on a good
sound basis, and to get it on that hasis
they must adopt the system of mixed
farming, with live stock playing a most
important part in it. Having stated
that some of their prairie friends
would perhaps suggest that he was a
fit inmate for an hospital for the in-
sane if he were t0 suggest that their
soils would some day play out, Dr.
Tolmie proceeded:  “I claim that one
of the duties that falls upon the
shoulders, not. of the fedéral govern-
ment, but on the ghouldeths of the pro-
vincial department of agriculture, is
to conserve to the very last limit that
great wealth that lies in our virgin
soil. That can oaly be done by en-
couraging a system of mixed farming
with live stock as a basis.

Market Incentive.

“Perhaps the greatest incentive tio
the farmer to produce is to furnish
him with a first-class market where
he can sell to advantage, If he is
sure of this, them he is eéncouraged to!
go forward and develop and produce
as much as possible. But, if he is
im doubt whether he ig going to be
able to market his hogs, grains or
fruit, then he does not go into the
game with as much energy as he
would in other circumstances. We
have to the south of us a very valuable
market in the United States. Thiat, I
think, is still open to @& great - deal
of development, but we would be
foolish, I think, to.keep all our eggs
in one basket, because at any time a
tariff wall may be ‘raised up against
ug, there may trreak out contagious
disease, which may keep our cattle
from . that market, s6 I think it is
prudent policy to develop -algo that
sreat market acrmoms the seas in the
mother country, By doing so we will
have two strings to our bow. We will
have one competing against the other.
There is also a good deal of room for
the increase of interprovincial trade.”

If any member fails to carry out the
decision arrived ~at, “€ither by the
commission of enquiry, or in case of
appeal, by the permanent court of in-
ternational justice, “any other member
may take against that member the
measures of an economic c¢haracter
indicated in the report of the com-

mission or in the decision of the court

as appropriate to the case.”

Under the heading of general m-ln-
ciples, the following are said to be
“of special and urgent importance.”

First—the guiding principle above
enunciated that labor should not be
regarded merely as a commodity or
article of commerce.

Second—The right of assoeciation for
all lawful purposes by thre employed as
well as by the employers.

Third—The payment to the employ-
ed of a wage adequate to maintain a
reasonable standard of life, as this is
understood in their time and country.

Fourth—The adoption of an 8-hours
day or a 48-hours week as the stan-
dard to be aimed at where it has not
already been attained.

Fifth—The adoption of a weekly
rest of at least twenty-four  hours,
which should include Sunday _Where-
ever praeticable.

Sixth—The abolition of child labor,
and the imposition of such limitations
on the labor of young persons as shall
permit the continuation of their edu-
cation, and assure their proper phys-
ica! development.” ¢

Seventh—The_ principle that men
and women should receive ‘equal re-
muneration for work of equal value.

Eighth—The standard set by law in
each coiptry with respect to the con-
ditions of labor should have due re-
gard to the equitable economic

tmtment of all workers lawfully resi-
dent therein. -

Ninth—Each state should make pro-
vision for a system of inspection in
‘which women should take part in or-
der to ensure thé enforcement of the
laws and regulations for the protec-
tion of the employed.”

The Poacs Treaty Proper.

Omitting from the peace treaty the
articles relating to the league of na-
ticns and labor, the pant which re-
mains may be called the peace treaty
proper. It contains the terms imposed
upon Germany—terms which, altho
drastic beyond precedent and, upon
the basis of Germany’'s sole responsi-
bility for the war, not unjust, are,
nevertheless, in some respects, as inex-
pedient as was the enforced cession
of Alsace-Lorraine in i871. Explana-
tion of all the points cannot be ‘at-
tempted in these letters. I confine my-
gelf to the provision by which— :

“Germany renounces, in favor of
Japan, all her rights, title and privi-
leges—particularly those concerning the
territory of Kiaochow, railways, mines
and submarine cables—which are ac-
quired in virtue of the treaty concluded
ty her with China on March 6, 1908,
and of all other arrgéngements rela-
tive to the province of Shantung.”

In other words, inwtéad of handing
back to China the perty which Ger-
many had stolen from her, the great
powens, whose office it is “to maintain
right in the worid” (President Wilson),
gave it to one of themselves.

The Partition of China, - K

Before condemning Japan, let us re-
member that she is but carrying on the
depredatory policy of the United ‘King-
dom, Russia, Germany, Italy and her-
‘self. China has been helpless, and
every one’of the dmperialistic nations
has been accustomed to make appro-
priations as it wished. Not to go back
to the British “opium wars,” ‘to the
French annexations in Tonkin, Annam
and Cochin China and to all the eco-

nomic imperialisms known as “conces-
sions,” take a look-at the year 1898.

The munrder of two of her mission-
aries in Shantung gave Germany an
opportunity to make demand for a
naval base in that province. China
could not resist, and the convention
(March 6, 1898), badly parading the
burglary, was phtased in this way :

“With the intention of meeting the
legitimate desire of his majesty, the
German emperor, that Germany, like
other powers, should hold a place on

the Chinese coast for the repair and
eaquipment of her ships, for the stor-
age of materials and provisions for
the same, and for other arrangements
ctnnected therewith, his majesty the
emperor of China cedes to Germany
on lease, provisionally for ninety-.nine
years, both sides of the efitrance of
the Bay of Kiaochau.”

During the same month (March 27)
Russia imsisted upon receiving a lease
of Pont Arthur (the Gibraltar of the
Pechill gulf), and, in utter contempt
of all truth and honesty, intimated
to the other powers that :

“This arrangement is a direct and
natural concequence of the amicable
relations existing between the two vast
neighboring states, whose every effort
sheuld aim at the maintenance of tran-
quility over all the immense expanse
of their contiguous territories for the
good of their peoples.”

(Port Arthur, as a result of the war
of 1904-1905, is now in the
cf Japan.)

As a result of one ot the “opium
wvanrs” China had been compelled (1842)
to cede to the United Kingdom  the
Isiand of Hong Kong—-plopecly styled
“ihe Gibraltar of the East” At the
end of another war (1860), China had
trensferred the peninsula ot Kowloon
(about five miles in area) on the tma.in-
land, opposite Hong Kong, as pro
tion for it. And in 1898, helpless C.h.lnu.
added to the peninsula a tract of ter-
ritory covering over 1,200 square miles,
The convention gives the reason for
the exaction :

“Whenreas it has for many yeanrs past
Leen recognized that an extenasion of
Hong Kong territory is necessary flor
the proper de@e-noe and protection of
the colony."

The United Kingdom took Hong
Kyng: then she took Kowloon to pro-
tect Hong Konc. and then she annexed
an immense tract to protect Hong
kong and Kowloon. Protection against
whom ? Against the Chinese them-~
selves. Provision for the defence of
British territory agajnh;t a M:h::;-
iy le appeans to have been &
ﬂcéiteg:ogeason for filching territory
from that people—when the neighbons
are too weak o object.

Japan and Shantung.

After Japan had entered the war—|ig

not in the least in pursuance of her
treaty with the United Kingdom, but
solely with a view to the acquisition
of -the German thefts in China— she
(Jaipan) ' for¢ed China to sign a con-
vention (25th May, 1915), as follows:

- “The Chinese government agrees

Shantung is in many respects the
most important of the Chinese pro-
vinces. It dominates on the south, as
Port Arthur does on the north, the
 Pe-chi-li gulf—tihe entrance to Peking.
It has a population of over 37,000,000.

That treaty was bad enough, but, in
mewomtofmmmtohu'uﬂm
Ja.pam interposed her negative against
‘China entering ¢he war until they
would agree that the Japanese claim
to the German properties should be
upheld at the peacs conference. That
assurance was given (February and
March, 1917). It was honored.

And Japan having threatened to
withdraw from the conference if her
demand was denied, President Wilson
very reluctantly gave way, He mnow
n | pleads that Japan' has promised to
restore the propenrties:—with some no-
table excéptions—to China; but Japan
has refused to put that promise in the
treaty, declaring that her honor would
be impeached by a refusal to take her
wiord. I dom't know whether the
president was aware that the exper-
lence of lawyers teaches them that a
man who refuses to put his agree-
ment into contract form, telling you to
rely upon this honor, is asking you to
depend upon something that does not
exist, Japan will never withdraw from
Shantung.

“the adoption by a person, as binding

upon himself, of an act previously

done in his name or on his behalf.”
But Canada, as Canada, is not a party
to the treaty. As a part of the British
Empire, she is—like the City of Liver-
pool—included in it; just as is the
State of Illinois, because of her-inclu-
sion in the United States of Amefica.
The s.gnatures of Mr. Doherty and
Mr. Sifton are to be found at the end
of the treaty; but the sigrnatures of
the mayors of Liverpool and Chicago
might as well be there,

Parties to the Treaty.

The treaty expresses itself as one
between “The United States of Ameri-
ca,- the British Empire, France, Italy
and Japan” (referred to as “the Prin-
c.pal Allied and Associated Powers”),
and twenty-two smaller powers (all
together being “the Allied and Asso-
ciated Powers’), of the one part; and
These are
“the High Contracting Powers” or
“Parties.” Canada is not among them.
Then follows a statement of the re-
presentation of “the High Contracting
Parties,” and in the list is the follow-
ing:

“His Majesty the Xing ol the
United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland and of the British Do-
minjons beyond the Seas, Emperor of
India, by the Right Honorable David
Lloyd George,” etc.

“And for the Dominion of Canada,
by the Right Honorable Charles
Joseph Doherty,” etc. 2

In other words, the British Empire
is the party to the treaty; the sove-
reign of the empire i8 represented by
Mr. Lloyd George, etc.;\and that com-
pletes the contract. 'I‘o add “For Can-
ada” is absurd. The draftsman might
as well have added “For Liverpool”—
and would have done so had he had in
view for that place what he covertly
contemplated for Canada.

Altho Canada’s name is in this way
interjected into the ¢treaty, she is
carefully excluded from its obligations
(save, of course, as part of the em-
pire). The phrases employed are al- -
ways “the High Contracting Powers"”
or “the High Contracting Parties,” or
“the Principal Allled and Associated
Powers”—of none of which is Canada
one. Most noticeably, she is excluded
even from among the parties agreeing
to the formation of the League of Na=
tions, for in that connection the
phraseology is

“The High Contracting Parties. . .
agree to this Covenant of the I.nu'ue
of Nations” :

The. parliament of Canada. must
ratify the peace treaty and all that it
involves, including the league of na-
tions. . It provides for peace, for the
limitation of boundaries of the ene-
mies’ territories; for new states, for a
council providing for improvement in
the status of labor, for indemnities, for
the punishment of those who caused
the war, for the regulation of arma-
\ments and war hereafter. Also® the
first part is devoted to the creation of
a league of nations to prevent -the
repetition of another such war, all in
the covenant agreeing to join in main-
taining the territory of any whose
territory or rights may be invaded.
f{This league is the one new thing
from all peace settlements in the past,
And yet the war would have been a
fajlure if it- had not been signed. The
ain reason for carrying on the war
was to make war impossible again.
The league means the prganization of
e great international police force to
put down the peace-breaker hereafter,
The war was fought-to a finish in
the grim determination to prevent war
by
thuman forethought and a carefully-
drawn covenant to that end—the most
polemn covenant ever forged.

Canada, by its parliament, is bound
by all its sacrifices'to ratify the treaty
and the covenant, however distasteful
they may be in some respects, So we
believe is the United States.

But that is no reason why there
should not be the freest :discussion,
the amplest studyof the facts; and T
any outstanding grievanege occurs then
for those who are aggrieved to seeky
the remedy that the covenant pro-
vides. Any nation that is a party to
the covenant can withdraw on due
notice. But practically all whg signed
the treaty must come into the covenant
of nations for peace at the start; if
dissatisfied, theén they are free to take
the prescribed course of withdrawal,

'el.‘ﬁ)let the public and especially the
people of Canfida kpow what is in-
volved in the treaty the question is
now before parliament in ita fullest
and most open way. The views of
everyone are entitled to be heard.

But Canada’s relation to the empire
is not directly involved in the treaty.
‘We will be bound to join the other do-
miniQns and the empire in defending
the territories of any ally whose terri-
tory is invaded. But we are not tied
by the treaty to the mother country as
a political fact. We are still free to
sever the imperial connection whenever
we see fit,

In order that the treaty may be
fully discussed and everyone heard
there should be no closing ‘down of
discussion, least of all in parliament.
For this reason The World thinks par-
liament should proceed deliberately
and take time.

For this reason The World will
print fair reports of the discussion and
any information bearing on it.

For this purpose we print this
morning the review of the maln'poinvts
of the treaty as criticized and analyzed
by John 8. Ewart, one of the ablest

Mr. R. J. Fleming, speaking for the
raiiway, states that as he had nomeans
of knowing anything about the award
it was impossible for him to do any-
thing until he saw it.

The men, however, state that ample
notice was given the company of what
tad been decided by the men at their
meeting last Sunday. Repeated en-
deavors were made to meet Mr. Flem-
ing. Mr. Fleming, as manager of the
street railway company, had been noti-
fied thru Mr. Hubbard, his secretary, on
Tuesday morning, but Mr, Fleming, as
hcad of the Electrical Developgnent
Company and the Toronto Power Com-
puny, had not notified himself of the
metter, and had been too busy to ar-
range to attend to this other phase of
ks affairs.

Act as Cowardly, Callous
Law Against Poor. !

Notwithstanding “the  suspended
street service, Kenilworth Hall,
corner of Queen and Kenilworth ave-
nue, was filled last evening at the rally
of the Citizens’ Liberty League. There
was a sprinkling of jadies in the audi-
ence, which showed keen interest in
the address of Col. Machin., M.L.A.

The statement that called forth the
first burst of applause was made by
Sergt. Haight, organizer of the Lib-
erty League, who said the Ontario
temperance act is rotten, and the peo-
ple of the province, especially the re-
turned soldiers, are showing unmis-
takable ‘indications that they do not
propose to stand for rottenness of the
governiments in Queen’s Park and at
Ottawa.

Thomes A, Scanlon acted as chair-
man of the meeting, and in a moderate
speech said the Citizens’ Liberty
League had no connection with the
liquor traffic. That was the only come-
hack of the advocates of prohibition to
the reasonable, unanswerable case for
personal liberty and fair laws that
Col. Machin had made on the floor of
the legislature, and from the public
platform. Those who attended the
meetings of the Liberty League and
heard Col. Machin, could not fail to
be impressed with his spirit of en-
thusiasm for preservation of the law-
ful rights and Jiberties. of the people.
He was glad to see the ladies in at-
tendance, and felt that the govern-
ment and the prohibition party pre-
sumed too much upon suppesed ignor=
ance of the women concerning all other
public questions than prohibition.

True Temperance.

Col. Machin was received with ap-
plause and spoke for three-quarters
of an hour. He declared the Citizens’
Liventyl League to be the party of
true temperance. They did not wish
to see the bar restored, but did wish
to see the Ontario temperance act re-
pealed so that temperance legislat.
that would command fhe respect of
sober, intelligent, law-respécting 03
of Ontario, might replace it upon the
statute book. The appeal of the re-
ferendum committee to vote four
“noes” on the referendum ballot paper,
could only be intelligently countered
by amswering each question ‘“yes,” on
the side of electoms, who wish to gee
the present hypocritical, pumitive and
brutal law displaced by a temperance
act that will reflect the mind of a
people who propose to live by the tra-
ditions of British liberty. 4

Col. Machin traced the history of
prohibition. He conceded the force of
what Premier Hearst has said'in favor
of the O. T. A. as a war measure.
Taking exception to the manner in
which the act had been put over with-
out, due consideration or discussion, he
held its “bludgeon” features inex-
cusable. A man who beat up another
amd pleaded’ provocation, sorrow, and
the desire to make up as much as he
could to the victim of his conduct,]
might expect some leniency from the
magistrate. The poor man found with
one drop of liquor in his' possession
was permitted no consideration be-
cause of any mitigating circumstances
whatever. A cowardly and callous
law to the poor, it was put over in
a way that allowed the rich ample
opportunity to load up “their cellars.
Full advantage was taken of that op-
portunity. Therefore the claim that
the O. T. A. contemplated a “dry On-
tario,” was a pretense.

Clear Pretence.

The - Union government at Ottawa
stopped the impontation of liquor from
Quebec without eéstablishing any real
claim that doing so was a war mea-
sure. It was a ‘clear interference
with provincial rights, and the gov-
ernments of the proviaces should have
resisted it on that ground. They did
not mresist it, because they were told
exactly what to do by the Committee
of One Hundred, and straightway went
and did it. The eclaim that cutting
off the imported supplies from Quebec
made Ontario more dry than it had
been was fallacious. Before the pub-
lic accounts committee last session
Chairman TFlavelle, of the board of
license commissioners, admitted that
his vendors had sold a million and a
half quarts of liquor. Such was the
farce of dry Ontario under the O. T, A.

Col. Machin dwelt upon the inherent
influence for social and national evil
of laws that instead of commanding
respect make their agents spying and
v.ndictive and drive many among the
peopl eto hyprocisy and 1¥ing in seek-
ing means of evasion. He described
the O.T.A. as so bad in this regard
that it threatens the basis of clviliza-
tion in the community.

Legislation Salvation.

He brought the blame home to the
persistent crusade of the theocracy.
the Committee of One Hundred znd
the insatiable advocates of legislation
to accomplish the design of salvation.
He welcomed the use of education
along with religion to lift men’s minds
to the nobility of their destiny, but
he denied that the bludgeon and re-

‘“‘decaying body known as American
Federation of Labor.”

In relation to- the enormous sums of
money expended on strikes, Mr, Watt
stated that if the hundreds of thousands
of dollars were spent on the educating of
organized labor to the use of the
ballot, labor today would not find itself
in the weak rotltlon that it h&\ It is
the opinion of General Organizer Waltt,
that ‘‘these would-be labor leaders that
do not believe in national boundaries,
nor warfare between nations, spend 9
per eent., of their time agitating class
warfare, thereby showing thedr incon-
sistency and the misrepresented senti-
ments of the rank and file in their own
organization.

‘““The divided situation of organized
labor thruout Canada,’’ said Mr. Watt,
“js due.entirely to the leadership, which
{s foreign to Canadian sentiment. The
lack -of Canadian ideals was responsible
for failure in Winnipeg, where, had the
C. F. of L. been on the job, the strike
would have been averted, Lack of Cana-
dian sentiment is also responsible for a
number of bodies affiliating themselves
with the O0.B.Uy The promotion of a na-
tional spirit bﬂhe C. F. of L, accounts
for the phenomenal growth of the or-
ganization during the past year. Mr.
Watt hoped that these organizations af-
filiating themselves with the 0.B.U., will
eventually see their unnatural attitude
and join the ranks of a national body—
the Canadian Federation of Labor.

WITHELECTRICINS

Gives New Time and Wage
Schedule for T. S. R. and
Power Co. Men.

Ottawa, Sept. 3.—A majority report
of the board of conciliation appointed
by the minister of labor to investi-
gate the dispute betWween the Toronto
Railway Company, the Toronto Elec-
tric Light Company, Limited, and
their electrical workers, has been re-
ceived at the labor department here.
The report deals also with the dispute
between the’ Toronto Power Company
and its embPloyes domiciled in the
city of Toronto, but not with those
outside the city. It is signed by the
chairman, Judge Denton, and W. H.
employes,
but the other member of the board,
William H. Moore, who represented
the "aompanies, refuses -to sign. The
report, which -goes into the questions
under discussion at some length, es-
pecially that of @ new wage schedule
for the employes, recommends  an
eight-hour day Wwith four hours on
Saturday, for employes: other than
those on shifts, time and a half for
first five hours overtime and double
time for all in excess of that, and the
observance of all statutory holidays.
It recommends that employes shall
have one complete day™s rest in seven,
that - the shall start/' work mnot
earlier than seven o'clock in
the morning and not later
than nine o’clock, and that they
shall stop net later than six p.m. on
week days. It provides that employes
who receive a weekly or monthly sal-
ary shall not be paid overtime for
extra work, but instead of\this they
shall, at the end of a year’s service,
be given two weeks' holidays with
full pay. Employes shall not be ask-
ed to work outside in rainy, stormy or
very cold weather unless such Work
is absolutely necessary.
Method of Promotion.
The board recommends also that all

| promotions be made on the grounds of

seniority, and that no discrimination
shall be shown against employes who
are members of the Brotherhood of
Electrical Workers.
As far as shift employes whb relieve
each other on continuous service are
ccricerned, the repont recommends for
them a 48-hour week, one day’s rest
in seven, and the same conditions with
regard to overtime. When the com-
pany allows men to change shifts.
at their own requests, mo wovertime
stould be allowed. )
Schedule of Wages.

Appended to the report is-a schedule
of wages which the board recommends
for the emploves of the three com-
punies involved. The schedule of the
Toronto Electric Light Company e-
cummends that equipment repainmen
shall be paid from 45 to 68 cents an
hour; service inspectors, $22 to $256 a
week ; linemen, 51 to 70 cemts an hour;
wiremen, 54 to 65 cents an hour; joint-
ers, 58 to 68 cents an hour; meber in-
spectors, testers, experts, etc., from $21
to $23 a week ; station operators and
attendants, 49 to 65 cents per hour;
and foremen, $29 to $34 per week. The
schedules applicable to "the other com-
panies are similar.

The board recommends that the new
wages and working conditions shall

terminate on thirty days’ notice.

Canada’s Status. e

We are frequently toid that our
status as & self-governing nation was
recognized in the peace negotiations.
But the truth is that scrupulous care
was taken to avoid amy "acknowledg-
ment of that kind. Compare, for ex-
amiple, the league covenant as Teported
to the plenary session February 14, at
a time prior to the ineertion of Can-
aca as a member of the league. wth
the covenant as finally agreed to—

, Canada as a member, In almost every
paragraph of the first of these docu-
ments the phrase “the high contracting
powers,” or the word “states,” appears.
Whereas in the second document the

“members of the league” is sub.
stituted on every occasion—every oc-
casion except the one. which was pur=
pomely left as it wae because Canada
was intended to be excluded, namely,
the statement of the parties agreeing
to the league.

Effect of Refusal.

If anyone is in doubt as to the ab-
surdity of Canada pretending to “rat-
ify” the treaty, let him ask, What would
be the result of a refusal ? The Brit-
isk parliament having passed a rati-
fring statute, what would be the effect!
upon the treaty, of Canada adopting
an anathematizing resolution ? Pre-
cisely the same effect as if Sir Robert
Berden, from his place in parliamenit,
threw a stone at Mr, Lloyd George in
London. The, sun would continue to
rule the day, and the moon to rule the
night. The stars would keep their
occurses. And so would the British Bm-
pire. The newspapers might splutter
a Httle. But the treaty would be un-

affected. '
The Scheme.
— And now it is time to indicate why
i is that Canada is asked to “ratify”
a4 treaty to which she is not a party.
To those who have closely followed
the wchemes of the imperialists, the
reason is obvious. These .men have
aiways grudged Canada her night to
refrain from participation in British
wans, if, upon any particulaz occasion,
she so desired. They have endeavored
in* various ways ,t¢ make abstention
imnpossible—by ivm‘mria.l federation, by
an imperial council, by agreements for
co-operatfon. They have done their
best and failed. Now they wee their
opportunity, “Ratification” cannot help
or hurt the treaty, but by-it they would
deai a fatal blow at one of the ™ prin-
cipal features / of Canada’s political
freedom. By means of the most clev-
~erly conceived artifice they hope to pro-
cure from our parliament such action
as ghall place Canada, for war pur-
peses, in the hands of the British 8oV~
ernment. Her present freedom will be
gene if Canada “ratifies” the- treaty.
Fqr by so doing.-she will indicate her
approval of the position in which sha
has been placed by “the high contract-
ing powens.” And thereafter her war-
participation will be regulated bv..a
small council sitting at Geneva—a
council- in which Canada will have no
representation, and in which the Unit-
ed Kingdom will dispose of “her do-
minions,” according to British concep-
tions, from time to timgiof British in-
terests, A
I have said that Canada has already
Lbeen placed in that position. That
is true. But it-has not been done with
her assent, and the imperialists  seek
tu foreclose that objection. They pre-
tend ‘that “ratification” is necessary.
Tley know that it is not. But they
want something which' can be pointed
% as Canada's approval of the ef-
facement of her war-freedom. Canada
would not knowingly make that sur-
render, and the imperialists are too
cunning frankly to propose it. Very
'ew know that from Canada “ratifi-
cation” means, resignation of a right
which she ha% always enjcyed, and
which has never been questioned.

If it be said that Canada will be in
no worse position than any of/ the
other twenty-two smaller nations, the
first reply that every one of the
smaller nuations (excepgk those of the
Rritish Empire) will have a chance
of becoming a member of the Geneva
Cocuncil. whereas Canada will not. ‘And
the ‘decond reply is that it is extpemely
duubtful. whether any of these other
smaller nations will supply trocps for
a war in which they are not individ-
ually interested. Of the twenty-two
smaller- nations, eleven are Spanish-
American. The numbér of men which
tl'ey contributed ,to the last war may
bhe taken -as something of a gange of
th« number which they would send to
‘e next. Canada will fulfil her ob'i-
patiors. Let her be careful of making
foolis plnmivst-.f._

Constitution of League. :

The league is composed at present of
wenty-seven members, namely, the
five “principal allied und' associated
powers,” the twenty-two minor powers
and the five subordinate parts of the
British empire.

“The council may deal at its meet-
ings with any matter withif the
sphere of action of the league, or af-
fecting the peace of the world.”

“Except where otherwise expressly
provided in this covenant, or~by the
terms of the present treaty, decisions
at any meeting of the assembly or of
the council shall require the agree-
ment of all the members of the league
represented at the meeting.”

" A permanent “secretariat” is to be
established at Geneva under the direc-
tion of a “secretary-zeneral.”

Settlement of Disputes.

All disputes “likely to.lead to a rup-
ture” are to be submitted “either to
arbitration, or to inquiry by the coun-
cil,” and no war is to be commenced
“until three months after the awara
by the arbitrators, or the report by
the council.” Maitters suitable for ar-
bitration are to be submitted for arbi-
tration either to a court agreed upon,
or to “the permanent court of inter-
national justice,” which.is to be estab-
lished by the league. Disputes not
suitable for submission to“arbitration
are to be referred to the council. If
the counecil unanimously agrees upon u
report, war is not to be undertaken
against the party which complies with
the recommendations. If the eouncil
cannot come to an agreement, then the
parties “reserve to themselves the
right to take such action as they shall
consider necessary for the mainten-
ance of right and justice.” REither of
the parties to'a dispute ‘not suitable
tor submission to arbitration may re-
quire that the matter referred to
the assembly instead, ot:; the council,
and in that case a report, in which all
the nine persons who have 'geats in
the council, and- a !majority ‘of the

‘other members of thé assembly agree,

is to have the same effect as a un-
animous agreement by the council. If
any member of the league should, got-
withstanding the above provisions, re-
sort: to war,

“it shall ipso facto be deemed to have
committed an act of war against all
“he other members of the league, which
hereby undertake immediately to suov-
Ject it to the severance of all trade or
financial relations, the prohibition of
all intercourse between their nationals
and the nations of the covenant-
breaking state, and the prevention of
all financial, commercial, or personal
intercourse between the nationals ot
the covenant-breaking state and the
nationals of any other state, whether
4 member of the league or not.

“It shall be the duty of the council
in such case to recommend to the sev-
eral governments concerned what ef-_
fective military, naval, or air force the
members of the league shall severally
contribute to :the. armed forces to be”
sent to protect the covenants of the
league.”

member of the

league and a state
which is- not a member, or between
two states which are not members,
che non-members .

If assent be given, then the pro-
ceedings take the course already in-
dicated.

Mandatories

By article 119 of the peace treaty,
“Germany renounces in favor of the
principal allied angd associated powers
all her rightg and titles over the over-
sea possessions.”

And it may be assumed. that in the
treaties yet to be signed we ghall
find similar transfers of enemy ter-
ritory to the five great powers. Presi-
dent Wilson has declared that” there
is no cession by Ge Vv of the ter-
ritory, and, ir not, the title, of course,
still remains in ‘Germany. There can
be very little doubt, however, that in
thiy respect the president is mistaken.
The disposition of the ‘ceded territor-
ies ig gu.pvided for by the covenant,
the; de farcd principle being

“that the well-being and develop-
ment of such people forms a sacred
trust of civilization, and that securi-
ties t'm' the performance of this trust
should)be .embodied in this covenant.

“The” best method of giving prac-
tical effect to this principle is that the
tutelage of such peoples should be en-
trusted to advanced nations, who,
eason of their resources, their
perience, or their geographical
tion, can best undertake
ibility, and who are willing to accept
il, and that this tutelage should be
exercised by them  as mandatories on
behalf of the league.

“The character of the mandate
must differ according to the stage of
the development of the people, the
geographical situation of the terri-
tory, ' the economic = conditions and
other similar circumstances.”

“In every case of mandate, the
mandatory shall render to the council
an annual report in peference to the
territory committed to its charge.

“The degree of authority, contrel,
or administration to be exercised by
the mandatory shall, if not previously
agreed upon by the members of the
league, be explicitly defined in each
case by the council.

Article 10 makes the covenant of the
league objectionable, and, to Canada,
quite unacceptable. It is as follows:

“The members of the league under-i
take to respect and preserve asg against
external aggression the territorial in-
tegrity and exmlng,po}tucq independ-
énce of all members of the league. In
case of any such aggression or in
case of any threat or danger of ag-
gression, the council shall advise upon
the means by which this obligation
shall’ be fulfilled.” i

The president was respomsible for
the insertion of the article in the
covenant, and eoncerning it he said to
the senators: “Article 10 seems to me
to constitute the very ibackbone of
the whole covenant. Without it the

eague would be hardly more than an
influential debating society.” With
that statement I "cordially disagree.
The president himself said to the sen-
ators -that he conceived one of the
chief benefits ¢f the league was that
“we get the gcentering upon it gener-
ally of the definite opinion of the
world, expressed thru the authorita-
tive organs of the responsible govern-
ments.” Possibly influenced by a de-
sire to placate congress, the presi-
dent has reduced the obligation of the
article almost to disappearance: (1)
It does not, he said. protect the tdrri-
tory of members of the league from
aggressive invasion, but merely from
loss of territory or independence after
invasion has been successful, and afte
the lapse of a reasonable time there-
after for withdrawal of the. victorious
troops.. (2) When that time has ex-
pired, the council would econsider, in
the first place, which of the belliger-
ents had been the aggressor (for the
party attacked is not forbidden to an-
uex territory); and, in the gecond
place, whether, if the aggressor has
been the victor, a new war is to be
undertaken for the purpose of caus-
ing him to withdraw. (3) If the coun-
cil unanimously . declares the parties
interested have no vote), that the sut-
cessful party was the aggressor, . it
will then endeavor to agree upon “the
means by which the obligation of the
covenant” shall be fulfilled.- If no
agreement is arrived at, there can be
no advice. (4) If advice be .formulat-
ed, it binds nobody, for, as the -presi-
dent said, "ea.c-hf nation must deter-
mine whether or not there has
been external .aggression.” Answering
a4 question as to the value, under
these circuymstances, of the league of
nations, the president said that “it
steadiées the whole world by its
promise beforehand that ‘it will stand
with other nations of similar judg-
ment to maintain right in the world.”

The president was mistaken in saying
that Article 10 related to the maintenance
of right in the world,, It relates to na-
tional boundaries which ‘are not yet
settled; ‘and which, quite clearly, are not
being settled according to principles of
right, but according to present- expedien-
ces, dominated by chasing ambitions and
trucluent intimidations. And it guar-
antees “the territorial integrity’’ of all
the imperialistic' nations, including the
‘rapacious thefts which have disgraced the
HMations that prate in unison about the
maintenance of right in the world. What
